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ABSTRACT
The purpose of this research project is to determine whether or not pupil’s with pre-primary schools experience performs better than pupil’s without pre-primary school experience. For this reason, four research questions and one hypothesis is to be tested in this study. The researcher intends to use six selected primary schools in Ilorin West Local Government, Kwara State capital. 
Correctional method of data collection is to be used for the collection of the data while the instrument to be used is questionnaire and the statistical method employed for analyzing the data is t-test.
 The major findings that emanated from the research study conduct are that pre-primary institution should be encouraged. 
The conclusion drawn from this research study is that pre-primary education plays a very significant role on the academic performance of pupil’s in primary school.    
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 CHAPTER ONE 
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study
The pre-primary education has become popular method of building and impact and also preparing children skills in order to be sound and also to perform well in all level of formal education system. To achieve these goals, parents must play a significant role as well as the school, the governmeht also have their owl wolr the mopst important role is to encourage their programme by financially employing expect in this course providing factritic need for the programme and also monitoring the prpogramme 
According to National Policy on Education (2008), per-primary education is a kind of education given in an educational institute to children from aged 3-5 years, plus prior to their entering the primary school. 
The history of this type of education is that per-primary education can traced to the colonial day in Nigeria. The reason for pre-primary education then was to relief the working mothers from bothering themselves about who will help them to look after their children while at work because formerly they used to employ house-maids, house boys and nannies to help them take care of their children. But these people used to maltreat their children. Thus, parent realized the need for pre-primary education where the children will be able to receive adequate care as well as formal education. 
The government was also aware of this demand for per-school education, hence the purpose of pre-primary education was in the national policy on education. In (2008) National Policy on Education government provides in the curriculum of junior secondary school and objectives of Nigeria’s education policy arising from the 1977, 1981 and 2004 editions current effort is not directed at reproducing the document within Nigeria’s Universal Basic Education (U.B.E) policy, a sociological national policy on education which is just an improvement upon that of another major challenges the current education policy is confronted with is the issue of inadequate facilities.
They prepare a child for the primary level education and providing them adequate care and supervision for the children while their parents are not at work. They also inculcate social norm in the child spirit of inquiry and creativity through the exploration of nature and the local environment play with toys, artistic and musical activities etc. They can also be teaching them the rudiments of numbers, letters, colours, shapes, form e.t.c through play, then also teaching them good habits especially good healthy habits. From the above stated objectives of pre-primary education, we can all see it clearly that pro-primary education is very important in the lives of our young ones, though, many people argued that pre-school education is not necessary and the child should not go to pre-school institution as an alternative to the service rendered by house maids, house boys, or nannies.
But with these objectives, the purpose of the category of people mentioned above. Onibukun et al (1986) explains the reasons for early education of the children. One of the reasons is the need for cognitive enrichment, That is, they are introduced to learning activities as a preparatory group for entry into the primary group for early into the primary school. The pro-school child has to interact with the environment in order to stimulate his cognitive abilities and skills. Also, the need for social development is another reason for pro-primary education. This is so because, pro-primary institution and early education brings children from different families together and in doing so, they learn to live together like brothers and sisters. It promotes unity among preschool children. Not only this, there is also need for emotional development. It is a good psychology to train children to leave home at times because they are emotionally attached to their family member, that is, father, mother, others sister, and other member of their families form their birth. Therefore pre-primary education provide the better opportunity to leave home without much emotionally upset since the institutional environment is normally full of activities, songs, dances and plays, toys and other play accessories. Besides, there are many other children to play with and they are discharged from fighting one another. 
Further more, children need pre-primary education for physical development. Pre-school institutions by exposing children to various activities help them to exercise themselves physically and this promote their growth. Another reason for pre-primary education is the need for custodian guidance. That is, the trained staff working in the institution are in the better position to provide custodian guidance for the pre-school children while their parents are at work.
The pre-school child also need moral development the pre-school institution provides an excellent opportunity for the moral education for the children. This is because bringing them together and watching them at play and at work will help the staff of the institution to detect early on set of deviant, anti-social and anti-moral behaviors set firmly. In addition, there is need for development of health habit, These include hygienic use of cups, toilet, how to dress properly, washing of fruits before eating, washing of hands after games and plays, how to repot bruises, cuts or any sickness for first aid treatment. There fore, from the point given above concerning the need for pro-primary education of our children, it is obvious that early education is of our children and it has a great impact in their academic performance in primary school.
Statement of The Problem
In the present day Nigeria, the educational standard is falling in our schools and this can be traced to so many factors such as the government, attitudes of the teachers and that of the pupil’s, socio economic status of the parents and others while neglecting the fact that pro-primary education a great role to play on the academic performance of a child because of what he has exposed to.
Therefore, this research study is designed to examine the influence of pre-primary education the influence of pre-primary education on the academic performance of primary pupil’s. This is the issue that underlines the study.
Purpose of The Study
The purpose of this study is to determine whether or not pupil’s who have pre-primary school experience performs better than those who did not have pre-primary education.
Also, the study is to find out the attitude of parents to pre-primary education and to discuss the effect of parental socio-economic status on the academic performance of the children. It is also to enlighten the individual well to do people to establish more pre-primary institution. Besides, the aim of this research work is to encourage parents to start sending children to pre-primary school.
Research Questions
Therefore the research questions are written below:
(1)	What are the attitudes of parents to pre-primary education?
(2)	What are the pupils who are gifted can them also perform as well as pupils with pre-primary education?
(3)	Can Extra mural lessons  help a child to perform like those that have pre-perform like that have per primary education?
(4)	What are the relationships between the performance of children who have pre-primary school experience and those who did not have?
 Research Hypothesis
(1) There is no significance influence in the academic performance of pupil’s that had pre-primary education and those who did not.
(2) There is no significance influence in the academic performance of pupil’s that had Private school  and public.
(3) There is no significance influence in the academic performance of pupil’s that had Extral mural and pre-education.
Significance of Study
The result of this study will-expose the parents, guardians, government, proprietor and proprietress and all educational managers to the importance of pre-primary education and it will acquaint them of the necessity of establishing pre-primary school and enrolment of children into institutions. Apart from the, Teacher education, primary education an attempt was made to draw attention to issues on basic academic educations, Also the study will help educational planners bid for improving educational development in the country.
Furthermore, the research work will help the government to fashion out policies that will aid the educational growth of the learning environment on the student academic performance in pre-primary education as expressed by universal basic education (UBE). Apart from this, the study will help pre-primary education to made compulsory and available free progress towards universal primary education. Lastly the work will help other researchers who might want to venture into similar topical areas.
Scope of The Study
This work is designed to study the influence of pre-school education on the academic performance as expressed by Universal Basic Education (UBE) student in Ilorin West Local Government Kwara State. Broader studies about this could be done by other people at other times. 


Definition of Terms
Pre-Primary Education: This is the education given in an educational institution to children between age 3-5 years plus before entering primary school.
Primary Education: This refers to the education given in an educational institution to children 6-11 years and above.
Pupils: A young person who is learning in school or from a private teacher.
Academic Achievement: This means the display of evidence of the knowledge or skill attained or developed as a result of academic Endeavour. It is usually reflected by the scores, grades or marks of a pupil in a given test or examination.
Attitude: It is a way of felling, thinking or behaving. It may be negative or positive.


CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
Introduction
The aim of this research work  has been discussed  in chapter one, it is based on making about the impact on children’s academic performance primary school or not, the research questions to be investigated are based on the attitude of parents to pre-primary education, socio-economic status of parents and the academic achievement of their children, effects of environment on the academic achievement of children and others.
The researcher is interested in this study because, she wants people to understand what impact has preprimary education of a child has on his future academic achievement and to effect a positive change in their attitudes toward pre-primary education.
Therefore, the researcher will like to examine what other people have said concerning the research problem under these sub headings, that is education, pre-primary education primary education, parent attitudes, and learners academic achievement, effect of socio-economic status of parents or the academic achievements of the learners.
Education
The term ‘Education’ comes from a Latin expression EDUCARE, which means ‘leading outing’ ‘directing’, ‘drawing out’ ‘guiding’. From the meaning of educate, we can say that education encompasses learning how to read and write in school. This is so because going to school to learning how to read and write alone does not portray the act of leading out, drawing out, directing and guiding one other more accurate Latin term that one can conveniently say that the word education has come from is EDUGARE, which also means ‘bringing up’, ‘taking up’ or ‘raising up’ from here, we can deduce that education is neither a one day activity that can be hastily carried out. According to Fafunwa (1974) said that it is the aggregate of all process by which a child or young adult develops the ability the acquisition of skills aptitudes and components necessary for self-realization and for coping with life’s problems.
Aggraval (2000) Education is the process which brings outs the best in the child within the aim of producing well balanced personalities, culturally refined emotionally stable ethically, upright, mentally alert, morally upright physically sound, socially affiant, occupationally self efficient, Nationally patriotic and internationally liberal.
In the same vein Badmus and Odediran (2000) in general introduction to theory and practical of education viewed education as intellectually, socially, emotionally etc. With this definition, education assist in molding characters, physical, appearance, mental abilities, establishing good relationship with others in the society and thinking rationally.
Universal Basic Education
According to Jomiten (2000) said universal basic education is a programmers for early childhood care and socialization; for the acquisition of functional literacy, numeracy and life-skills especially for adults (persons aged 15 and above); for nomadic population; out of school and non-formal programmers for updating the knowledge and skills of persons who left school before acquiring the basic education needed for life-long learning; apprenticeship training for adolescents and youths who have not had the benefit of formal education the formal school system from the beginning of primary education to the end of junior secondary school.
Pre- Primary Education
In Badmus and Odediran (2000), Kayode viewed pre-primary education as the forms of education that a child received when he is below the normal school age. That is when the child is between 3 to 5 years plus of age she explain further that per- primary education provides an invaluable work of the primary school by introducing the young children to a wide range of different activities in a way, which gives them a sense of purpose. She added that pro- primary educations help the children in their tasks of building a concept for themselves as a person who is worthy and competent and that it helps in bringing, deprivation from home for the children.
Federal ministry of education Lagos (1987) state that the objectives of pro-primary education among other things is also to effect a smooth transition from the home to the primary school. The concern of the federal and state governments in this sectors of the system is kb improve the standards and encourage genuine private participation in providing adequate care and supervision of children.
Primary Education
Primary education according to the national policy on Education (N.P.E.) is the form of education given in an educational institution for children between 6 to 11 years plus of age. The aims and objectives of primary education was state thus:
(A)	Inculcating permanent literacy and numeracy and ability to communicate effectively.
(B) 	Laying a sound basis for scientific and reflective thin	king.
(C)	Giving citizenship as a basis for effective participation in and contribution to the life of society
(D)	Moulding the characters and develop sound attitude and morals in the child.
(E)	Developing in the child the ability to adapt to his changing environment.
(F)	Giving the child the opportunities for developing manipulative skills that will enable him to function effectively in the society.
(G)	Providing the child with basic tool for further educational advancement including preparation for trade and crafts of the locality.
Ibrahim (2001) viewed primary education in the same way, that is education given to children between the age of 6-11 years. He added that primary level is the key to the success or failure. This means that primary education is the background of the whole system. The primary education is expected to prepare children for life while the few talented ones should have the opportunity to proceed to post primary level, He rounded up saying that the main aim of primary education is to train children physically, intellectually, morally and spiritually, and not on how to pass school examination alone.
Socio Economic Status of Parents On The Academic Achievement of The Learners
Olaniyi (2000) holds the view that socio-economic status of parents effects the academic performance of the pupils. He stresses that children from low socio-economic status cannot compete easily with those from high socioeconomic status even when they are exposed to the same academic conditions.
In the high socio-economic status, children have the opportunity of starting school early, attend private and standard nursery school, they are provided with adequate textbooks and other materials. Furthermore, children from high socio-economic status view education programmes on television and listen to radio.
This is possible because their parents can afford buying these materials unlike children from law socio-economic class who lack these necessary exposures and educationally conductive environments. Therefore, Olaniyi sad that the result is poor academic performance.
Also, Jolade (2002) in her own condition broadly classified the socio-economic background of the learners into three, based on father’s occupation.
(a) The upper social class
(b) The middle social class
(c) The lower social class
(a)	The Upper Social Class: This refers to those people with high income with more than enough to sustain them.
(b)	The Middle Social Class: These are category of people with minimum income just enough to sustain their living.
(c)	The Lower Class: The people with insufficient income or meeting their needs.
She therefore noted that learners from the upper and middle classes are exposed to environments conductive for learning, familiar with educative books and mass media programmes. There is provision of libraries both at home and in school and they always attends nursery schools and private schools where they are being taught by enough and qualified teachers’ and with thorough supervision. Almost all the school facilities which make learning meaningful, are provided in the school, But the children from low socio-economic status background do not have this opportunity since heir parents cannot afford sending them to private nursery and primary school.
Parental Attitude And Learners Academic Achievement
Kayoed in Badmus and Odediran (2000) highlights some of the attitudes of parents concerning the education especially pre-primary education of their children. She explained that some parents have little interest or care for their children because they are not ready to give their children optimum environment conductive to learning.
It is disheartening to observe that many parents do not even know which class their children are, or the teacher’s name simply because they have not taken the interest to find out. She also said that some parents are too busy to spend time with their children at home. They do not even know how to teach or guide their children. This makes children feel neglected because the parents are not ready to co-operate with the school to discuss and find solution to their problems.
Lukman Ajibola (2000) in his lecture notes on methods of Achievement Analysis enumerates the effects of parental attitudes on the academic achievement of a child. That is, if the relationship between the husband and wife is not cordial, it can affect the child. This is to say that when there is conflict between the two parents, children will not be able to concentrate in the class. Also, if there is conflict between the parents and the children, this can affect the children’s performances. Not only this, available financial resources of the parents matters a lot in the academic achievement of the children. Because, there is a lot of materials required for adequate learning such as school fees, books, rulers, uniform, e.t.c. if these are not in good supply, the child will not be able to perform up to expectation. Feeding is also important, as poor feeding can cause some infections and if not treated on time it can affect such child in his academic achievement. Again, he explains that if children are not giving good medical facilities, diseases such as eye infection, diarrhea, fever, typhoid fever, marasmus and other forms of diseases may affect the child for concentrating and most especially may affect the child’s performance in the examination.
Now, the above literature review, reveals that education helps an individual to live the fullest life to become a responsible somebody in the society and to adapt to a new environment, It also assists to interact with others in the society and to be rational in thinking.
This education starts from pre-primary education helps in preparing the child for primary education while that of primary serve as background to other levels of education. Also, in Universal Basic Education (UBE) helps an individual to develop in the entire citizenry a strong consciousness for education and a strong commitment to its vigorous promotion. And also to provide free, compulsory Universal basic education for every Nigerian child of school-going age; to cater for dropouts and out of school children/adolescents through various forms of complementary approaches to the provision and promotion of basic education. Then to ensure the acquisition of the appropriate levels of literacy, numeracy, manipulative and life skills needed for laying the foundation for life-long learning.
This literature review also shows that parental attitude and socio-economic status of the parents plays a vital role on the academic achievement of the children. Therefore, parent should not neglect their children in giving them their valuable assets, which is “Education”.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This chapter contains the following subheadings:- Research design, population of the study, sample and sampling techniques, instrument, reliability of the instruments, administration of the instruments and data analysis procedure.
Research Design
This study method to be used in carryout this research is correlational method. That is, investigating the relationships between pre-primary and primary education in universal basic education. This will be done by the researcher through the use of questionnaire.
Population of the Study
There are many primary schools in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara State. So, in order to generalize the study, but four schools in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara State were used as the case study.
Sample and Sampling Techniques
Two hundred students respondents were randomly selected from the four schools use for the study of 50 students per school.

(c)	Al-Adabiyuyah LGEA primary School, Ilorin
(d)	Anifowose  LGEA primary school	
(e)	Odota LGEA primary school
Research Instrument of the Study
The instrument design for this research work was questionnaire. With the use of this questionnaire, the researcher assumes that the most useful information would be gathered. This questionnaire contains the sex of the respondents, place of school, location, religion and questions to seek their opinion on the research problem. The researcher design a single questionnaire containing some items to elicit response for one hundred (100) respondents that were randomly selected from the four schools utilized for the study.
This questionnaire contains two sections, section A & B. Section A is on the personal information on the respondents, while section B contains items on the influence of pre-school education on the academic performances as expressed by universal basic education (UBE) students. The respondents are to respond in the form of Strongly Agreed, Strongly Disagreed, Agreed, Disagreed to the items in the questionnaire, their response were later converted to frequency and simple percentage for the data analysis.
Validation of the Instrument
The validation of the instruments was established by looking at its faces and content validity. After the compilation of the research instrument items for the study, the questionnaire items were presented to the researcher supervisor for review and evaluation. The supervisor attested to its validity after scrutiny.
Reliability of the Instrument
When we say an instrument is reliable, this means the ability of the instrument to measure consistently, under varying conditions and at different times what we want it to measure. Therefore, the instruments used by the researcher for this work such as questionnaire, textbooks, lecture note are reliable because if they are used by another person the same information shall be gather.
Method of Data Collection
The researcher distributes the copies of the questionnaire on his own. And after two days he went back to collect the same questionnaire for the respondents after they have responded to the questionnaire items.
Method of Data Analysis
Since the scales to be used in the questionnaire are S.A. (Strongly Agree), A (Agree), S.D. (Strongly Disagree), D. (Disagree). These data were first put into frequency count and later converted to simple percentage for answering each of the research questions.
The data will be tabulated on the basis of the different variables treated in the questionnaire and research questions. To clarify the data, descriptive analysis will be done below the tabulation while the researcher will discuss the data comprehensively in the next chapter. The outcome of all these will be used to answer research questions 1 to 4, while t4est statistic will be used to analyse the only hypothesis in the study.

CHAPTER FOUR
RESULT AND DISCUSSION
Introduction
This chapter focuses on data analysis, result of the finding and discussions. These are presented as follow:
 Data Analysis
The responses to the questionnaire were indicated by a Agree or disagree response, This, means that the percentages would be use to determine the response of the respondents to the items of the questionnaire.

Analysis of the response to the research question as contained in the questionnaire is hereby given.

In table 4 above, the research question being tested is: Does the relationship between the performance of children who have pre-primary education can also perform as those that have pre-primary education, whole 88.8% disagreed. This means that children with primary education experience can also perform as those that have pre-primary education.  
Also, the fourth research question was on the relationship between the performance of children who have pre-school experience and those who did not have.  The result from table 4 shows that only 11.1% of the respondents agreed that. Children that had pre-primary education experience can also perform excellently their mates that had attend pre-primary school. This show that primary education is very important four our children and they should not miss it. 
Summary of the Result
From the discussion above, response to the first research question that was seeking information on parental attitudes towards pre-primary education revealed that majority of the parents are having positive attitudes this type of education. Though. There were some people that disagreed, that is, they are having negative attitudes. Also response to the secondary research question which was concern with determining whether gifted children can also perform as well as pupils with pre-school education.
The third research question was concerned about the extral mural lesson given to a children that did not have pre-primary education few people disagreed with the extral mural lesson given to the children without pre-school education while majority submitted pupils that are in pre-primary education.
Discussion of the Results
The above were the brief of analysis of the responses of the respondents of students in the schools.  In table 1 above, the first research question sought information on the attitudes of parents toward pre-primary education in table 36.3% toward pre-primary education in table 36.3% of the respondents agreed that attitude of parents towards pre-primary education is negative while 63.6% of the respondents were of the opinion that attitudes of parents towards pre-primary education is positive. From this, we can see that parent with positive attitudes are more than those with negative attitudes.
The second research question was on the relationship between the performance of gifted pupils and those that have pre-primary education. Table 2 shows that 83.8% of the respondents agreed that, children that are gifted perform excellently as those that had pre-primary education. This shows that gifted pupils can also perform well in primary education without pre-primary education.
Research question three ask whether extral mural lesson can help a child to perform like those that have pre-perform like that have pre-school education. 79.7% of the respondents in table 3 agreed that extral mural lesson help a chi1d to perform much well while 20.2% disagreed, From the response the number of those who agreed are more than those who disagreed. Therefore, it means that there is need for extral mural lesson for as to help the child to perform well like those that have pre-school education. Vein response of the people to the fourth research question which was asking about the relationship between the performance of children who have pre-primary school experience and those who did not have. Some count it as a waste but majority believed that it is not a waste to send children to primary school and preprimary school.
Lastly, the result from the hypothesis that was tested for the different between the performance of pupils that had pre-school experience and those that have not the experience also revealed that pre-primary education assists a lot in the primary education of a child.
CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
This chapter deals with the summary of the study, the conclusions and recommendations of the study.
Summary
This research work is designed to investigate the influence of pre-school education on the academic performance as expressed by Universal Basic Education (USE).
In the work therefore, such questions as the following have been answered.
(i)	What are the attitudes of parents to pre-primary education?
(ii)	What are the pupils who are gifted can then also perform as well as pupils with pre-primary education?
(iii)	What is the extral mural lessons can help a child to perform like those that have pre-perform like that have preprimary education?
(iv)	What are the relationships between the performance of children who have pre-primary school experience and those who did not have?
To serve as the population of the study, the primary school pupils are chosen while the sample schools are the four schools choosen randomly in Ilorin West Local Government Area and one hundred teachers from the selected schools were given questionnaire so as to obtain the necessary information from them also. The analysis of the data was done in chapter 4, and the findings of this research have revealed, that pupils with pre-primary experience are expected to perform well academically than those that have not been exposed to such experience before. Not only this, it was also indicated that parental attitude has a lot of role to play in determining the academic achievement of pupils.
Furthermore, this research shed light on the ignorance of some people that count pre-school education to be a waste of money as it has been discussed earlier on, the early education of a child is very essential for cognitive, moral, physical and social development. Because of this, this finding from this research, therefore, stressed the need for both the government and individuals to establish more pre-primary education so as to allow as many children that want to go to pre-primary school in their various locality.
Conclusion
The study shows that pre-primary education pupils always perform better as those pupils with primary education as expressed by Universal Basic Education. This means that there is an influence of pre-primary education on the academic performance as expressed by Universal Academic Performance as expressed by Universal Basic Education.
Though, it was tested in chapter one of this research that some parent have negative attitudes towards pre-primary education before, but from the findings of this study, it is clearly shown that most parents have position attitude toward pre-primary education. This means that some parents have changed their attitudes from negative to positive, only few parents are still having negative attitudes towards pre-primary education.
The conclusion in this study cannot be generalized to the whole nation since only few targeted sampled in a Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Recommendations 
The following recommendations are drawn from the findings as follows: -
(1)	The Federal Government and State Government should be anxious to improve standards in pre-primary school.
(2)	Proprietors of pre-primary schools should desist from charging exorbitant fees so as to allow the less priviledged people in the society to be able to afford the price.
(3)	Parents should endeavour to send their children to pre-primary education.
Suggestion For Further Studies 
As a result of the findings in this work that is influence of pre-primary education on the academic performances as expressed by Universal Basic Education school, the researcher wishes to suggest that more studies should be done on this topic by other researchers as the issue involved are fundamental to the growth and development of children education in the school and even the development of the nation at large.
