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ABSTRACT

The study examined the effect of the use of audiovisual materials on the teaching and learning in social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin south local government of Kwara state Simple random sampling techniques were used to select fifty respondents that supplied information on the questionnaire. Simple percentage method was adopted to score the information obtained from the questionnaire distributed. Three research questions were raised for the study. 

The study showed that audio visual material has a great significant impact towards the effective teaching and learning and as well as the student academic performance in their various course of study

It is therefore recommended that the three tiers of government (Federal, State, and Local Government) should embark on massive construction of class rooms and facilities like library, Laboratory, ICT facilities to enhance for effective use of audio visual material for effective teaching and learning in social studies. The teacher must be adequately motivated in term of payment of salaries and allowance as at when due to enable them discharge their duties diligently.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background of the Study

Audio-visual is now permeating the educational system as a tool for effective teaching and learning. With audio-visual, the communication of information can be done in a more effective manner and it can be an effective instructional medium for delivering information. Audio-visual access to knowledge is one of the possibilities of information and communication technology that has tremendous impact on learning. The instructional media have emerged in a variety of resources, and equipment, which can be used to supplement or complement the teachers’ efforts in ensuring effective learning by students. It is recognized that conventional media technologies can no longer meet the needs of our teaching and learning processes; as a result they are being replaced by audio-visual technology. This technology provides a learning environment that is self-paced, learner-controlled and individualized.

Audio-visual is defined as the combination of various digital media types such as text, images, sound and video, into an integrated multi-sensory interactive application or presentation to convey a message or information to an audience. In other words, audio-visual means “an individual or a small group using a computer to interact with information that is represented in several media, by repeatedly selecting what to see and hear next”. The power of audio-visual lies in the fact that it is multisensory, stimulating the many senses of the audience. It is also interactive, enabling the end users of the application to control the content and flow of information. This has introduced important changes in the educational system and impact the way teachers communicate information to the Learners. Ogunbote and Adesoye (2000) expressed that audio visual technology adds new dimension to learning experiences because concepts were easier to present and comprehend when the words are complemented with images and animations. Stating further that it has been established that learners retain more when a variety of senses are engaged in impacting knowledge; and the intensity of the experience aids retention and recall by engaging social, emotional and intellectual senses.

The evolution of audio-visual aids has made it very possible for learners to become more involved in learning activity. With audio-visual technologies, learners can create audio-visual applications as part of learning project requirements. This would make the learners active participant in the learning process, instead of just being passive learners of the educational content.

Audio-visual involves processing, storage, generation, manipulation and retention of audio visual system, and the resources could include text files, pictures, video, audio, databases, archives, library catalogs, course notes, relevant links to various websites and easy access to search engines available on the Internet. A study by Ubogu (1996) supports the view that audio-visual resources facilitate access to all human knowledge, anytime, and anywhere in a friendly, multi-modal, efficient and effective way, by overcoming barriers of distance, language and culture, and by using multiple Internet-connect devices. It is important to say that the use of audio-visual technology has great significance in colleges, universities and research institutions in the Western countries. In these countries, the technology is being seen as a key player to development in all ramifications and essential component of education. However, Babajide & Bolaji (1999) identified different types of audio visual communication, some of which include computer science hardware, computer science software, public address systems, slides, overhead projectors, opaque projectors, videos, cassettes, audio tapes, cassette recorders, flip, time sequence, stream charts, Diorama still motion pictures among others.

Audio-visual in Education has been extremely effective in teaching individuals a wide range of subjects. Audio-visual is changing the way we communicate with each other. The way people send and receive messages is more effectively done and better comprehended. While a lecture can be extremely informative, a lecture that integrates pictures or video images can help an individual learn and retain information much more effectively. Using interactive CD-ROMs can be extremely effective in teaching students a wide variety of disciplines, most notably languages and music. A multisensory experience can be created for the audience, which in turn, elicits positive attitudes towards its application.

Audio-visual has also been shown to elicit the highest rate of information retention and result in shorter learning time. However, information technology application serves different purposes, such as knowledge sharing-portal, search engines, public administration, social service and business solution. Omagbemi, Akinola & Olayiwola (2001) supporting this view expressed that access to audio visual information could stimulate changes and creates conductive learning environment and make learning more meaningful and responsive to the localized and specific needs of learners.

However, Hoffman (1997) suggested that successful implementation of ICTs need to address five interlocking frameworks for change namely the infrastructure, attitude, staff development, support (technical and administrative) and also sustainability and transferability. The many kind of ICTs implemented at teaching and learning can be used in education for different purpose. For instance, some audiovisual aids help students’ with learning by improving the communication between the students and the instructors.

Studies have shown that, there are some factors that determine academics’ use and non-use of new technologies for teaching and learning in the advanced countries and these include, the needs of the learner, the characteristics and experiences of academics, the technology available, the environment within which academics work and how valuable they perceive the use of technology to be for teaching their students and the disciplinary context of which the academic is part. 

However, research have demonstrated that there are disciplinary and subject differences in the way ICTs are being used and adopted in teaching and learning.

There is an urgent need to improve the quality of education to bridge the gap between developed and developing nations, and audio-visual instruction is considered as a necessary tool for this purpose. However, the presence of audio-visual alone will not stimulate significant changes in a school. Teachers are important ingredient in the implementation of audiovisual instruction in education. Without the involvement of teachers, most students may not take advantage of all the available potential benefits of audio-visual on their own.

Teachers need to actively participate in the use of audiovisual facilities. Teachers have to be trained in the use of audio-visual and in its integration in the classroom activities to enhance thinking and creativity among students. Teachers must also learn to facilitate and encourage students by making them responsible for learning. 

Statement of the Problems 

Examination is the main source of evaluation through which the students' ability to memorize the lectures and the textbook is tested. In such a system where the examinations are set to show the student's ability to memorize the lectures instead of showing his knowledge of the subject, use of the school library will be marginal (Asheim, 1966). lt seems to be that in a society like Kwara state in which the leading concept of teaching is about telling students what to think and where they sit in the classroom, and the teacher guides them in a very authoritarian and structured way, it is very difficult to see the role of libraries because the students are told what to do, what to read, and what to write. Thus, until that situation changes, the library in those schools will always be marginal and it has no real purpose other than a recreation. 

Objectives of the Study

The study is designed to investigate the effect of the use of audiovisual materials on the teaching and learning in social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin south local government of Kwara state. Specifically, the study intends to:

i. To find out that does audio visual material has any effect on the teaching and learning in school

ii. Find out the types of audiovisual resources used for teaching and learning in social study

iii. Determine the impact of audiovisual resources on teaching and learning

iv. To find out the extent the audio visual materials contribute to the student academic performance most especially in social studies.

v. To examine the extent to which the audio visual material has any effect on the teacher effectiveness

Research hypothesis

The Null Hypotheses tested are: 

H01:
 There is no significant difference in the performance of the students taught with Audio-Visual Materials and those taught without Audio-Visual Materials among Junior Secondary Schools students in Ilorin south Local Government area. 

H02: 
 There is no significant difference in the performance of male and female students taught using Audio-Visual Materials among Junior Secondary Schools students in Ilorin south Local Government area. 

H03:  There is no significant difference in the retention of lessons by students taught using Audio-Visual Materials and those taught without Audio-Visual Materials among Junior Secondary Schools students in Ilorin south Local Government area.

Significance of the Study 
This study is concerned with investigating the effects of audiovisual materials in the teaching and learning of social studies in the junior secondary schools in Ilorin south local government of Kwara state will be of immense benefits to students, teachers, school authorities, educational stakeholders, especially the Federal and State Ministries of Education. Specifically, the study will be of immense benefit because it will enhance the learning processes of the students and thereby improve on their overall academic performance, since it will increase the motivation of the students, add clarity to the topics taught and make learning more interesting. Findings from the study will help to sensitize teachers of secondary schools of their important roles in promoting the use of audiovisual resources in teaching and learning. This is because it will provide a basis for them to understand the need for their complimentary roles in encouraging and supporting the use of audiovisual resources.

 The findings will further help to reveal and create awareness among the school authorities of the importance or otherwise of the use of audiovisual resources in teaching and learning. This is because the findings from this study may require taking a decision by the secondary school authorities whether to infuse audiovisual materials in learning curriculum or to modify, expunge or discontinue with the existing teaching methods. Create awareness for state and federal ministry of education as policy makers in secondary schools of the need to infuse the use of audiovisual resources as a core teaching method in the curricula of secondary schools and impress upon them to provide explicit strategy for enforcing the use of audiovisual materials in teaching and learning.

Scope and Limitation of the Studies

This research work is to find out the extent of audio visual material on the teaching and learning in social studies in south local government area of Kwara. The researcher has to complete his research work within short period of time. Due to lack of resources he has to confine his research work to Ilorin south junior secondary school in Kwara state.

Operational definition of terms  

Instructional Aids:- This can be used interchangeably as instructional materials. They are aids used by the teacher in classroom to supplement the transmission of knowledge with a view to emphasizing clarification of instructions.

Audio-Aids: This are instructional materials that apply only to the sense of hearing e.g radio, cassette recorder.

Visual Aids:- This are instructional materials that apply only to the sense of sight e.g. film, chart.

Audio-Visual Aids:- This is a term derived out of audio and visual, to indicate a variety of communication materials used to send out message, ideas and experiences through the active participation of sense organs of both sight and hearing e.g television, video tapes.

Secondary Schools:- This refers to the formal academic programmes meant for children who have completed their primary school course and are between the age of eleven to seventeen years and above.

Academic Performance:- This refers to the level of grade or scores that a student obtains in class test or internal and external examination after due process of evaluation.

CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW

The Impact of Audio Visual Resources on Teaching and Learning

The outcome of the findings on research question two clearly revealed that the use of audiovisual resources significantly impact on the teaching and learning in secondary schools. It was discovered from the findings that the impact of use of audiovisual resources on teaching and learning rests on the fact that they stimulate interest and improve learning. Agreeing with this, Dike (1989) opined that audiovisual resources do not only increase the motivation of the teachers and learners, they add clarity to the topic taught and make learning more interesting. The findings also revealed that AVs solve educational problems arising from population boom and explosion of human knowledge and they provide sources of information on every kind of learning thereby removing abstraction in teaching and learning. The above finding agrees with Ode& Omokaro (2007) that a visual instruction encourages the use of audiovisual resources to make abstract ideas more concrete to the learners. According to this opinion, the teacher’s duty therefore, is to make learning live, not just something to remember but part of living experience.

The findings further revealed that the use of audiovisual resources significantly impact on teaching and learning in that they promote better understanding and so create emotional balance which gives room to personality development, they expand experience through films thereby helping students to share experience of other cultures, make individualized the individualize learning possible through programmed instruction. The above findings significantly bear credence to the study by Balogum (1976) on the importance of audiovisual materials which emphasized that a well chosen AV materials will promote better understanding, create emotional balance and allow learners share experiences of other cultures, and make individualized learning possible through their programmed instructions; and provide concrete basis for conceptual thinking hence reducing meaningless word response by learners. To further investigate if there is no significant difference between the use and non-use of audiovisual materials the null hypothesis was tested and the result showed that there is significant difference between the use and non-use of audiovisual materials in teaching and learning.

Concepts and Definitions of Audio- Visual Aids: 
Teaching aids arouse the interest of learners and help the teachers to explain the concepts easily. Undoubtedly, audio visual aids are those instructional aids which are used in the classroom to encourage teaching learning process. As Singh (2005) defines: “Any device which by sight and sound increase the individuals' experience beyond that acquired through read described as an audio visual aids” Audio- Visual aids are those instructional devices which are used in the classroom to encourage learning and make it easier and interesting. The materials like charts, maps, models, film strip, projectors, radio, television etc called instructional aids. (Rather, 2004). 

According to Webster’s Encyclopeadia Unabridged Dictionary of English, Audio-Visual Aids as “training or educational materials directed at both the senses of hearing and the sense of sight, films, recordings, photographs, etc used in classroom instructions, library collections or the likes”. The term has also been defined by (Dike, 1993) as those materials which do not depend solely upon reading to convey meaning. They may present information through the sense of hearing as in audio resources; sight as in visual resources or through a combination of senses. Indeed, the variety of such resources is a striking characteristic. According to (Anzaku, 2011) “the term audio-visual material is commonly used to refer to those instructional materials that may be used to convey meaning without complete dependence upon verbal symbols or language”. 

Thus, according to Anzaku a text book or a reference material does not fall within this grouping of instructional materials but an illustration in a book does. Some audio-visual components are in the nature of process and experience for example, dramatizing an event or a procedure or making diorama. Some of the audio-visual materials like the motion pictures require the use of equipment to release their latent value. Some do not need equipment at all like an exhibit or a study print. This term designates in common usage both material things as well as processes such as field trips. Anzaku further states that audio-visual materials include materials and equipment alike that materials are considered to be system or body of content of potential value when put to work while equipment or instructions often referred to as hardware, components are the means of presenting such content. 

The Importance and Functions of Audio-Visual Materials 
In teaching and learning of the social studies, the use of audio-visual materials proves to be better instructional aids and according to Mgbodile (1999) it yields good result. There is a shift from teacher-dominated method to child-centered method. The teacher becomes a controller and a manipulator of an intellectual and instructional environment. Echetabu (1984) has the view that audio-visual materials stimulate children to speak and write in a relatively short time. Children learn more as they interact with persons, objects, materials, ideals and ideal environment. Audio-visual aids are specifically made instructional aids which are powerfully meant for education as well as giving information and entertainment. Rowtree (1994) sums up the value of audio-visual aids as: 

i. Those materials that fill such gaps which are created by the use of traditional teaching methods where teachers sparingly use the instructional materials 

ii. Audio-visual materials help people to share expert knowledge which reaches a lot of people simultaneously. 

iii. They are very good materials for the preservation of records and documents. 

iv. They enrich learning and teaching 

v. They allow students to learn at their own rate 

vi. They encourage integration in individuals and group learning 

vii. They contain recorded voice of the original speakers which gives added advantages for effective learning and getting it from the source. He further groups the audio-visual aids as: 

i. Manipulative Equipment: They are elements and tools of training

ii. Facilitative System: Any teacher who uses this system has the purpose to help learners cultivate and fulfill expectation of their own. 

iii. Operational Value System: In this concept, teaching has to be done in line with the existing culture of a people for over and conformity. Again, there is the overlap of meaning and activities of teaching as indoctrinating, conditioning, instructing and training, which are native to the learners. Therefore, audio-visual materials carry them as real life experiences and pass on to the learners as direct experiences. 

iv. Education Process: It is a model of teaching. It contains programmes that are full of intellectual activities. The material contains; discussions, commentaries, tutorials, games, simulations and other such activities selected and guided by the teacher in line with the set educational objectives or goals. 

v. Entertaining Device: It is specially designed to carry along entertainment in form of music, dances and other lively activities to ward off boredom and conditions the students to absorb more knowledge. 

The Advantages of Audio-Visual Aids: 
Gopal (2010) states that the Audio-Visual Aids provides significant gains in informal learning, retention and recall, rethinking and reasoning, activity, interest, imagination, personal growth and development. Swank (2011) stressing the effectiveness of visual materials in learning estimates that about 40% of our concepts are based upon visual experience, 25% upon auditory, 17% on tactile, 15% upon miscellaneous organic sensation and 3% upon taste smell. With the above assertion, it becomes clearer why audio-visual materials are important in the teaching and learning processes. This is because they bring the different senses contributions together to get 100% clarity. Gopal (2010) stressed that audio-visual materials help the teacher to overcome physical difficulties of presenting subject matter. That is to say with audio-visual materials, the barrier of communication and distance is broken. The culture and climatic conditions of other countries can be brought into the classroom with the aid of slides, films, filmstrips and projectors. This is important because according to Dike (1993:87) “once the phenomenon is visualized, the picture and knowledge becomes very clear and permanent”. Agreeing to this assertion, a 20th century Chinese philosopher stated that “one picture is worth a thousand words”. Natoli (2011:102) once again adds that “audio-visual materials are rich opportunities for students to develop communication skill while actively engaged in solving meaningful problems”. In other words, students certainly like it more and learn better if they are engaged in important and appealing activities. For example, involving students in bulletin board display will enhance their choice of colour and aid their understanding of the concept in question or when they join the teacher in dramatization of an event or a process. 

According to Katherine (2009) “learning takes place effectively when the teacher sets out to provide learning situation in which a child will learn because of his natural reactions of the provided materials”. During the process of learning, the teacher has to provide the learning situation to satisfy the natural reaction of the learner and this is through the use of instructional aids. The attention of the learner is caught and his interest is also won and he is ready to learn. Fawcett (1994) also contributing on the role of audio-visual materials in stimulating interest stated that “A friendly, accepting group climate is important in any learning situations especially those materials that require students to reveal their ignorance and confront their fellow students”. When there is a climate of acceptance for learning, then learning is stimulated. Lestage (1959) stressed that audio-visual materials provide a means of individualizing instruction. This he said is possible through programmed learning and tapes which enable the learner to learn at his pace and also to work on his own. 

Moreover, according to Dike (1993) the machine frees the teacher to work with individual students, since he or she is not now required to carry out routine drills. Production of resources by students is another way of individualizing instruction. These audio-visual resources serves, because the information can be gotten from the good use of perceptual instructional materials especially those provided from our locality. When they are used in the class, their familiarity gives a background for understanding the information. McNaught (2007) also observes that audio-visual materials are very useful teaching and instructional as well as promotional aids. He further stressed that where consistency of presentation is desirable and audio-visual materials are useful. They provide experiences not easily secured in other ways and hence contribute to the depth and variety of learning. Audio-visual resources can play a major role of making learning permanent, Gopal (2010) stresses that “audio-visual methods do seem to facilitate the acquisition, the retention and the recall of lessons learned because they seem to evoke the maximum response of the whole organism to the situations in which learning is done. And perceptual materials readily associate themselves with the unique experiential background of each individual. Natoli (2011) stresses that audio-visual materials are important in the teaching and learning processes because “Having seen something, most people remember, for whatever that thing was, it conjures up an image at a mere mention and can be talked about freely. Dike (1993) also explains that students forget because of lack of interest and opportunities to use the knowledge they have gained later on. Audio-visual resources can therefore contribute to the clarity of information presented by allowing students to visualize what is learned. 

This overall classroom environment becomes conducive to creative discipline. At the same time, it is important to take into account that the Audio-Visual Aids do not play role up to disseminate the information, data, facts and clues but also they influence the mentality, psychology, grasping level of the students in the classroom. On the other hand, they greatly motivate and inspire the teachers to adopt the latest creative and innovative aids.

Theoretical Framework

Effectiveness of Auditory and Visual Senses.
Bello opined that more is retained when students use both their auditory and visual sense organs simultaneously. In the teaching of social studies, just like in other areas of instructions, instructional materials are indispensable, as seeing, is said to control a greater part of all sensory information. To buttress the usefulness of instructional materials in creating social awareness when used in teaching social studies in secondary schools.

Bonska, explained that “one remembers only 10% of what is heard and 90% of what is heard, seen, and done. Accordingly, Berry and Buktenica explained that instructional materials are very important in education. This was equally due to the realization of the immense influence which audio visual materials creates on a recipient. Also Bouska in realization of the significant role of instructional materials on learning advised that since resourcefulness is a basic quality for a successful life, classroom teaching activity should involve more problems that are resourcefulness oriented. Thus, the influence of audio visual materials in creating social awareness is more effective than words alone if they are related to the learning process.

This is so because it is believed that some learn better when they hear and see, while others, the sense of hearing, touch, smell, dominate them in acquiring knowledge. This may also confirm the saying that “what we hear we forget, what we see we tend to remember, and what we see and hear we remember more”.

Therefore for proper discussion and understanding of social concepts, instructional materials are more often used to drive home the message especially with a non-literate audience. Hence, the use of instructional materials plays an important role because they work more effectively and used to supplement the text books.

It is widely said and believed that, the best way of helping learners is to bring them face to face with instructional materials.

According to Akkinson, the result of the use of resources is more effective than words or verbalization. This can only be done through the influence of instructional materials which represent real life situations. This is because they are capable of conveying the intended message to the recipient as they received it, understand and apply the experience gained to real life situations.

Beside, considering the high level of literacy, poverty, traditional beliefs, ignorance e.t.c. of the rural people, the use of instructional materials can help arouse their interest, provide a clear mental picture, speed understanding, help memory retention and provide a shared experience which in the end creates historical awareness.

Brown wrote that “Looking at something with the person with whom you are trying to communicate there is something in common, and that is the thing both of you see” as this is shared, the words used are better understood because both the speaker and the listener relate them to a common instructional materials. For effective use of instructional materials, care must be taken of what is taught and advised if we are not to waste time rather than aid the teaching finally, the use of instructional materials compels attention through their combined influence of movement, sound and a great range of instructional materials.
The Influence of Instructional Materials in the Teaching of Social Studies

The term instructional or audio-visual is not a universal language but it refers to relevant materials which when used effectively with sight in either formal or informal classroom situation are generally and easily well understood.

This is because, there are closely related to the way people do things in their everyday life. It is generally assumed that students will understand the things they see very easily than listen to abstract ideas presented in words. Udomior. The above statement therefore justifies a discussion of influence of instructional materials on both the learners and educator during teaching and learning in any given situation.

Instructional Materials Arouse Interest: It is said that one does not learn so much except he pays attention and shows and interest in a subject. This cannot be effectively achieved except something vital that can captivate the expected interest is presented to the learners as aids.

Finally teaching with instructional materials like the television as well as other aids according to Ogunimilade, ease the problems the learners find in the lesson which teachers teach and also help remove any of the disadvantages associated with the system if teaching was limited from a teacher to learners’ direction only.

Summary of literature review

Instructional materials can introduce demonstration in the classroom which is synonymous to taking the learners to parts of the world they could not otherwise experience having in the class room situation, a teacher with special expertise e.t.c.

From the above therefore, if instructional materials are excepted as capable of creating a remarkable effect on the learners when used in a lesson in teaching social studies, it suffice to believe also that the use of those instructional materials can help create the expected awareness toward teaching and learning of social studies in selected junior secondary school in Ilorin south Local Government Area of Kwara state.

Research Design 

This research design is a descriptive survey monish examines on the use of audiovisual materials on the teaching and learning in social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin south local government of Kwara state. It also provides acceptable data in perpetration and graduation process.

 Population of the Study 

The term population refers to the complete number of students offering social studies as one of the subject for junior secondary school certificate examination. Similarly selected secondary school in Ilorin south constituted the population of the study two the following school is are stated as follows;   

i. Government Girls Day Okesuna

ii. Government Day secondary school Gaa Akanbi 

iii. Government Secondary school 

iv. Government Day Secondary School Tanke 

v. St. Anthony Secondary school

As stated above, a total number of some selected secondary school in Ilorin south procedure for data collection.

Sample and Sampling Techniques

The selected schools for this research works were based on simple randomly sampling from different part of Ilorin metropolis. Also simple random sampling technique was used to select a sample from the student and teachers population. These schools sampled are:

i. Government Girls Day Okesuna

ii. Government Day secondary school Gaa Akanbi 

iii. Government Secondary school 

iv. Government Day Secondary School Tanke 

v. St. Anthony Secondary school
The above simple random procedure was used to give every subject in population equal chance of appearing in the selection. This means that no number is deliberately omitted except by chance.

Research Instrument 

The main instrument utilized for data collection in this research work was structured questionnaire. The questionnaire was constructed by the researcher after careful and proper review of the study. The questionnaire was prepared specifically with the objective of obtaining relevant information regarding the use of audiovisual materials on the teaching and learning in social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin south local government of Kwara state.

The questionnaires were given to a teacher offering Social Studies. Fifty teachers were served with questionnaire in each sample schools both male and female teacher from sample schools were also given questionnaires.

Validity of Instrument

The drafted questionnaire was given to the supervisor for scrutiny and some modification on the structuring and organization of the statement before finally approved one for the study. According to Best (1981:31) validity is the quality of the data gathering instrument that enable to determine what design to measure is.

Reliability of the Instrument 

Reliability refers to consistency of scores or answer from the administration of an instrument to another and from one set of item to another.

The researchers believe  that the simple used was reliable because the questionnaire used for collecting data for this  study were highly reliable as they undergo test from expert in the department and supervisors i.e.  test retest collected were reliable because the respondent were given question and the respondents are to respond to the questions by marking or tick any two or the option to each question which was read and corrected by the educational expert and supervisor. Therefore the results of the two tests were then correlated by using the Pearson product moment of 0.69 was considered suitable of this study.

Procedure for Data Collection 

The researcher personally distributed and collected the questionnaire from the respondents. Fifty questionnaire forms were distributed to the teachers questionnaire form were collected back from the respondents. In other words, all data were collected after the completion of the questionnaire from the teachers in some selected secondary school in Ilorin south.

Data Analysis Procedure 

Data collected serves as an answer to the questions which was analyzed with the use of tables and perceptive however, the procedure for analysis was that the students and teachers responses are the responses of strongly agreed cases and agreed case were merged  together similarly to the responses of demerged to gather as disagreed.

Teaching and learning with audio visual resource play and important role in the teaching learning process. 92% of the  respondents emphasized that use of audio visual have impact an class room control and management while 18% oppose the statement. Student often benefit from the visual aids appeal it .audio visual materials because it tends to focus the attention on the topic. The use of audio visual influence the conclusion learning environment with the view if 88% agreed while 12% of the respondents disagree to the assertion.

The student’s academic performance can not be effective without effective teaching and learning and the use of audio visual resource during the teaching and learning process. The role of audio visual in a teaching and learning process are not over emphasizes to do the great significant impact or effect it as on the both students academic achievement and teacher effectiveness. In view of these 29% of respondents students academic performance in the various course of studies while 8% of respondent disagree.

In addition the student’s academic performance con not be effective without effective teaching and learning through the use of audio visual, 88% respondent at start that the use of audio visual, make a comment contribution to the effective teaching and learning which influence the students seriousness while 12% oppose it. Mean while, the students seriousness during teaching and learning process has great significant impact. The high rate o f students seriousness has great significant effect on the student attention and classroom control and management with the support of 92% respondents emphasizes that the use of audio visual attract the students attention and classroom control while 8% differ their opinion from it.


     The introduction of audio visual resources to the teaching and learning in social studies influence the level of students enrolment in to social studies department as regard to this 76% of the respondent proclaimed to the state while 24% of the respondents disclaims the statement.
Discussion of the Result

Teaching and learning processes are very crucial at all levels of educational development. If well planned and directed, they are the keys to success and progress of an individual. Therefore, best methods have to be used in order to enhance effective teaching and learning. Consequently, the need to employ the use of teaching aids otherwise referred to as audiovisual resources to enhance effective teaching and learning. Audio-visual resources according to Dike (2009) do not only increase the motivation of the teachers and learners; they add clarity to the topic taught and make learning more interesting. Permanent learning according to Njoku (2010) is the goal of education in that the learners should be able to retain what is taught. Audiovisual materials make learning more permanent since they appeal to more than one sense.
Therefore, the teacher’s duty is to make learning live, not just something to remember but part of living experience. This can be done effectively by employing the use of audiovisual resources in teaching and learning as a mean of imparting knowledge to learners. Educators have come to realize that the most effective teaching and learning take place when an individual has direct experience with the subject under study, in order wise, learners learn best by doing.

It is only by the use of audiovisual resources that learners can be offered the opportunity to learn by doing. This is because attention, motivation, concentration and retention of facts are enhanced through the use of audiovisual materials.

The evolution of audio-visual aids has made it very possible for learners to become more involved in learning activity. With audio-visual technologies, learners can create audio-visual applications as part of learning project requirements. This would make the learners active participant in the learning process, instead of just being passive learners of the educational content.

Audio-visual involves processing, storage, generation, manipulation and retention of audio visual system, and the resources could include text files, pictures, video, audio, databases, archives, library catalogs, course notes, relevant links to various websites and easy access to search engines available on the Internet. 
Audio-visual in Education has been extremely effective in teaching individuals a wide range of subjects. Audio-visual is changing the way we communicate with each other. The way people send and receive messages is more effectively done and better comprehended. While a lecture can be extremely informative, a lecture that integrates pictures or video images can help an individual learn and retain information much more effectively. Using interactive CD-ROMs can be extremely effective in teaching students a wide variety of disciplines, most notably languages and music. A multisensory experience can be created for the audience, which in turn, elicits positive attitudes towards its application. Audio-visual has also been shown to elicit the highest rate of information retention and result in shorter learning time.
CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary


This study conducted to find out the extent of use of audio-visual materials in the teaching and learning of social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara state. Simple random sampling techniques were adopted to select five secondary schools. The numbers of respondents used were fifty (50) which selected ten (10) each from the stratum of five subs –group school.


The questionnaire was administered to the respondent by the researcher through personal visit to sampled secondary school and due consultation were made with school authorities simple percentage method was used to ascertain the reliability of the instrument.


In the course of this research, it has been clearly discovered that the impact of audio- visual material in the teaching and learning cannot be over emphasis because of it great significant to student achievement and teacher effectiveness in school.


However, analysis of the data for this study show that all the four research questions formulated for the purpose of the study were pointing to the positive impact of audio-visual on student academic performance and as well as the effectiveness of teacher in school. 


The result and finding of this study shows that the use of audio-visual on the student have great significant on the student achievement in their various courses. In addition, it revealed that 50% of the school teachers have good view toward the implementations and utilization of school facilities in secondary school to enhance effective student academic performance and effectiveness of teachers.
Conclusion
Based on the results obtained in this study, the following conclusion were made; Integration of Audio-Visual Aids in the teaching and learning in the study area suffer from inadequate computer infrastructure in schools, ill equipped and overburdened teaching force and overstretched school budgets incapable of sorting out the financial challenges that the schools face relative to computer integration in the teaching and learning process. There is need to address those factors affecting Audio-Visual Aids use in teaching and learning of social studies in order to integrate its use in the teaching and learning in schools. Use of Audio- Visual Aids enhanced and facilitated the acquisition of knowledge and skills more than the use of traditional teaching method.

Recommendations

Based on the findings of this study the following recommendations are put forward by the researcher:

i. Education stakeholders in the country should finance provision of computers, power generator, Audio-Visual Aids, and expand computer laboratories in all secondary schools. This will enhance the use of computers in the teaching and learning.

ii. All teachers should be trained on using Audio-Visual Aids to teach due to lack of computer skills.

iii. The PTA, educational stakeholders and the government through MOE who finance free secondary education should increase its allocation on tuition fees and encourage schools to have a specific vote head for computers so as to ensure reliable funding of computers by schools. However MOE should ensure use of the funds efficiently and effectively to create sustainable computer programs in their schools.

iv. Ministry of Education and professional organizations like STAN should organize workshops, seminars and conferences for lecturers and teachers especially on how to manage Audio-Visual Aids.
