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ABSTRACT
The study was conducted to examine the adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime using simple random sampling techniques. Data were collected from 100 basic school teachers across the Ilorin west local government area. Frequency and percentage also inferential statistic of t-test was adopted to analyses the research question and the hypotheses. It was found that basic school social studies curriculum is adequate and helps in combating social crimes. It was found that there was a significant difference in basic school teacher’s assessment of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime base gender in Ilorin West LGA significant 0.03, df is 98 p<0.05. also it was found that there was no significant difference in basic school teacher’s assessment of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime base on school type in Ilorin West LGA significant at 683, df is 98 p< 0.05. it was found that there was no significant difference in basic school teacher’s assessment of social studies curriculum content base on teaching experience in Ilorin West LGA significant at 0.219, df is 98 p> 0.05. therefore, it was recommended that in order to committee teachers of duty irrespective of their gender teacher should be well paid to avoid sharing of their working hour to other work, which influence their assessment skill.   
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.0	Background to the Study
Social studies for long has been erroneously regarded as an amalgam of all the social science subjects including humanities. The subject has therefore become unwieldy to teach effectively. Particularly in view of the government position that a new civic education curriculum be disarticulated from the subject. Recently, social studies curriculum has been realigned to take cognizance of these challenges facing the subject as a core subject at basic education level. Effort have been made to redress the observed inadequacy by teaching the subjects as a discipline that brings the reality of everyday societal living to students with the desire to making them acquire the knowledge attitude values and skills required to be responsible and discipline members of their society. 
The nature and objectives of social studies in Nigeria upper basic schools emphasize students’ familiarity with their physical and social environment, improved social relationship and interactions, skills and ability to think respectively, critically creatively and independently. All these objectives are required in life –problem solving.  As a totality of man’s experience in the society and a problem approach discipline it becomes imperative to emphasize students’ active participation in the learning process (Akintola, 2015) social studies could be seen as a programme of study in our schools which used to inculcate in the learners the knowledge’s. Skills attitude and actions considered important in human relationship in the society (CESAC, 1993) the basic education curriculum in social studies, apart from taking into consideration societal needs, has incorporated many of the contemporary issues of local and global concern such as:
· Youth Unemployment and youth Restiveness
· Environmental Issues
· Drug Abuse 
· Family life Education
· Security peace and conflicts Issues Including Other Aspects of the Social Crime
Social Studies is society bound. This requires that its curriculum reflects the problems’ yearning and aspiration of a given society. It is observed that the nature of the problem and aspiration of the society have always determined the nature of social studies curriculum and of course determines the purpose which the curriculum is out to serve. Probably, that’s why Yakubu, (2020) opined that when we plan a social studies curriculum for any society, it must take the problem of that society into consideration. 
He stated further that, Nigeria for instance, has her problems which are not necessarily identical with the problems of other societies. It is essential therefore, that the social studies curriculum of Nigeria should take into consideration the particular problems of Nigeria among which is the problems of social crime which has becomes an issue of national concern irrespective of cultural background. 
Enu and Effiom, (2012) defined crime as “a harmful act or omission against the public which the state wishes to prevent and which upon conviction is punishable by fine imprisonment and or death”. However, it maintained that a conducts is criminal only when it has been so declared by the laws of the country. By this definition for an act must be passed for a crime, it must harmful directed to the public punishable and has assumed a status of social issue for which the state may wish to do something about. Notwithstanding this conception of crime in the law of tort, there are offensive acts or omission against individuals which can be treated as civil cases with little compensation for the offended. This can as well pass for a crime. The basic thrust of crime is human insecurity. 
According to the technical committee on security (2018), security is conceptualized as the actual or potential freedom and safety from physical/military political, economic, Socio-cultural or psychological danger or attack. That is, it is the protection or defense of people against al kind of victimization from external military attack, Economic want poverty illiteracy, disease/ill-health political oppression, social exploitation criminality etc. and it is perceived in terms of the generality of the population i.e. the physical, political, economic and social security of the overage citizen rather than that of the government of the day and it officials.
By implication security is the condition which enhances the ability of government it agencies and it citizens to function without hindrance. Differently put it implies the absence of threat to life and property; it encompasses the socio-economic well-being of the people and enables co-existence in peace and harmony. Section 14(1)b of chapter 2 of the 1999 constitution of the Federal Republic Nigeria captures the importance of security when it state that – security and welfare of the people shall be the primary purpose of government. Seen this way security is a social contract between the states and it citizen in which the former is expected to protect, defend and provides for the latter in the public arena.
Various people such as Okiro, (2019), Etim, (2018), there has been growing insecurity an increase in the incessant kidnapping incidents the reigning cases of broad day light robberies, hired assassination or political sponsored killings and the most recent attacks and religion crises in the North Jos in particular. In addition, there are the destructive demonstration of the militants in the pre-amnesty period and other grave problems be setting the country.
Since the return to democratic rule in 1999, more than 10,000 Nigeria have been killed in sectarian and communal violence. Recent events have only exacerbated the country’s deep divisions. The imposition of Sharia or Islamic law, in twelve northern states and Jos, 2010 January crisis, forced thousands of Christians to flee, while more recently. Danish cartoons ridiculing the Muslims prophet Muhammed resulted in attacks and reprisals that killed dozens and injured, the blasphemy issue in the North Sokoto with specific against a student of Shehu Shagari College of Education. Former Nigeria leader like Obasanjo has been criticized both in and outside the country for not definitively responding to religious violence and communal tension that cropped up during his regime. According to the “Nigeria for better rule” derivations many Muslims and Christians have been identified as perpetrators of violence but very few if any have been prosecuted.
1.2	Statement of the Problem
From the background to the problem, the unpalatable state of security of the Nigeria nation which is highly lamentable and there has been growing insecurity, an increase in the incessant kidnapping incidents, the reigning cases of broad day light robberies, hired assassination or political sponsored killings and the most recent attacks and religion crises in the north, Jos in particular. In addition, there are destructive demonstration of the militants in the pre-amnesty period and other grave problems besetting the country. Odumuyiwa, (2012) stated that Nigeria is a religious but criminal society with high level of social crime among youths. Sherifdeen, (2017) identified poverty and low level of education as the major causes of the social crime in Nigeria. 
Meanwhile, the knowledge and skills to have the right types of attitudes and values were intended in the content of the social studies theme in the new religion and national value curriculum. This study therefore seeks to find out teacher’s assessment of the adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crimes in Ilorin West LGA, Kwara State




1.3	Purpose of the Study
The main purpose of this study is to determine the perception of teacher’s assessment regarding the adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crimes in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Specifically, the following would be assessed. 
1. To determine the extent of the perception of teachers regarding the adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crimes in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. 
2. To establish the influence of gender on the perception of teachers on the adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crimes in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
3. To indicate the influence of years of teaching experience on the perception of upper basic school teachers on the adequacy of the social studies curriculum content in combating social crime in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State.
4. To assess the influence of school type on the perception of upper basic school teachers on the adequacy of the social studies curriculum content in combating social crime in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State.
1.4	Research Questions
The following research questions are raised to guide this study 
1. Is there any significant difference in the perception of teachers on adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime base on gender in Ilorin West L.G.A.? 
2. Is there any significant difference in the perception of teachers on adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime base on year of teaching experience in Ilorin West L.G.A.?
3. Is there any significant difference in the perception of teachers on adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime base on school type in Ilorin West L.G.A.?
1.5	Research Hypothesis
1. There is no significant difference in the perception of teachers on adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime base on gender in Ilorin West LGA.
2. There is no significant difference in the perception of teacher on adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime base on year of teaching experience in Ilorin West LGA.
3. There is no significant difference in the perception of teachers on adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime base on school type in Ilorin West LGA
1.6	Significance of the Study
The findings of this study will be useful to teachers, students curriculum developments state and federal ministries of education and the community at large. 
The study will be significant to teachers in the sense that it prepare the minds social studies teachers towards what learner need to know in order to develop the right type of value and becomes useful citizens of the country if their assessment shows the content of the curriculum to adopt in combating social crime in Nigeria. The result of the finding to student in the way that more social crime and their negative effect would be exposed to the student. The study will be of benefits to the curriculum developers and ministries of education in planning the needful criteria and policies that would combating social and educate the youth. The findings of the study will also be useful to the community at large if the curriculum is combating social crime which will lead to drastic reduction in crime rate and corruption and in turn yield positive economic stability and growth.
1.7	Scope of the Study
The study intends to find out the assessment of teachers on the adequacy of the social studies curriculum content in combating social crimes in Nigeria. The study involves one hundred (100) social studies teachers in Ilorin West Local Government Area teaching in private and public schools. 
1.8	Operational Definition of Terms
· Assessment: The act of judging or deciding the amount, value quality or importance of something the judgment or decision that is made of something.
· Combating: Trying to stop something or struggle against something.
· Social Crime:  Unlawful acts, punishable by law in a state especially among youth.
· Social Studies: This is the study of a man in his physical and social environment as well as the effects of science, technology and religion on him.
· Curriculum: Refers to an interactive system of instruction and learning with specific goals, Contents, strategies, measurement and resources.
· School Type: Refer to public (Government Owned) and private schools 
· Experience Teachers: Teachers who have taught for 5 years and above are termed experience teachers for the purpose of this study.
Less experienced Teachers: Teachers who have not taught up to 5 years are termed less experience.





CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
2.0	Introduction 
This chapter presents a preview of related literature i.e. previous research findings on the major related to the little and body of the work essentially. The review shall be conducted under the following headings:

2.1	Meaning and Nature of Social Studies
Diverse categories of people have defined social studies in different ways (Mezieobi and Meziobi, 2011). The Martin’s library 2017 defines social studies as the studies of how society and people have changed and developed over the years and lessons from the past can be applied to improve current social circumstance. Social studies is the studies of a man in his environment. Social studies are an innovative concept with an eclectic field involving arts Science technology and social science (Achor, zaria, & Achor. 2022). Man in his environment is concerned with the problem of survival irrespective of the inevitable changing live situations. The knowledge of social studies gives man citizenship education.
De Guzman, & Ecle, (2019) asserted that a good social studies curriculum is one which helps young individual fully develop into human adults by relating them to their society. This should be done by means of appropriate knowledge and experiences selected from political science, geography, sociology, economics anthropology, history and religion fan, Usoro & Umoetok (2012) opined that the philosophy behind social studies was to make it help solve the numerous problems associated with nation building in Nigeria such issues are information and communication technology, women empowerment, HIV/AIDS education. Child abuse and human trafficking. Okafor & Okoli, (2020) was therefore of the opinion that social studies as an integrated discipline to make education real to life.
	The integrated study of the social sciences and humanities to promote civic competence. Social studies is one of the innovative elements in the Nigeria educational system included as a theme in the new curriculum (Adeduntan, 2018). Since the inception of the subject, it was meant to address civic issues and has always been to give citizenship education and training.
2.2	Concept of Social Studies Education in Nigeria 
 	It was from the United State and Britain that social studies spread to Africa (Nigeria inclusive). The adoption of social studies as a subject in Africa was to make education more relevant to the needs of the society (Olaleye, 2021). Social studies was introduced into Nigeria like other countries in response to the societal needs aspirations (Olaleye, 2021). And the use of education for national integration as an attempt to heal the wounds of the civic war around 1985, social studies was taught in some teachers training colleges in the defunct western region of Nigeria (Ojedokun, 2018). At the secondary school level social studies was first taught at Aiyetoro Comprehensive High School in Yewa area of the present day Ogun State (Awopetu, 2011).
Ojedokun, (2018) also confirms that social studies as a field of study was introduced into Aiyetoro Comprehensive High School in 1964, the programmed being mainly financed by the ford foundation of America, and with their collaborations with the comparative education study and adaptation centre (CESAC) of the University of Lagos, the social studies department of the school published book in 1968, which was then adopted for use in the lower forms of the secondary school.
	The 1969 National Curriculum Conference held in Lagos was on important watershed in the evolution of social studies in Nigeria. The conference recommended the formulation of a new National Policy on Education for the Country. The policy stimulated the introduction of some new subjects into the school curriculum; and social studies was one of them. With the launching of the policy, social studies became one of core subjects at the primary and junior secondary school levels; and on elective of the senior secondary level. Social studies has since consolidated its position on the school curriculum and time table.
2.3	The Concept of Social Studies Curriculum
 	Curriculum consists of what the societies envisage as important, this is the intended curriculum. Since it is usually presented in official documents, it may be called the written or official documents. However, at the class room level that intended curriculum may be altered through a range of complex class room interactions so what is delivered can be considered the implemented curriculum (UNESCO, 2015). Tanner and Tanner, (2011) defined curriculum as that reconstruction of knowledge and experience systematically developed under the auspices of the school to enable the learner to increase his or her control of knowledge and experience.
	The religion and national values curriculum was introduced to the Nigerian Basic School curriculum in 2012 following the revision of the           9 year Basic Education Curriculum (BEC) (Igbokwe, 2017). The curriculum was implemented in September, 2014. The Universal Basic Education (UBE) program was first introduced in Nigeria in September, 1998 and social studies was a compulsory subject with its own curriculum planned for the primary and junior secondary school. In 2008the federal government of Nigeria through Nigeria Educational research and Development Council (NEROC) developed and introduced the basic education curriculum. In view of some contemporary issues and national concerns in which social crimes come first.
The implementation of the revised BEC in 2014 reduced the number of subjects were merged. Social studies, Christian Religion Studies, Islamic Religious Studies, Civic Education and Security Education were put together religion and National value curriculum as themes. Each with sub themes social studies is the forth theme in the curriculum and arts specific objectives are in line with the general objectives of the religion and national values curriculum (NERDC).
The general objectives as derived from the national policy in education 
1. Teach national consciousness and Unity
2. Encourage contribution to societal developments
3. Promote learners adaptation to changing environment 
4. Make learners become good citizens 
5. Inculcate the right types of values and attitudes into learners 
In other to achieve these objectives the content of the social studies theme were organized into sub themes. There are four sub themes under which the topics are arranged.

	Some researchers have worked on the social studies curriculum its, adequacy and the scope of its content of which Adesina, (2015) worked on assessment of the social studies curriculum of secondary schools in southern Nigeria were purposely selected on the basis of having social studies as a course of study. The research instruments us. Were the junior secondary schools social studies curriculum the university social studies curriculum and on inventory developed by the researcher. The result showed that the philosophy of learning social studies in the university does not tally with the philosophy of teaching social studies in junior secondary schools. The result also showed that the junior secondary schools social studies curriculum was adequate to inculcate skills and competencies that the youths can use to contribute positively to the society but it is adequate in the area of inculcating national consciousness.
Nwauban and Azuh, (2014) who worked on the adequacy of civic contents in the basic education social studies curriculum for effective citizenship training of Nigeria youths selected two hundred social studies teachers through stratified random sampling technique to participate in the study. The instrument used was a questionnaire and findings showed that the majority of teachers were aware that they needed to teach civic content in social studies. The teachers agreed that the curriculum is adequate in training youths to be good citizens even through it lacks substantial civic content.
Agbonna and Onifade, (2012) conducted a study on the adequacy of social studies curriculum for the security component of Nigeria seven-point agenda in the basic school social studies curriculum using multicultural perspectives. The sample consisted of 3270 basic schoolteachers selected using stratified random sample technique across six states of the north central geo political zone in Nigeria. The study adopted a survey design. The instrument used were the national curriculum for junior secondary in social studies, list of the security Nigeria, primary school curriculum modules in social studies and teacher’s questionnaire containing 20 items. The result showed that the curriculum was not adequate to cater for the practical and entrepreneur skills acquisition in the seven-point agenda. It was suggested that the curriculum should be regularly reviewed and there should be regularly reviewed and there should be seminars for UBE teachers to enable them acquire the pedagogical skills for implementing the curriculum.



2.4	The Concept of Social Crimes   
Alex, (2016) defined social crimes as unlawful acts punishable by law in a state or country. In Nigeria a substantial network for organized crimes exist. The major causes of theses crime were identified by Johnson, (2017) explained that the major causes of social crimes in Nigeria are due to the fact that wealth and power are not evenly distributed in Nigeria. Majority of Nigeria struggle to earn a living and cannot afford three square meals. Meanwhile chiefs, rich merchants, politicians and high ranking civic servants often accumulate and flaunt massive wealth. This makes oppressed and frustrated youths result into crime activities.
According to research, social crimes in Nigeria rose in mind 1990s as a result of unemployment, economic decline and social inequality. Some of these social crimes identified by researchers such as Alex, (2016), Johnson, (2017) and countries quest (2017) are:
· Economic Crime: This is an act of sabotage that effect the economy of a state or nation. For examples pipeline vandalism, illegal oil bunkering and tax evasion.
· Financial Crime: This is an act of illegal use of cash or financial instrument such as cheques, draft and money orders amounting to fraud for example. Bank fraud or issuance of dud cheques.
· Advance Fee Fraud (419): This is a kind of scam in which a fraudster through false pretense or deceitful information hoodwinks a person to make some upfront on a proposed business deal romance, marriage or any other contract.
· Money Laundering: This is a process whereby ill-gotten wealth is transformed so that it appears legitimate.
· Terrorism: This is an act of violence and/or threat to intimidate another person or group of people in order to attain goals that may be political ideological or religious in nature such as Fulani Herdsman attack, Bokoharam insurgence and Niger Delta Avengers
· Cyber Crime (yahoo-yahoo): This is the use of computer or other electronic devices to perpetrate crimes acts the economic and financial crimes commission (EFCC) has made sure that cyber cafes register with them in order to monitor their operatives in a view to eliminate internet crimes.
· Rape: This forcefully having sex with someone against his or her will especially using violence. Over 90% of rape cases are perpetrated by males against female. Rape reflects ambivalence, moral decadence, ethical bankruptcy, materialism, corrupt soul, wide spread promiscuity and hypocrisy characterize Nigerians over the years.
· Police Brutality and Hostility: The brutality and hostility of the Nigerian police force is high. The populace has no known defense against police brutality, police kill innocent citizens and put tags of armed robbers on them to cover themselves, innocent Nigerians have paid the price for crime they never committed. Recently Nigerians have started standing against police brutality like the recent “END SARS campaign.  
· Bribery and Corruption: Bribery is a specific offence which concerns the practice of offering something, usually money, to gain and seek advantage of something while corruption is an abuse of a position of trust in order to gain and undue advantage.
· Highway Crimes: This is the process where robbers lay ambush to rob travelers of their belongings on various highways in Nigeria.
2.5	The Concept of Assessment
	Education assessment is the systematic process of  document and using empirical data on the knowledge, skill, attitudes and belief to refine programs and improve student learning (Alex, 2016) Assessment data can be obtained from directly examining student work to assess the achievement of learning outcomes or can be used on data from which one can make inferences about learning (Kuh Jankowski & Ikenberry, 2014) Assessment is often used interchangeably with test but not limited to tests National council on measurement in education (2008) Assessment can focus on the individual learner, the learner community (class workshop or other organized group of learners) a course and academic program the institution or the educational system as a whole (also known as granularity). The word ‘assessment’ came into use in an educational context after the second world war (Morrison, Nelson, &                    Dreaver-Chales, 2020) 
	As a continuous process, assessment establishes measureable and clear student learning outcomes for learning, provisioning a sufficient amount of learning opportunities to achieve these outcomes, implementing a systematic way of gathering, analyzing and interpreting evidence to determine how well student learning matches expectations and using the collected information to inform improvement in student learning Namoun & Alshanqit, (2020).
	The final purpose of assessment practices in education depends on the theoretical framework of the practitioner and researcher, their assumptions and beliefs about the nature of human mind the origin of knowledge and the process of learning. The term assessment is generally used to refer to all activities teacher use to help students learn and to gauge student progress Black, Paul & Williams, (2009) assessment can be divided for the sake of convenience using the following categorizations.
· Initial, formative, summative and diagnostic assessment 
· Objective and subjective
· Referencing (Criterion – referenced, norm – referenced and optative)
· Informal and Formal
·  Internal and External
2.6	Gender and Teachers Assessment on the Content of Social Studies Curriculum
Dan, Oyeoku, Ezegbe & Igbo, (2012). Opined gender issues in the assessment of social studies curriculum in Nigerian schools. The subjects for the study comprised of all the 200 social studies teachers in Port-Harcout. Five research questions guide the study. Researchers developed questionnaire containing 32 items and demographic information on teacher were used to collect data. Frequency and percentages were used to answer the research questions. The findings of the study revealed that there are no gender differences in the teachers’ assessment of social studies curriculum content, more females than male in upper basic social studies finally the study showed ways through which the social studies curriculum can be further assessed. 
	Akiri and Ugborugbo, (2008) who found that there is no significant relationship between male and female teachers’ competences. The possible reasons for this result might be deducted from the fact that the level of ones’ commitment to a particular job may influence his or her performance (Okoro, 2008). Ogheneakoke, (2014) noted that most male social studies teachers at the primary and secondary schools sometimes do other work such as riding of motorcycle tricycle popularly known as “Okada, Kekenapep” and other form of businesses to meet up their family responsibilities, while some of the female teachers also engages in petty trading as well as other form of business. They have little or no time to study. Consequently, their inputs on the job would be very low. Since they lack the dedication demanded by the job. This could affect their competency level.
2.7	Experience and Teachers’ Assessment on the Content of Social Studies Curriculum
	Susan, & Island, (2014) opined that time an experience plays a similar role in the development of pedagogical expertise. The researcher stated further that almost expect pedagogue have made expansive class room experience. Rodriguez and Mckay, (2010) asserted teachers and administrators and agree that experienced teachers are those who have taught for many years are able to motivate students and hold their attention know how to manage their classroom effectively and can change course in the middle of a lesson to take advantages of unforeseen opportunities that can enhance students’ learning. They have better understanding of subject matter and they are better in assessment and evaluation of concepts.
Togia et.al., (2015) submitted than inexperienced teachers regardless of their school category have a problem of clear presentation and coherence during lectures. The researcher further expressed experience influence teachers’ choice of teaching practices which in turn influence students’ understanding. It also influences teachers’ assessment practices. According to Ijaya, (2000), teachers’ experience improves teaching and assessment skills professional teachers became more efficient and more effectives as her or she stays longer in the profession by learning more on the job which may result to an in depth knowledge of the subject matter. 
Owoyemi, (2018) investigates the influence of school variables on teachers’ attitude towards the teaching. The study adopted a descriptive survey design and sample 216 teachers randomly selected from 90 secondary schools. The instrument used for data collection was a structural questionnaire with 30 items. Two hypotheses were guided.
	The study and data was analyzed using analysis of variance (ANOVA) pearson (r), t-test and percentages, the result showed that teachers attitude were largely influence by teaching experiences. Contrary to those where the findings of Karr (2011) who found out that there was no significant difference in the attitude of experienced and inexperienced teacher. The research adopted survey method and the instrument was a questionnaire developed by Vaughan (2021) to test all the teachers working in a school at south trinida. Eighty-one teachers formed the sample size out of the eight six teacher attitude toward teaching and that there was no significant difference in the attitude of teachers based on training gender and subject area.
2.8	School Type and Teachers Assessment on the Content of Social Studies curriculum
	School type was defined by Abdulazeez, (2007) as a characteristic that makes a school belong to a group and differentiate it from another group of schools. These characteristics according to the researcher include gender of students (co-educational and single sex schools) students’ accommodation (Day and Boarding School) and proprietorship (Private and Public Schools). Awan, (2018) defined private school as a school owned by an individual or group of individuals established to provide better educational services at a cost, it also reduces the level of illiteracy and unemployment in a country. While public schools built and managed by the government which may cost little or nothing.
	Mutonya, (2022) opined that private school teachers may differ from their public school peers in demographics attitudes and in assessments of concepts. This may be to the fact that private school teacher’s work in line with the vision and mission of the school depending on the proprietor’s beliefs, ideology and plans for the school. Therefore, the assessment of concepts depends largely on the philosophy of their school.
	Awan, (2018) found that educate parents preferred private schooling for their children in order to prove class and high economics stratification. The researchers also found out that public schools’ teacher have more job security; job satisfaction and are known to implement the most recent review and reform in the curriculum. Abdulazeez, (2017) found out that public school teachers attend seminars, workshops organize by the government whenever there is need to implement a newly reviewed or revised curriculum. This May give them an edge over their private school peers.
2.9	Appraisal of the Reviewed Literature
The review of literature was justifying by covering the meaning and scope of social studies, the concept of social studies education in Nigeria, the concept of social studies curriculum, the concept of social crime, the concept of assessment, school type and teachers’ assessment on the content of social studies curriculum, and experience and teacher’s assessment on the content of social studies curriculum in secondary school so as to provide necessary solution and recommendations.
From the reviewed literature, Adeshina, (2013) investigated that assessment of the social studies curriculum of secondary schools south western Nigeria. The study was carried out in south west Nigeria and the research adopted survey method com but will investigate upper basic school teachers assessment of social studies in the basic school curriculum using a questionnaire.

3.4	Research Instrument
	Data collection is one of the crucial aspect of a research. According to Ojedokun, (2018), instrumentation is a way of developing measuring devices and methods for gathering data in research. The research instrument to be used for this study is a self-developed questionnaire of fifteen items on “teachers Assessment on the Adequacy of Social Studies Curriculum Content in Combating Social Crimes” anchored with four likert.
	The instrument consists of two sections, section “A” describer the demographic data of the respondents while section “B” details about teachers’ assessment on the adequacy of social studies curriculum content in combating social crime.
3.5	Validity of the Instrument
	Adeduntan, (2018) noted that a measuring instrument is described as valid when it measures truly and accurately the quality it is meant to measure. Validity is one of the most crucial psychometric properties of measurement and it is concerned with whether a test or scale really measure what it purports to measure accurately. For ensuring the validity of the instruments’ the researcher gave the instruments to experts in the field of arts and social science and expert in the area of research and statistics. After all these people had given their suggestion and made necessary corrections on the instruments. 
	The researcher then submitted the instrument to the supervisor who made the final correction. 
3.6	Reliability of the Instrument
	According to Ojedokun, (2018), reliability is the degree of consistency with which an instrument measures a construct over time. It has to do with consistency and stability of an instrument or a test. So, the internal consistency reliability of the instrument used in this study was checked.

Also 40.0% of the social studies teacher agreed that the content of the social studies curriculum justify all the social needs 55.0% of the social studies teachers agreed that, the content observed with controversial issues, while 41.0% of the social studies teachers strongly agreed that, the curriculum address of acts of terrorism. 67.0% of the social studies teachers in Kwara State strongly agreed that the curriculum address individual and general problems, while 40.0% of the social studies teachers are of the opinion that, the curriculum content needed an expertise attention. 41.0% of the social studies teachers agreed that the content of the curriculum look bias. Also 29.0% of the social studies teacher agreed that, the curriculum content has due for reformation, while 35.0% of the social studies teacher agreed that, the curriculum content serves it purpose. Also 81% and 14% of the respondents strongly agreed and agreed that social studies curriculum is well established and inculcate. While 83% and 13% respondents strongly agreed and agreed that bribery and corruption advance fee fraud. Furthermore, 50% and 41% of the respondents accepted that implementation of the new curriculum the social crime in Nigeria has reduced drastically. Also 68% and 26% of the respondents show that posture change in behavious is evident in student of social studies.  it can therefore be concluded that, the teachers in Ilorin West Local Government Area are of the opinion that, social studies curriculum content is adequate and helps in combating social crime. Never less due for reformation.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
5.0	Introduction 
	The result of the study had been presented and relevant findings had been established. In this summary, conclusion and recommendations based on the findings of the study are presented. Also appropriate suggestions are given for further research in the empire of this current study having observed the study’s limitations. 
5.1	Summary
1. It was found from the findings that larger percentage of teachers agreed that Social Studies curriculum content is adequate and helpful in combating social crime issues
2. It was found that there was a significant difference in teacher’s assessment of Social Studies curriculum content in combating social crime base on school type in Ilorin west LGA (sig = 0.04, df = 98. p<0.05)
3. It was found that there was no significant difference in teacher’s assessment of social studies curriculum content base on teaching experience in Ilorin west LGA (sig = 0.327, df = 98 p>0.05)
5.2	Conclusion
	The conclusion drawn from the result of this study is that school has difference in their assessment of curriculum and reasons behind it is that school work in line with their vision and mission, depending on the proprietor’s belief, ideology and Plans for the school. Therefore, the assessment of concepts depends largely on the philosophy of their school. Also the researcher further expressed experience influence teachers’ choice of teaching practices which in turn influences students’ understanding. It also influences teacher assessment practices.
	These findings inform the teachers in both public and private upper basic school on the effective usage of social studies curriculum.




5.3	Implication of the Study
This research will have a positive influence on all education stakeholders in general and the students in particular.
	It will enhance teachers’ assessment on Social Studies curriculum in combating social crime among secondary school students.
5.4	Recommendations
	From the findings of the study it was concluded that upper basic Social Studies curriculum content was inadequacy to combine social crimes issue. Given the result of this study these recommendations were made:
· In order to balance the philosophy of educational system in Nigeria, private schools should be operating in line with the government standard.
· Proprietors of private schools and Social Studies teachers should be carried along in seminars, workshops and education summit meant to improve teachers experience in the subject area.
· Attention should be given to the part of Social Studies curriculum content that needs reformation.
5.5	Limitation to the Study
	The researcher found it difficult to reach out to the concerned upper basic school teachers for administration of instrument because schools were on holiday during this study
5.6	Suggestion for Further Studies
	This research was conducted mainly on the teachers’ assessment on the adequacy of Social Studies curriculum contents in combating social crimes in Ilorin west LGA. The study could be carry out in other local government in Ilorin and Kwara State in general for future studies. The future research can be done on social crime issue in the whole federation.
