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ABSTRACT
This study examined perception of Nursery and Primary schools Teachers on Universal Basic Education Scheme in Ilorin West Local Government Area. The study adopted descriptive survey design five  Nursery and primary school were sampled using stratified random sampling techniques and 55 teachers and headmaster served as respondents for the study. The researcher designed instrument  titled “ perception of Nursery and primary schools teacher on universal Basic Education (PNPSTUBC) was used  to collect data.  From the study it was revealed that government do not provide  adequate facilities  to run the programme  and that the UBE programme has a significant impact on the pupils academic performance. Based on the findings, it was recommended that there is the need to re-orientate teacher and parents. Parents should provide necessary need for their children and instructional materials to the schools. The government should setup an independence inspectorate committee to regularly   monitor activities, especially the rural area schools. 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study 
	Education is as old as man on earth and there is no society without one forms of education.
It is the greatest things a society can boast of and then most powerful instrument for social, economics, political, cultural, scientific and technological development.
The Universal Basic Education (UBE) programme of the Federal Republic of Nigeria was formally launched by president Olusegun Obasanjo on 30th September 1999 at Sokoto.
This basic education is the foundation for sustainable life-long learning. It provides reading, writing and numeracy skills according to sub-section 3 Nos 13 of National policy on education 4th edition (2004) stated that:-
Basic education shall be of 9 years duration comprising 6 years of primary education and 3 years of Junior Secondary Education. 
It shall also include adult and non formal education, it shall be free and compulsory for citizen of Nigerians. This programme was designed to minimized the defects of the Universal Primary Education (UPE)
The UBE is intended to remove all the obstacles to life-long education for millions of Nigerians who other wise denied the opportunity of formal education.
The UBE programmes of education is a reform agenda to correct or uproot the odds, or unexpected strange things that have badly affected the basic education sub-sectors. The vision of UBE in summary is that at the ends of Nine (9) years of continuous education, of every child that passes through the system should acquire appropriate level of literacy, numeracy, communication, manipulative and life skill and be employable useful to herself and to the society at large by processing relevant ethical moral and civic values (UBE report 2004).
The aims of achieving this objectives development in the entire citizenship a strong consciousness for education and a strong commitment to its vigorous promotion.
The provision of the universal basic education for every Nigerian child of school going age should be cater for the learning needs of the learners by doing these  basic education would be promoting
Nursery and primary school teachers perception of Universal Basic Education. The introduction of UBE scheme as important component of the national policy on education has been found to have value for promoting science in our society.
The perception of teachers on the introduction of Universal Basic Education was some how diversify by different perception or view such as:-
The discrimination of UBE teachers from the state employed in so many dimension, when they called for general meeting in most times they commonly excluded them from pertaking in the meeting.
The UBE teachers are commonly assigned or appointed in most official duties e.g social executive member.
They excluded the UBE teachers to be permanent teachers or staff, also they denied them from several seminal, workshop that involved permanent teachers.
In short the permanent teachers feels superior seen the F.T.S teachers inferior which they carryout the same assignment in schools.
Based on the stipend or salaries F.T.S teachers are not payed as that of permanent teachers these leads to in performances of F.T.S teacher’s in the schools they are posted to and this have leads to truancy within them not regularly come to schools.
In view of these the Ilorin-West supervision board have addressed and re-adjust the checking of teachers in each schools of there area without notifying them of their coming in order to check for, these they forms the habit of truancy or not perfecting their duties at the right time.

	Council (NERDC) provided more specific description about what constitute scientific knowledge and habits of minds.
The UBE programmes is intended to be Universal, Free and Compulsory
	These terms imply that appropriate types of opportunities will be provided for the basic education of every Nigeria childs of school going age that parents have an obligation to ensure that children in their care avail themselves of such opportunities and that sanctions will be imposed on everybody in the society or institution that prevent children, adolescents and youth form benefiting from UBE programme set up.
Statement of The problem 
This study attempted a look at the perception of Nursery and primary schools teacher on universal basic education in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara State.
The UBE scheme which had been described by various individuals and group and if properly executed will produce graduate with standard educational skills.
These would definitely create jobs and reducing the problems of unemployment. It would also create an atmosphere for healthy science and technological  take off with these strong foundation build by the UBE scheme it would totally reduced the rate of illiteracy or uneducated in our society.

ii. Availability of science equipment 
iii. Government instability in educational policy
iv. Level of innovation in science 
v. Research and development in science by the teacher’s
vi. Availability of science equipment and teaching facilities
Purpose of the Study

The goals of the UBE scheme according to FME (1999) are to universalize access to basic education engender a conducive learning environment and eradicate illiteracy in Nigeria within the shortest time possible.
Basically, the aims at achieving the following objectives.
(a) To   establish whether there is proper understanding of UBE programme among the head teacher and teacher.
(b) To call for an adequate finance of UBE so that set  goals will be accomplished and quality assured (productivity)
(c) To establish the fact that parents and community can partake in reforms and with good relationship with teachers and Head teachers.
(d) To establish whether there is provision of free universal basic education for nursery and primary education in Ilorin west local Government . 
General Questions
1. Do inadequate provision of facilities affect the universal basic education?
2. Does the undeveloped curriculum scheme of universal basic education affect the pupils of Ilorin West Local government Nursery and Primary school?
3. Do unqualified teachers have any thing to do with the universal basic education systems?
4. Do planning, implementation and evaluation of universal basic education curriculum affect the pupils of Ilorin West Local Government?

ii. Is there any significant in universal Basic education curriculum scheme in Ilorin-West Local Government Area?
iii. Is there any significant effect on universal basic education curriculum implementation 
iv. Is there adequate provision of faculties by government for universal basic education in Ilorin west local government area 
v. Is there any availability of fund for proper implementation of universal Basic education curriculum scheme?
Research Hypothesis
	This study is elicit by the circumstance, surrounding Nursery and primary school Teacher’s perception on universal basic education in Ilorin West Local Government and Finding means to find possible solution to the questions being generate.
Ho1:	Public enlightenment has no significant influence on Universal Basic Education Scheme  in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
Ho2:  There is significant development in Universal Basic Education curriculum scheme in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
Ho3:	There is no significant number of qualified teachers for Universal Basic Education in Ilorin-West Local Government 
Ho4:	There is no significant provision of faculties for Universal Basic Education in Ilorin West Local Government  Area.
H05:	There is significant availability of fund in achievement of Universal Basic Education in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
Significance of the Study
Significantly, the study was carried out to investigate Nursery and Primary school Teacher perception on universal Basic Education in Ilorin West Local Government Area Kwara State.
The study is significant in many aspects the finding of the study would be useful to the government both at the Federal and State by giving them system that can served as guideline to following  follow.
The result of this research would make recommendation for the government to realize the socio-economic implication of student home based mailing be of some benefits to must policy maker improvement of educationist and educational managers, teachers, parents as well as other people interested in educational matters.
Delimitation of the Study
	The area of the study is limited to selected Nursery and Primary school in Ilorin West Local Governmnet Area (LGA) most of these Nursery and Primary school are given opportunity of running both Nursery and Primary Programmes. The information of the study would collected from the area of Nursery and primary school being draw from Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State.
	Question will be directed to the head master and teachers of this selected schools in Ilorin West (LGA of Kwara State).
The sample will be draw only from the selected schools.
Operational Definition of Terms 
Instruction:- This is a process or an act of impacting knowledge to the students as it is used in this project communication skills is important in this method and attempts should be made to check whether the message gets across.
Perception and Expectation:- Perception it is involves self understanding and assessment  of behaviour of other it is the process which generation does not see to know what education can offer them as the immediate job and financial benefits and just not there 
Nursery: This is the kinds of education given in an institution for children aged three to five (3-5) years prior to their enrolments in to the formal education.
Primary Education:- This is the education given to the children between the ages of 6-11 years, in formal education system.
Headmaster: is the head and chief accountant of primary school.
Teacher:- This is a person that gives or impact knowledge usually information passes from instructor to the students
Universal Basic Education: Basic Education is the foundation  for sustainable lifelong learning. It provide reading writing and numeric skills
Curriculum: this is a study of organized knowledge which many people means to be “what teachers teach and what learner learn”


CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
A review of part years relevant works tends to indicate emphasis on production of suitable test materials based on the revision of the syllabus as may be acquired in the light of modern development in subject education.

History of Education Reforms
	It is a general belief that education creates improved citizens and helps to upgrade the general standard of living in a society.
	In Nigeria, education has been taken seriously from its earliest time not only as an acceptable qualification for good jobs but also academic and professions.
	This increasing faith in education according to Ndiyo and Ndem (2007) as an agent of change in many developing countries has seriously led to heavy investment in it and manpower development to the schools kwara state  for distance is one of the other states in Nigeria. It  was formed out of the former Northern region  in 1967
	Its original name said to be local name for river Niger (Gannicott 2008). This is common with all 36 states of the Federal republic of Nigeria. The state education system was 6-3-3-4 cycle. This is calculated system to be six yeas of primary school, three years of junior secondary, three years of senior secondary and then 3-4 years of post secondary education.
This convention structure according to Gannicott (2008) is a process of being transformed in order to create stronger nine years basic education cycle followed by a three years senior secondary cycle. The overall goal (to be achieved over the next three years) is to create single integrated nine grade basic education schools.
The new civilian government introduced the Universal Basic Education programmes in 1999 and the federal government passed the UBE Act in 2004. National Economic Empowerment Development Strategy (NEEDS) with target to expand institutional) capacity increase transition from junior to senior secondary education ensure that 60 percent of secondary schools have conducive teaching and learning environment ensure that 80 percent of teacher are professionally qualified and review school curricular to incorporate technical, vocation and entrepreneurial skill.
Also  the school administrator can not be leftout in effective implementation of what ever reforms put in place by the Local Government.
History of Nursery Primary Education
	Amele 2003 seen education as a process of initiating the child in to cherished norms and skills of the society.
It is designed and implemented by the nature or adult members of the society to effect the desire changes in the younger or less mature ones, from generation to generation. He added that education is a social service provided world wide with multiple objectives in mind.
   	The objectives vary from the acquisition of basic skill requires for a more rapid growth  of the economy and then provision of basic knowledge to the individual to function effective in the society.
Odewabi, Johnson Adesanmi 2011 cited Adeyinka and Adetoro (1992) defined education as a life-long process and aimed at imparting the skill needed to live a meaningful life and for an individual to adjust well to his immediately environment and the ultimate or universe in which he finds himself.
According to Ajayi and Ibrahim (2006) Teaching  Nursery primary school children is an interesting challenges and demanding task. The need to ensure a meaningful and functional pre-tertiary education through the Nursery school is of prime importance.
Helping the child to develop a well balanced personality is the overall objective of the learning experience of the pre-primary education ideally the structure curricular and Method of the pre-primary institutions in the country is such that the Nursery school are suppose to be innovative and flexible so that at times the  learning experiences are directed by the teacher themselves or by the combination of them.
The Nursery institute such as the pre-primary came in to existence in the tutentieth century as a result of the progress in the study child behaviour and development.
Ibrahim (2006) cited Kuppuswamy (1980). He said that it is aptly stipulated in the Federal Republic of Nigeria National Policy on Education (2004) that the Nursery education is tailored towards providing children of three to five years of age (3-5) the basic knowledge and skills required for development. if this hope is realized,  pupils comings in to the primary schools are likely to have the expected background  in their academic pursuits.
Oyeka (1995) said that the tree that is to grow strong, bearing succulent, fruits must be given special attention from its seedling stage.
This reiterates the significance of qualitative early childhood education and proper up bringing of the child.
The importance of pre-primary instruction in providing opportunities for the child to learn and discover more about him or herself. The Nursery institution such as the pre-primary come in to existence in the twentieth century as a result of the progress in the study of child behavior and development. according to Kayode  (2000) cited Kolawole (1989) he said many terms are used for the word pre-primary activities such as Day care centre,  early child care development and Education (ECCDE) centre, kindergarten or Nursery school etc.
According to Beatty Barbara (1997) America philosopher he said the emergency of nursery school education is traceable to the period of introduction of western Education by the missionaries in whose aim was primarily to spread up evangelism in Nigeria so that the native can read and understand the biblical preaching.
	Nursery school education evolved them programme primarily to cater for the needs of the children of those mission workers whose parents especially  mother’s who are involved in teaching the native to read the bible  and understand  English language enough to facilitate their preaching.
Thus, the pre-school (Nursery) programme started primarily to provide second home for the children to relieved their parent from the stress attached to working and baby sitting and to educate the children before they enter primary school.
Olaosun (2004). He cited that the advent of colonial government participation in education, because of criticism put up against missionary activities in their exclusive establishment of school the colonial government started taking part in Nigeria education by grant aiding the school based on certain  condition laid down for assisting school that meet their standard and closure unsatisfactory schools.
The laid down conditions for appointing teachers to ensure maximum standard training the children mainly to get middle level programme organized at this period was mainly mean’t for the colonial children and not for the general public, this was because the colonial masters were considered superior to the natives whose children were attending the missionary day care/nursery schools.
Hence a separate pre-school programme was organized for their which was managed exclusively by the colonial government laying emphasis on simple and fluent English speaking and physical training  exercise Wikipedia (2012) cited Adepoju (1998).
By 1912 the colonial government and mission had become partners in educational and development for in that year “out of 150 primary mission schools, ninety-one were consisted by the government while 59 belong exclusively to the southern government ‘’ (Fafunwa 1974 P.97).
This implies an increase in day care/Nursery school programme since working parents (teachers) continue to be increasing meeting the needs for teachers in primary and secondary schools.
Although, some still preferred to keep their children in the square of neighbor depending on their perspectives as regards nursery school programme why there are still children without nursery school experience till present day. By (1960), the independence are witnessed increased in enrolment on nursery school children which included those organized by religion groups especially church, private organizations, individual and those organized by some military parastate with the independence nursery school continued to increase at different rates in different parts of the country  although there  was no visible efforts by the federal or state ministry of education can run it on their own, thus there exists in Kwara polytechnic Nursery and primary school opened in (1985) government  secondary school Nursery and primary school etc.
This means that no organization or school in the state can open or established nursery school in the state without approval from the state ministry of education.
There are certain standards expected to meet  by nursery schools in the state which are reflection of the objectives of nursery education  as stated  in the National policy on Education (FRN, 2004) any schools that can not meet these standards are not granted approval or even closed down.
This same policy  still buttress that pre-primary (Nursery) education is the kind of education given in an institution for children aged three to five plus (3-5) period to their enrolment into the formal primary school system
The objectives of Nursery education is stated according to National policy on education (FRN 2004) as:
(a) Effect a smooth transition from the home to the school
(b) Prepared the children for the primary level of education
(c) Provide adequate care and supervision for the children while their parents are at work on the farms, markets office etc
(d) Inculcate social norms
(e) Inculcate in the child the spirit of enquiry and creativity through the exploration of nature  and musical activities etc
(f) Teach co-operation and team spirit 
(g) Teach the rudiment of numbers letter colour, shapes, forms etc through play
(h)  Teach good habits, especially good health habits some of Nigerian universities, the federal and the state government has attempted curriculum and designed methods of teaching the nursery school children.
Wikipedia (2012) cited Adeogun (1972) as that primary education improvement programme and the infant method course organized for primary schools helped in the establishment and running of some private Nursery/Primary schools in the country.
These are usually based on relevant studies and innovation on early childhood education.
Performance of Teacher
Teachers are professional trained facilitators of learning. Since learning is the major focus of education scheme, teacher are indispensable elements in all forms of education scheme.
According to Wikipedia (2012) cited Akinyemi (1976) opined that “the teacher are the spark that fixes the whole development process the key man in drive to progress.
It therefore be claimed that the success of the Universal Basic Education (UBE) Scheme (1999) depends to very large extent on teacher who have interact  with the UBE curriculum and the students.
Teachers performance can be classified as primary and secondary.  The performance of teachers include teaching  guidance counselling and management of educational materials resources and facilities effective teaching is certainly a pre-requisites for the success of the UBE scheme teachers must therefore update their curriculum and pedagogies knowledge and skills.
A serious commitment to professional growth is a major responsibility before the teachers, if they are to successfully carryout their role as facilitation of earning in the UBE scheme.
Teachers must regularly organized and  attend workshops, seminar, symposium and conference in addition to acquiring higher professional certificates and degree from colleges of education and universities.
Current Issues in Nursery School Management 
According to Cooranbong, NSW Australia (2010) K + 12 means kindergarten and 12 years of elementary and secondary education kindergarten refers to the 5-years old cohort that involves six or seven years of education.
In United State, the state top level domain the term “PK-12” is sometime used to add pre-kindergarten. Like any other levels of education in Nigeria many issues have been raised on the management and control of the nursery education system. These emerging at establishing its purpose and relevant to the need as aspiration of the society.
This section will briefly examine some of the issues relating to the operation of nursery school. In Nigeria
(a) The Age
Over the years there was been the questions of nursery school education should begin. A comparative study of what is obtained in various countries of the world like U.S.A. Britain, France and other African Countries shows different ages being fixed for the suitable admission in to nursery school.
In Nigerian, while some nursery school enrolled children two (2) years and above to five (5) years. Some schools enrolls children between 3 and 4 years of age into their nursery schools.
To some educational experts, the age of three (3) years which has been in used in most schools have been found to be instable especially present modern day
(b) The Length of the Course
	There has been the question of the length of nursery school programmes, while some people believe the length should be widen other advocated for a contraception of the time spent in the nursery school.
Some schools organized pre-primary classes for one academic years before the child can proceed to nursery one and then nursery two while some school just make provision for nursery one and two.
Another group of schools runs a per-nursery programme nursery one two and then a pre-primary class before entering the primary school.
All those variation in length of nursery school education are issues facing prospective proprietors in the management and organization of nursery school in Kwara state.
	Manpower needs and Materials contingent upon the duration of nursery school education and the accomplishment of its objectives are the issues of man power needed to teaches the pupils better school building, better teaching infrastructure facilities and efficient administration as well as supervision of classroom instruction.
This shows why, some educationist suggest that the period of schooling should be a function of available man power (human resources) and materials needed (Adepoju 1999)
Other issues include
(a) Whether nursery school curriculum should be examination centered or not
(b) How best to establish relationship the contents and context (i.e quality and quantity) of nursery education 
(c) How best to maintain  in equitable balance between the interest and goals of the children and that of the society
(d) The question of whether to use mother tongue or a lingua-franca (Britain English) or both a means of communication language at nursery school level or not 
Implementation 
	According to Wikipedia (2012) cited Kolawole (1989) He as that:
It is quiet known that the government and parent have low participation or impact in studying of those pupils. The teachers needs to make uses of their professional skill to engage or embark upon the using of  improvisation  in absence or substitute of local  instructional materials that are very expensive or non available materials. This imperation in view of the fact that government can not provide sufficient quantity of all instructional materials needed for the success of the scheme.
Achievement of Universal Basic Education
	According to Journal (UBEC 2007) which said teacher should regularly monitor the quality of the products of the UBE scheme through longitudinal studies and feed back from the consumers of the products.
This is in addition to the traditional summative evaluation process. Teacher should design appropriate measures to ensure that the products for the scheme meet expect standard to avoid public apathy towards the scheme. Teachers should combat or take action against examination malpractice and mass production measure to guarantee high quality product.
It is hoped that this project, the guide to federal teachers scheme would contribute its quota to the outgoing discourse on pedagogy or teacher of learning.
To buttress, for any proper implementation of any curriculum depends on the quality of the teachers. The need to update the knowledge of the school teacher who are responsible for the implementation of the core subject.
This implies that the teachers must be up to date and innovative.
However the teacher are expected to demonstrate high degree of initiative in illustrating the various concepts and principles taught at the nursery and primary schools.
Summary of the Literature Reviewed
	The literature review for this study were those conducted on the meaning of primary education study i.e different definition of primary Education, concept of primary education as a subject and relevance of primary education to universal Basic education curriculum scheme, various  factor that causes pupils/students drop out in primary schools such as, parental factor poverty, peer group and teacher factor  certain studies  have examined the perception of Nursery and primary school teachers on universal Basic Education curriculum scheme, in Ilorin West Local government of Kwara State

	The researcher designed used for this study is a descriptive survey method viewing the Nursery and primary school teachers perception on Universal Basic Education in some selected school in Ilorin West Local Government Area (LGA).
Survey method of research is described as one, that simply looks with intense accuracy at current phenomena and described precisely what the researcher seeks making a careful record of what is observed so that he can then analyse the meaning


Population    
This study target population is made up of some selected nursery and primary school teacher in five(s) school in Ilorin West Local Government in Kwara State.
Using simple random sampling procedure five school in the area were selected. They are
(a) St Jame (CAC) Nursery Primary School
(b) First mandate Nursery and Primary School
(c) Barakat Nursery and Primary School 
(d) ECWA Nursery and Primary School 
(e) Zarumi Nursery and Primary School 
Sample and Sampling Techniques
	The target population for this study are teacher’s and Headmaster’s in some selected Nursery and Primary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of  Kwara State.
	Due to the fact that not all nursery and primary schools in Ilorin West Local Government can be involved in the study, five(5) Nursery and primary school were selected out of the 57 Nursery and primary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara state.
Also, 50 teachers including the head masters of Nursery and primary school in Ilorin West Primary Schools were the Respondents to this study.
They were selected using simple techniques
Research Instrument 
	This is a process of developing measuring devices and method appropriate for a given evaluation of research problem
	The main instrument used here is questionnaire which was divided into the parts A and B
Part A was to obtains personal data or information of the respondent while part B was divided into section (I) and (II) section.
Section 1 was mean’t to elicit information and views of teachers and headmasters on their perception on universal basic education programme and respondents were made to pick the right answer by ticking.  (Yes ) or (No x) the right option in section II the respondents were made to supply information on likely suggestion to their view about the perception  of Nursery and primary school Teacher on Universal Basic Education (UBE) in Ilorin West Local  Government Area of Kwara State.
Validity of the Instrument 
	The questionnaire designed was validated by experts and supervisor to measure its truth accuracy and quality using construct validity. The drafted questionnaire were given to the project supervisor to determine the administration of instrument
	This was to remove the errors and ambiguities.
This observation and comment were in to final draft
A number of steps were taken by the researcher to make the instrument valid.
The fact of the questionnaire was obtained from comment of the teacher and headmasters
Based on their comments some were identified and a  few other were added
Reliability of the Instrument
	The reliability of the instrument was obtained  using simple percentage method. The questionnaire was given to the head masters and Teachers from the selected Nursery and primary school in Ilorin West Local government.
Administration of the Instrument 
	The researcher visited the selected  primary school  and school and obtained permission from the school authority  to use their school as a case study.
The aim was to be sure of their cooperation, the respondents were requested to greatly present their views as their responses would be treated as confidential.
The questionnaire mean’t for the head master and teachers were distributed according to them in their various schools, the statement made in questionnaire
A total of 55 questionnaire were prepared at which 50 were returned for the analysis. Based on those returning questionnaire  five(5) were being distributed  to each headmaster of each schools while 50  returned the teachers and headmaster. Each were  sections  of the questionnaire was explained to the respondents  so as to elicit the right, responses from them.
Efforts were made by the researcher to see that teachers do not influenced one another in their responses.
There are two(4) alternative responses to each statement and the respondents were expected to tick the most appropriate one i.e strongly Agree (	) or strongly Disagree (	) Agree (	) Disagree (	)
Method of Data Analysis 
	The statistical techniques used in this to analysis the data were simple percentage. The responses of the teacher and headmasters were statistically analysed and expressed in percentage. 
        
 


CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION 
	This chapter presents the results of the investigation carried out on this study.

Recommendations

Limitation of the Study
	The time for the research findings was limited due to time lag, and economic  factors as a result of that more effort that it is  expected was exerted to make sure the researcher meet up with submission
It was also very difficult to convince the authority of the samples school and especially the head teacher in understanding the purpose of the researcher demanding for the list of school under their local government and this was brought the issues of permission letter to carried any research, in the local government.
