Corruption has disastrously shattered African nations and made millions of people impoverished. Crucial to this crisis of corruption eiigulfiiig the Ali icali continent is the problem of purposeful leadership that could engineer progressive change and development.
[image: ]In Nigeria, following the attainment of political independence in October 1960 with her vast endowment of human and material resources, the country exuded bright pi ospects of development potentials that could lead Afi ica, (the newly decolonized nations), on the path of socio-economic development and material wellbeing of the citizenry. Notwithstanding the long years of independence, the country is still suffering with the problem of good
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so •ernance. Thuan the leadership has been chai-acterized by lack of vision; political wrangling and above all, have been enmeshed in gross corruption, which has be‘conie a great threat to the nation's survival (Kuffuor, 2009).
According to.Ogundiya (2009), corruption has eaten deep into every segment of the Nigerian society. This can be confirmed from the revelations of many probe panels that have been set up at different times by different regimes in the count1‘y.
One of the iiiajor challenges facing Nigeria and other developing nations of the world is how to create a context of stable political and socio-economic environment 1or policies and programmes to be implemented. The issues of getting the i'iglit leadership to fight corruption and propel good governance'had been a recurring decimal in Nigeria and African in general. Once this enabling environment is created, it becomes easy for the people to confront and resolve challenges lacing them by using resources within their environment to create a condition of life where each stage is progressively better than the preceding one. Ho» ever, this is not the case in Nigeria due to corruption and bad
governance.  Good  governance  encapsulates  transparency,  accountability,
freedoms of choice and liberty for the people to pursue their individual and corporate interest. Indeed, at the core of Africa's underdeveloped status are corruption and leadership deficit.
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Since the inception of political independence in 1960, some Nigerian leaders and their regiiiies have been deeply involvecl in some acts of economic probleiiis, poor leadership and governance. In fact, Agbor (2012) argues that the success or failure of any society depends largely on the mannerism of its leadership. I-le adds that the result of poor leaders1ii)a in Nigeria is embodied as poor governance is manifested in consistent political crisis, insecurity, high rate of uneiTlploynient, increase in crime, inflation, mass poverty, a widening unequal distr ibution of wealth, decline in standard of education, death of inftarttires	such	as	health	services,	transportation,	accommodation, communication, medication, brain drain and political instability. National integration has been elusive, yet it is needed to achieve the universal goal of development, that is, the pursuit of people's material welfare and wellbeing. A society that is unjust and devoid of equity and equality will intrinsically be unstable.
S iiTl-p0ly put, the country is in great ruin. Worse still, no administration (whether military or civilian) seems to have found a better way to solve these problelns; instead, the country continues to exp'eriénce, as never before, a deep regi essioli in all phases of development (Umez, 2000).
MOl4fllrmed (2013) asserts that since the return to civil rule in 1999, the Nigel‘iangovernment took a number of measures to address the problems of corruption and bad governance in the country. These measures include public

Despite the few successes achieved by these measures, the situation remains unacceptable as corruption has continued to penueate andf pervade every facet of the national like in Nigeria (CLEEN Foundation, 2010). Indeed cOrrUption and bad leadership has been responsible for Niger la’s socioeconomic and political under-development and there is an Nagel	heed to ciii‘b the menace, if the nation must advance in its quest for good governance. This study thefefore, is analytically aimed at exploring on the topic title “the corruption, as a threat to suitable economic development in Nigeria”.

Corruption has beeli identified as a major hindrance to effective and efficient servlce delivery despite internal mechanisms and institutions put in

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issues	o1“	leadership,	corruption	and	govemance	are	mentioned	in conteniporai3• tiines, theory of threats, crisis or cause theory, the dynastic theory of leadership, elite theoiy, and the extractive corruption theory come to innid. This paper is anchored on the Extractive Corruption Theory. This theoiy posits that the state is the stronger part in the state-society relationship. The state is syiTlbolized by the ruling class/elite ivliile the ruled represent the society. Signihcantly, the ruling elite is the strongest force in society. Put different1y„tlie theory posits that the state is not only the strongest force in society, but alsó nsany centres of powers (Okechukwu & Inya 201 l). In addltion, O3aghae (1994) stresses that the material perception of the state has made the political elite to seek for power mainly to enrich themselves and iiieiiibeors of tlieir groups. The reason wliy people seek power is not to furtlier the ends of the people and community but that of themselves.
The theory also einphasizes the ivell-knoivn expression that all power tends to corrupt and absolute power corrupts absolutely. That is, the reason political power is coneentrated exclusively in the hands of few individuals, the greater the temptation for power abuse, selfish wealtli-seeking and primitive accuiiiulation (Okecliukwu & Inya 2011). According to the theory, the ruling elites rise and iiiisuse the power of the state primarly to safeguard their own selfish inteiest, to the detriment of the majority. Tliey use violence, llJtiir idation and persuasion to cominand respect. Tliey inay use sophisticated

institutional arrangement like presidentialisin, dominant / ruling party system, and the co-option of rivals in order to restrict participation and power sharing. This is not seen however as corruption in as much, as the person involved is seen as contributing such ill-gotten wealth to the welfare and development of lits or her coliiiiirinity (Osaghae, 201 l).
The i elevance of the theory to this research work is that, it has provided a framework for understanding the wide gap between the (state) elite/leader/politicians and the (society) citizens/the led. These disconnect befiveen the leader and the citizens are evident. The leader did not emerge from among the people; rather they were imposed on them by godfathers and political parties. Since the elected officials are not accountable to the people, the leader engage in corrupt acts and had leadership with impunity at the expense of tie oi dinary citizens. On the hand, due to the nature of the society, a corrupt offiéial remains a good man as long as he channels part of the money lie or she stole to satisfy ephemeral yearnings of a few, promoting developiiiental programmes and projects that will improve the life of the’ people.
Concept of corruption
The term corruption belongs to the “group” of disputed as social and political analysis strive to explore its variegated nature and meaning. Etyniologically,  the  word  “corruption”  originates  from  Greek  word

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According to Ajie and Wokelcoro (2012), solne researcher have taken a liolisti'c approach on the discussion of comiption by driving it into forms. These according to Taylor (2010) include;
· Political corruption: It occurs when politicians and public decision-makers, who are entitle to formulate, establish, and implement laws on behalf of the people are corrupt. It also takes place when policy formulation and legislation are tailored to benefit politicians and legislators.
· Electoral corruption: this category of corruption include the rigging of elections and other frauds in the electoral process. It includes the promise of an office, special favour, coercion, intimidation, and interference with the freedom of election, buying of votes, disenfranchisement, snatching of ballot boxes, victiliiizilig and maiming, mutilation of election results in favour of losers and votes turn up in area where votes were not cast.
· Bureaucratic corruption: This occurs in public administration in the course of public policy iiiiplementation. The citizens encounter this kind of corruption daily in servlCes delivery points such as the hospitals, schools, local licensing offices, police stations, the various government ministries etc. Bureaucratic corruption occurs wlieisl public sector procedures becomes illegal/inappropriate.
· Bi ibeiy: Which includes lcickbacks, rubbing of palms and pay offs.
· Fiaud: This could be reflected as trickery, swindling and deceit, Gounterfeiting; racketing, smuggling and forgery.
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‘• Eniliezzlement: This is seen as the theft f public resources by public officials. It is when an official of the state steals from the public institution, where he is gainfully, einployed. Perhaps, like any other developing country in Africa, the enibezzleiiient‘ of public fund is one of the most common ways of wealth accunirilation, and this may be due to lack of strict regulatory systems.
· Extortion: This is reflected as the use of coercion, violence, or threats to acquire resources.
· Favoritism: This is a mechanism of power abuse implying a highly biased distribtition of state resources based on connection.
· Nepotisiu: This is a special kind of favoritisms, in which a public office holder prefers liis/her l‹infolk.
•• Exto tion: This is reflected as the use of coercion, violence or threats to
acquire resources.
••• Favor it1S1T1: This is a mechanism of power abuse implying a highly biased distribution of state resources based on connection.
••• Nepotisni: This is a special kind of favoritism, in which a public office holder
prefers his/her kinfolk and family members. Nepotism occurs when there is an unlawfril exeniption from the application of certain laws or regulation or tindtie preference given in the allocation of scarce resources (Ajie and Wokelcoro, 2012).\
These type of corrupt practices are very common and widespread, tò the extent that it now seen an acceptable norms and culture in the Nigeria state.
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Concept of' Governance’

The tei•ni “governance” caiuiot be pinned down to a universally acceptable definition. This is because it has fallen into semantic predicament to the extent that the litei•atwe on if i•eplete with so many definitions of the term by various scholars with different vai•iant subtype. According to the United Nations Development

Governance is all about how the yearning and the aspiiatiollS If the people of a state are met. If, for instance, the resources of a state al•e managed for the benefits of all or the majority, we can talk of go,od governance. But if it is the few that enjoy the benefits thereof, or if the state is unable to harness her human and material resources to the fullest, as in the cdse of any country, we ltave bad governance. According to Adeosun (2012), good governance entails the capacity to manage a country's resowces in a transparent, accountable,

The need for good governance has been emphasized as an ingredient of progress. It is essentially necessary in developed, underdeveloped and developing nations. This is because Ol” its ability to piopel positive changes.
Good govei nanc'e has some characteristics which include: participatory, consensus oriented, accountable, transparent, responsive, effective and efficient, equitable and inclusive and follows the rule of law. It assures that coiruption is iiiiniiiiized the views of minorities aie taken into account and that the voices of the most vulnerable in society and heard in decision-making (Akhakpe, 2014).
All these factors in the view of Akhakpe (2014) determine the level of development in a given society. The term development has endured conceptual and methodological shift over the years. In the 70s, development was associated with issues of gi owtli in the economy, rise in per capital income and increase in Gross Doiiiestic Product (GDP). However, Todaro (1982) provides a parameter.. for inteiios•ting the issues of development. For hint, objectives of development should
include: ability to‘ meet basic needs such as food; shelter, health and protection,

Todaro went further to argue that sociep desei ves human fleedom in form of emancipation from alienating material conditions of life and freedom from the social servitude of man and ignorance of nature, iiiisery, institutional and dogmatic belie,fs.. .Coiioborating the above view, Ebei lee (2001 ) •'’gued that in contemporary times the concept of development has

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moved front t}e fetishisin of growth and development to the ability of a people to iecovei their resources and use same according to its cultural values to solve their individuals and collective problems in order to bring about new flame of life where each stage is an iiiiprovement on the preceding one.
C:ruses o1’ Corruption

Genei ally, the major causes of corruption can be linked to the nature of the economy ofi a particular society. This means that, it is the economic situation of a society that determines the behavioral pattern predominately found in such society. The nature of the Nigerian economy and the way is has been managed largely aCCOtllit fol the mode of economic behavior of the various actors in Nigeria. Strictly speaking, the following are the cause of corruption in Nigerial.
Economic Fa'‘ctoi . The phenomenon of corruption is strongly influenced by the economy of the nation. The more the economic activity in the country is regulated and lilTlited, the higher the authority and the power of officials in decision making and the greatei the possibility of corruption, since individuals are willing to pay or offer payment in order to avoid restriction. Comiption is also strongly influenced by inadeqriate wages and non-payment of salaries of employees, who are therefore trying to iNipiove their financial position by receiving bribes, and consequently, corruption piovides a means of augmenting one's legitimate income. The reward system in Nigeria is, perhaps, the poorest in thê world. Workers are being owed salàl ies in some states. Yet, thèse members of the society aie expected to be honest,
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productive and train their children in a most honorable manner without getting their salaries. Com upt acts become the alternative means to achieve their objectives and make ends meet because they cannot depend solely on their meagre salaries for a decent living (Obuali, 2010).
Pt ofessional Ethics and Legislation: Lack of professional ethics and deficient laws regulating coirtiption as a criminal offense, and the prosecution and sanctioning of it aie also an iiiiportant causes for the emergence and spread of corruption. A great influence co{res also from the ineffective sanctioning of comiption, which only increases the possibility of continuing the corruptive actions of those involved, creating at tlie same time a strong likelihood that others will join in the c,9rruptiop due tp this inefficient sanctioning. It also generates a lack of transparency And a ląJ of control by supervisory institution. Therefore, where there is insufficient legal basis	or sufficient	political	will to control, which enables	a non-transparent functioning of botli politics and the economy, corruption flourishes.
Cultural Fnctoi . Bedford (2000) in an attempt to contextualize Nigerian corruption identifies tribal loyalties as the factor that promotes corruption. Therefore, our culture seeiiis to fuel some corrupt practices. The sharing of bribes and favours has become the order of the day; there is hardly the motiVation to become honest..This has become a subculture where corruption is accepted to be the normal way of life with the obvious risk of it becoming institutionalized. There is also the culture ,oJ affluent and get rich syndrome which has become part and parcel of public officials
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productive and tiain their children in a most honorable manner without getting their salai ies. Coiiupt acts become the alternative means to achieve their objectives and make ends meet because they cannot depend solely on their meagre salaries for a decent living (Obuali, 2010).
Professional Etłiics ond Legisłation: Lack of professional ethics and deficient laws regulating corruption as a criminal offense, and the prosecution and sanctioning of it are also an iniportant eauses for the emergence and spread of corruption. Biireonci'atic bottlenecks. Some people, individuals oi organizations engage in corruption usually cauoed by bureaucratic bottlenecks. This tends to aid the officers that are handling useful positions, hence the bureaucratic tendency.
lrcJ o/ /i.vcr›p/a›y Leadership. This is one of the aspects of comiption. Thus, accoi•ding to Acliebe (l984)•“the trouble with Nigeria is simply and squarely a failure of leadei•sliip...”’this assertion reveals that, there is problem of leadership in Nigeri,a. The successive leaders that have ruled this country lack the will of fighting cormption rather’they indulged in coxrupt practice to better their living at the expense of the pooi•.
Effects of‘ Cbrriiption and Leadership on Governance and Economic Development

Nigeria was the 144" least corrupt country out of 180 countries that were asse'ssed, in 2018 Nigerla scored 27 points out of 100 on the

Coiiuption and bad leadership also imp:ict negatively on efficient iuobilization and management and material resources. It can also alienate modemity orientêd civil.servants and cause them to reduce (or withdraw) their service and to leave the country for greener pasture (the “brain-drain” episode is tied to cormption) as many Nigei•ia’s believe it is profitable to work outside Nigeria's shore.
CoiiriptÏon and bad leadership have negative effect on governance in that they botli lead.to instability. The various military regiœes in the country ’carr be attribute‘d to this issrie of discussion. It is however pertinent to note the military, instead of being a solution to bad leadership and corruption, is the major cause of poor leadership and corruption in Nigeria. According to Subere (2010) economic and electoial coii uptions aie the “most basic source of federal democratic instability in Nigei•ia,” Some anibitious soldiers take over power not because they have solutions to thèse pi oblenis but because they simply want to rule (Alex, 2010).
Coii uption and bad leadership have effect of discouraging people of good intention from tdking active part in politics. For many people in Nigeria, politics is a dii4y gaine and those who are involved in it are o9en viewed as liars and disi;onêst people (Ajayi& Ogoma; 2012[image: ] People of high integrity fear to be viewed in this manner and politics is le9 for the immoral, debauched and corrupt politicians who
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are not bothered about integrity. The implication of this on govei‘nance is inaladiTlinistr•ation and poor management.
The power sector is another harbor of highly corrupt public officials in Nigeira. E]0ileptic power outage has more or less become a second naturc of the sector.’ Nigeria's development efforts have been hampered by poor power supply. Most industries i ely on generating plants as source of power to ruin their to day operations. this situation constitutes a major setback to both local and foreign investors Clio do not see profitable returns on their investment. According to Oghi (2012) the 1“’edera1 Government spent H40l billion to settle the PHCN labor liabilities, yet; power supply in the country is still epileptic. Muttinullah (2010) notes that instead of the money going into the power sector, it became loot for various officers charged with executing the energy project. 4“hc ailing power sector has been the bane of lTleaningful development in Nigeria. Less than one third of Nigerian population is connected to electricity supply, which is even erratic and almost non- existent. According to World Banff Report (2005) an estimated $10 billion was needed to ensure that at least 75% of Nigeria's population had access to electricity. This means tli‹it the $16 billion inismanaged by Obasanjo's government, if judiciously spent should have largely eased the monumental electricity crisis in Nigeria.
Bad leadership and corruption have led to increase social crimes. Prostitution, uneiiiployrnent, drug trafficking, hostage taking, child trafficking, are on the increase in Nigeila because, the money that could have been used to provide job oppoiTunities

to the teaming populace is being diverted to private use. The Bako Haram, the Fulaqi/lierdeis clashes, the crises in the Niger Delta and other violent acts in the countiy tire avoidable where there is good leadership. Suberu (2010) opines that; the control of goveJnnient by corruptly imposed and politically unacceptable politicians has obsti ucted ‘the alleviation of inter-regional inequalities and mass poverty that fuel violent etliiio-religion crises.
There is no gain, saying that corruption has indeed robbed Nigerian's of the benefits of good governance. This reckless drainage of the common wealth has been iespoIiSible for the socio-economic stagnation and bad governance witnessed in both public and private sectors in Nigeria.
Based on the foregoing, it is clear why the issues of leadership, corruption an‘d goveiiiance will for long remain an issue of discourse in developing countries of the world, perhaps Nigeria inclusive. Here lie the {mperatives of transforrñational leadership. Transformational leaders are reputed for their strong value and mora ideas; they are patriotic and ready to serve and not to be served among others. Such leaders ai e concerned about liberty, justice and equality. They bring about social change in all aspect of the societal life.

By so doing, ley subvert these lnstitution and theii• capacity to perform their assigned tasks ef£iciently, thereby damaging the substantive interests and endangerlng the lives of citizens whom these public

This is becauie resources, which could have been used for job creation, have been looted by the leaders. As a consequences many of these educated young people are eitliei• ‘brain drained’ to other lands in search of greener pastures or get diverted into vaiious crimlnal ways of making a livelihood like terrorism,
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kidnapping, armed robbery, prostitution, drug peddling and trafficking and all manner of i•acketeei•ing. In this and other ways, greedy Nigerian leaders have squandeied tlle future of their country and its children there by reduced Nigeria to its present status of a parish in the comity of nations (Osoba, 1996).
Implication of Coi ruption on Sustainable Economic Development in Nigeria

Leadei•ship problem and corruption are the bane of Nigeria's socio-economic development. Ijeweieme & Duiimade (2014) noted that corruption has largely i•etarded the quest for sustainable growth and development in Nigeria. It is a cancer attack to the vital structures and systems engender progressive functioning of the Nigeiia society (Ogbeidi, 2012).
The implications of bad leadership and corruption in Nigeria are outrageous. In the opinion pfAiyede (2006) “corruption poses a serious development challenge”. Ijewei•eine & J3uiuuade (2014) observed fat Nigeiian political realm shows that corruption have undei•mined democratic values of trust, credibility of government, and good governance. Coriuption in the democratic process reduces accountability, transparency, integrity and distorts quality representation in policy making (Ebegbulem, 2012). Corruption in Nigeria slows down the pace of good governance because it weakens efficiency and effectiveness of public service and discourages genuine prospective investors. Coxruption and mismanagement ofpublis funds have direct beai•ing on the Nigeiia's collapsing infrasti•uctwe like potable watei•, good road networits, health facilities, standard of education, security, justice, employment

Corruption widens inequality, aggiavates mass poverty, militates against efficient resources planiii,og and allocation, anù undermines economic growth by discouragmg investin,ent, ggd compiomises economlc efficiency, results in high governmen&l expenditures.as a result of inflation of contracts and cost supplies. There is no doubt that coriuption is poisonous to good governance in Nlgerla (Alemika, 2012).
The Nigei•ia’s ?0l1 corruption index by the SFCC maintains that Nigeria is certainlynot immune to corruption. The demage of the scourgeto the economy and the fabric of the society is seen in the schoolsthat ate not built, the hospital without mediclnes, the ioads that are not passable and the failure of occur citizens to the inspiied (USlTian, 2013 . Presently lR Nigei•ia, the greatest challengeto corruption is

Solution ot’ the P roblcms of Corruption in the Nigerin Government nnd Politics

The following are some of the probable solutions to the scourge of political
COl’l’H]3l lOll in the Nigeria government and politics:

· 4“lie vai ions anti-corruption and related bodies such as EFCC, ICPC, code of conduct But eau, Public Complaints Commission, change begins with me/whistle blower policy and the police should be repositioned and overhauled in structure and resources to be truly anti-corruption agencies that fight the iiialaise to the satisfaction of all and sundry. The current arrangement whereby EFCC is loaded with three functions of investigation, prosecution and'recovery of looted assets, calls for a review. The EFCC and ICPC should be iiiei ged and their functions merged too and it should be granted full autonomy.
· 	Anti-coirupti,on and transparent monitoring units should be established in all public institutions, empowered and made functional in such a way as to detect and i eport corrupt officials for prosecution. The constitution should be amended to expunge the issue of immunity for all elected government officials. Stiffer punishments to the tune of death or life imprisonment and pi‘acticed in China, Malaysia and some other countries, should be meted out to offenders. This will serve as deterrent to others.
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· Cancel ation’of election result obtained based on rigging and fraudulent acts; disqualification of public officers implicated in election and allied mal- practices. Prosecution of erring individuals and coriflscation of properties of public officials found to be involved in wrongful corrupt acts among others.
· Coiiuption is a social problem; thus, citizens must be properly educated on the negative impacts and the need to eradicate corruption in all facets of public life, through mass enlightenment campaigns. Thus, if the various anti- conuptlon laws are to contribute meaningully to the eradication of corruption, the people must know their roles and the consequences of failure to play those roles.
· The government must introduce an equitable wages and incentive system and improve other conditions of work so that the level of poverty could be reduced and they.quality of life improved. This will inexorably reduce civil servants vulnerability and susceptibility to corruption. This must be in consonant with prompt payment of the workers monthly wages and salaries, though it should not be an excuse.
· Lastly, the federal character principle should be applied with less rigidity, but with fairness among ethnic groups to avoid creating division. The appointment of persons to various positions should be made from the best available in any ethnic group or section in the country.
Above all, the country needs transformational leaders, a re-oriented public service,  a  vibrant  judiciary  and  an organized  and  vibrant  civil  society.
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Transformational leaders have great potentials to promote performance beyond expectations and to effect enormous changes within any organization or nation. This is doubt appears to be a form of leadership well suited to these current times characterized by uncertainty, global turbulence and socio-economic instability. Its suitability is based on fundamentalism of the much desired good governance at this lTlonient of nation building hinged on such kind of leadership.

However, Waziri (2010)
citing the United Nations Global Programme against Corruption (GPAC)
defines corruption as “abuse of power for private gain”. Transparehcy
International (2013) has chosen a clear and focused definition of the term' as
“the abuse of entrusted power for private gain”. It can also be defined simply
as a perversion or change from the general accepted rules or laws for selfish
gain. In the same vein, world Bank (2009) define corruption as an abuse of
public office for private gain, where an official accepts, solicits, or extorts a
bribe. Corruption is also abuse, whereby private agents actively offer bribe to
upturn public rules and processes for individual/personal advantage and profit.

Corruption can also be depicted in acts such as patronage and nepotism,
theft od state é}ssets or diversion of state resources. Similarly, Otite (2000) view
corruption as the perversion of integrity, which could be presented in acts such
as bribery, inordinate favours or moral depravity. It occur when two or mot¢
parties interact to upturn the structure and processes of a society. It is
concerned with the behaviour of functionaries which promote dishonest
situations. Furthermore, Ogundiya (2009) gave a very broad picture of the
concept, stating that certain behaviours could be used to highlight corruption.

These acts were given as embezzlement, conflict of interest, bribery, fraud,
rigging of elections, misappropriation, and conversion of public funds for

personal gains, extortion, and manipulation or falsification of financial records.
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
