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ABSTRACT
This study focused on the impact of broken home on secondary school students’ academic performance using selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State as a case study. A total of one hundred respondents were used for obtaining the data. The t-test and simple percentage techniques were used to analyze the data collected. The results revealed that broken homes affect students academic pursuits, it was then recommended that parents should have concern for their children’s welfare and also endure conflicts in their marital relation in the interest of their children. Would-be-parents should ensure that they marry the right persons whom they would love for ever or life so as to reduce cases of divorce in our society and also to ensure that our young ones can enjoy necessary security and affection from their parents and so develop maximally. Government should forbid divorce in our society especially after such couples involved have produced children.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study
The training and development of a child is naturally placed in the hands of the parents. The family is the child’s first place of contact with the world. The child as a result achieves initial education and socialization from parents and other persons in the family. The family according to Agulana (2017), lays the psychological, moral, and spiritual foundation in the overall development of the child. Structurally, family or home is either broken or intact.
Broken home in this context is one that is not structurally intact, as a result of divorce, separation, death of one of the parents and illegitimacy. Psychological home condition according to Frazer, (2018) arises mainly from illegitimacy of children, the label of adopted child, broken home, divorce and parental depravation. Such abnormal conditions of the home are likely to have a detrimental effect on school performance of the child. This is congruent with the common assertion of sociologists that education can be an instrument of cultural change whose foundation begins from the home. 
Children of unmarried parents or family or separated families according to Thomas, Konstantina,Vassillis and Panagistis (2018) often perform poorly at school and are also at risk emotionally. However, the environment a child finds himself goes a long way in determining his ability and ultimately his performance in school. Students’ academic performance has received considerable attention in previous researches. Secondary school students’ according to Falipe, (2017) takes into cognizance both quality and quantity of the internal and external performance results achieved. According to Gayson, (2017) academic performance is what one gets out of an activity for what he/she puts in.
Academic achievement is an aspect of learning which has apparently received the greatest attention and yet it is to be fully comprehended in all its ramifications. In fact, many research works in education directly hanged around academic achievement. Thus, the study would have been regarded as a demanding academic area with challenges and problems to be solved. This indicates that either the subject is so infinitely incomprehensible or that researchers still have to continue to accumulate more facts about it (Akin 2015).
According to Yusuf, (2017) there are lots of researches on the factors affecting the academic performance of students at various level of education. He further stated that the literature on the effect of environment on academic performance is rather scanty and that the few ones available claim that environment generally determines the Childs Intelligent Quotient (IQ) and academic performance. 
However, Musgrave (2017), has emphasized that the claims which school make concerning their impact upon children’s character are probably both exaggerated and unfounded in influence.  The real prime and lasting influence is in the home and if there is deprivation here mental, material or spiritual there will be some forms of deprivation in the personality of the child. 
Parenthood is rapidly becoming a highly self conscious vocation and it is the realm of interpersonal relationship and social interactions that the self consciousness operates. Here the way a family is organized and the direction in which the family system is changing is important. It should thus be noted that family moulds the personality of the child.
Then, no matter what the basis of divorce or separation may be, the child that lives in a divided home, without one of his parents always lives under emotional strains that ordinary children do not have to bear and it leaves its mark of destructions upon the children’s lives, destroys the bright future ambitions and faith of the child, create the impression of though, rejection and torments.
Stephen, (2017) stated that children from broken homes have a tough time to finishing their academic careers and finding jobs. And their incomes as adults are on average of 8 percent lower than those whose parents stay together, they are more likely to enter into multiple lives in relationships when they reach adulthood, and in marriage, they are more prone to divorce. Thus, there are concerns that the difficulties associated with family breakdown or the loss of parent and the ensuring challenges of living in a single parent family could lead to lower levels of educational and later occupational attainment.  
The adjustment is often accompanied by greater risk of economic disadvantage either through the loss adequate skills required in the labour market or participation of the remaining parent as he solely assumes the family responsibilities and roles. The study about one in four people age 13-18 reveals that many children experience poor academic achievements resulting from divorce or permanent separation of their parents as children. As the divorce rate has been stabilized in recent times, today’s many children still face the same odds. 
However, a home can either be stable or broken. A stable home is one in which both parent (mother and father) lives together with their children, while a broken home is the one in which one or both of the parents is not living together with the children. It is the level at which the home operates that determine the academic performance of the students in school. Broken homes, given its nature in terms of instability and conflict prone, can influence the performance of the child’s academic performance, social and moral excellence especially in facing the realities of life. Black (2019) affirmed that adequate researches need to be conducted in this direction to ensure smooth transition of children from early stage to adulthood.
Statement of the Problem
	In most society, children are sometimes exposed at an early age to all sort of dangers arising from malnutrition, diseases due to absence of one or both of their parents. Students who live in broken homes are observed to be associated with emotional stress that can impair intellectual development, thereby giving way for such children to grow up without being trained properly. However, absence of one or both parents deprives young children of the stable love, care security and total support they have been accustomed to and tend to make children difference in the eyes of the peer groups. If children are asked where the missing parent is or why to they have a new parent to replace the missing one, they become embarrassed and ashamed. They tend to react guilty and feel unwanted and rejected by the society, such stressful situation leads to psychological, emotional and intellectual imbalance in growing children. 
Subsequently, it raises the tendency of withdrawal from school or poor academic performance of students as it required critical thinking and proper family support. It is long been reassembly established that homes culture and parents exert tremendous influence on students academic performance for instance Ogunbiyi, (2016) had noted that it is motivational factors of the home background that importantly influence children’s school performance. He maintains that only parental interest in their children’s educational attainment encourages of the children and the economic condition that influence student’s performance. He maintain that only parental interest in their children’s educational attainment encourage of the home background that importantly influence children’s and the economic condition that influence students performance at school. 
The home, culture and parent influence children, therefore, they are important factors which affect the performance of students at school. If these factors were as they often then, academic achievement which depends on them to some extent will also varies. Thus, on the basis of this background the study will look into the effect of broken home on academic performance of students in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis in other to build the gap in earlier researches. 
Purpose of the Study
The purpose of this study is to find out the impact or influence of broken homes on the academic performance of students in selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. Thus, the specific objectives of the study are to:
i. examine the influence of broken home on students academic performance in secondary schools;
ii. find out whether one parenthood create some burden on students;
iii. establish the effects of broken homes on the academic achievement of the students in the area in specific and the society at large.
Research Questions 
	The following research questions are formulated to guide this study.
1. Does the home have any significant effect on student education?
2. Is there any significant difference in the academic performances of students from broken homes and those from stable home?
3. Does the socialization of the home have any significant effect on the academic performance once of students?
4. Does the students’ academic performance resulting from broken home affect teacher to students’ relation?
Research Hypotheses
The following hypotheses are raised and were tested in the study;
HO1:	There is no significant effect on student’s academic performance as it relates to broken homes
HO2:	There is no significant effect of broken home on performance of student provided with learning materials and those not provided with learning materials.
HO3:	There is no significant difference in the academic performance of students from broken homes and the students from stable homes.
HO4:	There is no significant effect of broken home on the academic performance of student in term of socialization at the home.
Significance of the Study
	The purpose of this study is to carry out research on possible causes of broken home and its consequences on the educational prosperity of students in Ilorin West Local Government Area in Kwara State. This is with a view to suggest ways of minimizing and overcoming the problem. 
It is not gain saying to establish that social scientists, psychologists and researchers across the globe that, the home plays a very significant role in child personality, formation and socializations. Broken homes are identified as one of the factor that undermined the socialization process of the society which consequently, affects the performance of students. If the concern of educationist in particular is to look after socialization process of the child as well as his intellectual development, then this research work would be of great importance to parents and as it establishes that the absence of one or both of the parent affect children educational carrier be it medicine, engineering, chemistry, physics and the likes in the field of education and family life to come with solution of ensuring stability in the homes for betterment of growing children and the society at large. The study also intends to widen the scholarship and research as well as to guide individuals who might later expand the scope of this study.  
Delimitation of the Study
	The questions which prompted this study was found to exist in every parts of the country, most especially, the northern part of the country. It is not possible for this research to cover all the areas with this kind of single parental syndrome. This is because the research/researchers cannot obtain data from all places concerned due to the limited time and resources (both human and material resources). The research is therefore limited only to Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. However, all shortcomings in the cause of the research are properly managed in order to have scientific research outcomes. 
Operational Definition of Terms
	Some words and concepts used in this study are defined as follows:
Academic achievement /performance: this refers to the recorded scores marks or grades as evidence of pupils/students attainment is a set examination question or the continuous assessment scores of such a student.
Broken Home: this is a home where there is disintegration, disruption or chronic instability it is characterized by dependence agency, instruction and extraction of members’ premature departure and family violence. 
Culture: this refers to the sum of people way of life it is usually passed on from one general to another.
Education: the process or art of imparting knowledge skill and judgment. 
Family: this is a group of people united by the two marriage blood or adoption constituting a single house how, interacting and intercommunicating with each other in respective social role as husband and wife. 
Society: this is a large group of people who laws ways of doing thing e.t.c.

Concept of Broken-Home 
Broken Home is a common phenomenon which has attracted global attention. Government and non-governmental organizations have played vital roles in the elimination of this menace because of the psycho-social, emotional and moral problems which make the children to exhibit strange and unguided behaviours. For obvious reasons children see divorce as very traumatic experience. It affects them in all ramifications. In every society broken homes are gradually becoming a common phenomenon most rampant in African countries with no exception of Nigeria and this could be as a result of intolerance, poor time management, fading out or absence of trust, childlessness, finance, strange partnership, absence of love, jealous e.t.c.           
Broken home impacts the youngster’s behaviour in the school environment, peer group and even in the society at large. The family structure is altered and thus affected. Many divorces are emotional and can even draw the children into the conflict between the parents. Adolescents facing problems of family dissolution have more difficult time with academic and social expectations at schools, among peers and the society than children from conflict free families. The emotional aspect of divorce which affects adolescents includes the feelings of anxiety, depression, inferiority complex, guilt and sometimes aggression.
Parental interaction has a better effect on adolescents than the divorce. In other words, the negative outcome of divorce may increase pre- existing differences in the family unit prior to the divorce itself. Studies have shown that family broken down has a lot of negative consequences on the child well-being and psychological development (Bukoye and Kolo 2017).  
Domestic violence and family breakdown and child protection are significant social issues which have become the focus of increased community concern and attention. Both are predominantly about breakdown and abuse within the family home but, despite these commonalities, societal responses to both issues have developed separately. Historically, community awareness, legislation, policies and practices, and treatment and support programs were developed individually, with different organisations tasked to respond to either child abuse or to domestic violence.
To understand the link between domestic violence in families and harm to children, child safety officers must acknowledge an increasing body of evidence that indicates that different types of breakdown commonly occur simultaneously in the same family. The presence of one form of breakdown may be a strong predictor of the other and to address only one form, for example, harm to a child, will not protect that child adequately both in the short and long term.
According to Stephen (2017) the study established that those children of divorced families, many be drawn to defects relationship rather than manage as a form of self protection to avoid the perceived social and economic risks associated with investing in marriage. Almost one-third (32 percent) of people aged 18-24 years were in a live relationship while for people the same age whose percents the same age whose percent had not divorced or separated had not divorced or separated 17 percent were in live-in relation.
Education was another area with stank difference in the outcomes for those who has been in a broken home for 18-24 years olds, 62 percent of these who experienced parental divorce separation during their childhood completed year 12 compared with 77 percent of those whose parents did not.
Concept of Academic Performance 
Academic performance is affected by a number of factors including admission points, social economic status and school background. Geiser and Santelices (2017), Acato (2016), and Swart (2019) all argue that admission points which are a reflection of the previous performance influence future academic performance. The Universities Admission Center (2016) reports that tertiary institutions in Austria have found that a selection rank based on a student’s overall academic achievement is the best single predictor of tertiary success for most tertiary courses. The researcher agrees with the scholars that admission points affect academic performance at university and that is why according to the Nigeria Universities and Other Tertiary Institutions Act (2016), the basis for entry to university is admission points which are derived from A’ level points, Diploma points and Mature age points. 
According to Graetz (2016), one’s educational success depends very strongly on social economic status of the parents. Considine and Zappala (2017) argue that families where the parents are advantaged socially, educationally and economically foster a high level of achievement in their children. The researcher agrees with Considine and Zappala (2017) because students from high social economic backgrounds are well exposed to scholastic materials, which aid their intelligence. 
Sentamu (2017), Portes and Macleod (2018) as cited in Considine and Zappala (2018) all argue that the type of school a child attends influences academic achievement. According to Minnesota measures (2017), a report on higher education performance, which was produced by the University of Minnesota, the most reliable predictor of student success in college is the academic preparation of students in high school. 
The researcher adapted the Systems theory input-output model advanced by Ludwig Von Bertalanffy in the early 1950s. This theory, according to Koontz and Weirich (2018) postulates that an organized enterprise does not exist in a vacuum but is dependent on its external environment thus the enterprise receives inputs, transforms them and exports the output to the environment. In this study the university admits students (inputs) and then transforms them through teaching and learning which is reflected by the students’ academic performance (output). 
Academic performance according to the Cambridge University Reporter (2018) is frequently defined in terms of examination performance. In this study academic performance was characterized by performance in tests, in course work and performance in examinations of undergraduate students. According to the UCU prospectus, admission points are weights attached to the applicant’s past academic records and according to the Nigeria Universities and Other Tertiary Institutions Act (2017) there are three main entry schemes to higher education in Uganda, the direct entry (A’ level), the mature age entry scheme and diploma entry scheme. The admission points for this study were characterized by direct entry scheme (A’ level), diploma entry scheme and mature age scheme. Durden & Ellis (as cited in Staffolani and Bratti, 2017) observed that measures of prior educational performance are the most important determinants of student performance. This implies that the higher the previous performance, the better the students will perform academically. 
Social Economic Status (SES) according to Considine and Zappala (2017) is a person’s overall social position to which attainments in both the social and economic domain contribute. They add that social economic status is determined by an individual’s achievements in, education, employment, occupational status and income. In this study Social Economic Status (SES) was characterized by family income, parental education and parental occupation. Graetz (2015) argues that children from high social economic status families perform much better at school compared to children from low SES families. 
Factors Affecting Academic Performance/Achievement 
Though factors affecting academic performance are varied and many, there is the potential danger of trying to associate with it a ridiculously infinite member of induces, some of which bear litter or no direct relationship with it. Most research findings home show that know correlates of academic achievement, also referred to as determinants or predators of academic achievement, have very wide margins of variability in culture, environment social and situational setting.
There are several factors affecting academic performance, thus, the following are to having significant influences namely:
a. Students factors
b. Institutional factors
c. Instructors and curriculum or instructional factors.
d. Home culture and parental factors.
Students’ Factors
Many educational practitioners have viewed students in different perspectives. Like the meter or a measuring instrument in the hand of the experiment, the teachers carry out various instructional experiments on the students. Much like the case of scientific experiment, errors of measurements undoubtedly arise from the measuring instrument (students) or the experimenter (teachers) or both. The student might this be considered as a system within system in which certain interactions take places and his or her performance is accompanied by some un-certainties.
	There are many factor which according to Rusensline (2017) are apparently responsible for these uncertainties. These include:
i. Attitudes 
ii. Individual differences in age and sex, intelligence, personality, temperament heredity, emotion (extraversion and neuroticision), mental health, study habit, library skill and student personal expectation of self.
iii. Physical health: hearing, seeing (visual motor), maturations, reading readiness, lateral inversion (left handedness) in reading and writing.
iv. Mental: giftedness and beardedness-normal and abnormal behaviors.
v. Expectation of positivism or negativism instructional factors.
Factors attributed to the school and which affect student academic are as follow:
Types, Size and Ownership of School.
· Nature of discipline, control and relationship.
· School personnel and student relationship.
· Admission and examination policies. 
· Curriculum factors whether state-imposed or voluntarily chosen to relate the immediate student environment and societal needs but usually backed up government incanted influences.
· Relevance and modes of instruction to meet student need and syllabus requirement.
· Physical set-up of the school.
Streaming (ability grouping) versus mixed ability classes (Pigeon, 2016). So much have been reported about the factors of school which affect student’s academic performance. The general atmosphere of a school, time, vigor purpose and tempo of school work is strongly effected in everything the child does s that in another school with a standard effort and a different range of attainment, his performance may well be different size of staff, pupils and class population, different social interaction, different curricular and instructional approaches adopted by teachers and different disciplinary method and control would produce differential academic  performance with the same texts or paneled from among students.
Also, the relevance and modes of instruction used to meet students new and syllabus requirements are factors of great importance in relation to academic performance (Ibrahim 2016). There is also no doubt that examinational factor. Differences in methods of assessment and examination policies of school have been known to affect student performance.
Curriculum and Instructor Factor
	The teachers and instructional factors which have been found to relate to academic performance include:
i. The academic and professional adequacy of teacher.
ii. Adequate preparation of relevant instructional contents, procurement of relevant teaching aid and successful presentation of class lesson by the teacher.
iii. Mode of instruction- teacher class room communication skills and proper used of instructional aids.
iv. Teacher behaviors or attitude-exception from his student, friendliness with or hostility to students, encouragement or discouragement through modes of reward or punishment of student by the teacher. 
v. Teacher- student interaction which steadying truancy, disciplining hyperactivity and poor social adjustment. The study show clearly that children from unhappy and broken home tend to perform below expectation in their academic pursuits and usually they later drop out from school or are expected  because of their immoral conduits. Adeyemo (2016), documented that it is true that a child’s achievement in academics can be moderately affected by his or her home environment.
Causes of Broken Home
All social phenomena are view to have multiple concessions which fact is emphasized by most social science theorist, broken home as a social factor could not be an exception. Broken home is a societal problem which instead of decreasing is securely increasing with its causes in numerous forms.
Among other causes, broken homes could be as a result of technological advancement as ostentation wrong advice from friends and in ordinate ambitions. Immaturity among couples, feedings of superiority complex, educational gap, adultery, poverty, accident handicap, provoking illness and death may all account for couples parting. With one another partially or wholly with resultant effects on their children. Burton and John (2017), in their study maintained that changing of roles of bread winner also lead to broken home.
· Class attendance or absenteeism by the teacher which is brought to be strongly related to effective coverage of the syllabus in good time.
· Teacher ethnicity-race of teacher and racial tendency could also cause a broken home.
· Teacher’s approval and disapproval of a student personality (flower 2000).
Teachers who are more favorable disposed towards their student find them easier to teach. Thus the types of classroom control (democratic or relaxed) classroom atmosphere versus rigid or dictation control affect student learning and hence influence academic performance to a large extent.
Home, Culture and Parental Factors. 
It has long been reasonably established that home, culture and parent exert tremendous influence on student academic performance.
The home, culture and parental factors may be classified as follows.
i. Socio-economic status of parents
ii. Parents level of education
iii. Parent’s expectation of their children’s ability and potentiality.
iv. The home atmosphere: it conduciveness or otherwise to learning child socialization and child-parent interaction.
v. The culture of the home.
Home Environment and Academic Performance
	Most large scale sociological researcher on the effect of family (or home) environment on cognitive development are limited to standardized test that mainly tap verbal educational abilities however Fafunwa (1981) argued that parental interest and attitude as well as support given at home may be a major factor influence children’s academic performance in school. He explained that children of literate parents did better at school than those of illiterate parents. He added that academic progress constantly monitored and rewarded when performed well and punished when performance is poor always result in high performance.
	The home in which the child comes from has great influence upon the education of the child because it is the parents, brothers, sisters and relatives who lay the foundation for success in school learning. Oyebanji (2017) conform the above observation while writing performance. She said that the inter-personal relationship between parents and their child greatly determines the mental (intellectual and emotional) health of the entire family members say the child inclusive.  She also affirmed that the home, which refers mostly to parent, should provide an environment where there is cordiality in all ramifications. She concluded that parent should ensure that there is harmony between every member of the family without when the child would be deprived of love affection and security him news.  
	Oyebanji (2017) documented that frequent domestic discord like material conflicts and divorce usually lead to different antisocial behavior in the child. These behaviors include demanding for quality based on the changes in famine role. This has contributed to increase result from drunkenness. Excess consumption of alcohol could make husband, neglect then marital responsibility which may prompt the wives of such husband to leave them. 
	In the same vein some men may marry the while responsibilities of them extended families at the detriment of their immediate family and with the passage of time, the wife may no longer be able to cope and this seek legal separation. It is not astonishing to see broken homes being common to young couples as most parent give their daughter out as gift or forced to marriage known as “Sadaka” which normally results in premature affiliations and divorce. 
	Further more, in the Nigeria society, most early marriages are caused by pregnancy and such couples usually have less education and fewer means to get prestigious and high paying jobs. They are thus faced with different problems and these may finally lead to breaking up their unions. Also in Nigeria or African society where it is believed that any marriage without child or children has lost its meaning and therefore to them a marriage could not be completed without children. Also if woman bears only female children without solid love towards the woman, the husband may look for another woman who could also lead to breaking away from her husband because of neglect and frustration (Akin 2017).
Broken Homes and Students Academic Performance
	When one examines the effect of marital conflict on a child, one would notice that the type of relationship that exist between the parents and the child determine the child’s level of academic achievement or performance.  This is evidenced by the findings of Babalola et al (2017) that education is highly positively correlated with high attainment but where there is discord in the family, the child experience intellectual and language retardation thus promoting scholastic Fadime (2017).
	Parental-child relationship whether positive or negative is inevitably has a long term effect on the academic achievements of the child. Oyebanji (2018) confirmed this when she pointed out that positive parent-child communication system produce lasting gains and enhance child linguistics competence. On the other hand negative parent- child relationship hampers child’s educational development children whose parents were separated (divorced) especially when the mother receives custody of the child a boy’s identification with a parent lack in the home, a gap in learning may be created.
	Dada (2017) notices that when talking on social influence on academic achievements “A broken home can prove to be great obstacles to a child’s”, ability and motivation to succeed academically. It may disturb him psychologically and emotionally, deprive him of valuable parental help, care encouragement and lead ultimately to seek psychological sustenance and security outside the family for examples with the pear group of drop outs which is breeding ground of juvenile delinquency.
Summary of the Related Literature Reviewed
This study investigates the impact of broken home on the academic performance of students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. In the study, the effects of a conflict riddled home as it affects the child academic performance are examined. Thus, Adeyemo (2016) established that the child’s achievements can be moderately affected by his or her home environment. Akin (2019), supported that the motivational factors of the home background can importantly influence children’s school performance. He maintained that only parental interest in their children’s educational attainment, encouragement of the children and attitude towards them and not the more fixed materials and economic conditions that influence student’s performance at school. This is substantiated by Ruseline (2017) who established that attitude is one of the fundamental factors affecting child’s academic performance. Ali (2016) found out that students with poor parents and low level of education might be less motivated to excel in school work. The findings of Ali in all regard are in full agreement with Swains (2018) findings.
There is a high level of agreement among researchers that the cultural factors of one’s geographical location are very important on shaping one’s academic achievement. The home culture and parents influence on children. Therefore one important factor which affect the performance of student at school, if factors vary, as they often do, and then academic performance which depends on them to some extent will also vary. Academic performance may therefore be thought of as being relatively dynamic as the home, cultural and parental factors. Burton (2016) noted that academic performance aside conflicts at home could be influenced by the individual roles of the parents in the upbringing of the child. Burton maintained that society itself is a strong factor which affects the academic performance of the child. This is in line with Akin (2016) and Dada (2017) who noted that the school environment relates to positive or negative position of the child’s academic performance. 
Oyebanji (2018) in his view observed that inter-personal relationship between the parents and their child greatly determines the mental and (intellectual and emotional) health of the entire family members. Thus, the child’s academic performance is obvious to being influenced positively and negatively from the parent attitudes towards harmonious home, the parents’ inter-personal relationships, parents’ motivations as well as social factor such as the school environment among others.


CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY 
Introduction
	This chapter presents the procedure and methodology adopted in carrying out the study. Information are thus, provide on the Research Design, Population, Sample and Sampling Techniques, Research Instrument, Validity and Reliability of the Instruments, Administration of the Instrument and Analysis. 
Research Design
	This study employed and adopted descriptive design and survey research. This is considered most suitable because large numbers of respondents are involved in the study. Verma and Beard (2018) held the view that survey method seems to have the advantage of being an effective way of collecting data from a large number of sources, relatively cheaply and perhaps in a short time.
The study used the survey research design to gather information from the students of the selected and sampled secondary schools in order to elicit the facts relating to the impact of broken homes on the academic performance of students from such homes in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. 
Population of the Study
	Population in research means the entire group of persons, objects or events whose characteristics are being studied (Oke, 2017). The targeted population to which the study relates is the selected secondary school students from broken homes in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara of State. 
Sample and Sampling Techniques 
Stratified random sampling procedure was used in order to ensure that there were equal representations of the schools and that every student has equal chance of being selected into the sample. Accessible population consists of one hundred (100) respondents, in all the selected secondary school in the area.
Research Instrument
	The instrument for data collection was structured questionnaire to collect information from the respondents. It was developed by the researcher and tagged “Broken homes and students Academic performance scale”. The questionnaire was structured into part A and B.
	Part A deals with the respondents profile inventory (i.e personal data) while part B focuses on the items of the questionnaire.
Part B, there were sections, section (1) bothers on information on parents, section (2) consist of items on home supports and students’ attitude to school work; while section (3) shows the academic performances of the student.
Validity of the Instrument 
	Adewumi (2017) state that an instrument is valid when it measures truly and accurately the quantity and ability it is expected to measure. To ensure the validity of the instrument of the study therefore it was be given face validity by the project supervisor and other experts in educational measurement and evaluation.
Reliability of the instrument   
	The reliability of the instrument for this study was determined through test retest methods where some of the validity questions were administered to a group of respondents and this was replaced after two weeks, their two results were correlated using Pearson Correlation Co-efficient and r = 0.72 which signifies that  the instrument is reliable was obtained.
Administration of the Instrument 
	The researcher personally administered the questionnaire through the teacher to students in order to get adequate and reliable information or data. Necessary explanation was given to the respondents with respect to way and manner through which the items of the questionnaire are filled. The respondents were given one week to study and answer the questions in the questionnaire. Thus, the completed copies were later collected for analysis.  
Method of Data Analysis
	The method of data analysis was through descriptive statistics. Demographic information of the respondents was tallied in a frequency distribution. The scores of the respondents to items on the questionnaire were also analyzed with the use of frequency counts, percentages, means scores and Analysis of Variance.  
  





CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
This chapter presents the results of the study which were obtained from the analysis of the data collected. The study purposely investigated the impact of broken home on the academic performance of students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The respondents supplied information on the main researcher’s instrument called Students Academic Performance Questionnaire (SAPQ).
A total of one hundred (100) secondary school student were used to group the sampled students into two as to form “an intact home”, and “broken home” on the students’ academic performance in senior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The score obtained by each group were then compared between the male and female Muslim students from broken homes and finally between students from broken and infect homes. The means as well as the variance for each independent group was determined and independent t-test was used to compare the scores of each paired group for significant differences or relationship using this.

The Table above shows the item by item analysis on attitudes of students to academic work. There are ten items from which mean scores are drawn. Item1 to 10 have their mean scores in ascending order or position correlating with each item serial number. The highest mean score is 1.93 for item 1 is ranked 1st and the lowest mean score is 1.00 for item 10 is ranked 10th respectively. The position of the mean score of each of the items therefore indicates and explains the students’ attitudes to academic work. 
Testing of the Hypotheses

	The first hypothesis compared the mean of two groups based on the gender difference of the respondents that is male and female students from broken home. The table above shows that the calculable t-value of 2.01 is greater than the table value of 0.539. Thus, the hypothesis one which states that there is no significant relationship between on the attitudes and academic performances of male and female students from broken homes was therefore accepted because the calculated t- value is less than the critical t-value.
Hypothesis Two:
Table 5: There is no significant relationship between the attitudes and academic performance of Christian and Muslim students from broken homes. The second hypothesis also compared the mean of two groups on the basis of the religious difference of the respondents that is, Christian and Muslim students from broken homes.

Table 6: There is no significant difference between the attitudes and academic performance of student from broken and intact homes. This third hypothesis compared the means of two group on the basis of the types of homes that is broken and intact homes of students.

	The Table above shows that the calculated t- value was 0.647 and this is lower than the critical t-value of 1.96. Therefore, the hypothesis which states that there is no significant relationship between the attitudes and academic performances of students from broken homes and intact home was accepted because the calculated t- ratio was less than the critical t- value.
Discussion of Findings
	The results of analysis of the data generated in this study clearly revealed that male students from broken homes have a slight edge in terms of academic performance in the annual summary score than their female counterparts. Although when the difference was compared statistically, it was not significant. However the fact that the male students scored higher than the female students from broken home may be due to the fact that the impact of broken homes on children is more pronounced in females than male children. This may be supported by the view of Rosenstein (2017) that the many factors which are apparently responsible for student’s academic performance include individual differences in age, sex. The boys may be more tolerant than the female, who may easily succumb to the impact of broken homes. 
	The result also revealed that the Christian students from broken homes had higher means scores in their school’s annual summaries than the Muslim students from broken homes although the difference was statistically not significant. In this case, the poorer performance of the Muslim students from broken homes than the Christian student may be due to the fact that the impact of broken homes is more severe among Muslims than most readily multiple marriages. 
	In which case, when the home break, the social influenced on academic achievement. He stated that “A broken home can prove to be a greater obstacle to a child’s ability and motivation to succeed emotionally deprive him of valuable parental help, care, encouragement and guidance and lead him/her to sack psychologically sustenance and security outside the family. This problem is more serious in cases of broken multiple marriages than in single.
	The result of this study also revealed that students from broken homes had equal mean score with the students from intact homes. This may be due to the fact that the number of students from broken homes in this study (16) is relatively lower than the numbers of students from intact homes (84). It is assumed or believed that comparison with more close number of students from both types of home will reveal wide gap in mean scores. 
	Studies carried out by scholars in the past revealed the fact that separation or living apart (by parents) has a grievous influence on the children of the broken such influence include academic achievement. In the words of Roberts (2020) separation or broken homes has a very grievous influence on the academic performance of the students which can make them become problematic to themselves, their families and the society at large? This is confirmed by the studies of Cole and Hall (2018) which shows how the defects in the child’s home affect his academic achievements. They came to a conclusion that boys and girls from broken homes had apparently more problems than their mates from complete and intact homes. They found that high school children from broken homes perform academically and behaviorally poor in school work and rate lower even in personality scales than those who came from complete or intact families.    

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
	The research work focused on the impact of broken homes on the academic performance of students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State using selected secondary schools in the area as a case study.
	The finding will not only assist parents to re-examine their contributions towards academic progress of their children but will also guide teachers, guidance counselors, other referent staff in the staff school as well as religious leaders in the society in their intellectual skills toward self actualization of the child.
Three research hypotheses were postulated in alternative forms and were later tested for validity in chapter four of the project report, views, opinions and findings of renowned authors and researchers were documented and there related literature guide the research in the development of main research instrument (questionnaire).
	Survey designs were employed and a total of one hundred (100) senior secondary students were sampled for the study from the study area. 
	The content validity of the instrument was determined by the lecturers in the deportment of education guidance and counseling department college of education, Ilorin. The information obtained from administered questionnaire retrieved from the respondents were used to group the sampled students into two- those from intact homes and those from broken homes. 
	Their attitude to academic works were itemized and remarked while their score obtained in the annual summary were computed and the means scores as well as variance for each independent t-test used to test the hypothesis for validity at 0.05 alpha level of significance.
 	The entire three hypotheses were accepted and the following are the summary of finding.
a) No significant relationship exists between the attitude and academic performance of male and female student from broken homes.
b) No significant relationship exists between the attitude and academic performance of Christian and Muslim students from broken homes. 
c) No significant relationship exists between the attitude and academic performance of student from broken homes and intact homes.
Conclusion
	This study of “the impact of broken homes on the academic performance of student in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State” investigated student’s performance in school annual summaries and attitude to academic works comparing the scores obtaining by students from both intact and broken homes and also male female aim Christian and Muslim students from broken homes. To a large extent, this study has showed that there is no significant relationship between male and female as well as Christian and Muslim students in their academic achievements.   
	It has also been discovered that the respondents of this study from broken homes were relatively low in number in comparison to the number of those from intact homes in which tends to explain why no significant relationship was revealed in their academic achievement.
Recommendations 
	The above conclusions support a number of recommendations as follow:
1. Couples should learn to entirely all the elements that work for the fulfillment of happy homes such as love (including conjugal love), respect, understanding, endurance patience and tolerance. 
2. Parents should ensure that there is harmony between every member of the family in order to ensure normal and optimum development of the members-especially the children. 
3. Husband and wife (parents) should have concern for their children’s welfare including academic activities and so, enhance hardship in their marital relation for the scale of their children.
4. The government should prohibit or forbid divorce in our society especially after such couples involved have produced children. 
5. Would be parent should ensure that they marry the right person whom they would love for life, so as to reduce the cases of divorce which has a very terrible impact on children’s academic achievement.
6. Parents should by as much as possible to settle any discord between themselves rather than opting for divorce, because when the divorce, the future of their children are in great jeopardy.


Suggestions for Further Studies  
	The researcher hereby  suggest that, the future researcher that will be interested in this study should be financially buoyant to be able to carry along all the teachers in the primary schools and make his  study cover more of the schools if not all the Primary School in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
