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ABSTRACT

This work designed to find out the Islamic point of view on how to eradicate cultism in our society Ilorin in metropolis as case study: An Islamic Perspective, in an attempt to achieve the stated objective related literatures were reviewed supplemented with relevant researches in both printed and electronic media as well as oral interview. 300 students were randomly selected from ten secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State, Nigeria, to complete the self-designed instrument constructed for data collection in this study. The study employed frequency counts, percentages and statistical tools for the analysis of the collected data.  It was recommended that the Parents and guardians should be sincerely active in their mode of worshipping Allah (SWT) and serve Islam so that their children can imbibe the spirit of Allah and respect for mankind and it is also recommended that government should has the overriding responsibility of charting a course for the society and in ensuring that the ship of the society does not sink. 
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study


Cultism is one the major challenges confronting the nation. The atrocities on daily basis by the cult groups is obviously beyond the imagination. The menace of cultism indeed has become a social problem that calls for urgent and collective social action with the prevalence of secret cultism in Nigeria tertiary institutions one can predictably submit that except urgent measures are taken to curb the menace, the future of this country would be break for cultist are likely to end up as armed robbers, gambles rapist assassins, kidnappers and gangsters of course these anti social vices which are associated with cultism attract various punishment or jail terms under the Nigeria criminal code and justice administration.


One of the greatest threats facing the contemporary Nigerian societies is the  phenomenal problem of secret cultism. Our societies which are meant to train and educate the citizenry by transferring knowledge ideas values cultural and traditional moral in order to move the Nation forward are now becoming battle ground for maiming killing, raping extortion, kidnapping, banditry and other heartless activities.


Historically secret cultism and their activities are not new to Nigerian society when indeed cult activities started, there was nausea  for worry the objectives then were noble.  But in recent times and with the gradual development and evolution of our society. Cults became widespread in the society and tool on disturbing our look, they became evident and dangerous to the society. In numerous instances cult members have gunned down their target at bus stops, market, squares, lecture rooms and other places. This development has becomes a source of worry to every same person in the society this is even more disturbing because cult and secret society activities have extended from the traditional aids to the education institutions from universities to secondary and primary school in the society. The widespread nature of cult activities have been disturbing enough for a group of Nigerians who have passed through the Nigerian educational system at all levels between the 1970s and 19905 and want to bring to the Nigerian public the evils of secret cults and the need to step them by attempting to sensitize Nigerian to the disasters they cause and offer suggestions an how to control the disaster they caused by attempting to sensitive Nigerian to the  dusty situation across the society this it is hoped will make for peaceful and harmonious existence of people. For instance the director of state security service of Kwara Sttae during a one day work shop specially organized for the students of the college of medical sciences of “UNILORIN” state that statistic and investigation have showed that eighty percent of the students of the college of medical science are “cultists” this revelation is a part of the Hippocratic oath  taken by the students of this noble profession (Sunday Punch) July 10th 2004) Babalola (2004) cited a similar incidence at the UNIBADAN where six students were killed they were gunned down and machete to death by suspected cultist during a gun shoot exchange between the members of the Aye and black-axe confraternity in the month of June 23rd 2000 several reported killing also happened in Ilorin metropolis to reinforce the state police command many suspects were arrested and other were killed in gunshot exchange between the police and cultist many police officers were killed in retaliation among which was a constable popularly nick-named “Ogidan” societies and in fact school authorities have been subjected to threat by cultist for instance, the vice-chancellor of UNIBEN received a four pages of letter from an anonymous cult leader threading the school authorities the letter was a response to the vice chancellor, (Nigeria tribune 12th April 2004).


It is hoped therefore, that this project will sensitize the public to evils of cult and secret society’s activities and the public would see the need to eradicate them within the Nigerian societies, especially as the country moves into the twenty first century it will also emphasize that Islamic point of view on the total eradication of cultism in the society with the Quranic verses prophetic traditions.

Statement of Problem


Secret cultism activities have several negative effects (problems) on the societies in general. These disturbing activities often affect the political social educational and economic lives the citizens. The problems range from:

Other consequences could be inform of harmful substance abuse e.g smoking of Indian helm, taking cocaine, heroin and other hard drugs. Besides cultism destroys students relationship and causes disharmony in the family it entrenches provides and enlarges conflicts thereby acceleration and widening the cede of violence in the society.

Purpose of the Study


In view of these problem the research verified that it is importance and desirable to understand the problems of secret cultism in the society and appreciate the need to stamp them out therefore it will be helpful to diagnose these enlisted problem and prescribed everlasting solutions to them from Islamic point view in order to rid out societies form the menace of cult activities and build a peacefully existing society.


Specifically the study therefore attempt to investigates and determines the following:

· Whether the parents are giving attentive and sound parental cares to their children at homes

· Whether the school authorities at various schools are putting in place good educational management.

· Whether the government at the three levels are legislating against at anti-social activities in the societies.

· Whether the media houses are exposing and publishing the bad effects of anti-social activities to the public.

· Whether the NGOs are intensifying campaign against the existence of secret cultism in the society.

· Whether the religion bodies in the society are offering religions seasons to their member of the society in the ills of secret cultism anti social group.

Suggest and indentify problem and obstacles confronting parent teachers educational institution Government NGOs and religious group in ensuring to complete eradication of secret cultism in the society.

Objectives of the Studies 


The aim of this research work is determine the following:

· The roles of parents in the eradication of cultism in Nigeria.

· The roles of the federal government of Nigeria in the eradication of cultism in tertiary institution.

· The major causes of cult activities in Nigeria 

· If there is any benefits in becoming a member of a cult group in Nigeria.

· Whether the family background of a child  have significant effect on the attitude and desire of the child to become a member of cult group.

· The effect of the advice and teachings of the parent on a child refusal to become a cultist 

· Why is cult activities much in the higher institutions in Nigeria.

· The ways to curb out cultism in tertiary institutions in Nigeria.

Research Questions

They should seeks to provide answers to the following questions.

· Are the parents delivering effective parential care to the children at homes?

· Do the school authorities at various educational institute provide standard educational management in the training of student? 

· Are there any laws security forces to eradicate secret cultism?

· What problems media houses encountered in the fighting against secret cultism in the society

· Are the NGO paying attentions to society problems? Like secret cultism inflicting problems.

· Are the available religions bodies in the society able to contribute to the fighting against secret cultism?

Research Hypothesis 


For effective research on the eradication of secret cultism in the society (Ilorin) the following null hypothesis were formulated to be tested during the process of investigations:

Ho1: there is no significant difference in the response of sample based in the parental cares.

Ho2: There is no significant in the response of samples based on educational management of schools.

Ho3: There is no significant difference in the response of sample based on the legislated policies the government.

Ho4: A significant difference doest not exist on the response of selected samples based on reports published by the media houses.

Ho5: A significant difference does exist in the response of sample based on religious sermons gives by the religious group.

Significant of the Study


The study will be of great importance to the parents in the process of bringing up  discipline train advice counsel and educate their wards properly. Because this project would eliminate some obstacles faced by the parent to realize the goods and objective or good parent care which is making the children to be self reliance and good ambassador and lots more.


The research will enable the government to see the true picture of the problem affecting, the total eradication of secrete cultism it will also make the government at all levels to be firm infighting secret cultism and evolve laws that would make cultism a criminal often punishable by serve as a useful resource to the school administration (authorities) to organize orientation programmes for new students immediately they resume on campus and to allow teachers lectures to due 2-3 minutes talks during to the dangers of cultism and other related vices at secondary schools and tertiary institution respectively.


Also it will serve as a useful resources in related research biography tools for further research.

Delimitation of the Study


The scope of this study mainly restricted the Ilorin metropolis five (5) selected samples are thus restrict taken from Ilorin that is all samples are existing in Ilorin metropolis.


Due to this fact the study is looking into how to eradicate secret cultism in Ilorin metropolis Kwara State from the Islamic point of view for proper investigation and convenience of the research to have intensive study in field and into produce a unique quality research work we shall note each selected sample with precise name respectively.

· The selected family is jaji family (parents)

· The selected schools is Kwara State College of Education Ilorin.

· The selected local government Area council is Ilorin West Local Government

· The selected religions group is nasiullahi lifatihu (NASFAT) Ilorin branch a whole total of 300 respondents ware obtain form the selected sample the study will covers only the problem facing the families schools government secret cultism in Ilorin metropolis.

Definition of Terms 

In this stages there are certain words used in this research work and which are necessary know its meaning among these are:

Secret cultism: is any organization that believes in a particular system of religion worship. That is hidden with it’s special custom and ceremonies restricted only to the members .

Metropolis: means township city

CHAPTER TWO

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

Secret Cultism as a Concept
Secret cultism is a combination of two terms which are secret and cultism Etymologically. Cult was derived from the latin vocabulary, cult which was translated into modern Italian as cults it refer to worship, religion and faith, a cult is therefore a group of people who are adherents of a certain type of worship, it can also be a devotion to or craze for a cause (knowledge 1998). The adjective secret used to quality the type of cults which constitute the topic of this project, demotes the way the activities of those cults are run. In essence, the bottom lines is whether a cult is open convert or “secret (convert) for example Christians and Muslims worship in the open convert “Ogboni contranety” is a secret cult, from the above explanation therefore, secret cultism is a practice usually by a group or individuals sharing same objectives and belief which are not made public (though some of their activities are known to the public). Who are bounded by oaths and whose overall interests are aimed at promoting the groups’ self interest at the detriments of other when appeal to schools, secret cultism (campus cultism) is an association of student sharing the same objective and belief, which are not made for public consumption (though some get to the public) they could be evident in achieving their objectives on initiation a secret cult members daring to break such rules is invariably very severe and some items capitals punishment i.e. death (Ipaye, 1998).

2.2 Structure of the Secret Cultism

A typical cult hierarchy is organic (structural) in nature. Like organized terrorist secret cults have organizational structures. The example below typies a ladder in one secret cult group.

Head (Leader)

The head presides over the affairs of the cult group. He has the final say on matter relating to the growth development and progress of his secret group.

SYPP (Chief Priest)

The sypp is the spiritual head who consult the oracle on behalf of the cult group before the implementation of any operation. The priest also fore casts and consults external herbalist or diviners on the plans of the group.

The Chairman (3rd Incommand)

The chairman presides over meeting of the cult group. He also

serves as the secretary.

Chief Butcher (Minister of Defense)

This is a cheated position because the occupant must be strong and courageous to lead any operation under him are the butchers (assasins) they are usually four to five in numbers.

Elders (The Council)

The elders are usually four in number. They are strategists because the formulate on strategic plans.

Hazzar (Minister of Finance)

He collects dues from members and works hand in hand with the chief butcher to prevent evasion of dues.

The Eye (Minister of Intelligence)

He monitors affair on campus and identifies targets on sight and inform the chief butcher about potential vocations. He also gathers intelligence.

Information about the activities of opposing cult groups or individuals that serve as symbols of opposing to the cult group.

The Crater (Minister of Information)

He passes information to all members and informs them on the date of meetings and locations.

2.3
Names and Spiritual Dimensions

The three features that have marked out secret cults distinctively over the years beyond their acts of violence are traceable to their peculiar names, symbols and rituals. We shall discuss on features of those found in Ilorin.

Indeed their symbols mark them out. A run down which will suffice her. The group cult confraternity has symbols of a skull and crossed bones (indication of danger) “Order is order”

Pyrate sentence and slang “no friend no foe”

The pyrates use “order is order” “no friend no foe” the symbols of the pirates are lifted from the cicent high seas war fighters. It is worthy of not that the skull and bones are the indestructible tangible parts of the body die but not away the skull and remaining bones.

On the other hand the buccaneers modified the prates symbols the skull was retained but with a singular bone moved to position below the skull two dagger dripping blood ware also introduced.

Buccaneer slang and

Passwords 



“No prince no pay”

A “grand EYE” (leader) of the buccaneers once told vogues cope magazine that no prince no pay means if you do not look for trouble it does not come your way, just as commodity attracts no money if it has no price, for the black axe men. An axe the main motif is their symbol. The symbols of other cults are not in any way less terror invoking they in varying dig rees smack of danger and violence.

Black Axe Symbol

Black axes slang’s and password. The axes never felt without coming up with blood stains in your domain, mistake hath no place and we don’t believe. In coincidence you can’t see it, touch it, or heart it, before you know it is over.

The Eiye Confraternity

This cult group uses bird with human flesh being held by its beak as a symbol. The slang use “eiye onisasun eiye buta” - a Yoruba expression a slang appropriate to a thief a robber.

Beyond the passwords (slang’s) and symbol the choice of colour of dress of these various group smacks of danger and fear. The fyrath confraternity chased white-black-white as their colour, the black axe adopted black white as their coloures, the buccaneers yellow, white and black on it. While eiye confraternity adopted black in traditional African society black and red represent evils blood and danger, while mourning is conveyed by black dresses.

2.4 Historical Background of Cultism

Cultism, the anti-human behavior has its origin firmly embedded in Nigerian societies, one sees its parall in the existence of a lot of religious rites, the worship of different nature of gods as well as in some  traditional belief system our campuses being asegment of the society is nothing but a reflection of super structure. These is no nationality in Nigeria that has not gotten its own secret societies. For instance, in Yoruba law,  they have ogboni fraternity or sugboro, Ageno Awo, Enugune e.tc. The Igbo and the Hausa people have their own secret societies. The purpose of all these secret societies in the past includes playing leadership role in traditional practices selection or election of people into high position (chieftaincy title). For close relations for secreting rapid promotion, to win court cases which one is not qualify to win etc. (Ige, 2001). Therefore to be able to eradicate on campus cults will involve adrastic socio-cultural and some other fetish  
In ethnology, cults are known to have existed in Egypt from ancient tines. Anthropologists (specialist in the study of small communities and their practice) have observed the emergence of cult in period of culture change, such as when a primitive culture is at subjected to the influence of more advanced or sophisticated one.

Leaders were chansmatic in ideal and actions to member the cult shrine or temple is a refuge or security cults are as old as society, they seed after the welfare security acid safety and interest in their watch word. For example among the adherents of ogboni cult in yoruba’s the traditional power attached to ogboni cult empowered the new born cult to militants wearing no human face in addition, there were very early cults founded in Nigeria among which were ogboni cult and a more fraternities ogboni cult is known as “Egbe imule” is predominantly yorubas and was established by JT ogunbiyi, in Yoruba land there has always been the prevalence of ogboni oro and Egungun cults among others they also like the ekpe cults (in Ekpe society of igbo land) and omabe cults (in the TIV and idorna lands). Hand disciplinary check and balanced role in role in Yoruba land, the ogboni of the last decade years participated vigorously and activities in the selection and appointment of a new Yoruba oba and the core of his officials.
It is incumbent on the ogboni (called osugboinijebu land) to check the excess of ruling oba who oversteps his bounds by mobilizing the people to relloit against such an oba. They were also the societies public complaints. (Commission in issues relating to the activities of oba’s cohorts and messenger in practice terms) the oba had no absolute authority as he had to refer to the ogboni cult who in reality played crucial vital roles in governance in Yoruba land especially before the advent of colonialis, other cult societies that dominated value system in the pre-colonial era and even beyond the period include the free mason reformed ogbon/ fraternity (ROF on off shot of the traditional ogboni fratermity) there are any other cults whose activities remained surrounded in my stery. A few example are the ovegbe cult of the old mid western state the sherperdds amoro (the group of add filow — aro chukwo) long atinga internal working of these societies have remained very in accessible to the public except for the initiates cults are society of minent personalities in town. They control the town. They administer the town even during the pre-dependent day’s, effect by the colonial masters to abolish yielded no result.

The allusion if the reformed ogboni fraternity to being God fearing is better is better understood against the back shoe of the fact that founding father was a reverend gentleman Thomas Adesina Ogunbiyi the society was indeed initially called Christian ogbon/ but as people of other faith (especially muslim) embraced it, it became imperative to change the name thus, name reformed ogbonifraternity (ROF) emerged.

Even in their different forms shade and area of influence: the various secret societies have forcefully headed the psyche of the Nigeria society in a rather selfish manner and this has in various forms caused an increase in the existence of campus cults.

Campus cults in Nigeria schools stated with the formation of the pyrate comtraternity which functioned as a social club in the University College Ibadan. Now University of Ibadan. In 1954 by 18 years old Wole Soyika and others the sudden change in status and function of pyrate confraternity to oppressing others. Blood letting on campuses where they exist today beagt every body’s imagination the values of the parent body have changed to clandestine activities such as rape, murder, robbery, assault e.t.c. the nomenclature thus changed from a social club to “secret cult” whose activities are known to member only the deterioration can be traced back to the 70’s when the buccaneers confraternity came into public view buccaneers confraternity has formed by mal-content experied member from the pyrates confraternity since then to this present time there pyrates confraternity since the to this present time there have been strives for supremacy among the various secret cult group, which is the major causes of cult dishes resulting to loss of lives and property in the campuses and tows at target. As at today, more than 50 cults groups spread across the nation’s institutions but the most common ones in thy part of the country are pirate confraternity buccaneer black-axe and eiye confraternity.

2.6 Reason Students Engage in Cultism
A number of reasons have been proffered to explain shy student take interest in joining secret cult, the reasons could not be exhaustive, some of the motivation factors are

(a) The desire for security

Many students in Ilorin metropolis have joined secret cults in their search for security such security needs include protection from physical or psychological harm and economic problem.

In supporting this fact a sociology student of Unilorin who was an ex-cult member was narrating the reasons he joined secret cults then I quote:

There were many underlying reasons why I joined the cult but the most predominant reason was that of Security. I recall vividly many acts of oppression done by cult members in some could not bear it and had to change their schools but I was determined to prove myself not afraid thus I was initiated into the ruling in order to ensure my security in campus.

(b) The power syndromes

Student join secret cult in campus in order to acquire power. They see the campus cult as a means of possessing power and respect from other colleagues students.

Thus the search for power as a motivation factor in joining secret cult has been explained by an ex-cult member a accountancy student of Kwara State Polytechnic Ilorin, than I quote:

I wanted to be a man of myself able to control my life make my own decisions popular and some one with power. I felt my cult group offered all these.

(c) Influence of peer group

The peer influence is a strong factor that campus students to join secret cults in school, students who are an active member of a secret cult can motivate his peer to join such cult (Ipage 1998), Sola a newly admitted student of University of Ilorin. Who was an ex-cult member confessed thus:

Most of my friends that were into it seemed to be making big in campus and I just thought to myself I could be like these guys able to control girls have affairs and be some one to be reckoned with on campus.

(d) Student Unionism

Some students who nurse political ambitions on campus usually find themselves in secret cult because they believe that it is a good means of gaining support and winning students union elections, these students hold the wrong motion that being a cult member means that he can be elected without any opposition since any opponent will be intimated to step down or be attached in relation to this motivational factor in joining cult. Olaiya a student of the Federal Polytechnic Offa Kwara State quoted by Williams Arwode and Adebayo (2003), said about this time last year (September) I had the ambition of becoming the president of the school student union, one of the evenings I went on campaign with in the school, I was returning when I was adducted taken to an unknown place and forcefully initiated into Eiye cult group, the group promised me enough support to win the election and that all I should do was to cooperate with them as a member.

(e) Parental Background

Initiation of some students into secret cult on the campuses can be attributed to the background of their parents.

Psychologically a father that belongs to a secret cult in the society will be highly delighted and elated, if he knows that his son or daughter declares for a secret cult on the campus.

Other returns of course, there are other reasons why student join cult, examination phobia falling campus mismanagement, extreme secularization in the wider society, reaction to the societal values and inadequate moral instruction in our school due to take over of mission school from missionary by the government.

2.7 Consequences of Cultism

Secret cultism activities have several consequences on the individual, academic community and the society at large. These activities often affect the social, economic and political lives of the citizens, some of these effects are discussed below:

(a) In security of life and property: The cult violence creates a state of insecurity for the immediate communities and the nation at large, as human lives and properties are callously (roughly) destroyed.

A number of deaths have been reported in the Nigeria dailies through killings and maining of both innocent students and rival cults of University of Ilorin who was shop dead by a rival cult group on the 10th March, 2003 at exactly 7:45p.m while he was hanging around the news papers stand beside the mini campus school gate. Another case was that of a final year student of Lasu Department of Business Administration, who on Wednesday December 17th 2003 in the early hours of the day while heating for his project supervisor was shot to death by some unknown persons suspected to cultists.

Lecturers and management staff are not speed in cult-killings indents at the Obafemi Awolowo University (OAU) and Delta State University (DELSU) are still fresh in the memories where the head of the department of business administration (Mr. Stanly Likege) and the principle registrar academic (Mr. Cater Otolo) and his wife were killed respectively by secret cult members. The lives of these killed can be said to be wasted human resources.

(b) Violation of Civil and Criminal Laws

Member of secret cults intimidate, hate and assault their victims of cult often lose life esteem, property and sometime their wives.

(c) Insularity and threats to cooperate existence:

Teachers, pupils, administrative staff etc within the school are not protected from intimidation and assault that are occasional by cult members. The presence spelt fear anarchy and anger to law abiding citizens.

(d) Training ground for Arm Robbery

Having exposed himself to these dangerous situations at his childhood stage automatically he has prepared ground for his future endeavour when getting to high institution of learning where he now has the liberty to engage in all sorts of dangerous activities including armed robbery.

(e) Disruption of Academic Preagrammes

Academic programmes at any cult active institution will always be at its lowest ebb (State) culminating its low productivity on the part of the staff and students, in 1998, University of Nigeria Nsukka has reported in the guardian new paper May 11, 1998 was shut down as a result of the alleged death of four students during clashes between two secret cult. Also the Punch of April 4, 2003 that Kwara State Polytechnic was shut down indefinitely as a result of clashes between two Maut cult groups which led to the death of two students. Again members of the secret cults have only succeeded in disrupting the academic programmes of institution. They also have excelled in prolonging the academic session of the institution with grave consequences for the staff and students.

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHOD

This chapter focuses on the modalities that will be adopted to conduct the study with specific attention on research design. Population, sample and sampling technique, research instrument, validity of the instruments, procedure for data collection and procedure for analysis.

31 Research Design

The research design for this study is descriptive one which deals with systematic description of an event in a very factual and accurate manner.

Best (1981), observes that the descriptive survey enable the researcher to obtain the opinions of the representatives sampled for the target population of the entire population.

Awolola (2001), opines that descriptive research is a systematic description of a situation of an area of research in education aims at fact finding regarding a current situation.

3.2 Population

The target population for this study consists of some residents in Ilorin metropolis, it is the total number of people concerned with the study as observed by Landu (2000), population refers to a set if are possible cases of interest on a research efforts. In most cases it is the group with which the researcher plans to generalize his research thus the interest group far range from family (i.e. parents), schools, government, media house, NGOs and religious groups.

Sample and Sampling Techniques

In the area of study the interest groups are numerous. The researcher decides to used purposive sampling procedure for proper investigation and connivance of the researcher to have intensive study in the field so as to produce a unique quality research work.

According to Adegboye (2001), purposive sampling is the arbitrary selection of respondents because there is a good evidence that it is a good representation of the population, in view of t his and in order for each interest groups to be well represented in the study, five representative groups picked deliberately from each concern and interest groups in Ilorin metropolis, it was found that respondents from the selected groups were from both sexes, literates, matured and having diverse years of experience in societal issues, on the whole 300 respondents made of people from both private and public sectors were used for the study.

3.4 Research Instrument

The main instrument used for this study was a questionnaire that was designed by the researcher, its variable being investigated in the study the items there in were drawn from ideals obtained from discussions with the respondents as well from the review of relevant literature.

The questionnaire consists of 120 items and each question was answered by each respondent to ascertain that fact about the subject matter and consequently finding the permanent eradication to the problem, parents, educational institutions, the government NGOs and religious groups residing in Ilorin metropolis in fighting secret cult the item questions were used to collect relevant information from 300 respondents.

The instrument has two sections A and B, section A consists of demographic information while section B consists of 120 claim questions, the respondents have four responses to each item, the respondents were expected to react to the question on the items:

3.5 Validity of the Instruments

The researcher tries to establish the validity of the questionnaire which was used as a measuring instrument to investigate the eradication of secret cult in the society Ilorin metropolis as case study from the Islamic point of view. The instrument was given to some experts in the department and especially the supervisor to cross check the items and know how were the items in the questionnaire represent the content of the research topic.

3.6 Reliability of the Instrument

A measuring instrument is said to be reliable if it measures consistently under varying condition and at different times. A person per finance or trait should be the same or similar if the measurement is taken at different times or secured by different people. Reliability reflects the consistency of the two cleanses of the instrument. In order to ascertain the reliability of the used instrument (questionnaire), the test retest method was used, the instrument was first administered to three hundred respondents and two weeks after the same instrument also administered again to the same respondents to establish reliability, the two scores were computed using coefficient reliability formula the reliability was 0.5321 this is considered adequate for the study of this nature.

Procedure for Data Collection

The researcher administered the questionnaire personally to solve the problem of non-challant attitude of people towards completion of questionnaire and helped to collect a high number of questionnaire distributed to the respondents, the researcher established adequate rapport with the respondents to ensure adequate co-operation.

The report was necessary because it afforded the researcher the opportunity to explain item questions that were not clear to the respondents, the respondents were enlighten on the purpose of the study, three hundred to five the questionnaire appropriately and were collected for documentations.

Procedure for Data Analysis

Data collected were analysed adopting descriptive statistical techniques, using percentage frequency contestable while the null hypothesis stated in chapter one were tested using chi-square statistical procedure.

CHAPTER FOUR

4.1 Data Analysis, Results and Discussions

This study investigates the perception of members of the public in Ilorin Metropolis on the prevailing problems of secret cult group in the society. This chapter presents the result of the study. It consists of two sections. Section A for background information while section B deals with the research hypotheses tested using statistical method of chi-square comments they follow each table.

Discussions of Results

Hypothesis on state that “there is no significant difference in the response of samples based on the parental cares”. This hypothesis was tested in table 4.4 in comparison of research statement 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5. The results as shown in the table shows that the calculated chi-square (x2) value of 93.4334 was greater than the table x2 value of 26.30 and on this basis. Ho was rejected by implication therefore, it could be concluded that there is a significant difference in the response of the sample based on the adequate cares of the parents.

The findings further revealed that although there are parental cares which are meant for well upbringing of children at various homes in Ilorin metropolis but are not well and adequately given by the parents.

Hypothesis two state, there is no significant difference in the responses of samples based on educational managements of schools. 
The hypothesis was tested in table 4.5 in comparison of research statement 6, 7, 8 and 9. The result has contained in the table vindicated that the calculated chi-square (x2) value of 113.9668 is greater than the critical chi-square (x2) value of 21.03 on this basis the Ho2 was rejected.

The finding revealed that the government has put in place many policies and laws aimed at fighting secret cultism in the area of study but this were not effectively enforced.

Hypothesis four stated “there is no significant difference in the response on samples based on orientation activities put in place by NGOs” this hypothesis was tested has shown in the table 4.7 in comparison of research statement 14, 15 and 16, the result shown on the table that the calculated chi-square (x2) value of 153.1668 is greater than the table chi-square (x2) value of 15. thus the hypothesis is rejected. 
Another implication of this finding is that the NGOs are faced with any problems in economic and environmental wise NGOs though have positive attitude towards eradication of secret cultism but are not motivated by the economical and social constraints.

Hypothesis five stated that “there is no significance difference in the responses of samples based on religions sermons given by religions bodies” this hypothesis was stated in comparison of research statement 17, 18, 19 and 20 are shown in the table 4.8, the results of finding as contained in the table show that the calculated chi-square (x2) value of 114-1267 is greater than the table of chi-square (x2) value of 2L03 and as a result of which the hypothesis is rejected by implication therefore there is a significant difference in the response of samples based on the religion sermons using in fighting secret cultism by various religion in Ilorin metropolis.

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Introduction

This is the last chapter on this research project which tends to summarize all what have been discussed right from the first chapter till the chapter four, follow this is the conclusion and the recommendation for the parents, educational institution, governments, NGOs and religious groups on how to eradicate cultism in Ilorin metropolis from Islamic point of views.

5.1
 Summary

The research topic is how to eradicate cultism in Ilorin metropolis the Kwara State capital from Islamic point of view. The purpose of this study was to investigate the roles of cultism: the factors that encourage it and the possible roles for its complete eradication, in the society. The study also examines the perception of 300 respondents from 5 selected samples in Ilorin metropolis also literature reviewed aspect was then divided into six (6) segments are: What is secret cultism? Structure of the secret cultism names and spiritual dimensions of secret cultism and consequence of cultism.

Moreso, the research methodology was another area of study the target population for this study were residents of Ilorin these range from family (i.e. parents) schools arms of government, media houses, NGOs and religious groups from which three hundred respondents were sampled as fair representatives of the whole population.

Furthermore, the researcher made use of questionnaires as the main instrument of the study, the items there were drawn from ideas obtained from discussions with respondents as well from the review of reluctant literatures it is consisted of two sections which is section A and B respectively.

The researcher use samples percentage and frequency count for the background information of the respondent and employed the uses of chi-square (x2) statistic method to test the five by prosthesis stated in chapter one finance problems of traffic congestions pupils renitence e.t.c.

5.2 Conclusion

From the analysis, its evident that although there were parental cares at various homes in the metropolis but these cares are not well and adequately given by the parents, it was also noticed that the educational policies of impacting knowledge in student but in place by school management have enforced and well monitored financed.

However, the study also revisited that the government has positive attitude to the eradication of secret cults in the society but the concluded that higher percentage of residents are now becoming ungodly in their mode of resigning, actions and acts of worshipping as a result of decrease mate in missionary campaign targeted to fight cultism, rejection of renounced cult members by religious groups. It is very important and desirable to understand that cults are affecting our society negatively in order to appreciate the need to stamp them out in view of this if factors that have favour the existence of everlasting solution. The problem will get out hands and the society will be destroyed and devastated.

5.3 Recommendations

Having discussed the illegal and ungodly activities of secret cultism, in controlling the menace of secret cultism in Ilorin metropolis, it is very imperative to suggest certain recommendations and incisures towards eliminating the sausage. The most effective recommendations and measure to stamping out cults and secret societies as to look into Islamic point of views the recommendation will be taken from Quranic verses and quotation and the verdicts of ulamah in Islam. The approach shall be directed to the parents, governments, schools, NGOs and Islamic groups.

(a) The Parents: The home makes the children. Parents and guardians have a prominent role, home is the first point where the child learn a lot of things. Thus parents and guardians are urged not to be cult members, if they must rear non-cult loving children, they must give adequate attention to their children and shown concern about their problems. Parents and guardians should be sincerely active in their mode of worshipping Allah (SWT) and serve Islam so that their children can imbibe the spirit of Allah and respect for mankind. 
The Glorious Qur’an states:

And (remember) when Luqman said to his son when he was advising him: “0 my son! Join not in worship others with Allah. Verily! Joining others in worship with Allah is a great Zoom (wrong) indeed. Q31:13.

O you who believe! Save yourselves and your families a fire (Hell) whose fuel is a men and stones. Over which are (appointed) angels stern (and) severe, who disobey not (from executing) the commands they receive from Allah, but do that which they are commanded”. Q66: 6.

From the above quotation, it is boldly seen that every muslim parents and guardians should counsel their wards to be God fearing and pious in order to shun secret cultism in the society. The holy Prophet was reported to have said:

You are all Shepard and all shall be questioned on how you administered your sheeps (Tirimisuju).

Also an Islamic scholar sheik Adam (RTA) wrote one of his published book

Sadness of one who is ungoddy shall be prolonged, be aware that he who committees mull sins shall never be saved.


Our societies will be at peace and saved if only family in the society lives a godly lives a godly life (fawaka saktat)
 (b) 
Government: However the government has the overriding responsibility of charting a course for the society and in ensuring that the ship of the society does not sink. This scourge of secret cults has been a source of worry to the residents of Ilorin metropolis among the basic responsibilities of government to the masses is the provision of maximum societal, security cult activities have brought about insecurity of lives and property and has also threatened the cooperate existence in Islam, people in authority are therefore entrusted to any societal treasures. The Prophet said:

Surely your servants are your brothers whom Allah (SWT) places under your authority whoever has his brother under his authority, let him feed him from what he eats. Let him clothe him for what he wears do not over burden them beyond their capacity and if they are over burdened then assist them (Muslim).

The problem of secret cults are burdens on the society which the people in the authority (Government) must be firm in fighting it, evolve laws that would make cultism a offence punishable by severe penalties both to the cultism sponsors and those that seek their services.

Moreover the shariah legal system should be fully, implemented in the system governance. This is the only legal system that can fully sgnitize our societies from many anti-social acties of secret cults and by virtue of what glorious said.
Verily those who say; “Our Lord is Allah (Alone)” and then they Istaqamoo. On them the angels will descend (at the time of their death) (Saying): “Fear not, nor grieve? But receive the glad tidings of paradise. which you have been promised! “We have been your friends in the life of this world and are (so) in the hereafter there in you shall have (all) that your inner-selves desire and therein you shall have (all) for which you ask for “An entertainment from (Allah), the oft- forgiving most merciful” Q41:30 - 32.

If we sincerely believe in Allah and our system of government is based on shariah legsl system, the society will be sanitized and we shall live in a peaceful co-existence.

Furthermore it was written in the Islamic book written by sheik Al-Ilory that:

“Life without fear of God is hopeless while discussion without God is useslee” 

“A pious man shall be comfortable before God in both life and hereafter about anything worrisome” (Fawakiusakta)

 (C) 
The school management: For our institution of learning to be able to train and educate our citizenry by transferring knowledge. Ideas, values and morals in order to move the nation forward in all sherries of human endeavours, the management of these academic environments must be made to realize and believe that God (Allah) is the omnipotent and omniscience. That the knowledge of God has to be well pronounced in the scheme of work at various educational circles right from the primary to the tertiary institutions, where there is the presence of God devil varnishes, students have been driven away from the knowledge of God that would sanitize minds from all evil deeds.

Allah (SWT) said in the Hadith Qudusiy

Know me before you worship but if you don’t know how do you want to worship me, I didn’t create Man and Jin except to worship Me thus, search for my knowledge



(fawakiusakta)

Base on this fact searching for knowledge is made compulsory Prophet Mohammed (PBUH) said
“Searching of knowledge is compulsory on believers male and female (Muslim).

The schools management need to bring into the curriculum the religious subjects this would bring tremendous impact in the spiritual aspect of student lives by bring them closer to God after which transforming of scientific technological and social sciences knowledge into students will be earlier and more effective. This is because knowledge is a direct light from God, thus: it shall never be given except to the pious ones. And the more the fear of God in the youth the lesser will be secret cults in the society.
Moreover school authorities should be very serious about some other vital knowledge in the curriculum as the noble prophet (PBUH) said:

Only three branches of knowledge are vital the knowledge at the deceive signs. The knowledge of the practice that is well established and that will endure, the knowledge connected with justice (as to what is justice and how it has knowledge is additional (fiyad solehena)

Among other recommendation for the school authorities in eradication cultism are beef up security network in schools, maintain intelligence network and ensure speedy tribe of cult suspects.

(d) 
The Non Government Organization 
The NGOs has also played profound roles in all sectors of social lives but inspite of all their efforts the scourge of secret cult is still paramount in the society. But one important aspect being neglected by NGOs is how to include the spiritual lives of the people in the society because total eradication of secret cults can never be achieve except we try to move closer to God and do away with all evil acts, NGOs must see the problem of cultism as a challenge and threat to the society as they are part of the society.

For example Qur’an says:

Let there arise out of you a group of people inviting to all that is good (Islam), enjoining Al-maroof (i.e. Islamic monotheism and all that Islam orders one to do) and forbidding Al-munkar (polytheism and disbelief and all that Islam has forbidden). And it is they who are the successful. And be not as those who divided and differed among themselves after the clear proofs had come to them. It is they for whom there is an awful torment. Q3 :104 -105.

(e) Religious Groups

In the society there many religious bodies of difference names, Shades and callings, such religious bodies are urged to organize orientation Islamic programmes for the fresh students and members of the society. Organize regular religious campaign targeted at fighting cultists, always admits renounced cult members into their folds for proper follow up monitoring and mentioning and offer religious counseling to their members and members of the society on the ills of secret cultism.

The glorious Qur’an says:

Invite (mankind O Muhammad SAW) to the way of your Lord (i.e. Islam) with wisdom (Le. with the divine inspiration and the Qur’an) and fair preaching and argue with them in a way that is better. Truly, your Lord knows best who has gone astray from His path and He is the best aware of those who are guided. Q16:125 

Frothy Lord know the best who have strayed from his path and who receive guidance” (Q16.125)

The Prophet says:

‘If anyone of you comes across some thing that is undesirable he should try to change or stop it with his hands if he cannot use his hands he should use his tongue to speak against it and if he cannot use tongue he should dislike it in his heart and it is the most weal compression of faith (Muslim).

5.4

The researcher focuses his research on Ilorin metropolis. That is it is limited to Ilorin, thus researcher suggests that further studies should cover other towns in Kwara State and different instrument and statistical procedure can be used in subsequent studies.
