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This project investigates the impact of Islamic mode of dressing on female students in selected secondary schools in Ilorin. The study aims to explore how adherence to Islamic dress codes affects various aspects of the students' lives, including their academic performance, social interactions, and self-perception. Utilizing a mixed-methods approach, data was collected through surveys, interviews, and observations involving students, teachers, and parents. The findings reveal a multifaceted influence of Islamic dressing, highlighting both positive and negative outcomes. On one hand, the dress code fosters a sense of identity, discipline, and cultural continuity among the students. On the other hand, it occasionally leads to challenges such as peer pressure and stereotyping. The study concludes with recommendations for policymakers and educators to balance cultural adherence with the promotion of a supportive and inclusive educational environment.
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CHAPTER ONE INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study

The Islamic mode of dressing, often characterized by modesty and adherence to religious principles, holds significant cultural and religious importance in many societies, particularly in regions where Islam is prevalent. Amongst various aspects of Islamic culture, the mode of dressing, especially for women, stands out as a symbol of identity and adherence to religious teachings. In contemporary times, this mode of dressing has garnered attention not only within Islamic communities but also among researchers, educators, policymakers, and the general public.
The mode of dressing is a fundamental aspect of cultural identity and religious adherence. In many societies, including Ilorin metropolis in Nigeria, the Islamic mode of dressing holds significant importance, particularly among female students. This study aims to investigate the impact of Islamic dress codes on the academic performance, self-esteem, and social interactions of female students in selected secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis.
The indecent among female students of Nigerian secondary school and tertiary institution has become a worrisome concern of National Scope. All in the name of being free enlightened, wanting to look sexy, sensual, sensuous, tantalizing, scintillating and stimulating, not remembering that they ought to look decent and1responsible ( chika and

Ikechukwu,2013). Wearing simple cloth, also known as fitted, strapless and short blouses and sagging of trousers low waist or ass down, scanty tight-fitting dresses, cleavages and sleeveless School Uniform, also known as spaghetti or off-shoulder, are major moral problems associated with decency in dressing faced in secondary schools and tertiary institution today (Sources).
In the context of secondary education, where young individuals undergo critical phases of identity formation and socialization, the impact of Islamic dressing norms on female students is a subject worthy of exploration. Ilorin Metropolis, situated in Kwara State, Nigeria, represents a microcosm of diverse cultural, religious, and social dynamics, making it an intriguing setting to examine the influence of Islamic dressing on female students within secondary schools.
Statement of the Problem

The issue of Islamic dressing among female students in secondary schools raises several pertinent questions regarding its influence on their academic performance, social interactions, self-esteem, and overall well- being. While adhering to Islamic dressing norms may foster a sense of religious identity and conformity, it may also present challenges and conflicts in environments where diverse cultural and religious beliefs intersect. Understanding the nuanced impact of Islamic dressing on female students in Ilorin Metropolis is essential for educators, policymakers, and community stakeholders to develop informed strategies that promote inclusivity, respect for diversity, and2holistic development.

Objectives of the Study

The primary objective of this study is to investigate the impact of Islamic mode of dressing on female students of selected secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis. Specifically, the study aims to:
1. Explore the perceptions and experiences of female students regarding Islamic dressing norms.
2. Examine the influence of Islamic dressing on academic performance, social interactions, and self-esteem among female students.
3. Identify challenges and opportunities associated with adhering to Islamic dressing norms within the school environment.
4. Propose recommendations for fostering an inclusive and supportive school environment that respects diverse cultural and religious practices.
Significance of the Study

This study holds significance at various levels. Firstly, it contributes to the existing body of knowledge on the intersection of religion, culture, and education, particularly within the context of secondary schooling in multicultural societies. Secondly, it provides insights for educators, policymakers, and community leaders to develop culturally sensitive approaches to address the needs of female students from diverse religious backgrounds. Additionally, the findings of this study may inform the design and implementation of interventions aimed at promoting tolerance,
respect, and social cohesion within educational settings.
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Scope of the Study

This study focuses specifically on female students attending selected secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis, with a particular emphasis on their perceptions, experiences, and challenges related to Islamic mode of dressing. The study encompasses various aspects, including academic performance, social interactions, self-esteem, and cultural identity, as influenced by adherence to Islamic dressing norms. While acknowledging the broader socio cultural context, the study confines its scope to the immediate educational environment of the selected secondary schools.
Definition of Key Terms

· Islamic clothing: Is a clothing that is interpreted as being in accordance with the teachings of Islam.
· Hijab: It is generally refers to a head coverings conventionally warn by many Muslim women.
· Niqab: A veil worn by some Muslim women in public, covering all of the face apart from the eyes.



· Burqa: It is an enveloping outer garment worn by some Muslim women which fully covers the body and the face.

CHAPTER 2 LITERATURE REVIEW
Islamic Mode of Dressing

Islamic mode of dressing, commonly known as Hijab, represents an essential aspect of Islamic culture and religious practice. The concept of modesty in attire is deeply rooted in Islamic teachings, with specific guidelines outlined in the Quran and Hadith. The Hijab typically refers to the headscarf worn by Muslim women to cover their hair, while interpretations of modesty vary across cultures and regions, leading to diverse styles of Islamic dress, including the Abaya, Niqab, and Burqa.
Perception and Attitudes towards Islamic Dressing

Perceptions and attitudes towards Islamic dressing among female students in Ilorin Metropolis are influenced by a multitude of factors, including religious beliefs, cultural backgrounds, and societal norms. While some view Islamic mode of dressing as a personal choice and a symbol of religious identity and modesty, others may perceive it as a form of oppression or restriction imposed by patriarchal norms or societal expectations. The attitudes of female students towards Islamic dressing may also be shaped by familial and peer influences, media representations, and educational experiences.
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The relationship between adherence to Islamic dress codes and academic performance among female students is a subject of debate and limited empirical research. While some studies suggest that adherence to religious values, including modest dressing, may positively impact academic outcomes by fostering a sense of discipline, self-respect, and focus on education, others argue that strict adherence to religious dress codes may create social barriers, limit opportunities for engagement, and contribute to feelings of isolation or marginalization in educational settings. Further exploration is needed to understand the complex interplay between Islamic mode of dressing and academic performance among female students in Ilorin Metropolis.
Indecent Dressing and Islamic Education

This is very important at this junction to concisely explain some concepts which are central to this discussion for proper understanding of the topic. These concepts are Indecent Dressing and Islamic Education.
Indecency dressing, according to Kiran, Riaz and Malik (2002); Esiowu and Igbo, (2008) is an improper and provocative way of dressing relative to the society or culture in which it is being perpetrated. Indecent dressing can also be defined according to Hoffner and Buchanan (2005) as the wearing of cloths that are not appropriate for one’s body to the public. Indecent dressing can as well be defined as a social malady that cuts across many countries, likewise it is described as a way that is likely to shock or offend people. This may offend people, are part of the body, usually sexual
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thighs and buttocks. Therefore, indecent dressing is mode of dressing or appearance that is disruptive or distractive. The mode of dressing or appearance includes: boggy trouser, tight trousers and skirt worn below the west (sagging), singlet bumper short, armless, spaghetti tops, tight blouse, low neck blouses exposing the breast, skirts with slit above the knees, transparent dresses, attire printed with offensive or obscene wordings, show back, tight skirt, transparent cloth, low-cut blouse, hot pant, show belly, show laps, show armpit, show breast, revealing attires, mini skirt, body hugs, short knickers, bogus fashion, jewelries, fixing of eye lashes fixing of eye ball, off shoulders, wicket straps, mono straps, tight trousers and dresses, rosy chains, hand bands, T-shirt and jean which carry immoral messages like ‘ ( I am sexy’, ‘suck sex’ e.t.c), excessive lipsticks, Rastarfarian hairstyles, Nail attachments etc.
The Major Factors Contributing To Indecent Dressing Among Secondary School Female Students
A lot of factors are responsible for the rate at which indecent dressing among female student of Ilorin Metropolis is becoming prevalent today.
Firstly, these include common phrases like:

· “Let them be”
· “Leave them alone”
· “Look who’s talking”
· “You can’t judge me”
· “Everyone is entitled to his/her opinion”
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· “Only God can judge me you can’t”
· “Mind your business”

These phrases have eaten so deep into present generation that one cannot condemn any wrong doing among generation of young people.
Secondly, influx of foreigners into Nigeria, Some foreigners whose culture do not see anything wrong with certain dress codes, seen as contrary to the locally accepted standards of decency in Nigeria come in with such dress codes influencing Nigerian young men and women. Typical examples of such dress codes are boys with ear rings, exposing if busts, chest, abdominal parts, buttocks and other sensitive parts like thighs and breasts. All these are out of tune with indigenous Nigerian cultures.
Thirdly, poor parenting is a major factor. Some parents dress in unacceptable ways, making it difficult for them to correct their wards when they see them indecently dressed. Some adult also provide inspiration for these young ones to continue to indulge in indecent dressing and exposure to their admiration.



Fourthly, peer group pressure/influence lures them into prostitution because of the way they dress.
Fifthly, the types of movies our children watch at homes also promote indecent dressing.

Six, wrong use of internet cannot be ruled out. Some students of secondary schools nowadays who are supposed to use internet to do research rather engage in social networks like facebook, twitter, LinkedIn, Imo, Whatsapp among others. They also watch videos on youtube and other networks that expose them to foreign dress codes that are not in conformity with our indigenous Nigerian cultures and then try to emulate such dressings.
Seventh, raping: The negative side of indecent dressing are that many of these students become victims of rape on campus.
Lastly, parental upbringing: Reasonably parents are not to be a part of this problem but nowadays, parents encourage their offspring by buying them these kinds of clothes or recommend them to the children to attend parties.
Possible Consequences of Indecent Dressing Among Female students

The consequences of indecent dressing are glaring it debases womanhood. It speaks evil of the society where it obtains. Irresponsible, sends wrong signals to the males, undisciplined, ungodly, and greedy to men are attracted and earn young girls rape. It has also been identified to include rape, prostitution, sexual harassment, abortion, the desire to steal, agents of the devil luring unsuspecting colleagues into all sort of vices including prostitution, homo sexuality and Lesbiansm, HIV/AIDS and other venereal diseases, infections, unwanted pregnancies, and death. Also,

in attempt to look modern and be like theirs, many of these students had taken to stealing and armed robbery.
The General Rules Regarding Clothing According to Islam

The general rule in the Islamic Sheri’ah is that all types of clothing and adornment are allowed. Indeed, Islam does not require Muslims to wear a certain lawful as long as such clothing serves the required purpose without exceeding the bounds set by Islam in this respect. Abdulmumini, (2009) added that, the prophet wore the same type of clothes prevalent in his time and did not order people to wear a particular type clothes. He only warned them against certain qualities relating to clothing, for the general rule in Islamic Law regarding dealings in general, including clothing, is that everything is allowed unless there is evidence with state otherwise.
The prophet said: Eat, drink, dress and give charity, but without extravagance or arrogance (An-Nasai,1981). While Islam outlines a code of modesty, it has no fixed standard as to a type of clothing that Muslims must wear. However, Muslim may use the same type of clothes commonly used in their respective countries, with the exception if those that Islam has declared forbidden. Such as: Clothing that reveals the private parts. Muslims are required to cover their private parts with appropriate clothing, as the Qur’an states:
Children of Adam! We have sent down clothing to you to conceal your private parts (Qur’an, 7:26).

The Holy prophet Muhammad (SAW) said: when a woman reaches puberty no part of her body should remain uncovered except her face and the hand up to the wrist joint (Abu Da’ud, 1372 A.H). it also teaches that, a woman’s dress has to serve certain purpose among which is the protection of her honour and integrity. It also requires Muslim woman to maintain cultural identity and not to imitate the manners of non-Muslim women in dress, shoes, etc. on the above, the prophet was reported to have said:
Modesty is part of faith, and faith is in paradise, but obscenity is a part of hardness of the heart and hardness of heart is in Hell. (Al- Bukhari, n.d).
In another Hadith the Holy prophet was reported to have said:

Those women who seem naked even when dressed and those who walk flirtingly and those who plait their heads like the humps of camels, thus inviting people’s attention, will not enter Paradise nor will they smell its fragrance even though its fragrance can be smelt from a very far distance (Muslim, 1393 A.H).



Furthermore, it teaches that a Muslim woman should dress in the following way:
a. She should not wear thin transparent clothing. That is why the Holy Prophet Muhammad (SAW) was reported to have said: “Allah has

cursed those women who wear clothes yet remain naked” (Muslim, 1393 A.H).
b. She should not wear such clothes that reveal the curves and shape of her body.
c. She is not allowed to wear clothing that imitates men’s clothing. Thus, tight jeans, short blouses, sleeveless dresses, rib T-shirts, miniskirts, wearing knee-length dressed without pants, etc. are not allowed. If a woman prefers to put on veil (Burqah) she should not be discouraged as this is sign of piety and Allah-consciousness (Taqwa) (Muslim, 1393 A.H)
Islamic Education

The concept is made up of two key words which are Islamic and Education. Education is from the latin word “Educare” which means “to rear or bring up”. It is also believed that it is from the latin root “Educo” which means “to educe or draw out”. With regards to “educare”, it means education has to do with child rearing or upbringing. It has however been defined in various ways by different scholars based on their own perspectives. According to the World Bank Encyclopedia (1992), Education is the ways in which people learn skill and gain knowledge and understanding about the world and about themselves. It covers the intellectual, social and moral aspects. It can also be defined as the imparting and acquiring of knowledge through teaching and learning especially at a school or similar institution (Microsoft Encarta, 2008).

Islamic Education, therefore, is the process of transforming and preparing a man for real life situation based on Islamic ideology. According to Muhammad (1980:34-36), it is a process of self discipline which ensures spiritual and intellectual growth of the individual. It is a system of education that aims at a balanced growth of the total personality of man through the training of man’s spirit, intellect, the rational self, feelings and bodily senses.
In Islam, education is so vital and essential in the life of every gender that the noble prophet (S.A.W) said: “It is incumbent on every Muslim (male and female) to seek knowledge” (Ibn Majah, 1/81). In another narration, he said: “whoever treads a path with the intent of seeking knowledge, Allah renders the path of paradise for him” (Muslim, Hadeeth No. 2699). In fact the noble prophet has taken his time and pain to educate the female. That is to say, he had keen interest in the education of girl- child. One of his students was his own wife, cAishah, who was highly learned and later became a teacher of Qur’ān to other Muslims as well as a strong authority in the field of Hadith (Sidiqat, 2006:182). The prophet (S.A.W.) was even reported to have said to his companion to take half of their knowledge from cAishah (R.A). By this, she was frequently being asked various questions after the demise of the prophet. Hence it was said about her that:
She became so knowledgeable that she was able to teach men and
was	a	source	of	authorization	and	documentation	in	hadith transmission and sacred law (Abdel-Hamid, 2001:50)

More so, the early Muslim women during the life of the prophet were reported to have asked the prophet to appoint a special day for them so as to learn from him because the men have taken most of the time. On this, the Prophet after realizing the great significance of girl-child education, responded positively and said: “Your time is in the house of so and so (one of the women)”. This was where he used to come to them and teach them (Ibn Hajar, 2007). There were other women and girls of high repute in knowledge apart from Aishah, the wife of the Prophet such as cAishah the daughter of Talhah, Fatimah the daughter of al-Samarqandi, Karimah bint Ahmad al-Maruziyyah and others too numerous to be mentioned as more than seven hundred were reported and recorded to have learnt and narrated hadith from the Prophet (Al-Hashimi, 1998:136-137). Some of the early Muslim women were teachers, doctors, writers and poets (FOMWAN, n.d.).
Socio-cultural Implications

Islamic mode of dressing carries significant socio-cultural implications for female students in Ilorin Metropolis, shaping their identities, interactions, and sense of belonging within their communities and broader society. Adhering to Islamic dress codes may reinforce cultural and religious identities, foster solidarity among Muslim women, and provide a sense of empowerment and agency in expressing religious beliefs. However, it may also lead to social stigma, discrimination, or marginalization, particularly in contexts where religious diversity is not adequately recognized or respected. Understanding the socio-cultural implications of Islamic mode of dressing is essential for promoting

inclusivity,	diversity,	and	cultural	sensitivity	within	educational environments.
Challenges Faced by Female Students

Female students adhering to Islamic dress codes in Ilorin Metropolis encounter various challenges in their educational experiences, including social stigma, peer pressure, and cultural conflicts. These challenges may manifest in different forms, such as discriminatory attitudes from peers or educators, restrictions on participation in extracurricular activities, or limited access to educational resources. Addressing these challenges requires a multifaceted approach, including promoting cultural awareness, fostering interfaith dialogue, and implementing inclusive policies and practices that respect the religious and cultural diversity of all students.
In summary, the literature review highlights the diverse perspectives, complex dynamics, and multifaceted implications of Islamic mode of dressing on female students attending selected secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis. By examining existing research and theoretical frameworks, this chapter provides a foundation for understanding the broader context and significance of the study on the impact of Islamic mode of dressing on female students in Ilorin Metropolis.
CHAPTER THREE RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
Introduction

This chapter outlines the methodology employed to investigate the
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secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis. It details the research design, sample selection process, data collection methods, and analytical framework utilized in this study.
Research Design

A mixed-methods research design was adopted to comprehensively explore the perceptions, experiences, and impact of Islamic mode of dressing on female students. This approach combines qualitative and quantitative data collection and analysis techniques, allowing for a holistic understanding of the phenomenon under investigation. Qualitative methods facilitate in-depth exploration of participants' perspectives and experiences, while quantitative methods provide statistical data to support qualitative findings and enable generalization to a broader population.
Sampling Technique

The study employed purposive sampling to select secondary schools within Ilorin Metropolis known for their diverse student populations and adherence to Islamic dressing norms. Four secondary schools were selected based on criteria such as geographical location, religious affiliation, and reputation. Within each selected school, female students from different grades and backgrounds were purposively sampled to ensure representation across various socio-demographic characteristics.
Data Collection Methods
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Both qualitative and quantitative data were collected using the following methods:
1. Semi-Structured Interviews: In-depth interviews were conducted with female students to explore their perceptions, experiences, and challenges related to Islamic mode of dressing. A semi-structured interview guide was developed to facilitate discussions on topics such as reasons for adhering to Islamic dressing norms, impact on academic performance and social interactions, coping strategies, and suggestions for improvement.
2. Questionnaire Survey: A structured questionnaire was administered to female students to gather quantitative data on their attitudes, beliefs, and behaviors regarding Islamic mode of dressing. The questionnaire included closed-ended questions with Likert-scale responses, allowing for the quantification of responses and statistical analysis.



Data Analysis

Qualitative data from interviews were analyzed thematically using a deductive approach, guided by predetermined themes derived from the research objectives. Transcripts were coded, categorized, and interpreted to identify patterns, trends, and recurring themes related to the impact of Islamic dressing on female students.

Quantitative data from the questionnaire survey were analyzed using descriptive statistics, including frequencies, percentages, and measures of central tendency. Statistical software such as SPSS (Statistical Package for the Social Sciences) was utilized to analyze and interpret quantitative data, enabling comparisons and correlations between variables.
Ethical Considerations

Ethical considerations were paramount throughout the research process. Prior to data collection, ethical approval was obtained from the relevant institutional review board. Informed consent was obtained from all participants, ensuring voluntary participation and confidentiality of responses. Participants were assured of anonymity and their right to withdraw from the study at any time without repercussion.
Limitations of the Study

Despite meticulous planning and execution, this study faced several limitations. The sample size may not fully represent the diversity of female students in Ilorin Metropolis, limiting the generalizability of findings. Additionally, social desirability bias may have influenced participants' responses, particularly in sensitive topics related to religious beliefs and practices. Furthermore, the study's reliance on self-report measures may have introduced response bias, impacting the accuracy of data collected.
