ABSTRACT
The purpose of this study is to  effect of parents socio-economic background on the academic achievement of primary school pupils in Ilorin south LGA. The instrument constructed for the study was test-retest method by using the descriptive statistic percentage, which was used to describe and analyse the data. It was established in the researcher findings that there existed great environmental influence on academic performance of pupils in public, urban and private, rural schools. These are I respect of available instructional materials, equipped libraries and laboratories, adequate manpower and relationship between the pupils and of course, conducive classrooms. Major recommendations include the following. There should be regular promotion and job  incentive, provision of well equipped library and other allowances.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
Parent’s socio-economic background is very unique in the educational achievement of any pupils. The home achievement of the family is an important agent of education because of cultural institution. The family is not only able to transmit appropriate behavior, knowledge and values to children but it will also hopefully provide an emotional setting enable them to feel accepted and loved.
	The informal education is acquired through the home and the parent play important roles in this aspect especially the family. It needs be mentioned here that the characteristic of the parent reflect on student’s performance in the school. Their financial potentialities as well as capabilities with respect to the prevailing culture of the environment where the parents resides depict a great influence on the student’s achievement.
	Therefore parental socio-economic background importance and usefulness to the learning of primary and nursery education could be said to be immeasurable. The background of parents in term socio-economic factors determines the child’s achievement in his academic pursuits. However evaluation of socio-economic status is based whether it is caste of open social system candles and trotter. These terms will be explained later under this heading. From the foregoing it is crystal clear that the socio economic status of a family bears positively or negatively on the achievement of the pupils on their academics. It becomes necessary at this stage to conduct a research into effect of socio-economic status on the academic achievement of pupils our schools since variation one being observed.

Statement of the Problem
	There have been various factors responsible for poor academic achievement of pupils in primary school in Nigeria. therefore, the researcher want to find out of socio-economic background of parent influence the academic achievement of pupils  in primary school hence, the need for this study.
Purpose of the Study
	The purpose for which this study is conducted and carried out is to find out the influence of parental socio –economic in kwara states. Precisely the study is intended to find out whether the parent socio-economic status affect the achievement of pupils in schools whether those pupils from low economic status achieve better than their counter parts from high economic status. Whether pupils from high standard parental socio-economic background achieve better than those from low homes.

CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
Research Design
	The research is a descriptive survey method the dependent variable are observed while several independent variable are also looked at to seen the relationship with dependent variable the dependent variable academic achievement while independent variable are factor of parent socio-economic back ground education standard of parent versus, children academic achievement and the attitude of parent toward children’s academic achievement.
According to Sex (2008) descriptive survey approach is that while intense accuracy at the phenomenon of the moment and describes precisely what is observed. There is no control of treatment in those types al survey are found in the experimental survey Verma and Beard (2016) also held the view that survey method seen to have the advantage of being an effective way of collecting data from a large number of source relatively cheaply and perhaps is a short.


Population of the Study
The target population in this study include all primary school teacher in Ilorin south local government Area of Kwara state Bloom (2015) refers to population as a creation of boundary condition that specify those to be involved in research the researcher selected the teacher’s respondents for the fact that they are in position to provide the data needed in the study and they know their achievement.
Sample and Sampling Techniques 
The sample drawn from the were used.
Seven school were randomly selected from Ilorin south Local Government Area of Kwara state. In other words, forty –seven school were used out of a total of fifty-two school in Ilorin West Local Government Area. those (3) teacher were randomly selected from the forty-seven selected school, making a total number of one hundred and two teachers.  
Instrument of the Study
The researcher made use of questionnaire to elicit response from teachers in the selected primary schools.
Questionnaire was used because it is flexible and has the capacity to elicit information on the wide range of the topic (Jimoh 2011) the questionnaire was designed by researcher to have (2) section A and B selection.
	A included sucjh  data as sex, educational qualification and religion of the teacher section B consist of ten items which seek information related to the research question raised which make the no what they are asking for in the question.
Validity of the instrument 
A content and face validity of instrument was established by mean speaking evaluation opinion of research and supervisor and other curriculum experts in the department 
The final of the questionnaire was re-examining by experts to avoid duplication and ambiguities.
Reliability of the Instrument
The questionnaire was administered to a small group of respondents and the administrative was repeated and interval of four weeks. The person moment correction co-efficient 
Method was used to correlate the two score and the reliability was 0.76 and was considered high enough.

	The association found between socio-economic background and academic achievement confirmed miner (2008) conclude that a real relationship exist between academic  and socio-economic background as measured by occupational and educational.
	Similarly, Lepton (1988) asserted that children from high  socio-economic status showed level that academic motivation than those from low class. The high class parent make that provision for stimulation environment for their children and emphasize high academic achievement.
	According to Ovean (1985) Major (1981) and Dowel (1986), Economic Background of is a great determined learning inspiration and learning environment is turn affect students academic output finding on his economic parents academic achievement confirmed Kent and Devis (1987) conclusion that effective home where parents at high standard for children form the study, it was discovered that students who have problem in meeting  their financial  requirement always encountered difficulties in doing well academically.
The forms set of student al2ways have access to education instruction assistance and correct guidance than the latter more so the study revealed the bite academic achievement among the student of education and often do all their baest possible to make sure their children sound and do well in school .
The association between monogamous and academic achievement c9onfired stigma’s (1987) conclusion 5thta families of  achievement are significantly most likely to involve their children in family discussion making .it also confirmed Grazmo’s (1985) report tat parent of high achievement are significantly more to be democratic and encourage of active  given and take interaction  with their children support. 
Conclusion
This research has examined closely the effect of socio-economic background of parent on academic advancement of children . the effect parent socio and economic position of children for future living and useful life has been extensively highlighted . there Is no doubt that the national economic situation has not been favorable to individual parent . there is still correlation between their input to children from schools. It is very unfortunate that education system in Nigerian does not take into account the weakness of parent’s roles to educational growth and development of children . the system  only provide that student irrespective of their parent socio-economic background should through learning institution without adequate provision for reasonable assistant to the children of weak or low socio-economic class. And should note however , that due to weakness of economic base many parent appear irresponsible and seem not to understand the crucial name of their education goals and accomplishment , this is among a major cases of the even increase declined of children education in the area the study and Nigerian as a whole and level of illiteracy continue to rise up.   
Implication of the Study 
	The finding  of this study revealed that there was an apparent awareness that lack of effective communication is a road that leads to marital instability and problem in marriage. It was also discovered that most of all the problems on marriage are due to lack of  communication between couples.
