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ABSTRACT
This study investigated the influence of family type on students’ academic performance. Three hundred (Male = 156; Female = 144) senior secondary school students were randomly chosen as the sample of the study. Their age ranged between 13 years and 20.5 years with mean age of 14.7 years. Proportionate stratified random sampling technique was adopted. 
The demographic questionnaire was used to collect respondents’ bio-data while their promotion examination results were used as a measure of academic performance. Three hypotheses were raised and tested at 0.05 level of significance. Analysis of Variance and t-test Analysis were used to analyse the data. 
The results showed that family type significantly influenced academic performance of secondary school
students. On the bases of the findings, it is suggested that parents should be given adequate training on how best they can assist their children to attain maximum success irrespective of their family type.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
The family is the child’s first place of contact with the world. The child as a result, acquires initial education and socialization from parents and other significant persons in the family. Agulana (2018) pointed out that the family lays the psychological, moral and spiritual foundation in the overall development of the child. Indeed, Ayodele (2016) stated the environment where a child finds himself goes a long way to determine the level of his/her learning ability and ultimately his/her academic performance in school.
 Education is the bedrock of meaningful societal development and human capacity building. The process of education is carried out in the school a place that nurtures the potential of an individual and the entrance to academic excellence. Education provides for the creation of awareness, acquisition of requisite skills and knowledge that enable an. individual function properly in a society. Educational activities are geared towards ensuring that students achieve mastery of educational objectives. In school, the extent to which these objectives have been achieved is determined by their level of time management and behaviour as students’ success are reflected in their academic performance. The family is pronouncedly important 
to the development, emotional and cognitive growth of a child (Agbakuru, 2017). He further observed that a child first learns about right and wrong in the family. Modern parents or family face many challenges in teaching values to their children. When you bring your child home for the first time, your family will become their social group. Parents serve as the first   teachers for children. What your child learns through the interactions between you (family) and them is what they will carry for the rest of their life in regards to how to behave and treat others. Family as an agent of socialization plays a very important role in upbringing of a child. 
Academic attainment is an important parameter used in measuring students’ success or failure in a particular subject in school. Success, in an educational institution is measured by academic performance. Poor performance of Secondary School students has become a common concern of parents, legislators, teachers, counsellors and psychologist. According to Bell (2015), parents devote a lot of resources to their children’s education because they believe that good academic performance will provide a stable future for them. Uwaifo (2018) attributes the cause of poor performance of children to a combination of personal and institutional factors. The personal factors include the level of individual’s intelligence, knowledge and ability while the institutional factors are family or parental influence.
According to Obi (2014), there are different types of family which include: Nuclear Family- This is the traditional type of family structure that consists of two parents (father and mother) and children. The nuclear family was long held in esteem by society as being the idea in which to raise children. Obi also observed that children in nuclear families receive strength and stability from the two-parent structure and generally have more opportunities due to the financial ease of two adults. We also have single parent family. This consists of one parent raising one or more children on his own. Often, a single parent family is a mother with her children, although there are single fathers as well. The single parent family is the biggest challenge society has seen in terms of the changes in family structures. When only one parent is at home, it may be a struggle to find childcare, as there is only one parent working. This limits income, proper care or training and other opportunities in many cases. The extended family structure consists of two or more adults who are related, either by blood or marriage, living in the same home. This family structure includes many relatives living together and working toward common goals, such as raising the children and keeping up with the household duties. We also have childless family. 
This family type is sometimes the “forgotten family” as it does not meet the traditional standard set by the society. Childless family consists of a husband and wife living and working together. Many childless families take on the responsibility of pet ownership or have extensive contact with their nieces and nephews as a substitute for having their own children. Step Family – This family structure consists of a new husband and wife and their children from previous marriages or relationships. Step families are as common as the nuclear family, although they tend to have more problems, such as adjustment periods and discipline issues among the children. Grand-parent family is when one or more grandparent is raising their grandchild or grandchildren.
Statement of the Problem
It is believed that family types influenced academic performance of student either positively or negatively. In Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State, some family are monogamous type, some polygamous while some families are broken as a result of devious, death of one parent. 
Moreover, a lot of question has been ask as to what is the cause of this poor performance among students and accusing fingers is been pointed at the family blaming the parents for not providing the needed academic materials for their ward and not showing much concerned about their children academic well being. Many educational authorities have sought to find out the reasons for the downward trend in the academic achievement of secondary school students.  Some families have totally lost control over their wards. Disobedience, violence, anti-societal aggressive behaviour, lack of respect of rules, and regulations, norms, elders among others. Academic performance on a very important note is affecting our society by hindering the academic performance of junior secondary school students, lead students into cultism, to promiscuity.    Therefore, it is in the basis of the above phenomenon that the researcher decided to conduct this study in the area to find out whether family type has any effect on the student academic performance.

Purpose of the Study
The main purpose of the study is to investigate the influence of family type on student academic performance in Junior  secondary school.
Specifically, the study aimed:
1. To what extent does nuclear family influence academic performance among Junior secondary school students in Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State?
2.  To what extent does polygamous family influence academic performance among Junior secondary school students in Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State?
3. To what extent does parental educational background influence pupils’
 academic performance? 
4. To what extent does parental socio-economic status influence pupils’
academic performance?  
Research Questions
The following questions guided the study;
1. What is the influence of nuclear family on academic performance of secondary school students in junior secondary school in Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State.?
2. What is the influence of polygamous family on academic performance of secondary school students in junior secondary school in Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State.?
3. What extent does parental educational background influence pupils’ academic performance in Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State? 
4. What extent does parental socio-economic status influence pupils’ academic performance Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State?  
Research Hypotheses
1. There is no significant influence of monogamous family on academic performance of secondary school students. 
2. There is no significant influence of polygamous family on academic performance of secondary school students.
3. There is no significant influence of parental educational background influence pupils’ academic performance in Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State? 
4. There is no significant influence of parental socio-economic status influence pupils’ academic performance Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State?  
Significance of the Study
Firstly, the finding of this study will reveal the learning approaches of student.
Also, it will light the benefit of having one marriage mate. In addition, it will reveal if one family type will bring achievement in Studies. Furthermore, this research finding will add to the existing information and bulk of literature on family types.
Finally, this study will serve as a reference material for further research on family types and student academic achievement not only in Social Studies but other commercial subjects.
Definition of Terms
Academic: Refers to institute or academy of learning
Family: A family is a group of people affiliated by consanguinity, affinity or co-residence.
Family Type: family structure is the way that a household or family is set up, it can either be single parent or both parents.
Academic:  It is connected with education, especially studying in schools and universities.
Single Parents: A single parent is a parent, not living with a spouse or partner, who has most of the day to day responsibility in raising the child or children
Parents: parents are caretaker of the offspring in their own species.
Tertiary: It is also referred to as third stage, third level and post-secondary education, it is the educational level following the completion of a school providing a secondary education.
Influence: Is the power to affect, control or manipulate something or somebody
Performance: Refers to degree of attainment of the requires grades in school situation. Students’ academic performance it is the extent to which public secondary school students have achieved their short or long term educational goals.






CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
Concept of Family
 The family is the smallest unit of society. It is a bio-social unit. Agbukuru (2019) defined the family as a group of individuals related to each other by a recognized legal process which established a consenting relationships (such as marriage and adoption), by blood ties (natural parents, biological child siblings), or by both (for example mother-son-step father family or step siblings). Iruloh and Amadi (2016) maintained that the family is the first social environment that exerts significant impact on the overall development of the child. Fall, Holden and Marguis (2014) revealed that the overall purpose of the family system is to facilitate the greatest overall survival, health and development of its members and ideally, to support the mutual welfare of all members and to advance maximally the individual development of each member of the family. The values, structure and dynamics of family significantly influence its member’s behaviour, attitudes, interest and general well being. These factors cushion stress and anxiety and also provide psychologically (Agbakuru, 2019). However, the family is the main source of physical and psychological problems to its members. Ezeilo (2015) added that the family is a prime giver of health and ill-health. 
Ezennaya, (2020) opined that what the family gives to the child is what the child presents to people outside the home. Concept of Academic Performance Academic attainment is an important parameter used in measuring students’ success or failure in a particular subject in school. Success, in an educational institution is measured by academic performance. Poor performance of Secondary School students has become a common concern of parents, legislators, teachers, counsellors and psychologist. According to Bell (2016), parents devote a lot of resources to their children’s education because they believe that good academic performance will provide a stable future for them. Uwaifo (2018) attributes the cause of poor performance of children to a combination of personal and institutional factors. The personal factors include the level of individual’s intelligence, knowledge Eberechi .…..Int. J. Inno. Psychology & Social Developt 10(1): 38-47, 2022 41 and ability while the institutional factors are family or parental influence Olayinka (2019) pointed out that the family is the bedrock of the society and reported that a stable and well developed childhood can be guaranteed by a stable family. The current poor economic status of most parents and families in the country has exposed children to undesirable challenges that have negatively affected their academic performance in school. Whatever may be the reason for these poor performances should constitute a cause for concern because students’ academic performance plays an important role in producing best quality graduates who will become great leaders and manpower for the country thus responsible for the country’s economic and social development. 
Family Types and Students Academic Performance 
There is documented evidence of influence of family size on students’ academic performance in various subjects in school (Odok 2017). The studies of Odok (2017), Eamon (2015), and Eristwhistle (2016), attest that small family sizes are linked higher educational attainment. Family size in the context of this study refers to the total number of children in a child’s family in addition to the child himself. Large numbered families whether rich or poor are difficult to maintain, they are characterized with a high number of children, rowdiness and this does not create convenience for learning. They also create in the upbringing of children some identified problems such as feeding, poor clothing, insufficient funds, and lack of proper attention for children, disciplinary problems and malnutrition which impact negatively on children academic performance Eristwhistle (2016), stated that studies carried out in Scotland found that, children with relatively small size families performed better in verbal and non-verbal tests, than children from large family size in the same test. This according to him is because children from large families have less frequent interactions with adults. Similarly, parental attention by parents declines as the number of sibling’s increases and latter born children perform less well than their earlier born siblings. 
In the same vein, Kessler (2019) blamed poor academic performance to another family type known as step family. Individuals who divorce most times choose to remarry. This type of family constitutes two separate families merging in to one unit (a new husband and new wife and their children from previous marriage or relationship). The researcher stated further that children from such families most often become depressed and would want to compensate themselves in acts of unrest and might go astray and loose academic focus. This is because the atmosphere at such homes is not likely to be conducive for the children to make decisions of their own. Perry (2019) observed that children of female- headed families (single mothers) are at a greater risk of poor academic achievement, because of mother having very low incomes and inability to provide the basic needs of the children which becomes responsible poor achievement of the children; but that poor performance could also occur even when income level is controlled. It is appropriate to say that families are different in terms of various factors -socioeconomic status, level of education, size, cultural background, parental involvement in both academic and extra-curriculum activities of the children, domestic issues, organizational and physical closeness, and so on that affect student’s academic performance. Qaiser, Ishtiaq, Zaitoon and Wahab (2017) noted that researches reveal that there are a variety of factors that account for the poor and unsatisfactory academic performance of students. According to them, such factors include illiteracy of parents, domestic issues and problems, large family size, lack of parent’s attention and control, low socioeconomic status and family structure. For the purpose of this study, family structure is being conceived in terms of single or two-parent families. Thus, the intention of this research work is to examine whether these parent styles have different impacts on students’ academic performance or not. 
Types of Family 
The following types of family are discussed as thus:
Nuclear Family: According to Ezeilo (2015), it is a traditional type of family structure that consists of two parents (father and mother) and children. The nuclear family was long held in esteem by society as being the idea in which to raise children. Obi also observed that children in nuclear families receive strength and stability from the two-parent structure and generally have more opportunities due to the Eberechi .…..Int. J. Inno. Psychology & Social Develop 10(1): 38-47, 2022 42 financial ease of two adults. There is also single parent family. Michelle (2015) observed that it consists of one parent raising one or more children on his own. Often, a single parent family is a mother with her children, although there are single fathers as well. The single parent family is the biggest challenge society has seen in terms the changes in family structures. When only one parent is at home, it may be a struggle to find childcare, as there is only one parent working. This limits income, proper care or training and other opportunities in many cases.

 Polygamous family: Polygamous family is the type of family where a man is married to more than one wife at a time. According to Odu (2018), it is the practice of a man marrying multiple spouses. Ewumi (2019) also observed that worldwide, different societies variously encourage, accept or outlaw polygamy. Of societies, which allow or tolerate polygamy, in the vast majority of cases the form accepted is polygamy. From a religious point of view, the bible shows over 36 named men who had more than one wife. In cultures which practice polygamy, its prevalence among that population if often connected to class and socio-economic status.
Influence of Family Size and Family Type on Academic Performance of Students   
 Kessler (2017) blamed poor academic performance to another family type known as step family. Individuals who divorce most times choose to remarry. This type of family constitutes two separate families merging in to one unit (a new husband and new wife and their children from previous marriage or relationship). The researcher stated further that children from such families most often become depressed and would want to compensate themselves in acts of unrest and might go astray and loose academic focus. This is because the atmosphere at such homes is not likely to be conducive for the children to make decisions of their own. Perry (2019) observed that children of female- headed families (single mothers) are at a greater risk of poor academic achievement, because of mother having very low incomes and inability to provide the basic needs of the children which becomes responsible poor achievement of the children; but that poor performance could also occur even when income level is controlled. 
A conducive environment is necessary to enhance the academic performance of a child. A stimulating home environment can spur up a potential mediocre into an intellectual giant while an inhibiting could turn a genius into a mediocre (Olakan, Osakinle, &Onijingin, 2018). Taking care of children and also making provision for their needs, especially educational needs, are very important in determining the academic performance of children. Contrary to the opinion that learning and reading begins in school, the first foundation of the child begins at home. A good and conducive home environment with adequate learning facilities would help to boost the intellectual and academic capability of the child. Small family sizes and Monogamous families will most often accelerate positive influence on children’s academic performance. The Poor performance of students in Government in pubic secondary schools has prevented several students from pursuing a career at the tertiary level of education that require at least a credit pass in Government.
Family Background and Students’ academic performance 
No doubt, that it is important to investigate the different aspects of academic achievement within a specific family situation. However, the family situations cannot be detached from the general culture (example, societal values, traditions, attitudes and home environment). Accordingly, one applied aspects of this study is secondary school students’ performance as influenced by family structure, functions, values and other psychological dimensions such as parent beliefs. Lumsden (2014), for example, stated the role of the significant others (parents and home environment) in students’ academic performance as a main factor which shapes the initial constellation of students’ attitudes they develop toward learning. He stressed that “When children are raised in a home that nurtures a sense of self-worth, competence, autonomy, and self-efficacy, they will be more apt to accept the risks inherent in learning.” (P.2). Fleming and Gottfried (2015) supported this trend and emphasized that their study “strongly suggest that parental motivational practices are causal influences on children’s academic intrinsic motivation and school achievement” (P.1 10). Accordingly, there was a need to instruct parents on motivational practices such as encouragement of persistence, effort, mastery of subject area, curiosity and exploration that are likely to impact on the academic performance of the student (Gottfried et al., 2015). In fact, the impact of family on students’ motivation and school achievement is an old issue that was stresses by since 1953. Recent studies in Australia, for example, had pinpointed the role of 10 social integration in academic integration (Mclnnwas, Hartley, Polesel &Teese, 2016). Some of these studies showed that experiences with peers and family members do influence social and academic integration in complex ways. The demands, for example, of family and friends outside the academic institution can limit opportunities for social integration (Chrwastie and Dinham, 2019). Ryan etal (2017) stressed that despite the fact that humans are liberally endowed with intrinsic motivational tendencies, the evidence was now clear that the maintenance and enhancement of this inherent propensity requires supportive conditions, as it can be fairly disrupted by various unsupportive conditions. Research has revealed that external negative impacts such as threats, deadlines, directives, pressured evaluations, and imposed goals diminish intrinsic motivation. Consequently, the same reported that studies showed that autonomy-supportive parents, relative to controlling parents, have children who are more intrinsically motivated (Ryan and Deci, 2000). 
Theory of Family Roles in Academic Achievement
Epstein et al. (2009) developed a theory that details parental involvement in their wards’ academic outcomes. The theory outlines six types of parental involvement, which has remained the most helpful model that connects parents’ involvement to academic achievement with three interrelated stakeholders (i.e., family, school, & community). Theory depicts that an integrated interaction between the family, educators, and the community can promote the child’s learning and development. According to Epstein et al. (2009), the six types of involvement are parenting, communication, volunteering, learning at home, decision-making, and community collaboration.
Parenting: The theory stipulates that the school should assist families to create a home atmosphere that supports their children as students. This implies that the school should provide families information that can improve their parenting skills, which will advance their children’s development and create a living environment that helps students’ academic achievement. This includes information on discipline, adolescence, child’s health and nutrition, which will help parents of students execute their roles at each stage of their lives (Epstein, 2010; Herrell, 2011). Such information should be made available to all families, not families who attend school events only. Most often than not, families who do not attend school events need such information the most. Likewise, the school must incorporate information gathered from families about their homes into lessons taught. The theory stipulates that parenting type of involvement improves student discipline, increases school attendance, improves time for learning.
Communication: According to the theory, a two-way communication system should be established between the family/parents and the school concerning school programs and students’ progress. The school has to develop several communication modes to transfer information between them and parents. These communication mediums may include PTA meetings, sending termly students’ report cards to parents, telephone conversations, messaging/emails, social media (Newchurch, 2017). Establishing constant communication between these two stakeholders will provide an avenue to discuss students’ progress and shortcomings mutually.
Oral or written communication increases parents’ comprehension of school policies and procedures, taking into consideration extra support of the school (Epstein, 2013). The theory alludes that students who benefit from this communication link increase knowledge of their academic achievement, increase school attendance, improve their understanding of school rules and policies, heighten communication skills, and give them a sense of direction towards which study field to major.
Volunteering: This type of parent involvement encourages parents to support the school’s mission and goals and learning processes in any capacity within their fields of proficiency. Therefore, the school must develop and create avenues to encourage families to participate in school events/activities. Volunteers could be tasked to be class parents, mentor students at open forums, convene school visits with established role models, participate in school collaborative work and join students during sporting activities (Mahuro & Hungi, 2016). Volunteering grants schools and families to work together for the child’s best interest academically. The theory postulates that students whose parents volunteer improve their communication skills with adults become exposed to life outside school, emulate volunteers and utilize the knowledge in their future life development.
Factors that Lead to Academic Performance in Student
Self- efficacy -According to Bandura (2017) and Schunk, agreed that self- efficacy refers to judgments individuals make about their abilities to perform behavior at a certain level. Schunk & Gunn (2016) also agreed that students self –efficacy influences their type of activities done, the efforts expended on those activities, the ability to persist on doing a particular task, and the task that can be accomplished at a particular point in time.  Wainer (2019) and Kranzler (2015) emphasized self- efficacy as an important factor that plays a vital role in the tak accomplishment of boys and girls in Art and sciences. Stipek & Gralinski, (2019) in their study found that boys’ attribution patterns and levels of self-efficacy are more self- enhancing than those of girls are.  Pajares & Valiante, (2019), in their study found that perceptions students have about themselves, and about their academic competence, influence what they can accomplish with the knowledge and skills they acquire in their lifetime education. According to Hackett et al. (2018) in “a self-efficacy approach to career development of woman” reveals that a woman’s self – efficacy positively correlates with her level of achievement in the direction where she thinks her abilities are applicable.  
Teachers attitudes and behavior According to Swill (2015) states that teachers attributes towards the teaching profession and towards the female students contributed to gender differences in performance of students. Khale and Meece (2004) which documented that the teacher   expectations, attitudes and classrooms interaction affects the ability of the girls to perform in math’s   and allied sciences.  AAUW (2015) which documented that the teacher significantly affects the achievement of girls by giving them less and less attention, during classroom lessons. In their studies found boys attracted more of teachers, attention co-education classrooms; however, their findings are dated. Ray mccutchoen (19960 and bettinger (2016) documented that boys received responded to more questions and teachers responded to their queries in more details.     Mensch & Cynthia (2018) in their study on gender differences in schooling experiences on adolescent in low income countries  found that teachers sex preferences, low teacher expectations were a resident factors in the differential participation of girls and boys in school, they however, did their studies in primary  schools.   They also added that a teacher’s behaviour more especially teaching habits. Level of attendance and method of teaching influenced the participation of girls in classroom.  
 School facilities  Williams (2016) who posited those inadequate facilities in the school such as teacher supplies water facilities, restrooms, lab equipment basic instructional and demonstrational materials strongly affect performance of students differently in relation on their gender.  
Ability Khale and Meece (2014) stressed that for girls to deal effectively with science subjects they should perform completely well in mathematics. Competence in mathematics is a prerequisite well for entrance in scientific and technical fields. Henwood (2018) who documented that girls underestimate their capabilities and think their success is a result of chance, luck of effort and not their capability.  Taylor and Mountfield (2015) and Koch (2014) found that girls attributed their failure in terms of personal factors where as boys interpret their failures due to external factors. However, Taylor (2019), Koch, (2014) goes further to explain that girls attributed their inability to succeed in terms of inherent inadequacies’ where boys interpret their failures due to extraneous factors.  
Gender biases and stereotypes Betz (2014) issues such as gender role stereotypes, occupational stereotypes, gender bias in education, career counseling, low self esteem, weak expectation for success represent barriers to women participation in Mathematics and science courses.  
Parental and family attitudes Campbell et al, (2018) discovered how parents influence their daughter’s science achievement by fostering positive attitudes about the subject: they even recommend that parents should openly talk their attitudes and performance. Davison (2016) kapakasa (2014) found that parental attitudes toward their sons and daughters determine the allocation of resources and the level of parental involvement education. Negative attributes towards girl’s education affect their participation, performance and   time use at the domestic and school level.  
Gender  Fabunmi (2018) in his investigated the extent to which gender composition influenced the performance of students in secondary schools student in Nigeria states of Edo and found that gender was among the factors influencing differences in academic performance of students. However his study was a general and the current study will apart from looking at the overall performing will consider other levels such as at the subject level.  
Attitudes and interest Aghenta (2019) the development of a poor attitude towards science mathematics and technology was responsible for bad performance: she also found that among students positive attitudes towards SMTs were one of the factors facilitating good performance. She added that the attitude one holds towards mathematics of science is a powerful predictor of achievement in the respective fields.  Bandura 20(17) in his study found that the achievements gap among boys and girls as a result of sex differences in belief students hold about mathematics as a discipline. In  short available literature agree that particular conditions can bring about the differential performance between boys and girls, with varying degrees and points of emphasis on subject. Although the problem has been studied for decades, in other countries especially in the west the result so far reported by different researchers are inconsistent and inconclusive.

RESERCH METHODOLOGY
This chapter deals with the details procedure and method used in carrying out the research study.

Research Design
	Descriptive survey design was used in this study. The descriptive survey was used because it aims at primarily describing, observing and documenting a situation as they occur rather than explaining them. The design has the advantage of producing a good amount of responses from a wide range of people and it involves extracting information from a large number of individual using the same set of questions through personal contact, electronic mails and the phones.

Target Population  
The target population of this study comprises Five (5)  government secondary school in Ilorin West LGA of Kwara State.   These involved students of government secondary schools in Ilorin. The study targeted respondents from five (5) secondary schools; which included students, teachers.  One hundred respondents were involved in the study. The design helped the researcher to get relevant data to achieve the objectives of the study.
 Sample and Sampling Technique  
Sampling is the process of obtaining the information about an entire population by examining only a part of it.  Also a sample, according to Cohen at al. (2018), is a small group of the respondent’s deacon from the population in which the researcher is interested in gaining information and drawing conclusion. Sampling is done for the purpose of measuring some elements of the population and drawing conclusions regarding the entire population on the other hand, random sampling procedure for schools was applied to schools to select students and teachers for the study.

Research Instrument

Discussion of the Findings
 	The study examined the extent parental educational background and socio-economic status influence pupils’ academic performance in JSS schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State, Nigeria. On parental educational background and academic performance, the study discloses that to a very high extent, parents who are educated always provide most of the recommended textbooks and other learning materials for their children. Educated parents always want their children to be educated. Parents who are educated encourage their children to study subjects which are pivotal for good university courses. In homes of educated parents, there is environment conducive for studies. Parents who are educated guide their children in school assignments and homework. Educated parents always demand for progress reports of their children to know the children’s academic and social progress. Educated parents often arrange for private teachers for their wards, and that educated parents always motivate their children to acquire excellent performance in school. 
These findings support the view of Bakar, Ibrahim and Mudassir (2017) that learners from parents with high educational qualification perform well than those from parents with lower educational qualification. However, Igiri and Effiong (2015) had a different view. According to their study, educational background of the parents does not influence learners’ academic performance. 
They argued that the learners from educated parents perform better academically than those from uneducated parents. On the extent to which parental socio-economic status influences pupils’ academic performance, the respondents agreed to a high extent that pupils from parents with high-income status perform better academically than those from parents with low-income status. Children from upper-working class homes perform better academically than those from lowerworking class homes. Parents on high-income can afford to provide the basic necessities required for their children’s education. Children whose parents are on high-income status have higher career aspiration than children whose parents are on low-income status. Only parents who are on high-income status can train their children beyond secondary school level. Pupils perform better academically when their school fees and other school levies are paid promptly. Parents on high income can afford to provide learning materials such as library for their children’s private use at home. Parents from low- income background cannot provide their children’s learning materials. These findings support the view of Ojo and Yilma (2010) who observed that the financially stable families have better opportunities in terms of parents being able to make proper provisions for their children’s academic needs, such as provision of their books and other learning materials as well as engaging them in various private learning activities in the house after school.



CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
The study in research question one indicated that nuclear family structure influence positively on academic performance among  secondary schools students in Ilorin West LGA of Kwara state. This study is in line with Odu (2018), who observed that children in nuclear family receive strength and stability from the two-parent and generally have more opportunities due to the financial ease of two adults so delinquent behaviour are hardly find among the children. The findings indicated that in nuclear family, the family is managed by the two parents so delinquent behaviour are hardly find among the children and that the financial strength of the parents in nuclear family is always strong because it is coming from two adults so delinquent behaviour are hardly find among the children. It is also observed from the analysis that parents in nuclear family pay more attention to their children compare to other family so delinquent behaviour are hardly find among the children and that nuclear family is the best type of family in terms of raising children hence delinquent behaviour are hardly find among the children. . However, the analysis shows that the respondents rejected the fact that children from nuclear family are not responsible in the society because of less attention from parents.  The finding revealed that some children from polygamous family or home are wayward because of poor parental care thereby exposing them to delinquent behaviour. It is also indicated from the analysis polygamous family or home encourages multiple spouses which may always lead to disagreement in the family thereby exposing them to delinquent behavior and that most of the children from polygamous family are involve in bad behaviour. However, the respondents disagree with the view that children from polygamous family are properly taken care of financially and otherwise and also that children and mothers from polygamous family or home are always living in peace. 
Conclusion
Influence of family types on academic performance among senior secondary school students in Ilorin west cannot be over-emphasized. Evidence from the study indicates that family types have influence on academic performance. This study concludes that family type is a significant factor influencing the academic performance of secondary school students. A significant difference was found in the academic performance of students from monogamous, polygamous and single-parent families Thus, teachers, counselors and school administrators should give adequate attention to the emotional and academic needs of the students from polygamous and single-parent families in other to enhance their academic success in schools. 

Recommendations 
Based on the findings obtained in the study, the researchers make the following recommendations: 
i. Parents should be sensitized on the need to raise small families in order to enable them provide for their educational needs that will motivate the children to learn effectively and perform satisfactorily in government.
ii. Marriage/ Family counseling services should be intensified and expanded to cover a larger population in order to sensitize couples on the need to reduce the incidence of divorce and broken homes in the society so as to enable children benefit from intact family upbringing. 

iii.  School administrators should regularly hold Parent-Teacher Association meeting to create avenue for the two bodies to discuss the needs of the students and how best the parents can assist the students to attain maximum success irrespective of their family type. 

iv. Parents should devote more of their time to the upholding of their children by providing academic imperative like textbooks, good nutrition, writing materials etc pay less attention to their business or other activities.
v. The government should focus attention on providing qualitative education to citizens. 
vi. Adequate facilities and materials should be made available in schools for the benefit of all students from monogamous, polygamous or single-parent families. This would no doubt bridge the gap between these families.
