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ABSTRACT
 This paper examines the impact of kidnapping of students and staff on academic activities in Nigeria’s institutions of learning. With the recent upsurge in the abduction of school students in the country such as Ilorin West Local Government, Kwara State, it is glaring that the nation’s educational system is under siege. This further underscores the security dilemma the country is exposed to. The importance of education to national socio-economic development and political stability in a democratic society is very critical. From the available data from secondary sources and observation of events in line with kidnapping of students in different parts of the country, it is clear that kidnapping is a great injustice to humanity and all institutions. The study discovered that institutions of learning in the country have been affected in areas such as unwarranted closure of schools, diversion of resources meant for educational development to promote security of lives and properties, distortion of academic activities, relocation of students and staff to other schools and states, withdrawal of students by their parents from public to private schools and the psychological trauma on students, staff, and their families. Based on the Anomie theory adopted for the study, dysfunctional economic and political systems are the major causes of kidnapping. To restore stability and public trust on the nation’s institutions of learning, security of citizens must be taken with all sense of political will and tactical commitment. Penalty, government empowerment programmes aim at discouraging kidnapping and creation of special education marshal to be saddled with protection of all institutions of learning in the country were also recommended.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study

Kidnapping has become endemic in the Nigerian society. It is fast becoming a lucrative alternative to armed robbery offence. The gravity of kidnapping is so intense that it has virtually affected most persons in our society. The current dimension of kidnapping became alarmed in the Niger Delta region when militants in February 2006 abducted some oil workers, ostensibly to draw global attention to the dire situation in the oil rich Niger Delta region of the country, the victims were mostly foreigners. Since then the social problem of kidnapping has spread like wild-fire in most parts of the country, especially in the south-eastern region. The targets are no longer foreigners alone; practically every Nigerian is now a target. On the hind sight, however, it is observed that the former Governor of Anambra State was kidnapped in July 10, 2003 by his fellow political party members who were in opposition with him (Emewu & Anyanwu, 2019).

Arguably, therefore, kidnapping is not actually new in the area; but the current lucrative ransom demanding strategy has become a serious social problem for the Government and people of Nigeria. For instance, in the year 2008 Nigeria was placed sixth on the global kidnap index by an online tourism site. This rating puts the country Nigeria among countries with serious kidnapping problems, behind Philippines, Venezuela, Columbia, Brazil, and Mexico (Ujumadu, 2008; Ekpe, 2009). Such report could serve as an assumption due to lack of accurate statistical data. Also Ekpe, (2009) reported that Nigeria recorded 512 cases of kidnapping and 30 dead persons in kidnappers’ den that year as against 353 cases recorded throughout 2008. Anybody caught involved in the act is expected to face a penalty of 10years imprisonment. Apart from the above observation some States like Abia, Akwa Ibom, Anambra, Enugu, Imo, Ebonyi, and Rivers have passed into law a bill termed “Prohibition of Hostage Taking and Related Offences Law”, with death penalty as punishment for offenders(Inyang, 2009; Ekpe, 2009). 
Meanwhile, bills with capital punishment against kidnapping are awaiting subsequent readings for implementation by the National Assembly. Unfortunately despite all these stringent laws, no reported case of kidnapping has been successfully prosecuted to serve as deterrent to other potential kidnappers. Nigerians and non Nigerians residing in the country are living in fear as regards who will be the next victim, since kidnappers spare no one as far as their motives are achieved. Over the last few years, the wealthy and the income earners have been picked up by kidnappers who only free their victims after payments of ransom. Old people as well as children between the ages of two and five years have been taken hostage.

Education is the light every individual needed to move to the next stage in the journey of life. Education helps to give direction, create opportunity and place you in good position in life. The only different between the bank gate man and the bank managing director is education. We all want to be in good position in life and one of the vital requirements is education. The foundation of education of students has a long way and role to play in different students’ performance in school.
However, with the increasing nature of terrorism, armed robbery, banditry, kidnapping, in Nigeria which constitute a devastating threat to security of life of students makes it challenging in achieving the purpose of literacy education for young ones.

Nigeria’s security condition seems elusive and insurmountable. The ongoing security threat in every state in the nation has yet to be adequately addressed by the government at all levels. The government’s security system cannot ensure safety and security in Nigeria due to ongoing security issues, which raises doubts about whether security can be guaranteed there (Oyeyemi, 2019). Nigeria has had its fair share of instability brought on by a variety of factors, including civil war, insurgency, violent religious crises that reoccur frequently, militancy caused by poverty and ethnic divisions, as well as crises brought on by calls for self-determination. Therefore, it is clear from Nigeria’s history over the past five to six decades that security continues to dominate the public conversation (Adediran, 2018).

The increasing nature of terrorism, armed robbery, kidnapping, corruption and ethnic crisis etc in Nigeria constitute a devastating threat to security of life and property. Lack of security of lives and property of the citizenry is a severe hindrance to meaningful development. A climate of fear will frighten domestic and foreign investors. At the heart of many of these conflicts is access to resources and control over the distribution of benefits, (Obi, Usman and Adegbe, 2020).  This struggle for resources has led to a broad sense of insecurity, opportunism, and the pursuit of self- help strategies across the country. Some of the causes of violence include godfatherism, poverty, unemployment, money and politics, corruption, small and light arms proliferation, the rise of armed groups, religious based violence and election fraud. These issues represent dividing lines in communities such as Anyigba, Ajaokuta, Ankpa, Geregu Okene road, Okene, Itobe, Olowa, Omi among others that have led to heightened tensions between and within groups (Egwu, 2006).

Kidnapping, banditry, farmer-herdsmen conflict, cultism, and political thuggery are the four major forms of insecurity in Kogi, Nassarawa, Plateau, Benue Niger, and Abuja-FCT. Nonetheless, kidnapping/bandiatry is the primary focus of this research because it has an impact on educational development in the study areas.

This struggle for resources has resulted in widespread insecurity, opportunism, and the pursuit of self-help strategies across the country. Some of the causes of violence include godfatherism, poverty, unemployment, money and politics, corruption, small and light arms proliferation, the rise of armed groups, religious-based violence, and election fraud. These issues are dividing lines in states such as Plateau, Kogi, Niger, Nasarawa, Benue, and Abuja Federal Capital Territory (Obi, 2017).

Hence, banditry аnd kіdnаppіng іs а threаt tο the educational, ecοnοmіc, pοlіtіcаl аnd sοcіаl securіty οf Nіgerіа аnd а mаjοr fаctοr аssοcіаted wіth underdevelοpment becаuse іt dіscοurаges bοth lοcаl аnd fοreіgn іnvestment, reduces the quаlіty οf lіfe, destrοys humаn аnd sοcіаl cаpіtаl, dаmаges relаtіοnshіp between cіtіzens аnd the stаte, thrοugh undermіnіng demοcrаcy, rule οf lаw аnd the аbіlіty οf the cοuntry tο prοmοte develοpment (Аdebаyο, 2013). Thіs іs why Rοurke (2008, аs cіted іn Οlаdіmejі аnd Οlusegun, 2012) pοsіt thаt wаr, terrοrіsm аnd οther fοrms οf trаnsnаtіοnаl pοlіtіcаl vіοlence аre іn mаny wаys mοre threаtenіng thаn ever befοre аs cіvіlіаn cаsuаlty hаs been οn the іncreаse. Іt іs οn thіs nοte thаt the study exаmіne effect of banditry and kidnapping on the academic performance of student in Nigeria institution.
The Nigerian government has been criticized for its handling of security issues in the country, with allegations of corruption and inefficiency, leading to a lack of protection for vulnerable populations. This has allowed criminal elements to thrive and carry out kidnappings with little fear of consequences. Overall, the reasons for the kidnappings of school students are interconnected, involving a combination of insurgency, socio-economic issues, lack of security, and governance challenges.

Security infrastructure in vulnerable areas should be strengthened. This includes increasing the presence of security forces, deploying surveillance technology, and improving coordination between security agencies. School security protocols should be reviewed and upgraded to prevent future incidents. Building trust and cooperation with local communities is crucial in tackling insecurity. Community leaders, religious groups, and traditional rulers should be engaged to provide information, support security operations, and discourage criminal activities like kidnapping
Addressing the root causes of insecurity, such as poverty, unemployment, and lack of access to education, is essential in preventing future kidnappings. Government programmes aimed at improving economic opportunities, providing quality education, and promoting social development should be prioritized. Enforcing existing laws and implementing stricter penalties for kidnappers can act as a deterrent to future incidents. Legal frameworks should be reviewed and updated to ensure that perpetrators are held accountable for their actions.

In light of the transnational nature of terrorism and insurgency, regional cooperation with neighbouring countries and international partners is essential in addressing security challenges. Information sharing, joint operations, and coordinated efforts can help prevent cross-border crimes and improve security in the region. Once the students are rescued, they should receive comprehensive support, including medical care, counselling, and education assistance. Long-term programmes for the rehabilitation and reintegration of kidnap victims should be established to help them recover from the ordeal and rebuild their lives.

The incident of kidnapping has affected Nigeria’s image as a nation abroad. It has also affected Nigeria’s attempt to develop education sector and a viable tourism industry as visitors are regularly warned by their countries to be wary of coming to Nigeria. Many would-be investors have also stayed away for fears of being kidnapped (Ekpe, 2009). Apart from the above observable evidence, many more problems which are associated with the problem of kidnapping will be unraveled during the cause of this research. This study further intends to examine the origin and proliferation of kidnapping in Nigeria. This is necessary because despite measures meant to curb it, kidnapping still prevails and it is on the increase in recent times which hinders the effective teaching and learning.

Statement of the Problems 
Insecurity is present in our species from ancient past; there is evidence in order to satisfy such a single need as hunger. In Nigeria for example, banditry and kidnapping has spread all over the country’s six geo-political zones. According to research conducted by Iyorwuese (2013), Obi, etal (2018) and Usman, et’al (2020) banditry, kidnapping and farmers’-herdsmen conflict have continued to affect socio-economic activities and food security necessary for sustainability and national integration and the high propensity of damages is alarming in states like Kaduna, Plateau, Kogi, Kwara, Niger, Nasarawa, Benue and Abuja, Federal Capital Territory.

The multiplier implication of banditry and kidnapping is that, it has resulted in the retarded growth and development of education vis-à-vis tertiary institutions in Northern Nigeria. Banditry and kidnapping is an ill wind which blows no one any good. Nigerian society has now been characterized and manifested in kidnapping that has become wide spread, promoting a climate of fear, impunity and insecurity in the country. Furthermore, the political unrest has worsened the internal security situation in Nigeria and also imbibed the spirit of fear in the heart of Nigerians as it has witnessed incessant cases of farmers-herdsmen attack in many states across the country. 
These attacks are increasingly becoming wide spread and promoting a climate of fear, impunity and insecurity in the country thus affecting the development of tertiary institutions, food security and socio-economic development.

Peace makes all things possible and without it life will be meaningless. Institutions of higher learning in Nigeria and globally have been faced with many challenges in the course of their duties. The most serious challenge facing them is insecurity which seems not to be ending in the near future in higher institutions due to the emergence of banditry and kidnapping of students for ransom. Lack of peace brings general destruction, profound insecurity, intimidation and fear which can lead to closure of schools thereby stopping educational activities for as long as a complete session. Nigerian Institutions that have faced insecurity have experienced many setbacks in terms of academic growth and infrastructural destruction.

The four major forms of insecurity in Nigeria are cultism, political thuggery, herders and farmers conflict and kidnapping and Banditry. Nevertheless, kidnapping and Banditry as it affects tertiary institution is the main focus of this research and its impacts on socio-economic development of Northern Nigeria. Initially, those who kidnap people in Nigeria for the sake of obtaining ransom targeted the elite class and their relatives that are dear to them, e.g. the kidnapping of the mother of the former Nigerian Football Federation President, Alhaji Sani Lulu, Hajiya Laraba Abdullahi, who was kidnapped from her palatial home in Idah, Kogi State, at 6:45pm in July, 2010 and taken to an unknown destination. However, the practice of kidnapping has taken another dimension because kidnappers do not only target high profile people but middle class, civil servants, and travelers from other states among others. A case in point; according to Kaduna State Police Command, Gunmen in Nigeria have kidnapped at least 140 schoolchildren in the north-west of the country, between July to December, 2021. Eight people were also abducted from the National Tuberculosis and Leprosy Centre in Zaria. Earlier, two nurses and a 12-month-old child were among those seized. There has been a recent spate of abductions from schools and universities for ransom, (Usman, Obi and Okeme, 2020), Ibrahim, (2021), reports that there were mass kidnapping from a school near Kaduna city, about 80km (50 miles) south-west of Zaria. Furthermore, the kidnapping of the Kagara school students, a commercial bus, NSTA, belonging to Niger state government was attacked by bandits at Kundu where more than 20 passengers on board were abducted on their way back to Minna while returning from Rijau, in Rijau local government area of the state, (Ibrahim, 2021). In another development, the Chief of Staff to Governor Abubakar Sani Bello of Niger state, Mallam Ibrahim Balarabe on Sunday narrowly escaped being abducted by armed bandits while returning from his hometown in Kagara, Rafi local government area of the state. This upsurge is worrisome as so many victims have been forcefully picked and whisked away to unknown places only for ransom to be placed on them and hard-earned monies are extorted from their families. 

Purpose of the Study
 The aim of the study is to examine the effect of kidnapping on the student academic performance in Nigeria schools. Specific objectives include:

1. To identify the causes of incidence kidnapping of student in Nigeria institution 
2. To examine the effect of kidnapping on the student academic performance

3. To investigate the effect of kidnapping on academic activities of tertiary institutions
4. To explore the effect of Kidnapping on the socio-economic development of host community
Research Questions

1. What are the effects of kidnapping on the student academic performance?

2. To what extents does the effect of kidnapping on academic activities of institutions?

3. Does the Kidnapping have effect on the socio-economic development of host community?

Research Hypotheses
H01: Kidnapping does not significantly affect the student academic performance. 

H02: Kidnapping has no significant impact on academic activities of tertiary institutions.

H03: Kidnapping has no significant effect on the socio-economic development of host community.
Significance of the Study
A study of this kind is of great importance in understanding the factors that give rise to kidnapping in Kwara States of Nigeria. It would also help the government in formulating policies that would curb this menace among the youths and also stir religious bodies to their work of moral upbringing.


The research would help students of criminology to understand the causes and effects of kidnapping as a crime in the society which would be an addition to other related literatures in the field of criminology. 

Scope of the Study


This study is based solely on the analysis of kidnapping as a social menace that has jeopardized economic academic activities in the North central part of Nigeria with reference to Kwara state. In view of this, the study limited only to Ilorin metropolis, Kwara state. The population for the study will involve all resident (People) living or reside in Ilorin metropolis, 50 people would be randomly select in Ilorin metropolis, through simple random sampling techniques. Structured questionnaire will be used to elicit data from the respondents. Frequent and percentage will be use to analyze the demographic characteristics of respondents and simple percentage methods will be used to answer the research questions raised for the study

Operational Definition of Terms

Kidnapping: kidnapping as an act of seizing, taking away and keeping a person in custody either by force or fraud.
Abduction: This is the action of abducting someone and holds them captive. This also refers to abduct someone somewhere illegally by force often in order to get money for returning them.
Banditry: Banditry is a type of organized crime committed by outlaws typically involving the threat or use of violence.
Student: A student is a person enrolled in a school or other educational institution.
Academic Performance: Academic performance is the extent to which a student, teacher or institution has attained their short or long-term educational goals.
CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

This chapter sub-divided into the following headings 

Conceptual Review
Kidnapping Conceptualised 
Kidnapping has been defined by scholars to a varying degree. Ene, (2018), states that kidnapping is an act of capturing, taking away and keeping people in custody either through force or deceit. Secondly, Fage and Alabi (2017) assert that kidnapping is forceful or fraudulent abduction of individual(s) for reasons ranging from economic, political, and religious to struggle for self-determination”. However, the authors later admitted that the forcefully or fraudulently abducted individuals are carried off as hostages for ransom purposes. This implies that while political and economic factors can instigate kidnapping, the economic reason is the most common predisposing factor of the phenomenon.
Uzorma and Nwanegbo-Ben (2014) defined kidnapping as the act of seizing and detaining or carrying away person(s) by unlawful force or by fraud, and often with a demand for ransom. It involves taking a person from their residence or location of interest forcefully without their consent with the motive of holding the person as a hostage and earning a profit from their families and places of official duties. From the foregoing, the definition of kidnapping has no one best way to describe it, but it is clear that for an act to be deemed kidnapping, it shall involve coercive movement of a victim from one place to another, detention or seizure of that person be it a child or an adult. That was why Inyang and Abraham (2013) added that it is legally regarded as a restriction of someone else’s liberty which violates the provision of freedom of movement as enshrined in the constitution of the Federal Republic of Nigeria, where every other law takes its cue from.
The Logic of Students’ Kidnappings and Ransom Demands by Bandits in Nigeria
Attacks on innocent students are the gravest of banditry attacks in recent times. Indeed, it appears that school attacks have led to the reduction in other forms of criminal activities the group is known to indulge in such as cattle rustling and farmer-herder clashes. In the case of cattle rustling, it appears abandoned as such cases have stopped appearing on the front pages of the national dailies. However, when cattle rustling project was in vogue, it shook the region when an estimated 300 herders were killed and about 60,000 cattle rustled in 2013 alone (Egwu, 2016). It was also evident in the region to the extent that residents knew the markets where rustled cows were sold and some criminals that were involved in it (Egwu, 2016).

The attacks on students could be traced back to the period of 2014 when Boko Haram abducted about 276 Chibok Girls in Borno State. From that period to September 1, 2021, when the students of the Government Day Secondary School were abducted by bandits (see Table 2.1), the region has witnessed additional school attacks where some of the students have either lost their lives or have no traces of their whereabouts.

It was also confirmed that 42 persons out of which are 27 Students and three staff were among those kidnapped from Government Science College, Kagara in Rafi local government area of Niger State early Wednesday. Twelve of those abducted are also said to be family members of staff of the school. The Niger State Governor, Alhaji Abubakar Sani Bello who disclosed this to journalists at Government House, Minna, Wednesday, said the attack was executed at about 2 am on Wednesday morning. He confirmed that one of the student’s called Benjamin Doma was shot dead during the attack, (Vanguard, 2021).

Again, in 2021, suspected kidnappers abducted a 300-level Mass Communication student of the Kwara State University, Malete. The victim, identified as Khadijat Isaiq, was said to be walking with a friend to her off-campus hostel in the town when she was attacked and abducted. A source told our correspondent that the kidnappers had contacted the university and demanded a ransom of N50 million, (Punch News, 2021).

Effects of Insecurity on Educational Achievement of Higher Institutions
Having noted that the importance of peace cannot be overemphasized in higher institutions of learning and the nation at large, it is important to note further that insecurity has been an impediment to achieving the goals and objectives of higher institutions. Effective education cannot be achieved in situations where crises, have become incessant in our societies which in most cases have forced students or learners out of school. Good and experienced lecturers will prefer to transfer their services to other schools where their safety will be secured and guaranteed. Learning materials are always destroyed during crises, and the donor countries that provided such supports will be reluctant to provide further support to conflict areas considering the high risks. It is the leaner that turns out to be at the receiving end. Higher institutions and places of learning are often explicit targets during periods of crises in most parts of the world, including Nigeria.

In line with this submission, UNESCO (2010) reports that educational institutions has been attacked in at least 31 countries in Africa, Asia, Europe and Latin America over the past years. The learners will not be totally focused on their studies as they will not have peace of mind. They will always be in fears in schools with the menace. Evidence shows that deviant behavioural traits are on the increase in the country generally, and in the higher education system specifically. For example, Alhaji Shehu Shagari, the Nation’s civilian president from 1979-1983 expressed concern over the growing incidence of criminality and corruption in Nigeria. He lamented that the country was steadily yielding to the pressures of crime and its hidden perpetrators, The Standard Newspapers, (27th Nov. 2009).

Education 
The importance of education in societal development cannot be overemphasized. No country can meet its true potential if the educational sector is not developed. It is an essential tool in ensuring the acquisition of power, prestige, greatness as well as survival of the human race. It is the foundation for nation building (Oyitso & Olumukoro, 2012). Education can therefore be defined as the process of developing an individual’s mental, social, emotional, spiritual and political intelligence through the provision of requisite information and circumstances that enables this (Kobani & Nkpolu, 2014). To Ocho and Nwangwu (2005) education is the procedure individuals undergo that makes them relevant to the society. Another school of thought proposes that education is the process that sees an individual acquire relevant skills and competencies that enable them actualize their true potentials and reach self-actualization (Onyido & Osigwe, 2017). Bulut and Bars (2013), postulates that education aids in the preservation, transmission and enhancement of cultures across societies. It can therefore be seen that education is an essential aspect of human and capital development (Apple, 2011).

Causes of Students’ and Staff Kidnappings 
The upsurge of kidnappings in Nigeria of recent time may force schools that are privately owned to approach insurance companies and security agencies for protection of students and their teachers. It is on record that whenever the kidnappers kidnap or abduct either students’ or teachers or both that measures are taken to rescue the victims. Similarly, the move by Security agencies to ride the society of crime is on-going because, it is obvious that kidnap cases are rampant in institutions of learning and the target of the kidnappers is to collect ransom from the parents and government. 

Inyang (2009) linked the problem of unemployment as one of such reasons why kidnapping in Nigeria is often associated with youth unemployment. He used the widely acknowledged adage, which says that “an idle mind is the devil’s workshop” to present the situation of unemployment in Nigeria. He noted that there are uncountable able-bodied men and women in Nigeria roaming the streets in search of non-existing jobs. 

Obijiofor (2009) documented that when people analyse the causes of growing cases of kidnapping in Nigeria, “they point to factors such as greed, poverty, high level of unemployment, social injustice, political apathy, to the basic needs of the poor as well as failed economic policies.” It is noteworthy that kidnapping has grown from the Niger-Delta region to the South-Eastern part of the country, where it graduated into the most powerful criminal industry in the state. From the Eastern Nigeria, it spread its tentacle to the South-West, North Central and North East. Today, no region is free from the menace of kidnapping as everybody is directly or indirectly affected by the wave of the crime and its sundry effects. 

Ikeje, (2010) posit that kidnapping as a monster born and nurtured in Nigeria has so grown in stature and might that it is doubtful if it can be eliminated by any political and social approach. It has found a fertile ground to multiply, dominate and expand to different locations especially within the ungoverned spaces in the country. This is a national threat that we have wake up to live with. The impact of kidnapping in Nigeria has been felt in the economic, diplomatic, security, tourism, democratic, socio-cultural and worst still the national image of the country. Additionally, religious and other political extremists use kidnapping as political weapons and as a means of financing their activities (Catlin Group, 2012). 
The Implication of Kidnapping on Institutions of Learning 
Since the beginnings of 2012, at least 70 teachers and over 100 students have been killed or wounded in northern Nigeria. Educational facilities have been burned, thousands of children forced out of schools and teachers made to flee for safety. 

The attacks on schools often have adverse effects not only on students, educators, parents and educational institutions, but also on the government and the society at large. The attackers or abductors of school children often do so not only for the purpose of collecting ransom, but also to intimidate and deny young people the access to western education or civilization. School abductions are dangerous, condemnable and barbaric not only because it truncates student's right to education, but could also lead to untimely death of innocent school children who committed no sin other than just trying to be educated. 

Soyombo, (2009) opined that, Lagos state alone spent three billion naira on security within two years. But the same state spent three billion on security apparatus in 2021 alone (Olabiyi, 2021). With this amount spent in a state, one could imagine the cumulative effect in all the states in the federation since the commencement of the menace of kidnapping in Nigeria. At individual level, a lot of money that would have been invested on profitable ventures has been diverted to ransom by the victims of kidnapping in order to regain their freedom. To Kyrian (2009), fifteen billion naira was paid to kidnappers as ransom between 2006 and 2009.

Kumolu, (2021) reported that there were over 720 kidnap cases across the Nigeria and about 10 billion Naira was paid as ransom. With high level of poverty prevailing in Nigeria, the money may not be available but because, the victims valued their freedom, the probability of them selling their valuables to raise ransom or borrow from different sources to set themselves free may not be ruled out. Previous studies have shown that enterprises are properly organised and managed by the private sector in a development oriented manner (Gberevbie, Ibietan, Abasilim & Excellence-Oluye, 2015), but that can only be achieved in a peaceful atmosphere. 

The followings are other implications of kidnapping on academic activities in Nigeria: 

Traumatic Situation of the Kidnapped victims: in most cases, kidnapped victims are subjected to physical torture, sexual harassment, and hunger which usually result to emotional and psychological disorder. These if not given psychological and clinical attention may leads to post kidnap challenges such as isolation, mental stress, impaired memory, decrease concentration, been overcautious and aware, fear of possible occurrence, sense helplessness, depression and anger (American Psychological Association, 2013). Students under these social and psychological conditions can have difficulty in continuing with their studies and participate in social academic activities. This is why in most of the kidnapped cases, students are returned home for stabilization and possible post kidnapped trauma counseling. 

Incessant closure of schools: As a result of insecurity and kidnapping, dozens of schools from Yobe, Kano, Kaduna, Zamfara, Katsina, and Niger States were reported to be closed down by government and school authorities. Obiezu (2021) reported 13 schools were closed by the Kaduna State government as a result the kidnapped of 140 students of Bethel Baptist High School. Following the abduction of many students in Kankara Local Government, the governor of Katsina State ordered the closure of all burden secondary schools in the state (Maishanu, 2020). No doubt the closure of schools became a reoccurring decimal in the country especially in the northern states of the country. This has greatly hampered academic activities in these places with consequential effects on the nation’s education scale. 

Distortion of Academic Programmes and Calendar: with incessant closure of schools, academic programmes such as teaching, learning, examination, and extracurricular activities are grossly affected. This has consequently resulted to distortion of normal academic calendar. Presently, students are afraid to return to school, parents are uncertain if their children/wards would be safe in school. Teachers and school management are also longer concentrating fully on their duties particularly in schools that have experienced abduction of students and staff. 

Increase in out of School Children: It has been reported that with kidnapping and abduction of pupils and students in various schools, especially in some parts of northern Nigeria, cases such as gender discrimination, poverty, language barrier, child labour, forced marriage have become rampant. This has also increase the propensity of out of school children (Retrieved from www.blueprint.ng). The United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF) has noted that the population of out of school children in Nigeria has risen from 10.5 million children to 13.2 million children. This scenario that has compounded the problem of education in the country is describes as the highest in the world. 

Social orientation and adaptation: Students living their former schools and environment to safe places to further their studies are having the challenge of getting to learn of the new environment and the people. This includes the learning of their social way of life and academic culture. The process will by all means retard the progression of their learning. 

Relocation of academic staff: security of lives and property is a major prerequisite for stability and development in every society. Once security is not guaranteed, movement and relocation of people toward places with better security becomes obvious. This situation results to starving the school of teachers and lecturers with mastery knowledge in their respective subject areas.
Abduction and kidnapping is a heinous and terrible practice carried out by criminals with the intention of kidnapping and detaining prisoners in exchange for a ransom payment. Student kidnapping is a horrific, horrifying, and seasonal crime that foreshadows security issues that affect academic advancement in Nigeria. Attacks on schools, according to Umar (2022), frequently have negative consequences not just for students, educators, parents, and educational institutions, but also for the government and society at large. School abductions are dangerous, condemnable, and barbarous not only because they violate a student's right to an education, but also because they may result in the untimely death of innocent youngsters who have committed no sin other than attempting to educate themselves. Abduction, which is part of the country's insecurity difficulties, is one of the most serious challenges confronting the Nigerian education system (Dantala, 2014). The ramifications of kidnapping can be seen in the Nigerian school system's lack of progress and development. For more than two decades, educational institutions have been identified as primary targets of kidnappers. Clearly, insecurity and its concomitant consequences have had a severe impact on Nigeria's education sector (Federal Ministry of Education, 2022).

However, there is a need to experimentally disentangle its effects on student quality in terms of skills acquired and knowledge gained during schooling, which are necessary for a graduate's effective utility value. In most cases, funds that would have gone toward other educational programs are instead used to restore the demolished structures. To attain the educational goals outlined in the national education strategy, a lively educational system with a well-equipped infrastructure for research and skill acquisition is required (Osaat & Ekechukwu, 2021).

Appraisal of Literature Reviewed

According to the study, the prevalence of student kidnapping has hampered academic progress, self-reliance, and national development in most secondary schools in Nigeria. Abduction, kidnapping, and hostage-taking have all been around since the dawn of time.

Abduction, which is part of the country's security difficulties, is one of the most serious challenges confronting the Nigerian education business. The ramifications of kidnapping can be seen in the Nigerian school system's lack of progress and development. However, it has been noticed for more than two decades that educational institutions are the primary targets of kidnappers. 
Kidnapping is adjudged to be unlawful detention of persons through the instrument of force, threat, fraud or enticement for different political and socio-economic reasons. It has become one of the major security threats to Nigeria as a sovereign entity. The Country has been home to different manifestation of security challenges such as insurgency, banditry, militancy, ethnoreligion violent crises and politically motivated clashes. Since the episode of the civil war between 1967 and 1970, the corporate existence of the country has not been threatened as obtainable in this fourth republic dispensation.

While the country was still battling to curb with the menace of insurgency orchestrated by Boko Haram in the North and militancy in the south, a new trend of security challenge sprang up in the nature and formation of banditry and kidnapping. This metamorphosed from cattle rustling, kidnapping of farmers, business men for ransom to academic world where lecturers and students became soft target. Reports show that the Friday's kidnapping of nearly 300 students from the Government Girls Science Secondary School in Jangebe, Zamfara state, which ended with their release, was the second mass kidnap from schools in less than 10 days. Twenty-seven boys and their teachers who were taken from a school in Kagara, Niger state on 17 February were released on Saturday. The authorities say recent attacks on schools in the north-west have been carried out by "bandits", a loose term for kidnappers, armed robbers, cattle rustlers and other armed militia operating in the regions who are largely motivated by money (Akinwotu, 2021). There is a general perception amongst citizens that a weak security infrastructure and governors who have little control over security in their states - the police and army are controlled by the federal government - and have resorted to paying ransoms, have made mass abductions a lucrative source of income.

In recent times, Nigerian scholars have concentrated on the social problem of kidnapping. Ilechukwu, Uchem and Asogwa, (2015), focused on reducing its occurrence using religious education; Oyewole (2016) examined the connectivity between rituals and kidnapping; Bello and Jamilu, (2017) investigated the consequences of kidnapping and its predisposing factors (terrorism, corruption and poverty); and Emanemua and Akinlosotu (2016), who illustrated how kidnapping has suddenly emerged as a variant profession for armed robbery in Nigeria with high level of proficiency in seizing persons for ransom (Chinemerem 2016). 
CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODS

Introduction 

In this study, the researcher examined the effect of kidnapping on the student academic performance in Nigeria schools. This chapter focuses on the methods used in the course of this study, using the following sub-headings: Research Design, Population and Sample Size, Sample and Sampling Techniques, Instrument of Data Collection, Validity of the Instrument, Reliability of the Instrument, Procedure for Data Collection and Methods of Data Analysis.
Research Design

The research design employed for the study is the survey method. Survey method seems to have the advantage of being an effective way of collecting data from a large number of sources and in a short time. Therefore, survey method was adopted in order to acquire the opinion of the respondents on the subject matter because of its flexibility and effectiveness in information gathering.

Population and Sample Size

The population of the study is made up of all teachers in Ilorin West local Government Secondary School.  The total numbers of fifty (50) respondents were selected for the study. It is from this population that a representative sample was drawn. 

Sample and Sampling Technique

The sample for this study was fifty teachers. In view of the fact that the researcher could not cover all the teachers in the department, fifty respondents were selected by using simple random sampling techniques from randomly selected students in the department.

Instrument of Data Collection

Validity of the Instrument

Content validity was carried out for the purpose of this study. The researcher wrote the items of the questionnaire and gave it to some course lecturers at the campus for vetting. Discussion of Result

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Summary 
The aim of the study is to examine the effect of kidnapping on student academic performance in Ilorin metropolis, Kwara state. This study was carried out with three research objectives, three research questions and three null-hypotheses were formulated. The study adopts the use of descriptive research survey and the total of 50 respondents were sampled out for the study. Data for the study was collected through the pre-test, treatment and post-test using a researcher made instrument (kidnapping and its effect on student academic performance (KAIESAP), the consists of 15 objective test items. Data collected were analyzed statistically through the use of descriptive and inferential statistics. 
 Major findings drawn from the study among others revealed that kidnapping and banditry have psychological effects on the students as it creates frequent fear on the victims, causes lack of sleep to the victim, affects student's academic performance, causes Post Traumatic Stress Disorder symptoms among victims and traumatizes the victims. Hostage and kidnap survivors can experience stress reactions including denial, impaired memory, shock, numbness, anxiety, guilt, depression, anger, and a sense of helplessness. Freedom almost always brings a sense of elation and relief. 
It is therefore recommended that the government should provide security agencies with adequate funding and equipment to continue the fight and prevent abduction in Nigeria. Conclusion

Recommendations 
The study made the some recommendations in order to address the kidnapping and by implication to provide the opportunity for reducing kidnapping in Nigeria. The recommendations will task government, communities, families and the vulnerable groups in devising various measures toward fighting kidnapping. 

i. A programme should be put in place to educate the ones that are caught in the act of kidnappings and are ready to leave the act. The situation where bandits, kidnappers claim to be repentant and government rush to settle them with finances and the next thing they do is to return back to business of kidnapping is not a welcome idea.

ii.  A re-orientation of the security apparatus to fit the situation on ground i.e. a form of civil-security intelligence gathering should be put in place in order to identify the such kidnappers and be de-radicalized from the idea of kidnappings. 

iii. Communities should be caution against showing sympathy towards such people either the name of being their love ones, relatives or from their religious faith. 

iv.  A security outfit should be put in place in institutions of learning and well trained for the difficult task of combating kidnappers and bandits should the incidence occur. 
v. The Nigerian Government should come up with poverty alleviation programmes and employment opportunities, targeting youths who are mostly involved in abductions and kidnappings out of economic frustration, such as unemployment. 
vi. Serious Punishments for Offenders: Mild punishment does nothing to deter criminals. When the government treats kidnappers harshly, less abduction will occur. 

vii. Job Creation: Generating jobs for citizens, especially for the youth, can have a huge impact in the fight against crime. When people are gainfully employed, they do not need to commit crimes.
