The drug commonly abused was Indian hemp that was easily available to them. The finding further showed that drug abuse has negative. Influence on the student academic performance based on the finding, it was recommended among other that drug education should be taught in primary schools.

Background of the Study

Statistician have shown that the high percentages of psychiatric patients found In the ward of most hospitals today are as a result of drugs abuse which is very common among our youths. Infact many of our youths believes that for men to  be active in everyday activities, they need all these hard drugs. Which are very hazardous to their health?

These problems however, are found in most countries of the world, irrespective of her size or location. It is very visible among all age groups race and continents society in both develop and developing countries who continues to be concerned over the negative health and socio-economic consequences of the abuse of psycho-active substance. Contemporary drug misuse is called drug abuse

However, drug abuse brings with it the danger of falling into drug dependence. This will introduce the psychological need to take drug on a continual basis. In order to feel high or cool as they say, some drugs such as marijuana heroin or cocaine administered intravenously are much more hazardous than other



In many places across Nigeria drug abuse has become a real social problem. This may be due to certain factors and societies and the adverse affect which it has on the sector of society. They physical harm that drug dependence does to the organism is still being investigated. However, drug abuse also affects the individuals way of life by preventing him from behaving normally in the community. The negative effect of drug abuse makes the stubborn youth, unyielding and hard hearted to increase drastically.


In many cases, such abuse may be initiated by the causal or recreational use of small amount of drug for the pleasure it gives or the reason behind its usage. But, there is a general acceptance of the view that interaction between the drug and social, psychological, biological and environmental influences.


Other influence of related factors such as curiosity, availability of drugs of peer group and the transference of interest in drug use could be seen from one user to another. For instance people taken such drugs are people who ride the best cars or live in the most beautiful houses.


In addition, drug abuse has been known as one of the major causative agents of many accident on the roads. The discovery of modern drugs such as cocaine, marijuana, heroin, opium, morphine and synthetic opiates. Induce pleasant sensation and physical or mental pain. Although alcohol is one of the most common of these substance that are socially accepted as long as they are not abused. But all have negative effects on the mind.

However,  the use of tobacco in certain social circles is not regarded as a serious problem for the individuals themselves or for the community as a whole as it is socially accepted. But generally drug abuse is mostly common among the youths in the urban centers of Nigeria society. Its side effects cannot be overemphasized. It influence ranges from attempted robbery, high rate of accident drug trafficking and other hazardous behaviour. Nevertheless, it is said that drastic solution through Nigeria government is now taking measures toward curbing abuse, but, much efforts will be needed to  enhance its total eradication. Because of these prevention circumstances the researcher aimed to investigate examine the effect of drug abuse on the academic performance of junior primary school student in ilorin Nigeria
Statement of the Problem

Researchers have been conducted on the effect of drug abuse on the academic performance of primary school student factor that can be responsible of the problems facing the public , schools, teachers, administrators and government in drug abuse (NDLEA 1977 and UNESCO 1970). This a research gap has been created which this study intends to fill in other words this study in tends to focus on junior primary school student in ilorin Nigeria, with a view to identifying the effects of drug abuse in schools. By so doing, student may be helped to overcome the problems associated with drug abuse in schools.

Scope of the Study

The study involve and examination of the effect of drug abuse on the academic performance of junior primary school of student in Ilorin Nigeria. The study covered all junior primary school student in Ilorin, kwara state, Nigeria. Specifically, junior primary school student in turn randomly selected schools in Ilorin, kwara state were used. While stratified random sampling techniques was used to select the schools.



A researcher: - design questionnaire was used to elicit information from the student. Data collected in both sections A and B  was analyzed using the t- test statistical technique to ascertain if gender, school location and school of student type have drug abuse on the academic performance of student

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
 Meaning, Nature and Control of Drugs

A lot of research finding has been explored by various people in various sectors of the economy. Historical and anthropological researches have shown that, in the past drug taking was only for the adults. Drug were taken sporadically for mystical religious or ritual purposes. Only be certain group and not certain circumstances 


Matters relating to drugs are sensitive subjects’ areas for information even factual material on drugs is often conflicting. Research findings are open to various interpretation and there are large areas where knowledge is sought. 


Medicinal drugs and alcohol are the most dangerous and prevalent drugs in Nigeria at present. Their abuse is increasing, even, if the law enforcement agents (police) do not charge us and we are not ostracized by society where we leave, yet the drugs consumed are in many case more dangerous than other prohibited by law

Among effort contributing illegal consumption of drugs. For instance the N.L.E.A in 1977, the social security system paid only certain amount for psychotropic drug that is medicinal drug for the treatment of illness,  which have nothing to do with fever, pain or the functional of the organs of the body. They were given to some people who take enormous amount of tranquilizers and sleeping pills.

During the last twenty years, the ministry of public health has strengthened time and again the means of control and corresponding regulation concerning traditional medicine and western medicine have serious side-effects. This is intended to monitor the result of the use of those medicine that might give rise to dependence and in other to prevent drug abuse.

Psychotropic drugs (those acting on the mind)subjected to regulation, include stimulants and hypnotic acting on the central nervous system, as well as sedatives of the barbiturate group

In 1969 the world health organization promulgated the ideal of drug dependences as an alternative concept to addition. What was implied was the need to recognize the fact that different types and degrees of reliance on their use. Whereas the word additional too easily suggestive of extreme stereotyped picture.

Because of its brevity and its penetration off our ordinary language, the word adduction is never the less still likely to remain in circulation for a long time. The work addict come more actually than the phrases: drug dependent person

UNESCO’s programmes relating to drug were drawn up in the early 1970’s further industrialized countries. Fifteen years later, at the request of the developing countries, which had began to be affect ed by the growing market in legal and illegal drugs. This programme was expand and strengthened in order to intensify the struggle.
  
It is estimated that between 5 to 7 percent of youth take such amount of drugs at certain given time. Given the multi-mines ional character of the phenomenon, it would be illusory to hope that, any single definition solution to the problem can be found, what is called fro them is not only action to deal with drug circuit by, also to prevent and orientate the youth In the society


As one might expect. While matters may seem simple in theory or in a laboratory context the control actually exercised over the supply of drugs and therefore over the drug traffic is very limited given the ingenuity of addict and the interest at stake


Other effect are designed to achieve the increasing, stringent regulation of pharmaceutical product event the withdrawal of certain products from the commercial market generally. The situation of persons who take medicine drugs that can be easily obtained from chemist shops is a serious problem in our society. Yet little prohibition is said amount is may of these who demand hard drugs. But the y maintained that the drug problem has nothing to do with them against trafficking and illicit use of drugs have contributed much to the elimination of drugs abuse and we are confident that as society and scientific technology evolve and progress,, a combination of administrative organization to the education of this evil

In one of the finding it is discovered that with the world war II, Indian hemp was introduced to Nigeria and found to be cultivated therein. Extensive research was however published by professor Adeoye, Tolani Abuni all psychiatric besides cocaine, heroin and marijuana were discovered at that time. Then not much of a societal problem.

Mrs. Mariam Babangida address on the occasion of the united nation international drug abuse day (Wednesday 26th june, 1991) regarded drug problems as a global issue’s that requires the attention and co-operation of a  nation of the world to tackle. She also stressed that drug abuse is a problem that poses great threat to the health and survival of mankind.

The leaders and organization were to support to promote the activities of the national drug law enforcement agent (NDLEA) to make Nigeria a drug free society and to promote education for the prevention of drug abuse. The principle governing UNESCO action on drugs were defined in 1972. concern was to be directed toward both elicit drugs and those which are socially acceptable (such as tobacco and commonly used medicine’s which has been used to).

The publication of the united nation international conferences on abuse and illicit trafficking (Vienna 1987) of a book entitled “educating against drug abuse”. This was also reviewed to the production of an audiovisual messages and assessment of their impact on drug prevention campaigns with the continuing cooperation with nongovernmental organization, particularly with some sixty international youth organization.

In 1964, the minister of public health the chemical and comers jointly promulgated a regulation concerning control of narcotics, other addictive substances and highly toxic drugs. The psychotropic drugs cannot be manufactured without the approval of these three ministers, and the sue of the drugs is determined by management at three levels.
First Level: the production of amphetamine and caffeine powder is under the unified control of the three ministries

These drugs may be used by the authorized physician for therapy of the patients are not to take them home.

Second Level: the production of the tinctures of camphor and of cough mixtures and tablet containing opium is regulat3ee in identical manner and the substances are supplied to clinical units for dispersing

Third Level: the production of the following compound is under identical control, available strictly by a physician and for a drug of not more than two days. According to report of the united nations commission on narcotic drugs and the international narcotic control board, the problems of cultivations processing, smuggling and consumption of drugs remain very high.


In other to get rid this work wide scourge, we believe that the countries concerned need to adopt a clear policy and take effective measure responding to the drug situation their official attitudes need to  be supplemented by popular will and support if the battle against narcotics is to be won.

The third step, strengthening scientific research on drug dependence is to improve the exchange of investigation result in the laboratory work. E.g the recently launched book form the research work of the outgoing student of university ilorin titled “UNTAMED SILENT KILLER DRUG ABUSE “ in the month of January 2000, in ilorin

Significant work has been done in formulating regulation for the management of drugs by the united nation commission of narcotic drugs. Formulation of some groups which will be youth, whoever free from drug, too be a warning took or awareness mediums for the youths like them. Who will be using lecturers, drama, waxed tapes both audio and video to educate their colleagues on the consequences on the consequence drug in take.

Beside this, it has been realized that they also take drugs such as kola nut,  Nescafe and sleepless pills so as to enable them stay awake at night. Intensity of indulgence in this attitude differs from period to period.

While about 22 respondent our of 25 primary school ilorin west were clearly positive in response as to their indulgence in drug taking during examination period.

It is therefore reasoned out that more student indulgence themselves in the abuse of drugs.


Other reason adduced for indulgence in the abuse of drugs in the area of study is to enable them speak to talk boldly without feeling shy, some want about to say that their parent were given them l9ittle attention as a result of pursuance of means of live hood of material gain. These however, have not checked the behavior of the children, as a result of these youths abuse drugs.

From the oral interview conducted the researcher  further found out that youth under study in ilorin west. Indulge in the abuse of drugs because most of these youths are form porous homes and has a free will to do whatever they want with their peer- groups without been restricted these. Often a times lead to habit formation such as smoking cigarette drinking bear, taking hard drugs like heroin, marijuana, cocaine to them feels high and bold when involving a havoc

As a matter of fact, student in schools school have positive attitude toward  the abuse of use of drugs which prevent them from sleeping through. The use of sleeping pills and sedative during examination.

In conclusion therefore, the hypothesis is factually true. The hypothesis state that the growth in population of some families not necessarily followed by followed by economic companionship tend to render some of these poor youth to drug abuse and again some youths are use to it deliberately
Conclusion 


From all findings and the above presented facts, it is clear that the abuse of drugs among youth deserve critical investigation. It is pertinent to make the reads understand other facts that contribute to the positive attitude of their youths towards drug abuse these include:

1. Drugs knowledge of their application since these sellers have virtually little or money without necessarily considering the health of the buyers. There is hardly any part of ilorin west area one will visit without medicine stores and bear parious.
2. In addition some of the parent of these student do not see the socialization role of their children as their responsibility. Rather they refer to the moral, intellectual and spiritual training of the children as the responsibility of the school. When these student are punished because of misconduct, some of the parents fight the teachers. This will not improve the situation.
The problem is ever more common with the school drop outs, who are now more or less illiterates. This is partly due to great number of children per parent without corresponding adequate source to train them. Since the idle mind is the devils workshop.
3. The problem would have been a thing of the past now, if the law enforcement agents were transmitting the constitutional quality of their job to the populace. They are even victims, who know little or nothing about the law.

4. The government is rendering little effort to check the essence of drug peeler in this area. And encourage the trafficking as well
Recommendations 

The problem of drug among youths in ilorin west is a social problem which must be carefully approached. It is therefore, pertinent to point out that  personal factor motivate in person to abuse drugs. But which type of drug he takes and whether he becomes a persistent abuser depends on how whether his society and peers accept the drugs and make it available to him. In dealing with drug abuse as a social problem therefore, we must look at out society and appraise the role of our legislator, drugs.

However in this regards, the researcher based on information gathered in questionnaire, oral interview and personal observation the following recommendations.
1. More prevention education programme should be introduced into the school curricula at all levels. This will possibly help in understanding the ‘misuse’ and abuse of drugs.
2. Employment opportunity should be created to youths, who are out of school for a very long time and the standard  of living of the populace should be improved. If this will at least improve the minds of the people against the abuse of drugs because they will be busy and have no tome for irrelevant things.
3. Public campaign against abuse should be carried out at regular interview  thorugh printed media such as news papers, magazines and audio visual media such as radio and television 
4. The government especially   the ministries of health should be made to supervise various unlicensed patent medicine stirs and to enforce various law concerning drug abuse both at the local and national level respectively.
5. Rehabilitation and treatment of establishment drug dependence persons, should be encouraged. If this is done, the process of rehabilitation will determine to some extent the success or otherwise   the treatment given to the drug  dependence personnel that is proper rehabilitation will make sure that the treated addict is divorced from al the previsous factors and influence of addition on people.
6. The significance of guidance and counseling should be stressed in schools, this by any measure will contribute to the solving of the students  psychological problem. These counselor should ever extent their service to the society. Encourage the frustrated ones that they were  accepted in the society, they should be count on how to overcome their emotional depression and feel part and parcel of the society without discriminating
