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ABSTRACT
	This study is specially carried out to find out the problem of truancy which has been identified as one of the most distributing and persistence problem among primary school pupils in Ilorin west local government Kwara state. This research project is therefore to find out what factors must have been responsible for this. A questionnaire which consisted of ten items were administered to so staff from ten selected schools. A descriptive survey research was carried out in which (80) teachers were randomly selected. Based on the  findings of the study  fear of punishment  at school  among others was of one of the factors. Some recommendations were made and if followed would reduce students truancy and also improve the students academic performance in the schools.
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CHAPTER ONE 
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study 
	According to the Oxford advance learners dictionary of English, (2010). 
	Truancy is the practice of staying away from school without permission, also Alfred . O Toughen, (2010) define truancy as a practice by which a child leaves home for school but does not reach the destination, rather he stays mid way between home and school. 
	Some of them will even stay at home hiding from there parent to go out so that they can play.  When school closes they carry their bags and go home in pretence that they return from school. 
	The immediate eases of this attitude has being traced to press group pressure, separation or divorce within the family, lack of friends, financial problem and mental and physical health issues. 
	To this end it is of paramount importance to say that the national policy on education should lay more emphasis on the causes and effect of truancy spreading to other level of education and make useful suggestion and recommendation to stem this problem playing our education system. 
Statement of the Problem  
	Truancy is a bad habit and very rampant phenomenon in our schools and colleges in recent years. 
	There are many researcher college and report in ugly practice. Different causes and effect of truancy have also identified. 
	Most school councilor to Olobo, (2013) do not efficiently discharge their duties to put a stop to the issue of truancy considering its widespread. The effect of truancy among primary schools pupils cannot be over looked because of the multiple that translated in to decrease in learning ability involvement in day time crime, increase in drop out school failing classes and risk of not obtaining higher education. 
	Previous research has discovered a neglect in this area in our school and this necessitates this research in other to create the correct strategies that will be adopted to correct these effects  created and suggest ways to put a total stoppage to truancy. 
Purpose of the Study 
	The major aim of this study among other is to critically examine the effect of certain school environment such as the school facilities, teaching aids and class-room  setting on the teaching and learning academic of primary school pupils in Ilorin west local government Kwara state. 
	The study was also meant to determine whether these is exist a significant effect of social environment on academic performance of the pupils under study. 
Research Hypothesis 
HO1:  what are the factors responsible for the academic performance of pupils in Ilorin west local government Kwara state. 
HO2:  who are agencies responsible for such factors
HO3: how can factors responsible for pupils academic performance to be control. 
HO4: what are possible ways of solving such problems 
Scope of the Study 
	The researcher work cover all school in Ilorin west L. G. E. A Kwara state. 
	But for some reason such as time factor and financial constraint, the researcher has been limited to four (4) selected  schools in Ilorin west local government Kwara state.

	Secondly, the researcher will be able to give cogent recommendation on how to curb truancy and at the same time suggest remedial to those problem for meaningful learning in schools. 
Definition of Terms Used 
Truancy: this is the practice of saying away from school without the permission  truancy  having that very morning won her over the necessity of along engagement. With time to prepare a hand embroidered trousseau containing the proper number of dozen. Truancy is any intentional unauthorized or illegal absence from compulsory education. 
Education:  this is the training of a person to enable him or her not only to read and to anthetic calculation but to be proficient in a given  job and enable him or her fit to live in a society.
School:  this is a powerful agent of education were  given concentrated experience of life which would have taken him too long time and too costly energy to acquire by himself if he were to wait for natural process of  education. 
Teacher:   a teacher is a trained person who given or impart knowledge together. 
Parent:  this refers to the father and mother who were responsible for the care, moral training and sound education of a child. 
Child:  is a young person male or female that is skill parental care.
Playing:  this is an act of keeping oneself busy with those that will make the body  warm and healthy e.g playing, football, hand ball,  table tennis and volley ball e.t.c

Meaning of Truancy
	According to Alfred, (2010) truancy is defined as a practice bu which a child leaves, homes from school but does not reach the destination , rather his stays away between home and school. 
	Oxford advanced learning dictionary define truancy as the practice of staying away from school without permission or truancy is any intentional unauthorized or illegal absence from compulsory education. 
	Truancy having that very morning won her over the necessity of a long engagement, with time to prepare a hand embroidered trousseaus containing the proper number of dozens. 
	According to Habitual,  (2009) can be defined as unexcused absence from school by minor that exceed the number of unexcused absence from school. 
Effect of Truancy 
	The effect of truancy on the primary school pupils is not an instant thing. It is a gradual process of destruction. The students who become truancy and eventually drop out of school to often set themselves up for a life struggle. 
Effects of Truancy for the Student Include: 
· Decreasing learning ability 
· Involvement in daytime crime, such as breaking and entering, vandalism  and shop lifting. 
· Increasing  risk of dropping out of school. 
· Risk of not obtaining a higher education. 
Effect of Truancy 
· Truancy affect an entire class when a teacher slows down to help the truant students. 
· An increase in crime means more victims. 
· Increase in cost  to the whole community for additional law enforcement. 
Lack of Academic Skills 
	Hnery (2009) said lack of academic skills as the greatest effect. He further  says that  if a child begin  to play  truancy  the level of the child’s  academic skill will begin to reduce little, no matter how brilliant the child may be only if quickly reverse but if not it will has effect on the child to any level of education. 
	Risk of not obtaining higher education Mcneal, (2009)hypothesized that a truant child is likely not able to obtain higher education because playing truancy in the lowest level of education, will definitely affect the academic skill. So if all the child manage to get  to the higher level of education, the performance of such child may not be welcome in tertiary  institution and from the school. 
Causes of Truancy
	It has been reviewed by a number of educationalist  in the form of comment observation and in writing. This written form can be seen in newspapers and articles or research work and textbooks. In light of the above this study will undertake a review of written document on truancy and its effects. Most of pupils thought their parents would keep them off in school for reason which schools would consider acceptable. But a few indicated that their parent authorized absences which were unacceptable to the school. Personal reasons to miss school included the desire to impress friends and moodiness. Very  few  pupils from ethnic monotony  group admitted to truancy.   
	Primary pupils reason for absence focused on school rather than home  and included boredom, problem with lessons and teachers, anticipation of trouble, frustration at school rules, the sizes and complexity of primary schools and fear of returning after  a long absence. 
Being Emotionally Disturbed
	The school health education “stated that is for any reason a child is emotionally instructed, his motivation to learn would be greatly reduced. 
	He may as a result of unhappiness play truancy from the above we can seen that the emotional state of a child if not good can make the child stay away from school poverty. 
	William, (2011) sees poverty as one of the basis causes of all forms of deviant behaviors. He hypothesized that since a large proportion  of delinquents behaviors come from low income classes their behavior is a  result of poverty. 
	The theory therefore, assumed  that if a child can not play his school fees, purchase material children he will definitely run always from school in his view. 
	Hary, (2012) studied join their mates that are not attending school for other purpose of theirs purpose of their own interest e.g playing around, found at fishing, visiting other friends and relatives. 
	Dull lesson, (2013) sees dull lessons in the school as one of the major causes of   children’s  truant behavior. When teacher are not able to gear them up, inadequate preparation of lesson. e.g method of teaching, teaching aid e.t.c. frequent of teaching of subjects like mathematic and English will all this children   begin to play truancy. 
Implication of Truancy 
	A number of important issues emerge from this research which have implications  for the Ilorin west L. G. E. A Kwara state. School encourage attendance and deal with poor attendance. Our findings confirm the following points. 
1. The causes of truancy  are complex, respondents identify a combination of home,  school and individuals factors. Which causes some pupils to skip school. The problem is unlikely to be resolved by a single approach. 
2. Truancy start young-many pupils begin truanting in primary schools and continue to do so in primary school. Therefore,  early intervention would be worth to prevent pupils  developing the habits. 
3. The causes of truancy are contested parent and pupils stress school-related factor as the main causes of truancy. 
4. Distinguishing authorized/unauthorized absence is unhelpful because schools apply the terms in different ways. In addition the classification masks the scale of the problem  faced by school and focuses teacher’s attention on ways of presenting the statistics rather than seeking solution to the attendance problem. 
5. Multi-agency working is advocated in Ilorin west L. G. E. A and school  have begun to work with other agencies in order to address the complexity of truancy. There are however tensions inherent in multi-agency working because each agency has its own priority. 
6. School need to changed  many persistent truants reported that they were bored with school. In addition they were more easily able to truant when taught by supply teachers. A stranger focus on retaining staff, developing appropriate curricula, teaching style and school ethnics is needed very persistent truants might benefit from alternative to schools. 
Beyond the facts that there is a correlation between school attendance and the grades a student receive there are other. Consequences for both the parent and the student. For student, they can end up in juvenile court and face confinement in a juvenile facility. 
In addition to being involved in the juvenile court system for truancy, the truancy  may lead to other disciplinary and criminal issue. Parent may face criminal charges and monetary fines. 

Solution to Truancy 
	In order to solve the problem militating for what the causes of truancy, the following solution have been put forward. 
· Parent should occasionally visit school to see their children’s presence in the school. 
· There should routing check on  their children’s note book from time to time to known if at all they are attending school regularly. 
· Government should make adequate provision material for affective learning. 
Instead of focusing on punishment, lets support families and make more inviting to kids there are many ways to fight truancy  and poor school attendance, but one that is increasing over looked in this era of mandated testing is to make schools places where children want to be  if we want student to come  to school, we need to provide the kinds of things they really enjoy, including sporting, music, outdoor time and clubs and program that keep them safe and busy. 
	Everyone agrees that students can’t learn they ‘re not in school and despite that fact that attendance rates are up, for too many kids are still chronically missing school in Mary Land.

Research Instrument
	The instrument used for data collection in this study was a questionnaire, a researcher developed one. The questionnaire was named tagged cause and effect of truancy on performance of pupils. The questionnaire consist of two section. A and B. 
Section A sought to elicit teacher /respondent 
Item personal data 
Section B contained items statements that boarded on to causes and effect of truancy obtain pupils performance. 
Validation of the Instrument 
	This instrument was validated by given it to two experts in measurement and adjustment  needed was made. 
	The suitability of the item and the appropriateness in use of language where also corrected by the supervisor. 
	Items were added and other unused was discarded in the process. 
Reliability of the Instruments 
	To ensure the reliability of the instrument, the questionnaire was administered to (80) eighty teachers in different public primary school in a community that trinomial characteristic with the study at education Ilorin. The split half method was used to find the correction coefficient index which was obtained accordingly. The result obtained indicated that the instrument was reliable.
Procedure for Data Collection 
	The questionnaire were administered directly by the researchers to the respondents and were given just about an hour to complete and return to the researcher. The same sets of the questionnaire were served to all the four schools considered in the study in a similar manner. 
Data Analysis Techniques

CHAPTER FIVE

Summary 
	In this study, the research was carried out to find out the cause and effects of truancy on primary school pupils in Ilorin west local government in Kwara state. 
	Solution to these problem were recommended. 
	To this end, four primary school were selected for the purpose of this study.  The headmasters  were fully  informed about the intention  of the researchers  and the questionnaire were administered and distributed to teachers in each school. 
	The questionnaire confirmed the research  question based on a number of issues such as the peer  group prevent  pupils from going  to school. This finding support the observation made by Alfred O. Thoughen (2010). There was a positive  correlation between  pupils  in Ilorin  west local government Kwara state. 
Conclusion 
	The result of this study shows that there is causes and effects of truancy on academic performance of pupils in primary school in Ilorin west local government in Kwara state. Government should look into sighting of school at accessible areas for children attendance not in the area liable to flood which causes bad road, lack of bridge, construction which may be responsible for playing truancy. 
	Government should past counselor  to school to help pupils. Parent should not register their ward to a school that is far from home. Parent should not ask their children to go farm or market  with them during school time. If the points above are looked into by parent, teachers and government it will enhance conducive atmosphere for learning activities  there by eliminating truancy in Ilorin west local government school in Kwara state.  
Recommendations 
	In view of the findings of this research work, the following recommendations are made: 
· Parent should ensure that their children go to bed very early rise and quick. Preparing for school in the following morning. 
· Parent should occasionally visit school to se their children’s presence in school. It is a require condition for pupils to the teacher for eradication of pupils playing truancy.
· Teachers at free period send matured pupils or prefects to inquire from parent why their children ail to come to school when absent. 
· Teachers should create report for children on the award of punishment for offences committed as punishment may lead to divergence of pupils from school.
· Government should give award to the best attendance for emulation.
