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ABSTRACT

Effective leadership is vital to the success of the school in achieving its objectives especially in the moral upbringing of the students. This study was carried out to ascertain the extent through which school leadership curb the menace of moral decadence in our secondary school through the teaching of civic education. It is a descriptive study carried out ex-post-facto. The population of the study consisted of all civic teachers in  government-owned secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State, Nigeria. The sample size consisted of 50 teachers drawn using the simple random sampling technique. A questionnaire titled “Civic Education and its impact on the moral upbringing of students Questionnaire (CEAIIMUSQ)” was used for data collection. The questionnaire items were validated and a reliability coefficient of 0.75 which was considered adequate for the study was obtained using the Pearson Product Moment correlation statistic. The findings indicated that the extent of using the teaching of civic education to curb moral decadence is poor. Based on the findings of the study, it was recommended that lecturers who are not civic education specialist should not be allowed to teach the course. Also there should be regular enlightenment programme on the negative effect of the absence of moral values on students.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study

Basically, education is held as a human effort to grow and develop the potentials of both physical and spiritual traits in accordance with the values that exist in society, and can prepare human resources or students who has moral and quality and can bring students towards the maturity, independence and responsibility, shameless, honest, polite, noble character, so that they do not rely on their family, community or nation and country anymore
As it has been stated by Kardiyat Wiharyanto (2014) Education is a conscious and planned effort to create learning atmosphere and process so that students actively develop their potential to have religious/spiritual strength, self-control, personality, intelligence, noble character, as well as the skills needed by himself, society, nation and state.

Education is a process in increasing the ability to think in order to become an experience to apply what has been obtained when learning takes place both formally and informally (knowledge) in actions and behaviour in the community. Thus, the moral development of students is needed for the growth of good behaviour. The students’ moral development is taught not only at the transfer of knowledge to students, but also how the students can appreciate and utilize the knowledge that has been obtained in their actions and behaviour in the community, so the result can be seen at the learning process and its applying in their life.

Civic education is very important to shape the students’ moral in the school so that students are able to have a competent life provision, a high sense of nationalism and a self-defence in avoiding negative things that might occur in their life journey.

The students’ moral development has many obstacles in implementing it to students since the moral development of students is only developed in civic education subject that has a great responsibility for the students’ moral development.

Kardiyat Wiharyanto (2014) Civic Education brings the students to become scientists and professionals who have a sense of nationalism and love for the country, democratic, and become citizens who have competitiveness; disciplined, actively participate in building a peaceful life based on the Pancasila value system. In addition, civic education can foster good moral values for students, so that they are independent, able to sort out, which are positive and negative

The moral is a term that shows the application of the values of goodness in the form of action or behaviour. Although the term moral can indicate that morals are good or bad, but in applying, people are said to be moral if they apply the values of goodness in their behaviour.

In essence, moral behaviour is related to human dignity itself as the noblest creature on earth. In social life, behaving in accordance with good values or positive morals is needed to be used as a guide in the formulation of rules that govern life

Moral resulted from intellectual behaviour, emotions, or thinking results of every human being which essentially a rule in life to respect and able to distinguish between right and wrong prevailing in a society. When people talk about one's morals, what is discussed is the habits, behaviour or actions of people or groups of people. As expressed by Nurul Zuriah (2011: 19) moral is an effort to develop a person's behaviour patterns in accordance with the will of the community.

The moral is a very important rule that applied to the school environment, as it can be a sign in social life so that the students can become good citizens with the spirit and high democracy later. Morality has several indicators, especially indicators relating to the morality of students including the morality of students in association in school, family, and community, the morality of students about school discipline, student relations, and teachers, moral responsibility. Moral values and character are having a very tight relationship in manner.

Moral itself which has been raised by Dian Ibung (2009) Moral is a belief about right, wrong, good and bad, in accordance with social agreements, which underlies action and thought. Democracy is considered as the first pillar to guarantee the brotherhood of human rights regardless of gender, age, skin colour, religion and nation. In education, these values are inculcated by looking at the differences between one another. Both the relationship among fellow students or between students and teachers who appreciate and respect each other (Fuad Ikhsan 2005)

In the learning process, the students are not only active, but they are also given the opportunity to determine the learning activities that they will do, along with civic education subjects’ teachers.

Civic Education is providing students with an understanding of values and morals is still not optimal. This can be seen from the students’ daily attitudes and behaviour. The behaviour of learners, among others, lack of respect for teachers, low adherence to school discipline. 
Statement of the problems
Education system, especially at the tertiary level in Nigeria today, is bedeviled by numerous challenges one of which is moral decadence. The alarming rate of moral decadence among Nigerian students call for conscious and concerted efforts towards the cultivation of a civic society (Mofoluwawo, Jarimi and Oyelade, 2012). Nigerian youths are no longer upholding societal values which they were known for because not much emphasis is laid on the teaching of civic education in Nigeria secondary schools as these products are later turned in to study at the tertiary institutions. A decadent free society can only be possible when the youths (students) who are expected to take up leadership roles are aware of the factors leading to such a decadent behavior and a way of avoiding it.

The researchers have observed that the prevalence of indecent dressing, drug abuse, cultism, prostitution, examination malpractice, disrespect for constituted authorities are clear manifestation of high level of moral decadence in our tertiary institutions, especially in Abia State, Nigeria. This may have been as a result of non-inculcation of appropriate values through the teaching of civic education
It seems that the leadership of schools is handicapped over the control of this escalating rate of moral decadence in our institutions. They seem to have lost grip of their leadership responsibilities in having a decadent free institution. It is against this backdrop that it has become pertinent to ascertain the possibility if effective teaching of civic education, coupled with good leadership in schools can salvage the battering image of our tertiary institutions as a result of high rate of moral decadence.

Purpose of the Study

The purpose of this study is to find the impact of civic education on the moral upbringing of students in some selected secondary school in Ilorin west local government. The following are the objectives of this study:

i. To identify impact of civic education on the student moral development 
ii. To examine the extent of curbing indecent dressing through leadership and effective instruction of civic education (Citizenship education) in Nigeria secondary school.
iii. To examine the extent of curbing cultism through leadership and effective instruction of civic education from their secondary school level.

iv. To examine the extent of curbing examination malpractice through leadership and effective instruction of civic education in secondary school in Kwara State, Nigeria
Research Questions 
To guide the study, the following research questions are formulated. 

1. What are the impacts of civic education on the student moral development in secondary school?

2. What are the extent of curbing indecent dressing through leadership and effective instruction of civic education (Citizenship education) in Nigeria secondary school?

3. What are the extent of curbing cultism through leadership and effective instruction of civic education from their secondary school level?

Research Hypotheses
H01: There is no significant impact of civic education on the student moral development 

H02: There is no significant relationship between indecent dressing through leadership and effective instruction of civic education (Citizenship education) in Nigeria secondary school.

H03: There is no significant relationship between cultism through leadership and effective instruction of civic education from their secondary school level.

Significance of Civic Education

Civic education being a core subject in primary and secondary schools in the country is of great significance to the students and the society.

Civic education is introduced into the primary schools in order to expose the learners to their rights and correlative obligations to their civic polity. It will also improve the learners’ cognitive and affective capacities that are inevitable for analyzing and tackling civic life related challenges. 

Civic education which is specially designed in content and function to produce good, useful informed, active, responsible (and morally upright) students. It also instills civic virtues in the students and makes patriotism flow in the peoples’ blood veins as part and parcel of their socio-political living. The students being one of the beneficiaries of civic education will be equipped with the informed knowledge of how our brand of democracy works and what true democracy means in reality.

In a social milieu like the Nigerian society where the citizenry is docile, largely apathetic, irresponsible and where citizens sitting – on – the fence in even matters and issues affecting their lives preponderate, civic education will churn out a new generation of responsible and disciplined citizens. With civic education, socio-civic competence of the citizenry will be in high gear towards institutionalizing a stable and well ordered society.

Civic education encourages active participation of the citizenry in the polity.

Scope and Limitation of the Study
This study will cover the impact of civic education on the moral upbringing of students. Insufficient fund tends to impede the efficiency of the researcher in sourcing for the relevant materials, literature or information and in the process of data collection (internet, questionnaire and interview) limit the study to Ilorin West local government area of Kwara state.

The researcher will simultaneously engage in this study with other academic work. This consequently will cut down on the time devoted for the research work. The population for the study will involve all teachers teaching social studies in secondary school in Ilorin west local government, 50 students randomly selected in Ilorin west local government area, Kwara state, through simple random sampling techniques. Structured questionnaire will be used to elicit data from the respondents. Frequent and percentage will be to analyze the demographic characteristics of respondents and simple percentage methods will be used to answer the research questions and chi-square method shall be used for research hypotheses of the study.
Operational Definition of Terms
Civic Education: Civics is the study of the rights and obligations of citizens in society. The term derives from the Latin word civicus, meaning "relating to a citizen". The term relates to behavior affecting other citizens, particularly in the context of urban development
Moral: Morality is the differentiation of intentions, decisions and actions between those that are distinguished as proper and those that are improper
Upbringing: Parenting or child rearing promotes and supports the physical, emotional, social, spiritual and cognitive development of a child from infancy to adulthood. Parenting refers to the intricacies of raising a child and not exclusively for a biological relationship
Moral Upbringing: moral upbringing is the process of introducing the child to the world of values and moral norms. It is about a mutual influence of a tutor and the child in order to shape the child's specific psychical predispositions, being the foundation of attitudes and moral behaviors of an individual.
Student: A student is a person enrolled in a school or other educational institution. In the United Kingdom and most commonwealth countries, a "student" attends a secondary school or higher institution.
Cultism: Cult is a term, in most contexts pejorative, for a relatively small group which is typically led by a charismatic and self-appointed leader, who excessively controls its members, requiring unwavering devotion to a set of beliefs and practices which are considered deviant.
Examination of Malpractices: Examination malpractice is defined as the deliberate wrongdoing contrary to official examination rules (Maheshwari, 2011). Ugwu (2012) defined it as any deliberate wrong- doing contrary to official examination rules and designed to place a candidate at an unfair advantage.

The Concept: Civic Education

Civic education refers to a systematized educative process through which the target learner is oriented to governmental functioning in a given democratic society as well as the learner’s rights and correlative responsibilities, all geared at producing or developing, informed, participative, and responsible citizens. This accounts for the description of civic education by Ukegbu, Ezieobi, Ajilege, Abdulrahaman and Anyaoha, (2019) as “education which is specifically designed in content and function to produce good, useful … informed, active, responsible (and morally upright) citizens.”

Aristotle (2018) conceptualised Civic Education as an element of education that makes the society to function well, provide for law and authoritative mandate, sociable harmony and peaceful co-habitation of citizens. The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) defines Civic Education as that learning, which enables an individual to effectively participate in democratic and developmental processes at both local and national levels (UNDP, 2004). Peterson (2011) perceived Civic Education as any formative endeavour to teach the knowledge, skills or dispositions required for citizenship. Ross (2012) defined citizenship education as the aspect of education that deals with the relationship between the individual and political society, between the self and others.

Bagheri (2010) dimensionalised Civic Education into citizen education, and education for collective life. Smith et al. (2013) regarded it as democratic education that considers all aspects of human rights, which emphasizes the need for rule of law and good governance (Aristotle, 2018; Finkel, 2012). Civic Education can additionally include any type of systematic process that seeks to organise people politically, for example, through public interest or reform groups or through trade or professional association (Finkel, 2002; Crittenden and Levine, 2013).

Civic Education is described as a learning system that inculcates the principles of civic life such as respect for law and order, responsibility, critical reasoning, objectivity, coordination in activities, understanding the principle of politics, the structure of political system and a dozen of other related subjects and components (Shabani, 2013). Civic Education can also be regarded as the instruction given to citizens on how to contribute civically; especially within the borders of national and universal citizenship (Centre for Civic Education, 2011).

Civic Education for Effective Citizenship and Development in Nigeria

The study of civic education is as important to any nation as education itself. This is so because every nation aspires to have good citizens who would love it, respect it and if possible, to die for it. That is why the task of educating citizen for democracy is a major objective in every nation’s educational system.

The important society attaches to civic education cannot be over-emphasized in the modern world. This is so, because, it promotes the exercise of liberty which entails respect for diversity, politically, culturally and intellectually (Engle and Ochoa 2008), It is important to note, however, that every country whether democratic or not needs to establish some degree of consensus and conformity among its citizens.

This objective can best be achieved through well planned civic education which does not use manipulation and indoctrination. That is necessary because without it the realities of civic education would not be achieved. That is why social studies educators are expected to influence the nature, ideals, and realities civic education. For as Engle and Ochoa 2018) further state:

If these teachers (social studies educators) are not concerned with the consistency between their teaching methods and democratic ideals, if they do not expose young people to controversy, to contrasting interpretations and to diverse perspectives – in short, if they do not provide every opportunity for students to think for themselves and make decisions on their own, then there is little hope for developing a seasoned commitment to democratic ideals among the citizenry at large.

Since civic education develops in students the necessity for them to love and respect their country, they should be exposed to facts concerning their country. Hence, facts, genuine reasons and exposure to the facts, free from the use of coercive, doctrinaire methods should be used in civic education.

For one to develop genuine love for one’s country and participate actively in its affairs, and if possible, to be ready to die for it, one must know something about it. For Patterson in Uchendu (2019) that is every important, he observes’ that “We believe that youngsters have to know something before they can be intelligent participators in group privileges, which I take it, is what we mean by citizenship”.

In many countries, including Nigeria, civic education takes place in both direct and indirect ways. For example, before one graduates from a high school in America, the person must have spent a semester studying American government and one year of American history. 

There is also a course in modern problems which quite frequently touches upon good citizenship. There is also a great deal of our literature dealing with analysis that will lead to more intelligent citizenship”. In Nigeria civic education begins with civics and continues with history etc.

As has been stated before, civic education is necessary in modern society and therefore should be part and parcel of the educational curriculum. As an area of study it creates social awareness that enables people to understand and appreciate their environment and culture. It provides one with useful information concerning the merit and demerits of one’s society as well as equipping one in solving certain social problems. In a place – like Nigeria with a multi-ethnic composition, civic education helps to bring together the diverse ethnic groups irrespective of their cultural affiliations.

It builds a united group with the common objective of improving the society. It develops critical thinking in the youth and enables them to be active participants in the economic and socio-political life of their society with a view to making them responsible citizenship among the people and helps the youths to develop the spirit of patriotism as well as the necessary valued skills of their society. It develops in them those qualities which the society considers important for its future and well-being.

The Importance of Civic Education

Civic education inculcates in the people their society’s basic beliefs values as well as the people’s culture and skills. It equips the youths with what the people view as important. It also inculcates in students their rights and privileges as well as their duties as responsible citizens. It makes them to be socially and politically aware, and integrates them into the social life of their society as well as helps them to acquire the skills and competences of their society. Civic education equips the youth with all the pertinent skills that enable them to contribute meaningfully to their society. It makes one patriotic and enables one to participate actively in formulating views that would lead to national progress and development. It creates social and political awareness in the young people the spirit of unity and peace. While recognizing differences, it emphasizes common heritage and the reason why every citizen should be patriotic. This makes civic education very important in every country.

Civic Education as a Moral Education

The new paradigm of Civic Education has changed in several aspects; vision, mission, material substance, teaching strategy, and performance [Kazimzade and Silova, 2013]. In the old paradigm, Civic Education manifests as those of the powerful indoctrination da moral standards monologues.

Awareness of moral values directs children to be able to make careful considerations of their behavior in everyday life both at school and in society. Because moral awareness in education is still significantly less attention, a lot of cases or issues related to the moral consciousness of particular concern in the world of education. Moral makes a healthy person in society even in education for sustainability education of generations achieve a decisive moral and academic appropriate educational goal. Moral issues are problems that are currently asking much attention, especially from educators, religious scholars, community leaders and parents. We endlessly listen to the complaints of parents who are confused about their children who are difficult to obey, stubborn and naughty. Many teachers are confused about their students, who cannot receive education and do not want to study

Moral education is one of the epistemological components of Civic Education. Dakhidae [2011,] emphasizing that one of the roles of Civic Education (civic education) is to provide guidelines for the cultivation of ideological values that are considered high by a nation for its future generations, making humans homo novi-ordinis, namely humans who have reached the perfection of life, have great souls and are truly good. With this paradigm,

Civic Education can take a role in the framework of the construction, reconstruction, and the resolution of issues that arise in various sectors of life of the Indonesian people, through learning the civic knowledge, the civic values, and the civic skills. One of the dominant values studied together in Civic Education is ethics or morals. On this side, the teaching of ethics in Civic Education includes three categories at once, the descriptive ethics, normative ethics and meta-ethics. The third category is the subject of teaching ethics Civic Education as a moral or character education.

In character (moral) education, it is essential to develop core ethical values such as caring, honesty, fairness, responsibility and respect for oneself and others, along with the values of supporting performance such as persistence, high work ethic, and persistence. As a good character base; These core values aspects are the coverage of affection aspects which must be the main content in every Citizenship learning [Mujtahidin, 2015].
Nigeria’s Need for Civic Education

The teaching and learning of Civic Education in Nigeria’s Primary and Secondary Schools has become fundamental especially in the face of dwindling levels of national consciousness, social harmony and patriotic zeal.

As far back as the 1980s, it became painfully evident that the lack of Civic Education and patriotic orientation had led to disorientation in schools and the larger society. This was why the political Bureau set up by former President Ibrahim Babangida, in March 1987, recommended the establishment of Mass Mobilization for Social and Economic Recovery (MAMSER) which eventually transformed into the National Orientation Agency (NOA) as attested by Sunday Trust (August 9th, 2009, Falola, Ahmadi, 2003). This was done to checkmate the activities of the people to make sure that they act but within the confines of the constitution. Conditions such as these necessarily need the intervention of Civic Education for the achievement of national development.

Nigeria also need Civic Education to correct her societal ills. Events of the recent past have shown that Nigeria is on the brink of loosing its much cherished sense of nationhood, cultural identity and indeed, hospitable spirit. The prevalent trend of corruption, indiscipline, disrespect for both elders and the rule of law, noncommittal to duty et cetera are some of the manifestations of negative values in the Nigerian Society. These call for urgent value reorientation because of their far reaching impact on national development.

Furthermore, the need for Civic Education in Nigeria is fundamental because it teaches the right attitudes. Students and pupils are meant to understand what right attitudes and wrong attitudes are. For instance, laziness, truancy, keeping bad company, drug abuse, bribery, and so forth, should be discouraged, while hard work, truth, integrity, loyalty should be encouraged.

Citizens should do away with bad behaviours such as: indecent dressing, cheating in examination, stealing, bullying others, and the likes (Oyelami, Abayomi, and Olatunde, 2011). In addition, and more importantly, Civic Education has the objective of exposing students and general public to various ways of achieving community and national development, such as right values, religious tolerance, right and duties of citizens, among other things. All these will enhance the capacity of an individual to contribute to community, national and global development (Olayemi, Abayomi, and Olatunde, 2011).

Terminating our analysis on this segment, it is salient to note that Nigeria need Civic Education to encourage spirit of friendship and cooperation as captured by John Dickinson of US in the fourth verse of a 1768 patriotic ballad, the liberty song thus: Civic Education promotes the spirit of friendship, cooperation, harmonious relationship, religious tolerance, among others are vital towards individual, community, and national development.
The Role of Civic Education in Developing the Students’ Moral 
Raudlatul Jannah Vocational School always prioritizes moral values compared to the knowledge gained. They will feel that they will fail to score the next generation if the moral is not getting better every day, especially when viewed from the percentage of graduation many students do not have good morals and manners, so it is not in accordance with the basic of the state namely Pancasila. 

In the current era of globalization, students tend to behave negatively like students with their peers do not respect each other, lack of tolerance, anarchism and students’ act that can endanger others. Therefore, civic education can improve the morale of good students who are virtuous, disciplined in society, nation and state, morality, and have faith and devotion to the almighty God. 

The important role of civic education in developing the students’ moral as a vehicle in the moral learning of citizens both in the level of education and in behaving as an Indonesian citizen who can demonstrate the moral attitude of citizens in accordance with Pancasila. 

Civic education in building the students’ moral needs the support of openness of students as the young generation of the nation to be able to accept and care for the nation itself, practical and strategic needs include the needs of all levels of society or citizens in developing morals. Civic education is education that is compulsory for all levels of education from elementary to tertiary level. 

The role of civic education in developing the students’ moral to print the golden generation of the future of the Indonesian nation, is determined by how civic education can run in accordance with the objectives of civic education itself, so that civic education holds firmly on the moral development of learners through learning in class that can be implemented in the students’ life both within in the school and community. 

Civic education is a spearhead for the development of students’ moral since in civic education there are values, norms and morals that can be gained by students. The moral development of students can be seen from the behaviour of students when at school, thus the benchmarks for the success of students to develop morals that is contained in the behaviour or moral of students that can be observed at the school environment. 

The cultivation of moral values is not only monopolized by civic education subjects, it means that every subject can insert moral values into students. However, some people already consider that educating students to have good morality is one of the responsibilities that must be carried out by civic education subject. Therefore, a great responsibility is borne by civic education subject, appropriate steps or strategies need to be taken to develop morally in civic education learning. 

The results of this study can be illustrated that students at the Raudlatul Jannah Vocational School had played an important role to educate and produce a generation of people with the spirit of Pancasila, namely by instilling good morals to students through civic education through democracy learning. The students here not only know about the subject matter of civic, but they played an active role in becoming good citizens by developing good moral values such as honesty in speaking, discipline, attention and care for others that the teacher has applied to students. 

In fact, to be able to survive, be accepted by society and continue to develop as a good person, are not from one's material but from one's own personality, and to the ability to respect others, take responsibility for their actions and other aspects of others. The students’ academic intelligence is not the main thing that is applied but from the attitude and behaviour. 

The assessment of the students’ moral can be seen through behaviour that shows the success of civic education in developing and instilling morale of students to have a nationalist and Pancasila spirit, which can be accepted in the wider community. 

Moral can also be interpreted as good moral behaviour or ethical behaviour and in accordance with the rules that exist in education or society that can lead to a good personality. As stated by Zuriah nurul, (2011) moral education is the students’ personal development about the patterns of belief contained in the belief system of society about good things to do and bad things to avoid. Students can be said to be successful and accepted in the community is when students are able to adjust to the demands of their environment, by prioritizing the behaviour of their personalities. 
Civic education can improve the good moral of students who are virtuous, disciplined in the community, nation and state, morality, and faith and devotion to an almighty XGod. As stated by A. baidillah and Abdul Rozak (2014) civic education basically is to make Indonesian citizens who are intelligent, dignified and active in the life of the nation and state. 

Civic education, besides plays an important role as a vehicle for the moral development of students, it is also as a place to make students as scientists and professionals in their scientific fields, as Kardiyat Wiharyanto (2014) states that Civic Education is bringing students to be a scientist and professional who has a sense of nationality and love for the country, democratic; and become citizens who have foreign power; disciplined, actively participates in building a peaceful life based on the value system. 

Civic education also has a great responsibility for the moral development of students, so that the main role of civic education should be given more extra hours, thus the role of civic education can be seen maximally in terms of students’ behaviour that shows the success of civic education in developing the students’ moral.
Challenges and Prospect Associate with Civic Education in Nigeria

In spite, the fact that Civic Education is helpful to students and the general public because of its role in national development, Civic Education still faces a lot of challenges hindering its healthy development, prominent among these are: Paucity of materials, lack of adequate trained teachers of Civic Education, lack of commitment of government officials, relative newness of Civil Education, Parents in Nigeria have not done enough. For the purpose of clearly and easy comprehension the above enumerated points are analyzed hereunder. Paucity of materials constitutes a serious problem in teaching and learning of Civic Education in Nigerian Schools.

Since the introduction of Civic Education both students and teachers of the said discipline find it difficult to get instructional materials for dispensing knowledge in the area of this discourse. Some schools in Nigeria and in Benue State precisely do give contract to book vendors to supply instructional materials to facilitate the teaching and learning of the subject in question but they end up reporting to the school management that the materials are not in stock. As a result of this, pupils and students are suffering the consequences.

Moreso, lack of adequate trained teachers in Civic Education constitute a hindrance for healthy growth and development of the subject under review. It should be noted that in Nigeria, Civic Education is studied only at primary and secondary levels, since the discipline is not available at the university and other tertiary levels, there are not enough qualified teachers to infuse civic knowledge in Nigerians. The few available instructors partially received the training to train students in this area of study, all other teachers in this area are quacks. The implication is that students are not properly taught the values that are necessary for national development (Alexander, 2012).

Challenges facing Civic Education in Nigeria cannot be discussed successfully without mentioning lack of commitment of government officials. Although, the federal government entrenched the Civic Education programme in National Policy of Education (NPE), in 1991, there is still much to be done when it comes to the practical support of its implementation. More committed action will help the growth of the discipline. For instance, there should be adequate planning that would map out both short and long term goals; as well as the strategies of evaluating the progress been made.

In addition to the above discussed hinderances is the relative newness of Civic Education. While Western education was introduced into the country in 1842, (NTI, 2012) Civic Education was formerly introduced in 1999 and implemented in 2006, which is after a century. Owing to this, some people including school management sometimes conceive that Civic Education is an intruder into the curriculum. Consequently, feel reluctant to allocate a reasonable time on the school time table for teaching and learning of the discipline. Some view Civic Education as a repetition of subjects like government, history, social studies and the likes. As such, they have nonchalant attitude in studying the subject in question, this as a matter of fact impairs the smooth progress of Civic Education as such national development is been affected.

Contributing on the challenges hampering the development of Civic Education in Nigeria Iyamu (2013), brings to the fore the view of Mokwenye thus, “the government and parents in Nigeria have not done enough to positively and creatively occupy the minds of the youth to the extent that most of them have detailed and veered off the path of moral decency and dignity”.

Over the years, attention has been on equipping Nigerian youth with the needed values and social attributes that enhance their acceptance, integration and participation in the society – (FRN, 2019), yet experiences have shown that the youth are finding it increasingly difficult to lead desirable ways of life, participating in the areas of human relationships, responsibility, respect, obedience and orderliness. Generally, their level of civility has remained low, a phenomenon attributable largely to the lapses of the school and home. Our concern today, therefore, should be to fill the gaps by exposing the youths to the appropriate learning experiences and activities that help to raise their civic consciousness and develop appropriate social values. An attribute for effective relationship in the society.

Appraisal of Reviewed of Literature 
Civic education in developing the students’ moral was very influential. The students could play an active role to become good citizens by developing good moral values such as honesty in speaking, discipline, attention and care for others. Students were able to adjust to the demands of their environment, by prioritizing the behaviour of their personality. Democracy learning in the school environment was very helpful to support the success of students in the learning process, where they were trained to promote social sense, high tolerance, mutual respect and respect.

The role of civic education through democracy learning that students can learn to think well through democracy learning that is applied by teachers. To support the students’ future in the community. The term of democracy as in political literature is taken from ancient Greek, which it consists of two words, namely demos which means people and kratos which means power, and when it combined means power in the hands of people (Dede Rosyada 2013)  Civic Education in providing students with an understanding of values and morals is still not optimal. This can be seen from the students’ daily attitudes and behaviour. The behaviour of learners, among others, lack of respect for teachers, low adherence to school discipline. Therefore, certain efforts need to be made so that teachers are able to provide students with an understanding of values and morals in each learning. Civic education learning teaches the students to behave in accordance with the existing rules both within the school environment and in the community. Thus, civic education through democracy learning provides a space for students to continue to develop the morals contained in students' self-potential. 
The moral is very necessary for the students’ development since it gives a very big influence on students. However, in the moral development of students that occur in the current era is very inappropriate for emulated. Because in the current era, the students’ moral cannot be controlled by just giving a reprimand The burden of civic education that must be done in learning is very large. It is related to morals and the final value generated in the learning process. In addition, besides it teaches the insight of the archipelago, civic education also develops moral education in which it is not far from the values. 

Civic education is one of the subjects that contains moral education so that, the students’ moral development can be seen from the final results from the implementation of civic education towards the students to be able in developing the students’ moral values in accordance with the values. 

Through moral cultivation to students that is carried out by civic education, subjects are expected to be able to become students who have behaviours that are in accordance with the standards set by their social groups. Since the loss of moral values in students can lead to problems, that will be widely violated by students, so that expectations that in beginning became a guide in education will not be able to run properly. Thus, the moral development of students cannot be in accordance with the expectations and values.
CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODS

Introduction 

In this study, the researcher examined the impact of civic education on the moral  upbringing of students in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin west local government area of Kwara state. This chapter focuses on the methods used in the course of this study, using the following sub-headings: Research Design, Population and Sample Size, Sample and Sampling Techniques, Instrument of Data Collection, Validity of the Instrument, Reliability of the Instrument, Procedure for Data Collection and Methods of Data Analysis.

Research Design

The research design employed for the study is the survey method. Survey method seems to have the advantage of being an effective way of collecting data from a large number of sources and in a short time. Therefore, survey method was adopted in order to acquire the opinion of the respondents on the subject matter because of its flexibility and effectiveness in information gathering.

Population and Sample Size

The population of the study is made up of all secondary school teachers in Ilorin west local government Area of Kwara state.  The total numbers of fifty (50) respondents were selected for the study. It is from this population that a representative sample was drawn. 
Sample and Sampling Technique

The sample for this study was fifty secondary school teacher. In view of the fact that the researcher could not cover all the secondary schools in the Local Government Area, fifty respondents were selected by using simple random sampling techniques from ten randomly selected secondary schools in the Local Government Area. They were schools that have been established for more than twenty five years.

Instrument of Data Collection 

Self – developed questionnaire was employed to collect relevant information from the respondents after due consultation with the project supervisor. The questionnaire tagged the impact of civic education on the moral upbringing of student questionnaire (ICEMUSQ) was responded to by the teachers in the ten sample schools. The questionnaire consists of two main section namely, A and B. Section A sought for the bio –data of the respondents while section B sought for information concerning civic education on the moral upbringing of students. There are four different alternative responses to each statement in the questionnaire (Strongly Agreed, Agreed and Strongly Disagreed, Disagreed)

The respondents were expected to tick the most appropriate response.

Validity of the Instrument

Content validity was carried out for the purpose of this study. The researcher wrote the items of the questionnaire and gave it to some course lecturers for vetting. After vetting, a new one was developed and submitted to my project supervisor for correction.  Thus, the researcher came up with a modified and improved set of items which was approved as achieving its content validity.

Reliability of the Instrument

In determining the reliability of the instrument employed in this study, a test re-test techniques was used. The instrument was administered twice with an interval of four weeks. The two sets of score were correlated   by using Pearson Product Moment Correlation Techniques. A correlation co-efficient of 0.76 obtained was considered high enough to make the questionnaire usable.

Administration of the Instrument 

The researcher visited the school sampled in order to explain the importance and the confidentiality if the instrument.  The questionnaire forms were distributed to five teachers in each school. The respondents were secondary school teachers. 

Procedure for Data Collection

Information was collected through questionnaire: which were distributed to senior secondary school teacher in each sample school in order to enhance a good percentage of return of the questionnaire, distribution and collection were made by hand.  In all, fifty five questionnaire were distributed but a total of fifty questionnaire were retrieved and analysed   

Method of Data Analysis

Simple percentage method was used to analyze the data collected. It is used to justify the research question raised for the study.

CHAPTER FOUR

RESULT AND DISCUSSION

Data gather in this study were teachers’ free response to the questionnaire. The teachers’ responses were subjected to statistical analysis using chi – square. The results were carried out in line with the research questions and research hypotheses raised for the study.

Presentation of Results 

The presentation started with the biological data and information characterized of the respondents

         According to Shokan (2017) see Civic education learning teaches the students to behave in accordance with the existing rules both within the school environment and in the community. In view of this 39(78%) of the respondents strongly affirmed that civic education learning teaches the students to behave in accordance with the existing rules both within the school environment and in the community while 11(22%) of the respondents agreed to the statement but none of the  respondents disputed the statement. 
           More so, Eregha  (2016) certain that civic education in building the students’ moral needs the support of openness of students as the young generation of the nation to be able to accept and care for the nation itself, practical and strategic needs include the needs of all levels of society or citizens in developing morals with the view of 28(56%) of the respondents emphasized that civic education through learning provides a space for students to continue to develop the morals contained in students' self- potential while 19(38%) of the respondents agreed to the statement but 3(6%) of the respondents disputed to the statement.

          It is obviously shows that civic education helps to differentiate between what is universally accepted as right and what is accepted as wrong with the support of 29(58%) of the respondents strongly agreed while 19(38%) of them agreed while only 2(4%) of the respondents disagree to the statement.

      In response to item 4, 34(68%) of the respondents strongly agreed that civic education plays an important role in developing student behaviour in social, tolerant, appreciate and respect each other while 9(18%) of the respondents agreed to the statement but 5(10%) of the respondents disagreed to the statement and 2(4%) of the respondents strongly opposed the statement.

Research Question Two: What are the extent of curbing indecent dressing through leadership and effective instruction of civic education (Citizenship education) in Nigeria secondary school?

        In response to item 7 above, Civic education admonish students that engage in indecent dressing with the support of 22(44%) of the respondents strongly agreed while 23(46%) of the respondents agreed but 2(4%) and 3(6%) of the respondents disagreed the statement respectively.

Opaluwale (2000) and Ugoji (2010) who aver that life on the campus environment can be insecure apart from the physical destruction and disruption of academic activities due to cult activities. It also agrees with the work of Chebli et al. (2007) who noted that due to cult activities on campus, teaching and learning processes, mentality of the students including the general peace and tranquility of various campuses are adversely affected.

In addition, from assertion above 40(80%) of the respondents are unanimously strongly agreed that the teaching of citizenship education has impacted positively on students in curbing cultism while 7(14%) of them agreed but 2(4%) and 1(2%) of the respondents disagreed to the statement.

          Our school administration has done much in curbing the activities of cult groups of 35(70%) of the respondents strongly agreed with the view while 10(20%) of the respondents agreed to the statement but 1(2%) and 4(8%) of the respondents against the motion respectively.
Discussion of Result
The findings of this study as presented in table 1-4 indicate that so far the expectation vested upon the teaching of civic education towards the achievement of part of the objectives of the National policy on Education on inculcation of proper values may not be soon achieved. The inability of students in our tertiary institutions to be inculcated with sound moral values through the teaching of civic education is an indication that the leadership of schools need to put in extra effort in seeing that the development and proper training is achieved before the graduation period of these students.

The findings of table one shows that curbing the menance of indecent dressing as a moral decadence through the teaching of civic education in tertiary institutions is high with 52% score. This goes on to prove the effort of school leadership in ensuring that this aspect of moral decadence do not hamper the effort of government in inculcating proper moral values in students during their period of studentship which will enable them to live well in the society. The findings of this study is in consonance with that of Mofoluwawo, Jarimi and Oyelade (2012) who noted that civic education is out to develop in the leaders those values and skills that will make them responsible citizens. It also agrees with Beth and Amali (2012) who observed that good character exhibition is not automatic but instead developed overtime through a sustained teaching process. The findings of this study disagrees with Gbadegbe and Qvashie (2013) who stressed that indecently dressed students are prone to academic failure as they pay little attention during teaching and learning process. 

Evidence from table two show that undergraduate students may not have acquired the needed moral values through the teaching of civic education which would have helped to curb the excesses of cultism in schools with a percentage of 61%. This implies that the school leadership need to set a machinery in motion so as to impart positively in the lives of the students through the teaching of civic education. The findings of this study is in line with Opaluwale (2000) and Ugoji (2010) who aver that life on the campus environment can be insecure apart from the physical destruction and disruption of academic activities due to cult activities. It also agrees with the work of Chebli et al. (2007) who noted that due to cult activities on campus, teaching and learning processes, mentality of the students including the general peace and tranquility of various campuses are adversely affected
Results from table three show that the extent of curbing examination malpractice through the teaching of civic education is poor with a percentage of 65%. This shows that the effort of institutional leadership and the teaching of civic education has not yielded much dividends in inculcating that moral consciousness in students to show examination malpractice. The findings of the study is consistent with Emaikwu (2012) who attributed the widespread of examination malpractices in tertiary institutions to that which has led to a situation where the use of proficiency of the students has become impossible. It also concur with Ada (2004) who noted that results in tertiary institutions tend to give a false picture of the state of affairs due to examination malpractice. 

The data presented in table 4 (four) show the extent of curbing moral decadence in tertiary institutions through the teaching of civic education is low with a percentage of 58% disagreeing. This shows that the efforts being made so far by educational administrators in controlling the menance of moral decadence which has eaten deep into the fabrics of society has not yielded an acceptable result. The findings in consistent with the of Ajayi (2009) who noted that moral decadence cannot be curbed unless the society displays high degree of responsibility through combating this menance with the vigour and rigour that it deserves.
CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSSION AND RECOMMENDATION

Summary
This study conducted to find out the impact of civic education on moral upbringing. Simple random sampling techniques were adopted to select ten secondary schools. The numbers of respondents used were one hundred (100) which selected five (5) each from the stratum of twenty (20) subs –group school.


The questionnaire was administered to the respondent by the researcher through personal visit to sampled secondary school and due consultation were made with school authorities simple percentage method was used to ascertain the reliability of the instrument. In the course of this research, it has been clearly discovered that the media devices contribute tremendously to the student academic performance and as well as effectiveness of teachers.


However, analysis of the data for this study show that all the three research questions formulated for the purpose of the study were pointing to the positive impact of media device on the student academic performance in social studies.
Conclusion 
It should be noted that proper education of students through civic education will enable them acquire good values and skills necessary for good lifestyle as they will take cognizance of their responsibilities and limitations but the absence of the teaching of civic education may lead to disorientation in school, lack of focus in the lives of the students and future bad leadership traits in the larger society.
Recommendations 
Based on the findings of the study, the following recommendations are made: 

1. There should be regular enlightenment programme on the negative effect of the absence of moral values on the lives of students in tertiary institution. 
2. Students should be encouraged to develop more interest in civic education courses as it will help them to acquire proper moral values that will enable them live as responsible citizens in the society. 
3. The curriculum content in the teaching of civic education should be broadened to cover areas that are limited in scope as well as areas not covered by the already existing curriculum. 
4. Tertiary Institutions through the electronic media should sponsor civic education programmes to educate the students the more on profitable values and norms. 
5. Lecturers should be specially trained in the civic education instead of using teachers from any field in teaching the course.
