The arm of this study is to examine the influence of social stratification on the education of Nigeria youths.So, the team social stratification simply means the classification or division of the society on basis of parental status in the society, because youths faced so many problems that hinder their progress. Therefore, the social stratification influence on the education of Nigeria youths by reveals the genesis in order to find a solution to their problems.
As a result of this, research work will be divided onto five, chapter one deals with background of the study, statement of significant of the study, delimitation of the study and the definition of some major terms.Chapter two entails the literature review, education and social stratification in the Nigeria society, social stratification and agents of socialization and influence social stratification on youth education in Nigeria, appraisal of the literature review. 
Chapter three is based on the research design, target design sample and sampling procedure, instrument of the study, validity and reliability of the instruments, administration of the instruments and data analysis techniques. Chapter four includes method of data analysis and summary of the major findings.Chapter five cover the summary of finding; conclusion commendation of the research work and it is followed by the references and the questionnaire.

CHAPTER ONE 
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study 
It is clear feeling that social stratification or parental status in the society affect the education of their children in the sense that, one cannot compare a child aristocrats with a child of common man in the educational capabilities given that all things be equal.
Parents has to fulfill their responsibilities in terms of taking good care of their children right from home to school, parents have to clothe their children, give them food on time, accommodate them, prepare them for school as soon as possible, encourage them as what they feel is good for them especially the talented ones and all sorts. This will make the child a focus and responsible both to himself, his parent and society at large.
However, all this parental responsibilities are daily routine (activities) but this depends solely on the status of such parent in the society. A parent that is well remunerated in his work, live in a conducive environment will be able of fulfill these responsibilities, because of his high status in the society in terms of wealth possession. He will be able to feed his children, clothe them take them to schools on time with cars, buy them textbooks and other educational materials which make education and school easy for such child.
Unlike a poor parents who wake up in the morning and has nothing to give his children, such parent will not be able to look after their children as expected and this is one of the major factor that causes differences in the education of most Nigerian youths today considering the above background let see the concept itself for intensive understanding of the project matter.
Social stratification is a generic term which is been defined by various anther. According to Bronh (1968) define social stratification as a generic term for social life that is organized either by caste or by class. This includes the ranking or rating certain individual as constituting higher and lower differential strata or class in terms of some basic and general characteristics. It also refers to unequal distribution among menace of a society attributes, qualities and possession that are regarded with their society as desirable.
In many societies, there is mark difference in the distribution of wealth. For instance, the dimensions of stratification are class, status and power class focuses on relative amount of wealth, and the economic goals that people possess. This difference has great impart in education life of most Nigeria youths because of such difference in their background.
But however, there are exceptions to the natural law that gives stratification. Because, it is most man will perform excellently well in his education than a son of a common main or lower class factors. These include heredity, environment and socialization. The details will emerge in the later chapter. 
However, for the proper understanding of this research work, the study have been put in systematic way through the use of research instrument to see effects of the class difference of the education life of their children. Such effects include positive and negative effects of the class difference on the education of their children. These effects and influences are arranged in systematic order. The positive effects and influences of the high class parent on their child’s education together with its negative influences; such effects and influences include:
· Early attendance to school 
· Provision of education facilities
· Encouragement in school education
· Attendance at the best school
· Opportunity for good foundation in education
· Development of interest in school activities
· Academic and job aspirations
The details will be explained in the later chapter irrespective of how they affect each class.
Moreover views were gathered from the civil society through the same research instrument and different opinions were established. Also the reviews of other factors that affect child education other then parental status were also examined and finally recommendations and conclusions of the research work.
Statement of the Problem
The roles and responsibilities of any parents on the life of their children cannot be understand, this is because of their coming and welfares to the growth and development of such children in respective of their status, while some do and this has significance influences on the educational life of such children.
Never the less, the study is to find out the effectiveness of these parental status on the education of their children. The research is centered on the cumulative effects of various problems confronting the youths in terms of academic performances, also the roles and responsibilities of the parents and how these roles causes the success or failure of their children. It will therefore, be of general interest to conduct a study on these problems and roles.
However, the following problems have been identified (mostly generated from the parental roles).
· Non-chalant attitude of most parents towards their children welfare evidence by keeping bad company in school by the students.
· Economic factors evidence by poor educative material which causes truancy in school on the part of students.
· Natural problem. A parent with single child and inability to give birth to another, leading to spoiling of the child with excessive material wealth and over pamper which make such child to loose concentration since he lacks certain things.
· Peer group influence on the part of students, evidence by imitation from the parents. Some parents keep bad company and their children imitate this.
· A child with a disciplinarian parent will always entertain fear and this may lead to psychological and emotional problem causing loose of concentration.
· Environmental factors evidence by a parent with political ambition or engage in polities will have no time for his family and this cause problem to the family because of such parent will not be able to perform his/her responsibilities effectively on the children.
· Other factors include single parent, breaking homes and parent child relationship. All these affect educational achievement of any affected child.
Purpose of the Study
The purpose of this study is to see the influence of the social stratification on the education of Nigeria youths. The status of parent is in no doubt influences the educational achievement of most youths in Nigeria today. A child of a poor or lower class man will not be able to participate well in school due to the fact that, he/she will not be in good condition to fulfill his/her mission. This condition ranges from poor educative facilities, poor writing materials, missionary stress, poor feeding and feeling inferior among his/her colleagues. This is no doubt affects the educational achievement at the end of the day.
Although, some parent may be trying to put thing in order, but most times the aspect is to no avail and in that wise it may lead to dropping out of school and cause treat to the society e.g. armed robbers, rapist and arsonist etc.
On the contrary one could see a sign of fairness in a student with good up bringing in terms of having access to necessary educational facilities e.g. text books, coupler, domestic library, good feeding and well remunerated by his parent, such students will concentrate in class, visiting library after lecture hours and attending extra coaching outside the school hours. At the end of the day such students will come out in flying colours.
However, there is exception to the above examples in the sense that, most students from high class parent status misbehave in school, keeping bad company e.g. belong to cults and other school society, irrespective of intensive care being given at home due to the fact that he has access to this parent wealth and everything was given to him, such students may be in possession of armful weapons like giving, taking hard drugs and loose concentration in school. He may latter end up not finishing his education and become a treat to the society. 
Likewise, people from lower class parental status may endure the tress they pass through. No matter the challenges and obtain either from his parents or school he pass through it and later succeed in life due to his certificate in his possession.
Therefore, parental status is no doubt a general influence on the education of their children.
Research Questions
We are continuously bombarded daily with numbers of life problems such as scarcity of basis needs, and how to react to our environment stimuli and the social problem. Consequently, daily we carry out research for solution to these problems seeking from solution to know about what was previously unknown to us as part of process of solving these problems.
Formulation of research hypothesis is also an important integral component of any research work therefore, the following research questions were set for this study to know the effects and influence generated by the parental status on the education of their child.
1. Will there by any differences in the educational achievement of a student with high parental class and that lower parental class?
2. Parental classes do not generate any influences on the students’ performances in school.
3. Excessive remuneration of a child leads to good academic achievements in school.
4. Poor parental background possesses nothing on the educational achievement in school.
5. Provision of educative materials to the students brings about academic excellence in school.
Significance of the study
A social class is made up of people who can be classified as having the same status, privileges and power. Usually, people of the same social class are of the same education standard, income, occupation and royal birth. There are basically three social classes in the society, these includes, upper class (wealthy and aristocrats), middle class (educated elite and the professional) and lower/working class (the masses and the unskilled).
However, irrespective of the class one belongs, one must not allow ones children to suffer in the society, adequate funding, encouragement, check and balance, discipline and showing of love and passion. Also share condition with them either bad or good. A child should not be allowed to misuse any opportunity to him because the same children that they will to rude, disobey and engaged in misconduct, due to the high position of their parents, such parent must not allow that to happen by checking their excess from time to time and punished them when necessary, so that at the end of the day, the child will be useful to himself to his parent and to the society at large, moreover, if a child is from a poor family, such must always console him/her and give such child encouragement that tomorrow will be better than today and they should not allow their past condition to turn their children to treat in the society.
Counseling and encouragement is very important at every child education for the parent want success irrespective of the class they belong to. According to a bible quotation, it says a child that is been trained but refuses, will suddenly destroy without ratification. Therefore, every parent irrespective of their class must be a watch dog of their children if they want their success especially in the areas of education.
Delimitation of the study 
The investigation on the influences of social stratification on the educational Nigeria youth will be carried out in Ilorin west L.G.A were flue political wards will be selected at random through the stratified random sampling.
Also, civil society will be consisted in some designated areas on the case study area, the reasons being that, the people are the parents of many children while others are parents to be.
Definition of some Major Terms
1. OCIAL: this is the way people live in group or communities, not living in separate isolation, they come together as me.
2. STRATIFICATION: the level or status of a person in a society irrespective of wealth income educational and job.
3. OCIETY: this as group of people living together in a place with customs, norms and civilized way of living.
4. ARENT: this is a person that gives birth to a child and takes all his responsibilities. This may be male or female.
5. DUCATION: his is the aggregates of all the process by means of which a person develops abilities, attitude skills values and other forms of behavior that are of positive value in the society in which he lives.
6. OUTHS: this is a human stage when a child furnished primary schools and the period before marriage is most useful stage of life.
7. PEER GROUP: this is the people of the same culture and interest.


CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF LITERATURES
Review of Related Literatures
Literature review has become an important part of the research work, for it brings to focus existence studies, opinions of the expect in the field and to curb certain prevailing social problems in the increasingly complex society. Under their study a number of relevant literature are reviewed as they are related to the topic under discussion. \
These includes:
1. Education and social stratification in the Nigerian society.
2. Social stratification and agents of socialization.
3. Influence of social stratification on youth education in Nigeria.
4. Appraisals of the literature review.
Education and Social Stratification in Nigeria.
Education and social stratification are individual concept in the citadel of teaching and learning as well as like career. Both concepts have significance impact in the social life of every man. Each concepts are seen individually and later their relationship, them finally the impact it has on the educational life of many Nigeria youths especially at the Ilorin West Local Government area which is our basis of study.
It has been discovered that education originated from a Latin word “EDUCARE” meaning to nourish, to bring up on the raise, meaning that education is the process of helping the individual to lead the fullest life he is capable of living Osokoya(1999). According to Fatunwa(1999) education is the aggregates of all the process of means of which a person develop abilities, attitudes, skills and other forms of behavior that are of positive values in the society in which he lives, that is, it is the entire process through which individuals is exposed to all that are needed for the realization of the needs and the aspirations of the individuals and the society at large. The processes involved include schooling, indoctrination, initiation and instructions.
According to Bello(1991), education is the process of learning to live as a useful and acceptable member of the community in which one may find himself. Education is the leading out of the in-born powers and potentialities of the individuals and the acquisition of skills, attitudes and competencies necessary for self-realization. This simply reveals that a child possesses the power to know, he is endowed with some qualities to be developed, so that he will be useful to himself and his society.
Education is also the means through which a person developed morally, physically, intellectually, social and emotionally. The different forms of education includes informal, formal and non-formal education. As a filed of study, it embrace the following components, philosophy of education, history of education, educational psychology, comparative education, adult education, curriculum studies and educational technology educational administration as well as sociology of education among others.
Social stratification also means of the division into hierarchical order or levels or strata such that there is a marked difference because of stratum or level and the other. It is the division of the society into strata or class of people, were each stratum is called a social class. A social class is made up of people who can be classified as having the same status, privileges and power, usually, people of the same social class are of the same educational standard, occupation or royal birth.
Moreover: there are basically three social classes in the society. These includes: 
1. Upper Class: Wealthy and aristocrats
2. Middle Class: The educated elites and the professionals 
3. Lower/working Class: The messes and unsaddled.

Individuals in the society knows where he/she falls according to the stratum fixed into, in social stratification the focus is on the whole group or categories of people and not on a single person. Kay (1990) argue that: most people are accustomed to the difference between higher and lower status person just as the differences between men and women. The whole universe is seeking virtually stratified in one way or the other bringing about inequalities, even when we talk of the them soviet union (Russia) that formerly practiced socialism, there was revelation or inequalities because some people were regarded to aristocrats (leaders) and some others as commoners (subjects) or follows.
According to Daramola (1999), all human societies from simplest to the most complex have some form of inequalities. Man have long dreamed of egalitarian society. A society in which all men are equal, in such society, man will be rated in terms of prestige. Nor will experience the satisfaction of occupying a high social status. Wealth will be distributed equally, amongst the population.
In many societies there are also marked differences in the distribution of wealth. For instance, the dimension of stratification and class, status and power focuses on relative amount of money, wealth and other economic goals that a person possesses.
Social stratification is as old as man. Stratification had been his companion. This has made it possible to categorizes some as male or superior being and other as female or inferior permeated into the society but with little or no recognition. According to the international encyclopedia of social science (1968:289) the ideal of social stratification could be found in the Judist Christian Bible, the thought of the Greeks.
It has also borne in mind that those who belong to a particular group, a stratum will have some awareness of common interest and common identity. They will share a similar interest and common identity, they will share a similar life style, which to some degree will distinguish them from member of other social strata.
For example, as middle class strata, subcultures tend to be particularly distinctive when there is little opportunity to move from one stratum to another. This movement is known as social mobility, it can be upward and downward depending on the class.
In Nigeria, the origin of social stratification can be traced to the Richard constitution of 1946. The constitution made provision for the regional council and people nominated to the council formed the nucleus of the political class: there was also the emergence of the professional bureaucracy through the Nigeria is of the civil services. The private businessman followed this.
However, the only relationship that exists between the education achievements (in most cases) determines the literate class and strata one belongs. The more the educational achievement, the more the society value one’s personality and the more it goes up on the class ladder. Moreover, the type of parental stratum will affect the educational achievement of their children the higher the class of one’s parents, the brighter the chance of success in educational achievements and vice versa. Also, this depend on the eternal factor’s on the part of students, e.g. smoke, peer groups and other environmental factors.
However, very few students that have great success and with poor parent background occurs through the concentration and seriousness and keeping of good company by the students.
Social Stratification and Agent of Socialization.
Under this section more emphases will be on the agents of socialization that social stratification since it has been seen in proceeding section. This section will investigate the effects of agents of socialization on the students achievements in Ilorin West L.E.A in collaboration with their parental class in the society.
In his view, C.C. Jibe defined socialization as the process of acquire of beliefs, values, attitudes as well as is citizenship training, that sharpen the citizens behavior. It is also a process of learning from children to grace. It is a life long development process, oyeneye ibiyemi et. All supported the above definition and they said, this development process is pass from one generation to another.
According to Akolkar, socialization is the process of adoption by the individual of the conventional patterns of behavior because it occur on accounts of his interactions with others and his expressions of the culture that operate through them.
Bogandu, sees socialization as the process where by persons learn to behave dependably together won behalf of human welfare and by so doing experience social self-control, social responsibility and balanced personality.	
Socialization is the process by which people become members of social group by learning the culture of these group and by adopting social behavior approved by their members. The process goes on through life situation. It involves learning the rules and norms of society as a whole, internalizing them so that they became part of person’s unconscious behavior, for instance, in every society individual learns has to speak, dress, taking part in community events etc.
This is necessary, since socialization is the process of adoption by the individuals of the conventional patterns of behavior of the society. It occurs on account of his interacting with others and his expression of the culture, which operates.
Socialization is then the mean of which the individual learns to behavior according to the social traditions and conventions. The human child has a remarkable capacity to imitate others and he develops according to the environment into which he born. Being a social animal, he tries to win the approval of the group in which he lives and hence he naturally tries to imitate the culture of the group. It is through socialization that he is transformed from the animal into human being and it is socialization, which gives him a balance personality and achievement most especially in, educational or learning wise.
Socialization teaches him to retain control over himself in the interest of others. However, from the above analysis, we can see that socialization is necessary in order for society to be able to perpetrate itself beyond a single generation especially on the education youth and empowerment of the youth in self achievement, and societal agents of socialization it includes. The family, the school, the peer group, religions institution and mass media.
· The Family:- A family consists of father, mother and children (Nuclear Family) family may include a group of other relations by blood living with the father, mother and children. This kind of gathering is of Africa context of family and it is called extended family. Taiwo (1999) observed that the family trained the children their own roles or right. Most people in Ilorin West L.G.A are of extended family living together and share common interest.
The family is the first and most interest group to which the child belongs. The family plays a very significant role in the individual’s socialization process because of the members of the family. He learns much by observing the people around him and imitate them, and by embarking in activities which win their approval and avoiding those which bring disapproval and immediate punishment. It is the family environment which can creates good habits in him, because the child’s moral code is conditioned by the system of reward and punishment, which prevails in the family.
However, the family is charged with the responsibility of taking full care of it’s member in adversity. The family gives the protection or affection, which leads to the kind of emotional security which cannot be acquired in any other ways. In contrary, if such protection is not given to a child from the family level especially the moral code, such child may end up in societal mis-conduct especially in the school and the result will be negative.
From the statistics, most of the family in Ilorin West especially those from the royal family teach their children the moral code basically on their tradition and culture. This make them to concentrate in school and use such guide as their yardstick in everything they do. Most try to excel in their academic and avoid keeping Bad Company because of the royal birth and especially name. The family as an agent of socialization has a long way contributing to the educational achievement of their wards.
However, the family performs the following roles as an agent of socialization:
1. Protection function
2. Moral and Character training
3. Giving and receiving affections
4. Economic Functions
5. Intellectual training 
6. Emotional counselling 
According to an adage, “charity begins at home”, students achievement in school and his likely behavior is a reflection of his home (in most cases).
· The School: This is a miniature society basically responsible for the development of cognitive abilities in the child super (1999) argued that school is person centered, it demonstrates mutuality of relation in which pupils and teachers find fulfillment and personal development in the spirit of give and take. Musgreuch (1999) saw school as consciously or unconsciously educative community.
The individual is exposed to broad pattern of socialization designed to prepare the individual and to occupy a generalized status in life learning of the ways of life of the family and community including religions Berenice and initiation crammer. The family lessons together with school moral activities make a student to achieve high in educational wise. But some students don’t, in some areas in Ilorin West Local Government, many students dropped out and end up in selling of meat, fishes and vegetables especially female students. This results from non-chalant attitude of their parents towards their welfare and this make such students to lose concentration in school not following the school cognitive and moral conducts. Such parents are lower class parents, always looking out for his work to service and left their family welfare.
School as an agent of socialization performs the following roles in the life of a student.
1. The development of the child’s cognitive and psychomotor skills and abilities
2. Roles socialization
3. Development of social and civil consciousness
4. Personality development
5. Development of desired moral value
6. Harmonization roles
· Peer Groups: This is any group of equal status according to some stated criterion but sociologist usually apply it to group made up of person who are of the same age and most often to group of children or adolescents. Morrish (1999), peer group is a group composed of individual who are equal.
However some awareness of this equality is essential to the formation groups. In Nigeria age grades in various ethnic groups corresponds to what is called peer group western societies. Peer group relationship are common of village, compound, street, schools etc. and these play on additional importance role in socialization of children in Nigeria.
	Peer group is one of the community agencies in education. The peer group is the first social group outside the home is which the child attempts to gain acceptance each peer group has it code of conduct which does not always confirm with adults standard. The importance thing is that each child takes it’s membership of the group very seriously and attempt to do something which will make him unacceptable to the group lack of acceptance by the peer group is disturbing the child, especially of adolescent stage some children have been known to do bad in school, not because they have not the academic abilities to do well, but because they are disturb by the fact that they are not full accepted by the peer group.
	In Ilorin west local government, most of the students did not perform well in school, especially those that goes out of their locality because, this is due to the fact that they do not see their mate to peer with. The peer group plays significant role in the social development of a child.
1. Socialization 
2. Vital education functions 
3. Training gender roles
4. Citizenship training
5. Winning independent early from Adult
6. Community development
7. Provision of experience
· Religions Institution:- Religion might be described as a reflection of man’s attempt to explain those aspect of his environment which he cannot understands, except in terms of super natural.
In our societies, as in many others, people’s religions belief are founded on the idea that God has the supernatural power responsible for the creation of life. People who share the same religious belief will also held the same attitude and opinion, and will behave in the same way. The religion help the student to curtail all the activities that school disapproval.
	Most students from Ilorin west L.G.A are mostly Muslims and beliefs of the teaching of the holy Quran which guide them in school and lead to great achievement. Because virtually all of them has religion beliefs from home. The following are the roles of religion institution in socialization:
1. Agents of social change 
2. Moral training
3. Intellectual development
4. Obedience
5. Learning to serve humanity
Mass Media: This comprises of Newspaper, radio and television. They are source of information, education and entertainment. The families background in terms of possession these informative materials in school leading to excellent academic performances. It’s roles includes
1. Transmission of cultural values
2. Source of information 
3. Development of reading habit of social
Influence Stratification on Youth Education in Nigeria
	Social stratification has great influence on the education of youths in Nigeria. The achievement of learn in school are based on the level of awareness of parents and their children, choice of educational institution and subsequent entry into such institution.
	It is also based on choice of course, the learning process, ability to complete the school, type of employment secured and finally parental status in the society.
	Social stratification has insurance on school achievement in various ways, these includes:
1. Early Attendance to School:- In Ilorin L.G.A most parent of high status send their children to school earlier. Their children, attend nursery schools as early as 3 years old, most of these children has faster education since most of them complete their primary schools as early as 9 and 10 years. On the contrary, people of lower or middle class in the same locality their children get to school of the normal age of 6 years. This is because, they do not have access to nursery schools and they complete their primary school at the age of 12 and 15 years while some parents could not afford to send their children to school at all.
2. Provision of education facilities. The Aristocrats in the Ilorin West L.G.A have the financial means to provide books, writing materials, computer and other learnable materials for their children. Also they employ extra service of competent Teachers for future lesson. These make their children to be higher achievers in school.
 The children of the lower class parent hardly get enough educational facilities for study in this very locality. Even, some of them engage in helping their parents after the school by trading petty, just to get some revenue for family living and this affect the study adversely, leading to very poor achievement in their education.
3. Encouragement in School Education: Most of the children of higher class people in this locality are encouraged to wake up early and prepare for school. Their parents show more concern over poor performances in schools. They teach them and employ them with experts to teach them. They gives more motivation to their children, child of the lower class are hardly encouraged to attend school, there is less concern about the children poor performance and they are engage in various domestic work, which usually keep them late or completely away from school. This is one of the reasons for poor performances in school.
4. Attendance of the Best School: children of the high class are sent to private schools and others with sufficient teaching and leaning facilities. The school charges high fees, which low-income earners may not be also to afford. Admission into such school is usually through competition examination, which children from poor family may not be adequately prepared for. Aldo the standard of living in the school is high, the low-income earner can’t afford. Children of high class are opportune to attend standard private schools.
5. Developing of interest in School Activities: Children of high class attends school where all round development of the child is taken into consideration. The children also take part in various school programmes that are meant for all round development. They have facilities for such activities at home (e.g. spore) and what they do in school in a continuation of the home activities. The opposite is the case for the children of the low class unlike their counterparts who are from the higher class, they embark on running services of errand disallowing them from enjoyment like their classmates from high class.
3.	Academics and Job Aspirations: The influence of parental socio-economic status is so powerful in student occupational aspiration. The child lives with the parent and identifies with the family climatic environment or socio-economic status, which has direct bearing throughout his future aspirations. In his submission, new a -Unil (1999) claims that “the family is also important for the occupational socialization of the child”. The effects of the family on child’s occupational aspiration is worthy of note because the children pick up the social skills and the background to the jobs they do in later life in their family while the school embark only on teaching the technical skills.
		However, Musgrave (1999) claimed that parents may act as conscious role model, but very often performed this function unconsciously, transmitting the behavior, values, and attitude essential for playing some economic role without themselves being aware that they are so doing. It is a common practice that some children without medical legal practitioner’s background may not be taught of those profession of their homes but the children interest due to books and materials or interactions surrounding them.
Appraisal of the Literatures Reviewed
	The review of previous studies and related literatures on the influences of the social stratification on the education of Nigeria youths. The view of some thinkers and step taken by most parents on alleviating the educational standard of their children was portaged moreover, some problems militating against the students achievements in school and the desire for future occupational aspiration were examine and a few were suggested.



CHAPTER THREE 
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
Introduction 
	This chapter explains the method used in this study, research design, target population, sample and sampling procedures, instrumentation, procedures for data collection, validity and reliability of the research, the research instrument used and data analysis techniques.
Research Design
	In an attempt to collect data and obtain valid information from the members of the population (civil society) to determine the influence of social stratification on the education of youths in Nigeria especially in Ilorin West Local Government Area. The research used normative survey, five political wards were selected at random from the case study. Questionnaire were prepared for the civil society in the area selected on the influence of social stratification on the educational life of most youths.
Target Population	
	The target population for this study is the entire political wards in the Ilorin West Local Government where different parent of different class resides.
Sample and Sampling Procedures
	Sample selection comprises of five political wards, which were randomly selected from the words, which formed the targeted population for the study.
To ensure a dependable opinion of the civil society about the subject under discussion, questionnaire were designed and distributed to the civil society in the selected places in the case study areas, these includes: 
1. Ilorin West Local Government Secretariat, Oja-Oba
2. Baboko Area, Ilorin 
3. Adabata –Kuntu Area
4. Idi-ape Omoda Area
5. Agbo-Oba, College of Education, Saw-mill Area.
Instrument of the Study
	The instrument used in the collection of the data for this study is mainly questionnaire drawn for the civil society. The questionnaire did not used the personal information of the respondent just to express their though freely under undisclosed identity.


Validity of the Instrument 
	Validity is one of the important psychometric prospects an instruments must possess to be a good and standard research study. According to Hopkin and Stanley (1999) a test is said to have face validity if the first impressive appear to measure the intended content as trait. And make sure tests with good content validity usually have face validity that is the evaluator appraised what the content of the test measure.
The draft questionnaire on influence of social stratification on the education of the youths in Ilorin West Local Government Area will be submitted to express in the field to help established face validity for the instrument. Copies of the draft questionnaire were therefore submitted to three lectures for necessary correlations. Some items may be dropped if they contain irrelevant information and thus the questionnaire is recommend for final drafting. The face and content validity will be established for the instrument.
Reliability means consistency as used in psychometric that is consistency of scores obtained by the same person when was re-tested.
The correlation co-efficient is 0.66 when the test is retest. This coefficient is 0.66 the test is retest. This coefficient is reliable for the instrument used in this research work.
Administration of the Instrument
	The investigator visited all the sampled areas, distributed the questionnaire. 15 questionnaire were drawn for the civil society to responds to avoid loss of questionnaires in transits, the writer staved in those place and collected all the responded administered questionnaire.
	In order to reduce fear of the respondents, name and the personal information were not needed. This will make them (respondents) to express their opinion freely under undisclosed identity.
Data Analysis Techniques
	For the purpose of analysis, chi-square (X2) value at 0.05 alfa level of significant with degree of freedom equal to will be used to analyze the administered questionnaire.

Hypothesis I: States that students achievement depends greatly on the parental status, for this hypothesis, the questionnaire revealed that out of 50 members of civil societies examined, 20 males were questioned in which 2 of them agreed with the hypothesis while 18 of them disagreed.

	From the data analysis in chapter four one could conclude that parent status affect their children in term of educational achievement since most students from higher class excel than their lower class  counterpart in school. This is because higher class parents give financial assistance constantly to the children, provide them with necessary educative materials and inculcate moral discipline to their children.
	Moreover, most parents of higher status planed well for their children and also for their ways of life to meet up with the target. This include monitoring them the role model they want them to be prescribed lucrative profession for them and study them to face the challenges encountered during the course, this make them succeed more often than their counterpart in school achievement.
Recommendation
	In the light of the findings made in this study, the following recommendations were put up for efficient and effective academic achievement of every students irrespective of parental background these include;
1. Every parent must fulfill their responsibilities on their children by providing the psychological needs to them, these are primary needs that will make them to concentrates including good feeding, well clothed and accommodate them.
2. Provision of educative facilities and materials to students by their parents. This is the root of all success made in education. It will be supplemented by the one of social so that teaching and learning will be effectively compelled with great achievement.
3. Guidance and counseling is a vital aspect of parental responsibilities. Good and effective guidance and counseling from parent to children always leads to great achievement in educational wise.
4. Conducive environment for a child by the parent to organize extra school teachings and evening classes to supplement the school thoughts. This will also brings about great achievement in education wise.
5. All parent especially those that are less privilege should indicate the inferiority complex in term of wealth possession. They should train their children as far as their capacity can take it and these include, moral financial guidance upbringing.
6. Parent should always check the excesses of their children, monitor their ways of life personally.
7. Parent children relationship should always be encouraged.
