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ABSTRACT
This study examined effect of audiovisual aids on the teaching and learning of social studies in secondary schools in junior secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State. Three research questions were formulated as a guide for the study. The number of respondents randomly selected for the study was five (5) social studies teachers and seventy-five (75) students from five secondary schools randomly selected in Ilorin East L.G.A Questionnaire were the research instrument used. The data analysis was simple percentage and frequency counts. The findings of the study revealed among others that to enhance the teaching and learning of social studies audio -visual aids must be made available in schools because they stimulate teaching learning processes, effective use of audio-visual aids by teacher can improve academic performance of the students in social studies. The study therefore recommends that among others that a seminar workshop on the use of diverse instructional materials should be organized to acquaint teachers on how to use them to teach especially social studies because of its value to the society, committee should be set up to monitor the teacher on the usage of instructional material like audio visual aids in the teaching of social studies and also educational manager should ensure that social studies teachers have educational qualification in social studies as a way of acquainting them with the principles and administration of instructional materials in secondary schools. 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
Advancement of technology has given new dimensions to teaching and learning. It expands teaching and learning beyond classrooms and [lie conventional chalk and talk method. The use of audio-visual aids in teaching and learning has a long history. Audio-visual aids are materials with both audio and visual presentation to support teaching and learning particularly in improving comprehension and retention (Ashaver & Igyuve, 2013). Prior to the age of radio and television, early audio-visual aids came in the forms of drawings and pictures with oral narrations (DeBernardes & Olsen, 2011). The emergence of radio and television transformed the way audio-visual aids were presented by enabling transmission of learning resources to reach audience in wider geographical regions. Audio-visual aids in the forms of radio broadcast and television programs broke through geographical constraints and coupled with recording devices, enabled educational programs to be recorded, stored and replicated for trainings and educational uses (DeBernardes & Olsen, 2011).
Educational cassettes and video tapes could be used repeatedly for a particular topic. However, audio-visual quality of magnetic tape recording deteriorates over time and upon repetitive replication. Sophistication in recording technology subsequently enables improved preservation of the quality of audio-visual recordings (Keene, 2006). The early audio-visual aids were generally devoid of interactive capability. Invention of computer introduced animation to audio-visual aids which prior to this, depended on video recording of real-life scenes with narrations and program hosting (Aggarwal, 2009). Animation enables objects at microscopic and particle levels such as bacteria, virus, atoms and molecules to be graphically presented. This revolutionizes teaching and learning by enabling abstract ideas and intangible objects to he vividly demonstrated to learners (Akram, Sufiana, & Malik, 2012). Computer programs for educational purposes provide interactivity to enhance learning experience. This marks the era where audio-visual aids are connected to multimedia. Audio-visual aids assume more diverse presentations by combining pictures, animations, videos, words, sounds and interactions (Mishra & Yadav, 2004) The age of internet confers greater interactivity, connectivity and flexibility to the creation, dissemination and use of audio-visual aids. Now, people in any part of the world can create videos, animations and podcasts about any educational topics to be shared with anyone who is connected via the World Wide Web. Online platforms such as YouTube and Facebook facilitate sharing of the resources and interaction via comments and live chats. It is apparent at this juncture that sophistication of leaching and learning aids is closely knitted with technology advancement (Ranasinghe & Leisher, 2009). Video sharing platforms and social media, with computer technology, catalyse the emergence of audio-visual learning aids. It, now, becomes a common practice for teachers to use audio-visual aids in delivery of various subjects and many studies have been carried out to investigate the usefulness of audio-visual aids in teaching and learning particularly in the teaching of English as Second Language (Keene, 2006; Mathew & Alidmat, 2013; Oyesola, 2014).
A common problem that was pointed out in numerous studies is the selection of appropriate audio-visual aids in light of the multitude of audio-visual aids available. This is because there seems to be an overuse of audio-visual aids since they are readily available and not all audiovisual aids deliver the outcomes expected (Awasthi, 2014; Mathew & Alidmat, 2013). While it is well established that appropriate audio-visual learning aids optimize learning experiences by providing sensory stimulations (Rao & Jyoti, 2012), it is unclear how the aids can be practically used in rural secondary schools in Malaysia to teach lower secondary science. The rural secondary schools in Malaysia are generally faced with problems of insufficient technological resources to support adequate use of audio-visual aids in routine teaching and learning. Teaching in these schools is still heavily reliant on the chalk and talk model, aided by pictures. Though much emphasis is placed on student- centered learning, teaching and learning in these schools are inclined to being teacher-centred where a significant amount of time is devoted to teachers explaining and narrating learning contents (Pandian & Bahoo, 2011).
Nonetheless, it is obvious that teacher-centred approach is constrained in many ways when it comes to delivering abstract concepts and narrating intangible objects. Also, teachers invariably find it awkward to narrate intimate body parts and processes in the delivery of topics related to reproduction (Akram et al 2012). The authors also reflected that this lower secondary topic is delivered primarily via explanation and discussion aided by textbook and pictures. It was observed that sonic students expressed awkwardness in open discussion of the topic and us a result, did not participate in the discussion. The authors also reflected that students had difficulty understanding the contents even though explanation was given. This was partly because students could not visualise the processes at cellular level. The authors are of the opinion that it is important for the students to develop adequate understanding of this topic as it is an important topic in the lower secondary science and it is highly probable for questions related to this topic to appear in major assessments.
In this regards, this study aims to identify whether the use of audiovisual aids is effective in the delivery of teaching and learning of social studies in junior secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area. Subsequently, it aims to provide a preliminary framework to optimise the use of audio-visual aids in the teaching and learning of social studies in junior secondary schools in Ilorin East L.G.A.
Statement of the Problem
The teaching of social studies with audio visual has been effective and efficient through the usage of instructional materials, though the effectiveness would been more productive, but the audio-visual materials have suffered in the hands of un-resourceful and un-motivated teachers, especially at the secondary school level. Many teachers at this level feel that social studies lesson does not necessarily need to be accompanied by the uses of instructional materials. There has been general outcry of poor performance of learners in social studies in secondary school in the state.
This poor performance stems from the mare fact that there are inadequate instructional materials or resources that will facilitate the teaching of the basic concept of social studies. Findings conducted in establishing the effect of audio visual in the teaching and learning of social studies in some junior secondary schools in some Local Government Areas in Nigeria, revealed that audio visuals aids are instrumental for the effective and efficient teaching and learning of social studies; though there are some factors that contribute to this effectiveness and efficiency in achieving the purpose for which social studies is taught in junior secondary schools. Thus, this study sought to look into selection of relevant materials and their usage in the teaching and learning of Social Studies, the availability of audio-visual aids and effective implementation in the teaching and learning of Social Studies for its effectiveness.
Purpose of the Study
This study focuses primarily on the effects of audiovisual aids on the teaching and learning of social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara state. Specifically, the study set out to achieve the following objectives.
i. To determine the effect of audio-visual aids on students performing in social studies.
ii. To find out why secondary schools teachers find it difficult to select relevant audio-visual aids toward the teaching and [earning of social studies.
iii. To find out to what extent audio-visual aids are available in teaching and learning of social studies.
Research Questions
For the purpose of this study, the following questions were posed.
i. Do audio-visual aids have effect on students performing in social studies?
ii. What is the current level of use of audiovisual aids in teaching social studies in junior secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area?
iii. What are the effects of audiovisual aids on student learning outcomes in social studies?




Research Hypotheses
i. There is no significant relationship between audio-visual and student performance in social studies
ii. There is no significant relationship between the usage of audio-visual and teaching social studies
iii. There is no significant relationship between effect of audio-visual and outcome of student learning.
1.4 Objectives of the Study
1. To investigate the current level of use of audiovisual aids in teac1hing social studies in junior secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area.
          2. To examine the effects of audiovisual aids on student learning outcomes in social studies.
3. To identify the challenges faced by teachers in using audiovisual aids in teaching social studies.
4. To determine the relationship between the use of audiovisual aids and student engagement in social studies.
5. To identify the types of audiovisual aids most commonly used in teaching social studies.
6. To explore the role of audiovisual aids in improving student retention and recall of social studies concepts.
7. To provide recommendations for effective integration of audiovisual aids in teaching social studies.
Scope of the Study
This study on the effects of audio-visual aids in teaching and learning of social studies in Junior secondary school in Ilorin East LG.A due to constraints such as inadequate finance and settlement. The researcher therefore limited the investigation to five secondary schools in the study area in Ilorin East Local Government Area.
Significance of the Study
Audio visual aids stimulate critical and creative thinking in learners which is an important cornerstone of the Social Studies philosophy. They also help the learners to develop the skill of analytical enquiry, motivate to produce their own materials and provide experiences that are not easily obtained within the classroom environment, The research will be of help to the younger generation researchers who wish to conduct similar research in the field, it will served as a material to curriculum planners, educational policy makers, writers of social studies textbook and teachers of social studies in various secondary schools. Finally, this research will be useful to government as findings of this studies as well as recommendations could be used by the ministry of education as frame work to organize seminars and workshop to train secondary school teachers on how to teach social studies effectively.
Definition of Terms and Variables
Instructional Aids:-They are aids used by the teacher in classroom to supplement the transmission of knowledge with a view to emphasizing clarification of instructions.
Audio-Aids:-These are instructional materials that apply only to the sense of hearing e.g. radio, cassette recorder.
Visual Aids:- This are instructional materials that apply only to the sense of sight e.g. film, chart.
Audio-Visual Aids:-This is a term derived out of audio and visual, to indicate a variety of communication materials used to send out message, ideas and experiences through the active participation of sense organs of both sight and hearing e.g. television, video tapes.
iv.  Do secondary school teachers find it difficult to select relevant audiovisual aids toward the teaching and learning of social studies?
v. To what extent are audio-visual aids available in teaching and learning of social studies?
Secondary Schools:- This refers to the formal academic programming meant for children who have completed their primary school course and are between the age of eleven to seventeen years and above. Academic Performance:- This refers to the level of grade or scores that a student obtains in class test or internal and external examination after clue process of evaluation.

Concept of Social Studies
          Social studies is an integrated field of study that focuses on man in his environments with view to sensitizing man with the symbiotic with a view to sensitizing man with the symbiotic relationships or interactions between him and his environments and equipping him with the intellectual reflective or contemplative skills to identify and conquer his life and environmental problems and make his social worth the intellectual reflective or contemplative skills to identify and conquer his life and environmental problems and make his socializing worth the bother. Furthermore, social studies inculcate in its clients socially approved and desirable value systems and attitudes Mezieobi,(2024).
         Social studies as an integrated discipline brings the social sciences together, especially at the basic education level. At the primary school level, social studies emphasized the local community and the family. After primary school, the subject integrates social science and humanities to enhance knowledge of civic. At tertiary level, social studies borrowed from sociology and political science extensive, but its curriculum is not limited to either sociology or political science as it borrow concepts religion and humanities because social studies draws concept rom many other disciplines and synchronize them together, it is considered to be interdisciplinary, (Antigha, 2024).
           Social studies audio-visual resources in critical perception seems to portray those educationally relevant and irrelevant human, non-human materials, places and events and experiences that the learner are exposed to teaching- learning situation and interaction with the larger society. For instance the use of field trips visitation of historical sites may expOse the learner to acquisition of unintended behavior. Also the mixture of complex socialattitude and conflicting values in the modern society, calls for teaches use of value clarification in theapplication of social studies instructional material and resources. The proper use of audio-visual resources, requires teacher appropriate guide of instruction, Mezieobi, Fubara, and Mezieobi (2024) opined that professionally trained social studies teachers with professional exposure and orientation in the demands of social studies instruction in the demands of social studies instructional materials usage and development are instructive in the effective implementation of socials studies curriculum.
History of Audio-Visual Aids
           While turning the pages of history we find people learning through their sense perception almost since the dawn of human civilization. Infect the concept of using audio-visual aids to communicate has long been used when man was hunting for food in jungles, they track and run after the wild animals while chasing and going deep in to jungle; man places a lind of symbol stone or any other identified piece of mark that can help the othier mernbers to follow the exact path ( sampath, panseerselvam, Santhan, 2024).
  Archeologist discovers different cave paintings that almost depict the whole civilization. The people of that time  utilize carving and paiting to communicate their culture and traditions to coming generations. In the same manner Egyptian pryamids and sphinx represent the statue of a pharaoh with the body of lion and a human face. These huge visual aids try to communicate, to every new generation, the pharaoh's autonomy and sovereignty. Man is successfully using audio-visual aids while searching and discovering new fields of knowledge ranging from mathematics, sciences, and astronomy to the discovery of continents and other places. Ibn Battuta, Zheng He, Columbus and many other voyagers use maps, charts, and compass to define their position, All of these are wdely used today by teachers in teaching learning sessions (prasad, 2023). Desiderious Erasmus a Dutch writer and teacher (14686 1538) strongly opposes the concept of memorizing and naming it as learning rather the suggest to teach children through the use of pictures or other visual aids ( Ali, 2012).
memorizing and narning it as learning rather he suggest to teach children through the use of pictures or other visual aids ( Ali 2012).
      Many attempts were made for the effective use of audio-visual aids in teaching learning sessions, but serious development can be viewed by the mid of 21st century. By 1999 sound motion films were used in classrooms for teaching purposes (Pannneerselvart, 2024) Beyond doubt audio-visual aids proved to be very beneficial in almost all the field of knowledge. They appeal to the senses especialy hearing and looking. It is not wrong to say that human senses are door ways to acquire knowiedge, therefore when something appeals to senses curiosity increases whicth lead to clear concrete understanding of the concept.
Types of Audio-Visual Aids
There are various types of audio-visual alds use in teaching and iearning in social Studies class with include;


Television 
      Experience has shown that television has the quality of bringing people into immdiate contact with happenings anywhere. It has great positive possibilites As an aid in the teacing of social staies
Mr. Usman, (2024) stresses that the use televisiorn is systermatic instruction has thrae mar purges
1) That it expands and arnplifies irited instructional resourse makes a few teachers do the work of many and there by equalizing learning opportunitiss among learners

3) Educational Tolevision has solved the problem of over crowded classroom offer a means where by effectiveness of a competent teacher can be extended to reach an unlimited number of students.

How to teach with Television 
To teach most effectively with television the instructions must be accompanied with;
a) Pre - viewing activities
b) Activitles during the viewirig

     Pre-viewing- Students preparation for viewing televised lesson is of primary importance. Before viewing the televised lesson Dr. Bayo (2024) expresses that, there should be a series of questions related to each of the televised lesson. The assignments an outline of each television lesson and a listing of sources material should be given to the students before the televised course. He goes further to emphasize that assignments shoulddirect students source materials for study and should include a number of key questions which can be answered. So as to test thetotal learning that is expected to occur. Such test questions should be administered immediately after the viewing of the televised lesson. For the effective learning through this media Dr. Amao(2024) maintains that a few pertinent introductory comments should be made by the teacher before the televised lesson store
Computer Image Projection
         This is the most modern and advanced means of bringing learners in contact with knowledge it is basically individualized instructional materials and the most suitable and versatile medium for individualized learning because of the immense, power in information processing. Emaka (2023), confirmed the unique value of computer, the 'ultimate teaching machine which alone has the potential of the adapting the selection and presentation of the learning and instructional materials to pace, style and Individual differences of a given student and in collecting and analyzing data relating to the effectiveness of social studies teaching learning process. Emaka (2024) also added that computer can be used as a completelyself-contained unit or in combination with a wide variety of other media and can be used in many ways for effective social students instructional delivery, such as massinstructions, group learning, individualized instruction and social studies, group learning. Its function can range from simple management to complicated social studies tutorial instructions. The need for computer technology and literacy in our educational system has because more relevant. The federal government has launched the national policy on computer literacy (2024) at primary, secondary and tertiary levels of education. For this policy to succeed, computers requires special environment and trained teachers. According to the committee on computers Iiteracy, the following general policy objectives for the nation were outlined:
a) To bring about a computer literate society in Nigeria by the middle 90s,
b) To enable the present generation of school children at different levels of education appreciate the potentials of the coriputer and be able to utilize the computer. In various aspects of life and later occupation, indeed, there is currently an attempt to create a global classroom (campus 2023) which involves an electronic network services. The network seeks to cater for information and communication needs at all levels of education through out the world. This is to be done through the provision of access to a wide variety of public information data base across the world. (Emaka, 2024).
Internet
       The breakthrough in science and technology has expanded frontiers of scientific information and the processes try that the number of web servers that distribute information worldwide are fast replacing science information stored on paper (hard information) these assertions were also afirmed by other scholars (Timothy, 2022; Stephen, Molenda, Noam and Smaldio; 2023; Guido kroemer, 2024). The World Wide Web (www) has become a more interactive, faster and convenient mode of information sharing for both teachers and students.
Video-tape recorder
         This is machine records and produces sound a teacher or class may be able to record themselves or any other suitable materials they need which can be used to improve and promote teaching and learning social studies activities in the junior secondary school. The availability of video tape recorder cassette has made "canning" lesson and possible by recording of professional programmes lesson which can be viewed in class room. Importance of video tape recorder in teaching and learning social studies in junior secondary schools.
       The educational value of video tape recorder in the teaching and social studies is as follows:- Video tape recorder are used to bring situation near to students, thing or object that can not be brought into the Class for the purpose of teaching can be put in picture to show them.
a) It makes learning become more permanent to the students
b) It arouses the interest and curiosity of the students in a motivation bid
c) It reduces too much talking on the part of the teacher for explanation. It makes what is being taught very real to the perception level of the students.
DVD Tape Recorder
         This is an electronic device which deals with picture and sound when operates like that of video tape recorder. DVD tape recorder use flat instead of cassette and it is projected on television screen. D.V.D tape recorder can be used to teach social studies class as it makes learning to be more effective and meaningful. In usingD.V.D tape recorder in teaching and learning social studies, the teacher should consider the following guidelines:-
1. Suitability and appropriateness of the intendedpurpose.
2. Suitability for the learning environment
3. Age of the learners
4. Ways and means of using the time with out necessarily destructing other teacher plan.
5. The materials most be relevant to the topic of the subject.
Film Projector
       Motion projected visual (pictures) suggests pictures that moves, unlike the still pictures which are motion less when projected. Emaka (2023) stated that a motion picture is a length of film which contains a series of still pictures which are designed to have the effect of pictures in motion when projected with a motion picture projector. Abolade (2024) stated that motion pictures come in colour or black and white and most modern video tope camera are equipped with facilities for recording moving objects and other reed to reed tapes, video tapes are now available in cassettes and can easily be recorded or replayed. Motion pictures areunique in the social studies teaching-learning process because they combine motion pictures, silent. sound and realistic picture to provided realistc experiences to the audience or students. Motion pictures bring the distant and present into classroom and it provides on intense experience of a high emotional quality when the films compel and sustalns the atentions of students to the extent that most outside distraction could be kept off.
Video Compact Disc (VCD player)
          Video Compact Disc (VCD) is the means of (Teaching/Learning Mode) of communication in this study. Fundamentally, the meaning of Video is the display of pictures on a Television-type screen (Adebayo et al., 2024) opined that "any media format that use a cathode-ray screen to present the picture portion of the message can be referred to as video cassettes, Video compacts disc, Interactive video, Video games etc."
       Adebayo et al. (2024) added that the audio and video quality of VCD is significantly better than that of film or videotape, hence becoming an increasing popular method of educational medium. Video can be used as a tool for developing student's listening comprehension and enhancing their inter-cultural competence as well as presenting new materials or consolidating what has already been presented the activities in the paper. The interest generated by development and extensive use of motion pictures as a medium of instruction has enhanced the value of audio-visual learning as opined
by Victor(2024) that about:
a) 75% of human knowledge is through the sense of sight.
b) 13% through the sense of hearing.
c) 6% through the sense of touch.
d) 3%through the sense of smell.
e) 3% through the sense of taste.
        From the information above, it shouid be noted that if sense of seeing and hearing are put together, better resut can be achieved. Akinkunmi (2024) stated that the use of affective and psychomotor academic abilities. He added that video tapped lessons makes students to face to face teaching mode. According to Akinkunmi (2024) Video Compact Disc instructional Package (VCDIP) can serve as a supplementary instructional package to Social Studies teacher and alternative package to Social Studies learner. Flowers and Dunne-Sousa (2023) states that students can learn without Social studies teacher if he has access to media capable of presenting information and he also added that video increases the teacher presentation of Social Studies and increases the learning capability of the learners. It reduces isolation, stimulates effective learning and improves feedback, bridge communication gap between the teacher and learner, sustains motivation, acts as teachers substitute and provided suitable learning.
       Social studies and Social Studies Education subjects taught at Junior Secondary School. According to Akinkunmi (2024) social studies prepares learners in the Junior Secondary Schools for Social Education at the higher level of Education. According to Akinkunmi (2024) business studies is a foundation of Business Education taught in higher institutions in Nigeria.
The main purpose of the study was to find out:
· If Video Compact disc instructional package (VCDIP) promotes learning in students of business studies in Junior Secondary Schools in Imo State.
· If students taught with Video compact disc package will perform as well as those with conventional teaching approach.
· To determine if gender influences the academic performance of students exposed to the treatments.
LCD projector
          An LCD projector is a type of video projector for displaying video, images or computer dta on a screen or other flat surface: It is a modern equivalent of a slide projector or overhead projector. The canon LCD projectors category includes the latest projectors used for home theatre systems, businesses, and schools.
         LCD ("Liquid Crystal Display") projectors have traditionally displayed rich colour saturation and image sharpness on the market. The term LCD projector encompasses all models using LCD technology, whereas "3LCD" is a trade brand and does not include some projectors. For example, there are actually a few projectors out there with four LCD panels. It has more colour saturation which increases the perceived overall brightness. They are more "light efficient" than DLP projectors meaning that given the same wattage lamp, the LCD projector will produce a brighter image. The latest technology includes 4K and 8 K Projector.

Podcasts
      Among digital audio offerings, podcasts offer some of the most promising content for today's social studies classroom. Originally pioneered by former MTV "vee-jay" Adam Curry, these internet broadcasts get their name because theycan be easily stored on an Apple iPod TM or similar portable digital music player. Theycan run as little as several minutes to morethan an hour in length, are avàilable on many websites, and can be dowrnloaded to a computer or portable digital media player. There are podcasts on every conceivable topic including health, religion, sports, and popular culture. Some podcasts even have a video component (vodcasts), and can provide some additional insight for visual learners. For teachers, perhaps the most attractive aspect of podcasts is thatthey are available free of charge.
For social studies classrooms, podcasts and be incorporated into daily instructionin a number of ways:
1) To Supplement curricular goals-There are many podcasts out there that can provide social studies teachers with additional information on classroom topics. For example, Colonial williamsburg uses its re-enactors to share informationabout life in colonial America from prominent figures such as Thomas Jefferson and Patrick Henry to more common citizens such as weavers, bakers, blacksmiths.
2) To update students on Current events-News providers. such as National Public Radio, TheNew York Times, the BBC, and manv others, provide reporting on news stories that are Update on a daily basis. Specifically, CNN now offers its Student News show as a daily video podcast (vodcast).
3) To inform students about the political-The White House has made use of this medium to include weekly addresses (in English and in Spanish), Press briefings, and speeches as a means of showcasing the role of the chief executive. A number of individual Congress members and potential candidates are also using podcasts to express their political view points on key issues. C-Span also offers a number of podcasts related to legislative activity and politics.
RADIO
          Radio has a long and productive history in development, particularly in nonformal education related to other development sectors such as health and agriculture. It has a less convincing history in service to formal education. There are a number of reasons for its mixed performance. In many instances, radio was inadequately planned for and inexpertly used as a medium. In others, it was seen as mere window-dressing for the more substantial content of courses.
         Recent projects using radio as the major medium of instruction suggest that a more intensive use of radio results in both better radio and betterinstruction. Radio's strengths and its cost - effectiveness can be usedeffectively to meet expanding educational needs indeveloping countries withouta loss in the quality of education. The five strategies for the use of radio in development discussed by Akinwale (2024), only one instructional radio is related to the formal school system.Instructional radio assumes that students will be able to participate in the necessary activities under the supervision of someone who can give feedback. In some cases this is a classroom teacher within the school system;In others it is a classroom monitor with significantly less training than a regular teacher. In still other instances, feedback may come from a distance, Probably through correspondence.

Limitations of Radio Education
· Radio education is ineffective for people with problems concentrating since it mainly depends on their listening skills
· Traditional radio is a bleak approach, focusing only on one-way communication instead of providing interactive communication.
· Without the listener's input, teachers can't improvise their teaching skills.
· Nature of the subject and the objective to be attained: If the subject matter is such that is diversified, it may involve the use of more than one audio visual aid in order to achieve its objective. The topic of the subject must be considered in order to determine the ind of material to use.
· The space of time available: Time is always limited and has its effect upon the kind of material to be used, if there should be ample time, the teacher is more likely to use other techniques that encourage maximum participation of the students. But when there no time, the teacher is limited from the strategies and would engrave to talking and the use of chalkboard only.
· Facilities and materials available: The kind and extent of physical facilitiesand the instructional materials available will determine the effectiveness of the teacher. This is one of the major factors that affect the use of audio-visual aids in teaching Social studies in secondary schools.
· Interest and the ability of the teacher: Most teachers have personal reference and more security conscious in using some of the selected materials. Nevertheless, the teacher should use the method that which ls suitable for her. This does not mean that she should not be sensitive to other development that supplement or improve upon the instructional materials she frequently uses.
        Balogun (2023) explained school environment as the physical and material resources, otherwise known as infrastructural facilities available to teaching and learning processes. Fakomogbon (2024) also observed that one of the causes of failure in Nigerian secondary school is inadequate school resources. He further explained that it cannot be over- emphasized that the provision of adequate performance in schools. Most of our schools lack necessary infrastructural facilities required for effective teaching and learning of Social studies.
Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed
          In the review, the types of audio visual aids were identified, and this includes: printed and recourse materials, graphic materials, display and projected materials. The approaches of audio visual aids were explained. Also the importance and uses of audio visual aids were stated. This is because; they are of prime importance to both the student andteacher, as it enhances the teaching and learning of social studies. In order to make these presentations effective, teachers must be careful with the visual material and strategies they include in them. Several things must be taken into account, such as the way pictures, graphics and visual oraanizers affect the learners, what is the best way to use them and what are their benefits.
         Carney and Leyin (2023) reported that pictures improved the reading-to-learn process, but they also pointed out that these pictures must be well-selected or well constructed ones. The beneficial effects of the visuals and the reasons why pictures facilitate comnprehension and learning are explained by Levin and Mayer. It is important to point thatin order to improve memory for lesson content, visuals should be aligned with goals of the instruction. Mary and James (2024) assert that this improvement is the result of dual- encoding. These authors agree with Carney and Levin's idea of the principle of conciseness that visuals provide in comparison with the texts: If the visuals used depict relationships they can help building cause-and-effect mental models which support deeper learning.







CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This chapter is designed to give information on the process which the researcher took in finding out the view of effects of audio-visual aids on teaching and learning of social Studies in junior secondary schools in Ilorin East local government Area Kwara State.
This chapter is designed to give infomation on the process which the researcher took in tinding out the view of influence of leadership patterns on the academie performance of secondary schooi students in Economics Irepodun L.G.A

Research Design
For the purpose of the study, the survey research design was adopted for the study. Survey research design is one in which a group of people or item is studied by collecting and analysing data from a few people considered to be representative of the entire school.
Under this, questionnaire was used. The research was conducted among the secondary school teachers in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Population of the Study
The population for the study consists of all secondary schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State. It is from this population that are representative sample was drawn.


Sample and Sampling Techniques
     Due to financial constraints and time facto, give (5) schools will be randomly selected for the study. The sampled schools comprised of five(5) secondary school in Ilorin East local government Area Kwara State.

    Similarly, all the vice principal will be purposely selected for the study. One hundred respondents; eighteen (18) Jss 2 students offering Social Studies and two teachers or teachers who have studied Social Studies related course in the higher institutions of learning will be randomly selected for the study. In all one hundred respondents will be selected.
Research Instrument
Data for the study was gathered mainly through lie use of questionnaire. The questionnaire tagged “Effect of audio visual aids in teaching and learning of social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin metropolis” was responded to by the teachers and students in the samples schools. The instrument has two sections; Section A to elicit the respondents’ information and section B to elicit information on the research topic; Effect of audio visual aids in teaching and learning of social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin metropolis”. The items on the questionnaire were rated using likert type rating scale.

SD =Strongly Disagree
Respondents ticked from the alternatives, options that best represent their opinions.

Validity of Instrument
The instrument for the study was subjected to face validity by two experts in Measurement and Evaluation. The instrument was critically looked at and corrected. Based on the corrections made by the experts, additions and subtractions were affected before the final draft of the instrument.
Reliability of Instrument
To ascertain the internal consistency of the instrument, the researcher adopted a test retest reliability technique. Ten (10) copies of the questionnaire were administered to secondary school students in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State in two occasions within two weeks. The two sets of responses were collated and correlated using Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation coefficiency that yielded 0.87.
Administration of the Instrument
For the purpose of the study, primary and secondary data formed the basis of data collection for analysis. The primary source of data was based on the administration of questionnaire and the conduct of interview while the secondary source include periodicals, textbooks, journals, newspapers, magazines, internet amongst others.
Data Analysis Techniques
The statistical method adopted in the analysis and interpretation of data gathered from the questionnaire was simple percentage and frequency counts.

Discussion of the Findings
The result obtained from research question one, shows that agree that audio-visual aids makes lesson realistic to social studies make teaching and learning interesting and motivating, encourage participation of social studies teachers, fosters explanations done in the classroom by social studies teachers and it also serves as references materials and gives students experience in learning situation. These findings are in line with the assertion of (onyeozu, 2013), that audio visual aids are resources materials which assist in improving the academic performance of students in social studies.
Research question two shows that, unstable power supply, inadequate audio-visual aids make it difficult for social studies teacher to select audio-visual, laziness and lack of awareness of audio visual importance, lack of time and man power and students attitude towards learning to social studies make teacher to find it difficult in selecting relevant audio visual aids. These findings are in agreement with lens (2012) who discovered that unavailability of in fracture needed for audiovisual ridicule its effect.


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
	The study revealed effects of audio-visual aids in teaching and learning of social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin, it adopted a descriptive survey with a sample size of 5 social studies teachers and 75 students making a total of eighty (80) respondents from five (5) Junior secondary schools selected in Ilorin East L.G.A. The study examines three (3) research questions using frequency counts and simple percentage. Findings reveal that audio visual aids are resources materials that enhance the teaching and learning of social studies which should be made available in schools. The improvements of classroom instructions largely depend on the effective use of audio visual aids by the teacher. However, irregular power, power supply, limited time and teacher’s incompetence are factors among others that limit the effect of audio visual in teaching and learning of social studies in junior secondary school in Ilorin East L.G.A.

Conclusion
It is observed that, to enhance the teaching g and learning of social studies audio visual aids must be made available in schools because they stimulate teaching learning processes. Effective use of audio visual aids by the teacher can improve academic performance of tile students in social studies. However, it is observed that there are factors that limit effect of audio visual aids in tile teaching and learning of social studies in Ilorin East L.G.A.
Implications of the Study
The findings of this study are of immense benefit to the school administrators, parents, students and the government.
One of the findings of this study shows that that audio-visual aids makes lesson realistic to social studies make teaching and learning interesting and motivating, encourage participation of social studies teachers, fosters explanations done in the classroom by social studies teachers and it also serves as references materials and gives students experience in learning situation. In addition, unstable power supply, inadequate audio-visual aids makes it difficult for social studies teacher to select audio-visual, laziness and lack of awareness of audio visual importance, lack of time and man power and students attitude towards learning to social studies make teacher to find it difficult in selecting relevant audio visual aids. So concern stakeholders should endeavor to make necessary provision to address these problems.
Recommendations
On the basis of the results obtained from the research and literature reviewed, the following recommendations were made after examining the effect of audio visual aids in teaching and learning of social studies in junior secondary school.
1. A seminar workshop on the use of diverse instructional materials should be organized to acquaint teachers on how to use them to teach especially social studies because of its value to the society
2. A committee should be set up to monitor the teacher on the usage of instructional materials like audio usual aids in the teaching of social studies.
3. Educational manager should ensure that social studies teachers have educational qualification in social studies as a way of acquainting them with the principles and administration of instructional materials in secondary schools.
4. 4. School administration should ensure that instructional materials arc made available for teachers and they are adequately equipped with technical on how to use them to teach effectively and efficiently.
Limitations of the Study
A good number of limitation pose hindrance in the cause of the work, they include;
· Financial Constraints: insufficient funds impeded the efforts of the researcher in sourcing for relevant materials, literature or information in the process of data collection (internet, questionnaire and interview) for this exercise.
· Time Constraints: Time was a major hindrance in the cause of this work. As a result of other academic exercise, the researcher could not carry out an indepth study in the matter he should have.



Suggestion for Further Study
Based on the findings and conclusions of the study, the following suggestions are made for further study.
4) The sample of the study were drawn from selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A. There is need to replicate the study in other geographical location in the state to determine if the effect will be same or not.
