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ABSTRACT
This work designed to find out the pedagogical factors affecting teaching of comprehension passages in some selected Junior Secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A of Kwara State, in an attempt to achieve the stated objective related literatures were reviewed supplemented with relevant researches in both printed and electronic media as well as oral interview. One hundred and twelve students  were randomly selected from five secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State, Nigeria, to complete the self-designed instrument constructed for data collection in this study. The study employed frequency counts, percentages and statistical tools for the analysis of the collected data. The findings showed the reason why teachers must teach student comprehensive passage.  It was recommended teacher should  look in to various solution for the problems of reading and understanding English comprehension.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
Reading is a complex language processing behavior that entails interpreting or getting meaning from written or printed materials Deola (2020). Good reading includes an understanding of English comprehension, not only at the literal sense of meaning but also at the implied meaning by the author’s mood, tone,  intention and  attitude towards his subjects, his readers and even himself. This implies that reading for purposes of intellectual development or learning involves complex activities in which the eyes, the mind, the brain or the central nervous system collaborate in the process of perceiving, analyzing, reasoning, interpreting, integrating documented information. In short, the seemingly easy process of reading is essentially study of the comprehension and production of language in it’s spoken written and signed forms,  psycholinguistic. It involves the interaction of language thought and cognition. It entails complex information processing, receptive communication behavior or language comprehension.
	Reading like its other related language skills, listening, speaking and writing forms part of a complex information-processing system. Information is passed from the writer to the reader through reading. Reading may be said to operate on two levels: the level of symbols and the level of concepts. On the first level, words are recognized, grouped and interpreted. On the second level of reading, the words which have been recognized come from the reader’s storehouse of meaning and experiences. (Obah 2015).
Awo-Efe (2017) states that every man who knows how to read has it in his power to magnify himself; it multiplies the ways in which he exists in order to make his life full, significant and interesting (p 204). Reading is also a mental activity, by this we mean the essence of reading takes place in the brain and not in the mouth. It involves identification of letters and combining the sounds to form words. The whole long and complex process of lifelong learning can be divided into two folds. This includes learning to read and reading to learn. 
	Learning to read, especially at the junior secondary school, will enable the students to function well in this modern world: through reading other languages, other skills, especially speaking and writing, can be developed. One may communicate with the writer without seeing each other physically. It is possible to gain insight into our heritage handed down by our ancestors and that of other people and race. By the same token, the ability to read not only makes a difference between the literate and illiterates; it is also of paramount importance to all learning such as Mathematics, Health Education, and Agricultural Science.
Reading is an important skill in the teaching and of a language and the success of students depends solely on their ability to read and comprehend what is being read. For one to be able to read effectively one must be versed in the reading of comprehension passage of that language on which this study is based. The comprehension passage can be defined as the major constraints which have to do with the readers background in language (that is he or she may not have been brought up well with the English or French language as the case may be).
As a subject, English language can be divided into several parts comprising phonology, lexis and structure, comprehension (reading) and others. Comprehension (reading) and others. Comprehension being the focus of this study can be defined as: “The ability to interprets a message according to the circumstances a context shaping the writer’s knowledge and the reader’s expression.
In view of the above definition the teacher, and the students have a lot to do in ensuring perfect teaching and learning of comprehension in secondary schools.
What are the prospects of achieving the perfectiveness in the teaching and learning of comprehension, which is a very vital aspect of English language as a means of communication leave much to the desired in this area.
However, it should be noted the comprehension a vital aspect of English language, has its impact on all other subjects taught in schools e.g mathematics social studies, technical subjects, science and other subjects. Hence lacks of good group in comprehension is band to have effect on the teaching and learning of these subjects since instruction. On the teaching of the subjects are based on English language.
Therefore, inability to comprehend well results into mass failure of students in their various examinations it is apparent therefore that the development in the teaching and learning of English language are reflections of the dwindling standard in the performance of children in English language generally and comprehension in particular. Thus the researcher is inspired to carry out this study due to carry out this study due to the prevailing poor performance of children in English language and particular comprehension and the desire to proffer a panacea to the  problem among secondary schools students.
Statement of the Problem 
While starting the problem, the researcher is quite aware of the important role of English language as an instrument for impacting knowledge, and the role it has to play in the society. The researcher is also conscious of the place of comprehension as an integral part of English language in the total education process.
The researcher is also well aware of the dwindling nature of the performances of students in their examinations, which resulted from lack of comprehension ability.
The problem this study identifies and solves are to find out the problems facing effective teaching of comprehension in secondary schools with specific reference to some selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area Kwara State.
Purpose of the Study
	The research is aimed at finding out the divergent views of male and female teachers, experienced and less experienced teacher and students the problems facing effective teaching of comprehension in secondary schools. The study is to find out whether there would be significant difference in the view of male and female teachers.
	The study was to find out the extent to which lack of adequate teaching of comprehension in secondary schools affects the teaching of English comprehension.
	The study also aims at providing solutions to the problems confronting effective teaching and learning of English comprehension.

Scope of the Study
	This study is very important for the overall development of Education in Nigerian and the world at large, but the study is delimited to Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State from which five school were randomly selected in the bid at investigating the problems facing effective teaching and learning of comprehension passage in schools.

1.	What are the English reading comprehension problems of junior secondary school students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State, Nigeria?
2.	What are the factors influencing reading comprehension to junior Secondary School in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State?
3.	What are the reasons behind the low-level performance of Junior Secondary School students in reading comprehension?
4.	What are the difficulties faced by Junior Secondary School students in reading comprehension passage
Research Hypothesis
Ho1: will there be any difference in the view of male and female teacher’s with respect to the problems facing effective teaching and learning of English comprehension in secondary school?
Ho2: will there be no difference in the view of trained and untrained teacher’s with respect to the problems facing effective teaching and learning of English comprehension in secondary schools?
Ho3: will there be any difference in the view of teachers and students with respect to problems facing effective teaching and learning of English comprehension in secondary school?
Scope of the Study 
	This study examins the pedagogical factors affecting teaching of comprehension passages in some selected Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin West L.G.A of Kwara State, Nigeria. This has been prompted by the cries from stakeholders over the poor reading and writing abilities of students and graduates of schools, especially the secondary schools.
	The study would involve all junior secondary school students of the English language in Ilorin, Nigeria. The target population would include ten randomly, selected secondary school in the town. In gathering information for this study, the researcher would design a test on reading and writing in the English language.
Significance of the Study 
This Study is designed to find out the pedagogical factors affecting teaching of comprehension passages in some selected Junior Secondary Schools. It is also intended to reveal the problems and difficult faced by the students in reading English comprehension as a second language in Nigeria schools, and attempt to find out possible solution to it. Hence, in view of the importance of reading to the achievement of educational goals in Nigerian Junior Secondary Schools, this study would be useful to students, teachers, curriculum planners, policy makers, textbook writers and researchers.
At the end of this study, educational institutions that are training teachers would be  equipped and be able to impact knowledge and skill for teaching reading.  Also, curriculum planners would find this study of help in ameliorating the difficulty in reading, through revision of curriculum to meet students’ needs.
To policy makers, this study would help in sensitizing the need to promote reading instructions, in junior secondary schools through constant training and retraining of teachers. The findings would also help text book writers of the English language to be sensitive to the linguistic context of the textbooks they write for different grade of learners. 
It would equally give the students an insight into why they have been finding reading and writing difficult to learn. It would help them to adjust their study habits to suit the reading needs, in other for them to optimize their performances in reading and writing. It is also hoped that the findings of this study would help other researchers to review their understanding of the reading and writing process, with a view to improving competence and performance. 
Operational Definition of Terms 
The following terms have been used and defined as follows:
Reading performance: This is the student’s performances in reading activity. This can be obtained through an intellectual activity directed toward extraction of meaning from a written process, as measured by the researcher’s designed	test of reading and writing.
Problems: this referred to the difficulties which the readers face to comprehend.
Reading Comprehension: means coming to terms with all that the coder is passing to the decoder such that after reading the passage the reader will be able to state what he or she read idea-for idea.


CHAPTER TWO
REEVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
      In this chapter, available related literature is reviewed along the following sub-topics.
a. The Meaning, Nature and Scope of Reading Comprehension.
b. Reading as Component of Junior School Certificate English Curriculum.
c. Problems and Constraint to effective Teaching and Learning of Reading Comprehension in Junior Secondary Schools (JSS).
d. Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed
The Meaning, Nature and Scope of Reading Comprehension
There is no one living who will not have the knowledge of comprehension. We are all very familiar with different situation when we have to listen to someone and give opinion to them on what to do. Biodu (2012) Comprehension could be described therefore, as the meeting of two nervous systems, that is, it is the mental relationship between two people. Such a relationship is communication can take different dimension at one time; it may be from a newscaster on television or a radios studio to us at home, a teacher to his or her student or speaker to his or her audience as it. In all, information is passed from one person to another but he difference is, the medium through which this information is disseminated.
Basically, we recognize one fact, that every form of communication be it electronic (such as television broadcast) or graphic (such as listening to a teacher in class)- involves coding and decoding. Coding is the system of passing information whereas decoding is the analysis and understanding of the information passed by the encoder. There is therefore, a necessity for the decoder to find adequate means of “decoding” any information. Candidates fail to understand the set passage in an examination because they are not able to find adequate means of “decoding” the massage passed by the passage writer.
Adun (2018) explaine that Comprehension does not mean looking for answers. It does not mean guessing your answers comprehension does not mean passing your eyes swiftly over words of a passage. No! Comprehension means, coming to terms with all that the coder is passing to the decoder, such that after reading the passage (in the case of candidate reading passage in an examination), the reader will be able to state what he/she has read idea-for-idea. It means you should be able to tell somebody about all the basic facts of that passage without looking back in the passage.


Problem of Reading and Understanding English Comprehension Why Candidates Choose Wrong Answers 
	In objective test under comprehension, some options are usually synonymous, although, if well perused, it would be discovered that there is often a wide margin of difference between the options usually chosen by candidate.
Misinterpretation of Question
It is logically that, once a question is not well understood, the correct answer will not be arrived at. A lot of candidates are often in so much, a hurry or are psychologically unsettled that they do not bother to understand the exact demand of the question. It is therefore imperative that a candidate should not rush but strive to understand what the question means. 
Question Methods under Higher Examination Comprehension Passage
Almost all examination bodies are consistent in their method of asking comprehension passage questions. It means that, we can predict the question that will come out in the next examination. Yes, if the questions to be featured are certainly known, and with consistent practice, one can guarantee a corrected answer throughout.
Question setters use several methods, to set comprehension passage questions.
A candidate who does not know the types of questioning method used in the examination before him or her is comparable to a traveller, travelling north wards by taking a south ward direction but the one who could identify the method used in asking of the question before him or her is definitely close on the heels of the question molder setters.
Use of Sentiments: sentiment is personal ideas or personal opinion concerning a particular thing. Many passages are set and questions on them, usually tempt the candidate to use his/her idea of the subject matter, to answer the question now. An no account should a candidate to outside the provision of he passage to look for answer, you cannot use your own idea just because what is being described in the passage happen to you before. Rely only on what the passage state, even if it is different from your own experience. 
There is another interesting fact about eye movement, if you notice the eye movement of someone who is reading, you will notice that from time to time, the passage reading goes back and looks again at something he has read before, in other words, he regresses to an earlier part of the text probably because he realizes he does not understand the passage properly. Then he comes back to where he left off and continues reading. At any time, it was thought that regression was a fault, but it is fact a very necessary activity in efficient reading.
There are kinds of faults in reading which are usually more exaggerated with foreign learners. The most common one is the most peoples read more slowly that they should. There is no rate at which people ought to read, of course it depends on your purpose of reading, how difficult the language is how unfamiliar the material and so on. But most people read everything, other people say the word to them or move their lips these habits slow the reader down to something near speaking speed which of course, much slower or with a pen.
If you want to read faster, the secret is simply to practice under timed conditions. This means that you should give yourself a certain amount of time to read with understanding then check your time when you have finished students who have practice fast reading even for only an how a week, have show average importance of over so% over a term of ten weeks duration reading fast does not necessary mean reading with less comprehension in fact student usually show small increase in comprehension as well as a dramatic increase in speed.
Problems and Constraint to Effective Teaching and Learning of Reading Comprehension in Junior Secondary Schools (JSS)
Many candidates usually come out of examination hall only to say, ‘oh – if only I had I understand the last paragraph. The major constraints have to do with the reader’s background in language (he or she is not brought up well with the English or French language- as the case may be). Therefore such reader will grasp the various language styles of the another person and understand the passage. This is a fundamental problem that cannot easily be solved the second problem psychological that is distraction of different dimension. It is basically difficult for a reader to comprehend a passage or a massage if he came in to the examination hall with trouble mind. Once examination hall, therefore, a reader should release his or her mind from the weight knot of excessive happiness or sadness. The mind should also be curbed from extraneous thoughts at that moment. 
The background and psychological problems described above are factors which should be discussed:
Using Theories to Simplify a Difficult Comprehension Passage
Do you think there is any magic about it when an author or writer of a comprehension passage gives correct answers to question? You have not been able to arrive at correct answers either because you usually do not understand the passage you may not arrive at the correct answer. The theories would be described: 
a. The chemistry theory.
b. The psychoanalytic theory.
c. The cause and effect theory.
The chemistry theory: Adeoti (2017) As the name suggest, this theory acts in line with the principle of chemistry itself is the study of behavior of different elements component putting them together and watching out for the outcome or result of such element what are those element (things) packaged in a comprehension passage and which you must analyze before you can understand the passage. they are:
a. Subject Matter: subject matter is what the passage discuses. Does the package discuss how palm-wine tapper was conscripted in to the army by some fierce looking soldiers or does it discuss how Olumba attended a village meeting where he was chosen to lead a group of guard for the village stream? Whatever the study told in the passage is the subject matter you must find this out. Okey? God?
b. Theme: Theme is the major lesson which the story teaches with the passage (subject matter). For example passage discusses a man who once had thousands of everything that man could have vehicles wives children houses and in the thinking of an eyen everything was gone, destroyed or lost. He kept on thinking positive without complaining although the pain inflicted on him as a result of his losses was unimaginable. In a little while more just like the magic of India- everything he lost became replaced a hundred fold, returning virile smiles to his hips. What do you think the lesson about the story of this is intended to teach? Remember that, first, the story as it is told is the subject matter. The lesson it teaches is the theme the time is optimizing or courage. You must determine the theme of each passage. 
c. Lexical items: certain lexical items also make it difficult for candidates to understand a passage lexis means individual words that are used in a discourage. If there are certain words that are difficult, strange, long or unfamiliar, it is likely that at the end of reading the passage it will not have been understood. Move dangerous is the facts, that if there are such words that are them. For example 2022 (UME) passage 1:
2022 UME, PASSAGE
Those who have visited the city of Jos in Nigeria attest to its uniqueness. The first striking thing to notice perhaps is the benevolence of the climate. It will be no exaggeration to say that is no other Nigerian city does one feel so much as peace, so released, with the climate as in Jos. When people say that Jos is cold, the remark is always a compliment, topographically symbolized by the surrounding rocky hills which adorn the horizon from every angle of the city: these hills remind you of castles, except that whereas castle are man-made, the hills of Jos are natural edifices in which the master mason who had delicately land those stones one upon another is no other than God himself. The sun of Jos shines without malice, and even in February and march, when it is scorching hot in most parts of Nigeria, the heat of Jos dances caressingly on the surface of the skin, as if from above a soft protective layer of blanket intercedes between the heat of the sun and the inhabitants of the society.   
Compared to what obtains in most other Nigeria cities, the inhabitants of Jos are openly warm. They are relaxed, and there is the absence of that suffocating feeling, with which a place like Lagos is associated, of a people madly rushing to their graves. The groceries operating at all nooks and crannies of the city give the impression of a great abundance of a variety of food items. It is almost as if some unseen hands are responsible for the presence of these varieties of edible items. The truth of course is that in Jos, people- civil servant farmers and traders are socially well-disposed to the influx of new setters and novel ideas and this ensures an apparent high degree of self-sufficiency. You may be hungry in Jos, but you need not be angry.
If other parts of Nigeria had been like Jos, surely the colonialists would never have left the country without a good fight. Many movements abound in the city which tell tales of the white man’s love for this city of solid minerals.
In this passage, there are many difficult words.
Dealing with difficult words. 
The best ways of dealing with difficult words are the following:
i. Contextualization and Environment 
Each word should be related to the totality the message. For example the mean of goat, bank bridge philosophy discipline etc would be different in their contents. For example:
a. Joy keep my money in bank 
b. When we got to the river Niger, we stood at the bank. Bank is a polysemous word-a word that has many meaning/readings.
ii. The word formation approach 
The second approach to difficult word is that you can use the principles of word formation to arrive at the answer to a difficult or long word.
Word formation principle well enable you arrive at the meaning of a word such as UNFRIENDLINESS. To begin analysis, ask what is the whole unfriendliness formed? It is friend so “un” is a prefix what over comes after base word is a suffixes so “lines” is a Sufix not that almost every prefix has its meaning e.g un means, not so you can relate ‘not’ treat long word this way. 
It must, however, be said categorically that, not all words will yield themselves to the principle of word formation, for example exaggeration cannot yield to word formation analysis especially because it has no prefix etymology, the study of the origin of words and their meaning is what can help here. More importantly, be very close to your dictionary although the dictionary should not be regarded as the find authority on the meaning of words. The context is the most reliable way of determining the meaning of words that do not yield themselves to word formation analysis.
c. Extra grammatical items 
Another set of items which authors and writers often adopt in writing is the extra-grammatical; these items include those phrases, clauses or expressions that cannot be easily understood because of their hidden meanings they include following.
i. Idiomatic Expression 
As you know, expressions of these sorts have hidden meaning, so it is advisable for users of language to learn them in their hundreds. A storm in the tea cup, a bee in the bonnet as the cow file forlorn hope, shed crocodile fears and so on are example of idioms.
ii. Figures of Speech 
Figures of speech are usually and frequently used to add colour to what is written but, often times they become a problem for the reader. Major figure of speech used include. Simile, metaphor personification, irony, paralipis.
Of all, metaphor and paralipis are the most frequently used and are more difficult to comprehend that the in comprehension situation.
A metaphor is a word or phrase used when comparing something to another in a sharp way. An inscription on a bus reads Jesus the Rock of Ages.
“Dad, even if you cannot buy me fashionable shirts and trousers, even if my toes peep not of my mine year old tennis and you cannot replace them; please pay my re-enrolment fees. I am not asking to be giving three square meals a day as my friends are given by their parents and I’m not craving for pocket money which my friend parent given them. All I say is, please help with my re-enrolment fee.
You should now see how many issues are raised by the boy who pretends to be bothered only by “my enrolment fees. Obviously, he has succeeded in dragging his father’s attention to the other issues where he likes to be helped: he likes to by another pairs of shoes; he wants pocket money; he wants fashionable outfits and so on, but just says all these in a way to suggest that he does not attach much importance to them, although they are his priorities. This is paralysis.
iii. Proverb: Although proverbs are not commonly used in English sentence chances still remain that an adapted passage (of your examination) my contain some proverbs, especially if the adopted passage is written by an author such as china Achebe who use proverbs in his work frequently.
it is important that where these proverbs appear, they are well understood in relation to the subject of discussion 
iv. Phrasal verbs: Phrasal verbs are statement formed by combining verbs or adverbial particles with preposition.
Example are fall out, fall though fall about, fall over, fall in, fall down lie down, lie up against fill in the up and so on. The meaning of these expressions cannot be easily arrived at unless one lessons them.
Extral Grammatical items: phrased verbs treat the intricacies of phrasal verbs and hundreds of phrasal verbs have been explained.
v.  Axioms: All these are three of a kind. An example of what they are is “early to bed, early to rise makes a man health, wealthy and wise, health is wealth”. 
In all, reasons have been shown why you need to understand all these expressions that cannot be easily understand. You are therefore advised to be familiar with the various expressions.
So, the first theory for analyzing passage which is the chemistry theory provides that the candidate should consider the entire component that make up the passage and understand each of them perfectly. Again, they are the following; subjects matter, theme, lexical items (difficult words) Extra-grammatical items under which are: Idioms, figure of speech, proverbs phrasal verb, axioms, maxims and truism. Do you understand this?
This is the chemistry theory approach to the understanding of a comprehension passage. 
2. The psychoanalytic theory: Adeolu (2016) describe psychoanalytic theory as a second method of analyzing a comprehension passage is called the psychoanalytic theory. As the name suggest, the theory provides that all content points and facts of the passage must be collected and consider together to determine what is being talked about. Not everything that the author intends to say will be and two and three together, it will be discovered that more facts could surface. For example, Joe is the oldest of three friends and jack is the youngest is the third friend.
From these facts given a further fact can be deduced. 
i. If joe is ten years old and 
ii. Jack is five years old therefore 
iii. Tin is between sin and mine years old.
But wrote that this third fact is not given in the statement, it is psychoanalysis that enables us to arrive at the conclusion. It should be noted very well that using psychoanalysis does not imply that the reader should think of fact that are not product of the already existing facts of the passage. This means, it is dangerous using one’s intuition, sentiment or personal experience or opinion to imagine instead of relying on only facts already supplied in the passage in the process of psychoanalysis.   
   iii. The cause and effect theory
 It is obvious that, in a passage one event follows another. It is not compulsory that the author put the event in sequential order but it remains imperative for the reader to plot or arrange the events in the order in which they happened (as described in the passage). One major headache of candidate is, how to determine what is responsible for what in other words, most reader cannot authoritatively ascribe the correct cause of something to an event. Non-cause process, propter ego hoe (transaction giving among cause to an event) is a major problem. It has to do with the principle of logical reasoning.
It is quite illogical for arrange to insist that the failure of the candidate (in the statement below) is a result of this travelling to Lagos.
“Whenever travel to Lagos and come back to school to sit for my examination, I usually fail them”.
There is no direct link between traveling on the hand and failure or success on the other. Perhaps if he had said that he had been consistently traveling out of the school and unable to do any academic work during the session and that whenever he wrote his paper after. Such prolonged absence from school he was sure to fail. That is more logical.
There is a difference: visiting Lagos once does not have any direct link with one’s failure but persistent, peripatetic bring failure. So watch out, do not ascribe a wrong cause to an event trace to its root cause. 
 How to Read a Passage Effectively
Subject areas in comprehension 
A comprehension passage may discuss religion science including agriculture health care, technology: it may discuss sports or arts or leisure such as general event once witness. A passage may narrate an event or described a person. The stony as it is narrated is called subject matter. Not these passages may be written in form of an area in the straight form of an article. What is the subject matter in the following passage; what is the below by blow step by step a narration of event in the passage.
How to read a passage effectively; 
Skimming and Scanning 
What is skimming and what is scanning?
A reader reads slowly because he or she is not sure of what the focus should be during a reading session. A JAMB candidate needs to develop the ability to locate the main idea of a reading selection quickly if he or she is to read with good understanding. Skimming and Scanning come in handy. These skills can help readers read with great ease and also assist them in the understanding of the passage.
Skimming: skimming means quickly looking for the main idea (s) of the passage. This involves an extremely fast reading through a passage to locate the main ideas in it. What the reader finds our during skimming is still general and can be move detailed Adewuyi (2011). This method can also be used in determine the focus of periodicals or dailies when a reader has not patience to go the whole as reading through the materials. Large parts of the text are not read at all because skimming is the selective talking out of parts of a comprehensive material. Can you now attempt read parts and parts of a passage and be able. After this to determine the  what the subject matter is?
Scanning: scanning means reading taste at the same time getting full meaning of the passage. this is a more detailed fast reading during which specific items like words, facts or details are examined. The reader will find this a very useful skill helpful in learning and mastering technical and specialized terminologies and registers. Ola (2009)
Practice: Here is a passage below. What you want to do is to read with the skimming method (just passing your eyes swift across, trying to determine what the passage is about (subject matter). Two read the same passage (below), with the scanning method or skill (talking note slowly when doing this, wake yourself up and be fast. You have no time to waste your practice passage in UME 2017.
UME 2017, passage 1
It is customary nowadays among fashionable ladies and gentleman to acquire and sometimes quaint clothes which are scarcely ever used sometimes it may be an approaching festival. Although, plagued by the problem of school fees for their children. Parents have had to swallow their own phlegin and honor their children who need special clothes for important events. University students see matriculation ceremonies or induction ceremonies in to club membership as special reason to make new attire which you may be sure-they would not wear on another occasion that parallel the one for which these were made.  
Medical doctors may soon find another cause for the incidence of high blood pressure among the youth. The desire to acquire new clothes is one strong possible cause, but a more subtle one which haunts like a ghost is the problem of choice of what to wear. The youth have so stuffed their apartment ward rope drawer and trunks with so many clothes that the greatest problem they face is the choice of what to wear.
How to arrive at the correct answer under comprehension Immediately a candidate comes face to with a comprehension passage, what is the step-by-step ways is presented over the years even from the primary school days, candidate had been told to “read the passage first’ and for effective understanding “read twice”. This approach can help only primary school pupils.
Imagine that someone asked you to go into a large hall without further instruction. You most likely therefore to go in to the hall and stand there, looking blank and joblessly tired. But imagine that you were asked to go in to the hall and fetch a chair a duster and an exercise book. Sure? Immediately you get in to the hall, your pre-occupation would be, to look for those items, without wasting time. 
A comprehension passage can be compared to a large hall and the question you are asked under it can be compared to the “Item” (chair duster and exercise book) that you have been asked to fetch. If you are not asked to look for anything in particular, it will be useless reading the passage. This goes to show that, before we read a passage, we should know what we are looking for (i.e question). It is therefore in appropriate to read the passage first. Reading you would read the question them go to the passage. Follow the basic attack method here outlined.
1. Read all the question under a passage (without reading the option) carefully and thoughtfully, concentrating on the question , you should try to understand what you are required to do or what the question means to understand the question you may translate them or break each down as if you were doing an analysis e.g question “why does Olumba usually look up whenever he addresses anybody?. You will break it down in your mind this way:
There is someone called Olumba. He usually looks up (not just at anytime but when he talks to people) what reason has been given in the passage for this habit? Why does he do it? Why?
Doing this assure you that you have understand the question perfectly okay? Simply try not to forget any of the five or so question you have read. Under this passage. this means that, after reading all the five question, before you go in to the passage, you must be able to recount the question without looking back in the book. Recount them off-hand.
Also, determine the question method used in framing each question: Authorial, contextual periphrastic and so on.
2. Reading the passage for the first time. While you  read the passage use theories of passage analysis.
Ask yourself what is:
The subject matter 
The theme or 
As there any difficult words 
What are their meanings? 
Are there any extra- grammatical items, e.g idioms  metaphors e.t.c?
What are their meanings? By the time you have resolved all these; it will have been certain that you have perfectly understood the passage. meanwhile you have not forgotten any of the any of the five question that you read before. You will come notice that as you read the passage for the first time, you will come across answers to the question which you have memorized because the moment your mind crosses anything relating to any of the question your mind has stored the answer will be supplied immediately. You are likely to say; oh this part seems to give answer to question three which says; why does Olumba usually look up whenever he discusses with people.
Even in such a case that some answers surrender themselves to you, you should not be so hasty as to quickly shade them. No! Those are only accused answers and must be proved quietly or innocent in the court of evidence before you shade the in. 
3. Read the question again cross checking whether the answer you proffered is reasonable. If however, the passage is not is not completely clear to you, read the second time. 
4. Assemble all your answer. They are as I have warned not the correct answers until you have proved them “guilty” with evidence, so they remain “accused”.
Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed 
On the problems of reading and understanding English among the Junior secondary school (JSS) students in Nigeria, various scholars (Ashade, 2000) opened that the problems of reading and understanding English comprehension has become difficult for the students to read and answer question on comprehension passage during examination. Therefore, this study points out the constructing to effective reading and using theories to simplify a difficult comprehension passage such as the chemistry theory, the psychoanalytic theory.
From the literature reviewed the scholars while writing on the problems of reading and understanding English comprehension, they were on the opinion that the combination of method and materials would be necessary for effective reading and understanding of English comprehension in SSS class.
Mother tongue interference sound system in adequacy of text books and libraries man power shortage, inadequate of instructional materials and the task of conventional English syntactical pattern are factors responsible for the problems of reading and understanding English comprehension among the Junior secondary school (JSS) student in Nigeria.

Research Design 
The questionnaire was basically designed to find out problems of reading and understanding English comprehension being encountered by teacher and students of English during English reading comprehension classes. The questionnaire is designed in such away to find out solution for the problem of reading and understanding English comprehension.
Population of the Study 
According to Caleb (2014), population is the total collection of all elements or number about which the researcher used to draw conclusions.
The population for the study comprised five junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government, one hundred and twelve (112) teachers were also used for the study. The schools selected were the following:

3.	Waziri Government Secondary School Ilorin
4.	Government Day Secondary School Adewole Ilorin

The subject of the study was teachers and students of English language. The researcher examined only one hundred and twelve of English language in selected local government. The researcher conducted this research in Ilorin schools which was randomly selected in Ilorin west local government area. 
Sample and Sampling Techniques 
	The sample for this study comprises the students of the selected schools so as to identify the pedagogical factors affecting teaching of comprehension passages in some selected junior secondary schools in Ilorin West L.G.A of Kwara State, while the researcher used simple Random sampling techniques to carryout the information. Because all the representative sample have the same probability of being selected. 

Instrumentation
The instrument for study is a designed questionnaire. Copies of the questionnaire were given out to teachers and students of English in selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State
There are fifteen items in the questionnaire framed in form of close ended questions. The options are “Yes” “No”.
Procedure for Data Collection 
The information for the study was collected through the use of questionnaire. The teachers and students concerned were adequately enlightened on the nature of the content of the questionnaire so as to avoid wrong responses from them. The teachers and students were made to realize the importance of this research to the improvement of their choice of problems of reading and understanding English comprehensive lessons.
Administration of Questionnaire 
The researcher endeavored to explain, the key words in the questionnaire to the teacher in the schools visited and their co-operation were bought in order to ensure appropriate feedback.
Data Analysis Techniques
Simple frequency count and percentage distribution will be used to answer the research questions. These enable the researcher to find out the relative popularity of the problems of reading and understanding English comprehensive among the junior secondary school (JSS) students.

Discussion of Results
What were the problems commonly found in the teaching or reading and understanding English comprehension among the junior secondary school (J.SS) in Ilorin west Local Government Area of Kwara state.
Table 4.2.1 
Table 4.2.1 shows definition of problem of reading and understanding English comprehension. William (2017) Wrote and recommended some activities in his work on contextualized vocabulary teaching of which “Glosses of words and phrase from a passage” was first mentioned. This has to do with definition of words and phrases as they are used in the passage. He advocated that word to be defined by the student within a passage should be italicized word and phrases as they are used in a passage pairs of students take parts, each pair being word related.
It is the candid opinion of the research that since table 1 is popular in the classroom, teaching students how to read and table 2, teaching them reading comprehension respectively, will enhance self-learning in the process of getting the words defined this will increase the store of vocabulary of learners.
Table 4.2.3 shows that the problems on the use of mother tongue for explaining comprehension passage (translation) is popular among the teachers thus causing a difficult problem for teaching English comprehension. The problem is popular, because most of the respondents use it. William (1990) supported translation as a strategy for teaching as well as learning. He was of the opinion that problems of reading and understanding English comprehension can be effectively taught in relation to the learner’s first language (p. 120). The favorable response from the respondent, however was in harmony with the words of Obanya (1982) who spoke of interference from mother tongue as a problem failing the teaching the teaching of English comprehension in Nigeria schools. He further said that if translation has been identified as a clog in the wheel of effective reading of English comprehension to employ it therefore may not yield any truthful result.    
Table 4.2.4
Reveals the use of relating word to objects person and event around the classroom he spoke of this as contrived situation presented through ralia or picture in the classroom with which other kinds of illustrations were termed as natural approaches to vocabulary teaching by association. The research therefore is of the opinion that this problem must be given adequate solution. The object of the reference must therefore be made available around the classroom for the effective teaching of English comprehension.
Table 4.2.5
Table 4.2.5 reveals the use of guessing meaning of word by “reading around” the difficult word. The research observes that this problem is relatively popular among the respondents. This is consonance with Williams (2015) contextualized vocabulary teaching. The manipulation of word around the difficult words generally reveals the market meaning.
Table 4.2.6 
Table 4.2.6 shows that the use of picture as a problem of reading and understanding English comprehension was also popular among the respondents because majority of them use it. This result shows the use of picture as recommended and suggested by various author such as Obanya (2012). 
Williams (2010) and Alabi (2019) were favorable by most of the teachers, therefore future research studies can investigate into the teacher’s educational preparation. And encourage the use of picture in the teaching of reading and understanding English comprehension because the use of pictures (visual aids) cannot be compromised with any other thing in the teaching and learning situation especially is a subject like English comprehension. 
Table 4.2.7 further reveals dramatization as an importance solution for the problem of reading and understanding English comprehension as the is popular among the respondent because majority of them use it this is in line with the position of Obanya (2012), where he suggested that “if he (the learner) is made to watch drama and listen to the dialogue and conversion will learn through practice to use language appropriately (p. 94) the poor use of drama among the teachers may emanate from ignorance laziness and even lack of proper orientation. The learners concentrate at the higestest pack. While watching drama word of action are grasped with ease, words acted out carry meaning along and consequently the word power of learners are riched. For instance, the teacher can dramatize the action of the following words to explain meaning e.g “eat” embraced “sigh” and so on.

Table 4.2.8
Table 4.2.8 shows that the use of ordinary was popular the respondent recognized the important of the dictionary in teaching problems of reading and understanding English line with the submission of great authors such as Obanaya (2018) and Lawal (2014) on the relevance of dictionary to the problem of reading and understanding English comprehension. They were of the opinion that the problem of reading and understanding English comprehension is central to the many inter-related functions of the dictionary. Therefore recommended that teacher should continue with their positive attitudes to the uses of dictionary understanding English comprehension in our schools.

Table 4.2.10 reveals that the use of questioning method under higher examination passage is popular among the respondents because majority of them use it. This is in line with the position of Ashade (2010), where he suggested that you should read all the question under a passage (without reading the opinion) carefully and thoughtfully concentrating on the question you should try to understand what you may translate them or break each down as if you were doing analysis such as question, “why does Olumba usually look up wherever he address anybody? You will break it down in your mind this way: there is someone called Olumba usually look up (not anything birth when he talk to people) what reason has been give  in the passage for his habit? Why does he do it? Why does he not take dawn wards or sideways?
Why upward? Why?
Doing this assures you that you have understood the question perfectly okay?
Therefore the teacher should encourage the students to put this in practice always. As this will enhance and improve the method for reading and understanding English comprehension among the junior secondary school (SSS) students.

Table 4.2.11 show how often the student find the language used in the passage familiar as this was also popular among the respondent because majority should of them always find the language familiar. This result shows that the students should be encouraged further for the practice of how to read any passage with understanding constantly. So that they will be able to find any language used in the passage they may come across familiar and this help them to answer any question under passage correctly.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary  
This study focused on the pedagogical factors affecting teaching of comprehension passages in some selected Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin West L.G.A of Kwara State
Five junior schools were randomly selected in the area with a total number of 100 students.
		The researcher visited the schools and personally administered the questionnaire with the assistance of the class teacher. From the findings, it was discovered that some students are very low on comprehensive passage reading. 	Relevant recommendation are made on how teacher can improve on the problem of reading and understanding English comprehension among the junior secondary school (JSS) students in Ilorin West Local Government.
		It was also revealed that, there is a difference in the performance of male and female students in English as a result of their use of social media. It was observed that, female students use social media more than their male counterparts. The implication is that, the female students need to be closely watched for better performance than their male counterparts.
 In this chapter, the results presented in chapter four are discussed and conclusions are drawn from them. Relevant recommendations are made on how teacher can improve on the problem of reading and understanding English comprehension among the junior secondary school (JSS) students in Ilorin West Local Government.
Recommendation 
The implication of the findings of this study would be given in the form of suggestion to various groups. 
Teachers the teacher are advised to look in to various solution for the problems of reading and understanding English comprehension discussed in this research work to improve and ensure effective reading of English comprehension in this important area of English they should be flexible and not rigid in their choice of reading and they should embrace modern approaches to the problem of reading and understanding English comprehension.
The authorities in Colleges of Education and Institutes of Education should enforce the methodology of teaching English comprehension in the syllabus of would be teachers so as to enhance an effective teaching of problem of reading and understanding English comprehension. This will also equipped them for proper teaching of English comprehension even after course of study.
Student: The students should cultivate a positive attitude toward learning and gaining more reading habit in English comprehension. This can be done by reading extensively and whenever, they come across new words in their reading texts, they should endeavor to look for the meaning learn to use the words in sentences, so that they can improve on their reading comprehension passage, (Comprehension passage, according to Ashade 2000). You will notice that as you read the passage for the first time, you will come across answer to the question which you have memorized even in such a case that some answer surrender themselves to you, you should not be so hasty as to quickly shade them in, not use of personal ideas among the majority of student may emanate from ignorance, laziness and eve lack of proper orientation. The students are advised to prove the accused answers innocent with evidence before shading them in.
Parent: parent should endeavor to buy prescribe reading textbook for their children, so that they can read along with other in the classroom, to learn new words, together with others. Parent should also by interesting and simile novels for their children to encourage extensive reading. The literate parent should assist their children to ever come the problem of reading and understanding English comprehension at home government – government should provide library facilities for schools with relevant textbooks, novel with magazine, newspaper and so on, where student will have the opportunity to read widely. Government should also subsidies the price of textbook for student so that it can be within the reach of common man.
Suggestion for Further Studies 
This study examine only the problems of reading and understanding English comprehension among the junior secondary school (SSS) students in the selected junior secondary schools in Offa local government area of kwara state. The research has not exhausted all the problem of reading and understanding used in the teaching of English comprehension. Therefore future researchers can still carryout studies of other problem of reading and understanding English comprehension and even include materials for teaching English comprehension the researcher has local government area of the state. But similar studies could be extended to other local government areas of the federation to increase the generalization of the finding of this study.
Conclusion 
The study investigate the problems commonly found in the teaching or reading and understanding English comprehension among the junior secondary school (JSS) in Ilorin west Local Government Area of Kwara state.
William (2010) supported translation as a strategy for teaching as well as learning. He was of the opinion that problems of reading and understanding English comprehension can be effectively taught in relation to the learner’s first language (p. 120). The use of dictionary was the most respondent recognized, that is important in teaching of problems of reading and understanding English line with the submission of great authors such as Obanaya (1982) and lawal (1994) on the relevance of dictionary to the problem of reading and understanding English comprehension. The problem of reading and understanding English comprehension is central to the many inter-related functions of the dictionary. Therefore it recommended that teacher should continue with their positive attitudes to the uses of dictionary understanding English comprehension in our schools
