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ABSTRACT
This project work investigated into the causes and incidence of School drop out in some selected secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
The study investigate the perception of the principals, vice principals, the teacher and school  counsellor as well as the students  on the causes of school drop out. It also look into other researcher work on the causes of school drop out.
Simple random techniques was used to select  one hundred respondents, that supplied information and the sampling techniques used is the questionnaire method and interview for the students. Simple percentage was used to analyse the response to the statement.
Some of these result shows that school location and home related factor were responsible for school drop out the study recommend among other, that qualified or well skillful teacher and professionally trained guidance and counsellor should be posed to some secondary schools for proper handled  of such problems and be able to advice the students on the value of education. Some suggestion were also made for further studies.     
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 
Background To The Study 
	The long man dictionary  of contemporary English (2008) defined drop out as a person who drop out of ordinary society and tries to practice  another life styles or to stop attending or  taking part.
Oxford Advance Learner Dictionary 6th edition defined drop-out to mean, leave school, college etc without finishing your studies, also as a person who reject the ideas and ways of behaving that are accepted by the rest of society.
Drop-out is viewed as a students who on account of unforeseen circumstance can not complete a course in secondary school for which he or she originally enrolled.
The issues of drop-out in school tend to be more  disturbing when it has been asserted in the educational circle that secondary school is regarded as the minimum academic  level  which  qualifies an individual to gain admission into the higher institution of learning.
Ogun Owo (2001) contended that secondary education was and still regarded by a greater percentage of Nigeria people as the necessary pre-condition for social mobility.
As the number of school drop-out increase day by day some still find education as an important goals which must be achieved the primary school education and secondary education as the feeder level to higher institution of learning.
Education in Nigeria is regarded as instrument par excellence which affect the national development. The Federal,dictionary  of contemporary English (2008) defined drop out as a person who drop out of ordinary society and tries  State and Local government see education as an avenue for social mobility and this made Federal, State and Local government to invest huge some of money on education especially the primary  education which was seen  as the foundation for education and which must be solid.
The 6-3-3-4 system of education was introduced to see that educational system of Nigeria is of high standard. The system was generally adopted till introduction of new National policy on education 1977. The system was not be adopted in schools until September 1981. In this system of education, children are expected to spend the first six years in the primary school which is between the age of 6-11 years.  Three year in the junior secondary school and four years in the University level or other tertiary  institution of learning
Adeyinka  (2000) gave his opinion that 6-3-3-4 system of education is a leaf borrowed from Japan in Asia and America in the  western world. The focus of the 6-3-3-4 system of education in Nigeria is for self employment. It intention is that all product of the new school system would be fully armed with appropriate skills to enable them set up business or project of their own so as not depend on the paid employment/ white collar jobs in government or private sectors
The National Policy on Education (1998) revised edition gave the objective of the primary education as thus:
(a) The inculcation of permanent literacy and numeracy, and ability to communicate effectively.
(b) The laying of a sound basis for scientific and reflective thinking 
(c) Citizenship education as a basis for effective participation in contribution to the life of the society.
(d) Character and moral training and the development of sound attitude
(e) Developing in the child the ability to adapt to his changing environment
(f) Giving the child opportunity for developing, manipulative skills that will enable them to function effectively in the society within the limit of his capacity
(g) Providing basic tools for further educational development including preparation for trade and crafts of the locality.
The National Policy  on Education (1998) also proposed the objectives of secondary school education as thus:
(a) Provide an increase numbers of primary school pupils with the opportunity for education of higher quality irrespective of sex or social religion and ethnic background.
(b) Diversity its curriculum to cater for the difference in talent opportunities and roles possessed  by or open to students after their secondary schools courses.
(c) Equip students to live effectively in our modern age of science and technology
(d) Develop and project Nigeria culture, arts and language as well as the world culture heritage
(e) Raise a generation of people who can think for themselves respect the view and feeling of other respect and dignity of labour and appreciate those values specified under our broad National aims and lives as good citizen.
(f) Foster Nigeria unity with an emphasis on the common ties that unite us in our diversity 
(g) Inspire it students with a desire for achievement and self improvement both at school and in life
Inspite of all  the objectives of primary, secondary education stated in the National Policy on Education to encourage people the more to lean, we still have cases of drop-outy in schools especially secondary school education which is the focus of this project work.
Secondary schools in the educational circle regarded as the minimum academic level which qualified an individual to gain admission into higher institution of learning.
Babs Fafunwa (1977) view secondary education as the gate way to higher social status positions and carrier success.
The secondary education is very important because it is the feeder level of higher institution of learning as primary education is the feeder to secondary education. Therefore education planner take great care in planning and execution of policies so that positive objective are achieved at this level.
Government place high premium on the  educational system of Nigeria. Several programme are set  up by the government to improve the educational system of Nigeria such programme include, free education for both primary and secondary level etc. All these are introduce to encourage people to learn and function well in the society.
National Policies on Education referred to educations as: as expensive social services and require adequate financial provision from all tiers of government for a successful implementation of educational programme.
Daramola in a note on education 403 titled philosophy of education, says education in its original sense is therefore  the process of acting in order to lead out and manifest fully the potentially of each personality. He further explain that  education is what take place during the process of teaching and learning in the educational institutions that each society has set up specifically for the purpose and in the wider sense.
Education play a paramount roles in the life of people  there was no way to talk on educational without talking on school drop-out. Despite all efforts to boost the educational system in the country some felt that dropping out of school is the only solution to their educational problems. The issues of drop-out problem is trace to the period which existed right from history up till present time. The issues of drop out is not new and not only a problem with western education but also with the traditional system of education where the students engage in vocational training like blacksmith, goldsmith, carpentry, shoe builder and break layers etc not all the students admitted for these vocational training were able to finish but some drop-out along the way.
The factors responsible for school drop-out as enumerated by Okedara (1982) are low socio-economic background, low academic performance. Peer group influence, juvenile, delinquency, ill health, pregnancy, parental attitude toward education, poor interpersonal relationship.
Bakare (1986) also gave his own causes of school drop-out and categorized into four (4) and these are:
1. Causes resident in the Family 
(a) Family relationship
(b) Attitude of Parents  toward education 
(c) Low socio economic background
(d) Nature of discipline in the family
2. Causes resident in the school
(a) Unequitable distribution of resources
(b) Social class different
(c) Inadequate medical facilities 
(d) Anti-intellectual value on the society
3. Causes resident in the school
(a) Poor quality of teaching
(b) Inadequate teaching materials
(c) Inadequate skills
(d) Deficient physical environmental of the school
(e) Peer group influence
(f) Poor inter-personal relationship 
4.     Causes resident in the child
(a) Influence of peer group
(b) Emotional problem
(c) Truancy
(d) Physical and Health factor
(e) Poor learning habits
All these causes of drop-out in school shall later be discuss fully in the chapter two of the research works
Having identify all the problems of school drop-out this research work will be useful and the recommendation which shall be give if implemented. It will help to curb or reduce the causes of drop-out in schools.
	The intension of this research work is to find out the solution to the causes of drop-out in schools and find the effect it has on the school society, family and the child
Statement of the Problem
	Causes of school drop-out in Nigeria schools especially secondary school education, continue to increase day by day. This is because of the negative attitude of students among other towards education and this has a greater impact  on the educational system of Nigeria.
Withdraw from the school without completing the causes of study  has a negative impact on the economic, political, social and technological development of the country. Not only the country but on the students as well as their parent such students will be a liability to the parent. 
The issues of students drop-out in school is a problem which must be eradicate so as not to affect the educational system of the country.
Six school were sampled in Ilorin west local government area of Kwara State not all the student admitted into the school finished their  course as a result of being drop-out from the system completely.
This research work attempt to look into the following question.
1. What is education?
2. What is drop out?
3. What are the major causes of drop out in schools
4. What  are the effect that these  have  on the educational system, parent and students themselves as well as the country?
5. What are the solution to the issues of school drop out in  Ilorin West Local Government area of Kwara State

Purpose of the Study
Drop-out in school can be viewed as a unforeseen circumstances that makes a students not to complete a cause in school which he/she originally enrolled for.
In the light of these, the purpose of this research work is to find out the factors responsible for school drop-out in Ilorin west local government area of Kwara State.
The main target work of this research is to find out the following:
a. The Number of students that were admitted and those that completed their causes
b. To find out if the local government secondary schools have the same problem similar to other local government  on the issues of drop-out
c. To find out the educational system of that area.
d. To find out major causes of drop out in sampled schools
e. To find out the effect that drop-out in school have on the life of the students, parent and the society at large
f. To find out the rate of school drop out if its higher or low
g. To find out the effort of the principal, teacher, school counselor, in curbing the issue of drop out in secondary school.
h. To make suggestion an how to curb or reduce  the causes and level of school drop out in secondary school education.


General Questions
1. What are the effect of peer group  on the students drop out from school?
2. What effect does low socio-economic background of the students has in school drop-out?
3. Of what significant can illiteracy and religion factor on the part of the parent affect school drop-out?
4. Why is  it that academic performance of students lead to school drop-out?
5. What important is orientation has on students that  can lead to school drop-out
6. To what extent can family separation of the students lead to school drop out?
7. Can bearing of too much children lead to school drop  out?
Research Questions
1. Can gender (male & female) of the students influences their school drop-out?
2. Does  the school location affect the students drop out?
3. To what extent can the separation of the family influence the students drop-out?
Research Hypothesis
1. There is no significant difference  between teachers and principals perceptions as regard to the courses of schools drop out
2. There is no significance differences between the female and male teachers perception as regards the causes of drop-out.
3. There is no significant differences between the principals and the school counselor as regard the causes of drop-out.
4. There is no significant differences between teacher and the school counselors perception as regards the causes of school drop-out.
Significant of the Study
	The importance of this study is to understand what is education and what is not also to appreciate the  value of education and to understand the need for good and sound education also to be helpful to those that will want to carryout a research work on the same topic.
Apart from this, the result of this research work will be useful to Kwara state government especially Ilorin West Local Government Area to understand the causes of school drop out in other to know the solution to such problem.    
 In conclusion this research work will be useful to the school administration the principals, vice principal, the teachers in making any decision relate to education also to the general /public that believe that school drop-out is a national phenomenon and therefore nobody bother to investigate the causes whether its by the student or other things, but with research work the affected will be changed.


Delimitation Of The Study
This research work is designed to cover some secondary school in llorin West  Local Government Area of  state where samples for the research work would be gathered for investigation. it will carry along the principals, vice principals, the teachers, the school counselors and some students at the same time.
Questionnaire will be used along with interview which will cut across the various causes of drop-out with this, I  believe that the result of this project will provide some vital information for future research fellows who may want to broaden this area for a similar study.
Definition of terms
I. Drop-out: Some one who leaves school or college before they have finished.
II. Capable drop-out: These are the students who have the power, ability, inclination to perform excellently in school, but such students academic progress may not be satisfied as a result, they finally abandon the school for reason rather than ability.
III. Involuntary drop-out: are those students that leave the school environment because of personal crisis such as illness, death of parent and students physical abilities
IV. Retarded drop-out: Are the students that lack the skill or ability that is necessary for academic pursuit. They are usually identified by their low score in achieving intelligent test, poor grade, retardation and reading disabilities.
V. The terminal drop out: These are students that interrupted to their education  pursuit  for some time before returning back to school to obtain a higher school diploma or its equivalent such students are regarded as drop-out.


CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE 
Introduction
	Chapter two of this research work intend to review the related  literature. It also write to review what other writers have done on the theme of the research and to look into the causes of dropout in Nigeria  schools, especially selected secondary schools in Ilorin west local Government Area of Kwara State.
It also look into the meaning of drop out by different authors and various types of drop-out, causes of drop out in schools and lastly the appraisal of literature review.
Concept and causes  of Drop out
	Drop out in secondary schools is a baffling issues which must be eradicated schools drop out is as old as the nation itself. The phenomenon has not gained much attention of the educators and planners in this country when compared with those of the advance countries of the world.
	Akinpelu (2006) however, the problem of students drop out were only occasionally highlighted in some National Newspapers. A facite recognition of the problem seemed inevitable as the lives of the drop out  create anxiety in the society and their parents became worried about the fate  their children  considering the effort of the government., government  placed a high premium on the education system of Nigeria several programme were introduced like the 6-3-3-4 system of education free Education, universal Basic Education (UBE) programme all these were introduced to put education into high standard.
In a speech delivered by chief Bisi Akande one time executive governor of Osun State on 1st February 2001, he said “Education is very important that is why I  invested huge sum of money on education students should  not be drop out, school is the maker of Governor, Doctors, lawyers and others. In his explanation students dropping out of secondary is waste to the educational system of Nigeria.
Dropout is viewed as form of Educational wastage and wastage in education could be used as an expression of the efficiency of resources management students drop out is seen as an aspect of overall educational wastage (Adeyinka 2003).
Hall Marks (1999) identifies three categories of students wastage; Drop-out that is those who left the  school without  completing their programme.
Repeaters: those who repeat a class more than once
Fail out: those who fail to obtain the terminal certificate and as such unable to utilize the training received. What the scholar is pointing out in this assertion is similar to what is asserted on drop out.
Oderinde (2004) opened that educational wastage in form of drop-out occurs in different way one of them is the  failure of institution to hold children within the educational system. They contested that poverty is recognized as one of the characteristic most closely associated with drop out and repetition. Absolute poverty would bring about malnutrition, under nourishment, in adequate housing, clothing labour and all of those that these in turn entailed the association between poverty and low educational achievement hold true for developing and developed countries alikes.
In the early 2000  the international labour organization (ILO) conducted a study on students drop out in the old western region of Nigeria. This  study revealed that only forty percent (40%) of children who entered primary  one completed the primary school course. The same thing repeated itself in secondary schools.
Adeshina (2006) carried out a case study of secondary school drop-out in Lagos state he found  out  that between forty and fifty percent (40-50%) of those students  who entered secondary schools in Lagos state dropped out before the end of their course between 1980-1984 the increase in schooling due to educational planning on one hand and the importance of education on the other hand is to be expected that a growing rate of high school populace will have predisposition to drop-out. It is well know fact that pressure for education especially at the post primary level is continually rising in this country so as to include a large  proportion of adolescent
Olashinde And Ogundele (2000) defined adolescence as a period of many changes-change in physical, moral, social, emotional and mental characteristic; they viewed adolescence as a time of transition, changing from childhood to adulthood.
Maclynthr and Turner (2005) found out that (40%) of American children dropped out of the school before the high school graduation., this state of affairs become serious became American has both the resources and manpower to make schooling both effective and useful. Maclynter wanted to find out how emotional problem both at home and at school can lead to  droping out  of school their research revealed that,
Dropout had unsuccessful and unhappy school experience they had serious and multiple school problem that interfere substantially with educational process which resulted to  failing or working below  their mental capacity.
Drop out do not usually leave school with a definite plan for the future their main concern is to escape from an environment which they find aggressive  their decision to drop out is the outcome of an accumulation of school  problem and an erroneous  belief that it is too late to correct difficulties
Meaning of Drop Out
	Longman dictionary of contemporary English (2008) define drop out as some  one who refuse to take part in ordinary society because they do not agree with its social practice, moral standard etc . Also some one who leaves school or college before they have finished.
Lingren H.G (1995) define drop-out as pupils or students who enrolled for a course of education but failed to complete the course.
Adesina (2006) explains that school drop out is somebody who abandon the school system as a result of learning difficulties, dismissed, illness and some other problems.
As applied to this research topic “Drop out in secondary school education is viewed as students who decided to leave the secondary school environment due to some reason without completing the course enrolled for 
Types of Drop-out
	Adelekan (1989) identified two types of drop-out voluntary and involuntary drop-out. He further explain that voluntary drop-out are students who withdraw because he/she feels disillusional and dissatisfied with education and decide to pull out for life. On the other hand, involuntary drop out are students who leaves the schools as a result of financial difficulties rather than with dissatisfaction  with education. The involuntary drop-out can still continue his/her education through extral-mural and adult education programme.
Austin (1999) identified three classes of drop out the first one are those that clearly drop-out and an ambiguous group that has interrupted its education but has a reasonable chance of completing their studies in the  nearest future. He labeled the last group “Stop out” there are occasion where the students personal development is clearly enhanced by leaving the college. He discovered that one of the factor  for dropping out is how students who persistently score low grades have a greater risk of dropping out.
	As applied to this research work four types of drop out shall be discussed.
1. The capable drop-out
2. The involuntary drop-out
3. The retarded drop out
4. The terminal drop out
(a) The capable drop out:
According to Oxford Advance learner dictionary 6th edition define capable a having the power, ability or inclination. Capable drop-out therefore are evident who have the power, ability to leave the school environment without completing he/she courses. Capable drop out have the ability to pass in school. They can even have the ability to perform excellently in school but such students academic progress may  not be satisfied as a result, they finally abandon the school for reason rather than ability.
(b) The involuntary drop out
The involuntary drop out are those students  that leave the school environment because of some personal crisis. Some of the personal crisis are illness, death of the parents and students physical abilities. Students with serious illness cannot cope with the school activities or in a situation where the parents are dead and nobody to cater for the school expenses as a result such students may decide to leave the school. 
(c) The Retarded Drop Out
	The retarded drop out lacked the skill or abilities that is necessary for academic pursuit the retarded drop out are “uneducated” and as a result, they drop out such students out of the school  officially by the school authority, this is as a result of not capable of doing necessary work that will qualify them for promotion into high grade and even not graduating from the school.
	The retarded drop-out are usually identified  by their low score or achieving intelligent test, test poor grades, grade retardant and reading disability retarded drop out lacked the skill or abilities necessary for academic pursuit. As a result of these they dropped out of the school environment.
d.	The Terminal Drop out
These are students that interrupted their education for some time before retuning back to school to obtain a high school to obtain a high school diploma or its equivalent. Such students are regarded as a school drop out.


Causes of drop out in schools 
Eden (2001) give four factor responsible for students drop out and these are:
a. Material culture of the Home
b. Parental Attitude toward the school
c. Health
d. Nutritional Problem
Rumberger (2002) in his own view gave three factor responsible for drop out and these are:
(1) Family Background

The research came out with the following factor that has been responsible for school drop out and those factors shall be discussed fully. The responsible factor are:

Socio Economic Background of the Parent
	This is one of the major causes of school drop out not all the family have ability to cater for the school needs of their children while some can do. This is a result of limited resources. The children wants are unlimited but the resources to satisfy them are limited.
Oloruntoba (1999) worked out the socio-economic background of pupils in some selected primary school and students of secondary schools in the old western state of Nigeria. He asserted that there is a relationship between drop-out rates and parent  occupation, parents education and number of wives in firmly.
Karlmax (1979) gave two classes of the people in the society. That is the rich and the poor the rich one are able to cater for the needs of their children while the poor cannot cater for their children. As a result, the standard of living of the parent may affect the educational system of their children.
It has been asserted that withdrawal of children from school was to assist the family activities where labour intensive method is used. Parent withdraw their children from school to help them in whatever areas  they could be useful to them either in taking care of home, or at their private work in order to survive as a result of this, the home influence the education of the children either positively or negatively
Migration of parents and frequent changes of schools may encourage school drop-out migration is the movement of people from one place to another. Most parent migrate for many reasons, topmost of which is survival reason as a result of these, students find it difficult to secure an admission into school.
On 30th of January 2001 some students were interviewed on the Network news by Hawa Yusuf on street hawking some of them gave different reason for school drop out. Some gave migration as their as major causes. Especially those that migrate to Abuja find it so difficult to gain admission into secondary school and later resulted into street hawking. Another boy gave his own reason as a child rearing pattern. He said “my parent gave birth to twenty  two of us and they can not cater for our educational needs. I had to drop out of the school after mu junior secondary school examination and engage in hawking so as to survive and cater for my self and the younger  one at home.
The native attitude of parent toward the school also contribute to drop out rate. Some parents do not see what benefit their children can derive from schooling. Rather to them schooling is only a means of taking children  out of their hand at the time when they needed them most. As such, they do not give the children the encouragement they required to make them stay in schools. Parents who are illiterate find it difficult to understand why continuity in attendance should be important. Another important factors which Brimmer and Paul pointed out is family disunity. Instability of families is a associated with both educational problems and behavior disturbance. They were of the opinion that instability or disunity of a family leads to emotional insecurity.
Yoloye (2000) made it known that financial problem ill health and low motivation accounted for a proportion of drop out. He went further to say that  drop-out rate was higher among boys than girls. His study also revealed that children from Christian home and Muslim home have high rate of drop out. He also opined that children from monogamous  home drop out more in the lower classes than children from polygamous home; but the reverse is the case in higher classes.
French et al (1999) explained in a study  that about sixty percent (60%) of girls in a school generation left school prematurely because of one reason or the other ranging from pregnancy or early marriage.
Pantages and Creedom (2002) conducted various studies on  sex influence  in relation to school drop out their review of the study indicated difference in vocational aspiration, while there is little or no significant differences in the general rate for male drop-out more than female
Wise man (2000) made us to understand that family serve as a source of influence and encouragement for the growing of a child throughout his life, family play very important roles in the education system of their children.
Peer Group Influence 
	Daramola (1994) define peer group as the child’s own friends and equal, further explains that peer group takes shapes early in the child life. In the earlier years peer group are relatively informal and transitory adopted  quickly to changing circumstance in the child’s situation example of peer group are play group which include school mate sibling and neighbours children.
	Peer group have greater influence  on the education of their counterpart. Children from good home joins bad  company when they get to school and even outside the schools. They did not allow an adage that says “Charity begins at home” to manifest in them. When they meet their friends in school, they form different group which is not formerly recognized by the school authority and this affect their educational system because they will not have time for their studies.
	Students that engage in drugs are likely to drop out of school by the authority  if they get to know about it drug has a adverse effect on academic performance of such students. This contributes significantly  dropping out of students from schools
Cultism is another factor responsible for school drop out. This is as a result of the influence of peer group in the school. Cultism refers to the formation of a group of initiative or adherent round the figure of a gods a saints or even a living being. Some students in the post primary school are found in secret societies this is as a result of the influence of peer group they grew up to influence one another either positively or negatively.
Secret cult exist not only in the higher institution  but also in the secondary school education and if such student is caught he or she will definitely be withdrawn from school officially.
Health Factor
	Health is the condition of the body or the mind that is state of being well and free from illness viewing from health perspective as a factor of students drop out
Conttinghan et al (1989) indentified that the state of one health is a paramount factor of drop outs. A health mind according to them, lives in a healthy body and the level of such illness, determine if one should continue with course of study or drop out of the second
Obadina (2004) said a child who is always reported sick may be staying away from school for a number of repeated times and might eventually stop coming to school. This may be as a result of death or if the illness ends up, it may cause mental depression, insanity or paralysis.
	The emotional state of the child can encourage school drop out longman dictionary (2005) defined emotion as “behavior that is influenced primarily by condition visceral responses.
Zabin (1998) defined emotion as a state of the body resulting from physical change which are triggered by psychological factors.
	Emotional problem are the major factor for school drop out but the students and their parent have serious emotional problem and difficulties at school and these are attributed to emotional disturbance .
	For most of the children observed during this study, the school was only one of the areas of maladjustment. In must, cases, they and their parent have had unhealthy and distorted relationship and their parent tended to react too strongly to students school problem. This lack of understanding of children problem led to frustration and they eventually drop-out of the school.
The health of parents play an important role in the education of their children. When parents are not in good health they may not have the capacity of financing the  education of their children. Instead of investing money on education, they invest money on their health as a result may not able to cater for the  education of their children such students may decide to drop out of the school and look for a means of survival
The health of the teacher is also important in the educational system. Teacher suffering from epilepsy will not encourage the students to learn because of the fear that one should not  have contact with anybody suffering from such diseases.
The intellectual factor         
	Frequent changes in the educational system may encourage school drop out. Educational system is the way by which the people in a given society carries out all activities relating to education.  As a result of changing in the educational system, we have cases of school drop out.
When the government change his system of education 6-3-3-4 we had high rate of students who dropped out as a result of not wanting to spend six years in school as against five years. They have the belief that spending six  years in secondary will be a waste to them. Frequent change of the school year may affect the intellectual capacity of the students.
Poor financing  of the school and hike in school fees may encourage school drop out. Bolaji Abdullahi commissioner for education sciences and technology  (2009) said hike in school fees a strictly and unkind for students progress. He further argued that the joy of parent over their children academic performance became married when they reflect on the seemingly silent fees like which appears  under name such as Parent Teacher Association (PTA) levy, development levy, caution fees, security deposite etc. any child whose parent cannot afford his hike in school fees eventually  drop out of the school
Bolaju Abdullahi, Commissioner for Education Science and Technology (2009) said the cost of book with term “cost of school” is seen as a burden which can send children  of poor parent  out of the school prematurely.
Teacher relationship with the students also play paramount roles in the education of children in school. If there is no cordial relationship between the teacher and students, such students may be discourage or if the teaching method of the teacher is not well understand all the time, the students may be discourage and this may lead to school drop out.
Krumbolts and Theroson (2005) observed  that most teacher have not realize that students have different needs that require different approaches despite the fact that their behavior patterns may appears the same. In line with this view Susan (2006) noted that a child take every opportunity to compare himself with other children who are being praised or criticized there is the tendency of depreciation on such child the resultant effect of this poor academic performance  and subsequence withdraw from school. The teacher must not demand too much from the feeble, minded or under achiever of below average students hence he frustrates him. Such a child may face the risk of discontinuing his studies. Susan advised that teacher should give him praises and encouragement on any little effort the students makes.
Location of the school is an important thing to put into consideration in the education of the students. In sitting any school location should be put into consideration. If the school is not located in a conducive atmosphere the students may be scared away school located near the market  will not encourage the student to learn.
Looking at the cause  of drop out from the environment point of view, Bidwelll and Kasada (2000) uses sociological approach to ask whether and how various aspect of the organization of school district in relation to the demographic characteristic of that district(i.e the environment input) affect academic achievement level of the school. They reviewed the environmental condtion such as the size of school district, fiscal resources, percentage of disadvantaged students, educational level of adult in school district and so on, the environment of learning and its interrelated factor can either help the child in the achievement of  his career or causes the child to drop out of the school system.
The society as a whole
	The society as a whole may encourage school drop out. Culture of some societies encourage schools  drop out. Some school do not attach so much important to education instead they encourage their children in farming and other vocational training. There are some society that do not allow their female children to complete their education instead they prefer getting them in marriage or engage in business.



Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed
	The study of this research work concentrated on the causes of school drop  out in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government area of Kwara State Nigeria.
It has been observed in the past literature review that the positive attitude of parents to  their children education may enhance progress in education. Not all students who drop-out from school do so because of economic and family background.
The literature review agree that negative or unpopular education policies of the government may also encourage students drop out.
The health of the students and the parents were both discussed as discussed can encourage students drop out without sound health the zeal to read and listen to teacher will not be in the students and as a result of this, their education will be affected.
It was also reviewed that the physical environment of the school and it image are very necessary for positive education of students.
Students engaging in cultism were also discussed in the literature review as a factor that can lead to students drop out. Cultism does  not encourage learning. Students caught may be sent away from the school by the school authority.
Finally poor teaching by teacher was also discussed as one of the factors that may lead to school drop out. If there is no good relationship between the teacher and students such may lead to school drop out.


CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODS 
Introduction 
	Methodology is concerned  with the nature and quality of data procedure by various method and logic
Obiyemi (1998) says methodology is the general strategy and logistic that are employed in the conduct of the study and precisely in gathering of data needed for answering research  question or hypothesis formulated to the study.

Research Design

According to Kidinger (1989) who says research design  “is the planned structure  and strategy  of investigation conceived  so as to obtain answer to research question and to control variance.
Population

The targeted population covers all the secondary school in Ilorin west local government of Kwara State the Junior Secondary School III (JSS 3) and senior secondary school (SS  I II and III) level students and the principals, vice principals, teacher and the school counselor. Because of the financial constraints, times, Distance and other logistic, six secondary schools  were  randomly selected the selected secondary schools are as follows:

Sample and Sampling Techniques 
	The sample used  by the researcher was drawn from selected schools in Ilorin west local government area of Kwara State. In other to collect some vital information and to produce and excellent research work. Six schools were selected and hundred people were also selected by simple random techniques the sampling techniques used is the questionnaire method  and the interview for the students JSS 3 and SSS 1,2 and 3 in school selected while  the questionnaire cover the teacher, principal, vice principals, and schools counselors.
Research Instrument 
	Questionnaire is a set of questions drown by the researcher to attain relevant fact from the respondents. Questionnaire is the major instrument used in the development of this research work the research questionnaire was designed personally by the researcher.
	The instrument was divided into three (3) section which are A, B and C section A, introduced  of the researcher to the respondent and explain the purpose of the research work. Section B deals with the respondents personal information the information  includes, the Age, sex, occupation, status, length of service, religion, and marital status. Section C of the questionnaire is a four point rating scales containing four different title mutually exclusive, each taping a drop out factor as follow.

The total number of the questionnaire runs to 20 which attended to
One hundred questionnaire items goes to six different school selected on the issues of the questionnaire, the researches made some explanation to the respondents on the purpose and content  of the questionnaire and instruct  them on how to complete the questionnaire the researcher made it known to the respondents the need to give true and adequate  responses.
Validity of the Instrument
	The questionnaire was subjected to face and content validity. This was to ensure that the instrument measured what is supposed to  measure the researchers, supervisor and expert from the department of social science education assisted in scrutinizing the questionnaire so that relevant suggestion and modification were done. The  amended questionnaire formed the final draft administered to the respondents.
Reliability of the Instrument
	Test-retest method of reliability was used to measure the consistency level by administering the questionnaire on twenty respondents in the local government which is not part of the  targeted population. It was conducted at an interval  of three weeks the Pearson product moment correlation co-efficient was used to measure the reliability level.
Administration of the Instrument
	The researcher sought the permission of the schools principals and the head of department in the selected six secondary school in order to administer the questionnaire on the principals vice principals, the class teacher and the school counselor. Copies of questionnaire were personally administered to the respondents by researcher. This gave the investigator the ample opportunity to explain to the respondent the purpose of the study area of difficulties in the questions given and to give the researcher a good chance to monitor the filling and collection of material at short intervals.
Data Analysis 
	In analyzing all the data  so collected the researcher used the simple percentage the analysis was categorized into two groups. One group consisting  of males  drop-out and another group consisting females drop out. The two was compared by the period of three years and treated on percentage basis.


CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
In this chapter efforts will be intensified in analyzing the data and information collected from the respondents.
The results are presented in two parts the first parts deals with the descriptive data while the second parts deals with the testing of the hypothesis/research question using frequency and simple percentages.
This part of the result also shows incidence of school drop out according to school numbers of drop-out, the survivals in each year and according to sex and religion also shows the demographic data of the respondents using frequency and percentage

As shown in table viii the most frequent causes of school drop out among secondary school  students is death of the parent lying 75.26% followed by  the bearing of too much children 67 (72.04) followed by low intelligent quotient of the students 64(65.81) ill heath 63 (67.74)  follow by socio class differences 62(65.59%) while 31(33.33%) disagreed. Truancy on the part of the students was agreed 51 (51.93%) while 38 (40.86%) of the respondents disagreed. Only 48(51.61) of my respondent agreed that attitude of parent toward education can causes drop out while 51 (54.83%) disagreed. Illiteracy and religion factor on the part of parent was agreed 40 (43.86%) of the respondents while 53(56.98) disagreed with the notion. 20(21.50%) of the respondents agreed with migration of parents and frequent change in education as causes of drop- out while 73(78.49%) disagreed with it.

In the table (ix) above items one peer group influence school drop-out was supported with 69(73.19) and 24(25.8%) disagreed, item two, low academic performance causes school drop-out 60 (64.51%) agreed while 33(35.48%) disagreed to agreed to the notion.
Item  three 60(64.51%) agreed that high rate in school fee cause school drop out and 33(35.48%) disagreed.
Item four, in adequate teaching material contribute to school drop out, agree 30 (32.25%) while disagreed is 63(67.74%) of the respondents.
Items five, 25(26.88%) of the respondents agree, while 68(73.11%) of them disagreed.
Item six, separation of the family can cause school drop-out agreed 58(62.36%) while the disagreed carry 35(37.63%). Item seven pregnancy on the part of female students cand lead to school drop-out  80(86.02%) of the total respondent agreed as the major causes of female students  drop out while only 12(13.97%) disagreed with the ration.
Item eight, only 30(32.24%) agreed while 63 (67.74%) disagreed and item nine, agreed with the  frequency 25 (26.88%) while 68(73.11%) disagreed.
Item ten, lack of orientation for students lead to school drop out, only 40(43.01%) agreed while 53(56.98%) disagreed to it.
Discussion of Finding
	The study was designed to carry out the causes and incidence of school drop out in some selected secondary school in Ilorin west Local Government area Kwara State.
Questionnaire were administered to those that can give accurate answer e.g the principals, vice principals, teacher and the school counselors. Some drop-out students were also interview by the researcher respectively.
After a through analysis of data gathered, the following interesting finding emerged 
On the students drop out relating to family separation, death of the parent carried 69% while divorce had 24% that was in line with the view of Austin (1999) who identified involuntary drop out as those students that leave the school environment because of some personal crisis, among are: illness, death of the parents and students physical disability. Students will serious illness cannot cop with the school activities or in a situation where the parents are dead and nobody  to care for the school expense as a result of this, such students may decide to leave the school. This shows that death has truly contributed to school drop of the students.
On gender variation, it was discovered that the male students with 41.7% against the female 58.3%. French et al (1996) explained in a study that about sixty percent (60%) of girls in a school generation left school prematurely because of one reason or the other ranging from pregnancy or early marriage.
Based on the location the test item analysis administered revealed that the urban students carried 66.66% while the rural had 33.33%. this was in consonance with the interview conducted by Hawa Yussuf on January 30 (2001) on the network news with students on the street hawking some of them gave different reason for school drop out some gave migration as their major causes, especially those that migrate from village to town in Abuja find it so difficult to gain admission into secondary schools and later resulted into street hawking. Another respondent gave his own reason as child rearing pattern
In a nut-shell the issues of drop-out is more prevalent among the rural students 


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Introduction 
	This chapter is sub-grouped into six main parts. The first is concerned with the summary of the study, the second part deals with conclusion, the third part concern with the implication of the study,  forth one deals with recommendation while the fifty the deal with limitation of the study and lastly suggestion for further studies.
Summary 
	The focus of this research is to make a comparative study of the causes and incidence of school drop-out among the selected secondary school in Ilorin West local Government Area of Kwara State.
The targeted and  sampled  population were the principals, vice principals, school  counselor and the teachers and also some of the students from JSS3-SS3 classes.
Research instrument were questionnaire for the main targeted i.e the principals teacher and other, and interview for the students. One hundred samples population were randomly selected as respondent to the research questions. Six schools each from public school respectively used in all.
Surffice to inform you that all materials or rather instrument administered to the respondent were duly and out of 100 questionnaire 93 were returned.
The analysis and result of the data were represented in tabular form table 1 represent the incidence of drop out and survival rates according to schools selected. Table 2 represent incidence of drop out according to sex, while the table 3 shows the incidence of drop out according  religion. Table 4 represent the distribution of participant on the basis of sex. Table 5-7 represent the analysis of the research question tested using frequency and simple percentage. Table 8-9 represent the percentage and frequency distribution of  participant on the cause and incidence of school  drop out  of school using test and retest.
Conclusion 
	From the study, the literature review and other reports of the findings, it can be summarized that many factors contribute to the students  drop-out in schools in Ilorin West Local government Area of Kwara State.
	Various author and researcher have put-up various reasons for students drop-out, while some believed that pregnancy  on the part of the female and that socio-economic background of parents  is the major factor that can influence drop-out, others revealed that it was low intelligence, influence of peer group, frequent transfer of parents, influence of religion, change of school unstable school year.
From the study, it has been found out that there was significance differences in the incidence of drop-out according to schools, this is so because the number enrolment in each school is not fixed, this enrolment differences was affiliated to school location.
In view of this conclusion, therefore  it is imperative to make some recommendations to arrest this dangerous trends in this district.
Implication of the Study
	Considering the rate at which students are dropping out of the schools, one can clearly see that such a problem will have some implication on educational  administration  among of it are:
First, there will be a great reduction in the students population thus making the planning very difficult to achieve. Also the running grant and budgeting will be difficult to arrive at.
Secondly, it will make record keeping difficult arbitrary drop-out make record keeping which is  used for school assessment very difficult. With this the aim of education will be unrealizable. This will invariably lead to remittance problem on the part of the school administration to the ministry of education.
Thirdly, where the problem of drop-out is acute, it can lead to merging of school thereby leading to transfer  of teachers from one school to the other, and in a more serious situation it can necessitate retrenchment of teachers. This will definitely affect the standard of education. The fear of the possibility of being retrenched on the part of the teacher can enhanced laziness thereby  leading to half baked secondary school leavers.
Recommendation 
	As discovered from the study, there are many factors responsible for premature withdrawal of students from schools and considering it grievious implications on educational administration. The investigator is there by making the following observations and recommendation which are believed will go a long way into reducing school drop-out if not eradicating it totally.
1. Guidance and Counselling Services should be adequately provided in all secondary schools. Effective counseling will  go a long way into solving the humerous problems confronting the students. The school counselors will assist the students to solve emotional and mental problems that may block students ways of easy learning 
2. Education should be provided tuition free at all level (free Education for all) in addition to this, financial assistance in terms of bursary awards should be give to the students. Adequate facilities and well finished libraries should be provided in all school with these incentives and provision of qualified and well paid teacher drop out problem will be greatly minimized in our society.
3. The federal, State and local government should emback on mass enlightenment campaign to disabuse  the mind of the society members on education. They should be made to realize the relevance of literacy to vocational education
4. There should be a review of the school curriculum. Such a curriculum should cater  for the needs of individual students, the inclusion of vocational course to enable those who are not obviously gaining much from the class. Trading such as radio and television service carpentry, interior decorating, barbing, bricklaying, plumbing, hair dressing and painting as well as fashion making should be included. The New 6-3-3-4 system of education has been designed to take care of the needs of each students but it should be pursued with much vigour and dedication so as to make the objective realizable.
5. Industries should be established by the government to take care of low level of man power which will reduce unemployment of University graduates, so that there would be no room to say those who have passed out do not secure job.
6. School community relationship should be encouraged. The society should be acquainted with what is happening within the school system. The relevant aspects of our culture should  be taught in school for example, moral values and religion education should be encouraged. This will assist in the development of students moral uprightness.
7. Adequate discipline should be  maintained in the school. A lawless  students will associate with his or her mate to perpetrate evil. The school authority should see that laid down rules and regulation are maintained.
Finally, the parent, the school authorities, educational administrators federals and state government should work  hand in hand to achieved this common goals. By  so doing, all the factors  enumerated as cause of school drop-out will be minimized if not eradicated totally.
Limitation of the study
	The study is limited to the Junior Secondary school  III and Senior Secondary school, I, II and III in some selected schools in Ilorin was local government area of Kwara State.
The   study was equally limited to targeted sampled population of hundred  for both teachers, principles, school counselors and vices principals.
The instructional material were interview for the students and questionnaire for the principals, vice principals, teachers and the  school counselllors.
The research was not extended beyond Ilorin west metropolis or to parent, the society nor education agencies or body like ministry of education or agencies like west Africa examination council, National Examination Council and NABTEB etc this is due to time financial and other logistic factor which serve as constrain to the expansion of the project.


Suggestion for further  Studies 
	This study investigated the causes an incidence of school  drop-out in some selected secondary school in Ilorin west local government area kwara State.Based on the finding of this study the following  are  therefore suggested for further studies. 
1. Since the present study was limited to Ilorin West local government Area, further studies can be carried out to cover other local government.
2. It is equally essential  to carry out further research on consequence school drop out
3. Also  on the students perception on the influence of truancy on school  drop out 
4. Further studies can also be carried out on the teacher perception of the effects of drop out on the school
5. Other variable that could not worked upon should be looked into
