	This project investigates the effect of early marriage on the education of the girl child in Ilorin Metropolis. The study aims to understand how early marriage impacts the educational attainment, academic performance, and future opportunities of young girls. By employing both qualitative and quantitative research methods, including surveys and interviews with married girls, educators, and community leaders, the study explores the challenges faced by young brides in pursuing their education, such as cultural expectations, household responsibilities, and societal pressures. It also assesses the long-term implications of early marriage on the intellectual and socio-economic development of women. The findings reveal a significant negative impact of early marriage on the educational progression of girls, limiting their ability to complete formal schooling and access higher education. The project offers recommendations for policy interventions and community-based strategies to reduce the incidence of early marriage and promote educational opportunities for girls in Ilorin Metropolis.
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
