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ABSTRACT 
The research work was conducted to investigate causes and influences of divorce on academic performance of students in Ilorin West Local Government Area. 
The sample consisted of 200 students from five selected secondary schools in the Local Government. The instrument used for data collection was a proforma to collect JSS IIII students result from the school record. The data collected were analyzed using percentage and chi-square. 
Results showed that students from non-divorced home perform better than the students from divorced home academically. The result also show that male students from divorced home perform better than female students from divorced home. The result also showed that there was significant difference in the academic performance of students from divorced home types.
Some recommendations were made to bridge the gap between the students from divorced home and students from non-divorced home. One of the major recommendations was that the class teacher should handle them as his/her kith and kin in order to help them solved their problem and identity students from divorced home and help them to adjust well to the problem emanating from divorced home. Arrange for supportive relationship with an adult in the school for these sets of students.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study 
The meaning of marriage differs from one person to another and from one time to another. In ancient times for example, a marriage meant a condition in  which a woman was given to a man almost as property, and often as part of a political, social or business arrangement of some sort. For much of human history, marriage has been of some sort. For much of human history, marriage has been a permanent institution that once entered into be dissolved except by the death one of the spouses.
However, marriage is a binding contract between the two parties that joins together their possessions, income and lives. (Black, 2013).  Marriage is recognized by the state, and the dissolving of the contract can only happen through the legal process of divorce. Marriage is also an agreement between the man and the woman. Husband and wife takes certain vows, to love one another, to cherish one another, and to stay together through sickness and health, for better for worse (Assani, A. 2010).
 In most crises, this agreement includes sexual faithfulness, and a promise that each person will do what they can do to make the other one happy. Bhattacharya, G. 2014 defined married as a the conduct by which children are born, a marriage provides both a mother and a father for the children. The family unit, the relationship between parents and child, are all based on the marriage relationship. According to Holy Quran and Holy Bible, God created the first man Adam and later created a woman (Eve) to be his helper, since then this union between a man and a woman in marriage has been the practice. Our society places a high values on marriage because the starting point could be conceived as marriage while the very terminating point may be divorces or death.
It is judicial degree declaring a marriage to be dissolved or a separation especially one that is total or complete. Marriage his to take place before divorce. The various procedures of contracting marriages vary from one ethnic group to anther from one religion to another and from one societal setting to another. In Islam the imam performs the functions of joining the couple by reciting the relevant sections of the holy Quran as it affects mutual and peaceful relationship of couple and therefore charges them to stay together (Quran 4:1). In Christianity, marriage is contracted in the church by the reverend or priest who leads the couple in oath taking and exchanging of rings and holy bible. The law court also contracts marriage whereby coupes are made to sign the clotted lines in the court registry before the court who joins them together. In the traditional realm, marriages are contracted through the dictates of native law customs. The head of the family performs the ceremony of joining together, palm-wine and kolanuts are used together with cold water to appease local gods and ancestors. This type of marriage cut across culture. Essentially Duntoye (2015) found out that man and woman marry for procreation or give birth to children who would take over from them when the person die. He found that a boy does so in order to upgrade his position from being considered as bachelor, the girl on the other hand would have to be addressed with three well cherished letter “MRS” some marry out of the sheer reasons of being forced by their parents or by their relations. Some marry simply because they do not want incessant disturbance from various suitors or men. This is commonly to those who are moralistic or religionist. However, be it in Christian, Islamic or Traditional religion the ultimate of any marriage is for lasting relationship.
In most cases where the life of one of the partner is cut short or death put them apart, steps are taken in some cultures, to maintain the marriage relationship in the absence of the deceased. Divorce has been found to result to poor upbringing of children which brings the most misfits in urban area who often have friction with law enforcement. It is often said that children from broken homes do not possess adequate socialization and hence come out as drop out students into robbery, cultism or any delinquent act. As a result, a lot of young girls  parading the streets worst than the prostitutes in their promiscuity which sometimes lead to bad gang that disturbs the peace of community emerge.
Statement of the Problem 
Divorce are caused by numerous identifiable factors which have undesirable influences on both the spouse and their children in this study, attempt was made to probe into the causes of divorce and their influences on students academic performances of secondary school students. Some researchers have discovered that divorce has great influences on students academic performances.
The problem on the ground is whether this is actually true in Ilorin West metropolis. Hence, this study is concerned with investigating influences of divorce on academic achievement in the area under study. The study is particularly concerned with achievement in English, mathematics and integrated science.
Purpose of the Study   
The aim of this study was to ascertain whether divorce has any relationship with the academic performances of the Kwara State Secondary School students in general. The study is also designed to find the relationship between academic performance of students who come from divorce home and those of the students who come from a normal home in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. Furthermore, the study will help us to identify and find viable solutions to increasing rate of divorce in our society.


General Questions
Does the students from non-divorce homes performs better than those from broken homes. 
Does the students stay under the custody of a simple parent perform better than the students stay with their parents.
Does the performances of male students that stay under the custody of a father or mother perform better academically then female students that stay under the custody of a single parent.
Research Questions 
In other to put this research work in sharp focus the following research questions are raised.
(1) Do the academic achievement of students from divorced family differs from those of non-divorced family.
(2) Are there any difference between the academic performance of male students from divorced family and female students from divorced family.
(3) Are there any differences in the academic performance of students from divorce family who stay under the custody of their father or mother?
Research Hypotheses 
The following research hypotheses were raised to guide this study to logical conclusions.
Ho1: There is no significant relationship between the academic performance of students from divorce and non-divorce family.
Ho2: There is a different in the academic performance of students from divorces home that stay under the custody of single presented female students that stay under the custody of a single parent.
Ho3: There is significant difference between the academic performance of student that came from divorce home and non- divorces home.
Significance of the Study  
Divorce is a social problem which can cause psychological problems to either of the parties their children and the society at large. The study becomes very necessary in view of the fact that many work have been done on this subject but despite this divorce is at alarming rats in Nigeria.
Marital instability have bad influences on the life of students especially in their academic performance most of the drop out from our Nigerian students crimes from a divorced family.
Marital instability constitutes a major task in our society which needs urgent attention. Many seek divorces while some separated. The study will help the school counselor to help individual students who come from a divorce home to solve their problems in this study suggestions and recommendations would be made to help the students from divorces homes to perform better academically.
Delimitation of the Study 
This study focus its intention on the causes and influences of divorces on students academic performance in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. Junior secondary three (JSS III) classes in five selected secondary schools within the local government will be used as sample population with the ideal of making generalization based on the available facts and figures.
Operational Definition of Terms    
For better understanding of this research work there is need to give operational definition that are explicit in this research hence the operational definition are importance to the study.
Divorce: Is a legal process in which a judge or other authority dissolves the bonds of matrimony existing between two persons, thus restoring them to the marital status of being single. A divorce does not declare a marriage null and void, as in annulment, but rather declares that a fully consummated marriage is irrevably broken and that it should be dissolve, allowing the parties to marry other individuals (Elruk 2012).
Divorce: In the contents of this research would be regarded as the break down of the family units, the dissolution or fracture of the structure of the social rules when one or more members fail to perform adequately their roles and obligations.
Divorced Home: This refers to a situation whereby husband and wife are no longer living together they are separated.
Non-divorce home: This type of home is the ones in which both husband and wife and their children are staying together.

CHAPTER TWO 
LITERATURE REVIEWED 
There are very few students on the causes and influences of divorce in this country. Fortunately, there are some works on the causes and influences of divorce in studies involving spouses for instance Duntoye (2019) and host of others. In this chapter, literature review will be discussed in the following headings:
· Meaning and General Information on Divorce
· Factors that causes break down of marriage 
· Effect of Divorce on spouse children and the society 
· Summary of Literature Review 
These kinds of research work will be very meaningful to the spouses, parent, counselor, teachers, students, adolescent, society and educators alike. The causes and influences of divorces are the concern of literature reviewed in this chapter in our society generally evidence of marital maladjustments is seen as the increase in divorce rate.


Meaning and General Information on Divorce 
Marriage is defined as Gods’ calculated and premeditated divine institution designed to form a permanent union between man and woman that they might be helpful and useful to one another.
In an attempt to give definition to marital dissolution, there are missing definition but prominent among the definition are the following.
Duntoye (2019) defined marital dissolution as legal termination of marriage, he went further that divorce usually occurs when reslity downs on the spouses that can no longer cope with each other as marriage partner.
Marriage which have been made according to traditional law, customs and religion may often be more long life than those performed under modern law as they involves institutions, and groups of people beyond the husband and wife relationship. It may not be in the interest of those relations that divorce should occur. Christian marriage allows mostly monogamy with relatively for better for worse there shall be no divorce, according to the holy bible.
Factors that causes break down of marriage 
Many societies in Nigeria, African and the whole world are undergoing a vest process modernization. Some of the effect of this development are felt in the rate of divorce. In few of this fact, sociologist and counselors try to explain the main causes of divorce. According to Duntoye (2019) there are many factors that lead to divorce. They are discussed as follows:-
Lack of marriage solid foundation on which love that leads to marriage is weak. For instances a partner might love the other partner as a result of his or her wealth, beauty or handsomeness but when these fade away, it might degenerates to the spouses having high dislike for each other finally lead to divorce.
Divorce can also occur when there is no good marital communication between the husband and the wife. Marital communication is the total self disclosure of spouses to each other. It is a high degree of negotiating pleasurable and unpleasurable feelings or events with each other by the spouses to a great level of understanding that brings harmony and peace. It also means spouses listening to each other patiently and with empathy (Duntoye, 2012).
Low marital communication means communication between spouses with or no self disclosure no negotiation and listening without empathy. On the other hand, high marital  communication means spouses communicating with empathy with thorough negotiation and absolute disclosure.
Mbiti (2010) also points out that coupes who live apart are more likely to end up in divorce.  For example marriages under catholic religion does not provide for divorce.
Duntoye (2019) in particular said that in Nigeria the normal expectation is that married couple should be able to provide a child within a year of their marriage and a great emphasis is placed on a child bearing. A couple without a child is looked at as unhappy family. Thus bareness can lead to divorce.  
On the other hands Duntoye, (2019) he is of the opinion that unhealthy relationship between spouses can occur as a result of adultery, desertion, kunnespot, impotence, pregnancy for a person other than the husband, insanity and serious illness, sexual deprivation or cruelty by one of spouses.
Among other things that can lead to divorce are increasing poverty hard labour in the family infidelity and growing incapability between spouses or between one of them and the in –laws. Kephert (2012) states that esteem and companionship existing between partners further cement the marriage is likely witnesses divorce.
Longman Dictionary of Contemporary English new edition (2000) said, “Age is the length of time a person lives or anything has started, there is very evidence that very many young ages at marriage is related to young age of divorce.
Divorce is nothing new, especially in recent times. Divorce is a huge decisions regarding breaking up of an important relationship after both the parties agree. For most people, divorce is the lose resort after they have tried everything to mend and repair the relationship. Unfortunately, the rate of divorce has increased in the recent times and this could be because people are so busy working and making ends meet, they hardly have any time to devote to their other marital issues.
Another reasons responsible for divorce is financial problems –people who cannot maintain their finances and age deep into debts, get divorce more frequently than others. Another common causes for divorces is alcohol abuse-people tend to become alcoholics and ruins their personal and social lives. They consume alcohol in huge amount and they verbally or physically abuse their spouse and or the children. Infidelity is one of the causes for divorce. Some times, people tend to get misled or tend to stray and end up betraying their spouses in the bargain. Most spouses will forgive any transgression, but cheating is one thing that is rarely forgiven. Divorce can cause an emotional break done in both parties concerned. People need to collect all the pieces to regain some mental strength to get their divorce and start all over gain. But, not everyone has this ability and those who do not, can go with deep depression. Sometimes, people start consuming alcohol and poor drugs to get over the bitterness of a divorce. Substance abuse, domestic violence is also causes of divorce. Various studies have also attributed to divorce to so many causes as mentioned earlier like age at marriage fertility and sex of children, communication in marriage, extra –marital sex and sex related problems in marriage discrepancy in male traits, influence of the extended family, finance and educational backgrounds. Youngsters only enter into marriage by mere fantasy or just of the basis of romantic and materialism, which sometimes survive for short periods only by contents host and youthful marriages have frequently ended up in divorce. 
Bleir (2015) asset that abuse whether is sphere of physical of psychological an actually by digesting to the other partner. he argues further that woman who regard their husband as a women or as simple minded is certainly inverting marital disruptions. Important to this study is the substance with which Kanuri attached to the issue of marital stability to the extent that rituals were performed at marriage to symbolize the desire of every one that this marriage should be a lasting. But upon the rituals the rate of divorce among kanumi is still high. Instastical terms it means that 45-53 percent of all kanumi marriage end up in divorce and at the fourth year of marriage. This represent the rate between 68 and 90% of marriage end in divorce. Women in racial groups that have a more balanced sex ration tends to cross the line in marriage in greater umber than woman in racial grouping has a less balanced sex ratio. In other words, the closer the ethnic and cultural ties of both couples, the greater their chances for marital success and the smaller the she as well as the further the gap between ethnics and culturalities the higher the rate of divorce.
Islam on the other hand gave the power of initiating divorce equally to men and women. This assertion could be supported with the quotation from the holy Quran chapter 33 vs 29-39 as follows “O prophet say to the life of this world and it glitter, than come! I will provide for your enjoyment and set you free in a handsome manner, but if ye seek Allah and his messenger and the home of the here after, verily, Allah has prepared for the well-doors amongst you a great reward” with regard to the above Quranic quotation, another of the prophet Mohammed (peace be on him) over the doctrine of the delegation of the power of divorce was reported by all Muslim(one of tradition narrator when he said, the prophet (peace be upon him) told us his wives that they were at liberty to live with him or yet separated from him as they choose. The Muslim jurist also explained that prophet (P.B.O.H.) his obedience to the above injunction of the Quran empowered his wives to choose wither him or separation. That is they might get their marriage dissolved or prefer to choose to stay. Aisha (one of the prophets wife) explained that the wives choose prophet (P.B.O.H.) that is we prefer the continuation of the marriage and so we were not dissolved.
The place of Islam as to the issues of divorce has been seen with the above Quranic quotations as well as the explanation has been taken place. This assertion is supported by Quran where God says in chapter 4 verse 35 that if the fear of breach between then twain, appoint (two) arbiters. Right Allah hath full knowledge and his aquatinted with all things with quotation and traditions given above is evident that divorce is new phenomenon and it is also persuasive in that it spreads through out the length and breath of the globe with various reasons ranging from economic, social, cultural, religions and so on.
The Effect of Divorce on Spouse Children and the Society 
Divorce has many bad influences on the spouses, the children and the society, it constitutes official social recognition that a marriage has failed and can be a traumatic experiences for all concerned. However, the following are some of the influences of divorce on spouse.
Depression: Duntoye (2019) is of the opinion that there is usual strong feelings of depression on the faces of divorce spouses. They experience deep sadness and family associate with marriage. He also believes the loss of real and imagined future opportunities, economically, socially and personally and they feel badly for themselves and their children that cherished fantasy of happily ever after has exploded into fragments. Divorce make the woman become a repulsive, nagging woman in the society, it also bring public disrespect and social loss of prestige, it brings economic hardship and raise a various problems regards the welfare and future of the children.
Disequilibrium and Disorganization: Divorce spouses experience disequilibrium and regressions, they experience disorganization and they have widely fluctuating behaviour. The sock of rejections, the feeling of helplessness the sense of dependence on another person for survival –all conjoined to cause severe disequilibrium and disorganization of immersed and threading proportions such men and women seemed catapulted into a period of chaos in which primitive, regressed and uncontrolled behaviour erupted unpredictably and for which hospitalization or sedition was sometimes required. 
Emotional and Sexual Deprivation: Emotional and sexual deprivation characterized so many failed marriage separated men and women approach preparation period with intense longing and cautions hope for gratifying social and sexual experience. The majority move very quickly to established an active hetro sexual social life.
Loneliness: Loneliness was problem for many separated men and women particularly for those not engaged in regular social and dating activities, where children exists the responsibilities of rearing become that of one person there by leading to poor upbringing of the children. 
Kephert (2012), Bleir (2015) and other said that there are some evidences to suggest that following any divorce, there can be manifestation of physical and emotional illness as the final result.
Irresponsible  children: Effect on children most of the notorious criminals and hardened sinners in any society have always been traced back to the children from ruined marriage and homes. They spying is correct that charity begging at home.
Societal Unrest: Influences on the society financial burden placed on public for the relief of support of broken families. A vacuum is erected in the social and institutional provision as a result of divorce. He is of the opinion that single parent families and financially less well off them most other group in the society.
Summary of the Literature Reviewed 
This chapter has reviewed previous studies on the causes and influences of divorce especially on academic performances from this, it has been observed that divorce is increasing daily.
Many researchers have explained the concept of divorce and theories have also been propounded as regards the rates and causes of divorce in our societies.
Some of the causes of divorce have been identified as age of marriage, childlessness in marriage, communication in marriage, fertility and sex of children, discrepancy in male traits influence of the extended family and social changes as factors of divorce. The influences of divorce on parents that is the husband, wife, children and the society at large and societal attitude towards divorce have also been mentioned.

CHAPTER THREE 
RESEARCH METHOD 
This study examines the relationship between the academic performance of students who come from divorced homes and those that come from non-divorce home. In this chapter the instrument and the procedures involved in the collection of data and statistical method used for analyzing the data collected were discussed.
Research Design  
The design for this study is descriptive survey. In using this design a proforma to collect J.S.S. III students results from the school record was used.
This result was collected from five secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government to compare the academic performance of students from divorce and non-divorced homes.
Population 
The target population for this study comprises of an the   students in the five selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Sample and Sampling Techniques 
The sample used in this study comprises of five (5) secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara states. The schools were selected through stratified random sampling.
Forty  JSS1 students were randomly selected from each of these schools making up a sample of two hundred (200) students from divorced and non-divorced homes.
Research Instrument  
The instrument used for this research work was proforma to collect JSS III students result from the school record through the principal of the school from the five selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Validity of the Instrument 
The instrument was validated using both face and content procedures. The content validity of the result was established by showing the proforma to the supervisor. The proforma was certified as being okay.
Method of Data Collection 
The researchers in collecting the students result contacted the principal of the selected schools in person. The principal in turn directed the researchers to the school counselor who was in charge of the students record. The results of the students were then written out personally.
Reliability of the Instrument
Reliability of an instrument depicts the competency or trustworthiness of such instrument and strategically determined by scores obtained by the repetition of the administration of the measuring device.
Administration of the Instrument
The researcher administered the questionnaire in all the randomly selected schools in each of the above schools, the principal, consent and approval was sought to enable me administered the questionnaires. Thus, questionnaires were administered personally with the help of some class teachers in the school. Students were given adequate explanation on the questionnaire and questions were answered as they arose from the students. Data on academic performance of the students in the J.S.S. III final examination result in English Language, Mathematics and Integrated Science and all other subjects  were obtained from the academic record of each school visited.
Data Analysis  
The analysis of data was based on the information collected on the student performances. The performances of students were analyzed and interpreted by chi-square and percentage.


CHAPTER FOUR 
RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS
In this chapter, the data collected for this study was presented, analyzed and discussed. In order to carry out this effectively each research question was represented. An appropriate data table was used to discuss the result of each question.
Research Question One 
Do the academic achievement of students from divorced family differs from those of non-divorce family?

Results in Table 4.1 shows that 15 (7.5%) of the students from non-divorced home had distinction in English 95 (47.5%) of them had credit 9 (4..5% of them pass and only 1 (0.5%) of them failed. In the same vein, 11 (5.5%) of the students from divorced home had distinction in English, 51 (25.5) of them had credit 26 (13%) of them had ordinary pass, only 1 (0.5%) of them fail. Hence, the conclusion is that academic achievement of students from divorced family differ from those from non divorced home because students from divorced home performance is below average their percentage was 40 out of 100 (40%) while students from non- divorced home perform above average their percentage was 60 out of 100 (60%).

Result in Table 2 shows that 8 (4%) of the students from non-divorced home had distinction in mathematics 74 (37%) of them had credit, 36 (18%) of them had ordinary pass and 2 (1%) of them fail while 3 (1.5%) of the students from divorced home had distinction in mathematics, 18 (9%) of them had credit, 53 (26.5%) of them had ordinary pass 6 (3%) of them failed. Hence, the conclusion is that academic achievement of students from divorced family differs from those of non-divorced family because students from divorced family had average total 40% in mathematics and students from non-divorced home had total average of 60%.

Results in table 4.3 shows that 5 (2.5%) of the students from non-divorced home had distinction in integrated science 73 (36.5%) of them had credits, 40 (20%) of them had ordinary pass, 2 (1%) of them failed while 1 (0.5%) of the students from divorced family had distinction, 40 (20%) of them had credit 35 (17.5%) of them had ordinary pass 4 (2%) of them failed. In conclusion, academic achievement of students from divorced family differs from students from non-divorced home in integrated science because students from divorced home perform better than students from non-divorced home, the average total of students from non-divorced family is 60% and that of students from divorced family is 40%.
Research Question Two 
Are there any difference between the academic performance of male students from divorced family and female students from divorced family.

Results in table 4.4 shows that 2 (2.5%) of male students from divorced home had distinction in mathematics 10 (12.5%) of them had credit, 32 (40%) of them had ordinary pass and 3 (3.75%) of them fail. In conclusion there are difference between the academic performance of male students and female students from divorced family male students performed better then female students from divorced home because male students perform above average their total average is 61.25% while that of female students is below average mark 38.75%.

Are there any differences in the academic performance of students from divorced family who stay under the custody of their father or mother?

Result in Table 5 shows that 3 (3.75%) of the students from divorced home who stay with their father had distinction 10 (12.5%) of them had credit, 24 (30%) of them had ordinary pass and 3 (3.75%) of them fail while non of the students from divorced home who stay with their mother had no distinction 8 (10%) of them had credit, 26 (32.5%) of them pass and 6 (7.5%) of them fail. In conclusion when he look at their average performance no difference exist between them both of them had average mark of 50% each.
Ho1: There is no significant relationship between the academic performance of  students from divorce and non-divorce family

Since table 11 shows that the calculated  value of  (4.302) is less than the critical value (7.814). this means that the hypothesis is accepted. The conclusion is that there is significant different  between the academic performance of students that came from divorce home and non-divorce home.
Discussion 
The result analyzed provided answers to the three research questions. There was no significant difference between the perception of the students at secondary school from the five selected schools with respect to the problem of divorce.
The result indicate that there is difference in the academic performance of students from divorced and non-divorced home in these three selected subjects.
The result also indicate that there is difference in the performance of male and female students from divorce home. Male students from divorced home perform better than female students from divorced home.
The result also indicated that students from divorced homes from five secondary schools who lives under the custody of their father or mother does not perform better than each other both of them had total average of 50% each.

CHAPTER FIVE 
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
Summary 
The results of the statistical analysis are done on the data collected for the study was shown on the previous chapter. The first research question states, do the academic achievement of students from divorced homes better than those from non-divorced home in the following key subjects: English Language, Mathematics and Integrated Science? Performance of students in the key subject mentioned above were used as their academic achievement. And from the findings of the study, the result showed that there was a significant difference in the achievement of students from divorced home and those from non-divorced home. The non-divorced home is considered to be a normal home. This is a two parent home in some cases the intact family and therefore create a good environment for children to grow because the caring and affection of such children will be upon both parents. In the case of divorced home children from such  home encounter a lot of problems and that in some cases they were found to be poorer academically, than children from non-divorced homes. To buttress, the girls from broken homes could be doing virtually all the house work like taking care of children, house clearing, washing the family clothes and cooking and this will not give time to study at home. And when they are over worked at home, the result is that they come to school so tired that they sleep through out the lesson periods or that they will be too tired to pay attention to what is being done in the school. All these could lead to their poor academic achievement which is the second research question that is male students from divorced home perform better than female students from divorced home.
Maccoby and Mnookin (1994) comparison of joint and sole custody agreements, the children that is living under the custody of single parenting or step parenting find it difficult to participate up to the task especially in verbal ability is accounted for by the differences in the home environment of children. It is noted that children from unsettled families give their teacher considerable trouble. Such children find it difficult to adjust to the conventional routine of the class room. They do fail to complete the course at time. The third research question states “are there difference in the academic achievement of students from divorced home types? From the findings, it was discovered that the academic achievement among the divorced home types is similar. These poor performance among the students from divorced home could be as a result of lack of one or both parents staying with the students.
Conclusion  
From the above findings it was discovered that 
i. Students from non-divorced homes performed better than those from divorced homes academically in most cities.
ii. Though, the scores of students from the divorced home considered were different, the percentages on these score also showed that there was significant difference in the academic achievements of students from divorced homes types.
The findings showed that divorce has no adverse effect on the academic achievement of students from such homes. This could be attributed to the numerous problems the students encounter which could lead to poor academic performance and achievements.
Implication of the Study 
Base on what was obtained in the findings of the study through my diligence, it is clearly discover that the students from non-divorced home perform better than the students from divorced home and divorced have a negative influence on academic performance of secondary school students in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara state.
It was found that a significant number of students said that divorced have a lot of bad influence on their poor academic performance of students.
Through the research, students agreed that the result of this study could serves as a source of reduction in the rate of divorced.
The study will help the school counselor to assist individual students who come from a divorce homes to solve their problem and to perform better academically. More also the study highlighted that it could be also be of help and guide line for the students in choose the right partners and understanding the repercussion of divorce.
Recommendations 
1. Teachers should carry-along the slow-learner most especially the children from divorced home and cater for their needs.
2. Teacher should arrange for remedial or extral-classes for those students that were academically backward.
3. The school should liase with the parent or relation of students from broken homes contact with the students home is very important in the sense that the teacher will have the opportunity to discuss the students problem with their resident parent or guidance
4. Arrange for supportive relationship with an adult in the school for this sets of students. This is to make the students feels that people have interest and care for them.
5. Provision of adequate counseling services, individual counseling could be given to individual who have peculiar problems.
6. Also, premarital counseling could be provided to the students, this will enable the students to be able to choose the right partners and will prevent them from falling apart.
Limitations of the Study 
The study is limited to the causes and influences of divorce on students academic performance. The research does not cover other factors like the causes and influences of polygamous marriage on students academic performance.
Suggestions for Further Studies 
The study use only JSS III students results in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State, the present study use the result of JSS IIII final year result. A wider range of students can also be involved through out the local government.
