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ABSTRACT
The project examined on teaching experience and its effect on students’ performance in Senior Secondary School Certificate Examination in Biology subjects. Five school were randomly selected from Ilorin East Local Government area of Kwara state. The sample size composed of 50 teachers from the five school. The research designed a questionnaire and the data collected were analysed using percentage. It could be concluded from this study that teacher’s educational attainment is essential for effective teaching. The teacher must qualify to teach the course, Teaching experience is also a major factor in teaching competence. Experience gained would give teacher the appropriate teaching method, content coverage and class control. It is hereby recommended that the state government through the state ministry of education should make adequate provision for their biology subject teachers to attend seminar and refreshers courses so as to keep their knowledge oblast of current issues, innovations and development in commercial subjects
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CHAPTER ONE 
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
Teaching is the process of imparting knowledge, skills and professional attitudes on pupils in order for them to gain ideas, concept and experience teaching brings about learning. ‘In Nigeria today, teaching is regarded more as an art. Teaching is the art of creating, learning situation and making students think by providing adequate and relevant textbooks on teaching equipment and Materials. 
Teaching is a means of imparting desirable knowledge to Students at any given situation and most especially classroom setting. It is a means of making the learners to acquire knowledge what is unknown to them.
Advanced learners Dictionary defined teaching “as the work of a teacher that can give the idea of a particular person or group, which are taught, to other people”. 
One of the greatest challenges facing the Nigerian teachers in Biology subjects is of experience in their administration and that of the students, which is the good academic performance. If those involved in educational management are to be successful in aggregation to their students, that is, teacher and other involved in the dispensation of education to attain educational objective, they must understand the fundamental of education.
The study of Biology subjects calls for the possession of a wide variety of personal interest and modern knowledge. 
Before one can know the Academic Performance of any student, there is need for evaluation. Evaluation in educational setting is defined as a systematic process of determining the extent by which pupils achieve instructional objectives (Adewumi, 2016).
Evaluation plays vital roles, which include its uses in programme construction, curriculum development assessing and reporting on achievement guidance and counseling school administration and school research programme. The ability of the students to recall or remember the facts and figures used to be the focal point of evaluation. 
Emina (2017). Asserted that what can be achieved through education do not lie solely on cognitive or intellectual skills but also an effective orientation. The attitudes of the student determine his disposition to school work and how we will use his knowledge (Oke Bukola, 2017). 
According to Azelu (2018), the nature of conception or misconception formed by the student may be responsible for the type of attitude, ‘this may be positive or negative and it may invariably affect student’s performance either positively or negatively. 
Experience is closely related to intrinsic quality forces within the human organism. More specifically it is related to the adequacies of practical performed by individual. Experience is a factor, which closely affect the performance of students and the overall aggregated of an academician. 
The interest in how our administrators especially those in schools can be competent in their effectors to approve highest yield of intelligent students. School will not be able to realize its goals fully until students, teachers and administrators are segregatively competent. This experience become extremely important; the function of the teacher is basically to promote learning in his students. One of the very important ways achieving this is to have experienced teacher. 
Experience refers to the knowledge and skill that you have gained through doing something for a period of time. The researcher hopes that her finding will be able to help Biology teachers especially at the senior Secondary level to achieve better results in biology subjects among the students.
Statement of the Problem 
Many scholars have described the falling standard of education in the country. Especially vocational subjects, which Biology subjects are one of them. Since Biology Subject is a subject in the Secondary Schools, the falling standard may also be experienced in this discipline.
There are many causes of falling standard, which include inadequate library, inadequate equipment and facilities, ineffective mode of instructions, and students’ poor attitude to the subject, school environment and Government. The teacher is a major factor in the teaching and learning environment. The problem of this research is therefore to analyze teaching experience as it influences students’ performance in the Senior Secondary School Certificate Examination in biology Subjects. 
Purpose of the Study 
The purpose of the study is to examine the influence of teaching experience on students’ academic performance in biology subjects in selected secondary schools in Ilorin west Local Government Area, to examine the students in the area of the academic performance through cross aggregation and to be able to identify their strength or weakness and make corrective recommendations where necessary. This study also examines the various validity of some factors used in the project. 
General Question 
Is there any significant influence of teachers experience on the students’ academic performance in Biology subjects in the selected secondary schools in Kwara State. 

Research Hypothesis 
The following are the research hypothesis postulated for this study, these will enable the researcher to take correct decision, these are: 
Ho1: There is no significance relationship between teachers’ years of experience and students’ academic performance in Biology subjects.
Ho2: There is no significance relationship between teacher’s personality and their knowledge in’ teaching and students, Performance. 
Ho3: There is no significance relationship between parents’ attitude and students’ performance in Biology subject. 
Ho4 There is no significance relationship between inadequate equipment facilities and students’ performance. 
Ho5; There is no significance relationship between teacher's qualifications and academic performance of students in Biology subjects.



Significance of the Study 
This research work is conducted to help improve teachers’ experience in the teaching of Biology subjects in secondary schools. It will be of immerse benefit to employees of teachers in their attempt to select expedience teachers during recruitment exercise. It will encourage the students to offer the subject through incentives and adequate supply of necessary textbooks. It is hoped that the findings of this study will help the educational planners to restructure the educational programmes and curriculum in order to improve teaching process and help the student
Delimitation of the Study 
Although, there are many Secondary School in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State, only five selected Secondary School were used for the study. The researcher intended to cover the whole Kwara State but because of time factor, financial implication, inaccessibility. to all schools in Kwara State is due to the transportation problem. The research was limited to the five elected secondary schools in Kwara government Area. 
Definition of Terms Operational 
It was considered necessary to define certain terms, as they are this study for the purpose of study. 
Influence: The effect that something has on the way a person thinks or behaves. 
Teacher: Is he /she that helps a person to learn by giving instruction to cause someone to know or be able to do certain acknowledgement and skill taken up for lively purpose. 
Experience: Means the knowledge and skill that one had gained through doing something for a period of time. 
Student: Undergraduate or postgraduate person who is studying at a College, Polytechnic, Monotechnic or University. 
Performance: This will be taken to mean the achievement of students in their studying i.e. the outcome of their learning. 
Biology Subjects: Are the study of plant and animals
Attitudes: Attitudes as used in these studies are defined as the tendency of an individual to act or react either positively or negatively towards certain stimuli. Attitudes are not innate but are learnt and, in most cases, affect the performance of an individual. 














CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
In this chapter, effort was made to review the related literature on the influence of teaching experience on student's academic performance in Biology subject. 
Who is an Experienced Teacher? 
Many attempts have been made by various authors on what a teacher experience is? Harvey (2018) observes that experience in the area of knowledge is a pre-requisite for a teacher to be able to able to teach effectively. 
They must understand the students properly and be able to exhibit a lot of teaching skill in the classroom. He identified other parameters of competence, which include formulation of performance, objectives, good questioning skill and fluency, 
Okene and Ezasi (2018), also observed that quite often reaching are negligent with reference to constant insistence of high standard of teaching skills. 
Okechukwu (2017) noted that an experienced teacher should have the required: qualification, possess occupational skill, as well as instructional techniques and also include appropriate measurement and evaluation of students. To enhance effective students’ performance in school certificate examination in Biology subjects, the teacher is going to teach and also organize his work thoroughly. An experience teacher will make good use of the available resources for the purpose, while facing the chalkboard. 
Teachers should ensure accuracy and availability of suitable illustrations, verbal preterit or practical. 
Balogun, (2016), argued that a good and effective teacher needs both technical and personal competence. ‘Technical competence refers to mastery of the subject matter, curriculum, foundation of education ethnics. Personal competence refers to the teachers’ professional attitudes, ingenuity conviction and commitment. 
Obioha (2017), listed some parameter of teaching competence, which is professional skills (teaching skills, effectiveness and commitment knowledge of children). Objective cooperativeness integrity and personal characteristic, metal self-confidence, leadership, emotional stability, sense of human and personal attractiveness. 
However, there may be no single way by whose standard of teachers could be judged. His personal characteristic remains significant to his outcome. Thus, one can identify some salient personal characteristic that can favor the performance of teachers’ duty and which help him to function effectively as an educator. As he performs leadership role he makes his own important fact in educational process. 
Teaching as Social Function 
Teaching is a process of directing desirable behaviors and growth in another. It involves a social and interaction relationship between the teacher and the learners teaching is also a process of communicating and interaction. Teachers controls the learning environment and though presentations of the various stimuli. He Wishes to impress communication sequence that learning is facilitated. The nature of teaching function, thus necessitate development of many teachers’ competencies which in turn determines the imperceptive of teacher education and preparation. The following sills are thus identified by an experience teacher to enable him cope with the task of education. 
Knowledge of subject must be relevant to academic knowledge, based on the subject he is to teach. This will enable him make curricular choice to enrich his teaching by appropriate reference to other disciplines. 
Knowledge of teaching skills and techniques facilities learning and achievement of the desired educational objectives. This will enable teacher design purpose and objective and to evaluate the degree of their achievement. They also relate to the ability of the teacher to make proper references to long-term goods and integrate them into more immediate. sub-goals. 
Skill on instructional analysis and materials development. This is to facilitate appropriate planning and organization of resources of education and their co-ordination and utilization to achieve the intended educational outcome. 
Skill in effective communication, this related to classroom management as the teacher uses verbal and non-verbal cause to effect guidance and instruction. In the classroom setting and interaction, teacher uses his communication skill to motivate his student present relevant stimuli to affect some on the students and learning environment. 
Skill in adapting to student functional value and capabilities they provide the absolutely necessary foundation for improving the students’ performance. He required the knowledge of the student in terms of their abilities, needs background, group dynamic, behaviors hardship talents etc. as better basis to deal with them effectively. An experienced teacher should have competencies in maintaining good relationship with students and colleagues. This is through proper emotional adjustment to create report in other to facilitate full social integration with the educational environment. 
Self-Appraisal Skill: An experienced teacher must be able to appraise realistically his own strength and weakness, prejudice, feeling and emotion as a person and should be able to design the effects of his action. The behaviors and attitudes of his students will enable him to appreciate the importance of teachers and continuous self-improvement. 
In Summary, for teacher to have more experience, the content of education and organized learning activities through which intention is transform must be put in to practice.  
The need for an experienced teacher, according to Fafunwa (2017), one of the major effects in Nigeria educational system is law priority accorded to vocational education and specifically to biology education, which business education is one of it. Reason why someone feels concerned about students’ performance. the importance of Biology education in Nigeria to the recipient and the nation as a whole. It is the duty of teacher to help 's students develop as fully as possible, in all respects of their potentials for effective students at appropriate times. An experienced teacher must know the deficiencies in the curriculum, textbooks and equipment. 
However, Ozigi and Chem (2018), claimed these teachers are not doing their work very well. The result of this they said is poor academic performance by students. They both stated that one of the most important personal attributes a teacher should have been dedication. Requirement of the teacher is achieving the goals of education. 
In view of the fact that teacher is to transform the Philosophers and goals of education in to learnable values for the full of the learners. He is expected to carry out some specific roles the educational process. He does this through interpretation of the curriculum and the salient features through instructional analysis and materials development and implementation of the process of instruction. Therefore, he should be capable of exercising intelligent appreciation of the world around him, equipped academically and professionally to teacher confidentially and effectively and capable promoting the continuity of desirable element in the moral, social and cultural heritage of community he serves.
An experienced teacher should be prepared to learn all enough about life and capable of inspiring the children under his care with the desire to be sensitive to change and by training be capable of effecting innovation practices and meet the emotional, physical, intellectual and the social, educational, political cultural, religion and moral need of the child for the development of an integrated personality. 
He should be able to help students to learn pattern of ‘relationship which will help them to function effectively as a member of peer group and grouping within the society help to develop the students’ attitude, moral and norms that will promote the unity and society solidarity of the nation, help students to appreciate the cultural value of their heritage and its dynamics and to develop critical thinking, scientific and systematic approach to problem solving and awakening intellectual curiosity. 
The nature of teaching process on the teachers’ professional sole as the organizes his teaching activities, maintain discipline and administrative functions. These elements should however not be estimated as part of activities is in corporate in to teacher education. 
The teacher as a preserver of established tradition, examines, the cultural value of the society. Its dynamics and change occurring in the system and use so as to uphold the goodwill and ethnic of the Society where changes have been infiltrated the transmit the value and techniques that facilitates the change of generation.
The teacher as a leader of learner stimulates and directs the affairs of the learner. He develops sound relationship with the students to ensure the development of their potentials. He must be sympathetic and exemplify his character and behaviors; they should help students to learn how to learn. 
The teacher as an innovator and agent of change improves the curriculum to meet the needs of the society and that of his students. 
The teacher as a curriculum interpreter and test involved in the analysis, identification of security of programme of education and instructional material design development and use to fulfill the educational object. He plans the school curriculum in to children needs the society aspiration and learnable must transform the Content in to mediating learning factors. 
Teacher as knowledge transmitters is responsible for planning tnd passing knowledge and to ensure the upright physical, social, emotional and moral development of the child. 
The role stated above are some of the specific roles that teachers perform in the school to facilities the achievement of the desired educational outcomes. 
He gets involved in keeping his courses up to-date, ensures the upkeep of his professional standard. He through his functions effect constructive change as the coordinator of the educational activities. He implements and suggests of what makes the society Values recognized the challenges of the present and projecting the future to help maintain the standard in the society. he wages war against meritocracy in pursuit of excellent for the development of the society. 
The Need for Textbooks on Student’s Academic Performance 
The Advanced Learner Dictionary defined textbooks “as a standard book for the study of a particular subject especially in school It can also be defined as a machine to think well and a more or less surrogated teacher or a teaching partner from this definition that textbooks are machine to think, but it is surprising today that these textbooks are not even available to most students due to their costs. Textbooks in Nigeria today are expensive and thereby difficult for many people to purchase, some parents who are enlightened may buy one or two for the whole six years of studying biology subject in Secondary Schools which is not sufficient because they may not treat all the aspects of biology subjects well to meet the standard of senior secondary school exanimation (SSSCE). Even some parents will not buy any textbook due to lack of money. 
Therefore, there is nothing for most of these students to supplement their thinking ad this influence their academic performance. Due to high cost of textbooks, most students are using the outdated books, which cannot help them and even suit the present curriculum for 6-3-3-4 system of education. It has been assumed that, a child who is able to read and write will excel in academic performance. If this is case, then, it is of great importance that textbooks should be written with the language that the students would understand at their level.  Therefore, the country’s appropriate education authority would do several things such as. 
Encourage already good authors to revise their books in light of new development and to treat all the aspects of BIOLOGY subjects, as they ought, so as to meet the standard of Examination Board especially the Senior Secondary School Certificate and West African Examination Council. Also talented teacher can be selected and second them to the countries or state curriculum center to writ textbook manuals and other teaching and learning materials.
The Influence of Government on Academic Performance of students in Biology Subjects 
The. researcher considered the influence of Government on academic performance as one of the important things. Due to lack of good leaders, most of the schools are full of incompetent and unqualified teachers to teach the students. Most of these teachers did not know the right method of teaching to teach students at different situation. Most of them instead of encouraging the student, they will be beating and cursing them that they cannot know it, they are too dull and | other discouraging words which cannot motivate students to learn. These people are employed by the government to teach because they have political Godfather.
Also, the condition of service in teaching is very poor. If there is y increment in salary or allowance for all professional in Kwara state, until when the teachers go on strike the Government will not pay it. The government always deprives them of their benefits, which affects teaching in the classroom and which directly influence on the students’ academic performance. 
There is also preferential treatment among schools in this country, for example Federal government and other public schools in the town. A teacher with the same qualification in Federal Government schools will be earning more salary than their counterparts in the public schools. If we can have good leaders in this nation there will be better change not only in education but also in all other sectors. 
Empirical Work on Teachers’ Conference and Students’ Performance 
Olotu (2018) said that Biology subject teachers must have some other quality expected of a teacher. Among these are the possessions of adequate communication skills. 
The more experienced a teacher is the more successful he is likely to be Ojibirae (2017) studies the effect of a teacher qualification on Senior Secondary Schools students in achievement test score. Although the difference in two group mean score of the students taught by the trained art and teacher with teaching qualification was a little higher than those taught by the student’s artist with teaching qualification.
Academic qualification is not enough for teacher that is going to be effective professional training said Nwoses (2018), emphasis those appropriate’ academic qualifications so well as professional training are pre-requisite for effective teaching. This view was earlier expressed by Oke (2017) when he submitted those professional qualified teachers are more effective in terms of teaching than unqualified of untrained teachers. 
The review highlighted the high expectation of teacher by learner, employers and the society, these group of people expect the teacher to be competent, have minimum required qualifications dedicated resourceful tolerant disciplined, broad minded at oral expression and experienced. He is expected to be a social worker and as a pace setter, a leader in fact a professional of multi-dimension.
The teacher as a leader of learners stimulates and directs the affairs of learner. He develops second relationship with the student to ensure the development of their potentials. He must be Sympathetic and exemplify in his character and behaviors. They Should help the student to learn how to learn. 
Most Empirical works that have been examined were carried out the developed world. This study will short or replicate the studies by using satisfaction experience making. Experience and compartment of competence then geographical area of this study is Kwara State in Nigeria. 
Balogun, (2017), states the opinion that a good and effective teacher needs both technical and personal competent. Technical competence refers to mastery of the subject matter. CHAPTER THREE
 RESEARCH METHOD
This chapter describes the procedures and strategies employed in the conducted of the study under the following sub-headings: research Design, Population, Sample and Sampling Techniques, Research Instrument, Validity of the Instrument, Reliability of the Instrument, Administration of the Instrument and Data Analysis 
Research Design 
The research design is explicitly surveying research work. It aimed. at investigating the extent to which a teacher’s experience Can influence performance of students in Biology subjects. This method is chosen to allow the teacher to express the views as regards the characteristics of the respondents.
Population
The population of the study consists of all the biology subject teachers in all the post-primary institution in Ilorin East local government Area of Kwara state.
Sample and Sampling Technique 
Five schools made up the sample. They were selected through random sampling method. With fifty Biology subject teachers in the five schools and all of them were involved. The schools are: 
1) Government Day senior secondary school Amule Kwara State 
2) Government Day senior secondary school Karuma Kwara State 
3) Government Day senior secondary school Alagbado.Kwara State 
4) Government Day senior secondary school Okelele Kwara State 
5) Government Day senior secondary Ojaboro Kwara State 
Research Instrument 
A questionnaire tagged (teachers’ experience and students’ performance) was designed by the researcher to find out the opinion of teachers about the efficiency of teacher’s qualification, years of teaching experience, ability to use teaching method on students’ academic performance in Biology subjects. 


Validity of the Instrument 
In ensuring the validity of the instrument the researcher showed the self-constructed instrument to three WAEC Examinations in Biology related subjects (Chemistry, Physics to assess). The content validity of the instruments when their inputs have been included. The instruments were given to ten other teachers for their comments before the final draft was made. 
In order to test the reliability, the instruments were given to BIOLOGY subject teacher in one of the sample schools. After four weeks its correlation coefficient of 0.70 was achieve. Hence, the instrument was considered valid and reliable enough for the study. 
Administration of the Instrument 
The researcher gave the instrument to the subject teacher and collected the copies back after a week consequently, there were hundred percent returns fully filled by the respondents. 


Data Analysis 
Simple percentage was used for the biography of the Respondents and analysis of research questions for the purpose of the study.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
The study surveyed teacher’s experience and its effect on student’s academic performance in Biology subject in senior certificate examination. This was carried out in order to ensure the attain ability of the foal of the educational system. Relevant literature was reviewed to provide framework for the study and formulation of research question.
Survey design was employed for study because of the vastness of study area, the member of the vastness of the study area the number of respondents involved in study and scale of the random sampling technique was adopted to select forty respondents involved in study and scale of the data.
Random sampling technique was adopted to select forty respondents for the study. Questionnaire was the only instrument of the study.
The result of the findings showed that there is significant difference between the effect of teacher’s working experience in student achievement in Biology subject at the post primary school furthermore, there is also significant different in the opinion of teacher’s non-use of teaching Aids and the predominant use of chalk and talk method by teachers.
Lastly it is observed there is a significant different among teacher in the making of the importance of teachers’ qualification teaching experience and compartment as factor that can positively affect student achievement in Biology subjects. 
CONCLUSION
It concluded from this study that teacher’s educational attainment is essential for effective teaching. The teacher most qualifies to teach the course. Teaching experience is also major factor in teacher’s competence. Experience gained would give the teacher the appropriate teaching method, content coverage and class control.
The compartment of the teacher is a paramount characteristic of the teacher for effective class control and learning established in this study that a teacher’s goals compartment is use to chalk and talk method and non-use of teaching aids are detrimental of teachers’ relative potency of the follows, teachers’ qualification, teachers teaching experience, teachers making experience

That proprietor should endeavor to retain well-trained and qualified teacher in their school in other to promote and improve to smooth running of the school. Also, the teacher should prepare very well before going to class and they have to equip themselves with through research before teaching any topic.
The use of varieties of instructional material should be used to enhance knowledge retention. Adequate material like typing pool with good typewrites should be provided by the proprietor or principal of the school.
There are other factor that influence academic performance, issue related to the examination environment including attitude of the supervisors and invigilator need to be studies.
 Limitation of the study
The study is limited to five secondary school in offer local government of Kwara state with respect to 50 respondents selected randomly from the five schools.
Suggestion for further studies 
The researcher suggested that further researcher should go further by using more than five school, even to extend it to more than one local government.
