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ABSTRACT
This study was conducted to investigate the reading challenges in English language among primary school pupils in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State. In all a total of one hundred teachers were randomly selected from ten public primary school in Ilorin South Local Government Area, Kwara State. They responded to an instrument tagged the reading problems in English language among primary school pupils questionnaire. The chi-square formula was used to analysis the percentages of the results. Finding showed the problems that determine reading of English language among primary school pupils for instance non-qualified English language teachers. Problem of English language understand, lack of instructional materials and text books in library. It was highly recommended by the researcher that this research work will help school to further encourage the spoken of English fluently by the pupils to organize series of quizzes for students to encourage the student to read story books and to organized extralcoaching for students after school hours.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 

Background of the Study

The concern about the general level of English language within an important pre-occupation. These was an urgent need to arrest the perceptions trends in the standard of English usage with the nation education system. It was suggested that this had been reduced and sustained by the intense rationalist far out of the previous decade. It required little imagination to see how the question of the colonial rule lead to the questioning of the dominance of English language in our national life with some pleaded caution pointing out the wisdom of having a viable substitute before doing with or down grading English other allowed the emotion to hold way. 

The desire to communicate across national border, a desire which lead the first would be the abortive effort to promote aspiration but which was settled for the less ambitious goals of recognizing a very small number of language which can be supplied among other things in the world scientific knowledge. This universal list attitude are the attitudes that inform education policy into country (Nigeria) shows the extent in which language has been appropriate in this country.
English is not a foreign language in Nigeria but it is a settled dialect. However, the trend in the last ten years raised several doubt as to the state of language in the country. The sociolinguistic evidence points to second language status. However, the worried fact is the low level of communication competence which has crept slowly but surely from the primary level of the tertiary level.
However, there are four skills that make communication more effective in English language. The skills are listening, speaking reading and writing. 

Listening Skills  


This involves the ability to perceive, identify and react to any spoken message. The means that a good listener must be attentive when he or she is being spoken to as to be able to digest or decode the content or major item in the message he or she should be able to identify the main reason for listening to the message. The method to teaching any of the language skills are dependent on the level of pupils and the types of learning as well as the environment to the learning.

Speaking Skill

It is next to the listening skill it is not possible to speak correctly what has not been heard in a language. Otherwise what is said will be meaningless or more sound speaking is one of the necessary skill in language acquisition and learning. Speaking is a practical demonstration of a speaker’s knowledge of a language our pupils should be made familiar with the skills. Through the teaching of speak the language correctly and understand the spoken form of language.
Reading
Reading can be defined in various ways depending on the intents purpose or types of reading according to Saleeman (2017) reading is referred to as literate skill because without formal lesson a speaker of a language would not be able to read the language.
Reading is the ability to recognized, decode interpret and react to whatis in print. The encyclopedia American (2018) described reading as that which involves looking at the graphic symbols and formatting mentally their sounds and ideal that the represent.
Reading skills
It is a receptive skill because the reader reads what has been written irrespective of the level, nursery, secondary and tertiary level of education. Moyle (2018) similarly observed reading as the reversed of writing that is the process of turn what is, it is process of turning what is important to talk. 

Dele (2019) also defined reading as the interpretation of printed or written symbols into speech or its mental equivalent. The interpretation here could be viewed from the angle of talk or speech as in reading aloud as well as reaction expected to show comprehension as in silent reading this means that reading should not stop at the level of saying what is read out, rather reaction should be expected from to show that the reader comprehend what is being read.
All kinds of reading require concentration depending on the kind of reading for the purpose of examination.The required more concentration than any ordinary reading the comprehension passage reading done at the higher primary classes in the same vein, reading for pleasure many not require absolute concentration on all the words or sentences in the book or passage various skills are required to achieved reading objectives.
These skills are what the teachers should try to emphasis. The skills included ability to recognized shape, relating these shapes with language, and then identifying these shapes or makes by the format element of language. These skills indicate that certain qualities are expected from a good reader to recognize the shape, relating these shapes or marks by the format element of language, and then identifying these skill indicate that certain qualities are expected from a good leader to recognize the shapes one must have mastered all the phonetic soundand symbols of a language which include the long and short vowel consonant and diphthongs. Also the reader must be able to apply all the punctuation marks where necessary to make the reading meaningful and sensible.

The primary important is the organ of sights, which means at a places, A good reader must be able to catch words, phrase and clause if possible, always dot your it’s and is working through it without finger pointing the head to read a sentence. 

Although exact knowledge is lacking as to the actual process of comprehension, there is a general agreement among educations that the best can be determined for a reader only in level of comprehension, this a distinction can be made between a person who comprehends what he reads and one who does not (Donad, 2018). The intended meaning of a writer is not always what the readers comprehend, comprehension may be incomplete or distorted.

The nature of human communication mostly tells exact meaning of what a reader comprehends before being transferred to another expect in the very simplest sense, in general a good reader comprehends the writers meaning more fully and exactly than a poor reader. 

Analysis of communication in writing reveals the perfection of a writer with broad and deep experience in which he cannot expect the reader to recreate those experiences exactly. The write will suggest them in his writing by using of numerous devices but he must depend upon the experience and skill of the reader to bring meaning to the words to be comprehension consist of observable behavour following the reading for examples: assuming the writer instructs that "it is essential that you destroy this message after you have punished reading it" if the reader does as the message directs he properly comprehended it.
On the other hand, if he takes no action he properly not comprehended the message. Even though he may have glanced the writing and be able to distinguish one element from another in the code, he has given no proof by his actions he is comprehended what he perceived and distinguished. Therefore, it cannot comprehend in the strictest sense to be proud the completed the act of reading.

The characteristics of the reader include:- adequate functioning perceptive and cognitive skills, sufficient prior experience related to the coded message knowledge of the code of writing and motivation purpose and interest while the characteristics of the reading materials included the coded message, the adequacy and completeness of the coding system, reading ability or general comprehensibility and the writer unstated.

Over View of Change in Reading      

Historically, the reading process has been characterized by change that occur in modern age and the maturing skills the development changes, according to Jeans Chau (2019) as American psychologist and reading specialist holds that almost from birth, children having in a literature society are exposed to conditions that help them acquire the basic and later the more advance reading skills. 

The focus changes as readers first being to develop pre-reading skills and then learn the print speech code practice, print to influence when it can be used as a tool for learning from what they have read become more critical of the ideals in the printed text, and are able to make a much broader perspective in reasoning and thinking about what is written. During the pre-school years’ children have largely considered in reading related experience they have read from books they learn to recognize and make letter and many learn to print names.
The questionnaire of when and where to start teaching the child how to read concern both parent and education since the early 1970s the general consensus has been that "the earlier the start better" for about 50 years preor to this time, the reverse notion was generally held and unanimously agreed on six years of age evidence seems to confirm the view that starting early is more beneficial for must children if it is based on the child's readiness in learning in learning. (Okoro, 1999).
In the broadest sense, reading instruction for pre-scholar begin at early time long before children enter kindergarten they have had a multitude of experience with letter words and books pre-scholars who are given opportunities to scribble or write, and that are surrounding with print books, magazine, newspapers, serial boxes and labds can lead a great deal to be useful in their later formal instruction.
Some pre-scholar this become familiar with books and stories that can recognize and print their names still other learn to read word such as "in", "out", "stop", "go" and "slow" children who read regularly pretend to read some stories to themselves and otherdoing this mainly form memory and from familiarity with the pictures. Study of early reader's know as children, who team before kindergarten, conducted by Dolores Durking (1986) found that these children have an early advantage and that advantage continues in later grade, when they are compared with their non early. Reading classmates of equal mental ability.
They had in common was an interest in print a question. Other report of early readers also illustrate the interaction between the child's interest in learning to read and a home environment that provide stimulation and support not all parent of early readers and highly educated.
It is their responsive to their children, not their educational level that appears to give these parents an advantage improvising their children an early start on reading.View on where it is best to learn or read have also change until 1970 most teachers and reading specialists were opposed to teaching the child to read at home preferring to have the school take responsibility education favors a greater participation of parent in the pre-reading exercise at home and even later activities to their children.
In Wood Smethursts (2015), history of teaching young children to read, he described the positive effective of informal and unpreserved early learning at home and found that such learning is helpful to the child’s interest and desire to learn.

Method of Teaching and Reading in Schools 


There are many ways to begin reading instructions both formal and informal. Typically, a published reading programme is used with and supplemented by simple library books. These programmers consists of readers from which children readorally and silently and a work book is designed to give them more practice in reading answering question vocabulary work and other reading sub skills.

In addition to those major component many published reading series incorporate one or more of the following additional work sheets, word and picture cards for practice, supplementary paper back, story books, formal testing procedure, recorded stories or exercise on tape, cassette and even like character or manipulated object related to the alphabet or key words.

It is more difficult to categorized the type of instructions that is emphasized in the various programmes. There is considerate overlap rarely on any method found in its purest form, but emphasis within the programme can vary. The emphasis typically falls into one of the three categories that are described below.
i.
Emphasis on learning letter sound correspondence variously called decoding, code emphasis alphabet methods and linguistic approach with the letter sound approach the relationship between print and speech, in some particular strong code emphasis programmes, the word in the stories are phonically regular, that is they fall mainly into a regular, spelling to sound correspondence such as the consonant vowels constant pattern common irregularly spelled words may also be taught so that stones may be created for the readers.
ii. Depending on the particular reading programme institution may begin with initial consonant pattern or even whole words, simple sentence incorporation the phonically regular, words, simple sentence incorporation the phonically regular words may be read before or after the words or sound are read or learned. Short simple stories are read and questions asked about them to assure that the children comprehending the material that they read.
iii. Emphasis on learning sight words called sight learning this approach introduced high frequently words and at first children are told what these printed word are. Them they are given practices in reading then in simple stories often associated with picture in the reader. The reading programme varies the extent that discussing and pictures, are introduced to guided the children in using context to identify new words.
Typically, through children learn new words from being told what they heard by the teacher and from the use of contexts, as opposed to a greater reliance on direct teaching of letter sound, correspondence found in the phonic or linguistic approaches, once a significant number of words are used to teach letter sound. Correspondence deductively.
The language, experience approach emphasized learning words from the spoken context. The teacher prints the stories spoken by the children, something that interest them, children learn to read these to the teacher and their classmates. In this manners frequently used that reappear often are learned as while "at sight"
A variation of the language experience approach is teaching isolated words that are particularly meaningful to a child such as Mother, dog, house, knife e.t.c.
Another variation is the individualized programme in which student select their own first stories and books from these available in the classroom, the teacher determines the amount and kind of instruction that follows the learning of stories of list of words, the choice that teacher makes many emphasis of equity used words rhyming, words, letter second relationship or the use of context to expand reading vocabulary.
Issues Relating to Teaching of English in the Primary Schools
Bakers (1985) explained that in the united state, English is recognized as a basic subject to be prescribed in periods, of varying length everyday of the school year. It is usually separated from the reading instruction and from literature, although from instruction in spelling and handwriting. It is none the less a composite subject embracing a variety of skills and context and for this reason is often referred to as language arts generalists, not specialist in the subject area and who are require to be equally adopt in presenting social studies, mathematics, science, handwriting and other subject of the elementary school curriculum.
John (2017) emphasized that from the beginning of public elementary schools, reading, handwriting and spelling were considered along with arithmetic as the common learning indispensable rare of the curriculum. Although English grammar was not considered as one of the common learning's. It was widely taught in a difficult and latinate.
It from eighteenth century English grammarians. The grammar texts were made up of rules and definitions to be memorized selection for usage and in same of the later supposedly improved texts and false in syntax to be corrected.John (2017) further stressed that the difficulty and the irrelative of the method and context lead to the development of language basis in the 1840 with a grammar and primitive exercise. It increased imagination which made instruction in English a serious concern of school reformers and of the advocate of free public schools. They were speeches and writing referred and English education as essential to the nation welfare. They concerned to maintain English as the common language of the nation by the phrase "English education" they meant that English was to be the language of instruction and therefore subject to study. The term was also used with respect to secondary schools in contrast of schools of "classical education" which provided pour or five periods in a week for later.
Joshua (2017) observed that status of grammar as in element of English instruction has risen and fallen during the twentieth century. The situation changed as the work of descriptivelinguistic became known and the concept varying as the levies of [image: image12.jpg]

A paralled learned skill is the ability to discriminate new or significant items in a flow of familiar and stimuli to which attention is given at a low energy level.


Ruth (2017) stressed that listening is generally regarded for instructional purpose as much more than successful intake and memory fixation of what is heard. If the qural input is to be useful, the listener must encode and evaluate interaction is greatly assisted by the fact that the spend or ordinary speech.

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHOD

Research Design


The approach used in carrying out the research work included descriptive method. The sample was chosen through the assistance of head master in the schools.
Research Instrument
The instrument used for the study was a questionnaire. By survey the instrument was designed by the researcher and approved by the supervisor.The instrument consisted of two sections, A and B. Section A deal with respondent’s personal data such as name (optional), sex, age, educational qualification, name of school, number of teaching experiences. While Section B consisted of question items designed to be answered by the respondents through ticking either yes or no in the appropriate column.
Validity of the Instrument
Before the administration of the questionnaire, a draft copy was made available to the supervisor for validation to ensurecomprehensiveness of the items. The validated was then typed out and administered.
Reliability of the Instrument
This involve the researcher paying visit to the entire respondents in their various schools. After a brief introduction and explanation on the motive behind the exercise and the mode of filing the questionnaire the copies were distributed to the respondents and the completed questionnaire collected immediately by the researcher.
Method of Data Analysis

CHAPTER FOUR

Pupils in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State in order to achieve the purpose of the study, one hundred respondents participated by responding to the questionnaire designed by the researcher, four research hypothesis were proposed for the study this chapter therefore presents the result of the finding followed by discussion of results. 

Presentation of Result        

Research Hypothesis OneHo1: Inadequate background in teaching of alphabets does not account for reaching problems in English language at primary school.

Since the calculated value of t2(10.2) is higher than the table value (9.488) there is a cause of reject the null hypothesis. Thus, the freedom of the difference was not as predicted. 

Hence, it can be concluded that qualification of teachers has impact with reading problems at primary school level.

Since the calculated value of Y2 (10.3) is higher than the table value (7.815), there is a cause to reject the hypothesis hence, it can be calculated that inadequacy of instructional material account for reading problem at primary school level.

Discussion of Result

Research hypothesis one stated that inadequate background in the learning of alphabets does not account for reading problems in English language at primary school level. The result of finding however rejected the hypothesis indicating that inadequate background for reading problem in English language at primary school levels. Hence adequately background is highly essential for children to enhance learning of English language for their success and influence at primary school level. Research hypothesis twostated that inadequate reading habit and qualification of teachers has nothing to do with reading problem at primary school level. This results of finding similarly rejected the hypothesis, indicating that habit and qualification of teachers has impact on reading problem at primary school. Hence, it can be considered that apart from availabilities of qualified teachers the children must also be encourage to from reading habit to enhance mastering of English language at primary school level.

Research Hypothesis Three: stated that, inadequate instructional material does not account for reading problem at primary school level. The result of finding also rejected the hypothesis, indicating that inadequate instructional materials has negative impact on reading problems of primary school level. Hence, it can be concluded that one of the factors required. for pupils enhanced mastering of English language of instructional materials

Research Hypothesis Four: stated that parents educational status does not account for reading problem at primary school level. The result of finding accepted the hypothesis conforming the fact that parents educational status devoid of other factors such as good background. Inadequate qualified teacher enhanced reading habit and inadequate instructional materials cannot solve pupils reading problems at primary school level.
CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Summary

From the study carried outon investigation of reading problem in English language among primary school pupils in Ilorin South Local Government Area, Kwara State. The following summary of the findings has made inadequate reading habit and qualification of teachers account for reading problems at the primary school level.

This indicated that enhanced reading habit and availability of qualified English language teacher will enhance effective reading of language at that level of education.

Inadequate instructional materials similarly accounts for reading problems at the primary schools level. this school that inadequate instructional materials is one of the factor militating against effective reading at the primary school level of education.

Parent educational status does not account for reading problems at the primary school level. This indicates that the parents educational status without good reading habit on the apart of pupils, inadequate materials and qualified teachers can not solve the problem of reading at the primary school level.

Conclusion 

From the foregoing therefore, it can be concluded that reading problems in English language among primary school pupils include poor background in the learning of alphabet inadequate reading habit unqualified teacher and inadequate instructional materials.

However, parents educational status cannot ensure entrance reading except all other factors numerated above are adequately addressed and provided at the primary school level of education.

Implication of the Study 


The implication of the study is that the findings will influence positively the reading habit of pupils at the primary school level.

Recommendations

For effective reading of English language among primary school pupils, the following are recommended:

It is essential for parents to encourage the pupils to form reading habit through purchase of adequate strong books of interest to the children at home. 

The specific period of time called story time should be set aside by the teachers to allow the pupils to narrate stories that they might have read positively in the classroom. Similarly, it is essential for the school authority to establish literary club in which all the pupils are encouraged to main also debate club in which all the pupils are encouraged to in the school to further encourage the speaker of English fluently by the pupils.

It is also essential for the teachers to organize debates of quiz among the pupils to further enhance their spoken of English language the pupils must be encouraged to speak English language at all times while discussing classroom lessons and among themselves the pupils may be charged if vernacular spoken in the classroom. 

It is highly essential for the parents to ensure good ground by organized good lesson after the school hours for the pupils or endeavor place the children in nursery and primary schools. 

It is importance for state government to provide adequate funds for development achieved in the schools. 

Provision of employment for qualified English language teacher in the primary school to enhance speaking of English language and overall success in the public examinations is highly essential.
Limitations of the Study                  

This research work is limited reading problem of the pupils in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State for lack of time and experience the work would have covered the whole state.

Suggestions for Further Studies


This study has only investigated the reading problem of the pupils in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State. Future researchers can extend the coverage of investigation to the whole state.
