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ABSTRACT

This study focused on the assessment of senior secondary School in teaching Hadith aspect of Islamic studies in Ilorin south local government area of Kwara State. Two (2) Islamic studies teachers and twenty (20) Islamic studies students were randomly selected from each of the ten (10) selected secondary School which equally to two hundred and twenty 220 respondents. Simply random techniques was randomly to select the sample. Questionnaires was carefully designed for the purpose of collecting relevant information from the respondents. Research question 1 to 3 have corresponding hypothesis and we're answered with the use of Descriptive Statistic means. The findings revealed that chalkboard, visual and audio resources are the most used resources in teaching and learning Hadith aspect of Islamic studies in senior secondary in Ilorin South Local Government area. It was recommended that instructional resources such as audio visual aids should be provided by government and made accessible to  the teacher and the should make use of it.
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CHAPTER ONE

INTRODUCTION

Background to the Study 

Assessment is a powerful means of improving the quality of education. It is universally acceptable as an integral part of teaching and learning. It plays a pivotal role in determining what the teachers teach and what the learners learn in schools. Assessment is a process by which information is obtained relative to some known objective or goal. It is also the process of gathering information to monitor progress and make educational decision if necessary.


Assessment could be viewed as a procedure for ascertaining what students gain from schooling in term of knowledge character development and industry taking account of all his/her performances in tests, assignment, project and other educational activities during a given period (Awuwoloye. 1985). Adewumi (1987) buttressed Awuwoloye’s view that educational assessment is a procedure for finding out what the learners have gained from learning activities is term of thinking, reasoning, character development, skill and industry. In other words assessment can be described as an approach which should depict the full range of sources and methods a teacher uses to collect, interpret and synthesis information about the leaner.


From the above definitions, it can be inferred that assessment constitutes the focal points of assessing the teachers, the learners and instructional techniques and resources in the process of instruction deliver. In the classroom, the teacher define, explain, ask, question, discuss, summarize and even give assignment. 


Education in Islam is defined as “a process through which human beings are trained and prepared in a concerted way to do their creators bidding in their life and to be rewarded in the life after the death (Gulam, 1996).


The religion emphasizes the importance of knowledge, which is conveyed in the first revelation to the Holy Prophet. Thus:



“Read in the name of your Lord,



He created man from a cloth.



Read and your Lord is more Honourable.



He (who) taught (to write) with pen.



Taught man what he know not. Q96 VS 1-5


And it is more important to emphasize that Islam is not only a creed, but also a comprehensive way of life.


Islamic Studies education has been used as a vehicle for spiritual re-awarding and social rejuvenation of the people whose belief-systems were rooted in supervisions and hear says. Abdul-r-Raheem (1998) defined Islamic studies as the instruction that has to do with the Qur’an, Hadeeth Sirah (Islamic History), Islamic moralities, etc. He sees Islamic Studies as a comprehensive term of all knowledge that helps individual to understand and appreciate the marvelous work of Allah.


Although, teaching and learning of Islamic studies could only be dated back to the advert of Islam in Nigeria (Abubakre, 2004). However, Islamic education system was informal as at that time. Progressively, Ahmed (1996) records that the first attempt to place Islamic education under government control, in Nigeria, during the colonial era was made by Alhaji Abdullahi Bayero in the North. Subsequently, some eminent Muslim personalities  held a meeting with then northern region ministry of education in 1953 at Kaduna and for the time in 1968, Islamic Religious Education became an examinable subject under West Africa Examination Council (WAEC). As a result of the above, Islamic studies became one of the registered subjects offered at all levels of education in the Nigerian curriculum. It is designed mostly for Muslim students in Nigeria schools. It helps to inculcate true and balances values in the young, at an age when his mental and moral development is at the formative e stage.  Every branches of Islamic Studies has specific contributions to make emergence of discipline persons and this is why moral education be detailed from Islamic education.


The contents of Islamic Studies for Senior Secondary School which in line with the new curriculum developed by the Nigerian Educational Research and Development Council (NERDC, 2012) are in three segment which are:

Qur’an and Hadith

2.
Tarikh

3.
Tawhid and Fiqh

Islamic Studies revolves learning and Islam and its creeds. The primary sources of Islamic studies are Qur’an and Hadith.


While, the focus of this study is on Hadith, Hadith in Islam refers to what Muslims believe to be a record of the words, actions and the silent approval of the Islamic Prophets Muhammad. Hadith have been called “the backbone” of Islamic civilization and within that religion the authority of hadith as a source for religious law and moral guidance ranks second only to that of the Quran (which Muslims hold to be the word of God revealed to his messenger Muhammad). Scriptural authority for hadiht comes from the Quran which enjoins Muslims to emulate Muhammad and obey his judgments, Almighty Allah says:

قد كان لكم في رسول الله أسوة حسنة لمن كان يرجو الله واليوم الآخر وذكر الله كثيرا.

You have indeed in the Messenger of Allah a beautiful pattern of conduct) for any one whose hope is in Allah and the final Day and who engages mush in the praise of Allah. Q33:21 Also.

قل أطيعوا الله والطيعوا الرسول (ص) فإن تولوا فإنما عليه ما حمل وعليكم ما حملتم (ص) وإن تطبعون تهتدوا وما على الرسول إلا اليلاغ المبين


(say: “Obey Allah and obey the Messenger: but if ye turn away, he is only responsible for the duty placed on him and ye that placed on you. If ye obey him, ye shall be on right guidance., the messenger’s duty is only preach the clear message. (Q24:54).


While the number of verses pertaining to law in the Quran is relatively few, hadith give direction on everything from details of religious obligations (such as Ghusl and Wudu for Salat prayer), to the correct of salutations and the importance of benevolence of slaves. Thus the “great bulk” of the rules of Sharia (Islamic law) are derived from hadith, rather than the Qur’an.


Unlike the Qur’an, not all Muslim believe hadith accounts (or at least not all hadith accounts) are divine revelation. Different collections of hadith would come to differentiate the different branches of the Islamic faith. There are many modern Muslims (some of whom call themselves Quranists but many are also known as submitters) who believe that most Hadiths are actually fabrications created in the 8th & 9th century AD, and which are falsely attributed the Prophet Muhammad. Because some hadith include questionable and even contradictory statements, the authentication of hadith became a major field of study. In its classic form hadith has two parts – the chain of narratos who have transmitted the report (the isnad), and the main test of the report (the matn). Individual hadith are classified by Muslim clerics and jurist into categories such as sahih (“authentic”) hasan (“good”) or da’if (“weak”). However, different groups and different scholars may classify a hadith differently.


Hence, the focus of this study is to assess Senior Secondary School Students resources in Learning  Hadiht aspect of Islamic Studies, Ilorin, Nigeria.
Statement of the Problem 


It seems that learners generally have problems in Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies in Nigeria schools and some Senior Secondary Schools students are not exempted and this may affect their understanding of Quranic aspect of Islamic Studies. It is not clear if the teachers are using the appropriate methods and techniques or the instructional resources needed are not available.


Also, it is perceived that some students lack knowledge of religious obligations such as Ghusl, Wudu and Azhan for Salat prayer which hadith give direction on everything in details.


Many studies have been carried out on instructional resources and its impact ob secondary school student in Nigeria, this include, Chimezie, (2004) who carried our research on the effect of instructional resources on academic performance of CRS Students in Senior Secondary schools in  Ilorin South Local Government, she found out that when instructional resources is used to teach CRS learners enjoy interactive and its is efficient, effective and flexible, facilities communication, appeals to senses of sight and hearing at the same time, provides concrete basis for understanding abstract and difficult concepts and makes for a more meaningful and permanent learning. Also Olorunshogo (2009), carried out research on effects of audio-visual technology on academic performance of Christian religious studies students in junior secondary schools in Ikenne L.G.A Ogun State he found out that audio-visual technology is a major determining variable that controls  the pace of learning.


To the best knowledge of the researcher no study have been carried out on assessment of senior secondary school students resources in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies Ilorin, Nigeria. This is the gap this study intends to fill.

Purpose of the Study 


The main purpose of this study is to assess senior secondary schools student resources in Learning Hadiht aspect of Islamic studies, Ilorin South Local Government of Kwara State Nigeria.

Specifically, this study find out:

Research Question 


This study provided answers to the following questions

What are the common resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic studies?

Is visual resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies?

iii.
Is Audio resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic studies?

Research Hypothesis

There is no significant difference on the common resources used by students and learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies 

ii.
There is no significant difference on Visual resources used by students and learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies

iii.
There is no significant difference on Audio resources used by students and learning Hadith aspect of Islamic studies 

Scope of the Study 


This study will cover only 10 schools in Ilorin South Local Government Area, Kwara State and the school comprises both Government and private schools. The sample of this study would consists of two (2) Islamic studies teachers and (20) Islamic studies students from each of the ten selected secondary schools. The schools are as follows. All the two hundred and twenty (220) Islamic studies students will be used for the sample.

Significance of the Study 


Students would benefit immensely from the finding of this study because it would motivate them and acquaint them with effective resources which will facilitate the reading, pronunciation and memorization of the text, thereby improving their performance in Hadith Aspect of Islamic Studies.


Finding from this study would sensitize teachers of Islamic studies in reviewing the resources used in teaching Hadith aspect of Islamic studies during the planning, the actual and post-teaching stages.


The outcome of this research would expose the curriculum planners to the strength and weakness of the existing Islamic Studies curriculum especially in the area of instructional resources. They would be aware of the techniques that could enhance the performance of students so that they could emphasize the resources that would be used during the teaching and learning process. The findings would enable policy makers to formulate the needed policy for the schools. It would also expose Islamic Studies text book writer to different teaching resources which will enable them to produce useful text books for learners of Islamic studies.


Finally, the finding of this study would add to the existing body of knowledge and would serve as reference for future researchers offering suggestions and direction for further studies of this nature to be carried out in other parts of the country.

Operational Definition of Terms


The following terms are operationally defined 

Assessment: way of evaluating learning after which a learning experience has taken place

Aspect:  one side or part of Islamic Studies topics

Common: techniques that are used by two or more Islamic studies teachers 

Resources: Instructional aids students employ to facilitates the process of learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies 

Hadith: Records of saying, action and silent approval of Prophet Muhammad (PBUH).

Visual: Designed to aid in learning by making use of sight 

Audio: Designed to aid in learning by making use of hearing.

The Aims and Objectives of Secondary School Islamic Studies Curriculum 


Curriculum is so basic and crucial to the educational process that any attempt to pass it will result in a phenomenal disaster. This is simply became it embrace very aspect of the teaching learning process. Oladosu (2013), in other word, curriculum is all about the ground which the pupil and teacher have to cover to meet the goal of education. (Ajidagba 2014). Aims is ultimate goal or expected outcome expressed s pattern or categories of behaviour. Abdullahi (1983), explained that the ultimate goal of Islamic education is therefore is to build up the individual who will act as Allah’s vicegerance or at east put aim on the path that lead to such an end from the general purpose the goals of Islamic studies at various levels of the Nigeria educational system have been well articulated and captured for instance, at the secondary school level a seven point agenda have been envisioned these are:

1.
Recognition of Allah as the creator the sustainer and the source of value 

2.
Cultivation of the sense of gratitude to Allah and submission to his guidance and moral laws both in our worship Him and our behaviuor towards other people.

3.
Awakening of the faculty or intellect and reasoning in accordance with the Quran.

4.
Encouragement of the pursuit of useful knowledge is the duty of every Muslim male and female.

5.
Attainment of balanced development of the individual and the community by giving due right to the physical intellectual moral and spirituals need of man

6.
Realization of human rights equality and brotherhood with emphasis on practical means of achieving social solidarity and ethnic harmony in place of selfishness and 

7.
Awakening the heart of consciousness of the presence of Allah as a witness of all our actions thought and behaviuor acting as restraint to the wrong doings whether public or private and as incentive to good behaviuor (MERDC 2007).

Concept of Islamic Education 


Islam has put great emphasis on the importance of acquisition and dissemination of knowledge (Yasin and Jani 2013).


Education in Islam is defined as a process through which human beings are trained and prepared in a concerted way to do these creators bidding in this life and to be rewarded in the life after the death (Gulam, 1996). Islamic education is also defined as recognition and acknowledgement of the people place of God in the order of being and existence.

 
In the same vein, the first revelation to Prophet Muhammed (S.A.W) ordered him tot read: it is a direct order or command which has to be fulfilled. Allah says……. 

Read in the name of your Lord.

He created man from a cloth 

Read and your Lord is more Honourable 

He (who) taught (to write) with pen

Taught man what he knew not. Q96: 1-5


Allah Honours the believers who at the same time are learned people. The Qu’ran Says Allah will exalt in degree those of you who believe, and those who have been granted knowledge Q58:11. and religious scholar are the inheritors of Prophet i.e they inherit \knowledge and whoever gains knowledge is in luck and gains a great thing. And who ever follows a way to seek knowledge. Allah will make easy for him the way to paradise (Sahih Al-Bukhari 1978). The obligation of seeking out knowledge is binding upon every Muslim by the command of the Qur’an and Sunnah of the Prophet (PBUH). Prophet Muhammed was also reported to have said thus.

طلب العلم فريضة على كل مسلم
Acquisition of knowledge is compulsory upon every Muslim (Ibn Majah, Vol 1, 81).


Education from Islamic perspective is often defined by Muslim scholars from three different dimensions which are reflected in different concepts which are: Taobiyyah – the process of education that gives emphasis on physical and intellectual development of an individual. The process of education that gives emphasis on nurturing good human beings with noble codes of conduct ethics approved by Islam, so that may conduct and position himself in society with justice and Ta’lim – the process of education that is based on teaching and learning (Yasin and Jani 2013).


In the Qur’an those who seek for knowledge are honoured as the group of people who strive to obtain understanding in religions matters (Tafaqquh fi al-din). They are entrusted with the responsibility to disseminate the knowledge and skills they know to those who do not have the opportunity to learn them.   

In Islam, seeking out knowledge is part of the process of education that aims to enlighten the human soul and enriches the treasure of knowledge that help in knowing Allah SWT, the creator of mankind and universe. This will instill the sense of responsibility to worship the creator and obey His command at all times and circumstances as well as to accomplish the purpose of the creation of mankind as stipulated in the Qur’an that is to worship Allah.
وَمَا خَلَقْتُ الْجِنَّ وَالإِنْسَ إِلاَّ لِيَعْبُدُون

And did not create the Jinn and mankind except to worship me” (Q51:56)

 Being the vicegerent of Allah man is taught about how to conduct his religions and socio – political affairs on earth as means to realize the purpose of His creation in accordance with the absolute will of the creator. In Islam knowledge that can only be learned through education is a prerequisite of faith and development. It also a significant of position in Islamic civilization, the first revelation to Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) in Q96: 1-5) is about the divine instruction to read in the name of your God thus underscores the tawhid philosophy that education in its essence is not purely a mundane activity, but an integral part of faith (Yasin and Jani 2013).


Ghulan (1996) defined Islamic education as an activity that is aimed to balanced growth of the total personality of man through training of man’s spirit intellect, theoretical, self, feelings and bodily senses. He also asserted that it cater for the growth in all aspects including spiritual, intellectual, imagination, physical, scientific, linguistic both individually and collectively and in corporate all these aspects in a holistic system of education towards goodness and the attainment of perfection.


Education as a programmed of study which is conduct with the aim of making the recipient of such knowledge a useful and accepted member of the society, the achievement could be gain from the society as a result of a equisition of knowledge especially on Ibadah (act of worshipping Allah) and mu’amalat (good relationship with others) the role of education is to make a human being very responsible throughout his life, right from his childhood to his death and hereafter (Bushari 2018).


Islamic education is one of the best systems of education which makes an ethical groomed person with all the qualities which he/she should have as a human being. Also Islamic education is primary viewed as divine reveled and thus prepares individuals to upright citizen on earth and to ultimately attain happiness in the lie after death. It is revealed from the definitions above that God is the centre and focus of Islamic education: hence to be educated a Muslim must e devoted to attaining the pleasure of God. This should result in pious actions that would enable the Muslim to drove close to God the only way this can be achieved is according to the divine revelation, (Al-Quran) and the example left by the Prophet Muhammed (peace be upon Him) (Yologe 2008). Education in the context of Islam is regarded as a process that involves the complete person including the rational spiritual and social dimensions (Bushari 2018).

Concepts of Assessment 


The concept of assessment is elusive as it has different people defining it differently based on their perception. Erwin (1991), defined assessment as the systematic basis for making inference about learning and development. The stressed further that assessment is the process of defining, selecting, collecting, analyzing interpreting and using information to increase learners, learning and development

To Palomba et al (1999), assessment is the systematic collection, review and use of information about educational programs undertaken for the purpose of improving student’s learning and development. According to Allen (2004), assessment involved the use empirical data on student learning. Walvoord (2004) stressed further that assessment is the systematic collection of information about student’s learning, using the time, knowledge, expertise and resources available in order to inform decision about how to improve learning.

However, Huba and freed (2000) were of the opinion that assessment result are use to improve subsequent learning.

Summarizing the benefits of assessment Suskie (2004) submitted that;

· It helps learners understand where they should focus their time and energies

· It motivate learners to do their best

· It help learner understand their strength and weakness through feedback

· It gives the learners documentation of what they have learned which can be used to apply for jobs, awards, programs of advanced study, etc.

According to Mc. Alpine (2000) numerous terms are use to describe 

Different types of assessment as follow;

           formative …….. summative

           informal ………. formal

           continuous ……….final

           divergent ……….. convergent

Formative assessment: This is designed to assist the learning process by providing feedback to the learners, which can be used to identify strength and weaknesses and hence improve future performance. Formative assessment is most appropriate where the results are to be internally by those involved in the learning process (student, teachers, curriculum developers).

Summative assessment: this is used primarily to make decision for grading or to determine readiness for progression typically, summative assessment occurs at the end of an education activity and is designed to judge learners’ overall performance. In addition to provide the basis for grade assessment, summative assessment is used to communicate student’ abilities to external stakeholders like administrator and employers.

Informal assessment: With information Assessment, the judgments are integrated with others tasks e.g, lecturer feedback on the answer to a question or preceptor feedback provided while performing a bedside procedure. Informal assessment is when used to provide formative feedback as much it tends to be less threatening and thus less stressful to the students. However,  informal feedback is prone to high subjectiveness or bias.

Formal Assessment: This occurs when students are aware that the task that they are doing is for assessment purposes, e.g a written examination or SSCE. Most formal assessment also is summative in nature and thus tends to have greater motivation in pack and is associated with increased stress.

Continuous Assessment: This occurs throughout a learning experience. Continuous assessment is most appropriate when students’ and or instructors’ knowledge of progress or achievement is needed to determine the subsequent progression or sequence of activities. Continuous assessment provides both students and teachers with the information needed to improve teaching and learning in process. Obviously, continuous assessment involves increased effort for both teachers and students.

Final (or terminal) Assessment: This take place only at the end of a learning activity. It is most appropriate when learning can only be assessed as a complete whole rather than as constituent parts. Typically, final assessment is used for summative purpose.

Divergent Assessment: Are those for which a range of answers or solution might to considered correct. Example include essay test, divergent assessment tends to be more authentic and most appropriate in evaluating higher cognitive skills. However, this type of assessment  are often time consuming.

Convergent Assessment: This has only one correct (per item). Objective test items are the best example and demonstrate the value of this approach, in assessing knowledge. Obviously, convergent assessments are easier to evaluate or score than divergent assessment.


According to scholastic literacy place (2000) Numerous terms are used to describe various types of assessment tools.

Check List: an assessment guideline listing skills, behaviours, or characteristics to help guide and record teachers’ observations of students as they perform certain task. These are also students checks lists can be used by students for self assessment purpose.

Conference: A meeting or conversation involving teachers, students and or family members to discuss a students’ progress. The purpose is to facilitates one-on-one exchanges and to allow the students to express him/herself.

Benchmark: Standard to help determine students’ progress in literacy development.

Literacy log: a record of students literacy activities (for example “Books I have read”) to help students keep track of his/ her own reading or writing progress. Students also use the logs for recording their personal responses to the literature students may also use log to record words that are new, interesting and entertaining.

Oral Fluency Assessment: An informal assessment of reading to determine oral reading errors or miscues.

Oral Reading Assessment: An oral and silent assessment used for diagnosing students’ development literacy levels through oral retelling and individual reading inventory.

Portfolio: A form authentic assessment in which students collect samples of their works in a portfolio to document their progress overtime. Different types of portfolio include: showcase, which celebrates students’ best work; descriptive, which demonstrates what students can do; evaluate, which assess students’ work against a standard and progress, which documents students’ work overtimes.

Rubrics: An evaluation tool that list the important features that should be present in student’s performance or products. Rubrics clearly identify what will be graded.

Self-Assessment: Student develop their own list of characteristics or qualities to judge their own work. Students who learn to monitor their own progress and judge their own efforts will strive to improve.

Aneedotal Record: An informal record of an event or behaviour observed in the classroom.

Observation: An informal assessment technique of watching students to identify strengths and weakness, pattern of behaviours and cognitive strategies. Observation help determine which students need additional support and how to adjust instruction to encourage more and better learning.


Assessment of techniques and resources in the classroom offer considerable advantages for both the students and the teachers since their progress and achievement can be measured correctly when they use them. In the same vein, teaching can only be effective, if it results in meaningful learning. Effective teaching and learning therefore depend on the assessment of teaching techniques and resources as this will serve as feed back to both teachers and students. To buttress more, assessment of teaching techniques and resources in very crucial because it is through it a teacher can judge the growth and development of students which comprises of the changes taking place in their behaviour, the process they make in the class and the effectiveness of the teacher teaching in the class or outcome teaching.

Teaching and learning of Hadith in the Selected Secondary School

In this case, the same goes to teaching and learning of hadith in selected secondary school, teachers need to make some adjustment on how the subject should be taught in order to make it competitive relatively. Multimedia is one of the tools that is able to suit the digital students’ interest, make lesson interesting and enjoyable. Moreover, multimedia is an interactive tool that combines a variety of elements including text, graphics audio, visual, audio-visual and animation that is able to arouse students interest (Sahalu, 2008). Most students are not auditory or visual learners, but also multi-sensory learners. Audio-visual technology has the ability to capture the attention of the learners because it addresses a variety of learning styles. Shelly (2006), stressed that today’s students use digital media service in their lives. Student most is serious in what ever the teacher is teaching them patterning to hadith.


Islamic Studies as a compulsory subject for all Muslims students, it is aimed at teaching Nigerian citizens to have good understanding on Islam as a way of live and be able to resolve any difficulties and challenges. The main purpose of having the subject is to prepare Muslim students with strong Islamic foundation before they further their studies in higher institution. The challenges to the teachers here is what kind of teaching method should be used in order to increase students’ interest? Or at least maintain their interest, as such using audio-visual technology in teaching and learning has the potentially of performing this task (Fayose, 1995).

Justification of Resources in Learning Hadith Aspect of Islamic Studies 


The purpose of education is not just making a student literate but adds rational drinking, knowledge and self sufficiency, in order to achieve this purpose, effective and innovative teaching and learning methods are essential, especially in facing digital students’ era. The digital revolution has resulted in one unintended consequence. Today youth are actually much more media-centred than previous generation. In fact many people that the brains of today’s youth have actually become reviewed to accommodate the thousands of hours they spend in front of computer screens watching and creating videos, listening to music, it has also been said tat today’s youth speak digitally (Shelly, 2006).


Understanding today’s digital kids and how they learn has profound implications not only for how teacher’s teach, but also, and perhaps more importantly, for how teacher’s teach them. Educational technology and Audio-visual can be valuable tools when they are integrated into the curriculum appropriately to achieve learning gains, particularly when they are combined with a twenty first century curriculum. Teachers have to decide whether to try to pull digital students away from their native digital world or to motivate them by tapping into their digital worlds and using their natural inclination and inquisitiveness about what is digital (Shelly, 2006). The choice here is in our (teachers) hands. However, if we want to continuously grasp student’s attention make them happy to learn and create an exciting environment we need to follow the current and not be against it.

Appraisal of Literature Review


From the research finding of others given here it becomes very apparent that Islamic Studies is an important subject in sustaining and awaking the child is intellectual emotional spiritual growth.


As a teaching subject, there is the need to look into  the assessment of secondary of students’ in learning hadith aspect of Islamic studies using Ilorin South L.G.A Kwara State Nigeria as a case study.

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

In this chapter, methods and procedures adopted in the process of carry out this stud. The methods and procedures are discussed under the following sub-heading:

Research Design


The research design that will be adopted for the study is descriptive survey. Ibrahim, Land and Opadokun (2004), descried descriptive survey research s research which entails the collection of data that essentially describe a situation as it is, with the use of instrument such as questionnaire.


The reason for the adoption of this design method is because it gives a picture of a situation or population which is suitable for this study.

Population, Sample and Sampling Techniques

The population of this study will be all the Islamic Studies teacher and Students in all the 92 Secondary Schools in Ilorin south Local Government Area, Kwara State. While the target population of this study will consist of two(2) Islamic studies teachers and twenty (20) Islamic Studies Students in the Ten(10) selected secondary schools which are as follows:

· Ilorin South Senior Secondary School, Ilorin

· Sainth Anthony Senior Secondary School, Tanke, Ilorin

· Government Day Senior Secondary School, Tanke, Ilorin

· Corner Stone International School, Ilorin

· Fate Secondary School, Fate, Ilorin

· Taoheed Senior Secondary School, Basin, Ilorin

· G.G.D.S.S, Amilengbe, Ilorin

· Unilorin Secondary School, Ilorin

· Ansarul Islam Secondary School, Ogidi, Ilorin

· Federal Government College, Ogidi, Ilorin

Meanwhile, two Islamic Studies teachers and twenty Islamic Studies Students will be randomly selected from each of the ten (10) selected Secondary Schools which equaled to two hundred and twenty(220) Respondents. Simple random sampling technique will be adopted to select the sample.

Instrumentation

The instrument that was used in this work to collect data from the respondents is questionnaire which will enable the targeted respondent to indicate his or her opinion. The instrument will be designed in simple form using simple terms to avoid any ambiguities to the respondents.


The instrument consists two distinctive sections. Section A of the instrument focuses on the respondent’s demographical data such as age, gender and class and qualification. While section B contains the items that were used to answer research question and tested the hypothesis generated in this study. Each question has four (4) response option against it and respondent are instructed to tick any of the response based on how frequent it is used. The response options are:

Always-A,

Often-O,

Seldom-S,

Never-N.

Validity of the Instrument 

Validation of the instrument was ascertained given a draft copy of the questionnaire to the researcher’s supervisor and experts in Test and Measurement in Faulty of Education, to ensure the validation of the research instrument that it is its ability to collect an authentic data, researcher ensures that the questions on the item are directly to the topic. Thus, the instrument is believed to be valid for the collection of the data research.

Reliability of the Instrument 

Reliability of the instrument will be carried out using Test-re-test approach. This will be done by administering the test to 10 Islamic Studies teachers and thirty-five (35) Students offering Islamic Studies which are not part of the ten selected Schools in Ilorin south, Kwara State within an interval of two weeks. The result that will be obtained at both administrations were then correlated through the use of using person’s product moment correlation. By so doing therefore, the reliability of the instrument will be established. The result indicated that the instrument is reliable for this study.

Procedure for Data Collection

The questionnaires will be administered personally by the researcher in each Selected Schools in Ilorin South in order to ensure that the questionnaires are properly and carefully tick. A total number of two hundred and twenty (220) questionnaires will distributed and equally collected and would be analyzed for this study.

Data Analysis Techniques     

To answer the research questions, the data collected were analyzed using mean rating. Any item with a mean greater than 2.5 was considered as agreement with the stated assertion.

CHAPTER FOUR

DATA ANALYSIS AND RESULTS

Introduction 


The chapter deals with data analysis and results of data collected through the use questionnaire on the Assessment of Senior Secondary School Students. Resources in Learning Hadith Aspect of Islamic Studies in Ilorin South Local Government Area, Kwara State. Three research questions were raised and answered and three hypothesis were postulated earlier in chapter one. The analysis is presented based on the research questions and hypothesis formulated for the study. Descriptive statistic of mean rating and mean were used to answer the research questions.

Answering Research Questions 


Research questions 1 to 3 have corresponding hypothesis and were answered with the use of Descriptive statistics of Mean.

Table 1 shows the common resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies in terms of the most common resources and the least common resources. The table revealed that chalkboard has the highest means score of 2.92. This implies that whiteboard is the most common resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic studies, while chalkboard is followed by projector with mean score of 2.86. Motion picture has the mean score of 2.56. It means that motion picture is the least common resources used by students in learning aspect of Islamic studies.

Table 2 indicates that respondents agreed with stated statement. It shows 85.2% agreed that students use copy of Hadith of learn hadith aspect of Islamic studies while the remaining respondents disagreed with the statement. Also, 83.3% agreed that students use funnels to learn Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies while 83.3% of the respondents disagreed with the statement. Moreso, 79.6% of majority agreed that students use motion picture to learn hadith aspect of Islamic Studies. The cumulative overall means score of 2.63 of the respondents which is above the benchmark of 2.50 clearly shows that visual resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies.

Table 3 indicates that respondents agreed with stated statement. It shows 89.2%  agreed that students use tape recorder to learn hadith aspect of Islamic Studies while the remaining respondents disagreed with the statement. Also, 88.9% agreed that students radio is use to learn hadith aspect of Islamic Studies while 11.1% of the respondents disagreed with the statement. Moreso, 16.7% of majority agreed that students audio disc player is use to learn hadith aspect of Islamic Studies. The cumulative overall means score of 2.62 of the respondents which is above the benchmark of 2.50 clearly shows that audio resources used by students in learning Hadiht aspect of Islamic Studies.

Summary of the Findings 

Based on the analysed data, the following are the summary of the major findings of the study:

1.
Chalkboard/whiteboard are the commonest resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies 

2
Visual resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies; and 

3.
Audio resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic studies.

Presentation of Results 


This work focused on the Assessment of Senior Secondary School Student Resources in Learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies in Ilorin South Local Government Area, Kwara State. Based on the results of the findings, it was discovered that: 


Chalkboard/whiteboard is the most common resources used by students in Learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies. This finding is similar to Kochar (2012) who supported that instructional materials are very significant teaching and learning tools but not adequately available. Abolade (2009) stated the advantages of instructional materials are that they are cheaper to produce, useful in teaching large number of students at a time, encourage leaner to pay proper attention and enhance their interest.


It was revealed among other that visual resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies. This finding is similar to the Abolade (2004) who opined that visual aids are not adequately available and are supplementary devices by which teachers through utilization of more than one sensory channel is able to clarity, establish and correlate concept, interpretations and appreciation.


The summary on the table 3 shows that audio resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic studies. This findings is similar to the findings of Lagbe and Usman (2018) who posited that teachers of audio-visual do not adequately make use of it for effectively teaching and learning to take place. According to Sharma and Chandra (2003) Islamic Studies teachers in most schools do not make use of audio-visual aids that enable and encourage effective teaching and learning.

CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The purpose of the research findings has been to find out the assessment of selected senior secondary schools students’ in learning hadith aspect of Islamic studies in Ilorin South L.G.A Kwara State.


Some problems such as inadequate infrastructural facilities, lack of relevant teaching materials such as textbooks and shortage of Islamic studies teachers are government fault. Equally, the periods allotted to Islamic studies lesson is not enough likewise the government should try to organize seminars, conferences for Islamic studies teacher so as to improve their knowledge and the teaching techniques so student would be able to learn Hadith. 


On the side of the student laziness, inconsistency is problem for the teacher because some students are not serious.  Even though some of the Islamic studies students are not proud of the subject they are learning. These acts of the student are not to hinder to learn hadith in Ilorin South Local Government Kwara State.

Conclusions


Based on the findings of the study, the following conclusions were drawn.

1.
Chalkboard/whiteboard is the most common resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies.

2.
Visual resources used by students aid in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic studies; and 

3.
Audio resources used by students in learning Hadith aspect of Islamic Studies.

Recommendations 


From the findings and conclusions of this study, the following recommendations are made:

1.
Instructional resources should be provided and made available by the government for the teaching of Islamic Studies in secondary schools;

2.
Effective visual aids should be provided and made available by the government for the teaching of Islamic Studies; and 

3.
Teachers should make use of audio aids for effective teaching of Islamic Studies.

Suggestions for Further Studies 


Further studies could be carried out in the following areas:

Further investigations could be carried out or replicated in other levels of education in Kwara State.

2.
The simple of similar study could be increased to allow for generalization of findings; and

3.
The Sub-variables of the study could be further expanded by future researchers as a way of further studies.
