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ABSTRACT
This Study was designed on the effect of Early Marriage on Mathematics Students Academic  performance in some Selected Secondary Schools in llorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. Descriptive survey research design was adopted with the randomly selected Secondary Schools in Ilorin West Lo cal Government. Research questionnaire was administered for data collection and the data were analyzed using descriptive statistics. The result showed that there were significant effects on Mathematics Students in terms of Early Marriage. Therefore the study recommended that school counsellor should provide necessary assistance to students especially those that are suffering from Early Marriage with a view to enabling them overcome their physiological and emotional concerns
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background of the Study
The history of marriage dates back to the history of mankind. According to the Bible and Quran, God created the first man called Adam and he was without helper. God being omnipotent and omniscient know his problem and fire him onto a great slumber and removed one of his ribs and created a woman called Eve, From this time marriage was first contracted by Adam and Eve who was the first parent on earth. So throughout the world, marriage is regarded as a moment of milestone in adult life, sadly practice of early marriage gives no such cause for celebration. All too often, the imposition of a marriage partner upon a child means that a girl or boy childhood is cut short and their fundamental rights are compromised.
UNICEF (2001) Young girls and boys are robbed of their youth and required to take on roles for which they are not psychologically or physically prepared. Many have no choice about the timing of marriage or their partners. Some are coerced into marriage, while others are too young to make an informed decision. Premature marriage deprives them of the opportunity for personal development as well as their rights to full reproductive health and well-being, education and participation in civic life.
Mathur et al.(2003) early marriage early marriage contributes to a series of negative consequences both for young girls and the society in which they live. It is a violation of human rights in general and of girl's right in particular. For both girls and boys, Early marriage has profound physical, intellectual, Psychological and emotional impact, cutting of educational and employment opportunities and chances of personal growth.
(UNICEF 2009) argued that it is not only students especially girls that pay for early marriage but also the society as a whole. Population pressure, healthcare costs and lost opportunities of human development are just a few of the growing burdens that society shoulder because of teenage pregnancies. Early marriage also undermines international efforts to fight against poverty in developing countries. Bunch ( 2005 ) makes it clear that widespread practice of child marriage make it increasingly difficult for families to escape poverty in the developing world by undermining Critical international effort to fight, HIV/AIDS and other development challenges and making billion of dollar in development assistance less effective
According Cohel R.S et al (1981) argued that the teenage mothers usually forgo education. Even those who returned to school do not continue as far as their peers who did not become pregnant while teenager The above statement show that girls are being denied of their right to education regardless of their abilities, This equally deprives them what they would have made to national development if their potential were fully maximize.
Statement of the Problems
Early marriage is a symbol of orientation throughout the world marriage is regarded as a moment of celebration and milestone in one's life. Sadly, the practice at early marriage involves the deprivation of fundamental human right . Student are robbed of their youthfulness and required to take on roles they are not emotionally prepare for, majority of the young girls have no choice about the timing of marriage. Some are coerced into marriage while other are to0 tende to make any 'informed' decision, premature marriage deprive them of the opportunity for personal development as well as their right or full reproductive health well-being, education and participation is civil life.
There has been concern's in literature marriage that the early marriage disrupts, disturbed and distort the academic performance of the student, but these do not imply that all student involved in early marriage performed poorly in education . Early marriage pretends grate threat to the academic performance of students coerced into it. Poor attendance in the class, limited time to read and study, diverged focus from academic to family welfare, withdrawal at time and poor time management, all these changes have been Indentified by existing literature as the effect of early marriage on female academic performances.

Objective of the Study
The main objective of this study is to examine the effects early marriage of Students Academic Performance the Specific objective of the study include.

Concept of Early Marriage: According to the Friedman "arranging and contracting The marriage of a young girl were the undisputed prerogative of her father in an ancient Israel" Most girls were married before the age of is, often at the start of their puberty. Ruth Lamidan writes the numerous references to child -marriage in the l6th century response literature and other sources, shows that child marriage was so common and it was virtually the norm . n this context, it is important to remember that in halakha, the term "minor" refers to a girl under 12 year-and-a-day.
A girl aged twelve and a half was already consider an adult in at respects. According to the 1907 Catholic Encyclopedia Apocrypha Accounts, which it calls unreliable, states that at the time of betrothal to Joseph ,marry the mother of Jesus was 12 to 14 years old.
According to the UNICEF Africa has the highest incidence rate of a child marriage, with over 70 per-cent of girls marrying under the age of 18 in three nations in West and central Africa have the highest rates of marrying in childhood. Niger has one of the highest rate of early marriage in sub-Saharan Africa. Among women between the age of 20 and 24, 76% reported married before the age of 18 and 28% reported marrying before the age of 15.
In April 2008 Nujood Ali, A 10 years old girl successively obtain a divorce after being raped. Under these condition, are case prompted Call to raise the legal age for marrying to 18. Later in 2008, The Supreme Council for motherhood and childhood proposed to define the minimum age for marriage at 18 years. The law was passed in April 2009 with the age voted for as 17. But the law was dropped by the following day following maneuvers by opposing Parliamentarians-negotiation o pass the legislation continue.
UNICEF (2018) shows that about 21% of young women worldwide (age 20 to 24) were married as  children this is a 25% decrease from 10 years ago. the countries with the highest observed rates of child marriage below the age of 18 are Niger, Chad Mali, Bangladesh, Guinea and the Central African republic, With a rate above 60%. Niger, Chard, Bangladesh Mali and Ethiopia were the country with child marriage rates greater than 20% below the age of 15, according to 2003/2009 surveys of motherhood. In ancient Greece Early Marriage and Motherhood for girls was encouraged. Even boys were expected to marry in their teens. Early marriage and teenage motherhood was typical In ancient Rome. In the middle ages under English Civil law that were derived from Roman laws, marriage before the age of 16 are common. In imperial, China child marriage was the norm.
Edward, W.L(1996) observed that few Egyptian girls remain single by the age of 16 but socio-economic transformation, educational reforms and influence of Western norms significant changes, and by 1920 Sewer than l0 of the Egypian women married before the age of 20. In, 1923 Egypy's Parliament set the minimum age for men.
More over, according to traditional Islamic law there is no minimum marriage age and the legal discussion of this topic centre primarily on women's physical maturity classical Sunni jurisprudence allowed a father to contract a marriage for his underage girl. Appropriate age for consummating the marriage which could occur several years after signing the marriage contract, was to be determined by the bride, groom and the bride's guardian, since mediaeval jurist held that the age of fitness for intercourse was too variable for legislation. This was based on the precedent set by the Islamic Prophet Muhammad, as described in the hadith collection consider to be authentic by Muslim. According to the sources Muhammad Sallallahu Alahi Wasallam sallam Married Ahisat his third wife when she was about6 and consummated the marriage when she was about 9 as a general rule, intercourse was prohibited for girls not able to undergo it on the grounds of potential physical harm, dispute regarding physical maturity between the involved parties were to be resolved by a judge, potentially after examination by a female expert witness some modern Muslim authors and Islamic scholars such as Ali Gomma, who serve as the grand mufti of Egypt, doubt the traditionally accepted narrative and believe based on other evidence that Aisha was in her late teen at the time of her marriage.
Causes of Early Marriage
1. A kind of disobedience it is up to the youth to be influenced by modern tendencies and a desire to be like a young celebrity who has married recently. More over these people feel themselves to be like Romeo and Juliet, who found one love for the entire life. They escape and get married secretly breaking the prohibitions.
2. Lack of sexual education and unexpected pregnancy: The modern world as it is own rules and no restrictions. However young people are not always educated enough on the subject of sexual relationship and methods to avoid unplanned pregnancy. Most of the countries prohibit abortions. Furthermore, They bear criminal liability under the law. To prevent legal responsibility and any punishment. The young people are obliged to get married even if one of the participants is thought to be too young for that.
3. Early marriage as a tribute to ancestors: To keep the traditions preserve is one of the primary tasks in many African countries. They contract in marriage due to the custom inherent to their ancestors.
4. Poverty: It is one of the causes which affect the life of young girls their just sell them into marriage to cope with debts and escape their miserable state
5.  Protection of the family's honor: By giving their daughter into marriage at a very early age, it means virgin. parents keep their dignity and honor.
6.  Strategic purposes. parents may get their children engaged in building strong relationships between clones or powerful families.
7. Gender discrimination child marriage is a product of cultures that devalue women and girls and discriminate against them. The discrimination according to a UNICEF report on "child marriage and the law" often manifests itself in the form of domestic violence, marital rape and deprivation of food, lack of access to education, information, healthcare and general impediments to mobility.
8. Inadequate laws: Many countries such as Pakistan have laws against child marriage. the laws are not enforced in Afghanistan. A new law was written into the country code enabling Shiite or Hazara communities to impose their own form of family law including permitting child marriage
9.  Trafficking: Poor families are tempted to sell their girls not just into marriage, but into prostitution, as the transaction enables large sums of money to change hands.
10. Persecution, forced migration and slavery: social upheavals such as war, major military campaign, forced religious conversion, taking natives as prisoners of war and converted into slaves, arrest and forced migration of people often made a suitable groom a rare commodity.
Effect of Early Marriage
1. Lack of education: In most of the cultures, the primary function of a girl or a woman is to give birth to children and run the house affairs. Such necessary future as education is thought to be unnecessary for them. The girls are the detached of educational establishments and are believed to bea good wife. It is forbidden to them to have even the slightest idea to continue studying.
2. Great refusal: Ifa woman is finally allowed to continue her former education, She often faces another difficulty, a refusal has to be accepted back. The only answer to her "why" is that she is already a wife and a mother of a child whom should take care of.
3. Being a trap: As a result, these girls find themselves being in a trap, on the other hand, they have to work to earn for a living but from another, a lack of education and necessary skills doesn't provide enough opportunity for well-paid jobs. That is why their life turn into "circle of survival" with no beginning and no end.
4. Emotional adversity: from the very early years, family Force their children to do something contradicting their own wishes and aims. The young "bride" are not given a choice and made involved in a relationship without the feeling of love. Only traditional make sense. As a result, the emotional state of girls become slightly unstable. She is not mature enough mentally to cope with all he difficulties and question in her mind. They find only two out commit suicide or run away with the kids from their husband to some distant relatives. This lead to renunciation and shame put on her family with their difficulties with no help.
5. physical immaturity and health issues: It is proved that the female body is formed only by 18 years to reproduce offspring. An unformed body is also not able to provide proper condition and normal development of the fetus, Moreover, In the families with the early marriage, one observes the highest mortality rate among both newborn and women themselves.
6. No friend: It may sound strange but after marriage, many young girls get separated from society (especialy if she moves into a newplace of residence), focus on their family and houschold duties.
7.  No social support and proper medical care: The rights and needs of women are thought to be of almost no important if compared to men's. The do not get enough medical care services, social support and improved working conditions.
8. Young and physically productive: In developing countries, the problem of early marriage is followed by higher productivity. The Younger girl is, the more children she can give birth to. Also, in some tribal community. It is a tradition to have many children. Furthermore, some of these social structures give preference to boys as to continues of the family. As a result, a couple produces more children to " reach the goal. Possessing too many children is the key cause of the world problem called" over population ".
9. High level of poverty: Young people breed more children. Social conditions do not provide well-paid Jobs. As a result, parents do not have enough money to make their children educated. No education means low-paid position or no job at all. The more unemployed people, the higher level of poverty is observed within a country.
10. Domestic violence: this is another one of the side effects of early marriage. The wives in such marriages often become victims of violence, because of young age, they can't resist any violent actions of an older husband. Such a situation is very harmful for psychological health of young wife.
11. Insecure situation; The rate of female harassment is still high, that is why families worry about their daughters. In this situation, a family wants to give daughter protection, parents believe that it would be much safer for a girl to be under a protection of an older husband.
12. Early pregnancy: In Nigeria, we can meet cases when 12 or even 10 year old girls are forced into marriage. And the first effects that we can mention here is that the reproductive system of girls in such age is not ready for intimate activities and childbirth. As a result, a girl may suffer from numerous health issues and pregnancy at early age which is very harmful to the health of girls. In such cases, the pregnancy is harmful not only for young mother but for her child as well.
Action to be taken by Parents on the Issue of Early Marriage to Enlighten Their Children. According to the Agnes Kabonesa child marriage has been and is still one of the most pressing issue affecting many girls in different community and society across the world. It is on the increase and there threats from countries. like Iraq to legalize it. Despite all the challenges, We can stop child marriage and this only possible if we are able to do many things together to tackle the problem at the social, cultural and legal levels. This include empowering girls, mobilizing families and communities, providing services, established and implement laws and policies that are specifically aim at Targeting the practice of child marriage.
It is also crucial to work directly with girls to give them the opportunity to build skills and knowledge to understand and exercise their rights and develop support networks that are important in the effort to end child marriage. Creating safe space programs which offer a varied curriculum covering life skills, reproductive health and financial literacy will provide girls with an opportunity to build their skills and meet new friends, mentor in an informal setting and lean about the services they can access in their community.
Building girl's self-esteem, confidence, agency and their ability to produce the desired result which they need to thrive, hence providing an alternative for guys who do not have access to formal education such as married girls, a safe regular meeting place allows them to meet peers and share experiences which reduces their sense of isolation and vulnerability.
If We are able to educate and empower Girls, educate and empower parents especially mothers, mobilized religious leaders and community leaders, support adolescent girls who are already married, support legislation against child marriage, advocate for women's empowerment, women in leadership in communities and governance, provide relevant economic support, get inform and take action, speak out about it, take pledge and fulfill, sponsor a child, support anti-child marriage, charities and organizations like girls not brides, world vision, pass it on trust Uganda UN and others, support Media houses and people generally raising awareness about child marriage we must do all these without any expectation of monetary benefits but with high expectation to see a great change and end to child marriage in the world, there is need for an international body that addresses issues of child marriage worldwide, a body that must follow up with all the countries that threaten to legalize the act of child marriage, if every girls is married off now/today, what will the world be tomorrow without them.

Educating Girls and Ending Child Marriage
By keeping girls in school, girls would have a better chance for safety and security to health and education and to make their own life choices. Everyday, 41,000 before they are 18 years old. that's 15 million girls every year while child marriage can happen to both boys and girls, in most place around the world, the practice mostly affect the girls s.
Child Marriage deeply affect child bride's, their children, their families and even countries. Ending it is a target under the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals. Indeed, child Marriage will cost developing countries trillions of dollars by 2030 according to a new report by the World Bank Group and the International Center for Research on women. Girls often married because of the pleasure from parents and relatives, poverty and lack of alternatives, limited access to quality education and families prioritization of Boy's rather than girls education in part because of limited job opportunities to perpetuate the practice.
"We are facing with long distances to primary schools. Girls on their way to school meet men, later some get pregnant and drop out of school" said a parent from Uganda. "Also, we have no vocational school that will train our girls after they complete primary and lower secondary education, so we see it as a waste of resources to educate girls. 
The impact of child Marriage can be devastating for child bride's in terms of Lost education and earnings opportunities as well as health risks when giving birth at a young age. Child Marriage not only puts a stop to girls hopes and dreams. It also hampers efforts to end poverty and achieve economic growth equity. Ending this practice is not only the morally right thing to do but also economically smart thing to do.
World Bank Group analysis suggest that the economic cost of child Marriage is high. Ending child Marriage and carly child bearing could recue fertility and lower population growth by about one tenth in high prevalence countries. The analysis suggests that globally, by 2030, gins in well-being for population from lower population growth could reach more than$ $500 billions annually
For children of mothers giving birth at a young age, there would also be reduced risks of children dying by ape of five or being affected by delayed physical development (stunting). Globally, the estimated benefits of lower under-five mortality and malnutrition could reach more than$90 billion annually by 2030.:Each year of secondary education may reduce the likelihood of marrying before the age of 18 years by five percent points or more in many countries. By contrast, child brides are much likely to drop out of school and complete fewer years of education than their peers who marry early.

CHAPTER THREE

Research Methodology
This chapter deal with description of the methods and procedures used to collect the research data. The area examine include research design, population, sample and sampling techniques, research instrument reliability of data, validity of data, administration of research instrument and method of data analysis.
Research Design

According to research question 1, it was found that students are always loss self-control due to their child's disturbance as 429% responded Yes and 8% responded No. Research Question 2 indicated that family's responsibilities and expectations does not affect the students performance as 21% responded Yes and 29% responded No. Research Question 3 shows that students are not always distracted by their husband/partner thought whenever they are in class as 209% responded Yes and 30% responded No. Research Question 4 has been proved wrong as 7% responded  Yes and 43% responded No.
According to the responses given by the research question 5, students does not normally nissed class attendance because of their responsibilities at home as 20% responded Yes and 30% responded No. research Question 6 which states that students fees are often delay as a result of my family needs remained invalid as 20% responded Yes and 30% responded No.
Research Question 7, proved that students are not performing poorly in their academic performance because of their marital life as 19% responded Yes and 31% responded No. Research Question 8, state that students find it difficult to read their books both in school and at home because they have to take care of their children has been disapproved as 12% responded Yes and 38% responded No.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMMENDATIONS
Summary
This chapter is the conclusion part of the research work titled" Effect Of Early Child Marriage On Mathematics Students Academic  Performance in some Selected Secondary School in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State". The Researcher looked into how Early marriage has hindered Students Academic Performance.

Recommendations

2. By legislating law against child Marriage.
3. To train their children (i.e. especially girls) by helping them to build their skill and knowledge to understand their right before getting them Married.
4. Government should provide alternative for girl who do not have access to formal education.
5.  By keeping girls in School with adequate Security, health and education to make their own live choices.
Limitation of the Study
Under the view of this study, there are some circumstances may have made this study to be limited but this does not in any ways affect the originality of the work.
Some of these hindrance are as follows: 
· Resources: The inability of the researcher(s) to obtain data from all places that involve is due to lack of time and resources i.e both human and material resources.
· Insufficient Finance: Inadequate capital to finance and time to cover all the other area in Ilorin West Loca Government Area has limited this Research work.
Suggestion for Further Study
As this Research work is concern, a similar country which has to be focused on other subjects that are related to science discipline in different local government area including the state level of the federation.
Further Research works is suggested to cover early child Marriage and religious inclination and how it affects the Girl Child Academic Performance.
