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ABSTRACT
The study was designed to examine the influenceof instructional materials on computer students performance the study examined the extent to which the use of instructional material on the academic performance of the students determine the effects of teacher incompetency in the effectives use of instructional material and how it affects the academic performance of a students to proffer possible solution to the problems. 
The problem was that students performance in computer science is appalling in community secondary school survey research design was used and the study employed qualitative approaches where observation checklist. School records and like scales were used for data collection. 
The study included five (5) secondary school computer science teachers the data were analysed using frequency and percentages findings revealed among others that instructional material on computer sciences  such as servers switch, project, computer, computer scanner and camera and also  scanner etc.
Instructional materials performed better than those taught without. The study therefore recommended that teachers of computer science should  employ the use of essential instructional materials for their teaching and also improvise where and when material are not available it therefore becomes imperative to have concerted efforts among parents school and the government  to make available important  and necessary instructional materials to teacher of computer science for enhanced teaching and consequent  improved achievement of students in the subject.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
	Education, according to Combs, (2012) consists, input and outputs. The inputs consist of human and material resources and outputs are the goals and outcome of the educational process. Both the inputs and outputs forms a dynamic whole and to investigate and assess the educational system in order to improve its performance , effects of its components on the other must be examined. The act of teaching and learning is fundamentally concerned with passing ideas, skills, and attitudes from the teachers to the learners. In Nigeria, experience has showed that spoken words alone in the communication of ideas are ineffective in producing desired learning outcomes because some topics cannot be taught effectively without the use of relevant instructional materials to make the learning practical, such as computer studies
	  Instructional materials which are educational inputs are of vital importance to the teaching of computer studies in schools. Wales (2011) was of the opinion that the use of instructional materials would make discovery of facts to be retained in the memory of the students. Savory (2014) also added that, a well planned topic with the use of instructional  materials should do much to improve the interest of the students, as well arouse students interest by giving the students some practical to see and do, thereby helping to train the students to think by themselves.
	Savory (2014) suggested that some useful visual aids that are good for teaching computer studies are pictures, post cards and filmstrips. He said that selection of instructional materials which are related to the basic contents of a course or a lesson, helps in understanding a lesson by the students, in that the lesson is made attractive to them, thereby arousing their interest and thus motivating them t6o learn. It is also  vital have sufficient and adequate human resources in terms of teacher quality for teaching of computer studies in the school curriculum.
	Teaching is a process of assisting a learner to acquire knowledge and skills or experiences. During the teaching and learning process, the teacher has to adopt a particular method or methods impact knowledge to the learners and instructional materials that could help a learners to learn. The teacher will always use equipment or aids in form of instructional materials to help the learners understand and learn better. Awonji (2010) affirms that the use of instructional materials and good strategies in teaching and learning environment is very important as this make lesson experience more concrete and realistic to learners. He also added that, if instructional materials and effective methods of teaching were used in schools it will aid teaching and learning especially in computer studies, by promotion the standard of acquiring knowledge and skills.
	Instructional materials are materials which assist teachers to make their lessons more explanatory to learners. They are also used to transmit information, ideas and notes to learners Ijaduola (2012). Instructional materials includes both visuals and audiovisual such as pictures, flashcards, posters, charts, tape recorder, radio,  computer system etc. These materials serve as supplement to the normal processes of instruction.
Statement of the Study
The statement of the problem formulated is as stated below
I. What is the influenceof using instructional materials in teaching and learning of computer  studies in Ilorin west L.G.A?
II. To what extent are instructional materials available in teaching and learning of computer studies in Ilorin west L.G.A?
The research carried out on the influenceof using instructional materials in teaching and learning of computer studies in secondary schools has been an excellent performance due to the non-effective use of instructional materials. Therefore, the use instructional materials should be encouraged and included in the syllabus that should be used for teaching and learning of computer  studies in secondary schools of Ilorin west L.G.A
Purpose of the Study
The aim is to investigate the influenceof instructional materials on measuring the standard of education on teaching and learning of computer studies ( A case study of Ilorin west L.G.A)
However, the purpose of this research is to:
i. Examine the influence of instructional materials in the teaching and learning of computer studies by senior secondary school students in Ilorin west L.G.A.
ii. Examine the extent at which the available instructional materials are been  utilized.
iii. To determine whether there will be any difference in the standard of education in teaching and learning of computer studies instructional materials.
General Questions
i. What is the influenceof using instructional materials in teaching and learning of computer studies in schools?
ii. To what extent are instructional materials available in teaching and learning of computer studies in schools?
iii. To what extent are available instructional materials utilized in teaching and learning of computer studies in schools?
Research Questions
In order to achieve the objectives of this study, the following questions were raised to guide the researchers:
i. Will use of instructional materials influence the teaching and learning of computer studies in schools?
ii. To what extent can learning of computer studies by students be influenced through  the use of instructional  materials?
iii. Will there be any difference in the standard of education on student learning computer studies with use of instructional materials?
Research Hypothesis
The following null hypothesis were stated for the study.
H0: There is no significant influence on the teaching of computer studies in schools with the use of instructional materials
H1: There is no significant influence on students’ learning computer studies with the use of instructional material  
H2: There is no significant difference in the performance of students in computer studies with the use of instructional materials.
Significance of the Study
	Since educational resources make it possible for the teachers to improve teaching and learning, the result of this study will be useful to the students and to the society at large. The research work will also help the teachers to know how to use instructional materials which can be used to make  their teaching interesting. It is also to motivate teachers towards the improvisation of instructional materials when there are no enough funds to purchase readymade instructional materials.
	The research work will help the educational planners, teachers students and other researcher employ various instructional materials in teaching  of computer studies  and helping them to see necessity of instructional materials in our secondary schools.
	To the students, the effective , retain what they have learnt and thereby enhancing their performance in computer studies. This  is because according to Nwadinigwwe  (2010) learning is a process through which knowledge, skills, habits, facts, ideas and principle are acquired, retained and utilized; and the only means of achieving this is through the use of instructional materials.
	The study would help enhance teachers’ teaching  effectiveness and productivity. This is in line with assertion of Ekwueme and Igwe (2011) who noted that it is only the teachers who will guarantee effective and adequate usage of instructional materials, thereby facilitation success.

Academic: according to oxfords advance learners dictionary means engaged in study and teaching activities.

Teaching: it is a conscious and organized effort to make learning possible. It is way of impacting new knowledge, value, ideas, facts, norms etc to the learner for positive change of behaviour.

Instructional materials and Academic Performance of Students’
The adoption of instructional materials is to provide for the schools the best available instructional materials and to eliminate inferior or undesirable material. According to Fafunwa (2011), the success of any course depends on several factors and the most important is teacher. The teacher is the key figure in teaching and learning. It is the teacher who set the tune of the learning experience. Self-realization, self-confidence, aspiration and motivation for success should always be noted by teachers. Ibrahim, (2012), carried out a research survey on the use of instructional material in some secondary school in Kaduna. The report of the survey revealed that only few colleges used chart board, slides, film strips and films. It was discover that some school that have some of the instructional materials locked them up unused in their various stores. These are the evidence of some problem facing the use of instructional materials in teaching and learning of computer studies in most of our secondary schools. 
Kinds and Categories of Instructional Materials
	According to Leonard (2012), no classroom is neither complete nor any secondary school teacher is professional without adequate use of instructional materials in teaching and learning purpose. Different types and variety of instructional materials are available to used in teaching and learning of computer studies in schools. However, it is not all topics that remain the same type and quantity of materials. As far as educational instruction is concerned, these material could be purchased, locally made or improvised, imported from other countries when necessary for the effective instructional delivery

Manipulative Materials 
	Manipulative materials are instructional materials that the students actually handle skillfully, deals with and manage expertly to bring about the deserved bahaviour changes. Manipulative materials are importance for development of skill in professional training (ESU 2011). They promote complete mastering of the contact material and the specific objective. They are also part of both the instructional and performance evaluation. Manipulative material experience the channel through which the require learning takes place. They cut across all aspect of skills development and mastery learning.
	These materials are vital for effective instructional delivery because such skill as communication, tolerances and patience are easily demonstrated learnt and observed through instructional games. They are embedded in card and board games that have specific instructional values in order in order to enhance basic and logic reasoning’s amongst learners.
Utilization and Availability of Instructional Materials
	According to Ibe, (2013), utilization of instructional material in teaching and learning is associated with the function of the teacher to arrange the mechanics of the presentation and also plan to make the instructional are under-utilized and not even used at all in many of our secondary schools today. Research revealed that, in some schools there is an  under-utilization of these Manipulative materials, while others indicated that under-utilization and non- under utilization Manipulative materials because most of the school studies were reported to be well others indicated that under-utilization was due to lack of electricity among others.
Oguntade, (2011), also carried out a research to identify the major problem facing the use of media instruction in secondary schools. He examined the effort and strategies which have been made to solve problems and investigated why such effort have failed in the past and made recommendation for improvement. His finding centre on the virtual lack of electricity, insufficient number of trained personal in the use of media instruction and the inadequate of infrastructure needed for effective utilization of such equipment as radio, project, computer, television e.t.c.
According to Iyawarun, (2000), it is very importance that teachers should be resourceful i.e the teacher should have the ability to help the students to be fit for his teaching through the careful selection of instructional materials in computer studies with the help of qualitative teaching skills.
In term of textbooks, Akpofure(2012), explained that teachers should make sure that computer studies teachers used the right instructional material at the appropriate time.
Importance of Instructional Material in Teaching and Learning of Computer Studies 
Instructional materials are importance as they provide detailed information that may not otherwise be know about how to put together. There are also instructional material that are used in teaching and learning of computer studies which provide creative ideas to assist in learning process.
Instructional material also serves as channel between the teacher and the students in delivering the instruction. They may also as motivation in teaching and learning process.

Summary of Literature Review

A lot of research works have been done alone on educational resources centre in school. Ibrahim, (2014) carried out a research on the use of educational resources in post primary schools in Kaduna, he reported that chat board, slides e.t.c is left untouched in some schools and never go round schools. These are evidence of problem facing teaching of computer in our secondary schools. Several authors have contributed to the important of instructional resources teaching. Gibsons, (2000) emphasized that teaching and learning situation.
	Many researchers like Banih, shormos Agum are also of the same opinion with Leonard (2009), that due to the importance of education, there is need select and use adequate  instructional materials and the teachers must be effective and have experience. Iyawarun (2009), realizing that various form of teaching aids with degree authority are needed in computer teachers. It was reveled that teachers are not provided with needed instructional materials by the government. 




CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary 
The all mark of a good education is for the development of cognitive, effective and psychomotor, abilities of an individual to enable him function effectively and happily in the society. The research work was aimed at investigating the influenceof instructional  materials on measuring the standard of education on teaching and learning of computer studies. Five school making a total of hundred teachers (100). The questionnaire technique was used for data collection.
The data collected and analyzed  though the use of simple percentage. In the light of the above statement, the findings revealed the following:
68% of the respondent agreed that teaching and learning of computer studies using instructional materials enhance better understanding by student . 32% of the teachers claimed that the use of instructional materials has positive effects  on students  in their school.
Also, the result shows that majority of the respondents believed that the use of instructional materials improve teaching and learning process in computer studies. Most of the respondents claimed that the use of instructional materials helps the government to actualize educational objectives in schools
Conclusion 
From the finding of the research, the following conclusions are drawn:
i. It has been revealed that teachers are not provided  with needed instructional  materials by the government 
ii. The teachers that teach with instructional materials differ to unskilled ones in classroom management 
iii. It has been revealed that the lack of effective use of instructional materials for teaching and learning of computer studies have negative influencetowards the standard of education of the students.
Implications of the Study 
The study examined the influenceof instructional materials  in measuring the academic performance of teaching and  learning of computer studies  the result of this finding will  enable the school authorities and teachers know the important of instructional materials.
Recommendations
Based on the  influenceof instructional material in measuring the academic  performance of teaching and learning of computer studies in the light of the findings in the present study, the following recommendations are made: 
i. The government should endeavor to provide needed instructional materials to supplement teachers’ efforts in the classroom
ii. The  use of instructional materials should be encourage in school to enhance teaching and learning situation thereby yielding effective learning result
iii. Better conditions o of learning should be encouraged in order to enhance students academic performance 
iv. Secondary schools teachers should be encouraged to all more emphasis on the use of relevant instructional materials in accounting
v. Seminars should be organized for the secondary school teachers in order to aid and improve their teaching competencies
Suggestions for further studies 
The following area has been recommended for further studies by the researcher. The researcher suggest that further research of this nature should be extended to other secondary schools in Ilorin kwara  so as to find out the adequacies of instructional   materials used in secondary schools in Nigeria.
