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ABSTRACT
This study investigated the problems facing the use of instructional materials in the teaching of government in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara state. A simple random sampling technique was used to select 50 respondents which comprises of 40 teachers and 10 students respectively. The questionnaire was used as the research instrument to sample the opinion of respondents. The data collected were analyzed using the simple percentage frequency. The result of findings show that the adequate use of instructional materials goes along way in determining students’ academic performance in teaching of Government in secondary schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara state. Based on this, recommendations were made on the fact that government and proprietors of private schools should provide adequate and up to date instructional materials and ensure proper and appropriate use of them to aid teaching and learning of Government in the school.      
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study


Aristotle viewed government as the means by which a society organizes itself to make decision and enforce them. He classified governments into three main types: monarchy, aristocracy and democracy (Brock Roger, 2013).


This subject has thousand and one definitions which was given by different authors writers, commentators who defined or explain them in accordance with their discipline to mention but few viz; Thomas Hobbes, (1651). Hobbes considered government as a social contract among individuals to avoid a state of chaos and conflict. He believed that a strong, centralized government was necessary to maintain order and prevent a “war of all against all”. 


According to John Lock, (1689) government was seen as a protector of individual rights and believed the people create governments to secure their natural rights to life, liberty, and property. He argued that if a government violates these rights, citizens have the right to overthrow it.


Karl Marx, (1848) Marx viewed government as an instrument of the ruling class to maintain control and perpetuate the existing social and economic order. He saw it as a tool to protect the interest of the bourgeoisie and enforce their dominance over the proletariat.


Max Weber defined government as an entity that has a monopoly on the legitimate use of force within a specific territory. He emphasized the bureaucratic nature of modern government and its rational – legal authority.


Michel Foucault: Foucault explored the concept of governmentality, which encompasses not only formal institutions but also the techniques and strategies used to govern individuals and populations. He focused on the ways power operates through various societal institutions.

Friedrich Hayek, (1944) Hayek advocated for limited government intervention warning against the dangers of totalitarianism. He argued that government should primarily focused on maintaining the rule of law and protecting individual freedom.


If there is no such agency, anarchy could reign in the society. There is the need for people to elect and establish among themselves an agency (Government) with political power and authority to direct all activities in a state.


Government as an institution of the state has three organs or structures and the functions of each of them are stipulates accordingly in the constitution, for example.

i. The Executive is concerned with policy formulation and implementation.

ii. The Legislature is equally involved in law making.

iii. The Judiciary concentrates mainly in the interpretation of the law.

Statement of the Problem


For the purpose of this study emphasis will be made to find out various problems facing the teaching of government such as:

i. Inadequate provision of Government materials to schools.

ii. Inadequate conceptualization of Government among teachers and students.

iii. The level of inadequacy of qualified and the level of teacher’s in-competences posse problems to the teaching and learning of Government in Nigeria.

Purpose of the Study

i. The main purpose of this study is to;

Investigate the problems facing the use of instructional materials in the teaching of Government in Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.
ii. To find out how adequate provision of Government textbooks and material affect the teaching and learning of Government in Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.

iii. To determine the levels at which the availability of competent and qualified teachers affect the secondary schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.

Research Questions

i. Are there relevant and adequate Government textbooks and materials to teachers and students in Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State?
ii. To what extent does the inadequacy of competent and qualified teacher’s pose problems to the teaching of Government in Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State?

iii. Do students and teachers have adequate conceptualization of the subject content?

Research Hypotheses

H01: There is no significant relationship between Government textbook and materials to teachers and students in secondary schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.
H02: There is no significant relationship between inadequacy of competent teachers teaching Government in Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.
H03: There is no significant relationship between students and teachers conceptualization of the subject content.
Significance of the Study

The finding of this study will contribute to the existing body of knowledge on the students and problem facing the use of instructional materials in teaching Government in Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.
In addition, this study will enlighten the teachers of government to know the important of use of instructional materials in Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.  
Furthermore, the study will help in identifying potential challenges and barriers that students face while studying Government in the Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.

Scope and Limitation of the Study

This study was limited to secondary schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara state. Five schools were randomly selected to extract information’s needed for the study due to some problems such as paucity of find, time constraints and some other in hindering factors. Due to these problems, the researcher recommended further research of this nature in other part of the county.

Operational Definition of the Terms
Instructional Material: - Instructional materials are device or aid that help in the teaching and learning process.
Teaching: - It is the expression of the intent with an aims of bringing about desirable change in the behaviour of the learner or student.  

Government: - This is refers to act of ruling a country.          
CHAPTER TWO

REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE

In this chapter an attempt was made to review past researcher and investigation of scholar, educationalist, parents, teacher and government expression problem facing the use of instruction materials in the teaching of government in secondary schools in oyun local government area of Kwara state, with the view of bringing out or shedding light o concepts of instructional materials.

Concepts of Instructional Materials


Government resource materials comprise a vital of the teaching process in the school system. Resources materials convey learning experience of the student and also determine structure of the government curriculum.


They introduce ideas and information to students about government in a meaningful and realistic manner.


They also provide rich experience for the study through such devices value and concept (Oyewarum, 2003). Many other scholars in government defined instructional materials from different perspective depending on several circumstances.


Most instructional materials are a set of tools ranging from home made devices like bamboo microscope to sophisticates machines like films projectors, each assisting the teacher in disseminating knowledge (Makinde, 2004).


Although it is generally acknowledge that children required in any concrete experience almost excessively the use of multiple instructional recourses can help to sustain their interest is lesson (Joyce, 2016).


According to Olawope, (2018) for any meaningful education to take place into consideration when imparting knowledge in student e.g. cognitive, effective and psychomotor domain can take place when the student is able to perform concrete physical actions or utilize abstract symbolization skills.


Derville, (2019) argued that teaching does not take place unless students are earning for student to know what teacher must know what the student learn from him.


The argument goes further that if learning of a subject has been unhappy experience, the student may not be very interested in such subjects. Hence, it is the responsibility of the teacher to stimulate the students.


Education according to (Montessori) is only possible through self education on auto education.


Auto education is only possible if the children are presented with meaningful learning apparatus which attracts keeping him busy and givens him the opportunity to explore his environment because of the numerous because learning aids at this disposal.


Therefore in a nutshell, instructional materials in the teaching of government are the tools of teaching and learning which provided data for the students use in learning. That may require physical and concrete objector the use of performing concrete symbolization skills.
Type of Instructional Materials


Basically there are three types of instructional materials which are: -

Visual devices or aids are teaching and learning devices or materials which require only. They are devices which provide tangible visual experiences to the learners purposely for introduction of lesson building up and enriching their ideals, they also clarify motion. They include the following: - picture, map, charts, and photographs, printed materials like newspapers, magazines, journal and textbooks e.t.c

Audio Devices or Aids

Audio Devices are teaching and learning material which required learners to use their sense of learning only.

This is a term which indicates communication system employed in preparation, sending and receiving of message basically on sound signal.

The audio aids includes the followings; drum, trumpet, radio, audio tape, gong, whistle, pornography disc e.t.c
Audio Visual Aids 

These are terms growing out of “Audio” and “Visual” to indicate varieties of communication materials which are used in sending message, ideas and experience through active participation of the sense of sight and hearing.

Audio visual materials are scientific technological means of providing tangible experience and projector picture e.t.c  
Bronso, (2019) director of research and development in National Association of Education Board casting stresses that the use of instructional materials systematically is essential for these purpose;

a. That is expand and amplified limited instructional resources make a few excellent teachers to do the work of many and thereby equalizing to do opportunities among a great many learners.

b. That is increase the quality of instruction makes that presentation of the subject matter and the development of concepts meaningful and more functional.

c. That is makes education available in full measures to more people will no significant increase in cost. A part from these revision offers to government can look or enter into privacy such places as the floor of the house of assembly and representative, the senate, the hospital operating threatens.

Importance of Instructional Materials 
Indisputable instructional resources are of paramount importance to the teaching of Government as well as other subjects. Instructional materials are regarded as tools by which teaching is accomplished. They provide some data by which students use in teaching.

Instructional materials also provide the students with materials to perform concrete and physical accomplishment or it is way of utilizing abstract and symbolizing skills in the student of government as well as other subjects.

Denville, (2014) argues that teaching does not take place unless the students know what the teacher must know what they thinks the students learn from him. The argument goes further that if the learning of a subject has been unhappy experience students may not be interested in such a subject. Hence, it is the responsibility of the teacher to stimulate the interest of the subject.

Again, instructional materials make teaching more meaningful and understandable to the student is his book, the teaching of government. Samuel Adeiyewarun, (1989) enumerated point to show the immense importance of instructional materials in the teaching of government among the major one’s are?

a. They provide arthritic data for study and understanding of man and his relationship with his immediate environment through actual observation of events in films or motion pictures.
b. They increase learning possibilities by interrelating the symbolic abstract with the objects or verbal symbolism. The psychology of learning for instances the abstract. This teacher aids serves the purpose of process of teaching and learning.
c. The supplement the conventional efforts of the government teachers for examples, it is assigned that learning that emanates solely from the teacher tends to be relatively restricted and closed while the one that has it basis on resources materials trends to be more comprehensive open and meaningful.
d. The made teaching and learning of government in particularly more interesting especially for slow learners, that is student are matured to perform learning that is multidimensional than the one which emphasizes conventional oral methods for both slow and fast learners. Teaching and provide variety which enhance motivational and interest in students.
e. They increase time and space barriers in teaching and learning experience unlike the spoken or written words resources materials are capable of transposing the remote or imaginary environment for example, through the medium of a tape the voice of a decide or a long for gotten hero could also assume some form of picture reality.
The Use of Instructional Technology in the Teaching and Learning Process

Properly designed learning materials inspired by technology and delivered technologically add value to a teaching environment in which contact hours are limited but balancing between the potential of technology and the careful grooming and attention students sometimes require is critical observe Moore et al., (2003). Technologically inspired teaching materials should create a “cognitive apprenticeship” they should help develop underlying thought processes such as critical thinking, analysis and problem solving. Instructional technology can do other things as well. New materials delivered via the internet that help with the repetition necessary for developing reading, writing and listening in English can eliminate drudgery for educators and can be entertaining. Because of their lifestyles, entertainment value is a key consideration for students in media-rich environments urges Vygotsky, (2018) and Grabe and Grabe, (2018). Gamble, (2014) asserts that instructional technology in teaching learning process makes learning an interesting and fulfilling experience as the students find it easier to follow, understand, respond to and retain the content learnt. Instructional technologies heighten motivation for learning thus the lesson becomes emotionally stimulating as well as intellectually rewarding, they provide freshness and variety thus provide students with experiences that are fresh exhilarating delightfully new and varied, they appeal to students of varied abilities, they encourage active participation in the learning process as students heighten their sense of involvement by engaging in stimulating, provocative discussion and allows students to make immediate use of their learning as they apply it in meaningful ways to new situations and unexpected events hence making involvement inevitable observes Hoban, (2012) and Newby et al.(2016)

Dale, (2019) quotes Jean Piaget a Swiss psychologist who argues that “the more a child has seen and heard the more he/she wants to see and hear...” This means that resources give needed reinforcement such as the programmed instruction and computers provide many ways in which a student is rewarded by finding out how well he/she has learnt, they widen the range of students‟ experience, assure order and continuity of thought especially if it is a well-prepared television program, motion picture or film trips, will present the subject matter in a logical carefully structured fashion and finally improve the effectiveness of other materials as they provide a rich variety of sensory experience to amplify and reinforce the concepts that have been presented in textbooks, observes Grabe and Grabe, (2018) and Newby et al., (2016).

Dale, (2019) urges that: “…through meaningful diversity of instructional methods, we help the child to develop meaningful concepts. His/her relatively sense …involved learning modify and extend the range of his/her abstraction.

Moore et al., (2003) have observed that:

Education described rich text materials (materials combining multimedia such as audio and video among others) as potentially enriching, experiential, flexible, fun, powerful, self-paced and time saving. They also believe that properly used technology could further critical thinking and independent learning, expand individual exploration, shift some of the learning out of the classroom, expand time for other classroom activities liberate (student and teachers alike) from the mundane, create an environment of learning, experimenting doing and enjoying and the level of the playing field between public and private schools.

This implies that many courses can combine old and new technologies and thus create a more effective and dynamic classroom. The successful combination of old and new means, blending the delivery of class materials and creating “rich text materials”. Blending delivery is delivering educational materials in multiple means, including textbooks, online learning management systems, the internet, the intranet and CD ROM observes Grabe and Grabe, (2018). Rich text materials are those that combine multimedia such as print, audio, video into one well thought and designed package. With careful consideration, each instructional technology can be used for what it does best (Vygotsky, 2018 and Grabe and Grabe, 2018).

That is because both blending and creating rich text maximize the affordances of a technological medium: what the medium offers, what it provides, what it furnishes and what it invites. For instance, paper offers several common affordances. Paper is thin, light, porous, opaque and flexible. That means one can write on it, fold it and bind it. Digital technology also offers several unique affordances. It is dynamic, keyboardable and can manage large amounts of information. That means one can create interactivity and dimensionality and can simultaneously appeal to more senses than paper acknowledges Grabe and Grabe, (2018)

Newby et al., (2016) argue that because of complexities and the need for expertise, educators should not be expected to create solutions on their own. While they should be familiar with the software that powers it, they are full-fledged technicians and should not be expected to be. Because of the workload, lack of dedicated time and occasional technological intimidation, educators should be partnered with others in “production cells” to author rich text materials and to determine means of delivery. Some who have had success in integrating multimedia into course structures have found that these production cells should include a content expert, an instructional designer and software expert observer notes Moore et al., (2003).

According to the republic of Kenya Report on education sector strategy (2017-2010), knowledge evolves. It is always a new trend; Kenya is now poised to infuse ICT in all her subject areas. This then demands of an increase in number of professional organizations through which teachers can acquire new knowledge in their respective subject specializations. According to Newby et al., (2016), secondary schools‟ teaching and learning ICT can be incorporated in Computer Assisted Instruction (CAI) and Computer Managed Instructions (CMI). In addition, the use of internet, electronic mail, the conferencing file transfer and topic searching have provided access to information that covers a variety of topics in research, Science and technology.

In conclusion, as a means of facilitating teaching and learning in schools, instructional technology is not just a means of transforming knowledge, but the most important thing is, an extension of both the teacher and the chalkboard Newby et al., (2016). In this case, the curriculum or the syllabus can apply instructional technology with ease and students can be comfortable with minimal assistance. Instructional technologies increase interest, comprehension and retention. Instructional technologies add concreteness to the teaching situation and increase motivation.
The Availability and Use of Instructional Technology
The use of instructional technology should greatly depend on their functions. One of Zayed university’s publicly articulated missions is to lead education in the United Arab Emirates through teaching, learning, research and outreach and to achieve this leadership in a technologically advanced environment. In fulfilling this goal, the university actively promoted instructional technology application among faculty, staff and students delivery (and completion) of lessons through advanced technology; use of sophisticated software and information gathering via internet (Moore et al. 2003).Though the hope was that information technology could add a powerful punch to the modern educational environment, many educators in the United Arab Emirates have found that it is the proper use of available instructional technology rather than the presence of that technology advances learning (Moore et al., 2003). Even longtime favorite pencil and paper and the overhead projector still have a place in the well-rounded modern classroom Grabe and Grabe, (2018). Whether old or new, each technology has unique qualities (or “affordances”) of which advantage can be taken (Moore et al., 2003).They make instructions real and spice the teaching and learning processes (Hung & Khine, 2016).

A study by (Newby et al., 2016) on use of instructional technology in American schools indicated that technology cannot become a meaningful support for students work if they have access to it for only a few minutes a week. The kind of technology supported project-based instruction described requires a high level of access to the sorts of technology tools that researchers and other professionals use in a daily basis to support their work. According to IJEDICT, (2017), Gyorgy Katona used instructional technology (ICT in teaching Physical Education (PE) and it increased pedagogical effectiveness in schools and the University of West Hungary in Hungary. In the state of Illinois in the United State of America, ESTRELLA a collaborative effort among five states and key partners have demonstrated how technology can be used to improve the achievement of migrant students especially those from high school who had difficulties in transferring credits from one school to another and from one state to another. These students are assisted on available career and educational opportunities too. In addition, ESTRELLA also provides professional development for teachers working with participating students to further their own technological skills, observes Pessin as a scholar of IJEDICT, (2017) journal.

Onadivan, (2011) carried out a study on the use of library resources in Nigeria. The study revealed that there was an acute shortage of print and audio-visual materials in most schools. The study findings were similar irrespective of the geographical location, type of bordering facilitates and the size of student involvement. According to Azeb, (2015), study on the use of community resources in elementary schools in Ethiopia indicated that most schools lacked adequate and appropriate instructional material. Teachers used the books assigned to the class as the only instructional resource. The study further revealed that most teachers did not explore the different possible sources of instructional technologies to supplement their teaching. The knowledge gap as portrayed in the study is that only community resources were investigated. Omwenga, (2018) did a study on how Information Technology (ICTs) provide a window of opportunity for educational institutions and other organizations to harness and use technology to complement and support the teaching and learning in Kenya. From this study, there is knowledge gap on the use of other instructional technologies which the current study proposes to investigate other instructional technologies acquired and used in secondary schools.

The above studies did not address the challenges teachers and students face in the use of instructional technology in secondary schools. Globally new resources have been developed especially the use of ICT which is currently gaining prominence and one of the most important component bridging the gap of basic competencies of students Newby et al., (2016). For instance, Waema, (2015) did a study on the impact of ICT revolution throughout the world which cannot be ignored where he cites that most countries have gotten computer literacy. He cites India as the country with the largest scientific management in the world whereby the country is able to provide computer education through television and via internet. Australia also prioritizes ICT education according to NewHouse, (2015). Malaysia is another country which too gives priority to ICT education. The government grants a tax exemption on import of multi-media equivalent as incentive to one of its ICT city referred as cyber Taya.

According to IJEDICT, (2017) report, incorporating ICT into the educational curriculum has been promoted as a key step in bridging the digital divide in Kenyan schools in recent years and the sacrifices made to finance these there has been little evaluation of their effectiveness. Further the article by Padraig Wims and Mark Lawler “investigating ICTs in educational institutions in developing countries; an evaluation of their impact in Kenya” describes research that seeks to redress this by examining in Kenya revealed tangible benefits to students from exposure to ICT. It was also found that exposure to computers in schools influenced the career choices of former students. Muriithi, (2015) has argued that in Kenya like most developing countries, ICT usage is still limited to computer literacy training. She contends that the present ICT curriculum merely ideals with “teaching about computers” and not how computers can be used to transform teaching and learning in our schools. In her thesis, she says that integration should consider learning pedagogy, the pattern of student use of ICT, and the extent of use in teaching and learning programme. A wide range of instructional technologies should be selected and incorporated into the teaching and learning program.

However, the study failed to look into other instructional technologies and challenges facing both the teachers and students in the use of those instructional technologies in secondary schools which the researcher of this study seeks to investigate
Challenges that Teachers Face in Accessing Instructional Materials

Teachers in community secondary schools most especially in rural community schools face some challenges in accessing instructional materials. One of the big challenges that teachers in community secondary schools face in accessing instructional materials is meager funds provided by the government to community secondary schools for purchasing instructional materials. Community secondary schools depend to the large extent on the government for funding. Very little support is received from local government and communities around the schools most especially in rural areas due to poverty. The funds are provided in form of capitation grants. The capitation grant is aimed at improving the quality of education by making sure that sufficient leaching and learning material are found at school level. In particular, the capitation grant is meant to finance the purchase of textbooks and other teaching and learning materials as well as to fund repairs, administration materials, and examination expenses (Uwazi, 2010).

However, while the number of students who are enrolled in schools has been increasing each year, education capitation grant has been dropping. Even without adjusting for inflation, the actual amount of money reaching schools for capitation grants is clearly much less today compared to what it was between 2002 and 2003. According to the Education Public Expenditure Tracking Survey of 2004, in the period 2002-2003 schools received an average of 5,400 shillings per pupil. In 2017/08 however, the money actually reaching the schools had declined to 4,189 shillings per pupil (URT, 2010). This amount of money is grossly insufficient to purchase a minimum set of textbooks apart from other instructional materials which are highly needed by the teachers. According to Onche, (2014), government’s Policy towards efficient provision of these aspects of educational resources has not been encouraging and has always not been well planned, monitored, supervised and evaluated with rural schools as the back bench of implication of these policies

Another challenge that teachers face is the lack of exposure and limited accessibility to modern instructional facilities. Most community secondary schools especially in rural areas do not have access to information communication technology (ICT) which could alleviate shortage of instructional materials. As we are in a new millennium, there is an increased awareness of the need to use modern scientific approach in teaching and learning processes in our schools.

At present, there is a universal recognition of information and communication technology as a major force in the dissemination of knowledge (Aina, 2013). Majority of teachers who were trained early 1990’s and backward do not have skills in the field of Information and Communication Technology. Where there are skilled teachers, other problems naturally include problem of installation, maintenance, operation, network administration and local technicians to service or repair these equipment’s and the other facilities. In most of the rural secondary schools, most of the facilities are non-existent; hence the traditional chalk and duster approach still dominates in secondary school pedagogy (Obasi, 2018).

Poor salary is also another challenge that teachers face. Teachers like most civil servants in Tanzania are poorly paid. This becomes a hindrance for them to purchase their own teaching materials or acquisition of new ideas, skills and knowledge by failure in enrolling for further educational programmes including Information and Communication Technology (ICT). With this, the academic and intellectual capacities of teachers and learners are bound to be affected substantially during classroom interaction (Onche, 2014). Lack of sufficient skills and creativity may hinder teachers to improvise their own instructional materials.

Local governments and communities around community secondary schools are supposed to provide resources most especially funds to these schools so that teachers can use them to access instructional materials. But very often this is not the case due to number of reasons. Some local communities have very narrow tax base. Also the performance of local councils in the collection of their own revenue have been recorded very poor.

According to Galabawa, (2013), there are few types of councils in Tanzania, which can manage to collect government grants. Many local authorities however have found themselves unable to deal with such a rapid increase in expenditure and their budget deficit increase. Education is one of the sectors, which are mostly affected by this situation. Poverty is another reason, which may hinder members of the community in supporting teachers and schools financially so that they can access instructional materials. According to Kimego, (2011), Parents and communities participation differ from rural to urban communities and from one mode of economy to another. Parents who are involved in cash crops economy have economic ability to finance education compared to parents who are not involved in cash crop economy. For example pastoral communities such as Masai have displayed poor financing strand for their children. Teachers who work in such areas have more challenges in accessing instructional materials.

Another challenge that teachers face in accessing instructional materials is lack of clear policy and monitoring mechanisms to ensure that enough funds are provided to community secondary schools for purchasing instructional materials and also these funds are used for the intended purpose. As Onche, (2014) comments, government’s Policy towards efficient provision of these aspects of educational resources has not been encouraging and has always not been well planned, monitored, supervised and evaluated with rural schools as the back bench of implication of these policies..

Strategies to Minimize the Challenges of Attaining and using Quality Instructional Materials

There are a number of strategies, which can be used in order to minimize the challenges of attaining and using quality instructional materials. According to studies done in different parts of the world including Africa, one of the strategies is improvisation of instructional materials. Eshiet, (2016) states that improvisation involves sourcing, selection and deployment of relevant instructional materials into the teaching-learning focus in the absence or shortage of standard materials for a meaningful realization of specified educational goals and objectives.

According to studies done by Abodelraheem & Al-Rabane, (2015), Udosen, (2011) and Ibe-Bassey, (2012) some creation of improvised media of low technological materials and resource-centred learning can enlarge the limited knowledge base of any course of study and enrich instruction to a guaranteed quality. It can also promote strategies that ensure the integration of technology in the teaching and learning process of basic science education. Their findings are in agreement with the findings of Dodge, (2017) who observed that using technologies like simulation devices open new horizons for individual learning tools, the environment resources and services.

The use of ICT can also minimize some of the challenges in accessing instructional materials. According to UNESCO, (2014), the use and rapid spread of electronic communications has the capacity to affect the quality and efficiency of basic education throughout the world. The ease with which teachers and students can gather information over the Internet on virtually any topic has the potential to transform instructional content and pedagogical practice.

Moreover, courses developed by the best teachers in one country can be made available to students across many countries. Newer technology-based instructional strategies, incorporating the Internet and the World Wide Web (WWW), can therefore be used more to expand communication and increase access to resources. Tinio, (2012), points out that ICT has potentials in increasing access and improving relevance and quality of education in developing countries. Tinio further states the potentials of ICT as follows: ICTs greatly facilitate the acquisition and absorption of knowledge, offering developing countries unprecedented opportunities to enhance educational systems.
Appraised of the Reviewed Literature
 The instructional materials are important tools for achieving educational objectives of the country. The study has been revealed that in secondary schools there is lack of more materials used in the teaching of geography. The administrators and authorities should make available the necessary materials for teaching in classroom. Similarly, it was observed that the causes of the challenges of using materials are very many. Therefore, workshops should be conducted to educate the teachers on the challenges of using materials during teaching. The importance of use of instructional materials in teaching, should not be neglected (Dhakal, 2019). Therefore the challenges encountered during the use of the materials, should be tackled for effective use of these materials. When necessary materials for geography teaching are provided in schools and the challenges of using materials are solved, the aims of secondary level geography curriculum may be achieved and the performance of the students may be improved (Dhakal, 2019).
Since one of the cardinal aspiration of the Nigerian state is the consolidation of her nascent democratic experience, it is therefore recommended that the state should lay emphasis on the effective teaching and learning of Government in Senior Secondary Schools. This to a great extent will help in the inculcation of democratic virtues and civic attitudes in our youngsters and eventually make for peace, stability, progress and national integration. However, this cannot be done without adequate availability of professionally trained teachers to handle the subject. Professionally trained teachers are usually conversant with the plurality of methods and techniques of teaching for easy facilitation of the teaching learning process. They are also exposed to the psychology of students, sound communication and classroom management techniques for effective teaching and learning.

Be that as it may, notwithstanding how well trained a Government teacher may be, without the proper use of relevant instructional materials, he might find it difficult teaching effectively. Instructional materials are resources, aids and equipment used by Government teachers to facilitate the teaching-learning process. The teacher uses them because they help in effective communication of his lesson in minimum time with less effort, aid in the concretization of ideas, stimulation of students’ imagination, illustration of concepts clearer and better than the teacher’s explanation, facilitation of retention and recall and keeping of students busy and active, thus increasing their participation in lessons. Worthy of note is the fact that instructional materials are also referred to as learning resources, audio-visual aids, teaching aids, instructional resources, educational materials, curriculum materials and instructional objects. Though educationists may differ slightly in their definitions, the most fundamental element that unites them lies in the fact that these materials (no matter the terminology) are all used to make teaching and learning more effective (Gilbert, 2015b)

In teaching of Government, teachers use visual materials, which appeals only to the sense of seeing such as, still pictures, maps, charts, diagrams, cartoons, illustrations, chalkboards, interactive boards, bulletin boards, posters, textbooks, magazines, newspapers and journals. They also use audio-materials; these are resources that are mostly used by listening. Their output could be increased or decreased in volume. For effective use of these materials a noise-free environment is required. Examples include: radio, tape recorders, radio cassettes, compact disc (CD), etc. In the same vein, audio-visual equipment like, television, video compact disc (VCD), motion pictures, cinema, film projectors, power point productions from computers, etc., are used by teachers as instructional materials. These are materials, which students can hear and see - they stimulate both ears and eyes simultaneously. But surprisingly, in spite of the value of these instructional materials for the effective teaching and learning of Government, they are barely available in Nigerian Senior Secondary Schools (Onyeachu, 2018).
In fact after a critical review of the factors militating against the effective teaching and learning of Government based on extant literature, interviews granted by teachers and students of Government from senior secondary schools, personal interactions with several teaching practice students and personal observation as a professionally trained educationist, it was concluded that non-availability of professionally trained Government teachers and instructional materials are the most fundamental challenges militating against the teaching and learning of the subject.. Therefore, it is also recommended that the three-tiers of government in Nigeria (federal, state and local) should consciously create enabling environments and motivate the professional training of Government teachers for posting to our senior secondary schools. 
Furthermore, it is strongly suggested that adequate efforts should be geared towards the provision of suitable instructional materials for the teachers because these assist in making learning more durable and plays a long-term part in sustaining interest and attracting students to continue with the subject.

CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODS

The main focus of the study is to examine the use of instructional materials in the teaching of government in senior secondary schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara state.


The chapter presents the method and procedures of research adopted for the study; it also contains the explanation of the choice and description of the instrument used in the study and the method of analysis.

Research Design


There are various kinds of research methods such as survey, historical, observation and experimental methods.


The survey methods was used so as to enable the researcher to have a comprehensive study of the problem facing the use of instructional materials in teaching government in the selected Secondary Schools in Oyun Local government Area of Kwara State. The sample for this study was four (4) randomly selected secondary schools.


Abdullahi, (1995) also states that survey research require the systematic collection of data or information from sample of population through the use of personal interview and or scale opinion questionnaire. A large number will be involved in the study but the researcher will collect information from a representative sample upon which inference will be made about the opinion of the population. 

Hassan, (2018) describes attempts to provide an accurate description or picture of a particular situation or phenomenon. The research design is deemed relevant and applicable since its assessing the attitudes of students towards Government in Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.

Population of the Study


The population of the study was made up of all Secondary School teachers in Oyun Local Government Area, Kwara State. The total number of on hundred (100) respondents was selected from the study. It is from this population that a representative sample shall be drawn. 

Sample and Sampling Technique


The researcher used simple random sampling technique to select sample and cover five Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State. More so, teachers and students who offer government as one of the subject in school were selected as the major respondents in Secondary Schools within the sample Local Government Area. A total of forty teachers and students were sampled as the respondent to the questionnaire as.

Research Instrument

The instrument used in the collection of data is questionnaire, closed and open ended questionnaire was employed. The questionnaire comprises of two sections namely A and B, section A contains respondent basic information basic information and section B contains various questions on the research. The respondents were directed to tick (√) either Agree or Disagree as appropriate to each question.

Validity of the Instrument 


Draft sample of the questionnaire was subjected to a concept validation process and supervisor in charge made a thorough checking for any ambiguity in the meaning of the statement.

Reliability of the Instrument 


In determining the reliability of the instrument employed in this study a test re-test techniques was used. The instrument was administered twice with an interval of five week. The two set of score were correlation by using Pearson product moment correlation techniques.

Administration of the Instrument


The researcher moved round the five selected Secondary Schools in Oyun Local Government area of Kwara State to investigate the problems facing the use of instructional materials in the teaching of government copies of the questionnaire were administered to the teachers and students in the secondary schools.


The researcher administered the questionnaires personally and 30 questionnaires were given to each selected schools while 20 were properly answered and administered in each selected schools which makes a total to 100 copies of well administered questionnaire which were use for further analysis. 

Method of Data Analysis 


Simple percentage was adopted for the data analysis.


The percentage was then used to test the research hypothesis designed for the study. The simple percentage was used to describe the problem facing the use of instructional materials in teaching government in selected secondary school in Oyun Local Government Area with a view to making recommendation in light of the research findings.

From the above table 8,it is revealed that 22 respondents which account to 64% of the total respondents for this study are to the opinion that the unavailability of government textbook and other materials pose problem to the teaching of government in schools while 18 respondents which account to 36% are of negative opinion.


Item two on the same table also revealed that 30 respondents which account to 60% of the total respondents are of positive opinion that the inability of the student to purchase recommend textbooks for the subject causes failure of the course while 20 respondents which account to 40% of the respondents are reject the opinion.

CHAPTER FIVER

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Summary

The study investigates the problem facing the use of instructional materials in teaching of Government in Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State.


Fifty respondents were drawn from five secondary schools such the eight (8) teachers and two (2) students were chosen randomly from each secondary school with in the covered are. The research questions were proposed the study and simple frequency counts method was used to analysis the information obtained from the results the summary of the findings are as follow:

It is observed that the availability of Government textbooks and other relevant materials have a positive and significant effect in the teaching of Government in Nigeria Secondary Schools. 

Also it is revealed from the study that the unavailability of Government textbooks and other relevant materials (Instructional materials) will pose problems to the effective teaching of Government in Secondary Schools.

More so, the study showed that the inadequacy of qualified and competent teacher will pose problems to the teaching of Government in Nigeria Secondary Schools. This is due to lack of skilled qualified and competent Government teacher, teaching method, aids to enhance students interest in Government and effective teaching of Government in secondary schools.

On the other hand, the study showed that the inadequacy of qualified and competent teachers will pose problem to the teaching of Government in Nigeria secondary schools. This is due to lack of skilled, qualified and competent Government teacher, teaching methods, aids to enhance students interest in government and effective teaching and learning situations.

Furthermore, the study shows that both teachers and students do not have adequate conceptualization of the subject content. This is due to the fact that they do not have the appropriate concept of the course that is why students take the subject with levity hands and also most teachers believed that the teaching of government can be handled by anybody i.e. It does not require specialist in teaching the subject. 

Conclusion


From the forgoing therefore, it could be concluded that the availability of government textbooks and other relevant materials, the availability of qualified and competent teacher, having adequate concept of the subject content, availability of instructional materials and other teaching aids determine the effective teaching of Government and successful academic performance on the part of the students.

Implication of the Study


The results reveals that the challenges of using instructional materials are non-availability of materials, laziness of the teachers, lack of skill and strategies, financial constraint, lack of appropriate material in textbook, time constraint, lack of support from authority, lack of geography resource room.

Implication of the Study

These instructional materials bring life to learning by stimulating students to learn. The use of instructional materials in the classroom has the potential to help the teacher explain new concepts clearly, resulting in better student understanding of the concepts being taught.
The instructional materials are important tools for achiev​ing educational objectives of the country. The study has been revealed that in secondary schools there is lack of more materials used in the teaching of government. The administrators and authorities should make available the necessary materials for teaching in classroom. Similarly, it was observed that the causes of the challenges of using materials are very many. Therefore, workshops should be conducted to educate the teachers on the challenges of using materials during teaching. The importance of use of instructional materials in teaching, should not be ne​glected. Therefore the challenges encountered during the use of the materials, should be tackled for effective use of these materials. When necessary materials for government teaching are provided in schools and the challenges of using materials are solved, the aims of secondary level government curriculum may be achieved and the performance of the students may be improved.
Recommendations
· Government should provide government textbooks and other relevant materials to teachers in Nigeria secondary school and also, government textbook should be subsidized to student in order to enhance their ability of purchasing the textbook.

· More qualified and competent Government specialist should be recruited in both private and public school and should be allowed to handle the course in order to facilities the effective teaching and promote students understanding secondary schools.

· The syllabus, scheme of work should be reviewed by the ministry of education so as to correlate the content with the available government textbook.

· Schools should also provide relevant instructional materials and also organize series of seminars and conferences of teaching skills and method needed in discharging their duties.

· Provision of adequate infrastructural facilities will also go a long way towards achieving teachers and student comfort ability.

· Teacher should be highly motivated by paying up their salaries, allowance, granting them loans, etc. in order to enable them discharger their duties.

· Lastly, the school library should be well stocked and updated with new and relevant textbooks and materials in order for it to serve as a resort center to both teacher and student.

Limitation of the Study

The study is limited to problems facing the use of instructional material in teaching Government in secondary school.  Meanwhile, because of financial constraint and time limit only ten secondary schools in Oyun local government area were selected for the purpose of the study, the researcher could not cover all secondary schools in the coverage area. All these limitations notwithstanding, the findings of the study can be generalized in all secondary schools in Oyun Local Government Area and other Local Governments in the state.
Suggestions for Further Study

i. Owing to the fact that this research work covers only Oyun Local Government Area of Kwara State. The researcher hereby suggested: the,
ii. Research should also be carried out to conduct a similar study with a larger and more diverse sample of students and schools.

iii. Research should also be carried out to conduct longitudinal studies to track changes in students’ attitudes towards government overtime.
