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ABSTRACT
The study examined the influences of deviant behavior on the academic performance of pupils in Ilorin west Local Government Area of Kwara State. Random sampling techniques was used to select respondents for the study and questionnaire tagged the influence of deviant behavior on academic performance of pupils (IDBAPP) used to elicit information from the respondents However, it is revealed from the study that the deviant behavior has impact on academic performance of the students. Based on the outcome of the study it was recommended that good home training must be given to the children right from early childhood period and properMonitoring in the school environment.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background of the Study
	The phenomenon of deviant behavior among pupils in primary and post primary institution or school has in recent years aroused the concerned interest of all sundry and therefore demand urgent analysis.
Indeed, deviance behavior is as old as humanity itself and has been part of several societies being manifested in all sphere of human life, however deviance among the pupils of post primary institution will be the vocal point to discussion in this study. Most often pupils roaming about the street in the school premises when they are supposed to be their class room learning. They leave their houses with more pretence of going to school, thereby branch to other places of interest e.g. hotel, beer parlor, motor park and many other ungodly places to satisfy their foolish interest, desires and when school closes, they return home with their school mate.
The deviant behavior definition refers to actions or behaviors that violate social norms or expectations. Social norms are unwritten rules that guide behavior and are considered acceptable by certain social groups or cultures. The deviant behavior meaning comes from the term ''deviate,'' which means to stray from a normal or acceptable behavior or action. Deviant behavior is often referred to as a deviant action.
Deviant actions or behaviors can be caused by a variety of factors, such as personality disorders, improper learning abilities, lack of strong role models, and poor conditioning. Deviant behavior can be as simple as dressing differently, such as wearing gothic clothing, or as serious as burning someone's house down. There are various forms of deviant behavior, which can differ between varying societies and cultures.
Deviant behavior among pupils involves a conscious decision to skip school in order to do something else considered more important to them. Adeviant pupilmay be out from schools without his/her teacher to parent knowledge. The question that really bothers all educational stakeholders is that for how long shall our youth continue with deviant behavior in our society shall we allow our youth who one potential leaders of tomorrow to involve themselves in the anti-social act of deviancy.
Wall, (2017) stressed that regrettably the school which supposed to be the society instrument for inculcating the characters to the young one and transmitting of cultural heritage values and behavior had turn to be a hiding point to students.
Statement of the Problem
This research work is on the cause of effect of deviant behavior among primary school students. A case study of four (4) selected primary schools in Ilorin west Local Government Area of Kwara State. The research was carried out to find out why pupil play deviancy.
There are different views as to why our primary, secondary, institution or schools are experience deviancy. Some apportioned the blame on the pupils while others held view that the pupils should be held responsible, some other people blame teachers for the act the teacher ought to adopt a favorable learning environment and a cordial relationship which no doubt facilities effective learning for the child.The pupils are not left in out the blame as many attribute deviant behavior of pupils on poor attitude toward learning. Many of these pupils do not understand the reason why they are in school. Some of them become group and bad associate in the school. The school is an arena of interaction aimed at producing good personalities. The position the school is the upbringing of a school child cannot be our emphasized but Irens,(1987) stressed that the school could be turned to agent of deviancy if not properly maintained.It is a result of these conflicting views on the causes and effect of it on students
Purpose of the Study
	The main purpose of this study is to investigate the major causes and effect of deviant behavior which tends to be too rampant in our society.

ii. To investigate who are more involve between male and female pupils

iv. The proffer possible solution to the problem.

CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
This chapter deals with the views of various scholars who have contributed in one way or the other to the relevant topic which is influence of deviant behaviors of primary schools pupils in Ilorin West Local Government Area Kwara state. This chapter contains the following subheading.
Concept of Behaviour
	Human behavior is believed to be influenced by the endocrine system and the nervous system. It is most commonly believed that complexity in the behavior of an organism is correlated to the complexity of its nervous system. Generally organisms with more complex nervous systems have a greater capacity tolearn new responses and thus adjust their behavior. According to one definition behavior can be defined as the actions or reactions of a person in response to external or internal stimulus situation” to understand the behavior of a person we have to understand what that person will do if something happens.Approving or disapproving human behavior is known  as evaluating behavior. Many of us evaluate others based on the action and reaction of different stimuli. Behavior is mostly influenced by the nature of the person and the nature of the situation.Therefore, to learn more about human behaviour and to bring positive changes to your behaviour, you should get in touch with the best psychiatrist or psychologist in your city. In addition, based on the people act or behave in different situation and in response to different stimuli , human behavior can be divided into different types. Let discuss below some known and important types of human behaviorLesbey, (2019)
Types of behavior 
Here are the common types of behaviour human being can have
i. Overt Behaviour: this behavior is such as obvious act or behavior. It is a behavior that is observable by people. Based on my research the perfect example of person that has it is a racist. Racist have no trouble of expressing their feeling, views and thought. What they have in mind they speak openly. Overt behavior may include walking, singing and other example of bodily actions
ii. Covert behavior is a type of bahaviour that is an unobvious manner and a type of behavior that is being disguised and secret. It is any kind of action that can’t be easily observed by other people. This behavior includes lying, praying, thinking and dreaming as an example of covert behavior.
iii. Conscious behavior: is a type of behavior is conscious or aware. It is an action you do from what you really wanted to do example of this is making breakfast. You make and eat breakfast because you are hungry. It is like you what you are doing or action with purposive conduct.
iv. Unconscious behavior: A type of behavior where the person is unaware of what he is doing. It is because of the automatic response of the body such as breathing and the beating of our hearts. Unconscious behavior I doing anything without thinking of any motivation because it is automatically done. Screaming because of cockroaches, spiders of females are like examples of unconscious behavior.
v. Rational behavior: a type of behavior that reasonable and used to explain the choices that people make with regard to achieving satisfaction. It is like; people would rather be better off or have more than less. For  example, a person is more likely to buy an item at a lower price like items on sale because they  believe it is better
vi. Irrational behavior: it is defined as unreasonable behavior or having no clear objective or meaning. Example of this based of what I have red is, you want to have a good day yet you punch the mailman in the face. It is senseless and meaningless.
vii. Voluntary Behaviour: behavior that a person is naturally contributed to an action. It also means that you have a free will and able to make a decision to take a specific action. Taking a walk down the street is an example of voluntary behaviour
viii. Involuntary behavior: behaviour that cannot be controlled over. Example of this is when being emerged into bright sunlight from a dark place, we usually blink several time often without even knowing it.
Concept of Deviant Behaviour
	Deviant behavior is conduct that deviates from the societal norm. by this definition alone, deviance is neither good nor bad, but must be evaluated on a case by case basis such behavior may be described as different or unexpected and may elicit positive or negative responses from other people  
Deviant behavior that becomes popularized or seen as normal is how societies change or revolutions over time. In a legal contest deviant behavior  refer to act that are not only outside those society would consider normal but which are unlawful as well. To explore. This concept, consider the following deviant behavior definition
Deviance has a place in statistical examination of events or actions, meaning that, when looking at how often a thing is done in any given society, one can see that a specific event deviates from the most common. For instance, when a nation which espouses freedom and welcome people from all walks of life become fearful and lock up all walks of life becomes fearful and lock up all people of a given nationality for a period.
Moreso, it could be seen as an example of deviant behavior. In the United States, this occurred following the attack on pearl harbor by the Japanese, when the government set up interment camo in which to confirm Japanese American
Even in statistical analysis, there is a different between something that is less frequent and something that is ‘less good’ or less desirable’ as a legal term, deviant behavior refer to activities that are disapproved of by society and when have legal consequences, while deviance has sociological and psychological implication, a great deal of effort has been put into research and theory of deviant behavior in crime 
Deviance is defined by the social standard of any given community. There are however, certain deviant behavior that are considered universally to be criminal. The foremost example of deviant behavior  universally shunned and abhorred is the taking  of someone life without justification or murder, still what one society  consider to be murder, another may consider to be justifiable homicide
For example, some countries consider adultery to be a capital crime, for which the convicted person may receive the death penalty. Such a thing is unthinkable to most people in the United States.
Furthermore, society values change over time, act once consideredbeing deviant and illegal, fall by the wayside. Once a particular people no longer consider such an act to the seriously deviant such laws are often removed from the books or are simply not enforced.
More importantly, there are many laws still on the books in the state that were once deemed by society to be necessary to prevent deviant behaviour which seem absurd by modern standards such as 
· In Memphis, it is against the law for a woman to drive a car down main street unless there is a man walking in front of the car with a red flag, warning other people on the road.
· California fish and game code section 6883 makes it illegal for anyone to eat a frog that dies in the course of a frog jumping contest. This was likely enacted to protect frogs and competitors at the annual Calaveras county jumping frog jubilee
· In Gainesville, Georgia, it is illegal to eat fried chicken using anything other than your hands 
· In the city of new or leans, it is against the law to curse at, or use obscene language toward or in reference to, a firefighter while in the performance of his duty. The law was declared unconstitutional by the supreme court
· In Alabama, it is a criminal offense against public health and more to engage in shooting, hunting, gaming, card, playing or racing on Sunday. Violators of the law risk being fined $10-$100, imprisonment in the country jail, or sentencing to hard labour for the county for up to three month.

There were very few and rare cases of deviance based on typical pupils nuisance. However, this does not means that such case did not exist. The school system indeed displayed a lot of gaps in as far as modeling of pupil behavior was concerned

The instrument was validated by some lecturers from English, G and C, Social studies, Nursery and Primary Education Department Ekiti state university Ado Ekiti before it was finally subjected for validation by my supervisor and ascertained to meet the purpose for its design 
Reliability of Instrument
The major techniques used to obtain the reliability of instrumentwas test re-test method together with the interview consistency techniques. It is coefficient was at 0.67
The researcher went ahead to administer the questionnaire in other two schoolsoutside the sampled school but with the population to twenty teachers in each of the two schools
After a period of two weeks, the researcher went back to re-administer the same questionnaire in other schools and correlated the result of the questionnaire with the school administration
Procedure for data Collection
Prior to the administration of the questionnaire the researcher first identified with the same school, created rapport and established acquaintance with them. After explaining mission, the researcher personally distributed the questionnaire to sample teachers
To ascertain authentic response and information the researcher ensure that the copies of the questionnaire were property filled and completed as they were collected immediately. This was also to avoid loss or misplacement of the questionnaire. The returned of questionnaire was a hundred percent.
