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ABSTRACT
This study attempted to find out the influence of electronic media to the teaching and academic performance of English students in selected secondary school in Ilorin. The total number of schools that participated in the study were five, all of which are senior secondary schools. The instrument adopted for collecting the data was questionnaire randomly distributed among secondary gathered through The school. questionnaire distributed were analyzed using simple percentage. The information elicited were relating to electronic media on teaching of English student certain factors were identified and the findings showed that there is no proper use of these media and many schools (public) lack it and this affects students performance in English student. Findings of the study show that most schools are not fully equipped with electronic media and there is no proper use of it for the few schools that have it. Some teachers cannot even operate or handle these media. It was recommended among others that the public schools with those media, conduct seminars, lectures and workshops for teachers who cannot operate them. The standard of living of the citizens should also be improved.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
  Language is very important in educational pursuit and its significance cannot be over emphasized. The Nigerian educational system is bedeviled with language problems due to a number of factors which include colonial linguistic domination, multilingual nature of Nigeria society, political leaders, lukewarm attitudes towards implementation of language which make foreign language to be used as a medium of instruction in schools and as official language for over four decades till the present time. This situation culminates in colossal waste of human and material resources in education sector in forms of school drop outs, half baked school leavers, lack of creativity, waste of time, cultural and psychological problems on the parts of the learners, etc.
   Bolinger (2009) cited by Oderinde (2010) that human language is a system of vocal auditory communication using sings composed of arbitrary patterned, sound units and assembled according to set rules, interacting with the experience of its users.
   English language is a global language accepted in the world. In Nigeria, it has played a major role in all sectors of the country. The role is very paramount in the education sector in particular. It has served as official language used in government and administration, it also serve as  medium of instruction for administration, it also serves curriculum implementations, social communication, external purposes etc. Its purpose is unlimited. It needs to be taught to students inductively and deductively so that the rudiments of the language will be learnt. There can be no effective teaching of the language without the use of appropriate teaching aids since we are not the owner of the language. It is a borrowed language. If we cannot speak like the native speakers, we must be near native in the spoken language. If we adopt the language as a second language, then a lot needs to be put together for effective teaching.
  It is no gain saying that English language teaching in Nigeria today, particularly in Nigerian secondary schools, is in the hands of English language graduates of colleges of education and universities. Igboanusi (2012) has observed that before now, non- English graduates taught English in secondary schools and that situation is rapidly changing with the rising production of English language graduates from tertiary institutions. Shortly after independence, the standard of English language teaching and learning was high partly due to the fact that Nigeria had a sizeable number of native English speakers. Products of such system then could speak and possibly write an acceptable comprehensible variety of English.
 The worsening economy and the unstable political environment affected the Nigerian school system and thus English language suffered the havoc. English language is functioning as a second language in Nigeria but due to transformation that occur in the language, it is considered as a global language. This recognition has made it to gain prestige over indigenous languages.
  Recently, to be prescribed, on August 11, 2011 from the "Daily sun" newspaper, the headline reads thus "one million fail SSCE". an examination conducted by the West African This was Examination Council (WAEC). 31% passed the examination, made credits in English and Mathematics, the rest failed, out of which some result withheld. According to Uwadaie (2011), the head of national office (WAEC Boss), 1.5 million candidates sat for the May/June 2011 examination, only 472,906 candidates passed. This is a national disgrace especially to the education sector.
Statement of the Problem
  Most of the secondary schools, especially the public ones, lack appropriate media resources for the teaching of English language. The four language skills listening, speaking, reading and writing need to be taught systematically and in a hierarchical order. This is the grassroots of teaching the language.
  Many schools do not have electronic media like radio, television recorded tape etc. to teach students pronunciation of words according to the native speakers, give word dictation etc. Our secondary schools are not equipped with computers. The theory aspect is taught while practical is neglected. The government needs to put more capital into the education sector and revolutionize it.

The use of electronic media like audio-visual aids need to be emphasized in our secondary schools. Tape recorder serves so many purposes for the teacher in the classroom. It is a convenient aid for the practice of these language skills. The use of television set in the secondary schools to teach literary classics is not left
out.
Purpose of the Study
  The main purpose of this study is to find out the relevance of electronic media which could be audio, visual or audio-visual (projector) to the teaching of English students in selected secondary schools in Ilorin. Examples are use of radio, television, recorded tape, computer, etc.  Problems encountered in the teaching of English language, incompetence in the use of the language and more led to the research work.
General Question
What is the influence of electronic media in the course of teaching English language?
Research Questions
1. Do students listen to or make use of radio programme while learning English language?
2. Do teachers make use of tape recorder in the course of teaching English language?
3. Do teachers use video to teach English language?
4. Do students in the secondary school watch educational films based on literary classic?

7. Are students taught how to use the internet for assignment in English language?

Delimitation of the Study
  The geographical location of this study covers five selected secondary schools in Ilorin. This is to investigate the relevance of electronic media to the teaching of English language in selected secondary schools. Its impact will promote effective teaching and make students competent in the language in both written and spoken aspect.
Definition of Terms (Operational)
Electronics: The term comes from the word "electron" which is a very small, invisible quantity of electricity present in all materials. These are facilities that use electricity to function.
Media: This is a collection of materials or equipment that can be used to help communication between two or more systems. Electronic Media: These are projected materials that can be used to facilitate effective teaching and learning. Examples are computer, internet, radio, television, etc.
Audio Media: These are objects or teaching aids that can be perceived with one organ (ear).
Visual Media: These are objects or medium that can be seen with the eyes only.
Audio-Visual: These combine the technology of teaching through hearing and seeing. It involves two organs to perceive it which are eyes and ear.
Radio: This is an audio system that depends solely on sound signal for transmitting station and it is the most commonly used in broadcasting technology.
Television: This is an audio-visual aid that can compliment teaching and learning.
Computer: This is an electronic device that accepts data, processes and outputs it through the software or hard copy. The components of computer are hardware and software.
Internet: This is a world wide web collection of computer networks, made up of networks linked together.











CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
  This chapter shows the review of related literature relevant on the topic: The relevance of electronic media to the teaching of English language in selected secondary schools in Ilorin.

English Language as a Medium of Instruction
 Ronmic (1998) observes that teaching and learning through the medium of a second language (English language) introduces considerable complexity into education. The official medium of instruction, English, is an additional language in which many (including the teacher) may not be fluent.  A critical examination of Ronmic's view reveals that in Nigerian context, the teacher may not serve as a good model. Thisis because he cannot rise beyond the knowledge he has acquired and probably from a non-native speaker as well. So he impacts into the pupils his own level of understanding of the language. In Nigeria today, English language being the official language or lingua franca has made many parents to use it as language of socialization for their children even from cradle.
   Babatunde (2009) cites Adegbija (2011) that the colonial past has become part of the Nigeria heritage and the very fact that colonialism has resulted in the implantation of the English language. an important factor in Nigeria English language is educational system for the simple fact that it functions as a medium of instruction in schools from elementary level to advanced level. The use of English as medium of instruction in schools and its use in many homes has relegated all the indigenous languages in Nigeria to a second position instead of first. According to National Policy on Education (2004), the medium of instruction in the primary schools would initially be the mother tongue or the language of the immediate environment. Even in view of this, most schools still prefer to use Englishlanguage right from the primary school which is contrary to the National Policy on Education.
  Medium of instruction according to (Wikipedia 2008) is a language used in teaching. It may or may not be the official language of the country or territory. Nigeria and most countries like Australia, Canada, Hong Kong, etc. use English language as medium of instruction. An English medium education system is one that use English as the primary medium of instruction especially where English is not the mother tongue of the students. Olajide (2002) states that man through language recreates his past in an attempt to explain his present and predetermine the future. He relates with others around him by efficient use of language skills. In Nigeria, colonization and government administration have orchestrated the use of English language well above several indigenous languages.
  Since independence, English language has been growing fast. This led to Crystal's (2004) opinion that English language should be maintained and used for international and some national functions, while indigenous languages be put to local uses as this will sustain international intelligibility and historical identity. English has played major roles even in the world, especially in politics, education, business, science and technology etc. The  importance of English language in Nigeria has been discussed in several studies by Azikiwe (2011); Obanya (2012); Babatunde (2013), teaching-learning process for all subjects, even other languages is carried out in English. According to Babatunde (2013), teachers themselves are at crossroads with the variety of English they know and what variety they should promote. The English language has firm roots in National Life of Nigeria. Its usefulness as the primary instrument of Nigeria development remains non-controversial, giving proofs through policy statements in the National Policy statements in the National Policy on Education (NPE), National Language Policy (NPL) and the constitutions from 1979 to date.
  According to Olatunji (2015), in some tertiary institutions including universities, school products are found to be "educated illiterates" who cannot communicate fluently in English. The study shows that 76.7% of the students cannot read competently and coherently while 85% of these students cannot write a coherent paragraph in English. In speaking skills, 77% of the students fall far below the pass mark.
Roles of Electronic Media in English Language
  These days we are living in the fast-developing society which every day offers its learners a great number of new possibilities. Predominantly, these unique opportunities concern the advancement of social media that have noticeably permeated the modern education world. In fact, it is not a secret that the majority of teachers highly appreciate the power of these tools which lies in the ability to engage, motivate as well as to involve the students into deep contemplation and sensible discussion. In general, the term "social media" implies the number of activities that include socializing and networking online through words, pictures and videos.
  To some extent, it is a two-way discussion which brings learners together to discover and share some information, interests as well as ideas. Admittedly, social media can range from social bookmarking, where all users have a chance to share their online libraries of links and connect to each other's lists within a definite online community, to online collaboration spaces. (Cates, 1995)
Oyeyemi (2015) highlights different uses of radio in teaching as follows:
  The radio programmes cover all the schools within the state at the same time. It implies that the learners can listen to the standard model at the same time with the same standard of production. Possibility of listening to the standard variety: A well organized series of radio programmes allows the learners to listen to the standard variety of the language. For example, the radio English across the curriculum programmes sponsored by both African English teachers and B.B.C staff, serve as great immense to presentation of standard variety of the language.
   It reduces lack of qualified teachers: A single qualified teacher can teach all the students in a state at the same time through the use of radio programme effectively.. Diversification of methodology: The use of radio to teach learners gives room for diversification of methodology. This creates interest in the learners. They are psychologically released from the literacy slavery of boredom.
The Use of Media in Teaching English Language
Clark (2013) debates that learning is a process to acquire knowledge. It needs hardwork and sometimes will make students frustrated and get bored, so that they lose their attention to a lesson. In this case, the use of media in teaching-learning process is needed to attract students' attention and to make teaching learning activities more interesting and also effective. The use of media in teaching-learning process is not a new thing. Many teachers know that media will be helpful. The value of mass media relies on how it is implemented in the classroom and in order to choose suitable mass media material for the classroom: topic must be chosen based on leaner's interest, need and their level of English proficiency, as well as cultural aspects.
Roles of Recorded Tape in Teaching English Language
 Allwright (2015) and O'Neil (2015) mention the following as roles of recorded tape in teaching English Language:
· A recorded tape containing programme helps in producing better pronunciation among students. 
· It enables the students to hear their own voices in the classroom and this serves as a trilling experience. 
· Tape recorded can be used for dictation from the elementary stage to the advanced state. The passage for dictation may be recorded before hand, with repetitions and pauses. In the classroom, the recorded programme or passage is played for the students to take down. This practice helps the listening skill and comprehensive.
   The advent and popularity of audio tape paves way for the audio-lingual method between (1950-1960s). This approach paves way for the first recording where in the language learner couldactually hear and mimic native speaking on reel to reel audio tapes, often used with earphones in a language laboratory.
In addition, it helps students to speak fluent English and gives students a chance to listen to English spoken by different people in different situation.
Educational Functions of Computer
  Computer technology has become a most ambiguous technological influence in our lives in the last part of the 20th century. More and more uses of its unique features are found everyday and it is not surprising that the field of education is also being strongly affected by this tool. Bruce and Bertram (2013) analyse the following roles of computer in teaching English language:
Tutors:- Computer individualizes instruction, provides learning materials at a controlled pace and record students progress.
Tools:- Computer aids in reading allows students to produce and form text easily, facilitate revision texts and store all sorts of information for learners.
Media:- Computers make possible new modes of communication and permit new forms of meaningful communication and re-configure the relationships between teachers and students.
Usefulness of Electronic Media in Teaching English Language
Electronic media are projected media that function with the help of electricity. It evolves as a result of technology and innovations in the world.
Technology and electronic media provide yet another complexity to defining what English language is and specifying its connection to the larger issue of literacy. Technology is more complex, providing both benefits and challenges in varying degree to English language. Shaw (2003) characterizes well the complexities technology poses in his plea for technology and media literacy classes in our nation school as quoted:
"We live in increasing complex times and unless we teach our children how to read, watch, interpret, understand and analyse the day's events, we risk raising a generation of civic illiterates, political ignoramuses and uncritical consumers, vulnerable to fraudulent sales pitches and misleading advertising claims".
In order to inspire the kind of media and technology literacy in our students called for by Shaw (2013) and others, we must simultaneously be cultivating it in our teachers. Technology is a complex, dynamic and ever changing part of our society and ourworld today and given this, it is important to have an informed approach towards its roles within our own sphere of influence.
Ajayi and Salami (2015) identified the following uses of e-media.
a) E-media makes lesson meaningful and explicit as it is possible for the learners to see procedure, process or events safely repeated. This might be an expensive, fragile procedure. Demonstration of events can be presented in a stimulating way. This promotes excitement and motivation. Examples are computers, television, recorded tape etc.
b) It makes a concrete basis for conceptual thinking and makes learning more meaningful, more permanent and more functional.
c) It serves as a storage bank for information to which easy references can be made or retrieved and used in the learning situation. E.g. computer and recorded tapes.
d) It makes provision for sharing experience through exposition to rich  visual experience and other multisensory appeal and multisensory image stimuli.
e) It aids teachers' competence and effectiveness of which enhance the learning environment to be attractive, appreciable, conducive, bearable and sustained.
Federal and state initiatives like the "Preparing Tomorrow's Teachers to use Technology" (PT 3) grants, the Virginia Educational Technology Association (VETA), and the Virginia Society for Technology in Education (VSTE) have made strives in educating teachers to use technology (Electronic Media) in the classroom, but more needs to be done. A large body of research is speculative of the extent to which technology improves learning (Alliance for Childhood 2011, Cuban 2012; 2013, 2014; Landry 2016; Oppenheimer 2018).
The current push for technology applications is not new (Trump 2019). However, the speed and haste at which new technologies are rushed into schools has often over-shadowed the necessary pedagogical discussions that guide the use of those technologies. The fact that most teachers use computers at home more than at school points to the complexities of using technology effectively in schools.
  Postman (2011) provides a more accurate assessment of the reality of technology, when he wrote that it is "a mistake to suppose that any technological innovation has one-side effect".
The Use of Media in Teaching English Language
  Clark (2013) debates that learning is a process to acquire knowledge. It needs hardwork and sometimes will make students frustrated and get bored, so that they lose their attention to a lesson. In this case, the use of media in teaching-learning process is needed to attract students' attention and to make teaching learning activities more interesting and also effective. The use of media in teaching-learning process is not a new thing. Many teachers know that media will be helpful. The value of mass media relies on how it is implemented in the classroom and in order to choose suitable mass media material for the classroom: topic must be chosen based on leaner's interest, need and their level of English proficiency, as well as cultural aspects
Exposition to the Four Language Skills
The situation is more disappointing in the area of English teaching, be it language or literature.
The mental skill of speech and communication, reason and analysis creativity, imagination, intellectual stimulation and challenge, critical and independent perception have not been advanced when we take stock of what we have been doing and what we have been doing and what needs to be done in the next few years of a very complex, different 21st century. They are of the view that the art of using the mind are basic to learning, for they are the arts of reading, writing, speaking, listening. They have a timeless quality.
    Professor (Dr.) R.K Singh at a special lecture delivered at the National Seminar on Teaching English (2010) says the four language skills are the art of fostering the critical ability of students, their qualities of mind and spirit that will carry them to their future.
He further opines that learning the four skills viz listening, speaking, reading and writing, the first two skills (according to Singh) are intimately related to each other, one is a receptive skill and the other is a productive skill. These two skills depend entirely on learner's knowledge of pronunciation of words and the articulation of sounds in the language. Familiarity the English sound system and ability to articulate English sounds prepare the students.
Listening and Speaking Skills
   Oloruntoba Oju (2015) says listening is an active auricular involves the recognition, selection, and comprehension of the significant items in spoken discourse. Process that Paramount to listening is application of conscious efforts, recognition and selection of meaningful and relevant points in a discourse.
   He further says that listening is the first language skill. We learn to listen before speaking. Listening proceeds speaking, it paves the way for students to develop oral fluency and accuracy. Listening is an active skill as it is concerned with decoding a message and understanding it; the listener has to show that he has understood the message from his response. (Singh 2014) says listening is a systematic teaching. These two skills are called oracy skill. Speaking is a productive skill like writing. Listening skill is effective when it is done in preparation for speaking. A tape recorder is a variable aid in teaching the four language skills. How to Teach Listening and Speaking Skills Effectively
   Singh (2014) analyze the following as ways to teach listening and speaking skills.
· Dictions can help you learn new vocabulary in context through recorded tape.
· Listening to English on line with programmes from stations like BBC new or Voice of America news helps in pronounciation.
· Listening to our weekly digest of the news in English. This helps the four language skills.
· Listening to poetry in English
· Podcast - Person can listen on line or download these readings which come with transcript and word checker to explain vocabulary.
· Listen to Airline announcement.
· By giving instructions, command, asking questions or explaining something, helps listening and speaking skill.
· Words with similar sounds could be used to teach listening skills.
· Oral composition can be used to teach speaking skills.
· Objects in the classroom can be use to generates discussion to foster speaking skills.
· Teachers should always involve learners in speaking English language.
NOTE: Singh (2014) says the four language skills are sometimes called the macro skills. This is in contrast to the Micro-Skills, which are things like grammar, vocabulary, pronounciation and spelling. 
Reading and Writing Skills
  Verghese (2016) says that reading and writing are the last two skills. They are called literacy skill. According to him, the four language skills should be taught in an hierarchical order to promote effective teaching of the language. Reading is a proven technique to sharpen one's study skills. We have intensive reading and extensive reading.
  Unoh (2015) says reading is a complex language processing behaviour that entails interpreting or deriving meaning from written or printed materials. Good reading includes an understanding or comprehension not only literary sense of meaning or printed materials but also of the meaning implied by the author's mood, his tone, his intents, and by his attitude towards his subjects, his readers and even himself. The importance of this definition above reveals reading as a psycho-linguistic activity that involves an interpretation between a person's mind and the text before him.
  Babatunde (2014) says extensive reading is a broad-based approach to reading in which the reader seeks to be acquainted with general information on a particular subject. It involves a process of self education in which the reader widens his horizon.
  Lawal (2016) states that extensive reading refers to the kind of reading that is done purposely so as to enhance personal academic and professional development. Lawal goes further to add that intensive reading has a lot of bearing on study skills. Writing skill is a productive skill essential for succeeding in high schools, colleges etc. Writing according to Lawal (2015)involves expression of thoughts and opinion. It is a skill that is complex and strenuous. It is described as an active and procedure skill. It is a process of putting into points a writer's ideas, feeling and thoughts. That is why Babatunde (2014) says writing is a skill that is more strenuous than other skills.
How to Teach Reading and Writing Skills Effectively
   The following points are mentioned by Aina (2010) on how to teach reading and writing skills. Teachers should provide useful teaching aids like flash cards, photographs, drawing etc. to make the reading lesson full of activities. Teachers should make the reading activities full of competition, to be competitive. Incentives or rewards should be given good readers. Teachers can label every item in the classroom to arouse the learner's interest in reading. Dictation can be used to develop learner's interest in writing. The guided composition exercise can be used to teach and develop their writing skills. Learners should consult the dictionary and other relevant texts for correct spelling of words and how words are used.
What Should a Language Teacher Teach about the Language Olajide and Badmus (2020) are of the opinion that familiarity with the context of the syllabus, knowledge of the pupils and some grounding in the language pupils and some grounding in the language policy of a country does not necessarily culminate into successful language teaching. For one's professional growth, it is necessary to have appreciable insight into the existing linguistic theory as they have impact on the classroom practice. Olajide and Badmus goes further that one discipline that has impact and significant on language teaching is Applied Linguistics. This implies use of scientifically derived principles to influence specific language. The principles of International Phonetics Association (IPA) have greatly influence language teaching through its principles.
Over the years, certain ideas have been evolved in form of methods to safeguard language teaching. The IPA principles enumerated by a group of linguistics led by Henry Sweet, a Briton at the close of the nineteenth country. These principles are also called documents in the form of articles and are summarized sequentially below:
  The teacher of a second language should start his or her class on the spoken form of the language using everyday variety as far as possible. The teacher should at the start of his/her class get the learners to be used to sounds of the target language. Grammar should be taught inductively to the learners and more systematic study of grammar must be introduced to them until they reach the advanced stage of learning. Utterances made in the target language by the teacher should be related to objects and pictures found within the learner in environment. In learning to write in the second language the teacher should proceed from the copying of familiar text to the reproduction of narrative given by the teachers, then to free writing where the learners required little or no guide. Cook (2013) makes an open ended list of the goals of language teaching that includes the following:
· Self development: the students become "better" persons through teaching and learning of English language.
· A method of training new cognitive process: by learning methods of new perspective on themselves and society. 
· A way into the mother tongue: the students awareness of their first language is enhanced through the teaching and learning a second language.
· Culture appreciation:- student come to understand other groups in the world and to appreciate the music and art of other cultures.
· A form of religious observance
· A means of communicating with those who speak another language. We all need to cope with people from other parts of the world whether for business or pleasure.
· Promotion of cultural understanding and peace.


Appraisal of Literature Reviewed
  In a nutshell, it could be deduced from the reviewed literature that majority of the authors believe that electronic media has a significant impact and relevance on the teaching of English language. Its usefulness and roles cannot be emphasized. Effective use of these medium according to the views of authors will yield better result.
  It has also been observed that students that have great access to the electronic media especially in private schools perform better than their contemporaries in public school. From the author's review, there can be no effective teaching of English language without the use of appropriate e-media because English is a borrowed language. Educational functions and roles of electronic media to the English language have been highlighted by authors. In view of this, if appropriate e-media are used in the classroom for teaching English language better result will be achieved as regards student's performance. Also the four language skills via listening, speaking, reading and writing will not pose problems for learners.
CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD

Research Design
  This research is designed to find out the relevance of electronic media to the teaching of English language in selected secondary schools. It is also meant to make useful recommendations as to how effective teaching and learning of English language could be affected. The method used for this study is survey method.
Population
  The population for the study is made up of students of some of the Selected Senior Secondary Schools in Ilorin Metropolis.
Sample and Sampling Techniques
  The sample of this study was based on students of senior secondary schools. There are many schools out of which five secondary schools were randomly selected. The researcher used stratified random sampling techniques to select the students from five (5) senior secondary schools. Twenty students were randomly picked from each of the schools. The breakdown of the sampling for the five selected schools makes a total of one hundred students for the study.
  The following are the list of sampled secondary schools for the purpose of this research:

2. Government Day Secondary School Odo-Okun, Ilorin
3. Sheikh Abdulqudir Senior Secondary School, Ilorin
4. Queen Elizabeth School, Ilorin
5. Government Day Secondary School, Adewole, Ilorin
Research Instrument
  The instrument used is questionnaire and it was designed to gather information pertaining to the study. It was designed by the researcher with close supervision of the supervisor. It was sub- divided into two parts. Part A of the questionnaire consists of information on the background of the respondent while part B consists of items relating to the study. Yes/No scale was used for the respondents.
Validity of the Instrument
  The questionnaire was drafted in line with the aim of researching for information from students on the work. The main statistical method used in answering the research questions was percentage, it was scrutinized for approval by the project supervisor.


Reliability of the Instrument
  Test and re-test method was used to ascertain the reliability of the questionnaire. The questionnaire was administered on the same group in an interval of three weeks and its validity was ensured.
Administration of the Instrument
  The data were obtained by the researcher through his consultation with the schools. The researcher administered the questionnaire with the help of some teachers in those schools and collected after the completion on the same day.
Data Analysis
  The method used to analyze the data collected was simple percentage. In analyzing the data collected, the respondents were expected to respond by ticking each item on the relevance of electronic media to the teaching of English language which the researcher later presented in tables.


CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
  This chapter presents the result and discussion of data obtained in this study. In this chapter, attempt has been made by the researcher through the use of questionnaire to analyze the response of the selected students on the relevance of electronic media to the teaching of English language in Ilorin.
It also presents results in tables obtained through a critical of data.

  The table 7 above shows that 40% respondents can use the internet successfully while 60% respondents can not. 35% respondents can use the internet to find solutions to problems in English language while 65% can not use the internet to find solutions to problems in English language. 33% respondents agreed that they have been taught how to use the internet in their school while 67% disagreed. 30% respondents have access to computer at home while 70% of the respondents do not have.
Discussion of the Findings
  The performance of students in English language is not only influenced by the teacher, environment, infrastructural facilities, recommended textbooks but electronic media also have a lot of role to play and this has been seen from this research study. The financial status and family of a child has a lot to do.
  A child that comes from an unenlightened home or poor background can hardly be exposed to the electronic media. The study reveals that many schools have these electronic media but they do not use them to teach these students. Teachers that are supposed to handle this electronic medium do not know how to operate it. Many schools do not allow their students to listen to radio programme. This exercise fosters effective teaching of English language. Students do not listen to tape recorder when learning English language. Teachers do not use video during oral Englishb lesson.
  The percentage of students who watch educational films are very low. Some schools do not have computer room and this is very conversant with public schools. From the research carried out, it was found that the public schools are not well equipped with these electronic media. Few students can operate the computer successfully and students are not motivated to use the internet. Some teachers cannot operate a computer or access the internet.
The influence of electronic media to the teaching of English language is very paramount and this should be treated with
urgency.



CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
  Appropriate and constant use of electronic media in the teaching of English language will yield positive result. Students from rich families and private schools are well exposed to these electronics media while students from poor background are not often exposed to the media. Technology is advancing more and more and schools need to grow with its pace.
  Technology has gained ground in the educational sector and its neglect has great default. Children from rich families have greater advantage than their friends from poor families. English language is a global language spoken in almost everywhere in the world. It is recognized internationally. It is growing from generation to generation. It is the language of computer. Countries learning it as second language need to put more efforts towards its study.


Conclusion
  Effective teaching of English language entails the four language skills via listening, speaking, reading, and writing, with the use of electronic media. The spoken English of students must一 be fluent and English language must be taught inductively and deductively.
Many schools lack financial assistance. Government should wake up to the need of the public schools especially. Most of these schools do not have the equipment to teach these students and experts to handle these equipments. Seminars and conferences should be provided for teachers on this aspect.
Implications of the Study
  Based on the following findings, these are the implications derived from the study. If all schools are fully equipped with those electronics media, it will facilitate or promote better result as regards students' performance in English language and also other courses since English language is the medium of instruction in Nigerian schools. Effectively teaching of the language skills will help the schools to achieve the educational goals.
Recommendations
1. Teachers should go for seminars, conference and training workshops on how to operate these electronic medium. 
2. Government should reform and reconstruct the public schools. Most of these schools have bad classroom setting and tattered classroom and how could they manage electronic media in the class.
3. Parents should be more concerned about their children's education by providing necessary equipment in the house.
4. Government should try to improve the income and standard of living of the teachers. Their incomes determine their productivity.
5. Schools should be motivated, encouraged and assisted financially in purchasing these electronic media.
6. Teachers should be employed based on qualification, interviews, and screenings should be should be conducted quarterly.


Limitations of the Study
  The study investigates the relevance of electronic media to the teaching of English language in Ilorin.
  Because of constraints of time, fund, and experience, the research is restricted to only five selected secondary schools in Ilorin.
Suggestions for Further Studies
  The following area has been recommended for further studies. The researcher suggests that further research of this nature should be extended to other schools in Ilorin, so as to find out the relevance of electronic media to the teaching of English language in other selected schools.
