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ABSTRACT 
	The study attempted to investigate the appraisal of instructional materials as being used in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State, Nigeria. The study equally reviewed some important and extensive literatures under sub-headings. The research survey design was applied in the assessment of respondent’s opinions towards the subject matter. In this study, a total of 100 students and 10 teachers of both male and female gender were selected for this study.
 	At the end of the data analysis, the following results were derived: there is a significant relationship between teaching materials and teaching effectiveness among teachers in Kwara State public schools and there is a significant gender in the academic performance of students due to the use of teaching materials in Kwara State public schools. Based on the conclusions reached at the end of the study, the following recommendations are made by the researcher. 
	Educational stakeholders should build a standardize Business Laboratory which will be well equipped with modern equipment and well-furnished to meet modern day demand in producing a self-reliance business students. 
	The stakeholders should intensify efforts in providing adequate instructional materials such as computers and other ICT gargets in Business Laboratory in order to provide desired learning outcome.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1    Background to the Study
	Generally, in the whole world, particularly Corner stone for development. The teaching of Business Studies in Ilorin West secondary schools needs to be properly handled. The material use by teachers to teach and drive home the subject point at the secondary level of our educational system is inconvertibly a paramount important issue in practical classroom interaction and success. Instructional materials are materials which assist teachers to make lessons explicit to learners. Instructional materials are the devices developed or acquired to facilitate teaching and transmit knowledge, skills and attitude to the learners within an instructional situation (Nwachukwu, 2022). 	
	According to Abdullahi (2021), instructional materials are materials or tools locally made or imported that could make tremendous enhancement of lesson impart if intelligently used. Instructional materials include; visuals, audio, and audio-visuals materials such as pictures, flash-cards, posters, charts, tape recorder, radio, video, television, computers among others. These materials serve as a supplement to the normal process of instruction. (Osafehniti, 2020) points out that concrete or physical object which provides sound, visual or both the sense organ during teaching-learning process.
	Teachers should use different instructional materials to motivate the learners to learn more effectively. Cronbac (2022) opined that the use of instructional materials during teaching and learning process could appeal to the individual’s attention among students by creating interest in order to attain the goal for the learner. He also noted that, the use of instructional materials can facilitate the decision of a person towards learning by taking the right actions. Learning is facilitated when learners make use of their sense organs for seeing, hearing and touching.
	 (Morenfolia 2022) pointed out that instructional materials are normally chosen to meet the teaching requirements of an approved curriculum. Therefore, in the educational development, selection and acquisition of instructional materials in teaching Business Studies and the relevance of such materials for the contents of the curriculum must be ensured. However, students’ perception of the subject as being particularly oriented needed materials to be used in teaching of Business Studies in Junior Secondary Schools. It is against this background that extents to which the effective use of instructional materials could advance the teaching of Business Studies within Ilorin West Local Government Area.
1.2    Statement of the Problem
	In Nigeria, often times when the results of public examination are released, there seems to have been mass failure in Business Studies. The reason for this could be attributed to the fact that there are some topics in Business Studies that pose serious challenge to the comprehension of the students. As such there is need for the use of instructional materials to teach the topics.
	This is because some topics cannot be taught effectively without the use of relevant instructional materials to make the lesson practical more meaningful. (Knight, 2020) stated that using the available instructional materials a student is expected to get the greatest satisfaction in the classroom during teaching. Suddenly, it has been found that most Business Studies teachers have not been using the available instructional materials and as such students are the worst heat in both internal and external examinations.
	Many schools lack audio-visual equipment which will be needed to facilitate teaching and learning. There is need for teachers to be resourceful in order to use improvise materials for demonstration. This study was to investigate the influence of instructional materials and effective teaching and learning of Business Studies in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
1.3    Purpose of the Study
	The purpose of this study was to determine the effective use of instructional materials in secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
Specifically, the study sought to:-
1. Examine the use of visual materials in the teaching of Business Studies.
2. Investigate on the use of visual materials in the teaching of Business Studies.

1.4    Significance of the Study
	The instructional materials usage gives the learners opportunity to touch see and where possible listen in the teaching of Business Studies therefore, the study of this nature is significant to students, teachers and the Government at large. This is because, learning is a process through which knowledge, skills, habits, facts, ideas, and principles are acquired, retained and utilized and the only means of achieving this is through the effective use of instructional materials in the teaching and learning of Business Studies. 
	The study would help to enhance teachers teaching effectiveness and productivity. It will further help the teachers to teach effectively in the class by exposing them to the real teaching objectives. Finally, the instructional materials in this study will enhance and have values in importing information to the learners, teachers, researchers and the government at large.
1.5    Research Hypotheses
The following research hypotheses were formulated to guide the study:-
1. Visual instructional materials do not significantly influence Business Studies teaching in secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
2. Audio-visual instructional materials do not significantly influence Business Studies teaching in Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
1.6    Delimitation of the Study
	The focus of this study was to examine the effect of instructional material effective teaching and learning Business Studies in Junior Secondary Schools. The scope of the study is delimited to secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
1.7    Definition of Terms
	The following are taken as the definition to suit the purpose of this study:-
Instructional Materials: These are materials use in the teaching and learning which aid the teachers for easy demonstration and stimulate the sensory of the learners.
Teaching: This is the process by which information is transferred from one person to another in a classroom setting.
Learning: This is the process in which knowledge; idea is acquired through the process of teaching.
Effective: Successful in producing a desired or intended result.
Business Studies: Business Education involves teaching students the fundamentals, theories and processes of business. Education in this field occurs at several levels, including secondary education.










CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
Business Studies is that part of the curriculum which enables the student to make informed decisions in the everyday business of living, which contributes to the student's understanding of the world of business, which encourages a positive attitude to enterprise and which develops appropriate skills in that field. The syllabus is balanced between the business education necessary for the individual/household area and business education in the purely commercial context.
Instructional materials are defined as resources that organize and support instruction, such as textbooks, tasks, and supplementary resources (adapted from Remillard & Heck, 2021). Nwafor. C.E. and Eze, S.O (2021) sees instructional materials refer to materials that are used to facilitate teaching and learning. It enables the teacher communicate ideas or concepts with ease as they appeal to many senses at a time. 
The learner can see, touch, smell or taste thereby making learning more meaningful. This agrees with the Chinese proverb that state: I hear, I forget, I see, I remember, and I do, I understand. The use of instructional materials provides the teacher with interesting and compelling platforms for conveying information since they motivate learners to learn more. Furthermore the teacher is assisted in overcoming physical difficulties that could have hindered his effective presentation of a given topic. The purpose of instructional materials is to promote efficiency of education by improving the quality of teaching and learning. Incorporating these tools and materials present, support and reinforces teaching. 
According to Aduwa-Ogiegbaen and Imogie (2020) these materials and resources including audio tape recorders, video tape recorders, slide projectors, opaque projectors, over-head projectors, still pictures, programmed instruction, filmstrips, maps, chart, graphs and many more offer a variety of learning experiences individually or in combination to meet different teaching and learning experiences. These views have been corroborated by international investigators including Bolick, Berson, Coutts and Heinecke (2020), Killen (2021), Dahar and Faize (2022). Bolick, Berson, Coutts and Heinecke (2022) observed that while some educators are fascinated by the potential of instructional materials in enhancing teaching and learning, other teachers lagged behind in using instructional materials to teach. 
However, achieving these laudable goals of conscientious utilization of instructional materials and resources in business studies teaching and learning has been very challenging in developing countries such as Nigeria. As noted by Garuba (2020), the Nigerian teacher operates from a deficient environment where teaching and learning is seriously impoverished particularly in the rural set up. And even in the urban areas only few schools are connected to the national grid while virtually all the rural schools do not enjoy basic facilities like pipe borne water and electricity. 
The integration of instructional materials in classroom practice is believed to bolster the quality of instruction by fostering student-centered pedagogies (Abdo and Semela 2022). 
Furthermore, according to Mateer et al. (2022) the use of relevant instructional media in the classroom is invaluable since it engages students, aids their retention of knowledge, motivates interest in the subject matter and helps to illustrate the relevance of many concepts taught. 
Learning and teaching is the concern of a trained and professional teacher. Learning is a complex process. It can be defined as a change in disposition; a relatively permanent change in behavior over time and this is brought about partly by experience. Learning can be reinforced with different teaching/learning resources because they stimulate, motivate as well as focus learners’ attention for a while during the instructional process. 
Types of Instructional Material
Instructional media according Mustapha et al. (2021) and Azikiwe (2022) are usually classified based on the characteristics they exhibit. There is a wide variety of instructional media which could be profitably and effectively used in the second language classroom learning situation. They could be broadly classified into four groups namely:
1. Audio Media/ Materials: are those teaching materials that appeal to the sense of hearing, examples of these learning and instructional materials are record player, radio, tape recorder, CD player, telephone and so on.
2. Visual Media/Material: are materials that appeal to the sense of sight. For example projectors, pictures, model/regalia, charts, posters.
3. Audio-Visual Media/ Materials: are materials that appeal to the sense of hearing and vision and are used in classroom for presentation of variety of information.
They consist of:
· Non-projected aids which include chalkboard and adhesives. 
· Pictorial aids which include charts and pictures 
· Three-dimensional aids 
· Projected aids which include film-strips and slides, and slides projector
· Business Labouratory Equipment
4. Resources: Is also a type of Instructional material it could be human or materials. Human resources include the teacher, the pupils and other resource persons in the community. Materials include all those physical objects mentioned earlier such as chalkboard and regalia (real objects such as toy car, yam, cup, stone, spoon and knife).
Importance of Instructional Materials
Instructional materials assist to reinforce and supplement the instructor’s communication during the presentation of the lesson. This is done by: 
·  Clarifying the concept or idea 
· Making the communication channel more explicit
· Helping the learners to develop a good conceptual understanding of the content or skill taught. For example an idea which would be difficult (abstract) can easily be simplified when an instructional materials is used to present it. Therefore learners are able to relate an idea to their common reality or environment with the use of aids. 
Characteristics of Good Instructional Materials
Instructional materials are essential to effective instruction. The instructor should know how to prepare and use instructional materials and should recognize their value in fostering good instruction. The greatest value of instructional materials lies in: 
· Their appeal to trainees’ senses and perceptions. 
· Their ability to attract and hold trainees attention and interest. 
· The ability in developing understanding of the material to be learned. 
· How he trainees tend to learn faster and save instructional time. 
· The ability of the trainees to understand the relationships between different concepts or ideas. 
A good instructional material should promote certain desirable results. 
· It should stimulate interest,
· Command attention,
· Be easily understood and promote a positive reaction on the part of the trainee. 
· An instructional material should be complete, 
· Have some explanation in the form of a label, and finally be as simple as possible.
In addition to helping students remember important information, teaching/learning resources helps the teacher to gain and hold the attention of the student. Teachers should always know that they are like salesmen of ideas, and many of the best sales techniques that attract attention of potential clients are well worth considering. Clearly, a major goal of all teaching is for the students to be able to retain as much knowledge of the subject as possible, especially the key points.

THEORETICAL REVIEW
· Elaboration Theory of Instruction
Elaboration theory is a theory of instructional design aimed at telling people how to teach rather than focusing on why and how people learn. It is concerned with the structure and organization of instructional material (stimuli) rather than the material itself. Elaboration theory is based on cognitive psychology and seeks to be consistent with cognitive theories of learning. Two primary components of elaboration theory are:
(a) That instruction should proceed from the general to the specific, referred to as sequencing; and, 
(b) That each part should be related to the general context and to the other parts, referred to as synthesizing. 
The method for implementing the theory is to start with a general overview of the material then divide it into parts and elaborate on each part. Each part is then further subdivided into smaller parts, which are elaborated, and those parts divided again, until the desired level of detail has been reached. 
· Sensory Stimulation Theory
Traditional sensory stimulation theory has as its basic premise that effective learning occurs when the senses are stimulated (Laird, 2020). Laird quotes research that found that the vast majority of knowledge held by adults (75%) is learned through seeing. Hearing is the next most effective (about 13%) and the other senses - touch, smell and taste account for 12% of what we know. 
By stimulating the senses, especially the visual sense, learning can be enhanced. However, this theory says that if multi-senses are stimulated, greater learning takes place. Stimulation through the senses is achieved through a greater variety of colors, volume levels, strong statements, facts presented visually, use of a variety of techniques and media. 
· Reinforcement Theory
This theory was developed by the behaviorist school of psychology, notably by B.F. Skinner earlier this century (Laird 2020, Burns 2021). Skinner believed that behavior is a function of its consequences. The learner will repeat the desired behavior if positive reinforcement (a pleasant consequence) follows the behavior.
Positive reinforcement, or 'rewards' can include verbal reinforcement such as 'That's great' or 'You're certainly on the right track' through to more tangible rewards such as a certificate at the end of the course or promotion to a higher level in an organization. 
Negative reinforcement also strengthens a behavior and refers to a situation when a negative condition is stopped or avoided as a consequence of the behavior. Punishment, on the other hand, weakens a behavior because a negative condition is introduced or experienced as a consequence of the behavior and teaches the individual not to repeat the behavior which was negatively reinforced. 
A set of conditions is created which are designed to eliminate behavior (Burns, 2022). Laird considers this aspect of behaviorism has little or no relevance to education. However, Burns says that punishment is widely used in everyday life although it only works for a short time and often only when the punishing agency is present. 
Burns notes that much Competency Based Training is based on this theory, and although it is useful in learning repetitive tasks like multiplication tables and those work skills that require a great deal of practice, higher order learning is not involved. There is criticism of this approach that it is rigid and mechanical.








CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
	This chapter consists of research method engaged in carrying out the study. It is sub-divided into Research Design, Sample and Sampling Techniques, Research Instruments, Validity of the Instruments, Reliability of the Instruments, and Procedure for Data Collection, Procedure for Data Analysis.
Research Design
The research to be used in this study is descriptive and to some extent an evaluative design approaches. It was descriptive in that it brought out subjective experiences and views of Business Studies teachers, Ministry of Education Officials and pupils. 
It was evaluative in nature in the sense that the researcher made some critical assessment on the availability and use of Business Studies teaching/learning resources in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The population of the study consists of all the Public Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. 

Sample and Sampling Techniques
The research work was based on 5 schools from Ilorin West Local Government with the respondent population of 100 students and 10 teachers from each school.
The sampled population was 110 respondents. This number comprised 100 pupils, 20 students from each school and 2 teachers from each school. Ilorin West Local Governments were purposively chosen because they had the type of schools needed for the study. 
Research Instrument
The basic data collection instrument that was used for the study is the researchers designed questionnaire and demographic data. The researcher constructed 15-items questionnaire in order for students to express their opinion on factors that motivate them for learning based on laid-down items on the rating questionnaire. 
5 point Likert scale was used. Frequencies percentages and standard deviation was used for answering the research questions and demographic information. “SA” and “A” are positive responses, while “D” and “SD” are negative responses, which will guide the interpretation of generated data. 
Procedure for Data Collection
	The data for the study was collected through the questionnaires. The administration of the questionnaire was conducted by the researcher through personnel contact with respondent in their various schools with the assistance of some lecturers.
Data Analysis and Presentation
	The statistically method use for the analysis is the Single percentage and weighted average respondent information and data generated from the questionnaire were analysis and addressed to the research question of the study.
Data Analysis and Presentation
The data analysis and presentation was based on the primary survey of one hundred and ten (110) copies of questionnaire distributed to respondents, which consisted of five (5) secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area. Based on this, the presentation and analysis were done; using frequency distribution tables to presents the respondents’ demographic data, mean scores to answer the research questions. These were achieved with the use of Statistical Package for Social Sciences (IBM Statistics SPSS 20.0)

Response to table 2 shows that majority of the respondents i.e. 72.7% agreed that instructional aides enhance teaching and learning process. Similarly, 66.4% respondents believe that Instructional aides help in improving students’ academic performance in business studies. On the other hand, 59.1% of the respondents are of the opinion that teaching and learning processes are made interactive with the involvement of instructional media. 54.5% of the respondents believe that students’ active participation in teaching and learning are basically influenced by the level of available teaching aids. 
Finally, 54.5% of the respondents believe that the use of audio-visual teaching aids improves teaching and learning process.

Response to table 3 shows that majority of the respondents i.e. 68.2% agreed that our educational system is poorly funded by educational stakeholders. Similarly, 59.1% respondents believe that there are lacks of technical know-how on the part of teachers who are to use the instructional materials. 
So also, 48.2% of the respondents are of the opinion that most teachers do not use teaching aids because they believe they are very expensive to procure. On the other hand, 58.2% of the respondents believe that there is poor power supply in our secondary schools. 
Finally, 44.5% of the respondents are of the opinion that the high cost of procurement of Business studies teaching aids is the reason for students’ academic performance.

Response to table 4 shows that majority of the respondents i.e. 30.9% disagreed that typing (Business) laboratories / school libraries are well equipped and furnished with sophisticated equipment’s. Similarly, 42.7% respondents’ believe the safety and environmental sanitations provided in Business laboratory are adequate and sufficient. 
Also, 35.5% of the respondents disbelieve that business laboratory are provided with sophisticated ICT equipment, they maintain that business laboratory is not well equipped. 38.2% of the respondents agreed that shorthand studios are adequately equipped with modern technology such as Dictaphone. 40.9% are also of the opinion that the available physical equipment’s are not made accessible to students at all-time rather than on an occasional basis. 
Finally, 41.8% of the respondents are of the opinion that the facilities provided at the business laboratory are effectively and efficiently utilized by both the teachers and the learners at all time.
Discussion of Findings
The findings show that instructional materials help in improving the students’ academic performance in business studies and other related discipline. Hence, they help to vividly illustrate meanings of things, concept, and ideas clearer to the learners because they are associated with materials used by the teacher to improve the quality of teaching and learning, it also throws more light into what is being in the class. This helped the pupils or students who are slow learners to understand abstractions when the truth of these abstractions is shown in a concrete manner. In a similar vein Adegun (2020) says instructional media are things which are intended to help the teacher to teach more effectively and enable the students to learn more readily. 


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
Summary 
The research work presents a critical analysis of the effects of instructional materials used in teaching and learning business studies. It examines the type of support, training and environment that facilitate the effective integration of instructional materials in teaching and learning of Business studies. 
The findings indicated that lecturers and students are making progress in their transition towards teaching and learning in an environment reached with instructional materials. The result indicated also that instructional materials have helped in improving the quality of teaching and learning of business studies. 
In this study, the researcher has enumerated the importance of instructional materials in the teaching and learning environment of Business studies in secondary schools. It also examines the availability of physical facilities used for teaching and learning of business studies amongst secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government of Kwara State.  
Attention has also been drawn to the significant of this study among this is, it provides effectively and efficiently utilized by both the teachers and the learners powerful learning opportunities through learning aids when students are responsible for their own learning and an active learners defining their learning needs, finding information, assessing its values, building on their own knowledge based and communicating their discoveries. 
Conclusion 
The findings also indicated that students that are taught with adequate instructional materials tend to perform academically better than their counterparts who are not taught with adequate instructional aides. 
Hence, this is further proved by the assertion made by Azikiwe (2021), which states “instructional media cover whatever the teacher uses to involve all the five senses of sight, hearing, touch, smell and taste while presenting his/her lessons”. It was discovered as well that the availability of teaching and learning materials boost quick learning and teaching of Business studies in our various secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government area. 
Instructional materials are educational resources used to improve students’ knowledge, abilities, and skills, to monitor their assimilation of information, and to contribute to their overall development and upbringing. The findings also revealed that lecturers with adequate knowledge of educational technology tend to be more efficient and effective in the integration of instructional materials to classroom than lecturers / teachers that does not have such knowledge. 
The instructor’s ability either to create (improvise) and use media or select from the readily made and suitably available media is crucial. This squarely depends on the instructor’s prowess, ability or experience.
Finally, the study revealed students actively participates in teaching and learning process when they are being exposed to relevant and adequate teaching aids, Kay (2008) also is also of the opinion that instructional materials stimulate the students desire to learn. It assists learning process by making assimilation and memorization of materials easy. Also, it helps to hold attention, include greater acquisition and, as well as objectives which may be in accessible to many students.
Recommendations
The researcher hereby wishes to recommend to different educational bodies such as SUBEB, NUC, NCE, NABTEB, educational Institutions, educational agencies and the government to look into the way of improving the use of instructional materials in our secondary schools nationwide. 
The Recommendation given below is in line with the already stated findings accordingly. It was discovered that the availability of teaching and learning materials boost quick learning and teaching of Business studies.
a) Educational stakeholders should build a standardize Business Laboratory which will be well equipped with modern equipment and well-furnished to meet modern day demand in producing self-reliance business students. 
b) The stakeholders should intensify efforts in providing adequate instructional materials such as computers and other ICT gargets in Business Laboratory in order to provide desired learning outcome.
c) Since it was recorded that teaching and learning with instructional material reached environment boost quick learning and also helps to individualized learning so stakeholders should continue in making teaching and learning environment to be friendly by providing adequate instructional materials in our secondary schools.
d) The management, government and other educational stakeholders pay more attentions instructional materials in ensuring that our secondary schools are provided with modern and sophisticated teaching aids as it was recorded that teaching aids enhance student’s retentions and learning.
