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ABSTRACT
The study attempt to investigate the Influence of Communication Technology (ICT) on Teacher (s) Productivity in Nigeria Colleges of Education. The purpose of this study is to attempted the survey of communication technology in Nigeria College of Education. Some respondents were randomly selected in six teacher's knowledge about ICT by responding to a questionnaire designed by the researcher and approved by the supervisor. Three research hypotheses were proposed for the study u order to acquire appropriate information from the questionnaire distributed to the respondents. The study revealed that inadequate materials in Colleges, efforts puts in by the government towards the successful communication, technology, on teacher productivity faced with some difficulties discussing the problem of society and affect the knowledge of the students to their immediate environment, The researcher recommend that the quality of the staff in the colleges should be raised and government should assist in providing varieties of ICT centre (s) for the students in order to enhance excellence performance in the subject. 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background of the Study
Substitution has become on integral part of human activities right from the tender age. A careful observer would have noted how young children make use of many materials as substitutes of different’ parts to the toys they construction. You may have noticed that they us empty milk cans to represent types of their - toy cars. At the time they want to build their “mood house” they use all sorts of materials to represent different items found in the houses. Even small girls would back pieces of stick to represent live babies.
Attempt to make teaching and learning more meaningful and functional calls for the use of improvisation, that is the instruction materials, The idea of using instructional materials for instruction is not, new, in the earlier 5Os, instructional materials generally known as teaching apparatus. Occupied a prominent position in teaching a lesson, where it was regarded as aids to help teachers to teach well and make teachers in training to pass well, but the idea that they help to facilitate better learning was not know. It is therefore clear that the issue of improvisation Is a matter of using both the head and the hands in constructing instructional materials from available tocal material. " The problem created by lack of instructional materials for teaching social studies in our schools today can be traced on lack of initiative on the part of the teacher. A resourceful teacher can always look for alternative ways of achieving his/her objective by using self made instructional materials. Social studies are being taught in schools for many years, but it has not been given proper handlings, it ought to be one would have expected that the teaching of the subject wilt be accompanied not been the case. Another reason for using instructional material is to communicate more permanently information that are incidental to the process of teaching and because an information are retained better when supplemented with aids. It is almost certain that if manuals are carefully selected and skillfully used, they make learning amore meaningful.
By the late 50s the importance of improvisation had been fully known due to technological advancement. Other important factors that promote the use of instructional materials are changed ; in schools curriculum, constant reformation which may be because of changes the society population and knowledge explosion to mention 4 few. These factors poses a great challenge to modem teachers in area of content selection, methodology, presentation and evaluation of the teaching process. To be able to over come these challenges apart from bee knowledgeable, they must be able to used appropriate instructional materials to achieve their outcome.
The modern teachers believe that school should not be a fearful place and that learning should be on interesting activity, which should appeal to all the sense organs. To this end they have tried opt make use of educational materials for effective and meaningful teaching.
The improvisation in teaching had learning of social studies will make one to be a good citizen with all the sense used in the course of instruction. Education will be more productive especially ion the areas of moral values of the society which will help learners at ones own pace time he likes. The use of improvisation facilitates the quick and immediate learning of the gaps between the outside world that have not been seen by the students and the world in the classroom immediately.
The teaching of social studies in primary schools is faced with a number of problems. This is to say that instruction materials should always be sued by teachers to facilitate the process of learning. Not all the facilities necessary for effective learning could be made available by the schools for social studies teacher. In the high of this social studies teachers must be creative and try to improvise materials to teach him/her subjects. 
Statement of the problem
Social studies has been taught in schools for many years “back but what motivates the researchers to write on this topic is that the researcher found out that this subject has not been given proper: handling as it ought to be one would have expected the teaching of the subject to be accompanied with appropriate teaching aids and the subject been handled by the specialists since the subject is known to be a character moulder by production reliable respectful, dependable and good behaviour student. But what one observed is contrary to the case, what causes the " in effectiveness in the teaching of the subject ? lack of appropriate instructional materials, insufficient teachers, The researcher now intends to assess whether social studies teacher at primary school level are aware of some materials that could be improvised and whether they do improvise some of them. 
Purpose of the study
The aim of the researcher is to identify the functions of instruction materials in the teaching of social studies so that parents, teachers and even the government will know the importance of instructional material. It is the infections of the subjects that leads to the wrong attitude of the students and their way of life. This research intends to look into with the aim of connecting the anomalies and give suggestions to make social studies more effective and interesting.

1. Is there any relationship between improvisation and real teaching aid(s)?
1. Is Improvisation has any relevance to the teaching of social studies ? 
Research Questions

1. Can the teaching of social studies be effective without the use of instructional materials?

1. Can the teachers and the school be blamed for not improvising instructional materials if the industrial ones are not available? 
Scope of the Study 
This research is focused on the influence of improvisation in teaching and learning of social studies in selected primary schools in Igboho. It is also looked at the problems affecting the use of improvised materials and ‘suggested. solutions to the problems. This research will cover only six (6) primary schools in Oorelope Local Government Area Igboho, Oyo State.
Significance of the Study
This study which was carried out to examine the influence of improvisation in teaching of social studies could help to improve the condition of instruction in primary school. Some of ‘the materials which are not available are therefore important to improvise so as to facilitate learning especially in social studies. 
1. It will help in putting the subject in right place among the younger children and the societal value will be appreciated.
1. It is set at knowing the importance of improvisation in teaching social studies.
1. It will also help in discovering the effectiveness of social studies teachers.
Lastly, it will be useful to educational administrators in motivating them to support the teachers both financially and morally in the. improvisation of instructional materials for teaching and learning in schools.

CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
Introduction
The pervasiveness of the media in our society Is the result of tremendous “advances in science and technology. These media have changed the way we live, think, as well as the ways we learn. The domain of media use in the classroom teaching and learning would include all devices and materials that have value for instructional communication that profitable be employed to facilitate learning. 
Concept of Improvisation
Improvisation is the act of making or producing a suitable alternative to be used to teach in the absence of the real thing. E.g. car battery could be used to improvise electricity; ballon could be used to replace commercially made world globe etc. Many people have defined improvisation as follows.
Chambers English Dictionary (1974), defines improvisation as “the act of composing and reciting or performing without preparation, or to bring about of a sudden”. Also Encyclopedia Americana (1948, sees improvisation in music that Is “the act or art of composing and performing simultaneously". 
According to Akinsola (1989), improvisation is a process which involve substitution for the teal object and things. That is, in a classroom situation, If an apparatus is to be sued for teaching and it is not available the teacher may make use of any other that can serve the same purpose.
For instance, teacher can improvise by constructing a clock with carton or cardboard Kipper.
The appropriateness of the materials and the age level of pupils are absolutely essential. And the durability in the materials. Enigagu (1983), says that improvisation of instructional materials in social studies refers to “the act of using alternative materials and resources to facilitate instruction whenever there Is lack or shortage of specific instructional materials known as first hand teaching materials.
As good social studies teacher should be sufficiently resourceful to be able to improvise materials in the absence of the. ready made. Ojo (1987), in his own contribution define improvisation as the use of teacher's ingenuity to prepared some teaching materials from locally available materials.
According to Oguaqwu (1990), efforts of major educational agencies in the world, UNESCO common wealth have been directed to assist in improvisation largely, the focus of such efforts has been on producing import substitution materials. Whittle” (1973), in his. paper wrote that his is largely in the area of equipment and apparatus which admittedly in short supply for a variety of economic reason and when available are less one for avariety of technical reason.
Thus there is a tendency to invest in material replacement (input substitution) venture rather than in activities pre recuisite for successful improvisation this to my mind calls for attention. The use of simple improvised materials as teaching materials is always petter since simplified improvise the skill of the operation and is ) more appropriate when teaching junior classes.
Babatunde (1992), stated that “improvisation of Instructional materials simply means making of substitutes form available materials when the real equipments .not available”. It involves a lot of foresight, resourcefulness and-ability to use both head and hand in constructing teaching aids form available local materiats.
However, not all teaching materials need to be constructed. A good number of them can be substituted. Substitution means. searching or alternative using the items which will serve the same purpose when the original ones are not available.
Improvisation which means substitution can be completed or in part of the real thing to be improvised so a teacher should not hesitate to substitute unavailable items with the available ones. Simple equipment can be improvised for effective social studies teaching, therefore interested teacher can go about his by making use of resource centre, books, and other resources available around him / her.
Aigbomiran and Egbegbedia examine ways of improvising and the attitude of primary schools teachers towards improvisation science equipment and materials. The necessity to improvised form locally available materials at affordable costs to the nation becomes imperatives especially now that we are not certain of when the nation’s economy is likely to recover. In summary, improvisation rightly conceived.
1. Substituting in place or another to sever a unique function.
1. Converting a tool, material or equipment into another form.
1. Devising an idea or materials as means of solving a problem in hand.
1. Altering a device or an idea to serve a different function.
1. Altering the shape, size, or unlock of things to serve a function other than that originally used for intended to. 
Types of Improvisation
Ushadumo (1996), made mention of ‘two types of improvisation that is “role substitution” and “role simulation”. Improvisation by role substitution involves the sue of an item with little or no modification of it original form to fulfill new function in one resources centre.
Improvisation by role ‘simulations involves the construction of an apparatus to “meet: certain needs in the learning centre or resource centre, Using readily available material and tools. The need to improvise by role simulation may be due to lack of funds and or non-availability of the items with local commercial suppliers. Improvisation by role simulation involves the use of some basic tools (mental hardworking) and these includes, harmer file scissors, pliers etc a wide range of apparatus could be improvised by role simulation. 
Reason for Improvisation
1. Improvised materials could make learning possible in the absence of the original e.g car battery. 
1. Improvisation could be cheaper than the real thing which the school could not afford.
1. Improvisation helps to get something suitable to replace the original.
1. It could also be use for some time before there is sufficient money to buy the original.
1. In rural areas where modern amenities are not available
1. Improvisation could be very useful e.g. torch light battery.
1. Teacher improvised a learning materials for his / her lesson to make the students attention be captured and retained.
1. Improvisation of teaching material could help the school authority to form resource centre, the social studies resource centre is a place of exhibiting object and things collected during the lesson by the teacher and students or pupils are kept. 
Guidelines on Improvisation
Ihebuzor (1986), suggested fifteen points on guidelines that should be followed when a teacher wants to improvise instructional materials. The following should guide the teacher when improvising instructional materials.
1. The teacher should be familiar with the content of the syllabus. This is necessary because without being familiar with the subject content it will be difficult to plan a head of what he/she is expected to do and how to do it.
1. He should decide which ones should be bought and the ones he should improvise.
1. Whenever necessary attempts should be made to improvise, even if an imported one is available in such cases the two could be used and their suitability or effectiveness could, be noted.
1. As much as possible, the teacher should involves the students in the constructing of improvising instructional materials.
1. He should be conversant with instructional materials that are available and the one that could be improvised. 
1. All improvised apparatus should be clearly labeled as soon as the construction in completed.
1. He should know the appropriate teaching aids to be sued in teaching various topics in the course.
1. Proper arrangement should be made for storage of. materials and adequate guidelines should be given for the use of finished products. This is to minimize damaged and wastage of materials.
1. An individual initiative should be encourage and student efforts commended. 
1. Teacher can also consult books for guidelines on how to carry out the works.
1. The pupils must be able to participate rather than sitting down and listening passively.
1. The teacher should bears in, mind the finance available to him / her, when selecting or producing instruction materials.
1. The teacher may not have the necessary skill in the construction of the required teaching aids. But what he needs must be clear in his mind, he can therefore use the services of the local craft men to help get what he want If the technical staff of the schools are to be involved in constructing improvised teaching aids the staff should be given long notice.
1. The major differences between’ improvised and commercially available apparatus should be in cost and not inequality. 
The Advantage of Improvised Materials 
Ihebuzor(1986), also enumerated some advantages of improvised materials as follow:
1. They are economical if locally available materials are used in the construction.
1. They help to develop manipulation and technical skill of those who constructed them.
1. They help to arouse and sustain interest in the pupils, there by reducing strain and boredom.
1. It also gave opportunity to pupils to participate actively in the lesson.
1. It reduce the difficulty of understanding a concept.
1. Improvisation help to reduce abstract idea to concrete forms and to find new relationship from pupils point of view.
In nutshell, improvised materials contribute to the achievement of our educational objectives (Balogun 1992). 
Problems of Improvisation in the Teaching of Social Studies
Social studies teachers still fund improvisation impossible fund to;
1. Poor little or no background training and exposure to improvisation.
1. Lack of chance, incentives and encouragement to take a stride to improve and maintain the practice.
1. Lack of basic tools for improvisation. 
1. Lack of specialized teacher for social studies.
The teaching of social studies is not being handed by experts. It is left for the individual class teacher whether he/she had the knowledge or not, in the case where by a teacher himself does not have interest in the subject or knows what the subject really ‘entails, ‘student in such a class can not benefit much from the subject. The foundation of this subject is based on morality and in the situation where the teacher himself is morally bankrupt he has fittle or no moral to transfer to students in this class. Therefore, the teaching ‘of this subject in the class face the problem of not being handed by expert and those who have been already developed morally it has been the practical among. the primary school teachers to indicate the instructional material they are going to use in their lesson, noted in the apparatus section. In the development or presentation section some indication is given as to how the aids will be used in the lesson. This is the practice that should be carried out at all levels of education by teacher who want their students to get’ the best from the use of instructional materials Robison (1980).
According to Adeyemo (1972); no one type of materials is best for all situation, each has a-specific role in order to provide maximum effects. The implication of this is that one type of instructional material can not be used for student lesson. Different types of instructional materials have different role and advantage in order to achieve the maximum effort of using the materials. The following are some useful suggestions for the effective use of. instructional materials in teaching the subject.
1. The instructional materials should be correlated with .the eurriculum.
1. It should be previewed in advance before use in the class.
1. They should be taught, not merely shown and not as mere decoration in the class.
1. Record should be kept from the result obtained as an evaluation.
1. Too many teaching aids should not be used at a time.
1. The type of materials used should be within the knowledge and experience of the students.
1. Instructional materials should supplement and not supplement, the teacher, textbooks and other materials. | 




CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
Research Design
This research study is a survey in finding out the effect of instructional materials on the teaching and learning of social studies in primary schools.
Research Population
Oorelope Local Government Area has thirty eight primary schools with four hundred and sixty teachers and pupils population of about fifteen thousand. (source-+ LGEA/SUBEB Data 2007); All pupils and teachers in Oorelope LGA served as population. 
Sample and Sampling Techniques
Out of thirty-eighty 38 primary schools, only six (6) of them were selected randomly for the purpose of this study.
The six schools are as follows: 
1. Adimula Community Primary School, Ago Igi-Ishubu
1. Baptist Central School 1, Oke-Afin, Igboho.
1. L.A. Primary School 1. Ebedi, Igboho
1. Baptist Primary School, Igbope, Igboho
1. C/S Primary School, Obaago, Igboho
1. Model Baptist Primary School, Igboho 
Eighteen class teachers were selected from classes four and six in the sampled schools. Six headmasters from sampled schools were also interviewed. 
Research Instrument
The instrument used in this research is questionnaire. The questionnaire consists of two sections, (Section-A and B). Section 3 contains the background information of the respondents, which includes sex, age group, marital status, teaching qualifications and teaching experience while section B consists of statements relating to the influence of improvisation in the teaching and learning of social studies in primary schools in Ilorin West Local Government 
Validity of the Instrument
Validity is one of the important psychometric properties an .instrument must posses to be a good and standard research study. The draft questionnaire on the research topic was submitted to exerts in the field to help establish face (content) validity for the instrument copies of the draft .questionnaire “were therefore submitted to three headmaster for irrelevant information containing, after necessary. correction the questionnaire was approved. This recommended for final draft, thus the face and content validity was established for this instrument.
Reliability of the Instrument
To determine the reliability of the instrument the research administered questionnaires to teachers in the six selected schools mentioned above. The pupils in each school too organized into two groups, one group will received lesson with improvised materials and the other group without improvised materials. Questions of the same form shall be given for them to answer. Then the’ performance of the pupils in each group shall be considered. Through their performance we shall -realize the importance of improvisation in social studies. The scores from the questionnaire served to teachers and test given to pupils were high enough to make the questionnaire reliable. 
Method of Data Collection
The six headmasters of the selected primary schools were given prior information of the study and its purpose. This was done to attain their willingness their teachers and pupils too participate in the response to the questionnaire was administered to be Provided. The questionnaire school period. Before the administration of the questionnaires, the researcher established rapport with the teachers by assuring them that their responses will be treated confidentially. Immediately the questionnaires were completed by the teachers in each class and schools, the questionnaires were collected. The scores of the pupils tested in each group were collected to reveal the performance of the pupils taught with improvised materials and pupils without improvised materials.
A sum of two hundred (200) copies of questionnaire were distributed to the six schools taken as sample.
Method of Data Analysis
The researcher employed simple frequency count and percentages to facilitate data analysis relevant data tables were provided for each of the research questions.









CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Introduction
This chapter explained the analysis of data collected for the study. The analysis of the data collected is organized in such a way that they will enable the researcher to answer questions earlier raised in the statement of the problems and hypothesis. The . analysis was organized in two forms: In the first place the research gave the analysis of the questionnaire. And the second place a comparison of pupils performance, those taught with improvised materials and modern ones and the application of test to determine the significant differences. 
Presentation of Results
Research question 1: Could students interest be best arrested with instructional material?

Discussion of Results

The use of improvisation attracted the students attention when the teacher is teaching in the class, teachings aids extends wide range of experience to the students to learn faster, because students usually participate in the making of.the improvisation which would help them to easily recall whenever they come across any topic that related to what they have seen before. It also make the class not be too boring when teaching, because students usually beliefs in what they see to mere, explanation. The result also shell more light on many materials that can be used as instructional materials, for example flash cards, picture, tape recorders chats and some other teaching materials that can be ‘improvised for teaching social studies, it is an alternative means to teaching and promote recall in the pupils.

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary 
From the analysis, teacher are now in the best position to be aware Of the role of instructional materials as they affect teaching and learning of social studies in our primary school.
It has been discovered that social studies is offered in primary ‘schools because of the role it plays in the students’ behaviour.
The major role of instructional materials in social studies as instructions in our primary schools has been highlighted in this protect. Some of these are learning aids and good communication system in the learning students or pupils interest are best arrested with instructional materials because it is a good alternative means of teaching social studies. It also teaches how to understand self - and environment in term of co-operation discipline, dedication, and faithfulness, honesty moral and social responsibility.
Due to unavailability of materials improvisation becomes necessary because students are familiar to those materials used for improvisation. As a result of being familiar to those materials used, it will make learning and teaching of social studies to be more interesting and effective. This help the pupils to learn by seeing touching and hearing and while will avoid learning by note of cramming. 
Conclusion
In view of the result got from this research, the researcher is able to conclude that students interest in teaching aids depends largely on the interest of the teacher and ability to handle the subject.
It should be a primary concern of both the school, parents teacher association (PTA) and the government to find the Production of instructional materials in our schools qualifies teachers should teach social Studies so as to set their instructional materials and objectives of teaching in a way to care for the interest of the students.
It can be concluded that students academic performance is better when taught with improvised materials that when taught without it. Therefore social studies teachers in particular and other teacher in general should Endeavour to use improvised materials when real materials are not available or too expensive to purchase. 
Implications of the Study
The study investigated the. influence of improvisation on teaching and learning of social studies in primary schools in Oorelope Local Government Area, Oyo State. The implication of the study shows that Government should employ enough qualified and morally teacher to be teaching social studies in the schools. Seminars, workshops, in service training on the use of improvisation should be organized periodically for teachers of Social Studies. and the teachers should be ready to devote their time in making this improvisation whenever they are teaching social studies. 
Recommendations
Based on the problems and facts discovered in the process of this research the following recommendation are made.
1. It should be compulsory for prospective social studies " course on instructional materials and their effectiveness in teaching.
1. Qualified social studies teachers should be employed to teach social studies in our primary schools and junior secondary schools.
1. Government should always organize seminar and workshops on new innovation in teaching.
1. Teachers should improvise and increase their use of instructional materials in their classes to facilitate learning.
1. The headmasters should Endeavour to make funds available to purchase learning aids as required by the syllabus so that it can be used in the subsequent year.
1. Finally teachers who are responsible to their students should continue to be part of the curriculum planners since learning aids are costly, it can be passed to another class and the pupils coming behind can use them.
In view of the fact that the influence of improvisation in teaching and learning of social studies are numerous, the recommendation can be put in place to improve the teaching and learning of social studies in Ilorin West Local Government 
Limitations of the Study
The study is concerned with the influence of improvisation on teaching and learning of social studies in some selected primary Schools in Ilorin west Local Government.
Investigation was limited to the six selected schools due to the financial problem and time constraint.
Suggestion for further Studies
The research suggested that other researchers can further their investigation on the modern ways of improvisation which can bring positive change or solution to the problems of teaching social studies.
