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ABSTRACT
This study investigated the influence of Classrooms Accommodations on the Academic Performance of Pupils in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. Survey design was used to ensure speedy completion of the study. Random sampling techniques was used to select two hundred respondents who supplied information on the questionnaire. Simple percentage was employed to analyse the demographic data of the respondents. T-test statistical analysis was finally used to test all the hypotheses. All the four hypotheses were accepted and the findings revealed that there is significance difference on the influence of classroom accommodation and the academic performance in male and female pupils based on the result generated. It was recommended that, among other all facilities in the classroom should be continuously maintained for sustainability of education goals.
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
