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ABSTRACT
This study was designed to investigate the impact of population class size on students “Academic performance in Edu Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Random sampling techniques were employed in selecting ten (10) schools among all the schools eligible for selection. One Hundred (100) social  Students teacher were involved in the study. Two types of instrument were used in controlling the data for this study.
Questionnaire and interview  are used in collecting information on the effect of population size on students academic performance in social studies. A case study of Edu Local Government Area of Kwara State,
The following recommendation were made it is imperative that government should either implement policies stipulate the class size e.g. the Recommendation by the National commission for colleges at Education which demand teacher-ration to be pegged at 1-25 or promote the development of now ones that would redress the deplorable teacher-pupils ration which are in reality very high in contemporary school situation.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
BACKGROUND TO THE STUDY 
	All over the world and to be specific, Nigeria, education enjoys a pride at place because it is the means through which the culture at different societies is passed down through succeeding generations. Therefore, problem and issues that might hinder the effective practice of education are studied with a view of eradicating them. One of such important problem is population size, which have been a subject of multidimensional argument with regards to its effects on teaching as well as achievement of desirable leaning out comes by students.
Before and even during the advent of colonial rule in Nigeria, the issue of population size did not gain as much prominence as it how enjoys due to the fact that school enrolment at time did not out grow facilities and available teachers as disproportionately as is being experience in present day. Nigeria embraced western education.
However, gradually formal education was perceived as a stepping stone to uncreative jobs of clerks teachers, sale men etc. and consequently there was an upsurge in school enrolment. Furthermore, nationalist groups enlighten the people on the need for formal education and its need for change and emancipation of Nigerial for colonial rule. The nationality group therefore, agitated for free education for all children who have attained school, age (Fafunwa, 1974). At the of independence, 1960 to be precise, the dream of education for the masses of people was party realized with the launching of the free universal primary Education scheme in western Nigeria which was then under the leadership of chief Obafemi Awolowo. The Eastern Nigeria Government also embarked on a similar scheme and all these ushered in the phenomenon of population on tremendous scale in Nigeria schools.
School therefore, enjoyed population patronage in comparison to the more or les relative stagnancy in rate of teacher employment as wall as in elasticity of available school infrastructure and facilities to accommodate the teeming population of students, which grow through school.
Although this is not in any way and indication that teacher were not trained, there was wide imbalance between the population of teachers compared to student’s enrolment in schools.
Therefore, the advent of free universal primary education in the defined Western and Eastern Nigeria Schools. This created a situation in which relatively few students, consequently teaches work load increased and this took its toll on effective teaching. The above trend represented a decline in teacher pupil ration, the implication from teachers. 
	More over, the successful take off of the universal primary education (UPE) scheme and the expansion of the Secondary Education Coupled with the demands of the new national policy on education could be blamed on the population of the students in relations to the limited number of teaches especially in social studies for instance, the latter policy of Federal Government in 1976 extended universal primary education to all parts of the country, there by imposing greater demands on teachers, who now had to cop with more students in their respective classes since teacher recruitment did not increase proportionately with student population.
The work load imposed on teachers is further use or by the fact that a lot of drop out and touts came back to school to avail themselves of the free and rare opportunity to acquire western education.
	The situation invented more trouble for teachers who found of increasingly difficult to control and teach their new, more or less rowdy classes.
Onwu (1995), while commenting on the universal primary education scheme (UPE) observed that a common feature that accompanied the UPE in its bid to make formal education more wide spread was the unprecedented increased enrolment within he span of two decades. He further lamented the deplorable situation in which the teacher student ration, especially at the primary and secondary level of education changed remarkably.
Suggestions of incidence of population in Nigeria schools is further illustrated by relent statistic from the federal ministry of education, which showed that 39,221, Nigerian primary school, there were 18,296,202 pupils while the corresponding population of teachers in these schools and at the same time was 360, 782. The implication of the above data is that the teacher pupil ration in Nigeria primary school is about 1:50.
Therefore, one can conclude that a similar or even worsen trend of teacher-pupilration might subsist in Nigeria secondary schools which onwa (1995) estimated to have an enrolment of about 3.5 million students. Whereas, the recommended teacher pupils ration stands at between 1:30 and 1:35 at either primary or secondary school levels respectively. Te reality of class size now average between 1:80 and 1:85 at both primary and secondary schools respectively (1995). The incidence of population seems to be worsening in schools especially primary schools due to the neglect and reckless abandon which has characterized Government position to the education section in recent times.
The incident of class phonon nous have been attributed to several factors for example eronimi (1995) identified the basic factors that engender population to include the introduction of too many subjects on post primary school time table coupled with the dearth of teachers.                                         
	Further more, the adequacy of available class room facilities makes it impossible to derive population into smaller and more manageable ones to be handled by several teachers of the same subject. The financial implication attached to such an unacceptable situation makes it impossible: The impact of poor economy as a possible cause of population was highlighted by delegates of the world conference on “Education for all” concerning the realties of education for all on decking that for societies graphing with economic stagnation intractable unemployment, environmental degeneration, fiscal imbalance and massive external depth. The out look is very bleak we are now near providing primary Education of satisfactory quality to all our children.
Osokoya (1989) also highlighted the great demand imposed on teachers as a result of the inordinate expansion of the Educational system through the UPE scheme which necessitate the merger of two or more classes there by generating a highly disproportionate teacher pupil ratio. A dominant cause of classes is traceable to Government and Educational Authorities stand on class size. So far there is no rigid official position on population as shown in Educational policies regulation (the international Encyclopedia of education 1985). 
This development seems to condolen practices of some teachers who merge classes for personal reasons. Another factor that has been found to influence the incidence of population is the dearth of instructional material e.g. chalk, charts, books etc. that equally encourages the merger of small classes.
There seems to be a preponderance of views in support of it undesirable effect in influencing teachers see population as been more difficult to teach and control. More over, the marking of population number of students exercise makes teachers to develop negative attitude to population. However, despite the vagaries of problems engendered by population hamper effective teaching, its effect cannot be easily mitigated in Nigeria schools immediately, due to the financial complication of providing more classroom facilities employing more teachers, provide adequate supply of instructional materials to schools. Etc.
Although there are isolated cases of manageable class size in some schools, such could only be found in the few expensive private schools which have shown the better performance of their students who take public examination like WAEC, GCT and JAMB along side students from public school which had population.
STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM 
The problem under study is the effect of class size as it affects achievement of learning out come by students. Effect will also be made to study the cause of population. Its effects on both teachers alike. There fore, the following research questions will be answered in the course of this study and will therefore, serve as guide for this study.
i.	What are the causes of population?
ii.	What is the attitude of social studies teacher to Kogi classes?
iii.	What are the effects of population of class on students?
iv.	Does population size affects effective teaching of social studies?
v.	Does population affects use of instructional materials by 	social studies 	teachers?                              
PURPOSE OF THE STUDY
	This study  will primarily aimed and focused at investigating impact of effect of population size on student’s academic performance in social studies in the society and particular attention will be given to Edu Local government area of Kwara State.
	Also attempt will be made to identify the problems of population size with regards to its effects on teaching as well as achievement  of desirable  learning out comes by students.
Moreso, to identify causes of population size in the society and schools and effect of population examine the extent to which they are so adopted within the studies realms and suggestible recommendation will be made.
RESEARCH HYPOTHESIS 
Ho:	There is no significant differences between academic performance of Qualification of teachers teaching Nigeria certificate of teachers teaching Nigeria certificate education and Ordinary  National Diploma
Ho There is no significant difference between the academic performance students, teaching social study and social science in secondary school
Ho: There is no significant difference between the academic performance of population size thought in JSS  one and other class.
HO	There is no significant difference between the academic performance of female and male students offering social studies  
SIGNIFICANCE OF THE STUDY 
It is expected that result obtained from this study, apart from identifying the causes of population as well as its effects on successful teaching and effective development of student will also be of great value to curriculum planer and social studies teacher. It is equally hoped that apart from contributing ultimately to the improvement of social studies teaching in population by laying emphasis on use of appropriate teaching method. This study would be beneficial to teacher of other subject area in population.
This study is also expected to draw the attention of Education of Educators and the Government to the needs, for population size reduction of course such is only possible, if Government provides adequate facilities and qualified personnel in schools.


SCOPE OF THE STUDY 
The research was carried out at Edu local Government Area. The choice of Edu was informed by the population schools.
The secondary schools chosen for this study have social study teachers at the junior secondary school (J.S) level. The study is limited in scope to the effects of population on student’s achievement of learning out comes in social studies as perceived by social studies teachers.
DEFINITION OF KEY TERMS
Population Size: It refer to the number of pupils or student assigned and enrolled in specific class under the direction of a specific teacher (the encyclopedia of education 2000).
Teacher Pupils Ratio: It refers to the number of  students assigned to a school or system divided by the number of full time and part time teacher assigned to the same school or system (Is the same as pupil-teacher ratio and the change is merely due to semantics).
Achievement: The attainment of learner in congnitive, psychomotor as well as effective development.

CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
Ajayi (2000) study the influence of sex out the relationship between academic achievement and student motivation in Government and social studies. He observed that the male student develop higher in social studies than the females.
In a similar study concluded by alderman and young (2004).The individual and classroom level different in student motivation and strategy usage was examined for the 6th and 7th grade middle school studies welding, fogliani over and Bain (2004) also observed the influence of gender differences in National Association of Political science quiz conducted by the (POSSA) institute on year 10,1 student.
The result showed that some questions were solved equally by both boys and girls in question, boys performed than girls. 
Mecla and yokes 2005 examined the influence of gender difference on Academic performance among 213 students of south Nigeria.
The results observed as follows.
-	Boys have grater confidence on their political science ability (Government).
-	Low ability boys have a stronger mastery on orientation than low ability girls.
Akanbi (2006) carried out similar study on congnitive preference in instructional modes, congnitive development level and achievement in social studies among J.S.S. school student. He observed that male students performed better than female students in social studies.
Opobiyi (2005) also reported that students from urban schools have higher mean score compared with students from rural schools in an achievement test conducted for J.S.S. students in social studies. U.N.D.R of (1998) defines a cause of population as the total process of collection compiling and publishing demography data pertaining to a particular time to all people in a defined territory.
Udoji (1990) population defined as a total number of people living on a geographical Location in a particular country. Nigeria National population Nigeria is an over populated country. The standard of living in a country dictates the suitability of population and available resources. There have been unanimous contentions among psychologist, counselors sociologists, anthropologists and even parents them selves that the impact of population size on the student academic performance in schools. The impact of population on the students academic performance could be a factor that will determine the disposition of the student in the activities of the school.
Fafunwa (2001) belief that the impact of population size affects the students in the from high literate parents considers themselves superior to these who are illiterate parents. Because they are often n boarding school and this make village and town. They prefer the food dressing habit, music and styles of western society. They tend to reject the culture of the society. All these have positive effects on the learning performance in the school.
Adelokun (1995) defines sex population education as the knowledge of the number of people that live in a place and how that number to them selves and whole group of people living together.
NERDC view population education as an education process which provides for an articulated and practical study of the population study in the family, the community, the nation and world with the aim of developing in the individual a more rational attitude and responsible behavior towards improving the ductility of their life now and in the future.
(UNESCO regional office for education Asian Bang-Kok workshop report, 1999) views population education programmed which provides for a study of the population situation in family, community, nation and the world with the purpose of developing on the students rational and responsible attitudes and behavior toward that situation.
A family who get children that are female only regardless of their own economic ability will try more until they get at least a male only even up to six or seven will try more to get a female if their economic resources can not cope and provide necessary/basic life amenities and pleasure for even their children. This cultural believe is model in every Nigeria regardless of their education experiences such a belief does not consider the effect of population growth on the quality of life of individual and that the community at population 
EFFECT OF OVER POPULATION 
However, the Nigeria government is not unaware of evil effect of over population with inadequate resources, esresuit of this awareness, the Government took as a positive step by giving approval to te NERDC in 1995 to implement the population education programme in Nigeria. Earlier, the council has after a critical examination of the relationship between resources and population in Nigeria, determined the role education can play in addressing the relationship through population education.
At the inception, population education has the secondary school students as its focus. The reason for this is “the assumption that students at this age group and above are presumably more maturated emotionally to understand the general objectives to the programme Holloway 1995.
However, the education now focuses every growing adult in Nigeria because they can understand and reason intelligently. The Government has been giving an encouraging support through massive campaign for population Education. The Government makes less of mass media such as broad casting houses, television, station and printing of educative material to propagate the doctrine of population education among Nigerians. An adage says knowledge is power knowledge is even a weapon to fight and liberate oneself from oppression and depression.
It is a basic fact that as a result of population in Nigeria. The cultural belief attitude of many Nigerians about sex and the number of children they will get is changing positively. They now tend to consider their pleasure, enjoyment and that of the issue they will act regardless of sex of those children.                
However, there is note suit or any empirical studies to back up this dam for how such can not but be on the nearest future. The knowledge of population education has been throwing over board the traditional belief of many Nigerians about population.
Furthermore, the economic hardship in the country is also making population education to be accepted and effective among Nigerians. Therefore, Nigerians are now developing a positive attitude and behaviors towards improving the quality of life of individuals in the various level groups of relationship both for now and the future.
There are four groups of objective of population education in Nigeria. The four groups are those dealing with the national objectives, Education goals which are immediate and secondary school level objectives and national population policy, which are programme implementation objectives.
Bolander (2003) on a study on relationship between class size and effective behavior substantiated the claim that small-size influence improvement on effective behavior out come by students.
Almost all the students in smaller classes evinced greater degree motivation contracting sharply with student in population size the encyclopedia of educational research (1992) observed, the increase in pupils effective outcome as are suit of decreasing class size is even more remarkable than the increase in achievement Hevin, Glass and meister 1986 compared the cost effectiveness of ration of class are reduction with that of tutoring. Computer assisted instruction (CAI) and lengthening the school year. They included that class-size reduction were for inferior to computer Assisted instruction and adult tutoring while being only slightly superior to lengthening the school year in terms of achievement gains per dollar spent (the encyclopedia of education research 1992).
In the Nigerian context, the staggering increase in school enrolment occasioned by population explosion especially in urban centre makes the issue of class-size reduction a very difficult task, educational administrators and poly makers seem to be of nation that class-size affects their satisfaction in their jobs as well as their motivation and that population war them down (the encyclopedia of education 1992).
Although, there is a general belief among teachers that small class-size foster Co-operation among pupils and makes them ready to co-operate with teacher, that it enhances discipline and encourages students to participate well in class activities and that it enable students who lack  confidence in themselves and are therefore, afraid to air their view to a population size to express themselves freely for economic reasons.
Therefore, teachers should take cognizance of the fact that learners will do better on small or population dependent on teachers, their qualification and ability to use better teaching method is to enhance better learning outcomes of students.

CHAPTER THREE
This is a survey study design to obtain information on the perception of population by social studies teachers.
RESEARCH DESIGN 
Research design used in this study are questionnaire and interview schedule so as to know the capabilities of the social studies teachers in Ilorin west local Government Area.
POPULATION OF THE STUDY
The target population comprised of social studies students to have social studies teachers in Junior secondary (J.S.S) because at this level, social studies is stipulated by one national policy on education as a compulsory subjects. Random sampling techniques were employed in selecting term schools among all the schools eligible for selection. Social studies teacher one hundred teachers were involved in the study.

INSTRUMENT FOR THE STUDY 
Two types of instrument were used in collecting data for this study. They are namely:
Questionnaire and interview schedule.
Teacher perception questionnaire: This is the first instrument used to elicit information from the social studies teachers on their perception of population and its effect on the teaching of social studies.
The questionnaire comprises of four sections A of the Questionnaire aimed at obtaining the Bio Data of the respondent. i.e. sex, Academic/Proffering Qualification etc. while subsequent section sought teacher’s response on cause of population size.
The items in the questionnaire require real four (4) seals like type responses ranging from strongly agree to strongly disagree at two extremes of the scale. 
Teacher perception interview schedule: This involve oral interview of social studies teachers in selected schools.
Furthermore, social studies teachers who have taught social studies before were subjected to interview as well as other category teachers. This is justifiable because in recant time, a relatively high center with teaching of population.
Therefore, their views on population as it affects pedagogical practices are significant enough to be reckoned with. In this oral interview schedule, particular emphasis was laid on learning out comes i.e. achievements and effective behavior as they are affected by population
VALIDITY OF THE INSTRUMENT 
The instrument used in this study (the teachers perception interview schedule and the teachers perception questionnaire) were validated with the assistance of the research experts (Mr. Kayode of history department, Reward state college of education)
Both instruments were subjected to face validity during which expert read through the items to identifying disparities as well as difficult and ambitious of  teachers . Who are not part of the selected sample of the study.
The above step was in order to test any difficult items that might elude face validity and to ensure that the instrument are appropriate for data collection.
RELIABILITY OF THE INSTRUMENT
In order test for the reliability of the instrument used sample of the same was administered to respondents after two weeks and the results collected using percentage test
TECHNIQUES OF DATA ANALYSIS
Due to descriptive nature of the study, data were analyzed with the use of frequency counts and percentages.

CHAPTER FOUR
RESULT AND DISCUSSION
This chapter is meant to present the results and discussions of Data obtained in the course of this study.
The first section of the questionnaire was aimed at eliciting responses on personal demography of respondents while subsequent sections of the questionnaire dealt with teachers perception of population as it affect effective teaching.

From table 1.1 above, in all 100 respondent that were used in the study comprising 44 male and 56 female teachers. This represents 44% and 56% respectively of the total subjects for male and female teachers alike. The distribution as shown in the table presupposes a preponderance of female teachers over male social studies teachers.
This result also shows that the qualification of teachers includes N.C.E.B.E.d, M..d and OND, B.A., B.Sc, MSC, MA which were classified as others for convenience in table

  From the table above 43% of the total respondents comprising of 45% of Male and 41% of female respondents possessed B.Ed, M.Ed, and other qualifications respectively other from above table comprises teachers with OND, B.S.C, BA, MA and M.Sc degree, 56 of total respondents are qualified professional teachers. This is a remarkable trend, which presupposes the gradual professionalism of teaching.
Further more, most teachers represented 53% total respondents teach more than one class while 47% of teachers teach only one class (e.g. SSI or J.S.S. II). This in essence shows the unfavorable and disproportionate teacher.
Pupil ratio, which imposes grater obligation on teachers and might hamper effective teaching of social studies. In addition social studies teachers are occasionally required to teach social science subjects all the senior secondary.

The subjects agreed in varying degree that among the likely causes of population social studies classes in Nigeria schools are the inadequate supply of qualified teaches, lack of expansion of old school facilities by facilities by government. No provision as well as non-enforcement of policies stipulating the maximum population size and their merger of 2 or more class by teachers for their own convenience.

From the table 2 above 69% of total respondents agreed that inadequate supply of qualified teachers cause population size. This represents 68.2% of male respondents and 69.6% of female represents. 26% of the total respondents however, disagreed that population exist due to inadequate supply of teachers. It is market, government cannot stop employing than because of the limited number of schools and class room facilities and this head on to the second item which shown that 8.8% of teachers agreed that more expansion of old school structure facilities are the chief cause of population 90.95% of female teachers agree that government on expansion of school facilities in most cases population.     
This shows a general agreement by both male and female teachers that incidence of population on government.
The same table shows that 77% of total respondents represented by 79.5% of male and 75% female teachers were on agreement that non-enforcement of policies which stipulates class size account for the proliferation of the phenomenon on Nigeria schools. On the other hand 22% of the total respondents disagree that non-enforcement of population size.
Furthermore, the table shown that 50% of the teachers see merger of two or more classes by teachers as the major causes of population while 7% of total respondents disagree on the issue. The practice shaded highly discouraged by school administrators because of its adverse effects on effective teaching.

From the table 3 above the correlation between responses to items 5 and 6 favors male teachers as being better able to teach population classes 80% of total respondents agreed that male teachers can teach population classes better in item 5 which 20% of total respondents agreed that female teachers have better capacity to teach population classes. Also while 45% total respondent disagree that female teachers can teaching population classes better. 20% of total respondents disagree that gender of teachers has nothing to do with effective pedagogical practice while 70% of them agreed that gender of teachers does not affect effective teaching abilities furthermore, while 20% of teachers agreed that they like population classes. Such aversion to population classes is definitely behind to have relative effects on effectively teaching.
Most teachers also see population classes as sources of frustration.
The  same 75% of teachers also agreed that they get tried after teaching population class. 68% of total respondents agreed that teaching a population class is difficult while only 30% of subjects disagreed that teaching a population class is difficult.
Only 18% of total respondents agreed that there is no difference between teaching of population classes and smaller classes.
These findings indicates that teacher definitely see a negative effect of population classes on their efficiency of social studies teachers.
Table 3 also showed that teachers of population classes find it difficult to know all their students while 70% of total respondents comprising of 72.7% male and 67.8% female respondents disagreed that know their students.
Another finding on this research question is that while only 17% of total respondents perceive then students enjoy population classes 73% of the respondents comprising 77.3% of male and 61.6% of female respondents respectively disagreed that learning enjoy.
Research question as therefore being answered by the identification of non-expansion of all school facilities as the most prominent cause. Developing countries like Nigeria due to their poor economy can hardly sustain adequate provision of facilities infrastructure and man power for the smooth running of their educational system.
This then engenders population class situation in their school (Ualeries 1991). The inadequate employment of teachers as well as their identified causes could be linked to inadequate provision of school facilities because government could not be able to engage more teachers without classrooms.
Government might also be unable to make policies which specify class size where facilities to implement such policies are not satisfactory. Research question, the findings of this research question shows what on a general note teacher of social studies have a negative attitude to the teaching of population classes  
i. What is the attitude of social studies teachers to population classes?
The breakdown of the data which represent social studies teacher’s general question to population classes s represented on table 3 below teaching a population class.
ii. What are the affects of population of class on student’s achievements?
This research question aims investigating the perceived effects of population class size on the achievement of students. The findings of this study show that teachers perceived population classes as negatively affecting achievements by students. Table 4.0 shows finding of this research question.

Table 4 shows that most respondents (5%) of total respondents comprising 93.2% of male and 95.4% of female teachers agreed that student’s performance improve appreciable with the reduction of class size. On the other hand 18% of respondents were of the notion that a population class does not affects achievement while most of the respondents represented by 33% of total subjects of the study disagreed that population class size does not affects the achievement of students.
Moreover, while only 22% of total respondents agree that population classes enhances students achievement. 73% of the subjects agreed with the view that a population class enhance students achievement 22% of the total respondent also agreed that population class enhance students performance.
Furthermore, while only 20% of the respondents agreed those students interact better on a population class 70% of the total respondents disagreed with the preposition. All these simply means that population classes are preferred.
Research Question 4
Does population class size affects effective teaching of social studies.

Table 5 shows 30% of respondents agreeing that the time allotted to social studies on school time table is sufficient for the teaching of the subject were as a higher percentage (60%) disagree on this.  This implication is that the problem solving nature of social studies and the various approaches takes more time than the lecture methods which is predominantly used on population classes.
Furthermore, 15% of total respondents agreed that students responded well to question asked by teachers in population class. The high (80%) disagreement rate of respondents is like Hill (1981) position that only small classes allow felicities student teacher, interaction which improve enough on how much the students knows how best to teach the only 15% of total respondents also acknowledge rapt attention of students in population classes while 83% of male and 803% of female teachers disagree that students pay full attention to population in a similar mood, 68% of total respondents consider population as a cause of constant distraction to both teachers and student alike.

DISCUSSION OF THE RESULTS 
It’s obvious that population class size hampers effective teaching because effective distribution of interaction is widely dispersed a situation in which only few out.
Spoken students extrovert) respond to question as well as answer teacher Questions, this definitely puts the teacher in the dark on the reed of most of the students in the class.
Furthermore, a lot of lesson period is spent in controlling distribution by students who are peripherally seated (Hill 1981).
Furthermore, class size as well as the merger of two or more classes by some teachers jointly contributions to the proliferation of population classes in Nigeria school.
Therefore, recentralization from these studies are restricted since some economics can sustain class size reduction advocated in studies on effects of class size on teaching government, whereas the same cannot be said to countries like Nigeria. In all 100 teachers of social studies responded to questionnaire while teachers were selected randomly for oral interview. 44 of the respondents to the questionnaire were male while the remaining 56 respondents were females. 
This represents 44% and 56% of the total respondents respectively. The respondents were term in from 10 secondary schools and on a find where social studies teacher were not up to five on a school. Social studies teachers who has taught the subject at one time or the other will suffer for this type of situation. 45 items questionnaire was constructed in order to elicit the responses of social studies teachers on this perception of population classes. 34 of the items generated in the questionnaire were 4 scale like type items while items 30 which has 7 sub items is a 4 like type items. 
For easy computations 4 like type responses were analyzed in their original moreover, government should organizes in service training programme for teaching in education such as now pedagogical practices and teaching 
method such as exercises might prepare teachers to better tackle the exigencies of population classes.
Such administration should on their own part in the first instance be cognizant of one undesirability of population classes and they must therefore do everything within their power to discourage the trend. This can be achieved if they press demand for adequate employment of teachers in schools the discouragement of such practices like merger of 2 more classes.
Another important step required of school administration is to ensure that professionally qualified social studies teachers are employed to teach the subject. This is to ensure that only teachers that are versed on the problem solving approaches to the teaching at social studies and who are able to adopt approach teaching methods to its teaching the subject. Effective teaching of social studies require rating less than this, moreover, school administration should encourage teachers to attend seminars, work shop and conferences on educational development periodically.
The situation in which school administrations attempt to stile teachers interest in service training programs should therefore abate.
Social studies should in the first instance, within the content of the contemporary schools situation accept the incidence of population classes as an “unavoidable evil” that cannot be eradicated immediately. Bearing this on moral, they should not allow their motivation to be sub-cartable to the dampening effects that could emanate from frustration concomitant at population class leaching.
Social studies should not discouraged by classes (Population class) in making student write exercise, assignment and tests as frequently as possible. This provides adequate information for the teacher on how well students attain learning outcomes. Teaching should also Endeavour to mark such exercise and provide feedback to student.
CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
SUMMARY 
This study was specifically arrived at determining the effects of population classes on effective teaching of social studies. The study was therefore carried out in Edu local government based on the prevalence of population in the town as result of intractable population explosion problems.
The review of relevant literature on population classes indicated that there is a dire need of social studies. This topic has clouded appropriate attention in the past apparently due to death of relevant literature on it especially with regards of the Nigerian situation in short are can concede that the proliferation of the its negative effects on non committed stance of people involved in educational practice. The latter is most likely the case.
A search though relevant literature also provided a catalogue of problems attributed to population cases, which invariably militates against effective teaching. However, regrettably enough, most of these studies were conducted in developed nation whose economic realities contrast diametrically with the subsisting situation in developing nations like Nigeria.
CONCLUSION
In  view of the fact, the essence of social conclusion on the Nigeria school curriculum emanated from the desire to rectify the dysfunctions of the inherited education system and to involve pupils ore meaningful and purposeful learning activities bases on investigation examination and observation of their own immediate nigh house hood embodying both social, physical, economical, political, religious, scientific and technological environment (Akonkaye Etal 1996) concerted efforts should be made by all and Sunday ensure of effect teaching regardless of class size.
Therefore, social studies teachers should always be congnizance of the fact that the same learning outcome could be achieved on population or small class depending on how dynamic the teachers is on choice of teaching method. (Mark Lund, 1963) as well as the appropriate use of teaching aids more over, teachers personal qualities which enable there is to perform at difficult tents on the control of studies will stand individual teachers in better stead over others class control is directly linked to effective teaching. Therefore, whether in a population or small class the ability of the teachers to control students will determine the effectiveness of teaching in essenle teacher should not only have a mastery of the subject mater but also be conversant with control the students.
Above all, social studies teacher should epitomize ideal professional teachers while commenting on the characteristics of effective social study teachers.
      


RECOMMENDATIONS
This have undoubtedly unearthed some of the perennial problems concomitant of population classes, which precludes the effective teaching of social studies in school class, it is in this regard that the following recommendation are made for the government school Administrators and social studies.
Government should endeavor to do more than paying up service to the indispensability of education must be accorded a pride of place through the volume of financial and manpower resources required for the smooth running of the education sector. Some mire schools should be established while facilities in old schools should be expanded to accommodate increasing population of students.
It is also imperative that government either implement policies which stipulate class size e.g. the recommendation by the national commission for college of education, which demands teachers pupil ration to be pegged at 1:25 or promote the development of new ones that would redress the deplorable and unfavorable teacher pupil ration which are in reality very high in contemporary school situation.
Government should also ensure that instructional materials were adequately provided in schools in other to facilitate effective teaching.
Therefore, effort should be made to procure teaching aids like television, video machine and tapes. Computer, radio tap players as well as current text books.
Regrettably through, even textbooks are not accessible to most students whose parent can all afford them while school libraries also lack such current textbooks. Few students have the prescribed textbooks for a particular subject and this hamper effective teaching.
