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ABSTRACT
The purpose of the study was to investigate the effect of parental socio-economic background on academic performance of primary school pupils in early childhood care education in Ilorin West L.G.A, Kwara State. The sample consisted of one hundred (100) pupils whose parents were made to complete a structure questionnaire used as instrument to guide the study. Simple percentage frequency was to analyse the data collected. Result of the investigation shows that parents of high socio-economic background have significant effect on the academic performance of their children one of the major recommendation was that all parents, irrespective of their socio-economic background should Endeavour to promote the education of their children in all school 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
	This research looks into the indication that parent’s income exerts great influence on children achievement in the schools. There is also a perceived significant relationship between parent’s social statuses. Its influence on the child’s achievement drive in the school is enormous. This results corroborates with the views of Hyman (2021) when he stated that parents of middle class often aims higher for their children to achieve success in life.
Education remain the only tool for self-development and relieved, emancipation economic buoyancy and political consciousness. It’s an instrument of empowerment that is bestowed on the offspring’s and wards by parents and guardians. In the traditional African society education was employed as an instrument of invitation, vocational and community development and transmission of value and norms from one generation to the other. Education in the traditional African society was qualitative and functional, hence joblessness and unemployment was never experienced.
Today education still remains the best legacy that in inheritable from parents/guardians and upon it scientific and technological advancement rest. In view of the importance attached to education by government and parents. It is the most growing industry and enterprises over the years hence the periodic appraisal and evolution of new policies in line with national philosophy. Over the years several policies have been implemented resulting in the over hauling system, for instance the 9-3-4 educational  system evolved as a need to revolutionaries the country scientifically and technologically (Ipaye 2019, Adebitu 2023).
Comparing the fees in public and private schools Adeleke (2024) observes that fees in private schools are very exorbitant and average parents are mostly able to afford payment of the fees. Today a line of demarcation has been drawn between the rich and poor in terms of the schools their children attend. To many people the public schools are for the children of the rich. However, it is obvious that the public school parade highly qualified teacher even though some people complained of the failing standard of education.
From the prevailing socio-economic realities. It is glaring that the socio-economic status of the parents may determine the type of school the children or ward attend. It is not an over statement that what the child become a product of many variable including the home. The parents equips the child with expectations about his future with criteria of success and through his culture and language with a particular disposition towards the dominant value of the schools. Unfortunately, for those children who do not acquire culture, they arrive at the school with a disadvantage  for the fact that they do not have the case and familiarity of those their family background are already equipped with necessary schools to handle demands of an academic challenge.
In addition, the class membership and economics factor can directly or indirectly affect the form of education the child receives and the point at which such education could be terminated. A corollary to this is that the child may be endowed with potentials to achieve high but deprived of educational and support of reliable financial resources, he might then be unable to attain his goal. According to Bojumiye (2021) a child from a low socio-economic status might of for careers that will demand meager financial resources even though he has the opportunity for careers which demand huge amount of money from a wealthy parents.
On the other hand, a child from a wealthy parents is assured of necessary requirements for his educational attainment has adequate supply of schooling materials attends better primary and post primary institution. Well and Shan (2023) respond that the well-educated and wealthy families produce more than their fairs share of professional such as engineers, physicians, lawyer and so on. According to them, this is due to the ability of the parents to afford the financial burden. Therefore the study attempt to investigate on the effect of parent’s socio economic background on primary school pupil’s academic performance.

Statement of the Problems
	Socio-economic background is determined by variables such as occupation, educational level and income and all these have significant impact on the achievement drive of the children, therefore this study attempts to confirm the relationship between variables in Ilorin metropolis parents educational value  and students’ academic performance parents income and students’ academic performance, parents socio background and students’ academic performance.
Purpose of the Study
	The parent’s role in the educational attainment of the child cannot be over-emphasized either positively or negatively. Therefore, the objective of the study are the following 
i. Examine the effects of parent’s occupation on the students’ academic performance    
ii. Investigating the effects of parents education level on the students’ academic performance
iii. Examine the effect of parents income on students academic performance  
iv. Examine the effect of parents age or students academic performance  
v. Examine the effect of parents  gender on students academic performance 

Research Questions 
The study intends to provide answer to the following question
1. Is there any significant difference in the perception of male and female pupils on the effects of socio economic background  on their academic  performance 
2. Is there any significant difference in the perception of old and young pupils on the effect of parents socio-economic background on pupils academic performance?
3. Does parental level of income has any effect on pupil’s academic performance in schools?
4. Is there any significant difference in the perception of primary school students on the level of socio economics status of the parents and pupils academic performance?
Research hypothesis 
Ho1: Male and female pupils perception on the relationship between parents educational level and academic performance do not differ significantly
Ho2: Young and older pupils perception on the relationship between parents occupation and academic   performance do not differ significant?
Ho3: Pupils perception on the relationship between parents income and academic performance do not differ significantly.
Ho4: Primary pupils perception on the relationship between parents social background and academic performance do not differ significantly
Significance of the Study 
	Several variables interplay in the academic achievement drive of primary school pupils in Ilorin Westis not an exception. Besides, the diligent views of the causes of socio-economic problems in our society and its subsequent effects on pupil’s academic   performance therefore, hope that result of this study would be of immense benefit in generating effective assessment therapy and evaluation package for the proper management of the students in the school.
	The study would also serve as a forum to seek  for equal educational opportunity between the “Haves” and  “Have not” the finding will assist the government in prevailing necessary facilities in public school that could  enhance the academic attainment of the students.
The study would be an eye opener for the parents to realize the essence of impacts of their status on the children academic achievement. This will further serves as impetus for the parents to harness their resources towards the child education; finally the findings serves as term of references for future researchers
Scope and Delimitation of the Study  
	The study of limited to the five primary schools in Ilorin west local government of Kwara State and focus on the effect of the parents socio-economic background on the pupils academic performance.

Social class and Children Academic performance 
The concept “Social Class” could be described as social  status, the membership of which  often develop in term value, attitude or life-style (Ogunlade 2019) Hyman (2020), opined that member of low working class  places lower value on education and the motivation of the offspring to achieve tin the school is generally low. According to him. the parent of middle working class often aim higher for their children to achieve success in life lack a class The concept ‘’social class’’ could be described as social status, the membership of which often develop in term value, attitude or life-style (Ogunlade, 2021) Hyman (2023) opined that member of low working class places lower value on education, and the motivation of the off spring to achieve in the school is generally low. According to him. The parent of middle working class often aim higher for their children to achieve success in life.  Lack a classical attitudes of parents of low social class have led children being procreated without must plan.
	In a similar view Coriffiths(2019) found that the middle class children show greater conformity to middle class value, and Leshan (2021) described the discipline in a lower class family as consisting of threatening and immediate punishment.
	Grossman Wrigher (2023) found that social class was related to social acceptance the higher level of father’s occupation, the more popular and accepted 
		The effects of religion in behaviour have not always been clear cut (miland les, 2022), in general those who claim to be religious appear to be less forgiving, more prejudiced and rigid than those who are less religious (Meanmous and Johnson 2019) research findings on religious beliefs and behaviours may bit clear cut, but religious can affect child development in some obvious ways such as experience social activity inter group relation (midland les, 2024).
Lambert  and wolf (2023), concluded that a belief in a powerful and punishing God has been related to a primitive approach to child rearing, and similarly difference in attitudes toward achievement among children have been linked to the religion of their parent (Elder, 2021), Ibinkunle , (2024).
	Another important variable in parents social classes the family size. The size and structure of family varies and this has an effect on the amount of attention and stimulation, opportunities for peer play and the number of adult models have to imitate and learn from. The effects of family size have also been studies and in general, it seems that having a development (clausen and clausen, 2019). A study of Dutch boy of children’s intellectual ability declines (Bedmont and moralla, 2021).
(Family size has been acknowledge as one of the factors of family influence on academic performance (Nisbet, 2023, musgrave, 2020). They are convinced that the larger the family size, the lower the intelligence of its members. Most of the studies suggest that measured intelligence (14) varies directly with the size of the family and this correlation cuts across social class lines, Basset (2008), explain that whatever the cause, the quality of life in most large families does influence measured intelligence, and perhaps even attitude towards school.
		Obinga (2023), reported that well nurtured pupils may perform better in academic works than their counter parts.
	The following is an institution, which provides for a child’s primary socialization and initial education Halsey (2019) noted that it is clear the children from extreme from social groups with in societies are exposed from an early age of separate and distinct patterns of learning before their formal education begins. Rosen (2024) noted the social class sometimes differ in their orientation to life. According to him the middle class is more likely that the lower social class to embrace the achievement value syndrome.
· Parent economics class and students’ academic performance
Owodunni (2024) observed that parental income is also very relevant to a child’s education and academic performance, and this is because the ability to provides the school materials for the child as well as ensure economic security for the child depends on the amount of income carried by the parent. Ezenti (2021); noted that those parents who possess the financial means will most likely be willing to provide their children with books and necessary school materials and they also encourage their children at home or employ part time teacher to assist them. It is great help to a child to live in a pleasant surroundings, be provides with educational toys, to attend private schools with high staff (musgrave 2019).
Also, stones (2021), and Bankole (2023), concluded that the children from poor home were likely to show to a great extent the effect of undernourishment, illness and steepness. They further a noted that there is also likely to be a negative attitudes towards going to school which manifest itself in truancy, thereby lowering academic performance. It reported that if a child’s total constitution is undetermined, his general health bad and his physique malformed through ignorance, carelessness or sheer lack of interest by uneducated, low income parents, the child may be backward in a general educational progress, also, coming from well to do and educated family predisposes one to a richer social and cultural milieu and forms that are conducive and encouraging to intellectual activities (Niwa-chil,2024).
	Ogunwale (2022) claimed that higher academic attainment is commonly found among the children from privilege economic background is perhaps accountable to the value placed on education by the parents, mudi (2021), emphasized that the children from rich parent are already accustomed to most of the necessary things for their schooling programmes right from their home. According to him, these ingredients include video, television, and telephone radio, good food and host of others which could enable them to be well accepted in the school. On the other hands, the children of the poor have with experience that are relevant to the school from home, thus they are at disadvantaged position and may not be able to complete well with Others (Ipaye,2019).
Children of the unemployment often loose their sense of sensitivity began to suffer from anxiety (Williams 2024), and Breunian and Stoten (2019) found that parental unemployment doutes the risk of young children being admitted. O’ Biren (2021) has suggested that the father’s loss may cause him to assist authority through violence and there is a clearly established relationship between income level and scholastic progress (Erren and wedge, 2024) hence children of the unemployment may not do well in the class.
There is a strong relationship betweenparents income and nutrition in the family (Bamidele and Kayode 2023). Mere are money increasing number of research studies indicating that many learning and behaviour problems are not directly related to diet (person and long 2024) it has repeatedly being demonstrated that foods cracked for by a particular child are often the most likely the cause of problems (Smith 2022,) and crook (2022) summaries the influence of nutrition that what a child eats can make him devils, or hyperactive.
The prevailing economic hardship being experienced in many homes have adverse effects in the child’s development. According to Idowu (2022) and Oyerinde (2024), many parents abandon their responsibilities of adequate education and rearing to search for economics fortunes. They observed in cities like Lagos, both parents live, home early and return very late in the night when the children might have slept, and in most cases have no role model to emulate.
Commencing Nigeria economic situation, Sanusi (2023), observed that Nigeria families could no longer afford balance diet, and children attend school without relevant learning materials, little pocket money and inadequate inclusive to facilitate learning. Similarity, the children of the poor may experience retreated growth and development which have appreciable impacts on the social interaction of the children on the school (Ogunleye, 2023).
According to him, parent’s poverty may be exhibit in the child shabby dressing and non-possession relevant school materials, and this may determine the types of relationship such a child keeps in the school.
Parents educational level and students performance 
The family is considered as an environment, which represents a set of power. Persisting forces affecting a human characteristics such as the child educability which is undergoing rapid development at a particular period especially during pre-school age. (Hess, 2021). Right from the birth until the age of about six years when the child starts schooling, the family environment that imitates the child into cultural heritage of the entire society and the child from the family that the child obtains his status, and quite often, the status of the family determines the status of child (Udo, 2022).
The level of parents education also influence the Childs education and his/her academic achievement well educated parents are known to which their own children to benefit from quality education as they have done, (Osintokin, 2022), and therefore strive to provide all the encouragement and amenities required for the child’s academic success.
Oladose (2023), also noted that educated parents are most likely to take interest in the child’s school work and success on the child part in most likely to be rewarded by approval whether expressed verbally or otherwise. According to Babatunde (2019),the positive attitude of educated parents to the education of their children would be seen as the one of the most important aspects of family environment that could affect the level of intellectual development as well as the academic performance of such children in school.
In addition to the counsel received in the school, the educated parents provide the children with adequate information on study habits, career choice and personal relations that are facilitating to excellent work, Fengbeja (2018) observed Oyeniyi (2021), also explained that the child of the education parents receive guidance on types of education programmes to watch or listen or read on television, a radio or newspaper. According to him, this guidance becomes imperative in view of the abundant uneducated materials on news print in the country.
Children of the educated parent observed to develop better self-concept (underwood, 2018) self-concept is viewed as a powerful system of cognitive structure that is quite likely to meditate interpretation of responses to extents and behaviour directed at or involving the individuals (Humies, 2020) 
According to him, the way one perceives oneself from the foundation of ones thinking aspiration and of course determine one’s view of the world. Experience showed that children with unfavorableself-concept are strongly motivated to avoid failure by trying to avoid competitive situation where their defense may be highlighted (maw and maw, 2019). Coppersmith (2020), and Sarasan (2021) reported a correlation of 36 between positive concept and school achievement
Parents occupation and students academics performances
Parents are engaged in different types of occupations that have direct or indirect bearing on the student’s attitude to school. According to Umoh (2024), parent’s occupation has strong correlation with the students achievement drive. He reported that certain professional parents wish their children are award to progress in their job and therefore provide basic ingredients such as textbooks, exposure and experience that would assist in getting through. Similarity, Bojumoye (2019) observed that parents are professions also make necessary contacts to ensure that their children’s also progress in it. According to him, certain professions like, medical doctor, pharmacist, lawyers, secretary and engineer and so on exert influence on their children to take to their profession. The stance he observed many serve as motivating factor for the children to perform well in the school.
Also, Alabi (2022), reports that some parents are seriously involved in their business that they share little time with their children.They come home early and not come back until late night, hence they may not share in the aspirations of the children.
Studies of Kolade (2019),and Soladoye (2021) associated parents occupation with students’ academic performances.
They explain that certain professions are at advantage to provide necessary guide and counsel that could assist the children in their achievement drive, for instance an educational parent has abundant experience that would guide their children/wards toward achieving success in the school. Suleiman (2023). Observes that children of educationalists are adequately opportune to attend the best school, choose the most appropriate subject and also progress in lucrative occupations.
Appraisal of Literature Reviewed
Children are born into revived social setting and this has significant impact on their attitudes to school work and development. The parent’s social class has pronounced effects on the child’s total development including his/her achievement drive. The mother of middle social class tends to be more attentive and are of their children feelings
Similarly, family size is related by type of a social class a parent belongs, and family size is studied to have appreciable impact on the quality of life and intelligence of the members.

Research instrument

Permission would be used to obtain from the head master of the sampled primary school to administer questionnaire on the selected student. The sample student would be assembled in a classroom in each school and copies of the questionnaire would be giving to them to supply necessary information. All the copies of questionnaire would be collected back immediately.

Table 10: shows that the ‘r’ call is 0.248 and this is greater than the ‘r’ table of 0.19 therefore hypothesis four which states that primary pupils perception on the relationship between parents social status and academic do not differ significantly is rejected education programmers 
Summary of findings
There was a significance difference in male and female pupil’s perception on the relationship between parents educational and academic performance.
· Male and female pupils of that there was a relationship between parents occupation and academic performance
· Pupils that a relationship existed between parents income and academic performance
· Primary pupils perceived that there was a relationship between parents social status and academic performance
Discussion of the following
	The testing of hypothesis one state that significantly relationship existed between parent’s level of education and pupil’s academic performance. This result implies that the parent education may affect the pupils academic performance positive or negatively.
	This result is in consonance with earlier submission ofOyeniyi (2021) and Oladosu (2023) noted that educated parent are mostly likely to have interest in the child’s school work, similarly, Oyeniyi (2022)also observed that educated (2024)are not receive guidance on.
	The result showed that the pupils perceive that significant relationship existed between parents occupation exert influence on children academic performance this result is supported by Durodola (2022) Kolade (2022) and Soladoye (2022) . Durodola (2023) reported that some parents occupation does not allows them to monitor their children progress in the school, while Kolade (2023) and Soladoye(2022) associated parents occupation with children academic performance
	Owodunni(2023), fraser (2023) Avwagwaruule (2024)and Ogunwale (2024) lend credence to the findings Owodunni (2024), report that parents income is relevant to children education, Fraser (2023) reported that correlation between parents income was high, and Avwagwarvule (2023), reported that the children studied could not do well because of the parents could not provide  for the relevant school material. Similarly, Ogunwale (2023) claimed that higher academic assessment is commonly found among children from privilege economics.

	Descriptive survey was adopted for the study and primary school pupils in Ilorin west constituted the population. Simple random sampling technique was used to select then primary schools however, purposive technique was used to select one hundred respondents.
	Questionnaire was the only research instrument to collect relevant information from the respondent copies of the questionnaire were validated by the project supervisor and other lecturer, while test-retested method was adopted to determine the reliability co-efficient of the instrument permission was obtained from the relevant authority of the selected primary school to administer question on the students.
	Person moment correlation co-efficient method was used to test all the hypothesis at 0.05 level of significant below is the summary of the results.
· Significance relationship existed between parent occupation and pupil’s academic performance.
· Significance relationship existed between parent and income and pupils academic performance.
· Significance relationship existed between parent and social status and pupil’s academic performance.


Conclusion

The level of parent’s education is important in the overall development of the child, most especially in the education and rearing of the child.
	Well educated parents are advantage position to meaningfully guide the children’s towards making realistic choice and attention of aspiration in the aspiration of the child and facility achievement drive is associated with the parental level of education.
	Parent’s education have direct hearing in the school. The interest in the children’s school works could be determine by the type of occupation. Similarly parental occupation may influence positively the children attitude to school works.
	Pupil’s academic performance is influenced by several factor most especially the parent income in view of the escalating cost of quality education in Nigeriafor the child to perform well in the school he/she needs to be well fed and adequate equipment with necessary material and also attends good school.
	Children from poor background may be deprived of these facilities, and seldom perform well academic achievement.
	The school middles play significant role in the academic achievement of the children. The social status of the parent may influence their self-concept which may have direct bearing on the children academic achievement
Recommendations
	In the right of the analyzed data, the research recommended the following.
	Parents whether learner or illiterate parents should have enthusiasm in their children school work by paying periodic visits to the school in order to monitor the child/wards progress.
	Similarly, the parent should not assume the responsibility of a school counselor in guiding the children on choice of subject or career.
	No matter the parental occupation, parents should devote time to the children studies and also share in their aspiration. Parents should not expend their energies in search of money at the determine of the children’s education or training.
	Education remains the only legacy that could be inherited, therefore parents/guidance should hardness their resource towards providing their children with quality education.
		The school library should be adequately equipped to provide an opportunity for children that could not approved to buy recommended text books
	The school should judiciously use the materials provided by their parents. The children should pursue their academic aspiration vigorously along with their parent’s socioeconomic status notwithstanding.     
	The social should operate a functional guidance and counseling program me in order to fill the vacuum created by the parent’s non-chalet attitude to their children education.
