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ABSTRACT
This study was carried out to investigate and compare pupils academic performance in Public and Private Nursery and Primary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Three hypotheses were formulated to guide the study and simple random sampling technique was used to select ten Public and Private Nursery and Primary Schools from the Local Government Area. The same method was used to select two respondents whose results were used from the schools. T-test statistical method of data analyses was used to find out the level of significant differences between the performance of pupils from Public and pupils from Private Nursery and Primary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area.
The findings of the study revealed that pupils from Private Nursery and Primary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area performed better in English Language in their Common Entrance Examination than those from the Public Schools. No significant difference was found in the performance of pupils from Public and Private Primary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area in their Common Entrance Examination in Mathematics and General Paper.
It was recommended that: Government should ensure neatness of school environment in Public Primary Schools, employ qualified teachers, ensures proper monitoring of the Public Schools, instill school discipline among the pupils and teachers and that other stake holders in education should complement the efforts of the government and the school in the academic pursuit of the pupils both in Public and Private Nursery and Primary Schools in the Local Government Area.   
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
