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ABSTRACT
	The research whole examined the attitude of parents towards Girl Child Education in Ilorin west local government area of kwara state. A discipline approach was considered for the research work. 
	Three research questions were maize for the showing. Questionnaire was adopted for the collection of data from the sampled parents in Ilorin west local government area of kwara state. Simply percentage was the state heel tools used for the analysis of the data collected. 
	The result of the finding revealed that parental socio economic background of the parents determines the extent to which their children are given adequate education (formal education ) also parents in Ilorin west area have negative attitude towards their children education. 
	Therefore, it is recommended, that strong and campaigns should be created to encourage parents to give necessary education to their girl children owing to the importance of education in the life of the children bearing in mind that education is an asset  that parents can give  to their children. 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study
Education has been the fulcrum of development in Nigeria just as in the other nation of the world. It is equally a vital instrument of change,Itis therefore the duty of every citizens in the society to educate its young both male and female. Education is a way of civilizing that lead to decent life and ensure collective effort s of the citizen to develop the community. But over the year’s education of girl have dropped drastically in favor of boys. 
	In pre-independent missionary. Mission schools were predominantly boys. The reasons can be attributed to socio-cultural value of cultural, value of the society and the policy of colonial government aimed at producing able bodies, literals men to serve as clerk. Sole effort made by government at that time was the establishment of queens college Lagos in 2021. However, effort to educate a girl-child will not only make her to be emancipate of but it will also make her a contributor to national development and stability saying that “Educate a man you educate an individual, educate a woman you educate a nation”.  As a result Herman Dons effort have been put in place to equalized male and female education in the country particularly in Ilorin township.
	A major factor responsible for the society like warm attitude towards girl-child, education is the parental that is the preference that is the preference they have in boy-child education to girl-child education for the following reasons.
1. Any money or income earned belong to the husband of which therefore educational benefited goes to the husband  with money spent in such education is a loss to the parent.
2. A married girl is no longer a member of her own family but that of her husband’s.
With these, therefore parents favor the education of their son to that of the daughter. The son is expected to do among other things, pay for the training of younger sibling. Provide shelter for parents if the don’t have any or improve on the existing shelter, care and nurture parents during their old age or son after (Helson) is gainful employment and above all maintain the family name (Femilola 2022).
From the socio-cultural points of view the girls arrival, is seen as a disappointed by most families. Celebrations that follows the arrival of girl-child  is usually low-keyed compared to that of the boy. Linked to this the issue of marrying the girls out at an early age. Most girls usually run away from the unwanted husband to the street as prostitute , because some men sees it as a money making avenue. 
There is also the belief that woman are biological weak. Ipaye (2022) Quoted little and Boserup (2024) saying that “woman are regarded as a second or minor to men”. This natural tendency is capitalized by assigning role to the women, rate that are loss to girl-child education do not show those efforts made to see female education worth by promote, it is therefore necessary to find out specially, the attitude of parent towards female education.

Statements of the Problem 
The role of female in our society is highly notice able in education, hence Babarinde (2021) viewed that there is a growing campaign and action in recent years. One female educations this is evident in various scheme establish for the purposes of increasing the enrolment and to retain girl-child in schools. 
	Despite all efforts so far made, there are factors that serve as hundred to compensate for  these effort, parents attitude is one of the constraints, it is therefore necessary to find out specially, those uncooperative, behavior  exhibited by parents in sending girl-child to school.
Purpose of the Study 
	Girl-child education had suffered neglects in the hands of those involved in the provision of education, particularly the parents,during the last decades where the awareness of sending girl-child children to school was at it’s peak, there are areas in Nigeria that girl-child education is an abomination. This study therefore aimed at finding out uncooperative behavior associated with parents discouraging/preventing their girl-child from attending schools.
Research Questions
For the purposes of this study the following question were asked in order to achieve our purposes on research.
1. Do historical factors impede girl-child education in Ilorin west local government area?
2. Is there any impediments caused by socio-economic factors to girl-child education in Ilorin west local government area?
3. Does traditional cultural belief negatively affect girl-child education in Ilorin west local government area?
Significance of the Study
This study will be of some help to policy makers in education, they become aware of the present tends and complexities pertaining to parents unfavorable attitude toward sending girl child to school. As a result of specific policy formulated to encouraged parent that sending a girl- child to school in worthy pursuing.
The study will be of great significance to counsellor. The study will equip the counsellor with useful information on parents attitude towards female children it will also help the counsellor to counsel both  parents and the female students .
Scope and Delimitation of the Study 
	This study considered parents attitude towards a girl-child education, as a case study its nature, this research was limited to some secondary schools in Ilorin west local government area. 
Definition of Terms
Girl- child female in the early age: 
· Policy: a formalized set of procedure designed to guide behavior.
· Attitude: way of behavior or one reaction to certain things 
· Parents: are mother and father of the children that gave birth to the children. 
· Education: art of imparting knowledge from the teacher to the pupils.

· Sex education:sex education is a planned process of education that faster acquisition of factual information, it may also be defined as the education or learning experiences provided to facilitate the instigation of the semantic, emotional, intellectually and social aspect of social being. 
· Towards:  this term also means the attitude of parents in direction of introducing sex education in selected secondary schools.
· Introduction: this simply means the act of bringing of new system into existence in educational programes.

	It is obvious that education parse is not limited to particular sex, the principles therefore is most likely education for all at age irresponsible of sex education is the right of all human being male and female, but over the years it has been noticed that the education of girls have dropped drastically In favour of the boys. During the missionary most schools were predominantly  boys the marginalization of the girls then was partly attributed to socio-cultural values of the society. The emphasis of the colonial government then was not given Nigeria proper education but to educate a few so that they will be able to serve under the white men as a clerk.
	The first major step in the area of female education in Nigeria started in the 2023curriculum conferences that seeks among other things provided equal access to education at all level. Diversified the curriculum to meets the need to recommends the establishment of co-educated institution. The development culminated in the formation of the national policy provides for equal educational opportunities for all Nigeria citizen irrespective of sex.  The united nation through its universal declaration of human rights, few years ages past had a great crusade against illiteracy everywhere in the world without regard to race, sex, social status and religion.
	In this regards, attempt has been made on the question of what constitutes,parent attitude toward a girl-child education. 
Their willing or refusal for their female child to go to school.
The Nigerian Conceptsof the Girl–Child
	The girl –child has become and endangered species in every aspect of life, including education women are increasing becoming poorer because they cannot get well paid job or access to credits facilities available to better their lots.
	Ajiboye (2022) asserted that women had been looked upon as inferior beings and has chatted that could be bought and sold. They could be treated any how they could beaten she went further to say that women enjoyed loss of right than men women were and still had in no higher regards.
	In Nigeria like other African countries, father looks for male successor, and for a male child be much could be spent for his education, but as for female it is considered a waste to spend a lot of money on educating here as she will eventually end up in another man’s house.
	Also Akanbi [2023], stated that the pronouncement of the arrival of a baby girl is not accomplished with much rejoicing, as that of a baby boy in some families and to some people on whether there a boys children already in the family who will inherit the family name, and properties or not women who continuously have girls stand of getting doors, such women continue to give birth non-stopa which they are likely to have a boy child. But things have changed nowadays because some have see it has wonderful gift from God just as the male also.
	Tolani [2023], explain that many of Africans and Asia countries aspire to have son in response to societal expectation 
	Bello [2022], observed in Adamawa state that the girl child is basically valued for economic use reasons this is in term of role, a sources of labor in the home she cooks cared for babies, fetches water and firewood and do many other house hold chores, in addition to hawking which is very common to the girl child ideas even achievements but more for her services submissiveness, and at best her good looks therefore thought of allowing a girl child to attend schools by parents or any references to girl child by the society is doubt In the countries like Nigeria.
Relevance of SexEducation on Girl Child Education
The complex physiological adjustment to new physical demand imposed by the body,posses conflict for must young people. At the very point in life where sexuality became a compelling force, social rites and regulations place great borders upon the individual to control or express these desires (Dopemu 2022).
	Adolescents must learn how to function within the constraints of these rules and regulation, they may verbal against them deny or ignore their inter passions but in any case, the extent of the rules their tell as many of the sexual fear and conflict of this period are as a result of the mixed message of convey to the adolescent who is searching for a sexual identify (Lunfifra 2023) .
The reasons include the following?
· Nigeria secondary school students out to know and understand what constitute women hood and man hood without any embarrassment, they need adequate adjustment biologically and educationally.
· Physical and sexual aggression are characteristic of the adolescents. Nigeria teenagers are no exception. Therefore, they need an education that will aid them channel their sex impulses along responsible and desirable ends.
· Adolescents hence idea and questioning mind they are a person, who are learning to grow, they cannot achieve this is isolation or without the express guidance of their parents and the agencies In the society like the school as people getting ready for the future formal sex education must be part of their growth and it must be taught to help them abstain from it at a teens age.
· Lack of accurate sex information has created and is still creating a lot of problems to the youth, parents and the entire society such problem include unwanted pregnancy, increasing rate of abortion in spite of all risk involved contraction of sexually transmitted disease with their short term and long term consequences such as infertility out of wed lock, children early marriage, forced marriage uncompleted education (drop out) birth rate of sexual promise (AL-HASSAN 2023).
Status and Problem In The Education Of Nigeriangirl- Child
	Illiteracy rate in most developing countries is quite high, and it has been found to be even high for girls than for boys.Adewale (2022) states that 33% of the 850 million illiterates in the developing world are women, this has the belief that Nigeria girl child has that of the boys has equal constitutional right to education as it was stated in the national policy on education NPE 2023). The situation in Nigeria is not much different Sambo (2022), presents a clear picture when they write; Nigeria write a population of about 88million according to the united nations guideline on population, the actual number of children attending primary schools in 1999 were found to be 14.91 million which support that 7.09 million are loitering around the street nationwide.
	The denial of girl-child education is a product of many factors,examining the seriousness of the situation.  Zone (2023), observed that if you choose a desk in school in the developing world there is chance that it will be occupied by a boy this according to her is because, in such countries the male child is favored since is considered to be the future bread winner, this is one retrogressive discriminations, that exists in education of the girl-child and boy –child. 
	In the school environment also some unfavorable conditions militate against her education if and when she finds herself in school her roles in the home affect her performances and subsequently how attainment in the society it is not strange to find girl-child missing school, for weeks because some members of the family is disposed or a baby has been born into the family, the boys, schooling is not interrupted by such, but that of a girl because she will assist in taking care of the baby.
	Furthermore, more girls who came to school from poor background are most likely to fall prey for sex exploiters especially when they attempt to imitate some group of morally bankrupts who have because slaves to materials value;- it is sadden to find some teachers whose responsibility is to guide and protects the girls abuse them sexually for instance, Adewole (2021) reported nails researcher on child right at finding out that 6% of sexual abuse of such girls were identified as those abuse by the teachers in their schools.
The Expected Role of The Girl-Child In Nation Development 
	One of the international indices for measuring a nation level of development, in the level of the literacy, where the illiteracy rate is high the country is considered to be under developed. Most developed countries of the world have literacy rate as high as 70% and above, and has helped their development. 
	There is the rates issue of women endorsement through various governments programme l .e better life programmed, family economics advancement, despite many women have been able to use these various programmes for their economic advancement, because they are not educational an instruments in girl-child education today, will empower them to make meaningful contribution on matters of nation building.
	Education of the girl-child does not necessarily implies that she has to get a paid job, when the girl-child is appropriately educated she will acquires skills that can make her self –employed she will know where around how to get access to credit facilities to run her business. She can even became an employed of labor there by contributing positively to the economy of the country Adeolu (2023), has identified three major ways by which education promote economic growth of the society and these are as follows, 
(a) Education increase the allocation efficiency by increasing, the flexibility and mobility of the labor 
(b) Education promote technical changes and this, productivity and output growth in various ways 
(c) Education raises the productivity and income of makers either through the diffusion of skills or the organization of work procedures.
Based on this, it is clear that education is the vehicle for development hence, inviting in people (girls) is perhaps the most significant investment that the developing nations can make. An educated women is an economic asset, with important implications for the sustainability of economic growth, because if you educate a girl child you educate the nation.
	Nationaldevelopment, women made great contributions in Nigeria include the lengendary,Moremi of ileife,Emotan of Benin, Queen Amina of Zaria and Madam Tinubu of Egba land other contemporary achievers include madam FunmilayoKuti, Mary OnyalaYusuf, Hajia (OR) LadiKwali, Messi Bola KuforijiOlobi, FrankaAfagbua and many others. 
Appraisalof Literature Reviewed 
The chapter examines various literature and relevant researchers contributions on the attitude of parents towards the Girl-child education in Ilorin west local government area, kwara state, it discussed the concepts of education, concepts of girl-children education in Nigeria, status and problem encountered in the instruction of girl-child education in Nigeria and the expected roles of the girl-child in national development from the view of Adewale (2021) Agwu (2023), Abimbola (2021), walaka (2024) , abadebo (2024), uyanga (2022) Adewole (2023) Sambo(2022) Bue(2020) NPE (2023) shiehanc (2021).



CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
This chapter deals with method and procedure used in carrying out this study. The chapter was  discussed under follow: Research Design, Population for the study, sample and sampling techniques, procedure used, and the instrument used, validity of the instrument, reliability of the instrument, method of Data Analysis 
Research Design
The main aim of the study is finding out the attitudes of parents towards girls-child education in selected secondary school in Ilorin west local government area of kwara state. 
The decision adopted for this study is descriptive research design, information was gathered through the use of questionnaire


Population
The target population of research is made up of entire secondary school in Ilorin west local government area of kwara state.
Sample and Sampling Technique
Since number of secondary schools in the area of study were many. Hence samples schools comprising five schools were selected for this study, adopting purposive samples techniques. 
In each sampled schools ten (10) students served with questionnaire on the whole fifty (50) questionnaires were used for this study.
Instrumentation               
The instrument used for this study consist of seven (20) items each item requires the respondent (selected students) to provide answers to the question asked the respondent what they might heard on the parentsattitude, feelings, beliefs, complain on their unwillingness to allow them attend schools.
Validity of The Instrument
The instruments, was validated in the sense that result of maximum cooperation of some teachers sought for the check, if the items in questionnaire was answer according to how it suppose to be without allowing project supervisor help to ascertain both face and content validity of the instruments.
Reliability of the Instrument
The reliability of the instruments was administered twice the questionnaire to the same group after a certain time interval. The result got are compared, this to more or less than same, clearly showing it constituency in measuring that is purported to measure. With the reliability coefficient of 0.32 considered reliable enough for the instruments.


Administration of the instrument
Permission was obtained from the principal of the sampled secondary school to administer questionnaire on the selected students . The sample students will be given a copies of questionnaire in the  classroom in each school. The questionnaire will be given to supply necessary information. All the copies of questionnaire  was collected back.
Data analysis 
	Responses  to the questionnaire were score, the statistic method employed in analyzing the data collected will be analyzing using frequency count .

Research Findings and Discussion
We shall start to give the detailed description of each statements listen as contained in the questionnaire based on relatives frequency with which they occurred as follows.
Item I description on the statement: your parents believed that being in school of a girl child will be allow to emulating bad behavior in school. 230 (76.66%) agree with the statement while 70 (23.33%) disagreed.
Item two sought to know whether parents are confinement with the money they sent on the education of girl child to this end 196 (70.67%) Agreed that they do complained while 1043 (34.66%) said they don’t complained. 
On item 3, 106 (70.76%) disagree with the statement that parents like their girl-child engaged in hawking or go for house girl than going to school, while 44 (29.33%) agree with the statement.
Item 4, show that 82 (27.33%) of the statements agree that their parents have the feeling that after going to school girl-child may likely face the problem of getting husband but contrary to this 68 (22.66%) disagree with the statement.
Item 5, parents, that 116 (38.66%) of the respondent disagreed that their parents do not have believe that going to school of a girl-child may not allow her to be a good mother to her children after marriage while 34 (11.33%) agree with the statement.
Item 6, has 2 question deals with: 
(A). fear of being converted into another religion 96 (25.33%) agreed and 74 (24.66%) disagreed
(B). Abuse of virginity 102 (34%) agreed and 48 (16%) disagreed 
Item 2 of section B revealed that 85 (28.33%) of the respondents disagreed with the statement that parents see any problem regards given girl-child out for marriage and than prefer seeing the child in school and 56 (21.60%) agreed. 
Item 3, of section B is on the opinion whether the parents willingly at times duel pay their school fees. To this end 78 (26%) agreed and 72 (924%) disagreed.
On the item 1 the result showed that parents believed that girl-child emulate bad behavior in the school. The result of item two revealed that parents are not comfortable with the mush money spend on the education of their children (girl-child).
However, item three revealed that the parents are more concerned on the going to school of their children than sent them on hawking or go for house girl. Also, parents feel that after the school of the girl-child, she may likely face the problem of getting husband as presents by item 4, and item 5 show that it allowed to go to school she may not be a good mother to her children after marriage.
Moreover, in section B of the items made it clear that parents do disallow their girl-child form going to school due to fear of being converted into another religion and abuse of virginity. Item 2 revealed that do not see any bad or problem regard given their girl-child out for marriage and as a result send her to school. Finally despite the complaint on much money spent on the girl-child education they still afford to willingly and as time duel pay her school fees. 



CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCULSSION, AND RECOMMENDATIONS
	This chapter discussed the result of this study as review in the previous chapter. Also some certain recommendations were made based on the finding of the research studying. 
Summary

The war on women empowerment cannot be run until the girl-child is given approach education. This is because the girl-child war discriminate, today is women are women of tomorrow.
	The Nigeria education system today has remained essentials as elitist domain, which the poor masses hardly identify with. The system is seen as a commodity and a source of wealth, and less of services to community. 
	The paper has tried to discuss the problem of gender disparity in the Nigeria education system and Ilorin in particular the problems. 


Implication of the Study

Recommendations

(A). Government to fund education adequately preferably made girl-child education free at all level. This will serve as insensitive for both parents and female student’s willingness to school.
(B). in the community, all must be educated and enlightened sufficiency to see valuable contribution educated women can make to the nation.
Conservation attitude towards the uneducated as well as the educated women must change.
(C). The girl-child herself must be educated to enable her challenge some of the traditional unprogressive customs that in marginalize woman.  Any hostility, harassment and molestation buys given a message of superiority must not be handled lightly by counselor and teachers. 
(D). parents must be made to appreciate the value of investigation in the education of the girl-child. They need to support and encourage her to enable her cope with the challenges of unfavorable stereo-type in school activities and society.
