	This research work is investigating on the influence of family background on academic performance in primary school in Oyun local government area of kwara state.
	The instrument used for eliciting information on the information gathered was analyzed using the study  to confirm the percentage. The target population for this study is student parents and some selected teacher in Oyun Local government. 
	The result of the finding of this study confirm the standard response theory of the students selected in the sample for the study come from a middle class. Family with either both parent employed based on this result. 
	The study recommended that student should be motivated by both parents and teachers also, hard work is an important factor that influence student performance. Teacher can do this by giving the student problems to solve in the class room and outside the class.  


CHAPTER ONE 
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study 
	Family is the initiate and immediate agent of education and vital agent of socialization respectively. The home is an architect of whatever the child’s grows to become in life. The child at birth is not only truly human in behavior but he becomes human as a result of social interaction and social learning. An interaction is widely believed to starts in the first year of life within the family. It is of paramount important that the first social group in which a child holds a membership in life started from the mother, father, siblings and other relatives are either set of people with whom the child  has content with and are the first to teach him  or to sustain  in other people’s company  from birth until  the child enters school Adekeye (1994). 
	In Adekeye’s message on the effect of broken home on student’s he opined that some child may spend full time within the home or place of birth family is the place where the child first learn appropriate behavioral patterns, values, attitudes norms, and other form of behavior in the society in which he lives. 
	In the early stage of life, family is the primary and the most  important factors in the physical emotional, sociological, psychological and philosophical development of an individual .  However,  the family status of the parents has greater impact on the child’s academic performance. More so, “the socialization method and its effects differ from one place to the other one culture background. This is due to the pattern and structures of the administration and the relationship between parent and children. Aromw (2008) you and your children. 
	According to Murdock (1949), one of most  important features of a society is that it tends to be  arranged into different social strata. That is, person and families are associated with different social classes. This influences their political, social, intellectual and economic well-being of an individual. 
	Bavolek (1987) believed that the quality of education parents can give to their children depends very much on the status of the parents particularly the father in our society one status depend on how much one earn as salary how famous he is a his power and prestige. Also, the position he holds in the society and the class the belongs to what then is education? Education is seen as the process by which a society deliberately transmits his cultural beliefs and heritage through school to the people. It could be refers to as the transmission of culture and it renewal. 
	In addition, education is the aggregate of all the processes   by which a child or young adult develop his abilities, attitudes interest and other form of positive behaviors to himself and the society in which he lives (Fafunwa, 1974). However education being the surest and best factors that can bring about rapid development in any society, is concerned with over all socio-political, economical, physical mentally and moral aspect of every individual. It is not doubt, imperatives in this study to site the family is either having positive or negative impact on the academic achievement of student because it bring that moral dignity and value, self conscious on such child and self realization. Parental influence could either be the nuclear family or extended family, but the resultant effect on academic performance of student in what matter most. 
	To look at it from this angle the children who lives under their parent guardian and supervision academically perform better-off compared to those student who lives without their parent. This has  great influence on the children due to parental  care and loves.

	 Family status has affected the academic performance  of pupils therefore, the extent to which this problem has affected the pupils performance is to determined. A lot of students are fond of hawking selling goods roaming about the streets, running away from school due to undue pressure child labor, child abuse and all the social vices ranging from poverty  unemployment  of parent among others  being a factor of low socio-economic status of other families who enjoy all the basic necessity of life . the resulted  effects of these two classes on academic performance of primary school students’ call for the research work.

Concept of Family Background 
	 The family is the first socio group the learner interacts with, so the family plays  a lot of roles in the academic life of learners the home environment and type of family set up goes to  a long way to determine a learners success or failure. 
	In any given situation, parent are expected to pivotal roles in the upbringing of their children . they are to make sure that the children are well cared and catered for towards becoming useful adults. In doing this together toward   the welfare  of their children from having interest in what ever they do and the type of people they associate with their lawful demand and proper provision of their needs. Home or family is the best agency of education in the world. The parents are seen as the best and authoritative teachers. This nations is a portray of what the homes is  to a child. It is where the character of a child is formed so as to meet up with the expectation of the society under ideal situation. 
The Concept of Education 
	The sociologists view education as the process of cultural transmission and renewal. This implies that education helps a nation to pass it culture from one generation to another. 
	Fredick Meyer (2006) regards education as a process leading to enlightenment of  mankind in  intellectual growth, emotional maturity and ethical awareness. 
	Thrings (2007) see education as the transmission of life by the living from the above we can submit that education is what happens to us from the day we were born to the day we die. We are being educated all the time, even when many refuse to be taught, it does not even matte whether we attend school or not we educate us, we learn from the circumstances in which we live and from the things  that surround us. 
The Concept of Environment 
	 The  environments in which the children grow up have great effect on their academic success. There are intellectual stimulating environment with visible object like libraries, television radio, phones and computers
. 
	Children or students with such environment can be stimulated and encouraged in their studies Laving (2009) also noted that the family status of a child depicts his type of behavior he regarded the stability  and the whole process of socialization. 
Effect of Peer Group 
	Adejare (2003) defined peer group of children. People that have almost the same or similar characteristic and social status. He submitted that the weakening of the family in the urban sector is partly a cause and partly a consequence of the peer group. The peer group is a source of influence for students especially during adolescent and in urban areas. 
	Children acquire from the peer group, ability to disseminate information since the groups is considered an information by real where a child not gossips but also being educated on some aspects of academic and culture learning is enhanced in conductive atmosphere which the peer group provides in the process of free and equal  interaction. This makes members to  achieve success academically, socially, politically etc. 
Biological Inheritance of Children
	According to Ogunlade(1990) in his work on developmental psychology of nature refers a person’s genetic quality as indicative of the individuals innate potentials. In short, he said,  “all inborn traits are essentially  hereditary  and constitute a man’s nature”. After coming into world even in the womb, there are some traits that cannot be decarded no matter the influence  of the physical and social environment. He further explained that the process of procreation unravels how the child comes into the world in different sexes and how they receives  the genetic prints or stamps, which cannot altered the statement that normal-human being are always expected to have four-six chromosome . The female chromosome are homologous i.e XX type while the male is twenty-three (23) pairs which is XY type. 
	The twenty-three pairs for both male and female are used to determine the sex of human being coming into the world carrying the genetic characteristics of the parents. Hence, the saying that like father like son. 
	Ogunlade (1990) also opine that there are abnormalities noticeable  among human beings designed as genetic hazards many of the hazard he said occur in the process of cell division. One of such discrepancies which refers to situation whereby in the process of cell multicity of certain  genes instead of been a replica of what the parent possesses may duplicate into something else entirely. This leads to observable syndrome like down syndrome, turners  syndrome  and khine syndrome. Another genetic hazard which  is of great importance  to academic performance is the sickle cell-anemia which has its  races in the human blood stem carriers always experience pains internal torture on ankle and body joints making them to feel unduly uncomfortable. This is an abnormal development that makes them to have a generally weak frame. The last genetic hazard that hinders proper development is the sex like inheritance, which comes though the chromosome that determine sex. 
	Ogunbade further stated that “we have some abnormalities like colors, blindness and homophilin”. These are usually observation in male when an X defective meets with a Y because it is sufficient it the mother alone is a carrier but if the two parents are carriers, it can be seen in their female offspring, from the above one can say that biological inheritances which may aid or mar the true nature of the child towards a functional livelihood.
Socio-Economic Background of the Parent 
	The socio-economic background of the parent is closely related to students academic performance die to the fact that students are in need of some physical materials for the development and educational performance cannot be overemphasized, such materials of their fees, purchase of immediate needs at school and sustenance of other aspect of their life which is of a greater importance. 
	The lack of inadequate of such items and other make their development and education to suffer some set back. Those who are living in affluence and have all the needed materials at their disposal making them able to learn early and their developmental processes clearly impressive. Many parents  cannot afford the school fee of their children easily so their children suffer set back in learning due to poverty, many students do not have the required textbooks, and some did not even have the uniform while many of them hardly take their three square meal a day (balance  diet). 
	In some homes, electrical appliances like video-players, radio, television, electric stove, iron or even  ordinary counting materials are not provided while in some homes, projectors, decoders, sliders, computer system are provided for the children to play with. In comparison  these kinds of homes, one will notice that children will be clearly distinguished from other children according to their background in their academic performance. 
	Abdulkareem (1991) advanced some reasons, among these reasons are lacks of teaching aid materials. He also mentioned inadequate food supply, poor health and lateness to school due to transportation cost (Facto). 
	It could be noticed that a home were children’s are taken to school in their father’s or family’s car children will be free from the fatigue of trekking to school and will be able to learn conveniently. A child or children that trek (walk) and he/she is seriously sweating as a result of running to be in school on time will not experience this. Many at times, such children sleep away in the class when the teacher is teaching. 
	The poverty ridden home also makes students suffer inadequate mechanical fitness in view of sickness that may  not be treated in the right direction or which is not treated at all some of the problems caused by disease according to Ogunlade are improper physical development, poor health biological problems and performing below expectations. 
	In a broader sense, developed countries like USA, Europe etc. where economic welfare is maintained and standard of living of the people is adequate  okay  have a relatively better educational background and the students  academic performance grows at geometric progression, but the reverse is the  case of less  developing countries like Nigeria where 75% of the people lives in abject poverty 60% of the people are illiterate and 70% are less unemployed. All these are many others, serves as constraints  to students academic performance. 
Summary of the Literature Reviewed 
	Kudos of our major contributors who have in one way or the other shed more light on this researchable topic. 
	In conclusion, it could be observed from view of different authors enumerated above that conducive environment, peer group, socio-economic, biological inheritance plays a vital role in the academic performance of the children. 
	We learnt that the earlier years of child’s centers around the home and the most important influences on him are those of his parents and to a lesser degree relative. The type of child rearing practices employed by parents will have a tremendous impact on the  entire life of the child in general and his education as well as academic achievement  in particular. We also learnt that students from broken homes do not perform well as those from stable homes because these children are deprived of so many things which includes the parental  care, affection, attention, motivation security understanding, discipline , encouragement  to mention but a few. Also a child who has been provided the necessary motivation, attention and book usually performs better than a child who lacks these facilities.
