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ABSTRACT
This research work was carried out on the effects of instructional materials on the teaching of English language in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara Sate. 
The sample of the study was five (5) schools randomly selected in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State. Data analysis was mainly descriptive, the statistical technique applied in the data analysis were simple summation and percentage. 
The result of the findings shows that the use of instructional materials has positive effects on the teaching and learning of English. 
Therefore, in order to improve the teaching and learning of English in schools and to also ease the work of the teachers, adequate provisions should be made for learning resources.
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CHAPTER ONE 
INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study
	English language is a vital subject at every level of education. A thorough knowledge of it is essential for every student irrespective of the educational attainment of the individuals. Students need to be properly exposed to serious works on English language for a good performance in the subject. The role of English language in the school curriculum and the society at large is very crucial as it is also the language of government, commerce, industry, administration and a major medium of instruction in schools. It is compulsory to offer it at every level of educational career. English language is very important to the Nigerian students for obvious reasons which include the following:
A. So that they can fit into the society and be able to use English to perform accommodating functions such as communication internationally and intra-nationally.
B. For better enhancement of political, trade and sports life of the nation and the outside world.
C. To enhance opportunities of working with world organizations such as WHO, World Bank, Common Wealth, UNICEF, etc. after graduation without much stress.
D. Understanding and moving with the high technology science and diplomacy of the time as the world has become a global village.
Jekayinfa (2004) gives the followings as objectives for education as well as objectives for teaching English. Objectives of education include; 
1. To promote national unity and international understanding.
2. To eradicate social inequalities, poverty, highway robbery, squalor, illiteracy, ignorance, superstition, pride and fear.
3. To provide individual happiness and pleasure, self realization, public morality and aesthetic development.
4. To train for good citizenship, health improvement, vocational competence, industrial and commercial development and adult literacy, etc.
Objectives for Teaching English Language include:
1. To establish and strengthen the basic language of the students.
2. To enable students have sound knowledge of the structure of modern English.
3. To familiarize the students with various forms of literature written in English.
4. To help students with basic approaches and strategies for promoting the teaching and learning of English as a second language in Nigerian schools and colleges.
The language component of the National Policy on Education includes that:
Government will see to it that the medium of instruction in the primary school is initially the mother tongue or the language of the immediate community and at a later stage English (NPE 2004). The Junior Secondary School will be both pre-vocational and academic. The curriculum should be structured as follows:
In selecting two Nigerian languages, students should study the language of their own area in addition to any of the three main Nigerian languages, Hausa, Igbo and Yoruba subject to availability of teachers (NPE 2004).
(NPE 2004) state that the language provisions are designed to achieve:
i. The need to foster National unity through the acquisition and use of indigenous national languages.
ii. Preservation of the people diverse cultures through the propagation and maintenance of their languages.
iii. Development and projection of Nigerian languages.
iv. Enrichment of the children’s ability to communicate effectively in a multi-lingua society.
v. The desire to have access to modern development in science and technology education and to have a window of the world through the use of English language makes English language very important and this is why it is taught in the Nigerian schools both as a subject and as a medium of instruction.
Teachers of English are particularly disturbed by the poor performance of students in English language. This statement often refers to low level of competence in English language skills. The ability to speak intelligible and write standard English is thus seen as the yardstick of educational standards. Ability and competence in the medium of instruction affect the quality of performance in other subjects. It is therefore hoped that with the use of instructional materials in teaching English language, a greater and positive result will be achieved.
Instructional materials constitute one of the important aspects of learning English. These include the use of teaching aids which are either minimum equipment or optimum equipment. Minimum Equipment include chalkboard, notebooks, dictionaries, charts, flash cards, etc. while optimum equipment include: the opaque, projector, slides and television used in the classroom.
Olumorin (2001) opines that learning resources refer to the human and non-human materials and facilities that can be used to ease, encourage, improve and promote teaching and learning activities. Learning resources can be defined as human and non-human materials that the teacher uses to pass information to the learners in the classroom (Abolade 2001). Instructional materials make learning meaningful and make learners more useful to life. Instructional materials can also be seen as different types of information carriers which are used to record, store, preserve, transmit or retrieve information for the purpose of teaching and learning. They are used by teachers to present and illustrate teaching point while students use them to ensure maximum learning.
Instructional materials convey learning experiences to learners in a meaningful and realistic manner. They also provide opportunities for learners to use as many as possible senses. They can also be used to arrest learners’ interest, maintain it and stimulate the imaginative power of the learners. On the whole, learning materials can be used to make instruction more vivid, interesting and intelligible (Yusuf 2017).
Statement of the Problem
	Research works carried out in the past have shown that most secondary school teachers teach English language with inadequate instructional materials. Likewise, students and teachers perceive the subject as a subject with a wider scope and content.
	There are some topics that need to be taught using relevant instructional materials, that is, visual and audio-visual aids. This research work therefore attempts to know the effects of instructional materials on the teaching of English language in Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State.
Purpose of the Study
	The purpose of this study is to carry out a research on the effects of instructional materials and the quality and quantity of human and material resources available for the teaching and learning of English in Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State. Also, it is meant to investigate the impact of instructional materials on the teaching and learning of English, to examine how instructional materials aid student’s understanding in the learning of English, to inquire into the experience and knowledge of teachers and students of English and how instructional materials have benefited them. And finally, it serves the purpose of laying emphasis on the importance of instructional materials on the teaching of English.
General Question(s)
1. What are the factors responsible for the availability and use of instructional materials in school? 
2. What type of instructional material can be used by the teachers for teaching? 
Research Questions
1. Are the teachers capable of using instructional material?
2. Are the instructional material used effectively and efficiently? 
3. Does the use of instructional materials have any influence on the    
         performance of students in English language?
4. Are instructional materials available in secondary schools?
Research Hypothesis 
Ho1: There is significant difference between the types of instructional materials that can be used by the teachers for teaching.
Ho2: There is significant difference between the efficiently used types and the unused types.
Ho3: There is significant difference between the performance of students in English language when instructional materials are used.
Ho4: There is significant difference between the availability and use of instructional materials in secondary schools.
Significance of the Study
Availability and use of instructional materials in the teaching and learning of English in the secondary school is hoped to enhance better performance of the students and better understanding of the subject matter.
Olumorin (2001) states that 90% of the knowledge acquired is through the eyes and ears which is transmitted through an audio-visual medium like television. The audio visual aids also arouse and stimulate the interest of learners. This study will also assist practicing teachers in the process of knowledge impartation.
Delimitation of the Study
This research work is on the effects of instructional materials on the teaching of English in Junior Secondary School in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State. The study is limited to only five (5) schools with at least twenty (20) respondents from each school, making a total of one hundred (100) respondents, in order to ensure easy access of data, information and in order to save time and resources.
Definition of Terms 
Effect:- A change that something causes in something else (a result).
Instructional Materials:- These refer to the human and non-human materials that can be used to ease, encourage, improve and promote teaching and learning activities.
Human Resources:- A set of people or an organization dealing with the management and training of people.
Teaching:- This is an act of imparting knowledge on a set of learners. An act of helping somebody to learn by giving information.
Learning:- This is the process by which attitude, knowledge, understanding and skills are acquired and retained.
Audio Resources:- These are types of instructional materials that appeal to the sense of hearing (the ears).
Visual Resources:- These are type of instructional materials that appeal to the sense of sight (the eyes).
Audio-Visual Resources:- These are types of instructional materials that appeal to the sense of sight and hearing (eyes and ear).simultaneousely.

Introduction
This chapter is to review related literature so as to enhance the researcher’s conceptualization of the topic by looking at the research works already done on relevant studies. This chapter is examined under the following sub-headings:-

Meaning of Instruction
Salami (2018) defines instruction as the provision of guidance, direction to influence other people’s decision or action. It is an event or activity which is implemented to achieve a definite goal. Instruction involves an interaction between a teaching agent and one or more individuals intending to learn. 
Oxford Advanced Learners Dictionary (6th edition) defines instruction as a detailed information on how to do something or use something. It is also the act of teaching something to someone, giving detailed information on how to do something or how to use something perfectly and successfully.
Meaning of Instructional Materials 
Salami (2018) defines instructional materials as resources or forms of media that the teacher and the learners use in the teaching and learning situations to improve the quality and quantity of learning. Instructional materials could also be referred to as audio-visual materials, teaching aids, instructional resources, educational materials, curriculum materials or education media, etc.
Ibitayo (2019) defines instructional materials as the materials that can be used as a source to obtain knowledge, new ideas and to acquire new skills and competencies. He stresses further that they make the learners more useful to life. Instructional materials are used by teachers to present and illustrate teaching point while students use them to ensure maximum learning. Yusuf (2011) opines that instructional materials are materials designed and used specifically to fulfill the objectives of teaching and learning.
Types of Instructional Materials 
Adewoyin (2011) opines that anything used to meet educational need might be called resource; in essence, anything used to enhance intellectual development is a resource. Olumorin (2011) refers to instructional materials as human and non-human materials. These two materials can be sub-divided into other categories thus:
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Salami (2004) sub-divides it into visual materials, audio materials and multi-sensory materials.
Visual materials include the following:- pictures, charts, photograph, graphics and printed materials. Real objects (Realia), specimen, model and diorama, fieldtrips, projected visuals such as 88mm film, 16mm film, slides, transparencies, filmstrip, etc.
Audio materials includes:- radio, audiotape, recorder, photograph disc, drum, gong, public address system, piano, whistle, etc.
Multi-sensory includes:- television programme, video programme, sound movie, projector, computer managed (frame) instruction, drama (group) puppetry, etc.
Visual materials:- According to Adegboye (2011), these are instructional materials or objects which transmit information and could be coded using the sense of sight. They may be concrete objects such as models or prints such as photographs or printed textual materials in the form of newspaper, magazine and journals. This category of instructional object is usually captivating and because of its potential, children learn through them effectively. This brings to mind the Chinese adage that says “what I hear I forget, what I see I remember, what I do I understand”.
The essence of learning is remembrance; it is only when one remembers that one can use the knowledge. A good visual material should be artistic, present accurate and appropriate information and aid correct interpretation.
Audio Materials:- These are instructional objects whose information can only be decoded by the sense of hearing. The objects give sound which in ripple form are passed to the learners who in turn interprete the sound waves hitting the drum. More than 70% lecture time is used to appeal to auditory function of the individual, therefore audio communication could be said to be the most important means of establishing communication interaction with a listening audience.
 Audio-Visual Materials:- These materials appeal to the sense of hearing and sight: these are different types of useful materials devices and symbols that make the study of a subject more comprehensible and interesting. Audio-visual aids are effective tools that invest the past with an air of reality. They provide the learners with realistic experiences, which capture their attention and help the understanding of the historical phenomenon. They appeal to the mind through the visual auditory senses and thereby enliven the past. They ensure a proper grasp of the subject and develop imagination and they bring the past into present. They present an experience or a unit of knowledge through audio-visual stimuli and help in quick and effective learning. They help in the proper understanding of terms and concepts, ideas and institutions and the variety of historical phenomena making an appeal to the auditory and visual senses of the learners. They invest reality to the past, increase learner’s interest in the subject and supplement verbal explanation of the teacher.

Uses of Instructional Materials 
Saket (2010) gives the following uses of instructional materials:
1. Instructional materials aid teacher’s competence and effectiveness of instruction and classroom control.
2. It makes the learning environment more bearable, conducive, attractive, realistic and appreciable.
3. The learner’s attention is better controlled and sustained.
4. It makes provision for sharing experience and other multi-sensory appeal and multi-image stimuli.
5. It serves as a storage bank for information which can be easily made reference to or retrieved and used in the learning situation.
6. It makes lesson meaningful and explicit as it is possible for the learner to see procedures, process or events safely repeated. Expensive, fragile and dangerous procedure or demonstration can be stimulatedly presented. This promotes excitements and motivation.
7. It supplies a concrete basis for conceptual thinking and makes learning meaningful, permanent and more functional and also makes students’ understanding, assimilation, retention and general performance more functional.
8. Instructional materials have a high clique of interest for children.
9. Instruction materials supply necessary brain for developmental learning and thus make learning more permanent.
10. Instructional materials offer validity of experience which schedules self-activities on the part of the student.
11. Instructional materials develop a continuity of thought.
12. Instructional materials contribute to growth of meaning and vocabulary development which contribute to the effectiveness of depth of learning.
13. Instructional materials are used to motivate interest.
14. Instructional materials are used to reinforce verbal and visual messages.
15. Instructional materials are used to focus attention.
16. Instructional materials provide source of information and authority.
Effects of Teachers as Learning Resources 
Salami (2014) defines a teacher as a human being that helps his client to learn things by imparting knowledge to him, by setting up a situation in which the client can and will learn effectively. He does this through modifying and adapting the environment to suit the type of learning desired.
A teacher can also be defined as a unique human being who has learnt to use himself effectively and efficiently to carry out his own society’s purpose in the education of others. The teacher is to help his client learn things by imparting knowledge to him, by setting up a situation in which the client can and will learn effectively. In the school, the teacher is the mediator of learning, a controller of behaviour and a disciplinarian, a judge of achievement, a bureaucrat, an organizer of curriculum, a scholar and a research specialist. The teacher performs the role of a craftsman as he organizes his teaching activities, possesses the ability to hold attention, maintain discipline, access his learners and make expedient use of modern teaching aids.
According to Salami (2014), the teacher performs some functional roles in the school to facilitate the achievement of the desired educational outcomes. These include:-
1. Teacher as a knowledge transmitter:- The teacher is responsible for planning and passing knowledge and to ensure the upright physical, social, emotional and moral development of learners.
2. Teacher as a leader of learners:- The teacher stimulates and directs the affairs of the learners. He develops sound relationship with the learners to ensure the development of the potential. The teacher gets involved in the analysis, identification sequencing of programmes of education and instruction and instructional materials design development and it is used to fulfill the educational objectives.
3. The teacher as a preserver of established tradition:- The teacher examines the cultural values of the society, its dynamics and changes occurring within system and uses this to uphold the goodwill and ethics of the society.
4. Teacher as innovator and agent of change:- The teacher improves the curriculum to meet the need of the society and that of his students. He gets involved in keeping his course up to date and ensures the upkeep of his professional standard.
Therefore, it should be noted that teaching does not reside in the teacher alone but in the interrelationship among a number of vital aspects of teaching and learning situations and the teacher. This points to the fact that the outcome of learning does not depend just on the teacher but on a harmonious interplay of the students, subject matter and the learning procedure used in the school community.
Criteria for selecting Instructional Materials 
Iyewarun (2019) stresses that teachers must base the selection of instructional materials on careful and sound rationale. He opines that those materials must be able to respond satisfactorily to questions such as the following:-
1. Can these instructional materials serve the intended purpose?
2. Are these instructional materials appropriate for the intended learners (considering their age and the class size)?
3. Are the instructional materials readily available?
4. Can these materials serve as adequate supplements?
5. Are the instructional materials carefully and systematically organized?
Ayoko (2017) suggests the following criteria to be considered in the selection of instructional materials:-
1. Any instructional resources selected to aid teaching-learning process should be able to facilitate learning.
2. It must be appropriate for the concept or topic to be taught, the situation and environment where learning is taking place.
3. Consideration should be given to the relationship between lesson objective and content on one hand and the peculiar characteristics of the instructional resources to be used on the other hand.
4. The instructional resources used must make learners active.
5. Instructional materials should arouse learners’ interest and imagination. It should not be considered in isolation, but rather an integral part of overall instructional process.
Characteristics of Instructional Materials 
Paul (2007) gives the following as characteristics of a good instructional material.
A good instructional material should be meaningful and purposeful. A good instructional material should be accurate in every aspect.
· It should be simple;
· It should be cheap;
· It should be able to be improvised;
· It should be large enough for the learner to see properly; etc. 

Influence of Instructional Materials on the Teaching and Learning of English 
Instructional materials help in making learning experience appear real, living and vital. They supplement the work of the teacher and help in the study of text books. The great educationist Amos Comenius (1592-1640) said: the foundation of all learning consists of representing clearly to the senses and sensible objects so that it can be appreciated easily.
Agun and Imogie (2018) state that instructional materials are used to facilitate the achievement of curriculum objectives. 
Yusuf (2001) opines that learning resources are very important in instruction. This is because they can convey learning experiences to students in a meaningful and realistic manner and they also provide opportunities for learners to use as many as possible senses. They also ensure that learners’ involvement in learning is more meaningful and useful. They can also be used to arrest learners interest, maintain it and stimulate the imaginative power of the learners. Teaching aids as well as textbooks used in school facilitate the teachers work and help the student’s understanding.
However, the best way to teach some topics in English is to use teaching aids. This would aid the students’ retentive memory of the topic taught by the teacher.   
Utilization of Instructional Materials
	Kabir (2006) comments that instructional materials should be utilized for the teaching of English language in secondary schools so as to prepare learners ahead. It can be utilized in the secondary school by planning and preparing for a lesson ahead. In planning ahead of a lesson, relevant instructional materials should be prepared so as to make learning lively and informative. The use of instructional materials for teaching English will enable learners to concentrate and develop better understanding at the secondary schools. It should be introduced at the schools to bring about learners familiarity with learning materials.
Advantages of Instructional Materials
	Abimbade (2019) opines that the followings are the advantages of instructional materials: 
1. Instructional materials serve as effective aid to slow learners. 
2. Instructional materials bring about the development of the power of imagination and observation.
3. Instructional materials serve as important motivators
4. Instructional materials are helpful in fixing up new learning.
5. Instructional materials bring about the provision of sensory experience.
6. Provision of substitutes for direct experiences. 
7. Retentivity
8. Vividness
9. Saving of energy and time.
10. Meeting individual differences
11. Positive transfer of learning 
12. Encouragement to healthy classroom interaction, etc.
Disadvantages of Instructional Materials
	Abimbade (2019) also gave the following as disadvantages.
1. Ineffectiveness of the Aids: Due to the absence of proper planning and without proper preparation, correct presentation, appropriate application and discussion and the essential follow-up work, the aids do not prove their full usefulness. 
2. Financial hurdles: There are interesting and educative instructional materials, but lack of finances is not enabling its uses. 
3. Indifference of Students: The judicious use of aids arouses interest but when used without a definite purpose, they lose their significance and importance.
4. Absences of Electricity: Most of the instructional materials like the Projector, Radio, and Television, etc cannot work without the electric current which is not available in a large number of schools.
5. Instructional material put an additional responsibility on the teacher to plan, produce and use the materials effectively by objective.             


Appraisal of Literature Review
	The literature review focuses on the write ups of some past researchers on the significance of English and instructional materials in the secondary schools. It could be noted from the literature review that instructional materials are divided into Audio, Visual and Audio-Visual materials. Also it is being categorized as follows; Non-print media, print medial and electronic media. The non-print media consist of projected and non-projected media while the print media consist of aids like posters, textbooks, journals, etc. The electronic media consist of Audio, Visual, and audio-Visual materials.
	The influence of instructional materials on English teaching and the effectiveness of teacher as a learning resource were revealed. The criteria for which instructional materials could be selected were also stated. The review is to discover how far instructional materials can go in the teaching of English language and to know whether it will bring out much success. Most of the examples cited have shown that the use of instructional materials will bring about much success on the teaching of English language in secondary schools.  

CHAPTER THREE

Research Design
	The approach adopted in carrying out the research study was a descriptive type. It is the basis for all types of research in assessing a situation. It is used as a pre-requisite to reference and generalization (Azuka 2010). Descriptive research is defined as the collection of data in order to answer research questions concerning the current status of the subject of study. This research sought to find out the effect of instructional materials in teaching of English in secondary schools.
Population 
	The population for this study is all the schools in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara state. The schools are numerous and could not be easily exhausted. Therefore, the researcher had to sample some schools, using simple random sampling.
Sample and Sampling Techniques
	The simple random sampling was used, since the target population is all the schools in Ilorin South Local Government Area, out of all the existing schools in the area, five (5) schools were randomly selected to participate in the study. The schools are:
· Bishop Smith Memorial College, Ilorin
· Cornerstone International College, Ilorin
· UMCA High School, Ilorin
· Government Day Secondary School Gaa-Akanbi, Ilorin
· Word Assembly College, Ilorin
Research Instrument
	The instrument for this research is mainly questionnaire that was developed by the researcher for students in all the participating schools. The questionnaire is divided into two sections (A and B). Section A deals with personal data of each respondents while section B deals with items inquiring about the subject under study. In the questionnaire, respondents were instructed to answer the questions by ticking either of the column they agree with. There are two rating scales which are as follows; Yes or No.
Validity of the Instrument
	The instrument is considered valid only when it measures what it is meant to measure. In order to ensure validity, the questionnaire was given to the researcher’s supervisor for correction and moderation. Experts in the field also examined the questionnaire. This was done through critical and thorough examination as regard the relevance and adequacy of the items therein for the problem being investigated before the questionnaire was administered.


Reliability of the Instrument 
	The instrument is considered reliable if only the information it obtain is truthful and correct. The researcher’s supervisor ensured that the researcher collected true information from the selected schools and also ensure that the respondents give accurate answers to questions. The researcher used test and re-test method to ensure the reliability.
Administration of the Instrument
	The researcher took the questionnaire to the selected schools, and obtained permission from the school authorities. The researcher explained some items on the questionnaire to the respondents for the sake of clarity before administering it. In order to ensure the safety of the questionnaire, the researcher monitored the questionnaire and made sure she collected all back for analysis.
Data Analysis
	The interpretation of the data was descriptive, in order to be able to identify the use of instructional materials on the teaching of English language in secondary schools. The statistical technique was simple percentage based on the level of agreement with the items on the questionnaire. 
CHAPTER FOUR
RESULT AND DISCUSSION 
	This chapter deals with the analysis of the data collected from the selected schools and the presentation of results. The aim of the research study is to find out the effects of instructional materials on the teaching of English language. Data were analysed based on the research questions.
Research Question One (1): Are the teachers capable of using instructional materials?

Seventy-five percent (75%) agreed while twenty-five percent (25%) disagreed that instructional materials are adequately used in their schools. Sixty percent (60%) of the students agreed that the use instructional materials bring encouragement to them in the lesson while forty percent (40%) disagreed. Sixty-five (65%) of the students agreed that instructional materials make them to learn faster while thirty-five percent (35%) disagreed. Also, it is being revealed that instructional materials make learners active since eighty percent (80%) agreed while twenty percent (20%) disagreed. It also shows that sixty-five percent (65%) agreed that instructional materials make difficult tasks easier while thirty-five (35%) disagreed.
	Again, seventy percent (70%) agreed that instructional materials improve the passive learners while thirty percent (30%) disagreed. Finally, eighty percent 80% of the students agreed that instructional materials improve their participation and enhance their performance while twenty percent (20%) disagreed.

CHAPTER FIVE 
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Summary

	The findings in this research work revealed that the use instructional materials helps to overcome the problems that students do encounter in English classes. Instructional materials play a vital role in the teaching and learning of English. From the findings of this research work, it revealed that, audio resources, visual resources and audio-visual resources though available in most of the schools, are not adequate in some schools.
Conclusion
	This research has been carried out on the effects of instructional materials on the teaching of English language in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin South Local Government Area of Kwara State and it has been discovered that the use instructional materials has some positive influence on students’ performances. The influence it has on the students is that, it makes students to learn easily and helps the teacher to cover a lot in the syllabus without much stress.
	From the data analysis and presentation of result in chapter four, it could be concluded that the level of the use of instructional materials for teaching English is encouraging. In order to improve the learning capacity of the students, adequate provision should be made on the part of the school and the government for resources necessary for the use of instructional materials. In the teaching and learning of English in The Junior Secondary Schools, facilities used in teaching English should be taken care of and provided for usage at the needed and appropriate time.
	The founders of private schools should ensure maximum and adequate funding on the part of learning resources in the teaching of English. Likewise, the government through the Ministry of Education should encourage the use of instructional materials by supporting them with the needed materials and facilities.
Implications of the Study
	This research work was carried out to know the rate at which the use of instructional materials in teaching English influences the students’ academic performance in Junior Secondary Schools.
	The implication of the researcher’s findings is that the teacher has a higher role to perform in the use of instructional materials for effective teaching and learning process.
	The other implication of this is that the teacher has to put in his/her best in order to achieve the set goals and objectives of the educational system and the individuals at large.


Recommendations 
	Based on the findings of this research work, it has been discovered that the level of record and the availability of instructional materials is not adequate enough for the teaching of English in the Junior Secondary Schools. Therefore, in order to increase the level of usage and availability of instructional materials for the teaching of English in the secondary schools, the following recommendations are made:
	The English teachers as the executors of English curriculum should be allowed to participate in curriculum planning.
	Learning resources, i.e. human and materials should be made available by the government to these schools to ease teaching and learning materials.
	The Federal and State Government should take it up as their responsibilities to provide funds for the procurement of necessary learning resources in terms of instructional materials.
	There should be a monitoring team from the Federal and State Ministries of Education in order to ensure the effective utilization of the allocated fund to the project.
	Teachers should be made to attend seminars, workshops and conferences in order to update their knowledge on instructional materials.
	The government, missions and private schools proprietors should ensure that there is a kind of monitoring team that would ensure that teachers make appropriate use of the available instructional materials for teaching English and by so doing, there will be greater improvement both in the effective use of instructional materials and its impact on the academic attainment of the students.
	Competitions with incentives should be introduced to positively encourage both the teachers to use these instructional materials and the students who perform wonderfully through the use of instructional material in their academic pursuits especially in the English language.
	Finally, government should promulgate a law to introduce the use of instructional materials in schools and see to its enforcement through regular visits and effective monitoring while non-conformist should be shown the way out of the system.


Limitations of the Study
The research work is limited to the randomly selected Junior Secondary Schools which comprises of five (5) schools with at least twenty (20) respondents from each school making a total of one hundred (100) respondents, in order to ensure easy access of data, information and in order to save time and resources.
Suggestions for Further Studies
