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ABSTRACT
This study examined the use of ICT in teaching and learning of Literature- in- English at Senior Secondary School in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State. To establish this, three research questions were formulated for the study. Related Literatures were reviewed using journal, textbooks, articles, etc. descriptive survey research method was used. The target population comprised of all the Senior Secondary Schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area. Five Secondary Schools were selected among the Secondary Schools in Ilorin East Local Government area, 50 respondents were randomly selected comprising students and teachers. A structured questionnaire was designed as the instrument for data collection. Frequency counts and simple percentage were used to analyze the responses of the respondents. The findings revealed that the used of ICT in teaching and learning of Literature in English enhances students learning Literature in English. ICT foster students Learning in Literature in English and ICT promotes students autonomy in Literature in English Learners. The study therefore, recommends that ICT has now become a part of the teaching and learning arena no matter what the geographical location is. Accordingly, with proper utilization of technology in academia, there is a great potential in developing learners’ learning and overall performance. This can only be achieved with both parties cooperating in the educational field, also with ICT in the picture, education can now be more dynamic and interesting as the instructors have the means to get students involved with lessons that requires collaborative work. Through ICT teaching can bring in every ways to enable the teaching and learning process to be more motivating,as of these days, there are numbers of tech-tools and applications that can make a significant impact making the learning process more interesting.           
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
The adventure of modern technology is more effective and communicative. The opportunities are found with better and simple electronic tools and widgets. It establishes a great access to a world of knowledge (Bello, 2013). From the Greek, The Word technology means an art of artifice or crafting but more generally, it refers to the diverse collection of the processing and knowledge sharing that people use to extend human ability and to satisfy human needs and wants.
Technology in language learning can boost variety and increase the diversity of learning environments and opportunities and enhance the quality of the learning experience by making class content more varied and accessible to almost each individual learner; thus, ensure greater participation and engagement among learner's (Pennington, 2010). Curricular integration of ICT offers access to a set of electronic facilities such as interactive video, the internet, Email and World Wide Web. 
These ICT tools can help learner's acquire linguistic skills, establish content and interaction with other languages users and broaden their minds about different cultural practices, values and contemporary lifestyles in countries where English is used as a mother tongue or as a second language. ICT- aided teaching is believed to create more liveliness and interaction in the EFL (English as a foreign language classroom). Incorporating info-Tech in language teaching gives students a large number of benefits to broaden their opportunities in successful leaning a foreign language. 
These adventures range from enhance motivation to promoting autonomous learning, fostering critical thinking skills, encouraging innovation and creativity, establishing interaction, boosting communication, promoting research, and cooperative learning in the language classroom and boosting students' performance on written class assessment.
However, it must be kept in mind that have access to different types of technological facilities is a scenario that is still rare and very exception in many part of the world, Nigeria being one. Over the last decades, studies are been conducted to access whether or not ICT can positively impact English teaching and learning? As Nigeria is moving ahead to make it a digitalized country in every sense, many tertiary educational institutions in Nigeria have integrated ICT in English language teaching and learning. Under such circumstances, as teachers have been gaining wider expertise in ICT usage, they use their own technological materials that are provided at their place of work. The study thus, investigated whether the teachers as well as the students who had less access to the use of technology have a harder time understanding the instruction being given with the assistance of technology when compared to those who had previous exposure to technology.
As we navigate the complexities of the 21st Century, it is clear that technological innovation have become an integral part of our daily existence, influencing numerous aspects of modern life. Thus making technology to be a crucial fact in the development of society. Keeping this fact in mind, educational instructions all over the world have taken the advantage of using modern technology in the classroom to enhance learning outcomes. The government of Nigeria has been extensively working over the last Ten years regarding this ICT aspect in education. This is in connection with JAMB and other examinations in Nigeria, through the application of ICT (Rasheed, 2013).
Technology innovation which is the modification of the natural world to suit the specific purpose. Information communication technology is an umbrella that includes the utilization of communication devices or application such as digital Media Camera, multimedia personal computer (laptop) application software, multimedia projector, local network, television, cellular phones, satellite system, Email internet and World Wide Web computer mediated comprising video and audio.
The use of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) in education has become increasingly important in enhancing the teaching and learning process worldwide. In Nigeria, and particularly in the Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State, there has been a growing recognition of the potential benefits of ICT in improving educational outcomes, especially in subjects like Literature in English. Over the past few years, from 2017 to 2024, the integration of ICT into educational practices has gained significant momentum, fueled by government initiatives, educational policies, and technological advancements. However, despite the potential benefits, the integration of ICT in the teaching of Literature in English faces several challenges, especially at the local level.
Literature in English, a core subject in Nigerian secondary schools, requires a deep engagement with texts, critical analysis, and creative expression. The use of ICT tools such as e-books, online databases, multimedia resources, and educational software can facilitate more interactive and engaging ways of learning (Adebayo, 2020). For instance, digital platforms can offer students the opportunity to access a wide array of literary works, literary criticism, and analysis, which might not be readily available in traditional classrooms or libraries (Maduabuchi, 2019). Additionally, ICT enables teachers to employ a variety of instructional methods, such as online discussions, virtual literature reviews, and multimedia presentations, which can enhance students’ understanding and engagement with literary texts (Ogunyemi, 2022).
Despite the positive impact that ICT can have on the teaching and learning of Literature in English, various barriers hinder its full integration. These challenges include inadequate infrastructure, such as unreliable internet access, lack of sufficient computers or tablets for students, and a general shortage of skilled teachers who can effectively use ICT tools in the classroom (Olajide, 2018). Furthermore, the reluctance of some educators to adopt new teaching methods and the varying levels of digital literacy among students contribute to the slow uptake of ICT in some schools, particularly in rural areas like Ilorin East (Salami, 2021).
This study focuses on the role of ICT in the teaching and learning of Literature in English in selected schools within the Ilorin East Local Government Area, Kwara State, from 2017 to 2024. The research will examine the extent to which ICT is being used by teachers to teach Literature, the impact of ICT on students’ learning outcomes, and the barriers preventing the effective use of ICT in Literature instruction. By exploring these factors, this study aims to contribute to a deeper understanding of how ICT can be leveraged to improve the teaching of Literature in English and offer practical recommendations for enhancing ICT integration in Nigerian schools.
Statement of the Problem
The integration of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) in education, especially in the teaching of Literature in English, holds great promise for enhancing learning outcomes and improving instructional practices. However, despite the numerous benefits associated with ICT adoption, its effective integration into secondary school classrooms in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State remains a significant challenge. While some schools have made strides in utilizing digital tools and platforms, there are still many barriers that hinder the widespread and effective use of ICT in the teaching and learning of Literature in English.
One major challenge is the inadequate ICT infrastructure in many schools within Ilorin East, such as unreliable internet access, a lack of sufficient computing devices (computers, tablets), and inconsistent power supply. These infrastructural issues prevent both teachers and students from fully benefiting from the available technological resources. Additionally, the lack of digital literacy among teachers, particularly in how to integrate ICT into literature instruction, poses another significant barrier. Teachers often struggle with the technical aspects of ICT tools, limiting their ability to effectively use these resources in the classroom.
Furthermore, while there have been policy initiatives aimed at promoting the use of ICT in education, there is often a gap between policy implementation and actual practice. The slow adoption of ICT is also compounded by the resistance to change from some educators who may prefer traditional teaching methods. Consequently, the potential of ICT to enhance students' engagement with literature, critical thinking, and overall learning outcomes has not been fully realized in many schools.
Different schools, like secondary, colleges, universities in Nigeria are lacking in the implementation of ICT in teaching and learning. Some schools due to insufficient fund cannot, demand for ICT in teaching and learning. Many teachers cannot manipulate ICT in carrying out their task. "Technology will not replace teachers but teachers who understand technology will replace those who do not" (Ray, 2014) ICT is crucial to supplement the traditional mode of education. Here, the word "supplement" is important because technology cannot replace teachers as such but can surely supplement or add to their traditional mode of teaching in the present age of technology and information boom. Sometimes, the traditional mode of teaching different subjects including English Literature seems monotonous.
In many schools, colleges and universities in Nigeria, Literature in English taught in the traditional mode where teachers keep on speaking for about an hour or so and students keep on hearing and jotting down the notes. Soon, both teachers and students get tired of this monotonous routen of teaching and learning English Literature in the same way everyday. So ICT may be a very significant tool providing variety to teaching of Literature in English by eliminating the element of boredom from it and infusing in it freshness every moment. It may revolutionize the way the subject, Literature in English is considered to be taught. The role of teacher is undoubtedly of immense importance in the teaching of Literature in English, but ICT may also make it lively by making the students interested as well as engaged in what is being taught. Despite the potential of ICT to enhance teaching and learning, the integration of ICT in the teaching and learning of Literature in English at the Senior Secondary School level in Ilorin East LGA remains limited, leading to: 
· Ineffective teaching methods 
· Poor student engagement and motivation 
· Limited access to diverse literary resources
· Inadequate development of digital literacy skills among students
· Sub-optimal academic performance in Literature in English
The study aims to investigate the extent to which ICT is being utilized in the teaching and learning of Literature in English in Senior Secondary Schools in Ilorin East LGA, identify the challenges and constraints faced by teachers and students and explore strategies for effective integration of ICT to improve teaching and learning outcomes. 


Purpose of the Study
The main purpose of this study is to examine the impact of ICT on the teaching and learning of literature-In-English in Secondary school, specifically in Ilorin East L.G.A, the study intends to find out whether: 
i. 	The use of ICT in teaching literature in English class in secondary schools motivate students.
ii. 	ICT fosters students learning in  Literature in English.
iii.	Having ICT in the classroom influence     students autonomy in learning of Literature in English.
Research Questions
i. 	Does ICT enhance students' motivation towards Literature in English?
ii.	Does ICT Foster student's learning of Literature in English?
iii. Are there possibility of ICT promoting students autonomy in Literature in English learning? 
Research Hypotheses
The following hypotheses are generated by the researcher and was tested in this study:
HO1 There is no significant relationship between the use of ICT in the teaching and learning Literature-in-English in English class in senior secondary schools motivate students.
HO2 There is no significant relationship between the use of ICT in Literature-In-English and the students learning of literature
HO3 There is no significant relationship between the use of ICT in teaching Literature-In-English and the students autonomy in learning of Literature
Scope of the Study
This study entitled “the use of ICT in Teaching and Learning of Literature in English in Ilorin East Local Government Area” A case study of selected schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State. In view of these, the study limited only to Ilorin East Local Government Area, Kwara State. The population for the study involve  Teachers and students of Literature in English in Ilorin East Local Government Area, 45 students and 5 teachers was  randomly selected through simple random sampling techniques. Structured questionnaire was used to elicit data from the respondents. Frequency and percentage was use to analyze the demographic characteristics of respondents and simple percentage methods was used to answer the research questions raised for the study.
The selected schools are as follows:

2. Government Day Secondary School, Amule Ilorin
3. Government Day Secondary School, Ojagboro Ilorin 
4. Burhanudeen Secondary School, Isalekoto Ilorin

The Role of ICT in Education
ICT refers to a wide range of digital tools and platforms used for educational purposes, including computers, mobile devices, the internet, software applications, and multimedia content. The integration of ICT into education is seen as a way to enhance teaching and learning experiences, improve access to information, and foster creativity, collaboration, and critical thinking among students (Anderson & Jurist, 2019). In literature education, ICT can provide students with access to an extensive range of literary works, audio-visual resources, and interactive learning tools that enrich their understanding of literary texts (Adebayo, 2020).
`	The traditional methods of teaching literature, which typically involve reading physical books, group discussions, and face-to-face interactions, can be supplemented or enhanced by the use of ICT. For example, digital resources such as e-books, online literary databases, educational videos, and podcasts provide students with multiple ways to engage with the subject matter (Maduabuchi, 2019). ICT tools also enable teachers to adopt various pedagogical strategies, including blended learning, flipped classrooms, and collaborative learning, which can enhance student engagement and retention of knowledge (Ogunyemi, 2022).
Information and Communication Technology (ICT) has become a central feature of modern education systems worldwide, profoundly shaping how both teaching and learning take place. Over the past few decades, there has been a global shift towards incorporating digital technologies into the educational process, as it is widely recognized that ICT offers numerous advantages for both educators and learners. The increasing use of ICT tools such as computers, the internet, multimedia resources, and educational software is not only transforming traditional teaching methods but is also fostering new, innovative ways of learning. (Bates 2015)
ICT in education serves as a bridge between traditional teaching methods and more interactive, student-centered learning environments. With the advent of digital platforms, learning is no longer confined to the walls of a classroom or the limitations of physical textbooks. Students now have access to a wealth of online resources, ranging from e-books, academic journals, and educational videos, to virtual simulations and interactive learning platforms. This accessibility enhances the depth and breadth of students' knowledge, allowing them to explore subjects in a more engaging and flexible manner. (Anderson,  & Jurist, .2019).
For teachers, ICT opens up new avenues for delivering lessons, assessing student progress, and interacting with students in ways that were previously unimaginable. Digital tools allow educators to create multimedia-rich content, including videos, podcasts, and interactive presentations, which cater to different learning styles and help bring abstract concepts to life. Moreover, ICT facilitates the creation of more personalized learning experiences, as teachers can tailor lessons to meet the specific needs and abilities of individual students. Digital assessment tools also provide more efficient ways of tracking student performance, offering valuable data that can inform teaching strategies and decision-making. (Adebayo,  2020)
In particular, ICT's role in the teaching of literature and the humanities has been transformative. Literature, which often involves in-depth analysis of texts, critical thinking, and creative expression, can benefit greatly from the use of digital tools. Through ICT, students can access a wider range of literary materials, engage with interactive discussions on literary themes, and explore multimedia resources like film adaptations, online lectures, and virtual literature festivals. Furthermore, the use of digital technologies in the study of literature enables students to connect with global literary communities, broadening their understanding of literature from diverse cultural perspectives. (Ainsworth & Burcham, 2016).
However, despite the undeniable potential of ICT in enhancing education, challenges remain in ensuring its effective integration. Issues such as inadequate infrastructure, lack of digital literacy among teachers and students, and resistance to change in traditional teaching practices continue to impede the full realization of ICT’s potential. Nevertheless, the role of ICT in education is undoubtedly a growing trend, and its continued integration is essential for preparing students for the demands of the 21st-century knowledge economy.
Teaching of English Literature with ICT
An innovative Approach English Literature, Like Literature of many other Language, has a vast variety of elements of music, emotions, actions and dialogues. Sadly, these elements are generally ignored by teachers during teaching of Literature in English as these elements are not optimally presented in the way they should be, either because of the dearth of expertise in teachers or because of the lack of resources. This issues can be addressed and resolved well by integrating ICT optimally in the teaching of Literature in English. So let's try to understand that how elements can be incorporated into the flat and dreary teaching of Literature in English in the classroom, covering different genres of Literature in English mainly poetry, prose and drama, by judicially utilizing the innovative approach of ICT to enable the teaching process of English Literature more interesting, more energetic and more lovely and that too with less efforts on the parts of teachers to teach the Literature of a foreign language in the countries like NIGERIA (Jain 2010).
According to Madhavi (2011), he explained; Poetry, Prose and Drama as:
Poetry
Poetry is usually written down as a text which has some sort of meter or rhythm as it focuses on the way the syllables, words and phrases sound when put together. It is often considered the oldest form of literature. Before writing was invented, oral stories were commonly put into some sort of poetic form to make them easier to remember and recite. In Vedic period also, Vedic education was imparted through the medium of recitation of "Shalokas". Today, because of the invention of various scripts, poetry is written down in some or the other script. But unfortunately, it is taught just by reading it and not by reciting it. So, now-a-days, teaching of poetry in a pleasant way has become a hard nut to crack for the 21st century teachers because of forgetting the old but gold tradition of teaching poetry by recitation which puts proper emphasis on the significance of different frequencies of sound through which the mind understands poetry naturally, promptly, smoothly, permanently and, thus, more pleasantly. The tradition of reciting poetry can be revived by using ICT. Poetry can be taught in the classroom as a recitation art with the help of ICT in the following ways:
VCD (Video Compact Disk) related to the poem to be taught may be played for creating the diorama to capture the images and the sounds of the poem.
Drama
Any text meant to be performed rather than read can be considered drama (unless it's a poem meant to be performed). In layman's terms, a drama is usually called a play. Drama is the one given the least time in most classrooms. Often when drama is taught sitting on a chair, it is only read the same way one reads a novel.
Since drama is meant to be acted out in front of an audience, it's hard to fully appreciate it by looking only at pages of text. Students respond best to drama when they are exposed to film or theatre versions and are encouraged to act out scenes passionately in classes. Drama can be taught in the classroom itself as a performing art with the help of ICT in the following ways:
i. Film of the drama to be taught may be used for showing to students to teach them the art of performing a drama.
ii. Audio of instrumental music related to the drama to be taught may be used for playing background music to create different moods of the drama.
iii. PPT (Power Point Presentation) of natural scenes related to the drama to be taught may be used for preparing background scenery to present different seasons of the drama.
iv. Mike and Speaker may be used for creating echo in the sound to increase the intensity of the dialogues of the drama spoken by teachers during teaching.
Prose
Prose can be defined as any kind of written text that is not poetry (which means that drama is technically a type of prose). The most typical varieties of prose are novels and short stories, novellas, biographies, autobiography while other types include letters, diaries, journals, and non-fiction. Prose is written in complete sentences and organized in paragraphs. Instead of focusing on sound, which is what poetry does, prose tends to focus on plot and characters. Prose is the type of literature read most often in English classrooms. Prose can be taught in the classroom as a reading art with the help of ICT in the following ways:
i. Documentary of the novel to be taught may be used for showing it to students to make them understand it in a better way.
ii. Videos of various stages related to the short story to be taught may be used for presenting its different stages to narrate it.
iii. A Digital Board having moving-text may be used for reading comfortably the long text of prose in large font size to avoid stress on eyes occurring due to the small font size of the printed text.
iv. E-newspapers/e-magazines/e-journals may be downloaded for providing them to students to inculcate in them the habit of reading varieties of prose published in them without carrying heavy printed text books.
v. Blogs of various eminent authors of English language may be used for teaching students the latest articles to make them aware of the contemporary trends in prose writing.
Enhance Learner's Motivation towards Literature in English Language Learning through ICT.
In order to understand the impact that ICT has in English Language learning. One of the best always to analysis this is by looking into the level of motivation that the students fell towards having ICT in their English Language classrooms. According to the MULLAMA (2012) it should be understood that ICT support the contemporary value of Literature in English Learning factors such as individual learning, communication and students motivation are thought as fundamentally significant in modern education systems and are essentially a part of the process in ICT, when it comes to the notion of motivation, some students require influence from ICT materials inside classroom to increase their motivation.
However, being able to bring about motivation from within the students themselves is the critical objective of educationalist, and to get student to reach this level of internal motivation it is up to the instructors to find significance in students behaviour, thus, a good way to this is by finding a good approach to helping students find significance in learning. This can be some through implementing various instructional strategies that will aim in encouraging students to achieve their best in the presence of supportive teachers.
Consider the notion of motivation in academic where motivation is greatly require to help students strengthen their attitude towards learning, Mallammaa (2010) takes support from a study on impact of intrinsic motivation on E-learning. That study demonstrates according to the motivation theory of Ryan and Deci (2000) there is evidence that in intrinsically motivated students learn more in a fixed time period as a result of their higher effort and persistence and will so different things in computer environments that allow for this liberty of choice. With the presence of an ICT environment, the students overall motivation is positively impact during the Literature in English Learning situation.
Benefits of ICT in Teaching and Learning Literature in English
The use of ICT in teaching Literature in English offers numerous advantages that contribute to more dynamic and effective learning environments. One of the primary benefits is the increased access to a variety of literary materials. Students who use ICT tools in their studies are better equipped to navigate digital platforms, conduct research online, and collaborate with peers through virtual means (Olajide, 2018). In addition, the use of ICT can promote independent learning and self-directed study, as students can access learning materials and complete assignments at their own pace.
The integration of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) into the teaching and learning of Literature in English offers a multitude of benefits that can significantly enhance both the educational experience and academic outcomes for students. Traditional literature classes often rely on reading from textbooks and class discussions, but the inclusion of digital content like video adaptations of novels, author interviews, or even virtual literary tours can help bring literary works to life. Interactive tools like discussion boards or collaborative platforms encourage students to actively participate in class discussions, analyze texts collaboratively, and share their perspectives in more engaging and creative ways (Maduabuchi, 2019).
The use of ICT allows teachers to present complex literary concepts and themes in more accessible and varied formats. For example, a novel can be explored not only through reading but also through a combination of multimedia elements such as film adaptations, visual imagery, and audio recordings of literary works. These resources can help students understand difficult texts by offering alternative perspectives and helping to visualize abstract themes or historical contexts. ICT can also provide interactive tools that help students annotate texts digitally, track their understanding, and revisit concepts as needed (Salami, 2021).
Every student has a unique learning style, and ICT can cater to these diverse needs. While some students learn best through reading, others may benefit from audio or visual materials. Digital tools allow for the incorporation of a variety of learning styles, including auditory, visual, and kinesthetic, into the study of literature. For instance, audiobooks or podcasts on literary analysis can assist auditory learners, while graphic organizers and digital mind maps can aid visual learners (Ogunyemi, 2022). By using ICT, teachers can create more inclusive learning environments where all students have the opportunity to excel.
ICT can promote critical thinking by encouraging students to engage with literature beyond surface-level understanding. Online discussion forums, blogs, and collaborative wikis provide platforms where students can critique, analyze, and respond to each other's thoughts on literary works. Such tools foster a deeper engagement with the material, requiring students to consider different perspectives, articulate their opinions, and defend their interpretations. Additionally, ICT can support the development of higher-order thinking skills through the use of online quizzes, reflective journals, and digital portfolios that challenge students to evaluate and synthesize information in new ways (Olajide, 2018).
ICT tools offer opportunities for students to collaborate in ways that go beyond traditional group work. With platforms like Google Docs, Wikis, and other online collaboration tools, students can work together in real-time, share ideas, and co-create literary projects, such as group analyses, presentations, or creative writing assignments. These platforms also encourage peer feedback, allowing students to critique and learn from each other’s insights and interpretations. Collaborative learning through ICT not only helps students understand literature better but also cultivates essential communication and teamwork skills that are valuable in the modern world (Aviram & Eshet-Alkalai, 2006).
ICT encourages students to take responsibility for their own learning by providing easy access to materials and resources. Online platforms, e-learning modules, and digital libraries give students the autonomy to explore literature at their own pace and pursue areas of personal interest. This self-directed learning fosters a sense of ownership and motivation among students, encouraging them to delve deeper into literary texts and related topics outside the classroom (Mishra & Koehler, 2006). Students can review lessons, revisit materials, and access supplementary resources whenever they need, which contributes to a more personalized and flexible learning experience.
In today’s digital age, proficiency with technology is an essential skill, and incorporating ICT into the study of literature equips students with valuable digital literacy skills. Through ICT, students learn to navigate digital platforms, conduct online research, and present their ideas using multimedia tools, all of which are critical competencies in the 21st-century workforce. By integrating technology into the study of literature, educators are preparing students not only to excel in their academic pursuits but also to thrive in a digital economy (Anderson & Jurist, 2019).
ICT allows the exploration of a wider range of literature formats beyond traditional print texts. Digital storytelling, e-poetry, hypertext literature, and other multimedia forms of expression are becoming increasingly popular. With ICT tools, students can engage with literature in diverse ways, such as creating and sharing their own digital stories or exploring interactive narratives that require active participation. This exposure to different literary forms enhances creativity and broadens students’ appreciation for various genres and styles (Adebayo, 2020).
ICT provides educators with tools to assess students' understanding of literature more efficiently and effectively. Digital platforms enable teachers to create quizzes, surveys, and assignments that can be automatically graded, saving valuable time while providing immediate feedback to students. Online platforms also allow for personalized feedback, where teachers can provide tailored comments and suggestions based on individual student performance. This real-time feedback helps students track their progress and identify areas for improvement (Olajide, 2018).
Challenges of ICT Integration in Nigerian Secondary Schools
While the benefits of ICT integration are clear, the adoption of ICT in Nigerian secondary schools, particularly in rural and semi-urban areas like Ilorin East Local Government Area, faces several challenges. These challenges can be broadly categorized into infrastructural, technical, and pedagogical barriers.
i. Infrastructural Challenges: A major obstacle to ICT integration in schools is the lack of adequate infrastructure. Many schools in Nigeria suffer from unreliable electricity supply, insufficient computers or tablets for students, and limited internet connectivity (Olajide, 2018). These infrastructural shortcomings severely restrict the ability of both teachers and students to effectively utilize ICT tools. Moreover, even when schools do have the necessary hardware, there may be a lack of technical support to maintain and repair ICT equipment.
ii. Technical Challenges: Many teachers in Nigerian secondary schools lack the necessary technical skills to effectively integrate ICT into their teaching practices. The absence of professional development opportunities for teachers to learn how to use educational technologies is a significant barrier to ICT adoption (Ogunyemi, 2022). Furthermore, some teachers are reluctant to embrace ICT because they may be unfamiliar with the technology or uncomfortable with changing traditional teaching methods.
iii. Pedagogical Challenges: Another challenge is the traditional pedagogical mindset that prioritizes rote memorization and teacher-centered instruction over more interactive, student-centered learning methods that ICT can support (Adebayo, 2020). Many teachers continue to rely on traditional teaching methods, such as lectures and textbook-based instruction, which do not fully leverage the potential of ICT to create more dynamic and participatory learning environments. This resistance to change can hinder the adoption of innovative teaching practices that incorporate ICT.
One of the most significant barriers to the effective integration of ICT in Nigerian secondary schools is the lack of adequate infrastructure. Many schools, especially in rural and semi-urban areas, face difficulties in acquiring and maintaining the necessary ICT resources, such as computers, tablets, and reliable internet connections. Even in urban schools, there may be insufficient access to the required number of devices for students, making it difficult for schools to implement ICT-based lessons and activities on a large scale (Olajide, 2018). Furthermore, the inconsistent power supply in many regions of Nigeria further exacerbates the problem, as electricity is needed to run computers and other ICT equipment, making ICT use unreliable and unsustainable in some schools (Adebayo, 2020).
Another challenge is the lack of technical support and maintenance for ICT equipment in many Nigerian schools. Many schools may have acquired computers and other technological devices, but without proper maintenance or technical support, these devices quickly become obsolete or unusable. This is due to the lack of skilled personnel to repair and maintain the hardware and software. As a result, ICT resources may not function properly, or they may be underused, which limits their potential impact on teaching and learning (Maduabuchi, 2019).
The lack of stable and affordable internet connectivity is another major obstacle to the effective use of ICT in Nigerian secondary schools. While the internet is essential for accessing a wide range of educational resources, many schools, especially in rural areas, suffer from slow, unreliable, or non-existent internet connections. This hinders both students' and teachers' ability to use online resources such as e-books, digital libraries, research materials, and educational videos, limiting the scope of ICT-enhanced learning (Salami, 2021). Moreover, the cost of reliable internet service can be prohibitively high for many schools, making it an additional financial burden.
For ICT to be successfully integrated into teaching, teachers must possess a certain level of digital literacy. However, many teachers in Nigerian secondary schools lack the necessary skills and knowledge to effectively use ICT tools for instruction. While some teachers may be familiar with basic computer operations, many lack the expertise to integrate ICT meaningfully into their teaching practices. This includes difficulties in using educational software, creating multimedia content, or facilitating online learning platforms. The absence of continuous professional development and ICT training for teachers further perpetuates this challenge, as many educators are not given the opportunity to learn new technological skills (Ogunyemi, 2022).
Another challenge to ICT integration is the resistance to change from some teachers and school administrators. Many educators are accustomed to traditional methods of teaching, such as lectures, textbooks, and face-to-face classroom interactions, and they may view ICT as an unnecessary addition or a disruption to their established routines. Some teachers may also lack confidence in using technology, fearing that it may complicate their teaching or that they may not be able to manage technology effectively in the classroom. This resistance to change can result in the underutilization of ICT resources, limiting the potential for innovation and progress in teaching and learning (Aviram & Eshet-Alkalai, 2006).
The integration of ICT in education requires significant financial investment, which many Nigerian schools do not have access to. Government funding for ICT infrastructure in schools is often limited, and many schools lack the financial resources to purchase the necessary equipment, maintain them, or invest in professional development for teachers. While some schools may receive funding through government or non-governmental organizations, the allocation is often insufficient to meet the needs of the entire school. In many cases, schools rely on donations or external aid, which may not be sustainable in the long term (Maduabuchi, 2019).
The existing curriculum in many Nigerian secondary schools often does not provide sufficient guidance on how ICT can be incorporated into subject teaching, including Literature in English. The curriculum tends to focus on traditional teaching methods, leaving little room for ICT-based instructional strategies. Additionally, teachers may lack the skills or knowledge to adapt the curriculum to incorporate ICT in meaningful ways. Without an ICT-friendly curriculum or proper training on how to align ICT tools with subject matter, integrating technology into classroom practices becomes challenging (Ogunyemi, 2022).
While ICT integration often focuses on improving teachers' abilities to incorporate technology into their instruction, student access to ICT tools is equally important. Many students in Nigerian secondary schools do not have access to personal computers, smartphones, or other digital devices at home. This lack of access outside the classroom means that students are not able to practice or further explore the use of ICT on their own. Without the opportunity for independent learning using digital tools, the benefits of ICT integration are often limited to the classroom, where technology may only be used intermittently (Adebayo, 2020).
Cultural and social factors can also play a role in hindering the integration of ICT in education. In some communities, there may be a lack of awareness about the value of ICT in education, leading to resistance from parents, school boards, and local communities. In some cases, parents may view technology as unnecessary for their children's education, especially in rural areas where traditional educational practices are still highly regarded. Additionally, gender disparities in access to technology may exist, with girls in some communities having less access to ICT tools and training, thereby limiting their ability to benefit equally from ICT in education (Salami, 2021).
Appraisal of the Literature Reviewed
This research work discussed that teacher and student use ICT more frequently for the preparation of handouts, test, assignment, project and for the preparation of instruction has promote critical thinking. Similarly, Palak and Wall (2019) found that teachers mainly use technology to support their existing teaching approaches and rarely to foster students centered learning. According to authors, one possible explanation is a lack of models for how to use technology to facilitate learning and how the technology can enhance learners motivation. Furthermore, training should be provided in pre-service teachers' curricula, and ICT skills must be applied in the classroom in order to integrate effective technology strategies.
Again, this project work explains that technology should be used for more than just support of traditional teaching or increase productivity, but also should learn from a students centered perspective how ICT can be integrated into teaching of English literature with ICT in the classroom in order to promote student learning autonomy. This means that teachers need to use ICT in more creative and productive ways in order to create more engaging and rewarding activities and more effective lessons. It is imperative that teachers learn new teaching strategies to adapt to the new instruction when teaching with English literature.














CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
This chapter focuses on the methods used in the course of this study, using the following sub-headings: Research Design, Population, Sample and Sampling Techniques, Instrument of Data Collection, Validity of the Instrument, Reliability of the Instrument, Procedure for Data Collection and Methods of Data Analysis.
Research Type
The research design employed for the study is the descriptive survey method. Descriptive Survey method seems to have the advantage of being an effective way of collecting data from a large number of sources and in a short time. Therefore, survey method was adopted in order to acquire the opinion of the respondents on the subject matter because of its flexibility and effectiveness in information gathering.
Population, Sample and Sampling Techniques 
The population for this study is all the senior secondary school in Ilorin East Local Government Area.  It is from this population that a representative sample was drawn. 
However the research was carried out among one teacher of literature in English and nine students for each Senior Secondary Schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area, Kwara State. Five secondary schools selected would be chosen using sampling techniques. In addition, one teacher and nine students was randomly selected from each school making total number of fifty (50) respondents for this study. 

Instrumentation 
Self – developed questionnaire was employed to collect relevant information from the respondents after due consultation with the project supervisor. The questionnaire tagged the Use of ICT in Teaching and Learning of Literature in English Questionnaire (UITLLEQ) was responded to by the students in the five sample schools. The questionnaire consists of two main sections namely, A and B. Section A sought for the bio –data of the respondents while section B sought for information uses of ICT in Teaching and Learning of Literature in English. There are four different alternative responses to each statement in the questionnaire (Strongly Agreed, Agreed and Strongly Disagreed, Disagreed)

The respondent were expected to tick the most appropriate response.
Validity of the Instrument
Content validity was carried out for the purpose of this study. The researcher wrote the items of the questionnaire and gave it to some course lecturer at the school campus for vetting. After vetting, a new one was developed and submitted to my project supervisor for final correction.  Thus, the researcher came up with a modified and improved set of items which was approved as achieving its content validity.

Reliability of the Instrument
In determining the reliability of the instrument employed in this study, a test re-test techniques would be used. The instrument was administered twice with an interval of four weeks. The two sets of score was correlated by using Pearson Product Moment Correlation Techniques
Procedure for Data Collection
The researcher was in the sampled schools to explain the importance and the confidentiality of the instrument.  The questionnaire forms was distributed to one teacher of literature in English and nine students in each school. The questionnaire was distributed to senior secondary school teacher of literature in English and students in each sampled school in order to enhance a good percentage of return of the questionnaire, distribution and collection was made by hand.  
Data Analysis Techniques 
Simple percentage method was used to analyze the demographic data of the respondents and research question raised for the study while chi squared method was used to test the null hypotheses raised for the study.






CHAPTER FOUR
RESULT AND DISCUSSION
Data gather in this study were teachers’ free response to the questionnaire. The teachers’ responses were subjected to statistical analysis using simple percentages. The results were carried out in line with the research questions and research hypotheses raised for the study.

Results:
Students data Analysis
Research Question One: Does ICT enhance teachers and students' motivation towards Literature in English?
In response to the question above, majority of the students posited with 27(60%) that ICT enhance the student motivation and attention towards learning literature in their prospective school. Hence, integrating ICT in teaching and learning literature aids to motivate the students. Previous research presented a myriad of advantages of integrating ICT in ESL classrooms. Teachers were able to boost motivation to read literary texts by incorporating ICT in teaching English literature (Elbeichir, 2018).
With the above assertion, majority of the respondents (teacher) posited that access to multimedia resources, such as videos, podcasts, and interactive online activities can now be used to target different learning styles of students, increase student engagement, and improve the overall effectiveness of instruction.

The analyzed studies highlight that ICT integration is not only an essential tool to make teaching more interesting and sufficiently transmit twenty-first century skills to learners in current secondary schools but also plays a vital role in enhancing student's learning outcomes, motivation, engagement, and critical thinking among the students.
Research Questions Two: Does ICT Foster teachers and students in teaching and learning of Literature in English? 
The study found out that with the help of technology students learned literary texts from multiple dimensions; however, the primary concern while integrating technology with teaching of literature should help students achieve learning outcomes. In response to the above assertion, majority of the respondents (Students) affirmed that introduction of ICT into literature teaching improves motivation, but the duration of exposure to a technology can affect this. There may be a connection between de-motivation and the cognitive aspects of readers' engagement with digital texts.
More so, most of the teacher found out that although ICT can benefit our learning in literature, the teacher is more important, and the impact of ICT on literacy learning is very much down to the teacher and the learning environment. ICT has an important role in schools as it adds to the process of teaching and learning. It provides many opportunities for teacher and students to learn and understand the content, as well as access useful material. Instant access to information is important, and that's the beauty of ICT.

McMahon's (2009) showed that there were statistically significant correlations between studying with ICT and the acquisition of critical thinking skills among students in Literature in English in senior secondary school.
Research Question Three: Are there possibilities of ICT promoting students' autonomy in Literature in English Learning and it influence on English Literature Teacher  
The study found out that the use of technology provides more opportunities for Literature learners to use the language in a meaningful situation, enable them to access authentic materials for self- directed learning, and learn outside the classroom (Pazilah et al., 2019; Rahman, 2017). Thus, it can empower learners to learn independently. Digital devices and applications such as Multimedia-assisted Instruction (MAI), Information Communication Technologies (ICTs), Memrises, Quizlet, Socrative, Sli-do, and Three-Dimensional (3D) environments allow students to engage in long-distance learning, classroom activities, and self-training. It encourage students to present the basic information about each tool, as well as a critical analysis of its benefits and limitations.
In response to the teachers influence towards English literature on effective teaching learning, the teachers’ influence includes planning themes, helping students activate the appropriate prior knowledge, and supporting students in reading and responding to the literature in appropriate ways (Martinez & Roser, 2011). Most of the teacher posited that having students read literature aloud contributes to developing speaking as well as listening ability. Moreover, it also leads to improving pronunciation. Pronunciation may be the focus before, during, and / or after the reading.

Thus, this means, there is significant relationship between the use of ICT in teaching Literature-In-English and the students’ autonomy in learning of Literature. With a combination of students' autonomy, capability, and creativity, the use of ICT can improve both teaching and learning quality (Gee 2007, 2011).
Discussion of Findings 
The first research objective was to find out that the use of ICT enhance students' motivation towards Literature in English.  It influence includes planning themes, helping students activate the appropriate prior knowledge, and supporting students in reading and responding to the literature in appropriate ways (Martinez & Roser, 2016). Most of the teacher posited that having students read literature aloud contributes to developing speaking as well as listening ability. Moreover, it also leads to improving pronunciation. Pronunciation may be the focus before, during, and / or after the reading. The findings reveal that ICT was found more effective on students’ retention as compared to traditional teaching methods. The results are consistent with the findings of Oginni and Popoola (2013) who found that by using information and communication technology, students’ retention scores were better when contrasted with those who were instructed via conventional methods. The students of experimental group retained better than those of control group. Thus, this research affirms the results of the aforementioned researches that claim that students learn and retain better when they are taught through ICT
The second research objective was to find out if the teachers believe that the use of ICT Foster student's learning of Literature in English. Technology allowed students to find a variety of authentic sources and materials from the Literature in English language website. In addition, Rinekso and Kurniawan (2020) reported that English teachers have a positive understanding of the concept by promoting learning through the involvement of ICT. They agreed that ICT gives them an opportunity to foster learners, helps students to be more independent in finding learning resources, and makes students more motivated in learning. It can be said that technology enrich students learning resources. 
The research questions was intended to know the possibilities of ICT in promoting students' autonomy in Literature in English Learning and its influence on literature in English Teacher. From the findings above, it is revealed that the teacher's perception of the use of technology in the classroom is generally positive. The teachers in this study believe that using technology in the classroom can promote learner autonomy. When the teachers have positive beliefs about using technology, they would spend more time and provide more activities to promote learners autonomy in their instructions. In general, teachers believe that the use of technology in the class was beneficial. Technology helps them to motivate their students to learn independently







CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
The study was conducted to examine the use of ICT in Teaching and Learning of Literature in English in Ilorin East Local Government Area “A case study of selected schools in Ilorin East Local Government Area of Kwara State. The objectives of the study were to find out whether the use of ICT in Literature in English classes in secondary schools motivates students, whether ICT fosters students' learning Literature in English and whether having ICT in the classroom influences students' autonomy in learning of Literature in English. Literature reviewed highlighted the existing researches on students' ICT use and attitudes toward it, benefits of integrating ICT applications in English language classrooms, enhancing learner's motivation towards English language learning through ICT, improving learner's engagement in language classrooms, promoting Learners autonomy with ICT and teaching of English literature with ICT.
Conclusion
In the study of the "use of ICT in teaching and learning of Literature in English in Ilorin East L.G.A." It is discovered that ICT enhance students learning Literature-in-English, ICT Foster students' learning in Literature in English and ICT promotes students' autonomy in literature in English learners.
Based on the findings of the study, it is concluded that teachers generally show positive attitude towards the use of technology to promote learner autonomy in teaching literature in English. The teacher generally believes that utilizing technology in the classroom helps students to be autonomous learners. The majority of teachers have used technology and several applications (Martinez & Roser 2016) with the potential to promote learner autonomy. Using the technology in teaching and learning in the classroom not only has the benefits but also has some barriers for both the students and teachers. Developing learner autonomy in the classroom is not an easy task for the teacher. However, the teachers believe that it is important to apply technology in the teaching and learning process to promote learner autonomy. Therefore, based on those findings, it is suggested that teachers upgrade their understanding and skills to teach in this digital era.
Implications of the Study
The implication of this study is that it enhancing motivation and engagement in the language classroom, motivating students in the language classroom is not always on easy function to fulfill because it involves a multiplicity of psycho-sociological and linguistic factors. To what extent can information technology increase motivation and involves students more in their learning?
From the finding in the five selected secondary schools it was found that ICT can influence students' motivation to learn and increase their interest and attention and ensure more involvement and engagement in the classroom.
Students are more likely to display positive attitude when computer are used in the classroom, they are more motivated and active in the classroom.

Recommendations
The following recommendations are made from the study:-
ICT has now become a part of the teaching and learning arena no matter what the geographical location is. Accordingly, with proper utilization of technology in academia, there is a great potential in developing learners learning and overall performance. This can only be achieved with both the parties cooperating in the educational field, as it falls upon the responsibility of the teaching to encourage students' learning with whatever means, whether with ICT or without it.
With ICT in the picture, education can now be more dynamic and interesting as the instructors have means to get students involved with lessons that requires collaborative work. Through ICT  teaching can bring in newer ways to enable the teaching and learning process to be more motivating as nowadays there are number of tech-tools and applications that can make the learning process more interesting.
Among the innovations that the teachers can implement with the use of ICT is that they can use online platforms for assignments as a way to open communication with the students. This will help in creating an online communication where the students' will feel at ease to ask questions as well as share their ideas and opinions about any given topic while clarifying queries that students who are more introverted during classroom question and answer sessions. The teacher can then use the information that they get from the online platforms to gather data and understanding about each of their students. By assigning students' to work on lessons online, the teachers can also save up class time and utilize the class time more efficiently. Based on this study, future researchers should further try to undertake more researches on this field to highlight the benefits and challenges of using ICT in teaching and learning literature in English.
The effect that ICT has on learner's learning process will open new areas for suggestion in the use of ICT by educators.
Suggestions for Further Studies
This study serves as a basis for further research study on the use of ICT in teaching and learning of literature at senior secondary school in Ilorin East local government area of Kwara state. Having carried out this research successfully, the researcher is suggesting that further studies should be carried out in the following areas:
i. Factors influencing the use of ICT in teaching and learning of English Literature in Ilorin East local government area of Kwara state.
ii. Teacher attitudes, perceptions and confidence in the use of ICT in teaching and learning of English Literature in Ilorin East local government area of Kwara state.
iii. The important of school culture on ICT usage in teaching and learning of English Literature in Ilorin East local government area of Kwara state.
iv. The teacher and administrative with involvement of ICT usage in the teaching and learning of English Literature in Nigeria secondary schools.
