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ABSTRACT
 	This study examined socio –economic background and academic performance of political student amongst public secondary schools in Asa Local Government Area of Kwara State. The independent variables examine were; parental income, family size, parental occupation, parental education background while dependent variable is students’ academic performance. To achieve the purpose of the study, four research questions and four research hypotheses were posed and formulated respectively to guide the study. Literature was reviewed based on the variables in the study. The research design was adopted for this study was survey research design. One hundred fifty (150) SS2 students who offered political in public secondary schools were randomly selected for this study. The instrument used for data collection was a 24-item questionnaire named socio –economic background and academic performance of political students Questionnaire (SCBAPSQ) constructed by the researcher. Independent t-test statistic was used as statistical tool for data analysis. The findings of the study revealed that there was significant influence of parental income, family size, parental occupation, and parental education background on the academic performance of SS 11 students in Asa Local Government Area of kwara State. Based on the findings of the study, it was recommended among others that Parents of low socio-economic status should be empowered to enable them provide for basic needs for their children. Thus, enhances their academic performance in Political. Suggestion for further research was also made.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
The future of any society or nation at large depend on the educational attainment of the youth. 
Mead (2020), described education as shaping influence in social and cultured pattern. The government of Nigeria has realized the significance of formal literacy campaign programme from 1999 to 2000, which contribute immensely to the development of this nation.
Adewale, A. M. (2022), Furthermore  encouraged technical education the 7-3-3-4 system of education has been introduced to provide secondary school students with vocational knowledge. In the first place the youths of today are the leaders of tomorrow hence the hope for a better future rests on the present Generation (F.G.N).
The academic performance of students at the secondary school level is usually used in placing them into higher institution for specialization. If secondary education is so important in determining the quality of future generation, one then wonders why the standard at that level is so low as it is presently. A lot of controversies have been generated for the cause of students failure in secondary schools. While some people hold the teacher responsible especially the parents) some believe that the cause of failure in secondary schools is the students directly, because of their parents) Some believe that the cause of failure in secondary schools is the students directly, because of their poor attitude to work and others shift the blame on the family with emphasis on their socio-economic influence on students academic performance.
Moreover, students taught wider the same learning environment perform differently and this has made people to conclude that certainly there must be some other out of school factors contributing to varying degree of academic performance at the secondary level. Although many factors are responsible for the level of academic achievement attained by the students among which the socio-economic status and its influence on the environment is very important.
Bremback (2021) argued that the crucial importance of the family in learning reflected on estimate that as much as 33 percents of the child educational growth at eighteen years is achieved by six years of age and 42 percent by age thirteen. There is positive relationship between the level of educational aspiration of the students and the social status of his family.
Furthermore, parental encouragement regardless of the social status of the family has a significant influence in raising educational aspiration this shows the importance of home background which is explained by parents status socio-economic factor on the child’s performance at school.
Gertarde (2022) opined that learning process commences with the child’s first infant experience his response to various stimuli and to people in the home. It is during the early years that the child spends all of his time within the family and that he develops both intelligence and scholastic achievement.
Most Nigerian parents are poor there by making it extremely difficult for their children to have access to the media like television, Radio, and News paper. Many families are also incapable of revising with their children the lesson learnt from school.
Brembeck (2019) also claimed that school achievement as well as educational attainment are positively associated with socio-economic status of the students family.
The fact that a student’s is naturally intelligent is not a criterion for such a student to get the best quality of education but the socio-economic environment under which the child is been brought up can help or hinder the achievement of his potential level.
According to Durojaye (2008) however, the usual everyday living condition of many African homes are probably inadequate for helping our children to achieve the full potentials considering all the opportunities provided by education and for the benefit of students, the researcher thought that the study of socio economic influence of the family on academic performance of students is imperative.


Statement of the Problem
With the present 7-3-3-4 educational system secondary school education seems to be very important. One then wonder why the standard of achievements at this level is so low. It is of a greater concern that the decline in the standard of education is a complex problem and the responsible factor cannot be advanced from the school system alone, but also from out of school environment. This paper therefore attempt to look into the following problems:
i. Are there any elements of the family background of the students which influence their academic performance?
ii. If there are some elements, to what extent, can these affect the students academic achievement?
iii. Do children from high socio-economic background perform better in school work than students from the low socioeconomic background and vise-versa?
iv. How can students be made to adjust with their socioeconomic background so as to improve on their academic performance?
Purpose of the Study
The main purpose of this research work is to find out the influence of socio-economic status to student academic performance of some student in some secondary schools in Ilorin Metropolis Area of Kwara State.
Also an attempt will be made to find out or ascertain whether there will be a significant difference between socioeconomic status and students academic performance in some secondary schools.
Lastly to make suggestion and recommendations that might attribute to the development and improve the standard of education of student academic performance in some secondary schools especially in Ilorin Metropolis Area of Kwara State.
General Question
This study hoped to provide answers to the following research questions; 
i. What is the family on the academic performance of students in Ilorin Metropolis Area of Kwara State.  
Research Questions 
i. Is there any significant relationship between the family size and student academic performance?
ii. Is there any significant differences between parents educational level and student academic performance?
iii. Is there any relationship between parents property items and students academic performance?
Research Hypothesis
H0i:  There is no significant relationship between the family size and students academic performance. In Ilorin metropolis Area of Kwara State.
H02:  There is no significant relationship between parents property items and students academic performance in Ilorin Metropolis Area of Kwara State.
H03:  There is no significant relationship between parents educational level and students academic performance.
Significant of the study
It is a common saying that the standard of education is falling fast and a lot of controversies have generated as to the causes of this fallen standard of education achievement of students. It could be noted that the poor grades in the senior secondary certificate examination in the recent time is a testimony to the fact that standard of education is falling (Though on the part of he student performance and achievement) without any doubt, the outcome of this study will be of benefit to the students the parents and the school which include the teachers administrators the curriculum planners to realized the influence of socio-economic status of the family on the academic performance of students and to work against the adverse effect on students learning. This study will also add more to finding already made on this issue.


Scope of the Study
This study was carried out in Ilorin west and it covers the selected secondary schools located within Ilorin west. This study also deals with descriptive survey while respondents were selected to represent the interest the entire students in Ilorin Metropolis Area of Kwara State.
Operational Definition of Terms 
Socio-Economic Status: The word social comes from society and society is defined as a large scale of human grouping that shares a common culture and that possesses a comprehensive social system.
Economics: It is used in the study to mean the sum of terms goods and services flowing into an individual.
Socio-Economic: Status here by depicts one’s ranks or position in terms of the standard of living compared other people with whom one lives.
Academic Performance: This is the level of achievement based on the classroom performance on recorded test or examination.
Environment: The life experience a part from heredity which can influence the personality of an individual. 
Motivation: This is the general term for the factors which encourage energize, arose or direct response. These factors includes needs, drives urges, incentives or goals.
Income: Income here is assumed to be total earning of an individual in exchange for services be renders to the society.












CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
Home Background and Environments
The importance of home background for success in education has long been acknowledged but in recent time major studies have been under taken, investigating the operation of its influence.
According to Campbell (2006) the home environment affects secondary school achievement but he suggested that there was a need for more research in this field, and that close co-operation between school and parents might make it possible to use these in finding more satisfactorily.
Campbell had concentrated upon the socialism cultural values and attitude be parents. In another contribution to this study of the relationship between the child’s home background and his attainment in school. Frazer (2000) student over 4000 abandoned school children aimed to discover whether environment factors were related school progress in greater degree than one might expect as a result of common factor of intelligence. The result showed that the home environment was more closely related to educational attainment than to intelligent quotient and gave additional support to what was by then becoming very strong evidence for the importance of child’s home environment to his progress at school.
These essential of home environment was a composite one and the three most important found to be abnormal background income and parents attitudes to the education and future occupational of the child.
Furthermore, Jones (20004) described man’s environment as all the stimuli that can influence his personality apart from heredity. Environment could be physical or abstract, it could also be human or materials. It embraces the climatic conditions of man’s surrounding, the objects around him and of course the socioeconomic condition of the family to which he belongs. All these constitute the elements of man’s environments and they modify or dictate his behaviour one way or the other.
Similarly Ray et al (2001) said that the kind of adult and child turns out to be dependents, at least in part, upon the quality of the child’s environment.

The Child’s Socio-Economic Environment
The socio economic environment of the child’s is made up of all the elements that constitute the socio-economic status of the parents. It can be argued that socio-economic background of the child is determined by that of the family and the same factor that determine the social class to which the parents belongs to are responsible for the child.
These factors include the materials wealth or cultural capital and its consequences on the family’s attitudes, behaviour and life pattern. Consequently, social stratification, class and status as well as economic status were being viewed differently by different authors.
Biltol et al (2003) had stated that the concept of stratification is know as “the idea that society is divided into a patterned structure of unequal groups and usually implies that this structure tends to persist across generation and the actual nature of these group and relationship between them varies enormously.
However, most societies of today have stratification system based almost entirely on economic relationship (inequalities in materials life chances are fundamental, status differences and difference in political influence follow on from this structure where economic relationship are primary call class societies. Although there is considerable dispute over the precise meaning of the term social class.
Bilton et al (2007) use class to refer to a group sharing a similar position in a structure of objective material inequalities produced by a particular mode of production. No wonder then, that Christopher (2008) put it that, “Talking of family background we mean all the environmental factors that make brothers and sisters more alike than random individual” considering this view therefore it implies that the family background of a child is the same as his social environment.
Furthermore, Ray et al (2004) described status as the position of the individual in the prestige system of his society. Simply added by Bilton (2005) and said, “then social position that a person occupies are called status”
Goldthorpe (2008) identified wealth, prestige and power as the three good things of life. Although these three are different concepts, they are however, inter related. For instance, a wealthy family (with certain individual exceptions) enjoys the prestige accorded it by the less privileged simply because of the wealth which can also be used as a tools in influencing or controlling other people action. Having these influencing on material and many conclusion can be drawn that wealth, prestige and power determined the socio-economic status of a person. In the same vein, Bamisaye et al (2002) and Chapin (2000) considered education in classifying population. Further investigation revealed that the education of the head of household is highly correlated with family income and occupation. Thus, education, wealth and income stands to be the major elements of socioeconomic background of the child and they all constituted the child’s socio-economic environment under which is brought up and which influences his life style.
Education Level of Parents
The parent’s educational level refers to the amount and nature of the formal education received by much parent’s. Some scholar believed that if the educational level of the parent is high, the family takes up an employment which has a reasonable income, such families have television sets, Radio, library etc. children from such environment are families with books and other household properties before they go to school.
Invariably, the reasoning of such children have been enriched and properly channeled towards academic goals. As such they perform better than children form poor background where such motivational gadgets are not in existence.
Peaker (2002) found out that three specific variables accounted for most variation in child’s performance, these are educational aspirations, literacy of the home and parental interest in the child’s academic work.
According to butcher (2001) he observed that children from poorly educated parents who by their virtue will fail to provide the child with the right sort of encouragement and cannot appreciate the need for a quite place to study. This will tend to deteriorate their performances at school.
Finally here, Peaker and butcher revealed the importance of educational level of parents to the academic performance of the child.

Child’s Home Background and Schools Adjustment
The family is the first and the smallest unit of the community the child interacts with, and the hole consisting of the parents and siblings serve as the first place of learning before proceeding tot eh four wall of the classroom for formal education. Thus, a child spends a greater part of his formative years with the parents at home before giving to school. As such home background tends to affect a child’s schools work the more expect the home experiences agreeing in every way with that of the school experience.
In addition, it has also been observed that the socioeconomic background of the child can determine the rate of adjustment within the school system.
Kuppuswany (1999) observed that the middle class family like the teachers, the doctors, engineers etc, place a high emphasis on personal cleanliness like bathing and wearing clean clothes. They look emphasis on the control of emotions, they also insisted on clean and correct language. However, the situation is different with the families of the low socio-economic status.
Lawton (2005) said in his own view that subcultures transmit different modes of speech and hence different mode of thinking. He associated code of language, short sentences, are dependent classes, small vocabulary, few adjectives use without line discrimination abstract ideas etc. quite unlike the middles class child. The working class is brought up to restricted code and finds great difficulty in translating elaborate code in to something he can understand. All these can affect the rate at which the child is able to cope with the life at school. Eysenti (2002) described adjustment as a process of activities, geared forward for survival in a given environment.
In another development Wolman (2003) described adjustment as homeostatic relationship between the individual and the environment as he strives to survive the various physical and physiological stressors. Also, Schaffor (2004) saw adjustment encompassing the origins and development of individual and society adaptive and mal-adaptive behavior. Moreover, Lazarus (2001) refers to adjustment as men’s effect, successful and unsuccessful to deal with life in the face of environmental demand, internal pressures and human potentialities. These may include curriculum programme design, disciplinary measure, new ideas, languages to mention but few. A child can there fore said to be mal-adjustment if he/she will cope or adjust easily with these situations hence he/she will be experiencing a conflicts anxieties and frustration in the school system. Adjustment can also be affected in the school because of psychological imbalance never the less any child whose home background is identical to that of school environment that may affect the child. These include the occupational status of the parents, the parents attitude toward their children’s education and the expectation they have for the children.
Children can therefore be stimulated to learn with more positive attitude, high expectation and achievement motivation for success in school combined with the ability to provide the school materials.
It is on this that Dubey (2007) asserted that the children of low socio-economic status parents are handicapped in these areas, In that they enjoy few facilities and amenities at hole to prepare them for school. Consequently adjustment in school is a problem where as it is other way reward with children of highly placed families.
Appraisal of the Related Literature Reviewed
Although several educationists schools and other researcher have been involved in dealing with various aspects of students performance at school. At the same time the importance of the home background for success in education has long been acknowledged but it in the last few years that major studies investigating the influence of the home background have been under taken.
Also with the current social stratification home and family (parents) play an indispensable roles in the education of the child and social status of teacher and students should see the impact of socio-economic status of the family as prominent in the academic achievement of students.




CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
Introduction 
This chapter is concerned with the methods used by the researcher for the study. It describes the instrument and research design the sample and sampling technique procedure for data collection and analysis.
Research Design
This is a descriptive survey of what the students perceived in the sexually education in selected secondary school in Ilorin West.
Jimoh (1995) define survey as a research that involve sampling the respondents from the date drown to in fare information gathered from the respondent from the entire population.
Population of the Study 
The study population was made up of students from selected secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.


Sample and Sampling Techniques
	In this research, the researcher has chosen to use random sampling and techniques of which the instrument would only cover some areas the socio-economic influence of the family on the academic performance of students.
Students in senior secondary class II were utilized. This is because these students had taken some examinations both internal and external where much of their performances could be determined. All the secondary schools in the\Local Government Area were co-educational therefore both sexes were evenly represented in the study. A total of two hundred and ten students were finally randomly selected.
Families, the ethnic groups and young person involved. As this make some ethic groups of communities lead to disbandment of such a person involved. 
Research Instrument
A three section questionnaire was used for this study. The first section was designed to collect information about the students personal data and that of family size and structure. The second section was about the education level of parents or guardians.
Section three of the questionnaire dealt with the socioeconomic status of the parents in term of property, income, and academic performance of the child. The questionnaire was fourteen item questions in all students personal data containing name of school, sex, age, and higher position in the family. On the family size the questions found out the number of wife (wives) children and how many among the children were in school. Parent’s level of education concerned with whether the parents or guardians were literate or illiterate and if literate the level or their literacy is concerned. The socio-economic status in term of property and income which affects the contribution of parents /guardians in payment of fees and levies. While academic performance of the child was based on last term examination result.
Validity of Instrument
	A measuring instrument is valid when it measures truly and accurately what it supposed to measure.
	Validity refers to the degree to which a test measure what purport to measures. 
	After the preparation of the instrument, the researcher gave it to experts and finally submitted to supervisor.
Reliability of the Instrument 
	Reliability of an instrument as consistency over a period of time, therefore, pilot study was carried out on fifty respondents, and the administration of the questionnaire was repeated after four weeks interval. The responses were scored and person moment correlation coefficient method was employed to determine the reliability level of the instrument. 
Administration of the Instrument
After appropriate consultation, the researcher has kindly consented to use the school after sought the consent of the school principal. The questionnaire was taken to classes by the help of the class teachers and they help in administering the questionnaire.
The questions were fully explained to students and they were instructed not to write their names on the questionnaire so that they might supply the right answers.
Data Analysis
For the purpose of this study cooling and percentage method were used. The two main variables involved throughout were those of the family such as parents, guardian and the student’s academic performance.










CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Parent visiting students at their schools, provision when necessary all these make students to perform excellently in their schools
The primary objective of this study was to investigate and find the socio-economic factors which are responsible for the academic performance of secondary students. We have investigated and found some statistically significant factors and some non-significant factors as well which were found significant in previous studies.
But in this study, personal information, family related attributes, and academic information of students were analyzed. In the meantime, some of the studies investigated only the S.S One and S.S Two students. However, our study has some limitations the research was based on data collected from secondary school student with a limited sample size. It is recommended that future investigations be conducted with a larger population.
Socio-economic background in secondary student surveys is an important challenge. Typically, educational studies employ student questionnaires to obtain data on socio-economic background and three variables (either as single indicators or in combination) can be identified as standard measures of family SES in educational research: (i) parental education, (ii) parental occupation and (iii) household items. These three variables can be viewed as a reasonable representation of the concept of socio-economic status when collecting data from students on home background. As can show, it is important to provide information about the effects of SES on performance and many of the results have helped to highlight differences in equity in education and describe the way SES interacts with the characteristics of educational systems. But it needs to be recognized that there are some methodological problems with the collection of valid and reliable student background data in secondary school student. The analyses in this paper show that care needs to be taken with regard to the interpretation of analyses and future surveys should try to strengthen the measurement approach taken in this study. The analyses presented in this paper show that succeeded in collecting measures of socio-economic background that can be combined to a composite index with reasonable internal consistency and stability across the first two surveys. Reviewing the stability of the three components, however, indicates that there is some larger than expected variation across cycles, in particular with regard to (non-ICT related) household items. Some of the variation may be due to (minor) format changes across the two cycles and care should be taken to avoid even smaller modifications in future surveys. Comparing results from regression models using single indicators for parental occupation, parental education and household possessions shows that in a smaller number of countries the composite index explains less variance than using all three components separately. Decomposing the variance in reading performance explained by (a single-level regression) model using the three components indicate that household possessions typically add more unique variance explanation than parental occupation and education. This observation indicates that student reports on household possessions provide data on family background that are able to explain variation in achievement that is not already predicted with parental occupation and education. Parental education is the variable that usually adds the smallest unique variance explanation.







CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
Summary 
There are significant relationship between the family size and academic performance of students as the result of the study revealed in the first instance.
This agrees with the research carried out in Kwara (2000), among the secondary school students by Durojaye where it was stated that the extended family pattern was unfavourable to the secondary school students.
It was indicated that with larger extended family pattern, parents have many people to cater for and much money to spend on each member of the family. A family which has got a large number of dependants may not be able to do much in the provision of educational needs of the children, from this indication, students from the large families therefore stand the chance of begin deprived of parental attention morally and financially which can eventually affect the level of their academic performance. Current study shows that majority of the students sampled belong to large families which actually affect their academic performance. This can clearly be seen in table I and II in chapter four.
As shows in table 30(40%) students indicated in the table, one 60 out of 100 parents encourages their students to work harder while 40 out of 100 parents fail in encourage their students to work hard. This result agreed with the observation of Durojaye (2004) that social life of many AFRICANS can be described as life in the extended family. As provided by this study therefore, the effect of the large family size pattern is the low academic performance in secondary schools in the recent time.
Moreover, with the date and interpretation of the findings in hypothesis two, it is clear that there is significant relationship between Parents educational level and student’s academic performance. The higher the Parents educational level, the brighter is the chance that the children will performed better in the academic work.
The positive relationship between parental education and student’s academic performance agrees with the researcher carried out by Bamisaiye (2003) and Chapin (2000) which revealed that the education of the head of house hold is highly correlated with and influence child’s academic achievement and the totality of his life style.
The educated parents have realized most of the academic requirement of their children and as such prepared to meet such demands. Such demands includes afternoon lesson, adequate textbook etc. The Children of such educated parent are privilege to have parents who understand and are appreciative of education. But the reverse is the  case with the half-baked or stack illiterate parents, some of is mere wasting of time and money. The result of this study show that, the children of the educated parent performed better than the children of low or none educated parents, form table II in chapter four which shows the parents a reasonable number of students from parents who have attained high level of education performed higher academically, out of the total number of students that perform better from with parents the percentage of the student is about 79% about 69% of the students that performed low were from the parents of low educational level.
It can therefore be deduced that the higher parent’s educational level, the tendency under the child to perform better. The findings under third hypothesis indicates that there is relationship between parents property items and academic performance of the child. It was a positive relationship that the more the parents property items, the brighter the chance that the child will perform well academically and vice-versa. The type of relationship between the two variables concerned may result from the differences between the rich and the poor in terms of academic incentive provided for the children.
Library facilities, instructional aids like television radio, cassette player are the academic incentives provided for the children.
It will be easy for the parents who possesses these incentives to give to their children and difficult for these whose parents have none. This accessibility to incentives will invariably influence the level of understanding and academic performance of the children concerned positively for those who are chanced and negatively for those that are not privileged.
This study is in agreement with the work of Jones (1999) who found out and described man’s environment as all stimuli that can influence his personality apart from heredity. He explained further that environment could be physical or abstract human or materials all which can modify or indicate man’s mentioned above constitute the parents properly items and has a greater influence over children’s academic performance.
Marison et al (2007) viewed in the same way that, the family status and occupation are closely related to material wealth, outlook, and are identical with social class, all which can influence man’s behaviour. 
However, this study shows that majority of students are academically backward and this likely to be the result from the fact that majority of the poor parents could not afford any of the materials (property items) needed for the academic improvement of their children.
Table in chapter four of this study shed more light on students academic performance in relation to their parents property. About 83.4% of the students that performed very low were from the parents with very fewer no property items. Where as about 67.3% of the total number of students that performed high are those whose parents possesses 3-5 property items.
This is why the result of this study agreed with Durojaiye (2001) that many African home cannot provide facilities for the educational support of their children in schools.
Conclusion
One could deduce and make the following conclusion if we critically examine the findings and analysis of this study that majority of the students came from polygamous home where some of the father having four, five or more wives and large family size prevails. The consequence is that many parents careless or even care free for their children attitudes to the school activities also.
Furthermore, many students have average socio-economic background. This might not be unconnected with the education and occupation of many parents who had average educational background of secondary schools or teacher grade II and those who engaged in trading activities which grouped them under the middle class status.
However, many parents are mentioned above could not afford to provide sufficient materials like library, instructional aids, means of transport etc. for the children at home. Although there are children of low socio-economic background who performed very well academically but there is significant relationship between the family size and students academic performance. 
There is significant relationship between parents educational level and academic performance of the students and thirdly, there 4 significant relationship between parents property items and student academic adic. Taking all these into account, it is obvious that there is significant relationship and influence between parents socio-economic status and students academic and academic in schools.
Recommendations
Going by the findings of this study, the following recommendations are suggested. “Charity begins at home” says an adage. Therefore attention should be focused on the home, parent should pay attention to their children’s education by providing necessary school materials for them.
Parents should also be encouraged to develop interest in school activities for parents attitude towards the school. Parents should also be encouraged to develop interest in school activities for parents attitude toward the school programme which will show the child the amount of values or the importance that parents have. In attached to the child’s schooling and this in turn will boosting the ago of the child academically.
Parents attitude to family size is closely related to the above. They should be encouraged to desist from the practices of their fore fathers, that is, the idea of the larger the family size, The more people recognizes you in the society. Parent should have the size of the family that they will be able to adequately catered for. On the part of the Government Secondary Education in Nigeria should be made free and compulsory. This will enable students of both the rich and poor parents have equal opportunity and access to education with little or no differences or discrimination.
In addition, the governments boarding system should be reintroduced in the secondary schools. This is imperative because of differences in home background and socio-economic environment, with this boarding system, all students will be exposed to the same scheduled programmes under the same physical and socio-economic environment.
“Emphasis should be laid on the part of government and on the recruitment of the categories of personnel to secondary schools. These are the guidance counselors, the educational psychologists and the training officers. It is believed that these personnel will not help students to identify their problems but they will help the students to find solutions to most of the problem both psychological and socio-economic problems. As well as maintenance of discipline in schools.
School themselves should be disciplined keeping to rules and regulations as stipulated in the education policy should the above suggested recommendations be implemented, the researcher is of the opinion that students will be brought up in a good environment and this will alleviate the problem of differences of home background and socio-economic influences which hinder the academic progress of the loss socio-economically privileged students.
