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ABSTRACT
This project was carried out to examine the influence of family background on the academic performance of primary school pupils in  some selected primary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area. The 15 items questionnaire on for the influence of family background on academic performance of pupils was used in collecting data from eight (8) selected primary schools. A total of 80 pupils were randomly selected  from eight schools. Simple percentage and t-test were the major statistical tools used for analysis of the data collected. The result revealed that family types, parental cooperation, parents educational status, regular payment of school fees, provision  of enough school materials  and conducive  learning home environment contribute positively to the academic performance of pupils. Furthermore, the result of t-test shows that there was significant difference between the influences  of monogamous and polygamous families on the academic performance of the children. Among the suggestion given are that school teachers should identify those  pupils who from polygamous homes facing emotional problems and give them special attention in the classroom and that government should provide an awareness campaign on family planning and against marrying more than one wife,
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1 Background to the Study 
The family is the smallest unit of culture and the origin  of human community and its seen  universally as an institution. NASS (2020), defined family as an “Institutionalized social group whose members must be related to other by blood, marriage or adoption. It plays a very significant role in human society. The family  is the best arrangement  and a place where  children can be reared and nurtured physically, socially, emotionally, spiritually and mentally to become well balanced matured adults.
Within the family the parents are constantly transmitting behavioural traits, attitudes and values which are basic to specific roles.  In the early stages of development, the family may be child’s only reference ground and  as such it will be an important  influence on the formation of his motivational traits and behavioural styles. Some of these, such as an achievement orientation, a need for acceptance, habit of industry, and appreciation of the advantages of differing  gratifications can have a significant effect on the child’s academic achievement in school.
The complexity of a Nigerian family lies intrinsically in its types, the monogamous family and the polygamous family and their differences. As asserted by Okhawere (2024), a capital observation of Nigerian family will reveal, even to a superficial observed that it is a fabric of complex force at work, each having its distinctive feature of influences. These forces which existed in the family include among others, the economic social psychological emotional and religious forces. The gravity of the forces and their possible influence on the child vary according to the size of  the family. Research findings showed that the better educated and upward mobile children are likely to come from small families (Him meiwet 1954) Jackson and Marsden, 1962 and Douglas  (1964) Nisbet (153) and Lipset and Bendix (1959) asserted that in small families there is greater interaction between parents and children who consequently received more attention and greater encouragement. It has also been suggested that even in this social welfare state parents with the large families experience greater financial difficulties in maintaining their children in full –time education (Hayes and Hopson 1987):28)
Therefore it is thus necessary that a study be conducted to determined the influence of the family and polygamous family as the back ground on the academic achievement of pupils in primary school in Ilorin west local government 
It is should however be borne in mind that polygamous families can also  be smaller than monogamous families
1.2 Statement of the Problem
	That the standard of education has fallen in Nigerian schools is no longer in doubt. But what is still controversial is why the standard has fallen and is still falling. Some researchers and educationist have attributed the falling in standard to lack of seriousness  on the part of the teachers and students while others  believed that parents and the types of homes in which the pupils are brought up have much effect on their academic performance in schools. This study therefore, intends to pupils from monogamous family perform better academically than those  from polygamous family
1.3	Purpose of the Study 
	This study is designed to investigate the influence of family background on the academic performance of selected primary schools pupils in Ilorin West Local government, Kwara State.. the purpose of the study therefore, is to examine and compared the academic performance of pupils from monogamous and polygamous family and possibly proffer solutions to the problems encountered 
1.4	Research Hypothesis 
	The following hypotheses were formulated to guide the study.
i.  There is no significant difference between academic performance of pupils from monogamous family and those from polygamous family
ii. Pupils family  background and parents socio economic status does not affect their academic performance 

1.5	Significance of the Study
	The importance of a study of this kind will be tremendous. In the light of the information and data it would provide the business educators, counselor parents as well as the Nigerian society at large more knowledge in the contribution of families to academic performance of their children 
It will enable pupils to know how their parents can influence  their academic  performance 
It will also enable parents to play more active roles in supporting the education of their children so that they can perform well in schools
1.6	Scope and Limitation of the Study 
	This study is confined to eight (8) selected primary school out of twenty five (25) public school and out of Ilorin West. Only eight (8) primary school were selected due to financial constraints and time factors
1.7	Definition of Terms 
	For the purpose of clarity, it is necessary that certain terms used in the study may be operationally defined, the following terms have been defined as used in the content 
Family Background:  It is defined in terms of monogamous and polygamous families 
Examination: they are tools  used to measure and evaluate an individual academic performance
Tests: test are used interchangeably with examination that is, test are measuring tools used to determine the understanding and academic performance of an individual 
Marriage: when a man and a woman agreed to live together as husband and wife the conscience of their parents  
Polygamous family: a home where a man has more than one woman and many children
Monogamous family: a home where a man has one wife and children 


CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1	Education in Primary Schools and Parents 
	According to Federal republic of National Policy on Education 4th edition (2004) “Primary education is referred to the education given institution for children aged 6-11 plus. Since the rest of education system is built upon it, the primary level is the key to the success of failure of the whole system with the duration of six years
This being the case the goals of primary education includes;
· To inculcate permanent literacy  and numeracy and ability  to communication effectively
· To lay a sound basis for scientific  and reflective thinking
· To mould the character and develop sound attitude and moral in  the child 
· To give citizenship education as a basic for effective participation in and contribution to the life of the society
· To develop in the child the ability to adopt to the child changing environment 
“Education therefore is to be regarded as a commodity  and schools as rival out lets which complete with other for parents custom
The parents role in this educational market placed is therefore of crucial importance. As consumers of education their role is to make considered choice between should is on the basis of publicity available and information such as a schools performance in National examination or standardized assessment”
Marthin, Hughes facility wikely and tricia nash (2014)
However, by contrasting the role of consumers with two different roles which parents have been given in the past. Drawing on a distinction made by Docking (2010). We refers to these as “parent” problems and parents as partners”
Docking (2020) suggested  that whole parents have always been regarded as problems  the kinds of problems has changed over the years, some criticism are leveled at  parents that many of them were not sufficiently interested in their children education.   Also a similar finding was reported by the Plowden committee (central advisory committee for education (1967) which concluded  from its own research that variation in parental attitude was one of the main factor underlying variation in children school environment as well as their academic performance 
2.3	Types of Family and Some Family Factors which may influence Academic Performance of Pupils 
Peil (2017) explained that marriage is an alliance between a man and a woman which legitimized sexual access and the children which result giving them an inscriptive place in the society as member of a particular  lineage and family.
Olayinka (2017) describe marriage as a social union of institution for a man and woman to be bound in body and soul, that it foster unity and help the couples to plan their future and setup their own family.
Similarly Olusanya (2020) and out (2021) marriage  is a delicated social relationship between  a man and a woman that involved permanently living together with a contract  that defined  the obligation between  the two and any children that may emerge
Obiadi (2014) Peil (2017) and Gold Thorpe (2015) identified the two types of family in Nigerian as polygamous and monogamous families 
The polygamous family usually consists of many members since one man marries more than one wife and there is no limit as to the number of children each wife should have. Similarly monogamous family is known for its smallness because it consist of just one man one wife and their children. It is therefore assumed that in a family of few member as we have in monogamous the parents are able to care more for their children in terms of food, clothing, shelter education, adequate emotional social and moral training 
The monogamous family has a peculiar intimate relationship such  that cannot be found in the polygamous family (Okhawrere 2016).
As asserted by Iwe (1995) and (1978) polygamous is a problem even among Muslim marriage because it is the concept and institution of African culture due to this there is more room for hatred and lack of trust especially when rival or co-wives do not like to co-operate and work together as one, there is no proper communication and unity among the co-wives  and their husband. This the upbringing of children in the polygamous family is difficult due to the large number of the children.
The preferential treatment rivalry, jealously   competition enmity and conflict  group created in family  make up and the environment underwhich the child is reared (Okhawere 1990) observed that as the child grows in such family he tend to practice that image of the home.
Odebummi (1990) point out that excessive completion parental favouristim and strong feeling of insecurity lead to serve as emotional distance such emotional disturbance in no doubt can have adverse impact on the academic performance of the children reared in such family.
Okon (1988) also says that when parents child relationship are strained when parental attitude towards their children are not favbourable when parent ignore  and neglect their children basic needs and show no concern  for their children the adjustment of those children at home and  at school may be impaired.
2.4	Examination As An instrument of Assessing academic performance 
	Test came from modern psychology and it is less 110 years old (Befrand and Cebular 2018) psychology study human behaviour and itself, less than 110 years old people who contributed to the study of test were those  who developed method to measure and describe behaviour 
Sir Francis Calton and English Scientist by the turn of the 19th century was able to study human being differ not only in physical characteristics but also in ways of solving intellectual problems and emotional responses to life. This difference in human being also answer that question on the concept of individual differences.
Thordike was another psychologist who agrees  with Galton and Cattel on the individual differences and developed a lot of test on how people learn
Cronbach (1960) defined a test as a “systematic procedure for comparing the behaviour of two or more person”
According to Situ, A.OP (2008) defined test as a measuring trool used to determine the understanding of course content. Also, it is a standardized  or systematic process for sampling an aspect of behaviour. Thus it involves a series of task used in measuring  a sample of behaviour of a person., typically examination require examiners infers something’s about the attribute behind measure. In other words examination involve task and these task are arranged so as to yield systematic observation concerning a trait.
Sumberg (1977)  defined examination as “the set of processed used by a person or person from developing impression and image making decision and checking hypothesis about another pattern characteristic with his or her behavbiour in interaction with the environment.
In other words Situ A.O (2008) as well defined examination as a process of asking oral or written question with a view to find outy a person knowledge about certain things 
Williams (1971) described test as “intellectual genocide” of children that result from using test to label  retarded. Other point of criticism leveled against examination  include the following 
The examination are dehumanizing reduce children to something lesson than full human status that by assigning number and quantities to human attributes the teachers diminishes children in their own eyes and in the eyes of the society, there is no motivation because when a child intelligent quotient (I.Q) is below 98%  parents become bothered and in addition they suffer anxiety when their children are of average status similarly Thorndike (1971) asserted that poor performance in an ability test may be damaging to person self-esteem
Another reaction was that many children cannot perform  very well on test because the test do not reflect the live style of their cultural environment. Above all, critics opined that examination places much emphasis on certification making learning to be tedious 
On the other hand, Hanstasi (1976) observed that the reject test can retard progress toward a genuine solution to social problems. Such reaction toward test are equal to breaking a thermometer because it register a body temperature of (101) degree centigrade 
Socrate also opined that the unexamined life is not worth living 
The questions is, does it seem incredible that in our present enlightened society, we could make such tragic decision as to scrap examination? Are testing programme bad and should all testing be sloshed as some critics advocate? It is believed that over whelming effect of testing has been beneficial but the few unfortunate decision that have been made because of test
By understanding both the positive and negative aspect one can gain the sentivity knowledge competency to avoid the potential harm that could occur to pupils by misuse of test and at the same time realize the benefits of the competent use of these.
Summary with the above assertion. It is therefore assumed that the family  has a great role to play in the academic performance of their children. That is., their positive contributions can also influence the children academic performance. As a result of their family background, family size, education status, occupation among others.
Some of these positive contributions includes, the family background has to do with the family size. It is assumed that in a small family size like the monogamous family the children tend to have solid education, by attending well standard schools. Also their parents will have time for them at home. These positive attitude of their parents can  help to improve the children academic performance 
Education status of the parent will contribute positively to the academic performance of the children, when the parents are well educated. As educated parents they know the advantages of education and guide their children the best of its, even by paying for extra lesson for their children. This can also influence the performance of their children academically. Being educated the parents can as well  be active member of  the (P.T.A) parents teacher association. The school and contribution their quota to the development of such school.
In addition the occupation  (financial strength) of the parents can contribute positively, if the income of the parents can adequate  take care of the children properly in terms of paying of school  fees regularly, provision of adequate school materials e.g text books food good health etc.
Similarly the negative contribution to their children academic performance can be due to ignorance assuming the parents are not not educated, they may not even think of giving their children best education and positive support. They may engage them extra lesson.
Also attending P.T.A meeting and providing them with adequate school materials 
A child from polygamous family is assumed to lack adequate attention as a result of rivalry, jealousy competition, enmity and conflict that may raise in the family such child reared up in this environment tends to practice the image of his home, which may affect the children academic performance negatively. The excessive competition among the parents and strong feelings insecurity may lead to serve emotional disturbance which can have adverse impact on the academic performance of children 
Negative contribution by the parents can also include, parents relationship and attitude toward their children basic school needs. That is when parents  ignore and neglect their children nees and show less concern for the children education, even at home it can equally influence the academic performanceof the children negatively 



CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY 
	The research methodology of this study was described as follow:
3.1	Research Design
	The study is a survey research where questionnaire forms were used to collect information on the influence of family background on the academic performance of selected primary school in Ilorin west local government area of kwara state.
3.2	Research Population Sample And Sampling Techniques.
	The forget population for this study includes all the 2022/2023 primary (5) pupils who completed their primary four 4 examination in 2021/2022 academic session in the (8) selected primary school 
	A total of 80 pupils were selected (10) ten from each school were randomly selected from all the primary five (5) pupils in these schools. These who joined newly were not included. 


3.3	Research Instrument 
	This study made use of the research instrument known as the pupils family background questionnaire.
	The questionnaire was used to collect information on the pupils personal characteristic such as name of pupils: name of school where he/she did primary four (4) exam name of present school. Present class, age, sex, size of their family as how many wives have their fathers. 
3.4	Validation of Instrument 
The instrument used was constructed by the research the pupils were asked to simply tack (2) where necessary as response to the questionnaire asked where made the instrument was validated by the researcher supervisor.
3.5	Administration And Collection Of Data 
	The questionnaires were personally administered by the researcher. The technical terms contained in the questionnaire were explained personally by the researcher to the pupils in order to ensure proper completion. The questionnaire were distributed completed and collected at the same day. 
	The result of primary (4) examination of the pupils were personally obtained by the research only the result of mathematics and English language were collected and used for the purpose of this research work.
3.6	Procedure For Analysis Data
	The method used in the analysis of data based on the descriptive nature of the study. This the use of tables, frequency distribution percentages and t-test technique were made used of. 


CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Introduction
	This chapter presents the analysis of research collected on the academics performance of selected on the academics performance of selected primary schools in Ilorin west local government area of kwara state Nigeria.
	It deals with the information of the research question asked and each question is considered one after the other.
	The questionnaire forms question consists of one part which comprises of fifteen (15) questions and it also deals with the structure of home and attitude of parent toward the academic performance of their children.
	The data were collected from the eight (8) selected primary school and was analyzed using the percentage method of analysis.
	The t-test technique is used to test the hypothesis formulated of probability level 0.05. the result of the questionnaire form collected from the pupils were as presented in the table below.

CHAPTER FIVE 
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
	The study revealed the following: types of family can affect the academic performance of pupils that is the monogamous and polygamous the monogamous family affect positively while the polygamous affect negatively.
	Parental cooperation can affect the academic performance of pupils positively if they are given adequate attention. Educational status of the parent can affect the academic performance of pupils positively.
	Similarly regular payment of school fees can affect the academic performance of pupils positively. 
	Provision of enough school material can as well affect the academic performance of pupils positively.
	Also conducive learning environment can have positive effect on the academic performance of pupils in the school 


Discussion  
	The only hypotheses formulated for the study sought to find out if their is a significant different between the academic performance of pupils from polygamous family and those from monogamous families.
	The data analyzed in table (9) revels that there is significance between the academic performance of pupils from monogamous families and those from polygamous families, this null hypotheses was rejected on the following ground.
	The mean score of the pupils from monogamous families is 6.25 which is higher than the mean score of those from polygamous families which is 3.75.
	In other word the pupils from monogamous families performed better in academic performance than those from polygamous families 
	The poor performance of pupils from polygamous 
Family can be attributed to the nature of the family and the environment to which they belong. This support and theories of Thordike in Aremu (2005) that “conducive and motivated learning environment could arouse interest of the pupils which can improve their academic performance positively
The result showed an overwhelming numbers of respondents agreeing with parental educational status leaving positive influence on academic performance which is 86.25% while uneducated parents has 13.75%. this shows that parent educational status affecting the academic performance of pupils positively
Ogbonna in Chinyere NWAGBARA (2000) ignorance on the part opf parents in the upbringing of their children is unacceptable, as it may affect children/pupils academic performance negatively
Most polygamous family are congested with little no room for studies. The pupils thus from poor study habit because there are no materials available for studying.
Most polygamous family are congested with little no room for studies. The pupils thus form or study habit because there are no material valuable for studying 
The study confirms the conclusion of Okon (1988) that parents child relationship are strained when parental attitudes toward them are not favorable  when parents ignore and neglect their basic needs and show no concern for them, the adjustment of those children at home and at school may impaired.
5.3	Implication of Findings
	The implication of the study are as follows: pupils from polygamous family live in congested home  and therefore  there are no reading facilities which eventually lend to poor academic performance 
Lack of parental co-operation contributes to the pupils poor performance academically,
Poor of parental education may lead to pupils failure academically 
Irregular payment of school fees and untimely provision of adequate school material contribute largely to poor  academic performance of pupils 
Above all, enabling learning environment continuous immensely to the pupils failure academically 
5.4	Conclusion
	Based on the findings of the study it is conclude that the pupils from monogamous families perform better in academic than those from polygamous families and  shows that lack of parental co-operation contributes to the pupils poor performance academically 
Poor educational status of the parent also contribute negatively to the poor academic performance of pupils in the school
Provision of enough school materials as well affect the academic performance of pupils positively, also conducive learning environment have positive effect on the academic performance on pupils and the difference in their performance is significant
5.5	Recommendations
	Based on the findings the following recommendations are made:
The school teacher should identify those pupils who are from polygamous home facing emotional problem and give them special attention in the classroom 
There should be campaign against marrying more than one wife when the man cannot actually take proper care of the woman and their offspring where such home are already existing special education programme should be organized to educate them on the importance of accepting one another
A low should be promulgated for bidding  any one from marrying  more than one wife except if he can provide separate accommodation for each of the wife and their children
Similarly, government should encourage family planning, and enlighten  the public to accept and practice it.
5.6	Suggestion for further Study
	Since this study was delimited to Ilorin West alone further research work should be extended to school on other local government are in the state and other part of the country
