The shorts coming of it ha been presently seen and experience and some of the general guidelines which can be followed, to control or eradicate it are then discussed.

	Historically, two word (politics) comes from the Greek word “polis” meaning the city states. Aristotte (351,Bc) one of the political animal, by this the meant that the essences of social existence is politics and that when two or more are interacting   with one another they are invariably involved in a politically
	However, harlains (1995) defined politics as the science and art of government the science dealing with farm organization and administration of a state or a part of one with the regulation of its relationship with other state in support of this udoh (1984) stated that sport has been competing in sport with his neihbours.
	In the ancient Greece, politics was the root of the ancient Olympics games although the Athenians sought on all round development of the body socially intellectually and morally while the Spartans focused their own attention to the development of a physically superior state.
	Odyale (2021) defined management as the process of planning organizing managing appraising and controlling an enterprise in order to attain certain goal and objectives. In brief the classical and traditional school of thought consideration management as function to planning. Organizing staffing direct coordinating reporting and loudening “POSDCORB” buchers
	James , (2021)  viewed management as an integrating by which authorized individual created maintain and an organization in the selection and accomplishment if U.S aims this basic concept has the advantages of denoting a process losing carried out continuously overtime. It however includes the idea of a goal oriented organization as the fundamental area of managerial as well as the concept of persons specifically charged wit managerial responsibility like wise he conceived management as the part of getting thing done through other people and stressed team work and delegation of power and result 
	Therefore, the tremendous amount of follower ships and prominence gained by soccer throughout the world playing nation makes it the number one sport in the world impact soccer has a universal appeal, which is often used as an instrument for preparing social institution and nations  
	It is line with this that Adelabu, Amusa Sohi(2020) described soccer as the queen sport of the world. Soccer attracted is the largest crowd in the world of sports today of course, soccer is not only popular as a participating sport but that a attracted larger as well the measures of it’s popularity was supported by Ahmed (1979) when he said that millions of people were recorded as having watched and attended the world cup final since inception in 1945 to date.
	In support of this universal interest, Frank (2021) described soccer as having a great appeal to youth and adult alike and received a lot of publicity by sport writer particularly when it involved health competition that pitches clubs countries organization and institution are against the other.
	Sealey (2020) affirmed that the formed of soccer competition among clubs and institution as we have in Nigeria to day started as for back as 1900.
	The establishment of the soccer club led to the formation of the ruling body, i.e Nigeria Football Association AFA in 2020.
	With the growing interest in the country. Ilorin West local government area in needed political influences on management of football club is no more a strange words, it is now work of sensitivity, the term prejudice nepotism, tribalism, favoritism on sports. It quickly diverted one’s attention to no other word them politics been played at it’s highest esteem  on management football clubs.
	Political influence on management of football clubs is certainly one serious problem that seem to defy solution to all levels it has led to frequent unitization of properties and has sometimes led to terrorization of much officials and clubs supports.
Clubs management are not left out of this treatment.
	So far any solution to be proffered to political influence on management of football clubs here is needed to conceptual studies of the course. This research is however trying to ascertain analysis of the political influences on the management of football clubs in Ilorin West  local government area of Kwara  state.
Statement of the Problem

History of Soccer in World
It is impossible to say exactly and by whom soccer was first invented. Certainly the ancient Greeks and Romans include a ball game which involved some kicking and carrying in their military training exercises and the Romans mighty have introduced this ball games to Britain (Goldman & Dunk 2018) that was perhaps the ways the games of soccer first got to British shares.
Soccer is one of the most poplar sports in Europe b and the America it has a vivid and interesting history in the world early evidence during the end and 3rd centuries be in china, it was during the ham dynasty that people dribbled leather balls by kicking it into a small net. 
He emphasized further that FIFA under the influence to two Frenchmen, hales rimetand henvi delancy in 2022 conceited the idea od a world cup competition which will take place every four years among interested nations. Two years later in 1930, Uruguay staged the first world cup tournament in which only their teen counties toot part most of them from Latin America Uruguay wan the maiden edition of the competition by defeating Argentina four goals to two, and since the world cop has been held every four years with the exception of 1942 and 1946 when it could not hold as a result of the world war.
History of Soccer in Africa 
	Soccer was one of the legacies of British colonialism in Africa compared one to other legacies such western education Christianity English language, slavery and customs e.t.c
	Soccer in Africa at its early stage did not have a profound influence on the life of Africans as it does now (Amadesim 2022)
	So you know, at the coast the clubs ware farmed quite early on and them by the 1920s,the game had spread in  to the interior of the continent as well.
	The Africa soccer ruling body, confederation African football (CAF) 19r. Abdulaziz Abdalla Salem was won by Egypt Codegbami 1990)
	(CAF) remain a dynamic badly in the administration of football in African. It has been able adapted response to the challenging realities of African football.
	The turning point in CAF history was the third general assembly of 3rd and 24th January 1963 when twenty three motional association converged in Cairo, Nigeria was been represented by Kwara  of CAF’s competition (Amadasun 1992)
The zone are:
1. Northern zone: which comprise Algeria Libya Morocco Tunisia and Egypt  
2. Western zone A: includes Gambia, Guinea, Capeverde, guinea Bissau and Sierra Leona 
3. Western zone B: Benin, Ghana, Coted Voice, Niger, Nigeria, Togo and upper route (Burkina faso)
4. Central zone: Cameroon, Central Africa Re-public (C.A.R) Cargo, Gabon, Chad, Zaire and Sao home   
5. Central fast zone: Burundi, Ethiopia, Tanzania and Uganda 
6. Southern zone: Angola, Botswana, Swaziland, Lesotho, Malaria, Madagascar, Zambia and South Africa Sey Chelles and Camoes 
CAF organizes all soccer event in African qualifiers leading to world competition that include world cup qualifiers different age groups like under 11-17, 1121 and 23 categories female likewise like under 18 female championship, female world cup qualifiers and African national cup held every two years in rotation, equivalent domestic league and cup competition now exist in basis in African Norman & Barnet 1980. History of soccer in Nigeria Odegbami (2020) explained that when game of soccer started in Nigeria was not documented, hence it was nut known. What was clear that the game was brought to the wasted town of the country Calabar port Harcourt and Lagos by Europeans it was the British Coloma list who were known to have played the first recoded football match in Lagos around 1841 they also brought to the region, schools and at missionaries, therefore, severed as the bases the youth lapped it up and soon it become a common sight in most street and open space.
	According Orok-Kwara  2020, the Scottish missionaries were the first to introduce the game of soccer simultaneously with the Christian gospel to calabar about 1846AD.
Odegbemi 1990 explained that challenge cup competition in Nigeria started in 1945, hence Lagos them produced soccer clubs for competitions white of the country were competition with towns, on provisional team such as Ibadan lion in the old western region Kano eleven representing the old northern region and the east central soccer team representing old eastern region
	As time went on soccer club as distinct from provincial regional or town team developed all over the country.
	The establishment of soccer in Nigeria led to the desire to form an association to direct matter can corning the gone hence the establishment of Nigeria football association (N.F.A) in 1945, gingered by this development, the then government general of Nigeria, sir author Fredrick Richard, donated a silver cup in the same year for clubs ad town or provinces to compete for as the government cup competition.
The competition was later changed what is know to day as the change club competition
	Pints 2015 emphasized that after the world war there was and active and vibrant nationalist movement in Nigeria with momentum for ending rule heightened by the fight against fascism hence, his broad movement encompassed cultural organization such as soccer and sports clubs, the 1949 Nigeria soccer torn to Britain could be placed the responses to this threatening situation. It was the first tour by a black Africa teem chaining to represent it’s national soccer association and its success acted as a catalyst for the africanization and modernization of the game in Nigeria. This development led to further experiment in sports through soccer.
	The team went on the first ever, international friendly goes against some clubs in United Kingdom. Among the earlier legend of that national team were late Teslim “thunder” Balogun, Augustine Fabian duru, Cletus orngeama and Kaiser black son 
	Nigeria got registered and affiliated to FIFA in 1959 to 169with the country independences sweeping political changes were unreduced as Nigeria national wan for the country independence from yoke to colonialism football also terminated its romance with colonial leadership Odegbamin 1990
	History of soccer in Ilorin West  local government the development of soccer in Ilorin West  local government cannot be over emphasis historically, the game of soccer started late in Ilorin compared to other historian town like Ilorin in the old was term state reason because the ancestors were traditional worshippers and their main occupation was farming it was when the white men invaded the co why that element of civilization started in the town.
	Initially, soccer was been played in schools established by the missionaries.
	The game was not popular until when government started to establish school and the first primary school was Baptist central school, and the first secondary school was Ilorin grammar schools
	The local council is always lucky to have its who are soccer lover there first chairman of the local government organized and first ever soccer competition among primary school in 1990 and eight primary school participated. 
	Soccer reached its highest peak in Ilorin west when one of the famous club “ soccer babes “Fc” qualify further semi final of 1989 state challenge cup where they played against and spicker F.C of Ibadan, through the were defeated but people of Ibadan cherished the way the club, played.
	In the history of soccer development, the year 2003 witness a tremendous achievement when the chairman of Ilorin donated grant trophy to be played between the clubs in the town.
	All star F.C Aster villa F.C Pepsi and Arsenal F.C qualified for semi final and all stars and astern villa F.C were luck for the final and all stars win the trophy while astern villa. F.C come second and arsenal F.C came third.
	Composition of Nigeria football association this failure of the constitution of the federal republic of Nigeria to make a provision for an enabling sport policy in the country led to the promulgation of decree 101 by the then military government.
	This decree 101 established the Nigeria football association NFA and also regulated its operation and activities on the running of the nations football the NAF was not granted only autonomy but rather was placed under strict supervision and regulation by the federal government through the federal ministry of sports and social development parastatal.
	However, the decree makes the secretary general to be an executive secretary when he reput directly to the ministry all its NFA activities most football follows analysis observes and administrates have been criticizing in the country to government over, influence on (NFA) the crux of their criticism bother on the appointment of politician instead of sport technocrats to man the affairs of the soccer ruling house.
	In accordance with section 3 of decree 101 of 1992 as observed by Olaserinde (2022) the board shall be composed as follows.
a. The armed forced of the federation
b. The Nigeria police force
c. The Nigeria inter-collegiate sport association
d. The Nigeria school sport federation
e. The Nigeria (football) refer association
f. The Nigeria football coaches association 
g. The sport  writers association of Nigeria
h. The Nigeria association of physical and health education and recreation sports and dance
i. Four (4)Nigerian to be appointed on merit by the federal ministry of sport and social development and one or two of them be a woman 
j. One person to represent the federal ministry of sport and social development 
k. Eight (8) other person to represent the amateur and professional like wise premier league football clubs, to be elected from the zones 
l. The secretary general of the association apart from secretary general of NFA and four government nominees all other board member are elected hence, the four government nominees should be person who hale made and still making named and are prepared to make contribution towards the development of football in Nigeria 
	However, after the election of member should have been conclude at various level all elected twenty one (21)member shall elect it from among themselves a chairman.

Screening 
	In everyday language, screening is being viewed as preparation it self. 	It affect a team if it is done with bias screening is important in a situation when they are many good players, so that good qualify player could be selected so that to be effective the coach must know the week area of his team are he must be readily to reinforce it in order to have a balance team.
	In that sense training is externally important it stretchers player over a period of time however every players must be ready for preseason, training that is vagarious and coaches must ensure that all layers participate like wise good feeding to replace loss energy and replenishment because of long period of time that will involve in playing league matching.
Competition Management 
	A successful soccer competition of often defined as wining more that half of total matches loosing must of the matches is depressing to the team and the entire supporting community.
	Salami (2020) emphasize this fact in order to have efficient conducted competition, it is important to have good planning and organization of the competition hence, there must be some one responsible. The planinig must include registration and eligibility of players good playing facilities, physically fit match officials medical test records of player and insurance policy for player.
	However, during league matches home team hare to provide facilities supplies and equipment good security network, first aides and medical personnel, entertainment and score board
Crowed Control
	Crowed control at soccer matches is becoming, increasingly important in light riot and disturbance at match venue in our stedia nowadays more policemen are being brought to the match venue to beef up our security network and to help in order to control the crowed before, during and after the game so that life and properties will be protected.
Protect and for Features
	There should be a set of procedure of handling protect and fore features in connection with soccer competition also there should be same carefully preventive measure before hand to avoid a situation where such protest and for feature occur.
	Salami (2020) explained that proper interpretative of the ruler’s eligibility rules officiating and elimination eradication of under procedures and prosper education of coaches and players on the objectives of the competition will help to prevent such action 
	Buider (2023) opined that the essential procedure for filling protest and forfeiture of competition should be established the procedure should be stated in and should contained and should contained all the details such as the person who the protest should be sent to time limits involved persons or group responsible for action and any other information that necessary 
	A frequently reason for protect is the use of ineligible player bad officiating and risk or disturbance that lead to inconclusive of the match or competition
Funding 
	It is a know fact that no sports program or competition no matter it’s funding this is the important problem that need adequate attention because it has being causing a lot of set back for our sport development in Nigeria.
	However, our attitude toward funding of any competition is always faulty because of over reliance on government sponsorship after all there are ways or means of generating fund to sponsor our clu side or national teams.
	Kienka (2016) started that funding of sport should be every one’s responsibility and a sports development and fund should be established by the federal government and the government should encourage all the large forms and companies to seek appropriate resolution form and companies to seek appropriate resolution from their profits to sport development found which should be managed by a board of trustees that will consist of representatives of government industry and commerce 
Facilities and Equipment
	Provision of adequate and equipment is one of the must important aspects of sport programmer or competition such facilities must be properly designed located, equipped and accessible to the user and it must be for Mult-purpose.
    He further stated that quality of facilities and equipment has an encouraging or constraining influence on sports participation 
	Odegbami (2020) stated the liberty stadium in Ibadan and Ahmadu Bello stadium in Kaduna were opened in 1960 and 1983 respectively while national stadium in Surulere Lagos was built in 1993 and served as facilities for Nigeria sport man and women
	The success of a soccer competition depend on good turf’s and pitches no wonders that the Nigeria football association (NFA) lay much the emphasizes on good and green pitches in this tear nearly introduced global com (NFA premier league all match venue must be properly maintained although the sea son (NFA 2023)
NFA (2023) stated that dull players shall out on football kit that are in conformity with FIFA law 4 of the game which do not constitute any danger to themselves or too other players
	Also list five standard match balls approved by the NFA be provide by the home club/ host association for all matches, falling which the clubs association shall be sanctioned 
Officiating 
	Officiating official greatly influence the sporting program or competition the either make it a success or more it qualified official are good factor is in the successful organization, hence, they should know the rulers and be able to interpret them accurately.
	They should also be able to recognized there responsibility to the players be good sportsman be courteous, hones, friendly, cooperative, impartial and be able to control the game at all time
	However in order to ensure that only the best official are used are machinery should be established to register and determine those who are qualified official should be requires to pass examination on the rulers and be able to demonstrate the competency (butcher, 1983)
	Odebami (2020) confirmed that some of the pioneer referees to the early 1930 up to the mid 1940s are expatriates like F.B Mulfard, (who later become chairman Lagos referee council from 1935-1945) G.D Ilorin and broad bent (rail wages).B. stall reds, A.13.holloway, derby Allen and Dennis J. if all the colonial referees were very know ledge able in the laws of the games so long matches were conclude without any controversies 
	He conformity further that until the end of 1940 that few Nigerians were co-opted to act as lines men or as start referees. They were Dr. Nnamdi Azikwe the Owelle of Onisha) by one (Nike, Nike) Bombardies Dauda and l. Pab Garnu.

Research Instrument 
	The main instrument used to collect the data from this study was a self constructed questionnaire a four points liker scale raging from strongly agree, agree, strongly disagree and disagree was used in coding the responses.
Soccer coachers (5 from each team) soccer referees.
	Questionnaire as an instrument according to Nwama 2002 was considered appropriates for this study because the sample was large (about 220) subjects and its saved time.
	The questionnaire was in two sections (section A and B was on demographic data while section “B” elicited information on each of the variables selected for the study)
Validity of the Instrument 
	In selecting a standardized instrument for use in any research work Okpala. 2023 stated that it is essential to make thorough review of evidence regarding the validity of the instrument 
	Ary 2023 opined that validity is concerned with whether an instrument really measures what it designed to measures. in line with best 1981 also observed that validity of questionnaire deserved carefully consideration.
	To validate the questionnaire the drafted copy was connected by the researcher supervisor in the department of physical and health education for both content and faces validity. The suggestion was there after used to prepare the final copy of the questionnaires for the study.
Reliability of the Instrument

5. There are no significant difference as perceived by managers and non-managers regards to officiating of football ijn Ilorin West  local government
Recommendations 
1. Government policies for now like decree 101 which is steer type should be abrogated to allow sports and football administration to use their initiatives in tackling sensitive issues as they manifest.
2. Government should encourage individual and cooperated bodies or organization to co-sponsor our F.A and other soccer competition to eradicate the unsuitable government policies as a safe sponsorship.
3. Adequate attention should be placed on our existing facilities such as stadium and in order halls there should be proper maintenance and up grading of those facilities in order to meet up with world stranded and if possible construction of modern ones free of political bias
4. Adequate security should be provided for our match officials player and spectators at match venues before dining and after the games. This will give the officials the confidence to do their work accordingly.
5. Football competition need to be sold to the public to create awareness and glamour but our media should be constructive in nature and try to avoid unnecessary negative publicity to players and competition so that the  standard of the game can improve.
6. Qualified personal should be recruited to handle our team there should be avoidance of favoritism and good team managers and commissioner for sports. Like in other endeavours e.g. law and health services sports technocrats should over see our sports administration and not the politicians 
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
