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ABSTRACT

It is important for schools to have adequate school buildings, good library and suitable textbooks, good administrative management, professionally qualified teachers, good laboratory as well as good location in order to carry on their teaching activities. This study therefore investigated influence of school environment on teaching and learning by secondary school students in Ilorin metropolis. School environment is an alterable variable which can directly influence cognitive and affective outcomes. Although it is not the only variable academic performance of student, it is a very important one. For the purpose of this study, school environment variable considered constitute school location, school physical building, classroom conditions, laboratory adequacy, availability of qualified teachers. The study was a survey research. The population of this study comprised all secondary school students in Ilorin metropolis while sample size of 100 was used in the study. A questionnaire entitled “Influence of School Environment on teaching and Learning Questionnaire” (ISETLQ) was used to collect data for the study. The variables taken into consideration were gender, class level, course of study and type of school. Frequency and percentage was used to analyse demographic data, 
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CHAPTER ONE
    INTRODUCTION 
Background to the Study 
 		Learning as a process forms an integral part of human life. It is a way of acquiring previously unknown knowledge or skill. It requires certain prerequisites before it can  take  place  effectively,  if  these  prerequisites  are  not  met,  there  is  a  high possibility that the learning procedure will be ineffective and consequently affect the will of the learner to participate in learning. Research on student environment has increased in  the  last  20  years.  Much  has  been  learnt  about  the nature  of student environment, how it  develops,  how  it relates  to  student performance  and how  it  is influenced  by different  teacher practices,  classroom environment  and school environment (Wigfield, Eccles, & Rodriguez, 2013). 
Rwandema (2017),During this past decade, there have been a number of students that have demonstrated the deplorable conditions of some school environment throughout the country. In many schools system, particularly in urban and high-poverty areas, students attends school in buildings that threatens their health, safety and learning opportunities. Many school districts throughout the country have a large number of old worn-out buildings which, simply do not have the required features such as adequate lighting, good roofs and adequate space that are necessary for a good learning environment or if the older buildings have such components, often times are not functioning because of poor maintenance practices.
According to Williams and Williams (2013), student environment is an essential element that is necessary for quality education. Environment is probably the most important factor that educators can target in order to improve learning. Learning environment can be known in students when they pay attention, when they begin working on tasks immediately, when  they ask questions and  volunteer  answers, and  when  they  appear  to  be  eager  and  happy  (Palmer, 2017,  in  Williams  & Williams,  2013).  Effective  learning  cannot  take  place  if  students  are  not motivated  on  a  consistent  basis.  Williams and Williams (2013) also counted school/learning environment as one of the five key ingredients impacting student learning motivation.  The environment needs to be safe, accessible, and positive and personalized as much as possible. 
The  environment  where  learning  will  take  place  especially  at  the  secondary school level must be of quality and caliber that contributes to the motivation of students. If an environment is not safe, it will be difficult for the students to put full attention on learning. On the other hand, if the environment is open, free and safe, it can as well foster learning motivation. An environment could be physical, psychological and even spiritual in some regard. In the words of Lawrence  and Vimala  (2017),  the  forces  of  environment  begin  to  influence  the  growth. The school environment which includes the classrooms, school location, school facility, school climate and technology etc., is a variable that affects students‟ academic performance (Iwuagwu, Don & Ojemhenkele, 2016). According to Chukwuemeka (2013), environments play major roles in the life of every individual whether student, teacher, employer or employee. In order to achieve the goals of secondary education, the environment has to be conducive for learning to take place effectively. The classrooms form a crucial part of the school environment, no meaningful learning can take place where there is no classroom. By extension, the number of 
classrooms needed in a school should a representation of the population of students and staff among other factors, The extent to which student learning could be enhanced depends on their location within the school environment, the structure of their classroom, availability of instructional facilities and accessories (Iwuagwu, Don & Ojemhenkele 2016). 
In the words of Rwandema (2017), achievement motivation is the concept which had generated a major current of activity in the psychology of motivation. The achievement motivation seems to be the most important factor among many personality factors which has influenced academic achievement. Where there is little or no motivation towards a concept such as education or learning, there tends to be a very low or no satisfactory outcome at the end of the process. The author also states that environmental factors such as socio-economic status, educational system, assessment system, family traits and society, school environment and home environment, peer group etc all have an impact on the level of motivation in students and their level of academic achievement. 
	In the words of Faisal (2015), the quality of school buildings is very important in creating an appropriate, attractive and welcoming environment for teaching and learning. This has resulted in various national and international conferences, such as early 1957 in Geneva, where it was recommended to establish schools consistent with the requirement of contemporary life, and to provide a suitable environment for all students regardless of differences of social classes or race. The outcome of the conference recommended that head teacher, teachers and parents should participate in the design of future schools. 
Statement of the problem 
It is important to note that, the students, the teachers, the curriculum and the learning environment are the four pivots in any teaching, learning situation. (Akpan & Umobong, 2018). In Nigeria particularly, many secondary schools are being established at various places by government, private organizations or individuals; as a result, teaching and learning takes place under different environment. Every school has its location, facilities and also operates under different classroom conditions, but all the students are expected to write the same standard examination i.e. WAEC, NECO, UTME etc. at a completion of secondary school education (Shamaki, 2015). The quality of academic performance in students in Nigeria has been of great concern to the government, parents, teachers and even students themselves (Odeh, Angelina & Dondo, 2015).  The authors stress that a host of these factors may surround students poor study habits and lack of available resource materials, poor school climate, indiscipline, inadequate facilities, teachers ineffectiveness, the teaching method and type of learning environment for both the students and teachers on the influence of school environment in secondary school students in Ilorin.

Objectives of the Study 
This research work is intended to: 
i. Investigate the effectiveness of secondary schools environment on academic performance of students in Ilorin metropolis
ii. To understand how students’ academic performance is dependent to some extend upon the structures (facilities) through which are mediated lift. 
iii. Understand the relationship between school environment and non-cognitive outcomes such as better attitude toward learning. 
iv. To what extent does the school environment influence student learning,
     will evoke complex responses in the form of feelings, attitudes, values, 
 Research Questions 
This study attempt to answer the following questions: 
i. What is the importance of school environment on student academic performance? 
ii. What should constitute a conducive school environment for effective academic performance on secondary schools students? 
iii. What are the influence of school environment on academic performance of students in secondary schools 
iv. How do secondary school students in Ilorin metropolis view their physical school environment? 

Research Hypotheses 
H01: There is no significant difference in the influence of school environment and teaching and  learning of fine arts in secondary school in Ilorin metropolis 
H02: There is no significant difference in the influence of school environment and student academic performance in secondary school in Ilorin metropolis 
H03: There is no significant difference in the influence of school environment on learning motivation of teacher of fine arts in secondary school in Ilorin metropolis.
H04: There is no significant difference in the influence of school environment and the location of school in the Ilorin metropolis 
Significance of the Study 
Education is the best legacy a nation can give to her citizens especially the youth. This is because the development of any nation or community depends largely on the quality of education of such nation. It is generally believed that the basis for any true development must commence with the development, of human resources. Much then is said that formal education remains the vehicle for social-economic development and social mobilization in any society. However, there has been a sharp decline in the academic performance of various levels of our educational system in Nigeria, and the decline has been attributed largely to the poor condition in education institutions in the country. Worse still, there has been an upsurge in the number of both community and private owned secondary schools, accompanied with a gross lack of modern instructional technologies, poor physical classroom condition and lack of adequate and qualified teachers. The society cannot exist without making mention of the school which is the major agent of change.

Scope of the study 
The study was carried out to determine the influence of school environment among secondary school students in Ilorin metropolis. The population size of the study included all secondary school students in the three local government areas that make up Ilorin metropolis (Ilorin East, Ilorin West and Ilorin South Local Government Areas).
Limitation of the Study 
As a result of time factor, financial constraint and relevant data, these study will not examine other sub-systems of the society such as home, the peer group, the mass media and the community, even though they are important agencies responsible for influencing the behavior, attitude and academic quality of students.
The study will therefore examine the site of the school, the buildings, classroom condition, laboratory, school library, the availability of instructional material aid availability of qualified teachers which is referred to as school environment for the purpose of this study.
Operational Definition of Terms and Acronyms 
influence: means a change which is as a result or consequence of an action 
School Environment: It is a hallmark of the academic, disciplinary and physical environment with a positive climate.  
Academic Performance: This is the extent to which a student, teacher or institution has achieved short or long-terms educational goals 
Teaching: The act, practice, occupation, or profession of a teacher.
Learning: The knowledge that you get from reading and study.
 Art: The application of skill to the production of the beautiful design. 
Secondary School: This is a school which provides secondary education, between the ages of 11 and 16 or 11 and 18, after primary school and before higher institution.
Metropolis: This is a large and densely populated municipality.
School: An educational institution. 








CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF LITERATURE
Concept of school 
Education in every human community is an indispensable instrument for human progress, empowerment and affecting national development (Ekundayo & Kolawole, 2013). Education cannot serve its purpose unless it takes place in a specific setting; the setting may be informal like the home, or formal like schools and institutes. One of the major formal settings where education takes place is the school. A school can be defined as an organized setting where teaching and learning takes place. It is a place where individuals can acquire skills and knowledge in different aspects and areas of life. The knowledge acquired in a school can be theoretical, practical or both. The setting can be a formal setting or an informal setting. Suleiman, Hanafi and Tanslikhan(2018) also defined school as a place where learning takes place. 
Schools are established for the purpose of teaching and learning (Alimi, Ehinola & Alabi, 2017). This means that any institution or organization that is set up mainly for the purpose of learning can be called a school. It also connotes that for an institution to be called a school; two major components must be present: the teachers who will impart the knowledge and the student who will receive the knowledge; the facilities needed for the teaching-learning process are also important. According to Faisal (2015), a school is a place where learners and teachers produce relevant, realistic resources that are relevant to the teaching, learning and the practice of the cultural and social activities within attractive and welcoming rooms designed to cater fir the need of gifted, less-able, disenfranchised and disabled students. 
According to Oredein (2016); Awodun and Oyeniyi (2018), the school is the social learning agent that provides the environment upon which a child may be formally educated in order to attain educational goals. A school can also be defined as one of the formal institutions that is responsible for the development and training of the mind and skill of man (Joe, 2018; Awodun & Oyeniyi, 2018). The school is a temple of knowledge and an agent of socialization and social transformation. 
Concept of environment 
Generally, the word environment refers to natural surroundings. It covers the physical surroundings that are common to all living beings and include air-space, water, land, plant, wildlife and so on. According to Kumar (2018), environment is a difficult word to define because; the study of environment is based on different disciplines of knowledge. Its normal meaning relates to surroundings, but obviously, that is a concept which is relatable to whatever object it is which is surrounded. An environment can be referred to as the immediate surroundings around an individual or an organism. It includes physical and non-physical structures and properties accessible around an individual or organism. Other definitions have been given by different scholars according to their understanding of the concept. 
Environment has been defined in different ways by different scholars. Some have defined environment as an aggregate of all those external conditions and effects which regulate life and development. Some have defined it as the sum total of physical and biotic conditions influencing the responses of organism. It has also been defined from a scientific perspective to mean everything that is physically external to the organisms, organisms include human beings. Environment can also be referred to as the sum total of all conditions and influences that affect the development and life of all organisms. Scholars have also stated that the word environment is used to describe, in aggregate, all the external forces, influences and conditions, which affect the life, nature, behavior and the growth, development and maturity of living organisms (Kumar, 2018). 
The environment according to Egunsola (2014) is the surrounding in which pupils find themselves. It is also referred to as the physical and psychological conditions that affect children (Ogbemudia & Aiasa, 2013; Egunsola, 2014). It can also be defined as the sum total of conditions which surround man at a point in space and time. It is the physical, chemical and biotic conditions surrounding a living organism. Environment plays a vital role in the development of the personality of individuals. The Federal environmental protection agency (FEPA) viewed environment to include water, air, land, all plants and human beings or animals living therein and the inter-relationships, which exists among these or any of them. 
Environment is divided into 3 parts: the physical environment, the social environment and the abstract environment. 
-The physical environment includes the objects or materials found around us such trees, buildings and animals. 
-The social environment includes societies, associations and clubs around us such as trade unions, religious societies, student union, and staff unions and so on. 
-The abstract environment includes the feedbacks, responses and reactions around us such as sound waves, light rays, sunrays etc. Some environmental scholars have also divided environment into three other categories: the physical environment, the biological environment and the social-cultural environment (Essien, 2015). 
-The physical environment According to these scholars, the physical environment comprises of air, water, land, soil, rocks, the mountains, the minerals, the oceans, rivers, lakes and other structures around us. These components are natural resources upon which man‟s socio-economic development and health depends. 
-The biological environment This is made up of all living things including man, animals (fauna) and plants (flora) species, micro-organisms, pathogens and parasites. There is interdependence between these species in the biological environment. 
-The socio-cultural environment this includes all the objects and structures that are purely man made. It represents man as a social animal and has great influence on the man‟s behavior. This aspect of environment presents the situation of man as a member of the society. 
 Concept of school environment 
The school environment otherwise known as the learning environment can be defined as the immediate surroundings of students in the school. It includes all the living and non-living things in the school setting. According to Usman and Madudili (2019), learning environment encompasses learning resources and technology, means of teaching, modes of learning and connection to social and global context. It also includes human behavioral and cultural dimensions, including the vital role of emotion (motivation) in learning. Basically, school environment refers to the things that surround the location where learning takes place. It also includes everything located within and around the school such as the classrooms, the laboratories, the library, the offices, sports facilities and surrounding buildings and structures. School environment may also be defined as a place where teachers impact knowledge of the various subjects to students thereby bringing them up morally and guiding them as regards to career choice (Aliade, 2008; Odeh, Oguche and Ivaghar, 2015). School environment may also mean the extent to which school settings promote student safety and health which may include topics such as physical plants, the academic environment, available physical and mental health supports and services, and the fairness and adequacy of disciplinary procedures supported by relevant research and an assessment of validity (Zais, 2011; Lawrence & Vimala, 2012) 
The location of the school is very crucial. The location may be in rural areas or urban areas (Iwuagwu, Don & Ojemhenkele, 2016). As stated in Iwuagwu, Don and Ojemhenkele (2016), most schools located in urban areas are more populated with teachers and students while schools located in rural areas tend to occupy large areas of land of which most are underdeveloped. It is also very common that schools located in rural areas are far from the community center and only a few students and staff can go to school regularly. 
Forms of School Environment 
The school environment (or learning environment as it is usually called) has been classified into different forms; but for the purpose of this study, it will be divided into two major forms/categories. They are: the physical school environment and the psychological school environment. 
The Physical School Environment 
The physical school environment as the name implies includes all the visible resources and facilities that are available and effective in the school/educational setting. It includes all the natural and artificial resources that have been put in place by the school administration (either private or public) in order to facilitate effective learning in the school. Ene-Obong et al (2012); Baafi (2020) states that physical environment include buildings, classroom furniture, equipment, instructional materials, laboratories, libraries, playgrounds etc.  The physical school environment is made up of different aspects, they include: the classrooms, the school location, the school facilities such as school library, school laboratory, sports facilities and so on. 
-The classroom The classroom is a major and essential component of any school setting, be it primary, secondary or tertiary. It is the power house and the brain box of the school system. Just as the brain and spinal cord are the major component of the central nervous system that coordinate the physical and mental functionality of man, so is the classroom in the school setting. An educational center/setting without classrooms is like storm without rain because the classroom is where all the major activities of the learning process take place. (Akomolafe & Adesua, 2015).  
-The school location The school location is a major factor that is always considered by school founders either public or private, the site where the school is located has a lot to do with regards to the establishment of a school. Many attempts have been made to define the term „school location”.  It is the place where all the human and non-humans resources that make up the school come together to carry out their stated functions. In the words of Essien (2017) school location refers to where a given school is located. The distance between the student house and the school has a lot to do on their motivation to learn and their academic achievement. Mhiliwa (2015) stated that the walking distance has been identified by several researchers to be a common factor for poor academic performance. 
-The school facilities The school facilities are amenities that are available in the school to aid the teaching-learning process. They can also be defined as the human and non-human resources that are aimed at enhancing the learning process in the school. Umar and Samuel (2019) defined school facilities as instructional materials which give support to or comfort to the staff and students. They include buildings, equipment, sporting fields and environment within the school. They further stated that they are the physical and human resources that are used in the school in order to forestall effective teaching and learning.  
-The school library The school library can be defined as a room or building where study aid materials and resources are kept for continuous use. It is a very important facility that should be present in the school. Okoro (2004); Bamidele (2015) defined the school library as a storehouse of knowledge. A school library is a type of library that supports school program as well as the teaching and learning process. They serve student to meet their various needs and enhance their learning process. Keith (2004); Oyetola and Adio (2020) opined that the mission of education can only be achieved through a well-equipped library and users must be educated on how to use the available library resources to meet their information needs. 
-The school laboratory Practical work has been able to promote students‟ positive attitude and enhance motivation for effective learning in science. Practical work has also been shown in some studies to help improve the communication skill of students in order to solve problems in science and thus become more motivated in science (Shana & Abulibdeh, 2019). The term „practical‟ is used in preference to laboratory work because location is not a silent feature in characterizing this kind of activity (Usman & Sabo, 2018). Practical work as useful as it is cannot be done in just any place except in well-equipped library. 
-Sports facilities 
There are many extra-curricular activities that are done in the school to enhance learning. Students‟ participation in extracurricular activities started in the 19th century and these activities became part of normal academic schedule (Milambo & Pacho, 2021). Through participation in these activities, students develop new ideas and skills especially in the social aspects. The major and most-popular amongst them is sports and games. Sports have become a major business in Nigeria (Bolarinwa, 2020).  
The Psychological School Environment 
The psychological school environment is made up the unseen resources that are used in the school. It is called the psychological environment because it is the 
meaning of the environment to the individual that is being considered here. In this case, it is the students‟ perception of the school environment and their reaction to those perceptions that are important. They are the things that affect how the students view and react to the learning process. The school psychological environment according to Hoigard, Kovac, Overby and Haugen (2014); Obura (2019) refers to the students‟ interpretation of the dominant learning goal orientations communicated to them by the school through its teaching practices, traditions and policies. 
1.School Climate One of the major aspects of the psychological school environment is the school climate. The school climate according to Adolphus, Aderonmu and Naade (2021) refers to the quality and character of school life. It is based on patterns of school life, experiences and reflects norms, goals and values, interpersonal relationships, teaching, learning and leadership practices and organizational structures. 
2.Autonomous school climate: in this kind of climate, the principal is more interested in the satisfaction of the needs and disposition of staff and students than in the pursuit of the school goals. Teachers seem to be very free to conduct their work and fulfill their personal needs. 
3. Controlled school climate: the principal in this type of school is more interested in the satisfaction of school goals than the needs of the individual or the society. Schools with this kind of climate are usually highly task oriented and controlled. The principal is usually dominating and directive. 
4. Familiar school climate: this type of climate is characterized to high consideration of the need and interests of individuals in the school with little emphasis on production. The relationship between the principals, teachers and students is cordial while little is done to enforce rule and regulations. 
5. The paternal school climate: here, the principal insists on taking all leadership acts in the school himself and makes concerted efforts to discourage the emergence of leadership initiatives from his teachers. The principal works leadership functions. 
Aims of secondary education 
The National Policy on Education (usually referred to as NPE) has provided for some broad aims of secondary education as contained in section 4 subsection 18 of the policy (2004). They include: 
a. Provide an increasing number of people with no opportunity for education of a higher quality, irrespective of sex or social, religious and ethnic background. 
b. Diversify its curriculum to cater for difference in talents, opportunities and roles possessed by or open to students after their secondary school course. 
c. Equip students to live effectively in our modern age of science and technology. 
d. Develop and project Nigerian culture, art and language as well as the world‟s cultural heritage. 
e. Raise a generation of pupils who can think for themselves, respect the views and feelings of others, respect the dignity of labor, and appreciate those values specified under our broad National aims, and live as good citizens. 
f. Foster Nigerian unity with an emphasis on the common ties that unite us in our diversity. 
 Theoretical Frame Work
Florence Nightingale’s Theory of Environment 
The theory was propounded by Florence nightingale (1820 – 1910) and was one of the first environmental theories to be propounded. Florence Nightingale was one a nurse. She was of the opinion that nursing is an act of utilizing the patients environment to assist him in his recovery. She also stated that external factors that are associated with the patients surroundings affect his life or biologic and physiologic processes and development. 
The Skinnerian Theory of Environment 
This theory was propounded by B.F Skinner (1904 – 1990). Skinner was well-known and respected for his contribution to behavior and psychology in general as his findings has to do with behavior and the effect of reinforcement on responses. He insisted that humans were controlled by their environment which humans themselves built. His main aim in analyzing behavior was to find out the relationship between behavior and environment. Skinner‟s behavioral theory was based on two assumptions: 
a. That human behavior follows „laws‟ and that the causes of human behavior are things outside of a person; something in their environment. 
b. He also believed that these environmental causes of behavior could always be observed and studied. 














CHAPTER THREE
MEHTODOLGY
Research design 
The study is a descriptive study. It is conducted to assess the opinion of secondary school in Ilorin metropolis on the influence of school environment on teaching learning of fine arts in secondary school students in Ilorin, Kwara state. The research design employed seems most appropriate as it will enable the objective identification of the opinion and characteristics of the population by the researcher. 
Population of the study  
The population of the students was all the secondary school students in the three Local Government Areas that make up Ilorin metropolis i.e. Ilorin East, Ilorin South and Ilorin West Local Government Area
 Sample and Sampling Procedure   
The sample size of the study was selected using the simple random sampling technique. The respondents were teachers from  public schools. The study is limited to the secondary school only regardless of their field of study i.e. fine arts teacher. The simple random sampling technique was used to select respondents across the three local government covered by the study which was selected using the simple random sampling technique. 

Research Instrument
A researcher-designed questionnaire titled “Influence of school environment on Teaching and Learning  Questionnaire” (ISETLQ) was used for data collection. The questionnaire consists of thirty-six (20) items whose possible responses are structured as follows: The instrument was divided into two (2) parts.   
 Validity of The Instrument
To ensure validity, the researcher reviewed the instruments under the guidance of the supervisor and   were also given the instrument to validate, to ensure the validity of the instrument. The questionnaires were also piloted in schools outside the considered sample to establish whether the questions are measuring what they are intended, whether wording is clear, whether the questions are ambiguous and whether the questions provoke response.  
Reliability of The Instrument
Reliability is the measure of the degree to which research instrument yield consistence results or data after repeated trials. In this research study the pilot data was collected through personal contact, which would familiarize the researcher with problems likely to be encountered in the field during the main study. After the pilot study, data was gathered and analyzed. The researcher then used the internal consistency method to test reliability.   

Administration of Instruments
For the purpose of administration of instruments and data collection, the researcher sought permission from the school principals who helped in making sure that the respondents who were responding to the questionnaire are valid and original. The purpose of the study was explained to the respondents prior to the data collection. The questionnaires were administered to the selected teachers and students after school hours without interfering with the school normal schedule.
Method of Data Analysis
Data Analysis according to Murugan and Rajoo (2017); Shamakhi (2015) is the statistical technique or tool(s) employed in analyzing the research data. The demographic data will be analyzed using descriptive statistic data of frequency count and percentage. Thus, the data collected were subjected to descriptive statistical analysis.

	Table 3 shows that 172 (41.0%) of the respondents were in arts class, 81 (19.3%) of the respondents were in commercial class while 167 (39.8%) of the respondents were in science class. This indicates that respondents who were in arts class participated more in the study.

Summary of the Findings 
The followings are the summary of findings of this study:
1. The finding revealed that respondents have good physical school environment where their schools had enough teachers to teach different subjects; the chairs and desks in their class are well arranged; their classrooms could provide effective group work; their classrooms are spacious enough to contain students; their school environment allowed for co-curricular activities among others. 
2. It was found that respondents have good psychological school environment where they were happy to be a student of their school; like how their teachers teach in class; felt safe when they are in school; like the way teachers relate with students in their school; and they found it easy to make good friends in their school. 
3. The finding revealed that school environment has positive influence on the respondents‟ learning environment. They have the desire to succeed in what they set to do in school; they desire for higher grades; they desire to achieve; they are making efforts towards achieving learning goals; they believed success in education is key in promoting self- image among others. 
4. There was no significant difference in the influence of school environment on learning environment as expression by secondary school students based on gender. 


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
	The study showed that secondary school students have good psychological school environment where they were happy to be a student of their school; like how their teachers teach in class; and felt safe when they are in schools. The finding relates to the study of Ogbuanya, Attahiru, Though and Obe (2017) who found that there is direct positive teacher-students‟ relationship and high positive students‟-students‟ relationship that enabled students to have a good psychological school environment. 
The study revealed that school environment has positive influence on the respondents‟ learning environment. As a result of good school environment, students have the desire to succeed in what they set to do in school; and they desire for higher grades; they desire to achieve.. The finding is in line with the submission of Faisal (2015) who asserted that the quality of school buildings is very important in creating an appropriate, attractive and welcoming environment for teaching and learning. The study is also in line with the findings of Shamakhi (2015) who found out that there is a significant difference between the mean performance of students taught in ideal environment and that of students taught in a dull environment.  
	The study has been able to examine the relationship between variables found conducive to create effective learning environment and the academic performance of secondary school students. The implication of this study is that, if the site ofthe school, the building, classroom condition, laboratory, school library, availability of qualified teachers and instructional materials is effective, the environment becomes conducive and effective for teaching and learning process to take more placeeasily, so as to enhance students’ academic performance in secondary schools. 
Conclusion
This research work examined the influence of school environment on learning as expressed by secondary school students in Ilorin metropolis. The study concluded that secondary school students in Ilorin metropolis have good physical and psychological school environments. It was also concluded that school environment has positive influence on the respondents‟ learning motivation. They have the desire to succeed in what they set to do in school; they desire for higher grades; they desire to achieve; they are making efforts towards achieving learning goals; they believed success in education is key in promoting self-image among others. It was revealed that there were no significant differences in the influence of school environment on learning as expression by secondary school students based on gender, class level and school type but significant difference was found based on course of study

Recommendations 
Based on the findings of this study, it is recommended that: 
1. School authorities should provide conducive and friendly environment for students in order to facilitate effective students learning by providing adequate, well-ventilated classrooms, enough learning materials and spacious premises for student learning. 
2. School Counsellors should provide guidance and counselling services to students in science class who have no motivation for learning as a result of poor laboratory equipment and other school facilities. 
3. Government and Ministry of Education should mandate all school to provide conducive environment which could influence students‟ motivation for learning. 
4. School counsellors should work towards assessing and helping both male and female students maintain a sound emotional state of mind during learning. 
5. Counsellors in public schools should work help students in public schools maintain a positive perception of their school and increase their learning motivation. 
6. Government should strive towards providing quality and adequate facilities in the public and seek help from private organisations/individuals if necessary 
7.Up to date Information, Communication Technology (ICI) should be made available to teachers and students. 
8. Renovate toilets and shower blocks (e.g. fixing locks on doors, improving lighting and ventilation) 
9. Locate water-drinking stations. 
10. Workshop training programmes should be organized for teachers in their areas of specialization

(i) Influence of school environment on students' and teachers' attitudes to teaching and learning in secondary schools. 
(ii) Impact of family background on students’ academic performance in Secondary Schools.
