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ABSTRACT
This study examined the Students Attitude towards the use of information communication Technology in some selected school in Ilorin West  The study consisted selected secondary school running Information computer Technology programme. The instrument used for this research work was interviewed and  questionnaire  for the  of the selected schools.  This study revealed that there is no significant relationship  between ICT and commercial students in Ilorin West local government area secondary schools in Kwara State.  The study therefore, recommended that appropriate  ICT tools and facilities should be evenly distributed among secondary schools, so that all student offering any course or subject irrespective of class will be able to do well in an examination and improve their academic performance 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION 
Background to study 
Information and communication technology (ICT) have great impact of teaching, learning research and school management in a number of way. ICT includes electronic technologies used for accessing software, hardware (Andersion  and Banking 2002). When ICT are employed in  education given the right condition. They can accelerate enrich and deeper basic skill in reading writing mathematics and the science which motivate and engage students to learn as they become more independent and responsible for their learning.
Furthermore ICT help to release academic to the practice  of today’s work. Information and communication technologies have been found to encourage active learning, support innovative teaching reduce the isolation of teaching and encourage teacher and students to become active researches and learners. They can strengthen teaching through the provision of powerful tools to teachers cradles and bridges forth.
From the foregoing it can be decides that ICT are essential for contemporary educational development of any nation. Nigeria as a nation recognizes the portal roles of ICT  in the revitalization and the development   of the country educational system. This recognition brought about the development of specific ICTs related powers so that the Nigeria educational system could benefit from the potential of ICTs. Looking at  the roles of education in nation building and  the population explosion in the teaching learning process because imperative. This is true because it adoption by the teacher will enhance effective teaching. Such issues like good course organization effective class management, content creation self-assessment, self-study collaboration learning, task oriented activities an effective communication between the actor of teacher process and research activities will be enhanced by the uses of ICT based technology.
Teaching and learning has gone beyond the teacher understanding in front of a group of pupils and disseminating information to them without the students adequate  participation (Ajayi 2008). The author posited that with the aid of ICT. Teachers can  take students beyond traditional limits, ensure their adequate participation in teaching and learning process and create vital environment to experiment and explore. This new development is a strong indication that there are of teachers without ICT skills are gone. Any classroom teacher with adequate professional skills in ICT vitalization with definitely have his students perform better in classroom learning.
Commerce is concerned with the distribution of goods and services. It does  not deal with making of goods but provides services that makes the exchange of good and services efficient. Therefore commerce is a branch of production which is concerned with the distribution, exchange of goods and services and all activities which assist or facilitate trade e.g banking, insurance, transportation, communications tourism. It is the process is buying selling and distributing good and services.
The process of living involves three major activities which are production. Consumption and exchange. The focus of commercial exchange.
In a commercial sense, exchange  would concentrate on the transfer of goods and services from their producers to the customers. Commercial  therefore is concerned with trades and activities which assist trade. These includes the distribution of raw-materials to manufactures and finished products from the factory to the consumers.
Statement of the Problem
This study is focused on the attitude of commercial students toward  the use of information communication technology in some selected secondary schools in Ilorin West. This study examined the attitude or relevant of commercial students on ICT in selected secondary  school in Ilorin West, the study also look into Ilorin West educational system  policies on ICT, the researcher will look at the empirical evidence on the implementation of ICT policies in Ilorin West educational system and barriers to ICT and integration school curriculum annually this study will also look at the competency of the principal and teachers qualification as effect on the teaching of information technology in secondary  schools.
Purpose of the Study

Therefore, this study will be significant on the teachers because it will enable them to know the impact of ICT plays in impacting knowledge into the students. Lastly the study will also be significant to the government given it an insight into the need to fund ICT programme in education which will perhaps improve academic performance of students generally.

Benefits of ICT on Education 
	The benefits and degree of usage of ICT very considerably, however certain principles remain the same for all and we aim to promote the use fo ICT across the curriculum and at every ability level.
Information and communication especially in secondary education and not work technologies have been found to encourage teachers and students to become active researcher and learner. Other derivable benefits of ICT in education are enumerated as follows. First, ICTS can assist in reducing teachers work load through it use for lesson preparation and work sheet, writing students report and individual educational plans, collating and analyzing attendance and maintaining links between the schools and parent to ensure parental involvement in schools activities second it can be useful in getting necessary instructional content of subject and collaboration can be ensure  with teachers globally, in addition teacher can also have up to date knowledge of a subject area.
	Third, ICT can assist in teacher’s development  for instance, the internet.  In the content of teacher development e-learning can be used for both initial and continuing development through course workshop and other activities formal and informal where students and practicing teacher learn about administrating ICTs across curriculum to support learning.
In addition, ICT can be multi-media  for instructional delivery in textual, audio, visual and visual forms. This equity can be ensured for all categories of learner (disable geographical disadvantage. Those who cannot attends regular school etc)
Information and communication Technology policies in Ilorin West Local Government.
Although computer entered into the countries state the education system  in the late 70’s and 80’s no concrete policy was evolved for its entry into the nation education in 1988 (Federal Republic of Nigeria FRN 1988).
The 1988 document contained information on the application of computer, comment on teacher training specifically for the secondary school level. The implementation of the policy was kick started with training from across the state. In addition computer systems were introduce into the Federal secondary school police force secondary school. However the initial enthusiasm gave way and little was achieved about the set objective. Another major policy document on ICT use in education is the ministerial initiative on education of Ilorin West Local government (Federal ministry of education FME 2004). The document contain information on the  theoretical frame work for education in Ilorin West analysis of Ilorin west situated that is factor incubating or promoting the administration of ICTs in education components of e-education in Nigeria and the action plan among other. The ministerial initiative document through not encompassing enough to address statement which could leafing administration of ICT in secondary education or schools.
Empirical evidence on the implementation of ICTs policy in Ilorin West Secondary schools
	As noted earlier the implementation of the 1998 national policy on computer education was precursory by the training of teachers in Federal unity school and police forces schools, to ensure effective implementation of the 2001 national Policy on information technology development agency (NITDA) was established., in addition the digital bridge institute in Abuja was established by the Nigeria national communication commission (NCC). To assist in the promotion of ICTS in Ilorin west. In spite of all these efforts, ICTs have  not imparted greatly in Ilorin West local government. In fact, the impact of ICTs is much more noticeable in the economic and communication sector of the state. In view of these apparent lack of proper implementation of ICT at various level on Ilorin west, it is important to examine barriers militating against effective implementation of ICT globally as these may as lesson for proper implementation of ICT in Ilorin West Secondary schools.
Concepts of ICT
	ICT is an acronym the stands for information communication  technology.
According to Boston (2008), apart from explaining acronym,  there is not a universally accepted  definition of ICT because the concepts, method and application involved in ICT are constantly involve  on an almost daily basic. It is difficult to keep up with  the changes.
As put down by Banky (2006) a good way to think about ICT is to consider all the uses of digital technology that already exist to help individual, business and organization used information, He stated that “ICT” cover any product that will store retrieve manipulate, transmit or receive information electronically in a digital form. For example personal computers digital  television, e mail, robot” (Pg 16).
Describing ICT, Isiaka (2009) put it forward that “the information world is now witnessing a phenomenon of an increases convergence of digital technology, information technologies has gradually converged with telecommunication technologies to give ICT. ICT can now be seen as the educational telecommunication technologies to give ICT. ICT can now be seen as the educational telecommunication in a single medium, other word, ICT not only comprises of hardware and software but also incorporate the network and communication structure data  structure and information together with the control and access level for different user”

It has also been observed that most secondary schools in Ilorin West computer literature teacher irregular supply to thrive   in the schools.
Moreover, it seems the school could not  purchase computer for use because of inadequate finds. Besides the non inclusion  of the ICT programmes in teachers training curriculum seems to be another major challenges facing the adoption of ICT in secondary schools. Various studies have sown the multifaceted problems militating against the effective use of ICT in the teaching learning process in schools.
These include irregular power supply (Yusuf 2005) (Ofodu 2007), inadequate computer literate teachers (Oyebanji 2003, Dabesaki 2005, Kwacha 2007). Inadequate fund (0gunmilade, 2008, Nwosu 2007) reluctance to change (Adeyemi, 2000) Among others

The study revealed that ICT facilities such a computer, projectors, internet, filmstrips and electronic  notice board were not available in secondary school this could be as a result of inadequate funding of the school by the government.
This finding has gave consequences on the resourcefulness of the teacher even if these teachers are willing to learn and use ICT in their non-available of the facilities will hinder them.
The study also revealed that teacher and students were to a little extent exposed to the use of ICT. This is a printer to the low level of application in the teaching and learning in secondary education the effect is that most of the teachers are still found of the old method of chalk and talk the practice which will make them lack behind  in the world of ICT. It was also revealed that the perceive benefits or using ICT on school include  making teaching and learning interesting: helping the distance  learning programme, help teachers to be up to date enhancing quality of work by both teachers and students. This finding might not be unconnected with fact that the teacher know the importance inherent in the use of ICT in the teaching and learning. This finding corroborated Kwacha (2007) who submitted that the application of ICT makes institution more efficient and productive, enhance and facilitate pedagogical activities similarly Ayeni (2007) posited that the fact that ICT is accurate fact and reliable and has the capacity to store and disseminate large information with in the shortest periods make it veritable and indispensable instrument for distance education programme. The study revealed that irregular power supply is major challenges facing the application of ICT in secondary schools in the country. The Epileptic power. Supply is a national phenomenon he has a detrimental effect on all sector of the economy. This can also be attributed to low level of finding in the school system. If  schools are well funded, the management of the school can always make provision for alternative power supply in the schools. This finding support Yusuf (2005) and Ofodu (2007) who submitted that irregular power supply in the country is a major obstacle to the usage of ICT in all sphere of the economy.
The study showed  that most schools in the sampled area lack computer, literate teachers. Lack of computer literate teachers. The lack of computer literate might not be unconnected with the non conclusion of ICT in teacher training programme in school curriculum at all level of education in Nigeria. This finding is in support of Kwache (2007), Dabaseki (2005) and Oyebanji (2003) who submitted that lack of skilled man power to manage avalaible system and facilities for ICT hinders it use in schools. Kwanche (2007) remarked the most institution lack computer literate teacher and ICT expect that walk support and manage the connectively and or application ICT in secondary schools include inadequate facilities, high cost reluctance to adapt to use ICT in teacher learning. This funding also collaborates that of Akubiilo (2007). Also with the use of appropriate information and communication 
Technology (ICT) it is possible to offer efficient, effectives and productive services to not the students and teachers. Such technology include  but not limited to data processing system (DPS) office support system (OSS) and decision support system (DSS) 
Data Processing System (DPS) these system were the first to harness the power of computer technology. They perform the essential role of collecting and processing daily transaction which are usually voluminous repetitive 
Office support system (OSS)

The Questionnaire contained questions on the major  attitude  of commercial students towards the use of information of commercial technology in some selected schools  in Ilorin  west. The questionnaire were designed for teachers and students. The questionnaire were administered by the researcher who traveled to the sampled secondary schools.

Secondly, a diversified approach to the training and re-training of teacher should be adopted. This is to ensure that only qualified candidates are admitted to pursue  teacher education in secondary schools
Thirdly without a conducive environment no good learning can take place, there fore management should ensure that the right is provided for the enhancement of performance of teacher.
Discussion of Results 
	This study focused on the attitude of commercial students towards the use of information communication technology in some selected secondary school in Ilorin West.
In table 2. The hypothesis put to test that there is no significant effect of ICT on the academic performance of students in Ilorin West secondary education. The hypothesis was put to test using chi-square (X2) table since the X2 table than there is significant effect on the academic performance of students in Ilorin Kwara State secondary education the calculated value from the table is 31.04 while the table value is 7.815 than the null hypothesis is rejected while the alternative is accepted.
Also the second hypothesis was up held which say that there is no significant effect of ICT and effective teaching and learning of computer science. This can be explained by showing the calculated  value 20.76 which is greater than the critical value of 7.815 accordingly the significant effect of ICT and effective teaching and learning of computer science.
The third hypothesis which also say that there is no significant effect of availability of computer laboratory and proper teaching and learning of computer science since the calculated value is greater than the critical value that is X2 = 14.681 is greater than the critical values 7.815
The forth hypothesis which says that there is no significant  effect of teachers experience and students academic performance was up help. Since the X2 is greater than critical value of 7.815  than the null hypothesis (Ho) is rejected while the alternative  (H1) is accepted X2= 31.103. the issues of equipment which has become sources of worry for teachers and students, government and private schools owners should provide equipment to contribute to the  teaching skills.
Hypothesis one, state that there is no significant effect of ICT  on the academic performance of students in state in Ilorin West  secondary school.
Hypothesis two is in line with Bankole (2002) who said the duty of the teacher is to teach and guide the student at appropriate time, a good teacher will know the deficiencies in the curriculum computer textbooks and other equipment. The result of these teachers that are not doing their work satisfactorily is poor academic performance by their students and one of the most important personal attributes a teacher should have is dedication. Hypothesis two state that there is no significant  effect of ICT and effective teaching and learning of computer science taught by well experienced teacher and use experienced one.
Hypothesis three is in line with Oke (2009) when the submitted Information Technology are more effective in terms of provision and availability of computer laboratory and proper teaching and learning of computer science, the more the availability of laboratory he likely to be hypothesis  three state that, there is no significant effect of availability of computer laboratory and proper teaching and learning of computer sciences. And again hypothesis three is in line with Nwose (2005) who discovered that the appropriate computer laboratory as well proper teaching and learning should be more effective.
Hypothesis four state that, there is no significant effect of teacher experience  and students academic performance. These hypothesis is in line with Adeyemi T.O (2008) who discovered that the appropriate teacher experience or qualification as well as students academic performance are pre-requisite for effective teaching. Hence the management or government should encourage the teachers by sending them out for re-training programmes  given them computer or laptop and again given them incentive or urge salary to reinforce the teacher in Ilorin West local government.


CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
Summary
	This research work focuses on the effect of Information Technology on the administration in Ilorin West local government with both students and teachers in the school as a case study both students and teacher were randomly chosen from the sample schools.
Descriptive survey techniques was adopted for the study and questionnaire was adopted for the study and questionnaire was administer to seek the opinion and views of the respondents, however, the study revealed that teacher in Nigeria  schools should be trained not only to be competent in the use of ICT but capable in their use and integration for in structural purpose this will enhance the effective teaching and learning  process. Also the Ilorin West Local Government Policy for ICT should be review to give specific senatorial  allowance for education. To analyse the data collection descriptive statistic  (frequency distribution), percentage table, the null hypothesis formulated for the study was tested using chi-square statistics.
Also the result of the test of hypothesis  shows that effect of information technology on the administration of secondary education. These include improper monitoring lack of qualified teachers, lack of equipment e.g Computer facilities etc 
Conclusion
	From the  result of this study it is confirmed that effect of information technology is an indispensable too in the student academic performance.
Policy initiatives to encourage use of information and communication technologies in Ilorin west local government school since1988 have not yield the needed result of improving teaching and learning services as a catalyst  for change in Ilorin West school. The change noted through ICTs in Ilorin west secondary schools are much smallest than expected. In spite of the fact that potentials for real change are great, ICT are to facilitate teachers teaching an enhance students learning. It has great potential in educational management and improvement of traditional teaching. With teachers having the needed skills and knowledge. Provision of needed infrastructure, ICT can be of benefit to Ilorin west Secondary schools. These potential can be only be exploited when necessary initiative some of which are noted in this study are taken. The initiative suggested through not exhaustive can serve spring board for ICT integration in Ilorin West education system,.


Implication of the Study
	The topic which is the attitude of commercial students toward the use of information communication technology in some selected school in Ilorin West. Many researcher had carried out investigation on the research work, hence the effect of ICT on education can not be over emphasized. The investigation shows that network in security and loss of skills to machine constitutes the demerits to the use of information and communication technology in Ilorin West secondary education, in this regard, much as to be done to reduce in security to data network so as to enhance that poor performance of students are taken care off.
	The study shows the teachers, because it will enable them to now the impact ICT plays in imparting knowledge to the students. Lastly the study also be significant to the government giving it an insight into the need to find ICT programmes in education which will perhaps improve academic performance of students generally.
Recommendations 
	In the view of my findings the below following recommendation were made:
i. Appropriate ICT tools and facilities should be evenly distributed among secondary schools, so that all students offering any course or subject irrespective of class will be able to do well I examination and improve their academic performance
ii. There is need for a national agency to be in charge of ICT implementation in Ilorin West secondary schools. Agency for information Technology in educational should conduct research into ICTs issues in secondary schools, development of education of curriculum  on ICT, encourage the development of local content, regulate ICTS specialized institutions, assist state government and schools in developing ICTs policy for education, advice government on ICT and education.
iii. Teachers training institution in Ilorin West must develop programme on ICT in education can thus be developed at various level of education. They will be promoters  of ICT in schools

Limitations of Study
	This study is limited to Ilorin secondary school area of Kwara state, the researcher wished to  limit the study of a town is not enough for any good generalization on ICT issues affecting the whole country. Consideration of the time factors financial constraints and distance, the study  could not be extended to more area hence, the need for the study to be limited to only Ilorin west.
Suggestions for further Studies
	The study of a state is not enough for any good research work, the research have to go round to many state to generalized many ICT issues affecting the whole country. For further studies on ICT on the use of information communication technology of secondary education the researches have to use at least a country
