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ABSTRACT
This study surveyed the implication of divorce, separation and single parenting on students’ behaviour and academic achievement in secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis. Ten schools and twenty teachers were randomly selected for the study. Questionnaires tagged “survey of single parenting Questionnaire” (SSPQ) was used to collect data for the study. The research revealed among others that single parenting have negative influence on the students’ behaviour and academic achievement. Students from single parenting perform academically low and are plagued with problems. Students of single parenting should be given special attention and be provided with all their needs especially concerning their educational development and psychological needs.

CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
The case of single parenting is common in recent years due to constant incident of divorce, separation, living apart and death. The opinion survey of the implication of divorce and separation on students behaviour and academic has aroused public concern and also attracted as much attention of the teachers, parents and the general public in recent time according to Ajibola (2002) education of the Nigerian child is not a twentieth century development.
Infact in the olden days why fathers only and mothers had their own system of education. A types of where by children were taught knowledge that parents wanted to pass on in order to maintain continuity of community life and to train them for trade. This used to take place at home, in market place, in the field, through age group and ignition rites.
It is obvious that both parents play varying and complementary roles in the upbringing of the children. In the absence of any of the  uphill task of child upbringing the impact begin to manifest in the behaviour of  the child, Nigeria children are faced with several problems many of them suffer abuse in its various forms such as neglect, abandonment, brutalization , starvation and the likes. victims of such broken homes, conflict laden families is the result of which many of  them are brought up in single parent home. 
One of the fastest growing concerns of children in our society today seems to be the separation of their parents, which can contribute to behaviours various acts of indiscipline such  as juvenile  delinquency, hooliganisms, drug abuse, theft, aimed robbery, teenage pregnancies examinations malpractice are common among children (Ifabiyi 2000).
Ogunniyi (2000), in Olayinka (2002), maintained that a child will have no discipline problems if the following three conditions are met:
i.	Ensuring that the rules and regulations which the child is called up to meet are fair and attainable.
ii.	Clearing delimiting the acceptable behaviour.
iii.	Satisfaction of his or her psychological needs.
All the three conditions could be met in a conducive environment created by a good family. The family life is the milieu in which the culture and the value of the society are transmitted to the individual within the family, the child developed his or her original identify as a person. His understanding of emotional and social relationship comes from what he observes and experience from the family. It is within the family sense of belongingness recognition and approvals are met or wanted infact family normally provides the child with his first social experiences.
Obasa (2006), describes the family as a social psychological and academicals in its social entity because it contains a group of people who function together as a unit, psychological entity due to its member needs feelings and attitude which are of importance to themselves and to family and it is academic entity because it provides a wide range of services for it’s members.
Within the family the parents provide a wealthy material for role-playing. This constantly transmits behavioural traits, attribute and value systems which are basic to specific roles.  Men learn that the roles of the women are home makers.
According to Adeyinka (2003), the developmental time table for a family conventionally begins with marriage followed by child infraction and experiences with his or  her mother, father, and siblings provide the beginning of the life long process of socialization.
Children’s perception of parents is based on the assumption that a typical family consist of father, mother and children in ideal situation for the child, to identify with. 
Abioye (2008), narrated that if take two parents to bring forth a child and that in traditional parenthood, one parent is half of potential and both parents make a whole sex linked division of labour in traditional families are based on the assumption that each will provide a competent, self actualization and natural human entity and combined mother and father can enrich children with twice as much as one parents would do.
Rolins and Thomas (2009), emphasized t he importance of parental supports in the life of a child. To them both provide parental support in the social adjustment of any child. The major f indigo is that absence of one parent (mostly father) migrated the social adjustment of the child. The quality of parental relationship will determine the social and emotional behaviour of the child.
Ifabiyi (2003), observed that children feel happier and more secured when both parents take a full interest in them.  The father’s participation is particularly important when the mother is ill or absent from home. It is obviously that the father is very important in the family system. It is a system to which individual contributes, learns changes and grows. It is therefore necessary for such a system to be kept intact. The positive survey of the father in the family would help to remove or reduce social maladjustment and also reduce impediments to social adjustment in the home school and especially their academic achievement.
According to Oluwafemi and Adeyinka (2008), a typical family is a compact within which each of its members finds some comfort and protection from the damagers of the unknown outside. It develop its own, protects its own, peculiarities that mark its member off from other people this helps to bind it together emotionally.
They also classified a family as a small group of people who consider themselves bound by enduring ties and who accepts the responsibilities for bringing up children. Therefore, the family is such a sensitive entity to be kept, it is crucial to the behaviour of the child.
Adenuga (2008), does not blame youth entirely for the way they have turned out, he blames parents and teachers more.  He points out that parents have abandoned the disciplinary aspect of their duty to children. He ascribes most of the problems to the proliferation of broken homes in country today stop such children according to him lack discipline.
According to Olayinka (2008), family structure has changed considerably from what is used to be in the traditional society. Marriage able persons can now decide to stay single, married men and women can decide to stay apart and one of them raising the children (where available) But to remain unmarried is uncommon Nigeria society. Being single in a world predominantly occupied by the married is unusual. Popular thinking, holds the motions that there must be something wrong with men or women who even for sincere motives choose to remain single, widows and divorces who are victims of harsh human circumstances therefore face multifacet problems. Because of the environment attitudes towards the single person in the society. Young widows are forced into marriage and relationship from which they will never find happiness.
Religion (both Christianity and Islam) frowns at a person of marriageable age to remain single. The impression is that such a person may resort to committing fornication when the need crises for him/her to satisfy his/her sexual urge.
In Africa a child born outside marriage is called a bastard and treated as the product of shame and disgrace such a child even when he/she knows his or her father is not allowed to go near him or to be accepted into his home because of the belief held that bastard children often cause trouble in the family.
Some Nigerian children are now brought up in single parent families. Many factors that may be responsible for these include death of one of the parents, divorce, separation, and birth of children outside marriage and other related factors. The male in this category see women as economic burden and unnecessary while their female counterpart see marriage as a bondage which would deny them of their freedom.
Statement of the Problem
Some people believe that the biological parents are the root of the problems that the children are facing.
	It is the concern of this study to examine the effects of single parenting on the behaviour and academic performance of children of such home
Purpose of the Study
	The actual purposes of this study were to investigate the effects of divorce, separation and single parenting on the child’s behaviour and academic performance. The study will also explore ways for coping with issues that may emanate from the result of single parenting.
General Question
(i)	Do children of single parents do better in school than those with intact parents?
Research Questions
(i)	Will children of single parents do better in school than those with intact parents?
(ii)	Will children of single parents behave better than those with intact parents?
(iii)	Which gender will have more behavioural problems among students of single parents and those with intact parents?
(iv)	Which is the most vulnerable growth period that a child from single parenthood may develop behavioural problem?
(v)	How do the schools control and help such children?
(vi)	How do the parents cope with the behavioural problem?
Significance of the Study
The finding will shed light on the problems facing children from single parenting and enable parents and educators to find ways of assisting such children.
Delimitation of the Study
	The study is designed to identify behavioural and academic problems of children from single parent homes. It was carried out in the post-primary institution in Ilorin metropolis. 
Definition of Term (Operational)
Divorce:-  This means the legal termination of a marriage.
Separation:-	This is refers to a physical separation of  the. They no longer share the same dwelling place but they still remain as husband and wife.
Childlessness:-  This is the situation where there is no child raised by couple. Sometimes referred to as bareness.

2.1	Role of family in student Behaviour
The family is the most important part of the student social networks”. This is so because the members of family constitute the students first environment and are the most significant during the early formative years of the students. Through contact with the family members, the foundation for students’ attitude towards people, things and life in general are laid. 
	It also lays the foundations for patterns of adjustment and learns to think as a member of the family since the family provides the love and tenderness the student needs for his emotional stability. While the student world expands beyond the home, the family stabilizes his total behaviour. According to Okoro (2005) school age student whenever they feel vulnerable, need to referred to their families. Here, they can regain their confidence and emotion composure, discuss their problem and seek solution to the problems. The spirit of companionship, affection comfort and stimulation affects the emotional and moral growth. The family also enhances the student intellectual behaviour by helping the student and academic interest in the student and activities, praise his efforts and encourages his curiosity and offer explanation. Omolewa (2002), identified the following as those things the family should contribute to student behaviour.
(1)	Feelings of security for being a member of a group.
(2)	Meet their need physical and psychological
(3)	Source of affection, acceptance regardless of what they do
(4)	Models of approved pattern of behaviours for learning to be social.
(5)	Guidance in the behaviour of social approved pattern of behaviour.
(6)	People student can turn to in solving their problems in adjustment to life.
(7)	Guidance helps in learning skills, major verbal and social skills.
(8)	Stimulating their abilities t o achieve success in school and social life.
(9)	Sources of companionship until old enough to find companion outside the home of when outside companionship is unavoidable.
(10)	 Aid in setting aspirations suited to their interest and activities. 
Families, under a single parent may likely not be able to contribute all these to the student behaviour and academic because of the traumatic experience in the homes, and if a home in the life of a student, poor personal and social adjustment may be the result.
Parenting in the Earliest Time
Prior to the World War 11, mother, according to Olayioye (2008), generally, had been delegated the job of caring for children but little emphasis was placed on their role. When the war ended, it became important for a large number of women to be income earners. This they do by working in factories and then going home to prepare the home for the men also returning from labour market. It then became increasingly important or men to fell increasingly important but most essentially, mothers were the one who were closer at readily at hand when it came to child nurturing. 
Garba (2008), also observed that emphasis on student behaviour had been place more on mother in the past than fathers. According to him, research on student behaviours has focused heavily on the role of the mothers. As a result of this, only few research studies exist on fathers’ contribution to a students behaviour and academic performance.
In a typical Nigeria society, parenting is the responsibility of both the father and the mother, except in a situation  w here there is separation, divorce or either because of the death of one of the parents and  the other parent because the sole caretaker of the students. Usually the father takes charge of the disciplinary duties in the family and provides fraud as well. Hence, the student see  him more than their mother as nutrient, strong fear home and the bread winners.
But because of the prevailing charges in the society, the arrangement (of the mothers as home makers and fathers as the bread winners no longer work because more and more women are becoming employed outside the home.
In the past, father was generally neglected in the study of parental survey on the student. It was recently that voluminous professional literature began to appear. It raised the family dynamics and placed fatherhood as a critical concept in the parenting process. Omolewa (2001), viewed the changes as a result of the following:
(a)	That the shifting may be due to some change brought about by women’s movement. As mother’s go to work, fathers begin to play a large role in caring for their student.
(b)	Was due to the increase in divorce, separation, single parent families and increasing more fathers are taking care of their student by themselves.
(c)	The third reason may be as a result of social scientists who began to realize that our understanding of fatherhood has always shallow and probably incorrect. At this point in time, the question is no longer whether or Mr. fathers are important in term of parenting, but rather what is it exactly than do? It has been clearly indicated that fathers are important to the psychological behaviour of the student. Since we family believe the principle that the whole is equal to sum of its part plus their interaction. No one should be doing research on family dynamics and omit such a critical component as the father.
Causes and Incidence of Single Parent Families
	They primary concern raised by the high rate of conflict laden home is not broken families which in effect result in single parent homes.
Children who are brought up in their parent homes often are those whose parents have been separated or who are divorces. Many single parent families occur when couples decided to live separately and one of them either the father or the mother brings up the student; some are caused by the death of one of the single adopted parents, and a rapidly growing number occur when single women became mothers.
Many separated and divorce mother go on longtime, although they know it is unreasonable toping that the family will some how be united again.
Accounting to Adebowale (2002), majority of the student of divorce parents lived with the m others while only 10% lived with the fathers. As a result of deep frustration in previous love encounter some of the victims scared of being hurt again. They therefore, preferred to ester for their students while they remain single. Others want to retain their freedom so, hence turned their back to marriage.
Many wives of prisoners become single parents and they live in grinding poverty. This encourages pilfering and delinquency in their children. Very often they turn to other men who will help with feeding the children.
Unwed mothers is another cause of single parenting as a result of both outside wedlock and this has been existing for over decades worldwide.
In Nigeria today pregnancy among school aged adolescent girls increase in an alarming rate. Many students are born by unwedded mothers. Few of the couples lived together, although they are not legally married but most of those women lived with their parents In the past, according to Garba (2008), school age adolescent of age 15-18 years are leading the table of single parenting. The problem of single preventing is a complicated one for the adolescent mothers, the future is often bleak, there are also psychological, sociological, economical and cultural issues and many intervening variable such as poor nutrition and lack of job skills.
In the past, female who lost their husbands were referred to as “poor widows” and were viewed with sympathy and understanding. But recently, mothers headed families have been generally viewed as indicative of breakdown, failure and broken marriages and officially considered to be pathological (Olaniyan, 2007).
As remarked by Arinde (2002), black women have been raising families successfully for about three decades as a result of their husband being snatched from their families in African and transported to American where they were forced to propel but not always allowed to have husband (during slavery, where men were sold away from their families, leaving women to cater for the children).
Omolewa (2002), noted that there have been many changes in the pattern of life. There is a growing number of women with dependent student and more young people are living without getting married; and the proportion of student born by unmarried mother has rises, so also divorce rate. 
Chukwu (2001), observed that discussion of single parent is primarily about single mothers are much more often given custody of student following divorce, so that by far the majority of the single parent are mothers. Additionally, when the rather them from death or individual choice (as in single parent adoption) some of the resulting problems are more severe for single fathers.
In an extensive interview with most black grand mothers, it was noted that single parenting can be stressful for the mother and student for there is no husband around to share at least some of day today family and economic responsibilities. Lovelessness is a major problem faced by single parents; but it is easier for man to meet and date other women. Economics problems are also usually more common for single mothers; who often have not worked full time before and who may not have the skills which would give time access to better paying job.
Also, the mother alone would provide some of the socialization training for student that would ordinarily have been provided by the father.


Divorce and the Student
	Many people think of divorce as a sudden impulse act from most couples it is not so, for divorce generally comes as the climax to a long story of tragic unhappiness.  It is a public confession that the man and woman have failed in a venture from which they expected so much. Divorce provides a legal way out of a situation, which both parties have considered in tolerable. It is a means of putting an end to unhappy and incompatible marriages.
	According to  Elizabeth, E.O (2007),  there is little doubt that divorce is up setting to students child’s primary bond with his parents interferes with the child’s behaviour progress, thereby prevailing cognitive maturity. It is believes that a home broken by divorce is more damaging to the student and to the family relations than a home broken by death. 
	A home broken as a result of divorce has serious adverse effect on the child because it tends to make the child inferior and embarrassed in the presence of his peer groups if discussion on parent issues is raised. It is well known that parents in conflict rarely have much convern for the welfare of their children as they are after having a revenge on their  partners or satisfy their own interest and desires. It is also rare for unhappy parents to bring up a happy children.
	This is one of the reasons why student from divorce pa rents find it difficult to adjust to normal marital relationship after marriage. According to Elizebeth (2009), they are also more frequently involved in delinquency than student from well adjusted parent.
	Tessman (2008), found out that a great deal of upheaval in family functioning occurred into divorce families and producing a state of is equilibrium. During the first year after divorce, the families experimented with a number of coping mechanisms some successful and some not, as they tried to deal with their new situation. He further revealed that initial experiences on all ages levels were a sense of loss and deflect in the general coping styles of the student and that the impact of divorce appeared to be more perceived and enduring for boys than girls; although girls whose mothers brought up seemed to have difficulties with the opposite sex in adolescence.
	A basic explanation for the lack of trust in the opposite sex, that is the must common pattern deprives the mother continues to be hostile and critical of the father. In this circumstances boys often fail to develop masculine traits, that boys from divorce.  Couples are often treated differently from boys from boys surviving marriages.
	Tessman (2008), confirmed that divorce affects the financial structure of families and influences pa rent student relationship. The problems for the divorce mothers are serious because only one of every ten-ex-husband contributions to the financial structure of his family and many divorced women do not have the training and skills to obtain a job that will provide economic support for their families. The downward turn in economic standards of living and possible relation to a poorer neighbourhood which may mean that children need some continuity and support. Such an event may provide an even further confusion in their lives.
	Many cases of divorce and separation according to Hetherington (2009), are highly accomplished by emotional outburst that effective student. The statement made may be as a result of time student expressing sympathy for the parent is at fault. The instant conflict tends to over weigh t and has a great influence on the students behaviour. During the period of conflicts, the quality y of parental care to the student is often very poor because parent seem to be ore pre-occupied with their emotional instability and this inhibit their ability to respond sensitively to the students needs.
	Akinade (2003), noted that divorce is difficult for adult and even more devastating for their student. And that students are especially affected by divorce because it usually occurs during their formative years. And whatever they views of themselves and their view of society.
Survey of Father Absence on the Student
	The changing in life styles over the past decades had led to the prevalence of paternal absence in homes.
	Bane (2006), estimated that as many as 50% of all student born during the decade will experience the absence of parent and most of these case are expected to reflect the absence of the father. These changing family pattern have resulted in increasing focus of the role of the father within the families and the effects on cognitive development.
	Uthman (2002), says that one time, studies of the role of the father in single parent families were looking simply at the link between the absence of the father and the students behaviour and academic but now there is more attention being given to the role the father played in the newly divorced family.
	Ifabiyi (2002), observed that retrospective studies investigating the delay, effect of father absence is an important and the earlier it occurs the greater the effect in the same manner the absence of the father from the home for a long time and for any reason often associated with poor adjustment in the student. Absence due to separation, divorce or discretion may have more adverse effect on the student than absence as a result of death.
	According to David (2007), the younger the student is when the father’s absence occur and the longer the extent of his departure, the greater may be the disturbance. If the father leaves when the student is quite young, it can be traumatic for the student, especially a body. At this stage boys see themselves as rivals to their father and have fantasies about gathering ride of them.  
	If the fathers are responsible for the divorce. This could be the boys sources of emotional problems due to suit. If the father died however, the student deal with it more readily than if the fathers leave home.
	There is sense of grief with death, but there is more positive feeling towards it than rejection and anger in separation can also be communicated to the student and can cause emotional distress.
	David (2007), he observed that for some boys that loss of father means that they have no source of identification as their friends and they resent petticoats rule in the home as they do in the school. The effect of absence of father on the student medicated by lots of other factors. There are of course stress, conflicts and problem in the family dynamic that predispose student from homes, in which the father is absent to be less competent in social and cognitive behaviour.
	Danya (2001), confirmed that there is the absence of the father in most polygamous homes with respect to playing active role within the family. According to him, fathers play very passive roles in most polygamous homes in an attempt to maintain the policy of neutrality so as to avoid co-wife dimension.
	Some fathers are present physiologically yet they are absent in the real sense of the world. These are some irresponsible husbands who though live together with the wife but are not care about what happen to the student in terms of up bringing, some may not support the family economically  boo, and the mother alone shoulder the responsibilities of bringing up  the children.
	Student in this type of family setup may experience unfavourable behaviour such as poor adjustment, social uncertainty, failure to assume leadership and take initiative especially boys and love esteem.
Absort Parent and Student Behaviour 
	Linda (2007), observed that when the absence in the home is caused by death and when student realize that the parent will never come back, hey mourn the loss and transfer their affection on the remaining parent, hopping in this way to regain the security they formerly had should the remaining parent be pre-occupied with grief and the practical problem of a broken home give rise to student feel rebuffed and unwanted. This will lead to resentments that is seriously damaging to the student’s emotional growth.
	Temporary absence according to Akinbade (2003), are often more hazardous to the behaviour of the student than permanent ones. Such temporary break create stressful situation for both student and parents. He noted however that official figure does not take into account those families where the job of one of the parent requires long absence from the family. The demands of such jobs on family members however impose structural arrangements and rearrangements which are in many ways similar to those imposed by death or divorce of a parent. Some entertainers, members of the forces and businessmen may all be required to undertake prolonged periods of travel, leaving their wives or husband in the position of single parent while they are away.
Maternal Deprivation
	Essentially, maternal deprivation is a circumstance in which an infant or young student is denied of care from his mother because of his separation from her. Recent studies of babies deprives of their mother that babies who a re separated from their mothers encounter a determined effects on the babies as a result of the important role play by the mother. If a satisfactory mother substitute is provided, even them no effective solution are often found principally, because of satisfactory substitute is not always available.
	Letty (1998), discovered that maternal deprivation is a recognized problem in or phalanges and other institution from young children but it probably occurs frequently in disturbed firmly situation.
	Early experiences in life have been found to have a potent and lasting effect on the student. Every phase of the student behaviour may be affected by a lack of maternal care and affection, his emotional reaction, attitude towards and relationship to other people intellectual behaviour and even his physical well beings. He care were particularly affected in the areas of language development ability to form attachment to other people and ability to control their momentary impulses.
	Psychologists laid emphasis on the importance of mothering in the life of a child. Mothering in a psychological sense according to Johnson (2004), refers, to three aspects of the relationship between mother and child. Emotional, warmth, personal care and sensory stimulation are all considered essential to healthy behaviour and academic are particularly  important in early childrenhood and infancy.
	Kolade (2002), said that, although sociologists and social workers had paid a good deal of attention to the father absent family for many years, psychologists have been less concern with male parenting, wherein was equated with the mother.
	As observed by Chukwu (2001), in the theory of student behaviour, the bio-directional nature of the mother. Child interaction is recognized. The focus however has been welfare and healthy development.
	Akinbade (2003), discovered that the absence of the mother due to divorce as separation and most especially death before the age eleven, usually leads to the childs vulnerability in that it increase the effect of stress and depression in school girls. He added that temporary absence of the mother deprives young children of care they have been accustomed to and is equally damaging to boys and girls
Single Parent and Sex Role Model
	Formerly, English law granted the father absolute right to custody their student. This was a carry over from Romans law which protected father’s absolute and death control over his children.
	Lavis (2008), revealed that in United State, the English common law tradition did not allow women to support children, since the father was responsible for financial support for the children. It was believed that he should be given custody. The importance of maternal care was repeatedly emphasized, partly because of the sweeping impact of psychoanalytic theory which stressed maternal relationship as being important in student behaviour. It was presumed that mothers are uniquely suitable for the care of their children. It becomes a standard for judges to award custody to mothers because they think it is the best interest of the student; they insist on this except the mother is in a mental hospital or judged to have severe handicap.
	So, it was recently that many courts awarded custody of children to mothers considering the actual needs of the children nor did they carefully evaluate the psychological climate in which the youth would live. However, there is a growing movement towards a genuine commitment to the actual need of the youth.
	When the father custody and mother custody families are compared the boys who lives with the opposite sex (father custody girls and mother custody boys are less well adjusted than those living with the same sex parents. Boys whose father has custody have less demanding behavior  than girls in this type of family structure. A similar positive same sex affects was evidenced in children’s maturity, sociability and independence, a trend in the same direction is evidence for self esteem
	Both psychoanalytic and social learning theories have emphasized the importance of same sex parents in student behaviour. In psychoanalytic theory, emphasis is placed on youth identification with the same sex pa rent and in social learning theory, the student’s limitation of the same sex parent is stressed. While identification theory has received little emphasis in recent times, there still appear to be something important about an ongoing continuous relationship of the youth with same sex parent. For example when father are give the major role in rearing both boys and girls they may do better able to sense the psychological needs of boys than those of girls.
	The custodian parent has a strong survey on the student’s behaviour. The psychological well being and the student rearing capabilities of the father or the mother are central to the students ability to cope with life in single parent homes. It appears the divorce mothers and their sons often get involved in what she (the mother) calls a ovole of coercive  interaction.
	Bendura (1998), said that with the custodian parent of the same-sex as the child, strong role development occurs along appropriate sex line. That is, the powerful nutrient father produces a very masculine son, the strong but feminine daughter.
	When the adult is of the opposite sex, pressures may operate in the opposite direction, the dominant mother produces a less masculine (more feminine son).
	However, there is no good evidence that the dominant father produces a less feminine (masculine daughter) indeed if appears that fathers may model one type of behaviour with their sons and another type of behaviour with their daughters than toward their sons. He fond out that father present boy. Likewise, interactions with father influence boys in the development of cognitive skill and boys whose fathers are absent are likely to have lower scholastic performance and less mathematical skill. 	Similarly, father absence is likely to affect the traditional sex role attribute of girls.
	This can be seen that parents by action and example influence then children’s role behaviour in the psychoanalytic view.
	Abdulkareem (1998), observed that initially the student attaches himself or herself to the caretaker usually the mother in the pre-school years, when the boy begins to conceive of himself as a certain kind of self a body, he has to begin the process of breaking away and differentiating from his mother and gradually identifying with his father. When the pre-school age girl realizes her femaleness however, she doesn’t have to differentiate or break away from the primary caretaker she continues t o identify with her and maintains an unbroken history of identification with her.
Coping Problems of Single Planet Families
	Whatever the reason for separation single parent families are in a structurally different situation from that of two parent families and the difference is itself a modifying influence on the needs and obligations of both parents and their children in this type of family. One of the most important requirements of many single parent families according to Femi (2005), is for the families to achieve a separation of a psychological plan as well as the purely physical one. 
	Akinbade (2007), confirm that single parent families are on the whole at a distinct disadvantage in terms of maternal well-being and living standard. Moreover, the sex of the absent parent is of importance in assessing the extent of material disadvantages suffered by children brought up by single parent homes this shows that all the student in one parent families has a lower level of attainment in school, and were less well adjusted than their peer from intact homes. Also, some single parent families are associated with negative characteristic, such as poverty, abandonment, marital violence, student abuse and personal dissatisfaction.
	Letty (2008), however, noted that other single parent families are so by choice and enjoy a low level of parental conflict and often a sense of family solidarity and cooperation for families supported by only one parent, letty observed that  there are special difficulties. When a mother dies or desert her family which is more rate than father deserting, relative and neighbours generally rally round to help. Although people are often very kind for a while, only a few keep up their interest for any length of time. The father in the type of situation carries a depression he has to take momentous decision which will affect the family for many years to come. He faces the problem of combining his work with the care of children. It is unlikely that his working hours will fit in with the school holidays and what he is too with the school aged student. He faces a job all day and domestic work all evening and at weekends.
	In addition, such families are less well-off financially than they used to be because the father is short of time and probably of domestic skill too. He has to spend more money on convenient foods; on laundry and probably on house help. He has to give up an change of over time, work with it’s extra pay, and something has to change his job. The children too, because they are miserable demand more sweets, ice-cream, toys soft-drinks, etc.
	One of the worst difficulties that mothers on their own have to face is that, they are no longer half of a pair. Grief is hard enough to bear, but it is worst when the mother cannot provide as she hoped for her children. Death is difficult to accept but at least it is definite break; worst perhaps is the agony of waiting to know whether a husband will return to his family.  Tension is such families is at it’s worst when the mother spends all the week going about and striving hard on how to make ends meet on top of  this, she has to carry out the disciplinary functions of both parents and do all the punishing.
	Besides their financial difficult, single-parent who usually have full responsibility for their children are generally over-worked, fatigued and lacked in the emotional, social and material support. Student brought up in home with only one parent according to Yahaya (2002), are more likely to have behavoural problems than student from intact homes. However, the fact of having only one parent does not necessarily the cause of behaviour problems, but rather the many difficulties associated with having only one parent like income, parental stress and social deprivation.
	According to Gbolahan (2002), lack of income can of course have many negative effects on family life. But sociologists have long feared that the major shortage experienced by the one parent family is not money but time. When there is not only one parent rather than two; supervision of student may be reduced greatly in the case of divorce, when student must split, their loyalties between parents, the result may be weaker attachments to each in comparison to attachment in two parents families.
	David (2007), evidenced that single parent is unable in most cases to raise a child with success with which two parent families can. To say that in most cases, single parent have odds against them, does not compassion for their havoc effort, of course some single parent families do an outstanding job of raising children in spite fall difficulties.
Summary of the Literature Reviewed
	The review of literature has show that single parenting is traumatic and coupled with profound consequences. This section (Literature review) has exhaustively death with essential areas related to the research topic such as; role of family in students behaviour, parenting in the earliest time, causes and incidences of single parent families divorce and the child, influence of father absence and absence of parent on child behaviour. Other areas dealt with are, single parent and sex role model and problems of coping in single parent families.
	Omolewa (2002), identifies some of the role of family to child behaviour, among which are sources of affection, acceptance, guidance in these behaviour of socially approved pattern of behaviour. And it was revealed that under a single parent all these roles may not be possible because of the traumatic experience at home. The reverse ay likely be the case as the child in the single parent family may suffer poor personal and social adjustment.
	The educational implications of student from single parenting are tremendous. According to Akinbade (2003), a child from a single parent home can not concentrate on his studies; he may likely play truancy and comes to school late. Such a student does not mix freely with other mates, they look morosead with drawn. During lesson he engages himself in his own world, and is often absent minded during lessons.
	According to Abioye (1999), it takes two parents to bring forth a child and that in traditional parenthood; one parent is half of human potential. Ifabiyi (2000), observed that children feel happier and more secured when both pa rent feel happier and take a full interest in them.  In a situation whereby only one parent is taking care of the child, this behaviour development may be jeopardized.
	A survey of single parenting on student behaviour is enormous. It can make him withdraw completely from the school system. In such case a student needs a lot of well planned guidance and counseling programme before he can adjust to school life and benefit from the school academic programmes.
CHAPR TER THREE
METHODOLOGY
This chapter explains in details the method used in the collection of data for the research work. This involves all the strategies and the logistics employed in the conduct of this study, which include research design, population, sample and sampling technique, research instrument, validity of the instrument reliability of the instrument, procedure for data collection and data analysis.
3.1	Research Design
	The research design adopted for this study in the survey method.
	Survey research, according to Dare (2000), studies large and small population to discover the relative incidence, distribution and interrelations of sociological and psychological variables. Survey design is adopted for this study because it is of providing a great deal of information that can be obtained from a large population since the research intends to consider the attitude and feelings of teachers concerning single parenting and the behaviour of the students using a sample from Ilorin metropolis secondary schools, survey method is therefore considered most appropriate for use.


3.2	Population of the Study
	The target population was the entire teachers in all the  forty two (42) secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis.
	Teachers in the secondary schools are respondent from who information are collected.
3.3	Sample and sampling Techniques
	Dare (2002), contended that population has to be defined before establishing clear boundaries of the conditions which specifics who shall be included in or excluded from the study. To this end, only ten (10) secondary schools were selected among the (42) secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis. Through random sampling procedure (20) teachers were sample from each of the (10) selected secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis. In all, the numbers of respondents are two hundred (200).
The sample schools are:
1.	St. Anthony Secondary School, Ilorin.
2.	Cherubim and Seraphim College, Ilorin
3	Army Day Secondary School, Ilorin
4.	Government Day Secondary School, Fate, Ilorin

	All together, two hundred (200) teachers that were utilized as respondents were sampled. The samples used comprised teachers whose average age range from twenty-five to twenty-nine years or above.
	This sample was used because they understand the objective of the study and are expected to respond accurately to the instrument used for the study.
3.4	Research Instrument
	The instrument used for this study is the questionnaire tagged “survey of single parenting Questionnaire” (SSPQ). The instrument is made up of two sections A and B.
	Section “A” is designed in such a way that personal data and background information will be obtained for the respondents.
	Section “B” contains twenty-five (25) items to which the respondents are expected to respond to by ticking either “Yes” or “No” to indicate their agreement or disagreement with the statement. Thought these twenty-five items are sub-divided into five parts, based on the five questions formulated for this study.
3.5	Validity of the Instrument
	The self constructed questionnaire for the study was given to experienced lectures in Guidance and Counseling department and other experts, based on the five formulated for this study.
	They went through the items thoroughly and made some corrections to make sure that the items measure what it was purported to measure.
	All the suggestions were put into consideration in preparing the final draft of the instrument used for this study.
3.6	Reliability of the Instrument
	The reliability of the study was determined through test-retest. Twenty (20) respondents who are not part of the main respondents of the study were involved in the pilot test. They comprises ten (10) people as single parent families and five (5) are unmarried respondents with questionnaire administered on them twice, within an interval of two weeks between the first and second administration.
	The results obtained of both administration were correlated using pearson product moment correlation co-efficient was 0.72.

3.7	Administration of the Instrument
	The instrument (SSQP) was personally administrated by the researcher after seeking permission from the school principals of the   concerned schools before making contact with the respondents. The personal administration has helped the researcher to interact with the respondents (teachers) and also made it possible for further to explain the aims of the study.
	The teachers in all the schools were given thirty minutes to respond to the items and the proper monitoring adopted by the researcher ensured 100% return of the questionnaire forms which were properly filled by the respondents.
3.8	Method of Data Analysis 
	The data collected was analyzed item, by item as it appears in the questionnaire and scores were express in percentage (%0. The simple percentage technique was adopted because Daramola (2008), further explains that percentages are calculated in research education when a straight-forward information is required from a given a given simple.

	The result above revealed that majority of the respondent agreed that student from single parenting have more problems than student from single parenting have more problems than student from intact home. For instances 189 respondents of (94.5%) agreed that they feel neglected and become better about life, while only insignificant/respondents or (5.5%) disagreed.



Discussion 
	From the questionnaire served and interview conducted, data was analyzed and findings need to be discussed. Result of the study revealed that single parenting have negative influence on the student behaviour and academic.
	It was shown that 821 respondents agreed while only 179 respondents disagreed. This result is in agreement with that of Akinbade (2003), that single parenting are often hazardous to the development of the child. In the same vein Omolewa (2002), asserted that families under a single parent may not likely provide all the necessary things needed for student’s behaviour and academic because of the traumatic experience in the homes. And that of a home fails to make important contribution in the life of student, poor personal and social adjustment may be the result.
	It has also been revealed in the findings that, student from single parent obtain lower grades than their counterparts in an intact home as perceived by respondents based on this question and it was revealed that 907 respondents agreed to the fact that student from single parenting make lower grads in schools, lack adequate supervision at home, fail to engage in peer interaction, fail to assure leadership and take initiative and show a sense of loss and are always unhappy, while only 93  respondents out of them disagreed to the statements.
	This findings gathered from the study revealed that student from single parenting and prone to deviant behaviour as shown on table (item 11-12) and few number of them also develop poor attitude and relation to other people some group of lecturer or teacher reveal that few numbers of student in singe parent time may not be hostile and aggressive they can still be discipline  while another respondents states that they are often very emotional this is in support of Adeola (2002), finding that there is little doubt that single pa renting is upsetting to student and that disruption in child’s primary bond with his parents interferes with the development progress and academic excellence, thereby preventing cognitive maturity.
	The responses gathered further revealed that student from single parenting experience poor adjustment and social uncertainty problem also can be faced with distortion in their behaviour and academic, as it shown in table (item 16-17).
	Result of the findings also proved that majority of student from single parenting are less well adjusted socially, feelings of withdrawn and often exercise sadness, this might likely affect their academic performances as some of them may not have required textbooks which can make them to perform better like the student from intact home.
	Findings also revealed that majority of the student from single parent home have more problems, that makes them feel neglected placed them in position of feel embarrassed and ashamed when in the midst of their peers, this clearly show from table (items 21-23) and this might be experience by their counterpart from single pa renting might grow physically well and may not lack necessary information needed for healthy growth. This is show in table (item 24-25).
	Conclusively, the findings revealed some many, problems faced by students from single parenting which influence their behaviour and academic. This is supportive of Adeyinka and Olayinka (2001). Emphasized the importance of pa rental support in the life of a student.



CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
	This chapter is concerned with the summary, conclusion, implications of the study, recommendations, limitation of the study and the suggestion for further studies.
5.1	Summary
	The research was aimed at finding out the survey of single parenting on student’s behaviour and academic performance in Ilorin metropolis. The total number of 200 (two hundred) respondents from 10 (ten) different secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis were used as samples for the study.
	The questionnaire received a thorough scrutiny from the specialized before it was validated. It was cross sectional in nature designed for the teachers in few above statement the findings revealed the following:
(i)	Sex of the respondents notwithstanding they have the same notion that student from single parenting make lower grades in schools, lack adequate supervision, fail to engage in peer interaction. Fail to assure leadership and take initiative and show a sense of loss and are always unhappy.
(ii)	Student from single parenting are prone to deviant behaviour develop poor attitude and relation to other people not always hostile and aggressive some are discipline and a re oft en very emotional.
iii.	Both Muslims and Christian opined that student from single parenting experience poor adjustment and social uncertainty experience distortion in their behaviour and academic are less well adjusted socially and are withdrawn and often exercise sadness.
(iv)	Level of education notwithstanding the respondents postulated that student from single parenting fell neglected and become better about life a re place in position of competing loyalties and confusion. Feel embarrassed and ashamed when their peers get know they grow physically well and do not lack necessary information needed for healthy growth.
(v)	Single parenting survey student’s behaviour and academic for  get less affection and love from the parents that is  present are brought up poorly are deprived of suitable source of care group up to hate the absent parent and lack adequate financial assistance.
5.2	Conclusion
	It can be concluded from the findings of the study that single parenting has negative survey on the student behaviour and academic.
	Students from single parenting are prone to deviant behaviour and disorder as viewed by both old and young respondents. The findings also revealed that single parenting student have adjustment problem than their counterpart in an intact home as revealed by both Christian and Muslim respondents.
	Conclusively that student from single parenting a re plagued with all sort of revealed by the teachers, their academic level or education notwithstanding.
5.3	Implication of the Study
	The implications of this research findings that, student from single parenting obtain lower grades than their counterparts in an intact homes. There is needs to counsel our parents on the need of staying together as a family in order to help our children and the generations coming to have a fulfilled life and destiny, academically, socially, emotionally, morally and physically.
	In this connection therefore, spouses should be given premarital counseling that will enable them to know the  impact or effect of divorce and single parenting on our children (students).
5.4	Recommendations
	As a result of the findings of this study, the following recommendations are put forward aw part of the measures that could assist the student of single parenting towards  their bahaviour and academic achievement this gives the sake of t  heir student welfare and proper development in academic achievement
	Also, the findings as reminder to government for the provision and maintenance of sound educational system which will give individual equal opportunity to have sound education and skill so as to curb the problem or singe parenting.
	The study recommended that government should give enlightenment compaign on the need to create a conducive atmosphere for marriage to work.
	Government should also have a special scheme for assisting the orphan financially so as to have education and strict measure should be taken against student abuse, also, society should minimize interference into couples affairs, but should allow them to discuss and take decision on their personal problems. Involvement of the society in their personal problems. Involvement of the society in their marital affairs society should endeavour to support and encourage couple rather than destabilizing the relationship. Both marital and community counseling services should be extended to in-laws and relations as to assist them in this direction.
	Couples should there live to exp0ectation whether separated or divorce to the upbringing of their children. They should be encouraged to restrict themselves to their marriage in their sexual behaviour for the survival of their marriage.
	Finally, students of single parenting should be given special attention and be provided with all their education and psychological needs. 
5.5	Limitations of the Study 
	The study was limited in ten (10) secondary schools out of forty-two (42) secondary schools in Ilorin metropolis. This is not large enough to generalize the finding of this study. The research suggests that the findings of the study need to be replicated by other researchers with a larger sample and with more variables in order to shed more light on single parenting as it affects students’ behavior and academic achievement. 
	This research work is from one place to another and from one school to another; this might affect the result of the study. Also, in appropriate filling of questionnaire by respondents and negative attitude of some teachers in the schools towards the questionnaires, items might not actually provide authentic responses. This could be complemented with oral interview of respondents for better data gathering. 
	Moreover, there was limited time resources at the researcher’s disposal to carry out a more comprehensive research on behavior and academic achievement; thus, if the results in urban and rural centres are juxtaposed, better results of the study of this magnitude might emerge. 
5.6	Suggestion for Further Studies 
	The study could be carried our using larger population to have much better view of effects of single parenting on student’s academic achievement. 
	Attention was paid to major causes and effects, but this is not to say remote causes are still not possible especially in other places and cultures which future research should try to study. 
	This study was limited to Ilorin metropolis. So, this type of study could be extended to other parts of the state or country for comparison of findings.
