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ABSTRACT
The purpose of  the study was to investigate the influence of parental socio-economic status on academic performance of students in Ilorin metropolis. The sample consisted of two hundred (200) students whose parents were made to complete a structure questionnaire used as instrument to guide the study. Simple percentage frequency was to analyse the data collected. Result of the investigation shows that parents of high socio-economic status have significant influence on the academic performance of their children one of the major recommendation was that all parents, irrespective of their socio-economic status should Endeavour to promote the education of their children in all school 
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 
	There are many types of association or group of people as the family compound community, school and other institutions. It would be of interest to teachers to recognize the differences among families and how they interact with the school. As there are differences in the families that make up communities thus, in the school there are also differences in each students. Having recognized this the question arise is their any influence of parent socio-economic background of student academic performance in school?
Generally, Nigeria is socially stratified societies where majority of the population are economically work and vary few are economically viable we can the socio-economic status of parent in Nigeria into two namely. The upper class this comprises 08 people with high income, who have more than enough to cater for their needs, their children and for their family in general.
The lower class: in this class are pupil with insufficient income to meet their needs. This group of people can not  adequately meat with all social and educational demands of their people
Despite the numerous student of differential predictability between various racial group in considerably less research has examined the influence of parental socio –economic background of the predictability of school achievement within different sex among the parents’ socio-economic background used in the study are family income parents’ occupation parents’ educational background and environment. In Nigeria the importance of formal education can not be over emphasized. This is because day in day out there is increasing awareness of the great role education plays in the life of an individual and in general in the society still an average indigene believe that education beyond secondary school is a luxury and that education should be a sleeping stone into business life. Meaning that a maximum of secondary school education is enough. Also there is an eropons statement by some parents that educating a female child is wasteful, all this happen due to parents’ socio-economic background. Parents of upper socio-economic class their children have advantage over those in lower class because their child will first attend nursery school before further to primary school in the nursery school the children have the opportunity to acquire skills of speaking, listing as well as singing sine little strong. Thus these skills enables pupils from upper  socio-economic class to engage in effective communication, ask question from their teachers, answer the teachers questions and the ability to recall or narrate simple events or poems all this will assist them when they get to the primary school, thus they will now perform better than their mates that came from lower class and have no nursery education opportunity.A part from variations in interest, motives values and attitude that individual has towards success there are literally thousands of dimwnsions that are sources of achievement among other things are opportunities opened to the individual, encouragement, environmental influence, level of influence of parents and other factors that may stimulate one towards higher achievement we can view three ways in which parents can influence their children’s attitude and preference             (1) by parents attitudes,
(2) expectation of child achievement,
(3) by parents’ encouragement
Perhaps, many parents nowdays tend to spend fewer period with their children at home because of their job. The society as well as the economy is changing the general response to the economic changes is that most parent particularly mothers who normally take care of their children at home engaged themselves in full time employment which invariably take them away from home for most of time. Dubey (2002) pointed out that most findings confirm that the differences in the environment in which a child grows up has a lot to do on his/her intellectual development and education al achievement in addition to this a child from a well educated family and with conducive environment comprised of various educational items which can stimulate him\her to learn will do better and perform higher than a child from and illiterate or broken home which may even affect the child psychologically for a lasting solution to be found to students’ poor performance in schools, the study of their background because important.Adefolaju (2005) pointed that it is obvious that other factors such as school environment government policy, peer group mass media and child’s personality all contribute in many ways to date performance of a child in school. Plaget identified the basic needs of the adolescents as recognition, security, independence and affection, humiliation and lack of success in school, inferiority complex arising from real or imagined physical differences or deprivation.
Statement of the Problem
The study is to find out the influence of parental socio-economic background on secondary school student’s academic performance Ilorin metropolis.
Purpose of the Study
The purpose of the study is to investigate the influence of family background on students’ academic performance in school. Parents’ occupation on students’ academic performance in school parental educational status on students’ academic performance school.
Environment on students’ academic performance in school.
Parental economics status on students’ academic performance school.
Research questions
The following research questions are postulated to guide the purpose of this study.
Is their any relationship between family background and students’ academic performance in schools
Are these enough learning material in schools was their any moderation to improve students on their any academic performance in school?
Dose parents’ education influence their childrens’ academic performance in schools?
Dose  parental occupations have effect on student academic performance in schools?
Research hypothesis
These following research hypotheses are postulated.
There is no significant relationship between the family back ground and students’ academic performances in school.
There is no significant on relationship between parents’ economic status and student academic performances in school.
There is no significant relationship between students’ environment and their academic performances in school.
There is no significant relationship between the influence of parent occupation on student academic performance in school .
Significance of the study
         Education is an important instrument in development and progress of any community; state a nation history has shown that no child should not be educated in one or two ways. It may be formal education or information education 
Scope, and Delimitation of the study
         This study looks into the influence of parental socio-economic background on students’ academic performance in Ilorin secondary schools. The study is limited to Ilorin metropolis because of time, finance and accessibility of schools during the raining season.


Definition of Term
Motivation: this refers to any organic state that mobilize activities which is in some sense selective or directive with respect to the environment
Academic achievement: this is the knowledge attained per skills development in the school subject usually by test scores or by marks assigned by teachers.
Socio-economic status: this refers to the social and economic status or categorization of an individual based on his income profession or position held within the society.
Background: this consist the totality of the childs home environment where he\she is brought up.


CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
        Generally, it is in opinion of many researchers that the environment plays a great part in influencing the behavior of a child in the same vein psychologists and sociologists hold the the same believe that people are influenced to a large extent by their environment (merit 1992, ogunlade 1993) and a host of others. If the home background is based on the type or environment that exists, it follow that student at the secondary school  level can also be influenced by their home background and this may allow them to succeed or fail in their school work. This eventually leads to variation in students’ performances and achievement at secondary school level and that is why some do succeed and other do not. 
	This study therefore aims at finding out the influence of parental socio-economic background on the academic performance of secondary school student In Ilorin me metropolis for the purpose of this study. Therefore the following sub topics were received.

The family socio-economic status and student academic achievement
	Families are essentially the source of human beings, nuclear family is common in Europe and America, while extended family is common to America.
	Educated family in Nigeria are now experiencing crises of conflict of values between a conservative communalism and progressive individualism. And the working class values have been conditioned by the harsh gloom economic reality of the time which has reduced the standard of living and purchasing power of individuals.
	Kay (1995) pointed at that small family size ha ls became the vogue among the workers who not only want to live a comfortable life but also give their children sound education large siblings deplets family income and incontinences parents. The irony of the situation is that polygamy and large family sub-size is common among low income earner or lower class they later transfer the responsibility of their training and caring to working class brothers, sisters and relatives. Social and economic exigencies have weakened family the quality of life that is enjoyed by  child is also affected by his birth rank.
	According to bolarin (1974) the first born in most cases enjoys better parental attention and care than last born there are the biological and adoptive parents. The incidence of separation and divorce necessitates non-custodian parents. Adoptive families are genetically unrelated but aggregated through adoption. The responsibility of providing good nutrition, healthcare, love, housing clothing educational and media like toys, radio and televisions is that of the parents, a child from broken home or quarrel some parents will not be well adjusted emotionally or intellectually to tackle his school problems.
	Kunle (1987) finds out that juvenile delinquency acts like during addiction truanchy rudeness and smoking are common to children from smoking are common to children from broken or unstable homes.
	In the same Adewumi (1988) in his study focuses on the performances of children of privileged parent are at advantage because schools record the values, skill and normative behaviour of that social group. The failure of the student of lower social –economic status family, this the late surface from considerable environmental handicaps and cultural deprivation. Found and halsay (1991), in their study of equal educational opportunities have the following to say ‘’within the frame work of the British  education act of 1944. And within the context of liberal political view on the need of providing equal education opportunity ‘’ various  student have than access to education and success within the education system is banks and found layson (1993) are surprised not by the relationship between family background and school success but by the large size of the relationship achievement than those from non literate- homes. Grammar and Stevic (1982) in ‘’a review of high school transition student’’ hypothesized that social economic status was primarily responsible for attitude and values held towards higher education if his is true a readily homegeurous population might be expected to have different predictability as a function of socio-economic status. Some empirical studies can be found to indicate that lower socio-economic groups are less predictive, killer, rock, and evene (1988) in a study of ‘’moderation as academic prediction used undergraduate grade point, the low school admission test, and a test of insightful reasoning to predict first year grade point in law school the least predictive group was characterized mainly by lower socio-economic status
	So also Menti (2002) in his study ‘’ predictive value or American college test (act) for students from lower socio-economic level’’ correlation of the act with grade point average were low for male and moderate for females,
	Ogunlade (1994) reported that children of literate parent perform better that children of illiterate parent perform better that children of illiterate parents, while oloruntimileyin (1994) also established that the child’s material satisfaction is dependent on whether the home is broken or the child lives with the parents.
Home motivation and academic performance of students
Motivation is very essential in learning a child whose home environment is very motivating may perform better in his academic work parent attitude and aspiration affect in a significant manner the motivation of a child student who come from where high motivated. Bertein(1984) in his research conducted in London found that there was a close relationship between parental aspiration and students tend schools motivation. Children from poor homes tend to internalize a culture of failure registration, a pathy and reject on in school student with high motivation and do well academically, through tractful use of praise, reward, punishment, the parent can motivate the child. Extrinsic motivation information of punishment compulsion and fear would provide basic for the development of intrinsic motivation. Approval and excellence which is far suspender to extrinsic motivation.
Socio-econmic status of parents and students academic performance.
The socio-economic status of and individual relates to his position or rating in the society which are determine by his income, profession , occupation education and office held. However, social stratification within any society is culturally related, hence the indices of measurement varies. A modern society particularly is the industrialization based at the apex of the society is made up of the affluent and the ruling elites while the middle class are made up the entrepreneurs. Bureaucratic and professional group, craftsmen and factory worker all of whose this study two main socio-econmic classes lower classes. The people in the lower socio economic class include low income, unskilled and semi skilled workers, petty traders, crafts men and junior officers whose educational attainment is not beyond secondary school certificate, the upper socio economic class would include the bureaucratic entrepreneurs and professionals whose educational qualification is not below national certificate of education. They could be identified by their taste and values. The nursery school to which their children are sent, choice of residence at low density area customs diet and cars are all indices of measuring their class.
Middle class parent according to know (1995) place more emphasis on their children self direction, self control, self control. Responsibility and curiosity. The working class parents on the other hand stress their children conformity to externals authority cleanliness, good manner, obedience, e.t.c both parents expect high achievement from their children school.
Nilas (1981) in his investigation of the social class and academic achievements. A third world re interpretation reports that educational and cultural background had using important influence on academics achievement of students, who have parents with high status occupation have had more education,  earn higher income and more better amenities in the home perform, better than other in schools parental interest in childs progress at school and parental aspiration also has very important influence on academic achievement.
Jones (2002) postulated that material rewards increased the achievement striving of working class high school students to a grater degress than they did those of middle class students. Though over anxiety may lower performance in test. They also concluded that adolescents of high economic status where less interasted outdoor and cechanical persist. There is also a marked difference in achievement values, believes, child traning and family power structure among both classes lower socio-economic group were found of marry each and continue having children to a later age.
The finding of the researchers, however provide insight into the study some of the established social norms and values of he easily identifiable socio-economic classes of the industrialized western countries are not applicable here.
Parental educational and students academic achievement
The parents level of education and aspiration contributes immensely to the chills success or failure in school children whose parents are elites often hear their parents discussing secondary school or even university and are brought up to believe that same day, they themselves would go to university on the other hand, children of illiterate parents do not hear their parents talk about education in they same way.
Mimeer (1999) conducted a study entitled ‘’some socio logical background variable affecting school achievement’’ among 663 high school graduate in a mid western city of the united states. It was found out that the educational level of parent have significant influence on the child’s learning ability
In Nigeria, for example ability to speak and understand English language is an asset to effective learning because English is the medium of instruction in our schools children of high socio economic states because they learn to speak English easily at home before going to school.
Students environment and academic performances
Edward (1985) in his study of the influence of physical environment on school learning explains that a child is either living in an urban area or in the rural area in the urban and rural areas according to him there are some features of the physical environment which are bound to affect students either positively or negatively to either inhibit or promote learning.
Fraser (1988) in her study, some environment and the school investigated whether there is a relationship between factor In the home environment of the child and his progress in school she also attempts to find out which of the factors In home environment contributed to most progress. She found out that economic motivation and emotion are factors which contributed most of academic progress, there were presence of facilities like books, radio, television, education toys and charts in the hime often stimulate intellectual activities.
Occupation of parent and students academic performances
Cooksey (1984) notified that children from families of lower occupational background repeated classes more compared to other children from families of high occupation background self elimination was also noticed amongst children from families of lower occupational background more than amongst children from families of higher occupational background in carrying out the research, Cooksey asked students which of the following were found in their homes running water electricity inter refrigerator and some form of cooker.
According to him, the presence of at least four was considered as good average conditions were defined as the presence of two or three of the facilities. He found out that there was no difference in the pass rates between those living average or poor condition but those living within good material condition as defined by him a pass rate over twice of the pass rate of the other candidates.
Cooper, brown and lower (1985) observed on the basic of research finding that ‘’the column view is that people of the low status class are viewed as less intelligent and less motivated to success than their middle class counterparts in discussing the work of freedman(1992) and karlina (1999) they concluded that if general stereotype manifests in specific situation we could sxpect that lower class students would be perceive as performing more poorly in academic tests than student of other social classes’’
Dubbey, edam and thanukwr (2000) said that ‘’ the fathers, occupation or socio economic status tends to be strongle associated with the style of interaction between members of the family. Middle and upper class families tend to give more freedom to their children in participating in decision making as part of independence training. At the same time parents of middle class children are available foe guidance and consultation. This kind of technique they said, approximated the learning conditions in school children form the lower classes on the other hand do not have such guidance.
Appraisal of related Literature Reviewed 
From the above literature reviewed, there is clear evidence that substantial research work had been done on effect of socio economic background is an importance factor that can affect the student academic performance.
However, many research have proved that there are many factors that could affect students’ academic performance of which socio economic background as an importance of variable Redland 
Kendall (1999) also assessed that fast researchers had provided that family background, socio economic status, parental education, occupation and attitude are significant predication of poor performances a a result of other vice like absenteeism.
Further, it can also be observed that despite the different opinions held by authorize scholars and researchers as to the extent to which socio economic factors influence educational achievement, the fact remains that, socio economic status is one of the factors of achievement in learning.
This finding at across national and cultures.
The present research, however is meant to examine further certain socio economic factor that been noted by different researchers a having influence on educational achievement by way of authenticating affirming or rejecting what view points they have put forward based on their research findings. 
The socio economic status education of parents, occupation of parent, parent \students residing areas (home environment) and attitude of parent towards childs education.
CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
This chapter discusses the methods and procedures used in carrying out the study under the following sub topic:
Research Design
The descriptive survey design was used in conducting this study since the study attempts to observe the element within a particular population.
Target Population
The population for the study is made up of all students in Ilorin metropolis. Sample and sampling technique five school were randomly selected total of 200 students were selected for the study with 40 students from each school and 200 parent also selected by stratified random sampling technique on the basic of the literacy level of their parents (literate and illitrate) public and private workers and sex


Research instrument
Instrument is the questionnaire that the researcher used in gathering information or data for solving the research problem
Validity of instrument
The instrument designee for this study was initially submitted to experts in education research foe amendments. It was there after passed into the project supervisor for her comments and advice.
Reliability of the instrument
In order to establish the reliability index of the research instrument it was administered twice within two weeks using the method of test re test the result of the the two separate tests were correlated using the person product moment correction coefficient the reliability index of 0.73 was found to be high enough to make the instrument reliable.
Procedure of data collection
The investigator administered 200 copies of questionnaire to five selected secondary school. Forty (40) copies for each selected school. All the questions were fully explained and full attention was focused on the to ensure full understanding of items all conies were returned to investigator.
Procedure for date analysis
The responses of students were analyzed and interpreted using the test statistics to test the earlier stated research hypotheses.

Discussion of Results 
       From the analysis of data collected for this study. The following result were obtained in respct of the tests of research hypothesis 
1. Parental occupation have significant influence on students academic performance in school subject
2. Parents with low socio-economic status ha e significant influence on the students academic performance.

        While parents living together or separated has both positive and negative effect on the students academic performance in geography. The research  reveals that living together of some parent  doesn’t bring positive effect on the academic performance of students in geography.
        Also no attending extra lesson after school hair affect the students academic performance in geography. The study reveals that this factor has negative effect on the students in his or her academic performance.
       Lastly, the non payment of school fees in time has an adverse effect on the academic performance of students.
