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ABSTRACT
[bookmark: _GoBack]The purpose of this study is to find out the impact of home background on pupils academic performance in primary school in Ilorin west. Subjects consisted of 220 pupils who were randomly selected from 22 primary schools in Ilorin west. The major tools used for the study was questionnaire for only the pupils. The research questions were analyzed using t- test distribution to determine the level of significant difference between the pupil’s academic performance and their parent’s background. Findings from the study revealed that pupils whose parents are living together perform better in academic than pupils whose parents are not; pupils with literate parents perform better in academic than those from literate parents, teachers can in one way or the other arouse interest of the pupils to increase their academic performance.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
	The downward trend in the academic performances of students has been a source of concern to educationists .Educators from the down of history have been pre-occupied by the problem of identifying what major factors cause academic performance of students. A lot of people have wondered and asked why students flounder and eventually sink in the academic season.
	Poor academic performance could be frustrating to students, it sometimes brings among many other things, disgrace to individual students and a societal is cherished among student. 
	 The quality of performance cannot be improved only by curriculum modification but also by examine all other factors that can impact on the academic performance of the students. The impact of the home background on the academic performance of the student is those which demand great attention by the nigeria educational system.
Therefore, an attempt will be made in this research work to look at the impact of home background on academic performance of the students in Ilorin west. 
Kenworthy (2013) quoting Ogunsanya (2014) has this to say concerning impact of home background on pupils academic performance in Ilorin west, the family in which a child grow has significant effect on the academic performance of the child
In assessing the parental marital status on pupils academic performance, much attention is on sound human relations, as the home background that is tensed due to divorce or unhealthy atmosphere of quarrelling, fighting due to polygamy cannot favor learning, in the home as the mind of the pupils will not be settled in order to give room for creativity. Harmonious home create emotional stability in the child at home and subsequently throughout his school life. Hence the researcher will also be of concerned with the careful study of the influence of single parenthood due to broken home, death, widowhood and intact home on the academic performance of pupils in English  language.
In terms of the influence of home background on the academic performance of pupils, the concern of researcher is with the socio-metric factors such as the kinds of social activities around the home environment of the pupils. For instance, a pupil that lives near the market square will adopt the language of the people around him which is pidgin. This could affect the child in learning good English  at school. Likewise, a pupil that lives in a communal compound where pidgin is the order of the day would also be affected negatively in the learning of good English  at school.
Furthermore, pupils from homes located in an environment where there is noisy traffic, noisy sound of machine from ply-wood industry and market square will be affect negatively in their academic performance because the noisy environment will disturb them from concentrating while reading their novels, text books, story books and even in listening to educative radio programmers. Physical and psychological conditions of the home environment affect the pupils academically.  
The impact of academic environment where learning and teaching process take place is every paramount on pupils academic performance, this should be put into consideration because of its either positive or negative effect on the pupils. To have a positive effect, it must be conducive and enriched with necessary and proper educational material the impact of home background on pupils academic performance. Has a far reaching effect on the pupils. It goes a long way in determining what he/she would like when he grows, whatever the child learns at home and how the family motivates him towards education  determines the child’s success or failure in the school to a large extent.
Nwogu(2019) said that no child is born a genius neither is any child good or bad at birth, but the kind of things he is made to believe is what really makes the child for that is the way the child begins to reason and see himself. The environment plays a pivotal role on child’s academic performance also, the interpersonal relationship between the parents and the child would also enhance what the child thinks about himself/herself would mould him/her into what he/she eventually becomes in the future.
Adejare (2011) has this to say “The home is a very important element in the emotional and psychological development of a child”. This means that the kind of home setting tends to have great effects on the academic performance of the child in the school. In the development of the child’s self concept, it is important that the husband and wife relationship must be a healthy one because it has a great impact on the personality development of their children. Pupils invariably learn behavior of their parents, the family where a particular child comes from will definitely reflect in that child, also the type of child rearing practices employed by parents will have a tremendous impact on the entire life of the child in general and his education as well as academic achievement in particular.
The home influences the child at the most possible time of his life at a time when his mind is most receptive. It provides the first impression which may last through the whole of the child’s life. The child often sees the parents, siblings and things in their immediate environment to be most significant and they are capable of promoting or diminishing him in self worth and academic performance.
	The background is the condition and immediate surroundings in which the pupils find themselves. It is also refer to as the physical and psychological conditions that affect children. The parents or guardian of these pupils are responsible for providing the right home environment that will facilitate effective learning for their wards. Furthermore, in pupil’s home background, some factors that influence their academic performance include: parental educational background, parental economic status [at least an average financial status], parental marital status and parental home location.
	Parent’s educational background, could be seen in the way parents and other educated people in the home get involve in encouraging these pupils to learn, teach and guide the pupils in doing their home work, pronounce words correctly and practice how to make correct sentences. The educational background of the parents will also be expressed in their frequent use of English  language as a medium of communication in the home. These will help in laying a good foundation for self expression, confidence in speaking good English  in the public and good understanding of basic English  concepts in the school.
	On the aspect of parental economic status as it relates to pupils academic performance, much emphasis was laid on the ability of the parents to provide necessary facilities or materials that can help in making the learning of English  language easy for the pupils. This involves the provision of mini library for pupils which include; textbooks, story books, and picture books and spelling charts which will help the pupils to learn words identification, correct spellings, correct sentences, master the use of correct tenses in line with pictures.
Pupils from average/high income home background, that have some educative media in their homes such as computer, television, set, radio, tape recorder will be at an advantage in their performance because these media will help them to listen to good speeches in English  language, watch educative programmers on television such as junior debate, cartoons, tales by moonlight, all these exposures will certainly reflect on the pupils academic performance at school.   
Kenworthy(2013) quoting Ogunanya (2014) says when a child is categorized or be made to feel that one is better than the other, the psychology of the abused child is being affected which later tell on the academic performance.
The home is the more important of the two factors home and that the background for school learning is laid. Pupils who lack parent formal educational background because of the nature of the home will take some time to make the deficit event when they are intelligent.
Statement of the Problem
Parents’ background has affected the academic performance of pupils; therefore extent to which this problem had affected the pupils’ performance is to be determined.
Academic performance of primary school pupil in Ilorin west is of great concern. Information obtained from the school administration indicates that there is evidence to show that children’s performance is influenced by different factors in and out of school. Among the factors influencing academic performance is the home background of the children. Academic performance of pupil in primary schools indicates the relationship between children’s residential area, number of people in the school from the children’s homes, parent/guardian level of education and attitude towards educational achievement and help for homework. Information obtained indicates that pupils from poor home background perform badly in primary schools as compared to those with better home background.  
In this respect, the following are stated as the problems to be solved:
· What does education mean?
· What effect does have the parent’s academic background have on the pupil’s academic performance?
· What other factors influence pupils academic performance?
· To examine whether pupils from intact homes perform better academically than pupils in separated home?
· Whether the socio-economic status of parents has significant influence on pupil’s academic performance?
Purpose of the Study
	The main aim of this study is to investigate the impact of home background on pupils academic performance in primary school in Ilorin west. The specific objectives of the study include;
[i] To determine the relationship between parents educational background and academic performance of pupils in primary schools of Ilorin west.
  [ii] To determine the impact of parent status on academic performance of primary school pupils in Ilorin west
[iii] To determine the impact of home location on academic performance of primary school pupils in Ilorin west
[iv] To determine the impact of parents marital status on academic performance of pupils in primary schools of Ilorin west
[vi] To evaluate the impact from home as well as the one from the school. 
[vii]To determine other factors contributing to pupil’s academic performance.
General Questions
	What are the influences of home, society and the nation at large in assisting pupils from poor family background?
Research Questions
1. What are the attitudes of home background towards the academic performance of children?
2. Was there adequate provision of reading material to help pupils from poor home background?
3. What are the provision that one made available to aid the learning of pupils academic performance?


Research Hypotheses
	For the research to be able to arrive at a valid conclusion on the research topic, the following hypotheses will be considered for the research exercise:
HO1: that there is no significant difference between the academic performance of pupils living with their parents and those that is not.
HO2: that stability of the home does not constitute an environment variable on the academic performance of the pupils.
HO3: that broken home has no effect on pupils’ concentration in the classroom.
HO4: that reinforcement from parent and teachers was not responsible for the academic performance of the pupils.
Significance of the Study
This research work will be conducted to determine the degree which home exerts on the academic development of children. The research study will point out steps to make in understanding children’s fundamental needs.
	The study will guide the teachers on how to detect a rejected and isolated child and find the causes of certain behavior and how to solve the problem


Delimitation of the Study
This research study would cover twenty- two selected public primary schools in Ilorin west and Kwara State. The study will tend to gather and collect information and possible remedies to the effect of home on the academic performance of the pupils.
Some problems limiting this research work include time constraints, insufficient materials for the study and in cooperative attitude of respondents to the questionnaire

Definition of Terms
Behaviour: This is the way of behaving manners (good or bad); treatment shown towards others. 
Environment: This refers to all the surrounding conditions which influence growth and development. Environment is a natural world as a whole or in a particular geographical area, especially as affected by human activity.
Parent: This refers to the father, mother of a person. Parent in this study means couple who are legally married or who have a relationship together and have a child or pupils between them. We’re all born to parents, foster parents, or adoptive parents who parent us. 
Home: This is a place where one lives with one’s family. It is known that the home is the first school of any child. It is also the finishing point in a race. 
Family: This is a group of two or more people related by birth, marriage or adoption who share a common household. It also designed to be sui table for pupils as well as adults
Community: This is a group of people living together and united by shared interests, religion and nationality. Community is also a group of people who live in the same area (such as a city, town, or neighborhood): a group of people who having a particular characteristic in common.
School: This is a place where young ones are taught, it refers to any place of learning. School is any institution at which instructional is given in a particular discipline. 
Primary school: This is a place of learning for pupils between the ages of 5-11 years. The schools in which pupils receive primary or elementary education 
Performance: Notable action, achievement. Is an act of presenting a play, concert, or other form of entertainment.
Academic performance: This refers to student scores resulting from the responses to some set of learning tasks present in a test or examination situation. It deals with how student do in studies.   
Case study: This is an instance of occurrence or state of affair that has been selected for investigation or research. Is a process or record of research into the development of a particular person, group, or situation over a period of time.
Influence: power to affect somebody’s character, beliefs or actions through example, fear, administration.













CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
	The learning rate of students’ poor performance recently has been a source of concern to educationist. Result of public examinations of recent confirms the following standard of education. This has a lot of effects on the individuals, the families and eventually the entire society because these students are the future of our nation.
Aremu et al (2011) opined that the consequential crisis of poor academic performance is enormous and psychologically deliberating, a number of factors have been identified as responsible for poor academic performance of the students. It seems clear that from recent literatures, the last word is not yet said on the factors that determine performance in academic achievement situation. This is a question that we need to ask ourselves in order to be of great help in understanding the impact of home background on the pupils academic performance. Why some students do well in his examination while others are not? One of the factors discovered to be responsible for their success is their home background.
	Caplan et al (2012) believed that parents and pupils have mutual respect co-operate freely and are committed to accomplishment and achievement. Love of learning was one of the values nourished and passed on from parent to child. The parent is the first social group the learner interacts with, so the parent plays a lot of roles in the academic .life of a learner, the home environment and type of family set up goes a long way to determine a learner’s success or failure.
	Aremu (2001) identified some factors resident in the home that can influence the performance of pupils, these includes: type of discipline at home, stimulation among other. This is to say that the home background of a child affects the child’s success in school, this background could either mean the genetic among other. This is to say that the home background of a child affects the child’s success in school, this background could either mean the genetic characteristics within an individual which inhibits or facilitates his ability to learn. It could also be the social background of an individual, the people around the child; the environments in which pupils grow up have great effect on their academic success. There are intellectual stimulating environment with visible objects like libraries, television and radio.
	Pupils with such environment can be stimulated and encouraged in their studies. Laving (2019) also noted that ‘the home background of a child depicts his type of behavior’; he regarded the home environment as the seed bed for the condition of emotional stability and the whole process of socialization. Therefore, parents should encourage and motivate their pupils in order to enhance the academic performance of such children.
In this chapter, attempt is made to review some previous related literature written by some scholars. It covers the followings:
· The concept of education
· The concept of family
· Effect of the home on the child

· Summary of the literature reviewed
The Concept of Education
	The sociologist view education as the process of cultural transmission and renewal. This implies that education help a nation to pass its culture from one generation with modifications.
	Fredrick Mayer (2016) regards education as a process leading to the enlightenment of mankind in intellectual growth, emotional maturity and ethical awareness.
Thrings (2017)sees education as the transmission of life by the living to the living. Oladele Taiwo; (Agencies of education, Pv) ‘The total efforts of a community to raise its social, economic and political standards of life. Carter Good: (Dictionary of Education P. 191) “The art of making available to each generation of the organized knowledge of the past”.
	From the above, we can submit that education is what happens to us from the day we are born to the day we die. We are being educated all the time, even when many refuse to be taught, it does not even matter whether we attend school or not, we educate ourselves, other people or situation or events educate us, we learn from the circumstances in which we live and from the thing that surround us.
The Concept of the Family
	The family is the most important primary group and the most personal, the smallest and the oldest basic social unit in the society.
	According to Omodeyi (2002) et al, it is a group defined by sex relationship sufficiently precise and ending and enduring to provide for the procreation and up-bringing of children. It can also be described as group of persons bound together by some basic characteristics like physique identification, interaction, duties, and responsibilities. It is a group linked by blood and marriage, biological and social relationship.
	Adewuyi J.O (2010) ‘Concept of Sociology’ said that the family is a unique group because:
i. Every individual is born into one form of family or the other.
ii. It is the basic unit of social life in every society
iii. Individual derives his identity and potentials for personal growth and development from the family.
iv. Individual derives his genetic characteristic from his parents.
Muduck (2019) defined family as a universal social institution characterized by common residence, economic cooperation and reproduction and including adults of both sexes, at least two of who maintain a socially approved sexual relationship and one or more pupils owned or adopted. This definition sums up the major functions of the family which are social, biological and economic.
East Hood (2018) said that family is a group of two or more people related by birth, marriage or adoption that share common household, he said further that some people are fortunate enough to spend their entire childhood and youth with both of their natural parent along with any brother and sister in the family, he said is a major influence in the colonial life and many teacher who excel in the school often receives a lot of love and support at home.
Effect of the Home on the child
	The home environment and type of family set up can go a long way to determine the students’ academic performance, if the pupils are stimulated and motivated; they tend to have effective study habits.
	Adesina O.J (2014) noted that the home is the first social group the learner interacts with, so the family plays a lot of roles in the academic life of a learner. He identified some factors in the family that determine the academic performance of the child. These  are:
i. Types of discipline at home
ii. Lack of role model
iii. Lack of adequate finances
iv. Cognitive stimulation
The parents provide a home and upbringing, different personality types are produced depending on the home background, and this means that the home background of the child tells so much on his personality.
Omodeyi (2012) et al noted that ‘each parenting pattern predicts important aspect of child developments’. Overall research indicates that authoritative parents have active, responsible and cognately competent children, whereas parents with the other approaches such as authoritarian, permissive and uninvolved parenting style have youngsters who develop less optimally in number of ways.
Adejare (2013) also noted that the Parents are the first teachers the pupils would encounter and therefore, the parent should employ positive approach that will shape both the character and intelligence of the child.
	Akanbi, Owoade, and Alabi, (2014) also identified some social factors which may influence the students will and ability to perform well in the academic field which include: school, ethnic sub-culture, social stratification, the family and the peer group.
	There are some ways through which the family can help or impede the process of education. Although, family may be broadly similar in structure and function within the same social stratum, differences between individual families cannot altogether be ruled out. Some of these differences as for example, the size of the family and the nature of relations within it are supposed to affect the academic performance of the child.
	Family size is said to affect the learning process of the child at home because it is assumed that the larger the family size, the less attention the other can give to her individual children. Relation within the family may also influence the child’s mental health and personality traits which will be closely related to his academic performance. A child may be brought up in a family in which one of the parents is absent due to death, divorce, desertion or separation, or in which the relations may be unpleasant and strained.
	Akanbi opined that a broken home can prove to be a great obstacle to a child’s ability and motivation to succeed academically, it may disturb him psychologically and emotionally, deprive him of valuable parent help, encouragement and guidance can lead him ultimately to seek juvenile delinquency.
	Olaogun (2012)said that the parent child relationship has enjoyed a great deal of attention within the last half of the past century. Psychologist, sociologist and student have produced realms of research articles and development a multiple of instruments, scales and indices that identify the importance of the parent as predictors of their children’s behaviors.
	Olapade(2013) also noted that learner that is encouraged and motivated by their parents by providing stimulating environments improve gradually in their academic performance.
	Therefore, the child’s academic performance subsequently either facilitated or inhibited by mainly the type of encouragement or motivation given to him by his parents among other variables. Another way by which home/ background of the child impact on his/ her academic performance is the socio-economic  stratification in a given family.
	According to Akanbi (2014), Social stratification refers to the grading into successive levels in society. In any way; it refers to the inequalities in society. Society is composed of different groups layers of people based on class, status and power. Social stratification sums up those inequalities.
	In the words of Dubey et al (2012), Social stratification refers to the organization of society in terms of services, rights, obligation, power and prestige. Social stratification also refers to the differences we find between groups of people in a society such as differences in wealth, social prestige and power. These things are not equally enjoyed by individuals in the society. Stratification to Uche (2011) means that people are placed at different height on the social ladder, they differ in term of their class, their status and their power. Summarily, social, stratification refers to the structure of groups within the society or strata, which differ in terms of wealth, prestige and power. One will find some rich and some poor; some will be recognized and highly respected while others have little or no say in the affairs of the society whatsoever.
	Whatever the term used to designate the socio-economic divisions, it is generally agreed that there are wide different categories of people living in the same society. It may be worthwhile here to note how social-economic differences lead to academic performance of the students or correlate to education. A characteristic feature of a formal schooling in Africa is the use of a second, sometimes even a third language as a medium of instruction. After the language of imparting higher education is not the same as that used in the primary school. Clearly, the child’s academic performance is related to his ability to manipulate the medium of instruction which may vary from one social stratum to another.
	Akanbi   noted that Parents or family that fall into the lower class as compared to middle and upper classes tend to place less stress on formal education and vocational and occupational achievement. He related class differences in educational performance to constructing values, attitudes and beliefs held by different social classes. The social-economic of the family may not influence the academic performance of the student directly especially in Nigeria, but it exists by implication. Where there are high school fees, those  whose parents belong to lower level or stratum and cannot afford to pay are excluded for example in a school where #30,000.00 is charge per annum, not all the parents would be able to afford this.
	Again, in terms of location, not all school is located where they will be accessible to every citizen without expensive transportation. Some are located in certain reserved areas and are provided with very good facilities including well- qualified teachers e.g. the federal government colleges or schools (unity school) while other school have poor facilities and few qualified teachers. These varieties exist because of social factors, such differences surely introduce inequality in educational opportunities at primary levels and finally on what the students would achieve. 
	The socioeconomic of the family influences the academic performance of the pupils, e.g. some schools are reserved for pupils of certain classes of people. There are ‘capital schools’ for pupils of high ranking officials in the public service. These are also ‘staff school’ almost restricted to pupils of parent working in these higher institutions. The restricted schools have better facilities such as libraries, electricity good desks, audio-visual aids of various types and many other facilities make the environment conducive for learning and high standard school achievement.
	Akanbi, Owoade, and Alabi (2013) noted that a child in the common school (lower class school) lives in a less advantageous social and later in life, whereas the upper class child has more stimulating and motivating situation that facilitate his success. Therefore, the advantaged child is well equipped for a gainful career in life after further studies.
	There is relatively high rate of failure and drop out among low-income pupils, in explaining this fact, both the social background of the child and the character of the school should be considered, low-income homes have relatively limited resources for stimulating and disciplining the child in way that are helpful in his schooling. There is less practice in reading, less use of formal language; less effective development of self-control e.g. which in turn influences the academic performance of the pupils.
	Another area in which the home background impact the academic performance of the students is the child rearing style adopted by each family.
	Olasupo (2011) submitted that authoritative parents breed most mature competent, independent, realistic, self reliant, pupils while permissive parents are usually lax in discipline and in rewarding children. The impact of home background on the academic performance of pupils is also seen through the character or moral training, the intellectual ability of the parents e.g. the moral behaviors of parents is imitated by the pupils consciously or unconsciously. People of a well religious family bear the fear of god in mind before achieving the tend to be morally conscious of all they do. Pupils who are brought by some African or traditional religion that encourage hooliganism are more often arrogant, wicked and drug addicts.
	As to intellectual ability, literate homes tend to be decent and hygienic in nature while illiterate homes stick more to the taboos in the society making their thinking ability and development sluggish. The size of the class equally affects the academic performance of the students and overall school achievement, in large class the teacher faces the problem of control and that is the situation in the public schools being attended by lower class children, the result of overcrowding is that the teacher is much inclined to give mass treatment to the class that is to treat pupils in an impersonal. Individual different are not given due consideration, some of the factors also identified by Aremu (2000)

Effect of Peer Group
Adejare (2013) define Peer group  as a group of pupils / people that have almost the same or similar characteristics and social status. He submitted that the weakening of the family in the urban sector is partly a cause and partly a consequence of the peer group.
Akanbi (2014) opined that Peer group is an inevitable social institution in a child’s life. A Nigeria school child is influenced by the interaction with his mates in the school environment. The peer group is thus a source of influence for the pupils especially during adolescent and in urban areas. Such impact may help or impede his academic achievements of the mechanism for social control exercise by the peer group over its member.
Pupils acquire from the peer group, ability to disseminate information bureau where a child not only gossips but also being educated on some aspects of academic and culture. Learning is enhanced in a conducive atmosphere which the peer group provides in the process of free and equal interaction. This makes members to achieve success academically, socially, politically e.t .c
Piget (2002) listed some of the effects of peer group on the academic performance include:
1) Peer group allows the pupils to acquire equal relationship and experience with others in the society.
2) It provides avenues for child to become independent of the families authority.
3) Effective teaching continues within the peer group although it is informal unlike in the school setting.
4) Peer group fulfill both personality and social needs of pupils and youths in the society.
5) The child is given the opportunity to discuss freely with his counterparts.
Summary of the Literature Reviewed
	In conclusion, it could be observed from views of different authors enumerated above that socio-economic and educational background of the parents as well as conducive environment, motivation e.t.c. play a vital role in the academic performance of the school children.
	So far, we have learn that the earlier years of a child’s centers around the home and the most important impact on him are those of his parents and to a lesser degree relative. The types of child rearing practices employed by parents will have a tremendous impact on the entire life of the child in general and his education as well as academic achievement in particular. We also learnt that students from homes do not perform as well as those from stable homes because these pupils are deprived of so many things which include the parental care, affection, attention, motivation, security, understanding, discipline, encouragement to mention but a few also a child who has been provided the necessary motivation, attention and books usually perform better than a child who lacks these facilities. He can therefore conclude that the impact of home background cannot be overlooked in the academic performance of the students.












CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHOD
This chapter of the research work reviewed. The impact of home background on students’ academic performance, in the same vein, the technique employed in gathering information is examined. It includes;
· Research Design
· Population
· Sample and sampling techniques
· Research instrument
· Validity of the instrument

· Data analysis.
Research Design
	The research design proposed for his study is the survey research method. Essentially, this will involve the use of questionnaire where necessary fact to face personal in depth interview of teachers, parents, pupils This will enable the researcher to get relevant information necessary to answer the research question


Population
	The population of a research is defined not only to identify the element but also to enhance the measurement of certain character which will be estimated and classified according to the requirement of the particular study. For the purpose of this work, the population includes pupils of primary school in Ilorin west local government of kwara state.
Sample and Sampling Techniques
	Sampling is a tool of statistics which involves selecting a small part of the large whole for study and examination the purpose is to gain understanding about some features of the whole population based on the characteristic of sample.
	Considering the fact that Ilorin west local government is large population which contains 43 primary schools. Out of which 23 are located in the city and 20 rural area of the local government, also due to limited time, finance and other constraints and since the total population of pupils in this local government area are numerous, it will not be possible for the researcher to cover the large sample. Therefore, decision had been made to select randomly22 primary schools representing 50% of the whole population 12 from the city and 10 in the rural area of the local government.


Research Instrument

Personal interview the adoption of this method was geared towards obtaining specific information about the background and academic performance of the pupils.
Validity of Instrument

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary
The major findings from this study are that the setting of a child has great impact on his performance in the school.
Parents can foster their pupils self reliance and the competence that are necessary for a strong achievement when the two parents stay together for better up bring  of their children. 
Pupils who come from broken homes either by death, divorce, desertion or separation are more often maladjusted in the classroom than pupils who came from more stable homes.
The socio-economic status of the family has a significant relationship with the academic achievement of pupils in the schools because pupils cannot grow up happily where poverty and ignorance govern the family life. Also when the student lack the necessary school work which will later lead to lower academic performance of the pupils in the school.
Pupils from poor homes show negative attitude to school which can manifest itself insurance there by lowering their academic performance.
 The relationship between the father and mother also often affect the emotional development of the child. Therefore in order to enhance the study habit of their children, parent need to be particularly careful about the relation between themselves and the child on the other hand.

Conclusion 
The conclusion draws here are based on analysis and interpretation carried out in chapter four.
	The response to research question one below that pupils living together with their academic performance. This shows that the parents or the family background of the pupils affects the pupils’ success in school.
	Based on the research question two, the response to the question on does home hinder academic performance of a child revealed that back ground affects the child physically, psychologically, academically and can lead to the Childs academic failure.
	For the fourth research question, it indicates that the teacher or educators can arouse the interest of the students with academic backwardness. Also that reinforcement from parent and teachers was responsible for the academic performance of students.
	Since home comes first before the school as place where the child acquires his/her first language, the child should be given a healthy and proper exposure and should be equipped with the modern things. There must be good home care as well as parental care for the child, parents and home environment should be studied carefully.
	All other conditions that impact or increase the standard of a child’s education should be adequately noticed and cared for.
	Findings from this study revealed that family disorganization, parental control, parental motivation and child rearing and home all have significant impact on the academic performance of pupils.
	The parents should Endeavour to stay in unionism because if either parent is missing, the pupils may not have an adequate pattern of behavior. Both parents are therefore needed to control the pupils because of the time and energy needed to socialize them.
	In conclusion, parents are advised to give necessary upbringing and support to their pupils if they want positive results from their children’s academic performance 
Implications of the study
The study enlightens much about the impact of assisting pupils from poor home academic background.
	Also, it show-case on how the society, the school and the government can incorporate necessary educative materials to help children’s from poor homes.
Recommendations 
	Based on the findings from this study, the following recommendations are herby made.
· Parents should be educated on how to bring about desirable and training methods through parents teachers association meeting and also, teacher should visit the pupils at home.
· Parental should try to settle their differences amicably instead of resorting to court for divorce since it affects their pupils emotionally, behaviorally and in the academic achievement generally. 
· Parents should reward the success made by their pupils and failure should be effectively connected, it is therefore the duty of both parents to bring up pupils in a socially acceptable way in the society.
· Government should also try to accommodate those pupils because they are the leaders of tomorrow.
· Parents should show some interest in the education of their children.
Limitations of the study
	This study is limited by the numbers of factors which include shortness of time available for the research and this made school visited to be limited.
	Furthermore, collection of data also posed some problem.
There are also financial constraints.


Suggestions for Further Studies
	Further research can focus on pupils in junior classes, pupils on their knowledge of family. Researchers may not limit their study to finding of knowledge in meaning, types and functions but extend to areas of family problems. It will be better for other researchers on this study to use other pupils to ensure accuracy of study.
