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ABSTRACT 
This study investigate the influence of teaching aids on the teaching of English in junior Secondary Schools within Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. The research aims to evaluate the effectiveness of various teaching aids in enhancing students comprehension and engagement in English Language learning. Teaching aids including visual, audio and audio-visual materials have been shown to play a crucial role in facilitating language acquisition and improving academic performance. A descriptive survey design was employed, and data were collected from 50 English language teachers through questionnaires. The findings revealed that teaching aids such as textbooks, audio-visual materials, and technology-enhanced tools significantly enhance students' understanding and retention of English language concepts. However, the study also showed that inadequate availability and utilization of teaching aids hinder effective teaching and learning of English language. The study recommends that school administrators and government should provide adequate teaching aids and training for teachers to effectively utilize them. Furthermore, teachers should adopt a student-centered approach that incorporates diverse teaching aids to cater to different learning styles. This study contributes to the existing body of knowledge on the importance of teaching aids in teaching English language in Junior Secondary School.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study
	In the context of modern education, the integration of multimedia tools, particularly audiovisual aids, has revolutionized teaching methodologies and is widely considered essential in enhancing students' learning experiences. Audiovisual aids, which include videos, audio recordings, animations, infographics, and other digital media, serve as powerful tools to support diverse learning needs in the classroom. These tools are especially impactful in subjects such as English, where language acquisition and proficiency in reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills are fundamental. Recent studies have consistently highlighted the positive effects of audiovisual aids on student academic performance, specifically in language learning. For instance, Waxeema (2017)) emphasize how multimedia tools engage students by catering to different learning styles—visual, auditory, and kinesthetic—thereby increasing motivation and improving retention. Similarly, Chen and Hwang (2020) found that the use of audiovisual aids in teaching English vocabulary and grammar enhanced student comprehension and accelerated language learning, particularly for students with diverse linguistic backgrounds.
Information and communication technology (ICT) has gown rapidly over the last two decades. It is characterized by the digital era, particularly electronic and multimedia in order to achieve the optimal and effective learning for students, the learning process also necessitates the existence of adjustments in educational institutions. In the use of a method of teaching and leaning that utilizes electronic and multimedia media. The tools and infrastructure of telecommunication and technology are also required at the individual level such as in elementary schools to improve the quality of the instruction and to address the difficulties that have arisen. Learning is the process of communication and interaction in education between the instructor and the students. In which the students receive, acquire understand, respond to and develop information. Science knowledge and study material from the teacher through various activities. It has to do with the teaching and learning process and its requires the professionalism of the teacher to achieve a particular goals.
Audio-visual is defined by terrabaue parish library (2020) as “Instead of words, sound and image are used to deliver information” Audio-visual elements are becoming increasingly crucial in schools as kinds become more acclimated to technology. Students learn in a number of ways which is why incorporating audio-visual elements in the classroom can server improve the learning environment. Audio-visual products are beneficial in the classroom since they have more away from a textbook only approach learning. Audio-visual approach is one of the strategies that can be utilized in the classroom to teach elementary school children. It incorporates both visual and auditory elements and allows for the addition of learning materials. Electronic and multimedia technology have become more accessible and available allowing students to participate in the learning process in the classroom. Teaching and learning become more successful and valuable when audio-visual aids are used. It is the most effective means of disseminating knowledge and information, it is becoming increasingly crucial in classroom, the teacher can introduce and display a variety of audio-visual media such as television, video, movies, projectors and computers, it will improve their English comprehension and vocabulary as well as faster a more creative environment in the elementary classroom and make it more inviting.
In the English language classroom, instructional tools and resources are essential factors in facilitating efficient transaction and communication between the teacher and students. Effective English language instruction will not only pique students interest in the topic, but will also improve their exam performance. The utilization of relevant instructional materials and resources is required to achieve effective teaching and learning in English Language. Audio-visual resources are educational products that appeal to both the auditory and visual senses. They support the teacher in instructing pupils and assist students in learning efficiently. In our secondary schools audio-visual tools are a significant part of the teaching techniques. Moreover, in the digital age, where students are more accustomed to interactive and visually stimulating content, the use of audiovisual aids has proven to bridge the gap between traditional textbook-based learning and the digital world. According to Kirkpatrick and Lázaro (2021), integrating technology into English language instruction leads to more dynamic and interactive lessons, fostering a deeper understanding of complex language concepts and real-life applications. Audiovisual aids also help in contextualizing the language, allowing students to learn in more immersive, authentic environments, which is particularly beneficial in teaching listening and speaking skills, areas traditionally challenging for language learners. Research conducted by Martínez-Torres et al. (2023) indicates that audiovisual tools in English instruction not only increase engagement but also promote critical thinking, communication, and collaborative learning. By incorporating video-based tasks, online platforms, and audio resources, students are encouraged to interact with content in novel ways, which leads to higher levels of academic achievement. The multi-sensory experience offered by audiovisual aids has been shown to help learners retain and apply language skills more effectively than traditional methods.
In light of the fore-going, kochhar, (2014) observes that the most notable development in modern education is the increased use of supplementary devices which allow the teacher to clarify, establish, correlate accuracy, concepts. Interpretation, appreciation, increase knowledge, rouse interest and even evoke worth while emotions and enrich the imagination of students through the use of one secondary channel. In this regard, Adelekan (2010), states that several measures have been recommended and appropriate use of teaching methods, instructional media (Audio-visual aids) and resources.   Oyodeji (2012) stresses that research has proved that facultative potential of instructional media. In enhancing students academic performance and also enriching classroom instruction. In the light of the foregoing, this study examined the effect of Audio-visual aids on the academic performance in English of Junior Secondary School Students in Ilorin Kwara State.
Statement of the Problems
	The integration of audiovisual aids into the teaching and learning process has been increasingly recognized as a vital tool in enhancing students' understanding and academic performance, particularly in language acquisition. However, despite the growing awareness of their importance, the effective use of audiovisual aids in improving English language performance among students remains a subject of investigation. Ayo, (2014). In Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State, many schools have adopted audiovisual aids, but there is limited empirical data or consistent evaluation on how these resources influence student performance in English. While some educators argue that audiovisual aids foster better engagement, comprehension, and retention of knowledge, others contend that their effectiveness is contingent on proper implementation, teacher competence, and student readiness to embrace technology. The problem this study seeks to address is to determine whether the use of audiovisual aids truly has a significant effect on students’ academic performance in English within Ilorin West Local Government Area. Furthermore, the study aims to explore the challenges faced by both teachers and students in using these resources effectively and the factors that influence the successful incorporation of audiovisual aids in the teaching process. Berk, (2019).
It is common knowledge that visual aids are an invaluable part of the educational process, helping student learn and teachers convey concept clearly 	and calmly. Humans may benefit from visual aids since they make teaming easier and faster. Students make an effort to identify it or recognize its function and strive to get its interpretation during instruction using models and audio-visual aids. Bujak et-al, (2013), they make adjustments base on their prior knowledge and experience and they actively seek to learn more about the novel experience. It is good to excite the pupils or keep them busy in order to excite their participation in the educational process. Nonetheless, the vast majority of educators fail to make effective use of audio-visual aids in the classroom because of this learning results may suffer and classroom efficiency many suffer.  Waxeema (2017) presented a contextual gap where desired research findings provided a different perspective on the topic of discussion therefore, this study seeks to investigate the impacts of audio-visual aids in promoting the learning process. 
Purpose of the Study
	The purpose of this study is to determine how the use of audio visual aids enhance the student academic performance in English. To determine the pattern and frequency of use of audio visual aids by teachers for effective teaching and learning. To investigate the adequacy of audio visual facilities for teaching and learning of social studies. To identify factors, if any, which limit the use of audio visual by the teachers.
Research Questions
	This study was guided by the following research questions
i. How does the use of audio visual aids enhance the student academic performance in English?
ii. What are the pattern and frequency of use of audio visual aids by teachers for effective teaching and learning?
iii. To what extent are the audio visual facilities adequately available for effective teaching and learning of English? 
Research Hypotheses
H01: 	There is significance level of enhancement of the Audio-visual material on academic performance in English. 
H02: 	There is a significance level of the use of pattern and frequency of Audio-visual material on effect teaching and learning.
H03: 	There is a significance extent of the availability of adequate Audio-visual facilities on the effective teaching and learning.  
Scope and Delimitation of Study 
	This study aims to investigating the effect of Audio-visual Aids on Academic Performance in English of Junior Secondary School. Due to financial constraints and time factors, the scope of the study are limited to junior secondary school in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State.  
	The population of the study will involved all English teachers in selected local government area, 50 English teachers were randomly selected in the Local Government through simple random technique structured. Questionnaire will be used to elicit data or information from the selected respondent, frequency count and percentage will be used to analyze the demographic data of the respondent and the research question raised for the study. While the chi-square method will be used to analyze the research hypothesis    
Significance of the Study 
	. The Study will invariably be of tremendous importance to students, teachers and researchers in English accordingly. The study will serve as a reference to teachers who wish to find out the impact of audio-visual aids (Video show) on students academic performance particularly in Junior Secondary school.
	It will also highlight the appropriate materials of teaching English which will bring about students interest and active participation in the subject. The work will enable the teachers to understand that the success of any teaching learning activities is determined by how much the students are able to learn or gain from teaching. Aids: These are the tools or materials that we use to improve out teaching and also to make it easier and faster
Academic: Academic is used to describe things that relate to the work done in schools, colleges and universities especially work which involves studying and reading. 
Performance: This has to do with doing something it is the execution or accomplishment of works, arts, deed or proceeding

2.1	Audio-Visual Aids as a Concept 
To improve learning since the 1920s, audiovisual education has evolved rapidly by drawing modern technology, the most recent computer, to use supplementary teaching aids including graphics, transcribers and recordings, movies, and images (Britannica, 2018). History has shown that images, specimens, shows and other audio-visual devices are valuable instructional instruments. One of the first bohemian educators to suggest a systemic form of audiovisual education was John Amos Comenius (1592– 1670). His Orbis Sensualium Pictus, published in 1658, is illustrated in abundance by sketches, each of which plays a significant role in teaching the lesson to which it belonged. Other great educators such as Jean-Jacques Rousseau, and John Locke followed Comenius. Pestalozzi, who recommended the use of sensory materials to complement education (Aggarwal, 2001). During and after the Second World War, audio-visual aids was commonly used by armed forces. This and several research findings over the intermediate period show that audio-visual aids may considerably improve memory, thought, interest and creativity if used in an acceptable way (Akram, 2012). 
Several scholars have defined audio-visuals aids over the years and have hinted at their significant contributions to the teaching and learning process. Dike (2013) defined audio-aids as resources that you do not have to read-only to convey meaning. He elaborated that they portray information through audio and visual resources or a combination of both. Similarly, Anzaku (2011) defined audio-visuals aids as those teaching and learning aids that do not rely solely on verbal symbols and language to convey meaning. From the above definition, it can be inferred that, a textbook does not fall within the category of audio-visuals, but an illustration in the book may qualify as such. Some categories of audio-visuals are also like process and experience. For example, whether an event is played or a diorama is made. Anzaku as cited in Igyuve and Ashaver (2013) further clarified that, audiovisual materials consist of equipment and materials, that the equipment and the manuals, also called hardware components, shall be deemed a possible value system or body of contents when it is used (Igyuve & Ashaver 2013, p44). 
Furthermore, Ofoegbu (2009) also posited that audio-visual aids are teaching aids that consist of two separate kinds that are materials and verbal. When it comes to the materials, he again categorised them into hardware and software which he claimed comprise objects, diagrams, films, and drawings. In the view of Talabi (2004) audio-visual aids is when audio and visuals materials are combined to enhance the teaching and learning process. Abolade (2014) also asserted that audio-visual aids are supplementary devices that engage more than one student's sensory organ. When used by teachers, they ensure clarity, establish and correlate concepts, interpretations, and appreciation. In his definitions, Nwanna-Nzewunwa (2013) views audio-visual aids as equipment that makes learning more realistic and dynamic. From the definition and illustrations, it is very clear that, audio-visual aids are resources or materials that can bring reality to the classrooms. That is, they are materials that can present abstract things in textbooks in concrete terms. In this sense, a teacher can present information in a textbook in a way that it will be very easy for students to grasp the concepts. Since audio-visual aids engages more than one sensory organ of students, it motivates and stimulates their interest in whatever is being taught. This improves their concentration level and improves their comprehension of a particular subject.
2.1.1	Types of Audio-Visual Aids 
a. 	Television: Experience has shown that television has the quality of bringing people into immediate contact with happenings anywhere. It has great positive possibilities. As an aid in the teaching of English. Heeks (2018) stresses that the use of television is systematic instruction has three major purposes:
i. That it expands and amplifies limited instructional resources makes a few teachers do work of many and thereby equalizing learning opportunities among learners. 
ii. That it makes education available in full measure to more people with no significant increase in cost.
iii. Educational television has solved the problem of overcrowded classroom offer a means whereby effectiveness of a competent teacher can be extended to reach an unlimited number of student 
How to teach with television
To teach most effectively with television the instruction must be accompanied with 
a. Pre-viewing activities 
b. Activities during the viewing 
c. Post viewing follow up activities 
Pre-viewing student’s preparation for viewing televised lesson is of primary importance. Before viewing the televised lesson Kinder (2019) expresses that there should be a series of questions related to each of the television lesson. The assignments on outline of each television lesson and a listing of sources material should be given to the students before the televised course. They may write a review or some many of the televised lesson.
2.4.2 Computer Image Projector This is the most modern and advanced means of bringing learners in contact with knowledge. Hope (2021) pointed that it is basically individualized instructional material and the most suitable and versatile medium for individualized learning because of the immense power in information processing. According t the committee on computer literacy, the following general policy objectives for the nation were outlined:
a. To bring about a computer literate society in  Nigeria by the middle 90s
b. To enable the present generation of school children at different level of education appreciate the potentials of the computer and be able t utilize the computer. In various aspects of life and later occupation. Indeed, there is currently and attempt to create a global classroom (campus 2020) which involves an electronic network services. The network seeks to cater for the information and communication needs at all levels of education through out the world. This is to be done through the provision of access to a wide variety of public information data base across the world. (Azi 2019).
Internet: The break through in science and technology has expanded frontiers of scientific information and the process of sharing knowledge. Currently the digital data stared in computer becalmed through communication satellites, remote sensing, telecom referencing, video-conferencing, internet database and e-mails are database changing the trend in the use of analogue information. The world wide-web (www) has became a more interactive, faster and convenient mode of information sharing for both teachers and students.(Hope 2021)
c. Video-tape recorder: According to Kessel. (2012). States that this is a machine records and produces sound a teacher or class may be able to record themselves or any other suitable materials they need which can be used to improve and promote teaching and learning English activities in the Junior secondary school.
Importance of Video-Tape Recorder in teaching and learning English in junior secondary school. The educational value of video-tape recorder in the teaching of English are as follow:-
Video-tape recorder are used to bring situation near to students, thing or object that cannot be brought into the class for the purpose of teaching can be put in picture to show them.

2.4.4 It arouses the interest and curiosity of the students in a motivation bid 
2.4.5 It reduces too much talking on the part of the teacher for explanation. It makes what is being taught very real to the perception level of the student  
d.  DVD Tape Recorder: This is an electronic device which deals with picture and    sound when operates like that of video-tape recorder. DVD tape recorder use flat instead of cassette and it is projected on television screen. DVD tape recorder can be used to teach English class as it makes learning to be more effective and meaningful. In using DVD tape recorder in teaching and learning English, the teacher should consider the following guidelines:-
i. Suitability and appropriateness of the intended purpose 
ii. Suitability for the learning environment 
iii. Age of the learners 
Film Projector : Azi (2019) states that a motion picture is a length of film which contains a series of still pictures which are designed to have the effect of picture in motion when projected with a motion picture projector. Abolade (2014) states that motion pictures come in colour or back and white most modern video tape camera are equipped with facilities for recording moving objects and other reed to reed tapes, video-tapes are now available in cassettes and can easily be recorded or replayed.
2.1.2	Principles for using Audio-visual aids 
In view of the many advantages of audio-visual support for education, it is wise to use it properly. Several principles make teaching and learning more efficient by using audio-visual aids. The following are the principles:
(a) Principles for the selection of appropriate audiovisual aids If audio-visual aids are selected, the teaching needs, purposes and objectives must be fulfilled. It should be chosen in accordance with the students' interests and ages and be able to reflect fact (Neelu, 2010). They have to follow the following to pick the audio-visual aids effectively (1) Suitability (2) Clearness (3) Level of comprehension (4) Services to present (5) Clearness (Expert Writers Panel, 2013)
(b) Principle of proper submission An audio-visual aid's next concept is that it should be chosen and used according to the circumstances. The instructor should use the aids to fulfil his needs and purposes (Katozai, 2016).
(c) Principle of Assessment This last idea is relevant for learners to know what teaching aids do. In the last one, the instructor can continuously assess the pupil. Selvi (2007)
(d)  Audio-visual aid psychology Most research on audio-visuals have shown that it is very important in education and more accurately in teaching and learning. This is due to the fact that the students' sensory organs are completely engaged and their depth of comprehension of a subject matter is thus improved. The capacity of listening, speaking, thought and different senses of the student is expected to increase with audio-visual supports Selvi (2007)
2.1.3	Importance of audio-visuals in teaching and learning 
Audio-visual aids is an integral aspect of teaching and learning, and cannot be overemphasised as such. The audiovisual supports Ngozi, Samuel and Isaac (2012) have been very useful in education. They have further mentioned that because audio-visuals are involving more than one of pupil's sensory organs—their eyes, ears, touch and others. It ensures that every preceptor's mode is balanced and stimulated by external events. 
Eze (2013) also states that the quickest, easiest and effective means that an individual can learn is through the use of audio visuals and not by words alone. Furthermore, Oketunji (2000) stressed that audio-visual aids lessen the weaknesses that are associated with words, humanize and vitalize subject matter. He further added that they provide a stimulating approach to new concepts and give a first positive impression. To him Audio-visual aids help save instructional time and also concretise the abstract concepts in lessons and finally stimulating the initiative of students. From the submissions by Oketunji, when audio-visual aids are used it stimulates the interest of students when introducing a new concept. This makes them very attentive and increases their class participation level. It also saves instructional time as the time that is spent in explaining an abstract concept to students can be done within a few minutes through visual presentation. 
Swank (2011) claimed, for his part that, approximately 40% of our ideas are focused on visual experiment, 25% on auditory, 17% on tactile, 15% on organic sensations and 3% on taste and smell. He underlined the efficiency of education in the area of audiovisuals. In the evaluation, if audio visual aids are used in the teaching and learning process, the inputs of multiple senses are combined to make the subjects 100% understandable. 
Gopal (2010) also believes that audio-visuals extend experience. He emphasized that audio-visuals helps teachers to overcome the physical difficulties in presenting lessons. That is to say that when audio-visuals are employed in the instructional process, it brings reality closer to students. He further stressed that with audio-visuals there is no barrier in communication and distance. For instance, the culture, food and other interesting phenomena of other nations can be made available in the classroom through slides, televisions, filmstrips and projectors. This makes learning very easy for students.
Natoli (2011) also assertes that when audiovisual aids are used it encourages participation. For instance, students like it when they join teachers in dramatizing an event or a process. It makes it easy for them to recall it whenever it becomes necessary. He also stressed that when audio-visuals are used it creates that chance for students to gain good and effective communication skills through active engagement in solving problems. To put in a different sense, students learning become more effective when they are actively involved in an important and appealing subject matter. For example, students’ choice of colour is enhanced and they tend to grasp concepts much easier when they are actively engaged in a particular subject using bulletin boards or projectors.
Natoli (2011) on the importance of audiovisuals states that, when people see things they remember it as they saw it the moment that thing is made mention of. This gives them the confidence to talk about it freely. It can therefore be inferred that, when audiovisual aids are used, it enhances the retention rate of students hence improvement in their performance. Students generally forget the lessons because they have little interest in the information they have learned and because of the opportunities to use it. As audio-visual content is used in the situation of education and learning, the interests of the students are stimulated; their level of involvement is also encouraged. This leads to greater comprehension of a definition and thus to a better academic performance of students. This section is very significant since it addresses the advantages of audio-visual aids in the teaching process
2.1.4	Reasons for Using Audio-Visuals
 It has been determined from the preceding segment that the best form of learning is by stimulating the greatest number of senses. The use of devices or the use of audio-visual material activates the largest number of senses. That is why good teachers often use devices or audio-visual materials (Mondal, 2015). The experienced instructor, however, knows that word use alone cannot and will not deliver a vibrant learning environment. Good teachers are constantly on the alert to approaches and technologies that will make learning meaningful, using and selecting a wide variety of instructional materials (Mondal, 2015). The current pupil is literally rounded by an infinite pro-fusion of learning aids like workbooks, books, graphs, images, maps, slides, film strips, film photos, radio and exhibitions of all sorts, and is now in the country, with a number of different types of pupils (Mondal, 2015). The situation comes from the demands of an improved and diversified curricular and the need to vitalize education by offering a more detailed history of experience for pupils and ways to respond to the variations in the interest and aptitudes of children. Television also provides a wide variety of uses (Mondal, 2015). 
In short, the use of visual and audio-visual instruments can be defined as follows as outlined by Mondal (2015): 
1. to challenge the attention of the pupils: The teacher who uses the equipment is able to retain the full attention of the class. It is usually the case in the lower classrooms that the instruments can only be used by the teacher as basic attractions. 
2.  promote the imagination and improve the students' mental imagery: Mental imagery may be used as a way of thinking and of clarifying thoughts. Gadgets stimulate the imagery of pupils. 
3. to make it easier for pupils to understand: The most common use of devices, visual or audio-visual, is their use to aid comprehension. The use of templates, movies, film streaks and graphic content can be speeded up by the use of additional textbooks. Material devices provide sense and colour to the concept provided by teachers. 
4. to inspire action: The teachers must choose the right method to encourage students into useful intellectual engagement and to ask them to collect images reflecting water, air and land transport would stimulate them to take action. They must also use the right instruments for their students, such as photographs and objects.
5.  to strengthen listening skills: It is also the school that is responsible to offer education to our pupils, so that they are effective listeners. Training to hearing is one of the goals of audio-visual education. It is also the school which is responsible for the creation of the capacity to listen. The researcher observed through observation techniques how audio-visual aids challenge the attention of students, enable their comprehension, improve their listening skills and enhance their motivation for action.
2.2	Concept of Students Academic Performance 	
Academic Performance refers to the extent to which a student, teacher, or institution has achieved short- or long-term educational goals. Typically measured through exams, continuous assessment, and overall grades, academic performance is a crucial indicator of learning outcomes and educational effectiveness (Aremu & Sokan, 2015). It is influenced by various factors, including teaching methods, learning environment, student motivation, socio-economic background, and access to educational resources. Over recent years, the integration of audio-visual aids—such as videos, animations, and multimedia presentations—has been shown to significantly improve students' academic performance by making learning more engaging and accessible. Okwelle & Orikoha (2021), have provided strong evidence that using audio-visual aids enhances comprehension, retention, and active learning, which directly boosts academic outcomes across disciplines.
For instance, research by Priya et al. (2025) highlights that technology-based audio-visual aids significantly improve English language teaching by catering to diverse learning styles and fostering better comprehension, retention, and application of language skills .
In the context of English language learning, studies have shown that audio-visual aids play a crucial role in enhancing grammar skills and reading comprehension. Agalya (2023) found that integrating multimedia tools such as videos and interactive software led to statistically significant improvements in learners' grammatical accuracy and understanding . Similarly, a study by Tabriz University researchers (2021) revealed that the use of audio-visual aids in general English classes resulted in better reading outcomes and increased student motivation and positive attitudes towards learning English . 
Furthermore, the effectiveness of audio-visual aids extends beyond language instruction. Research by Okwelle P. Chijioke and Orikoha Ekwueme (2021) demonstrated that the use of audio-visual aids in teaching mechanical engineering craft practice in technical colleges led to improved academic achievement among students . These findings underscore the versatility and impact of audio-visual aids across various disciplines, emphasizing their role in enhancing student engagement and academic performance
The authors of academic performance, stresses that there are two dimensions to academic performance which are: good and poor performances. Good academic performance leads to success while poor academic performance leads to failure. Each of these two performances are experienced by students in one way or the other. In this study, any student who scores in between 50 and 100 out of 100 works will be considered to have a good academic performance while those who will score between 0 and 49 will be considered to have fail/poor academic performance. According to Tella (2017) states that a number of motivational processes are involved in performance. The process can be intrinsic motivation, which is based on Internal factors such as self-determination, curiosity, challenges and personal effort. While extrinsic motivation involves external incentives such as rewards and punishment.
2.3	Influence of Audio-visual  Aid on Student Academic Performance 
The Audio-visual aids on student academic performance has been widely recognized in recent educational research as a significant factor in enhancing teaching and learning outcomes. Audio-visual aids include tools such as videos, animations, PowerPoint presentations, charts, and interactive software that stimulate both auditory and visual senses, making abstract concepts more concrete and understandable. By catering to multiple learning styles, these aids can increase student interest, motivation, and retention of information Okwelle & Orikoha (2021)
Between 2018 and 2023, numerous studies have demonstrated the positive effects of audio-visual aids on academic performance. For instance, Agalya VT Raj et al. (2023) reported that multimedia-supported grammar instruction improved English learners’ understanding and performance. Okwelle & Orikoha (2021) found that in technical education settings, students exposed to video demonstrations and practical illustrations scored higher than those taught through traditional lecture methods. Similarly, Priya et al. (2025) emphasized the value of integrating technology in language instruction to support comprehension and language fluency. Overall, audio-visual aids create a dynamic classroom environment that supports active learning, reduces monotony, and helps bridge learning gaps. When used effectively, they can transform the traditional teaching approach into an interactive experience, resulting in improved academic outcomes and better conceptual understanding for students across various subjects.
Audiovisual Aid pay a vital role in bring about effective teaching and learning in senior secondary schools and it have a far reaching influences on the academic performance of students in senior secondary schools. The importance of quality and adequate audiovisual materials in teaching and learning can occur through their effective utilization during classroom teaching. Audiovisual materials here include all the tools that the teachers can use to make the learning more interesting and memorable. According to Farombi, (2018), audiovisual materials include books, audio materials, visuals, software and hardware of educational technology. He further opines that the availability, adequacy and relevance of audiovisual materials in classrooms can influence quality teaching, which can have positive influence on students’ learning and academic performance. Oni (2022) asserts that teachers use audiovisual materials as a strategic tool for planning and delivering instruction. This is because, in the absence of audiovisual materials, they aid in the elaboration of a notion that the teacher could not. This makes learning more comfortable for the pupils, which improves their academic achievement. 
Consequently, academic performance can be defined by Abiodun, (2020) states as the learning outcomes that students demonstrate, encompassing an increase in their knowledge, abilities, and conceptual knowledge through courses taken both within and outside of formal classroom settings. It is a way to evaluate how well education stakeholders—students, instructors, and academic institutions, in particular—have met the stated learning objectives and goals, which may differ for different students as well as academic institutions over a period of time. According to Idiris (2021). Also posited that the prevailing fluctuation in the academic performance of secondary school students at macro coverage in public examinations needs the attention of the stakeholders of education, due to dwindling performance. Like other senior secondary schools in Nigeria, poor students’ academic performance is noted in the Kwara State. The situation is alarming and poses a serious threat to the achievement of highly aspired national industrial economy. If allowed to continue, it will discourage government initiatives to promote quality secondary education. It will also hamper the success of School vision which intends for Nigeria to be among the top educated and learning society by 2024. 
2.3.1	Importance of audio visual aids in teaching English language
According to Aajayi et al. (2010), audiovisual aids are adaptable resources that may be applied in a variety of contexts to support successful English language instruction and learning. These tools help in all kinds of communication by delivering ideas and data. They provide a rather simple method for presenting data. Ajayi et al. (2010) went on to highlight the significance of audiovisual aids, saying that with appropriate selection, they ought to: Quick learning techniques, Assist in providing the right starting thought, Offer experiences that are previously unknown, Encourage, grow, and alter attitude, Create and maintain curiosity, Clarify and give definite meaning to words and the combat verbalism, Intense expressions, Assist the pupil in learning more, Incorporate variety into the classroom and give teachings a boost and Serve as a reminder and supplement to other learning. 
According to Ibrahim (2015), audiovisual tools help English language teachers accomplish their goals and help them make the lesson clear to the students. It helps teachers achieve any one of the following goals: focus and motivation; classroom organization; lesson delivery; memory and recall; guidance; active engagement and response; feedback; performance assessment and evaluation. In conclusion, it should be highlighted that the ability of the teacher to effectively employ a variety of teaching resources to actualize the goals of teaching and learning is a major factor in the improvement of classroom instruction
2.4	Effect of Audio-Visual Aid on the Effective Teaching and Learning 
The efficacy of audio-visual aids comes in their multimodal nature, which stimulates the audience's many senses. It  is  also  interactive,  allowing  application  users  to  control  the content  and  flow  of  information.  This  has  caused  significant changes in the educational system and has an influence on how teachers deliver knowledge to students. According to Singh (2015), audio visual aids are  any equipment that,  by sight and sound, extends an individual's experience beyond  that  gained from reading.  Audio-visual  aids are  educational technologies that are used  in the classroom to stimulate learning and make it easier and more entertaining. Materials such as charts, maps, models, film strips, projectors, radios, and televisions are examples of teaching aids Rather (2014).
Audio-visual aids arouse the interest of learners and help teachers in explaining the concepts easily and effectively. Lestage (2015) pointed out that technology can never replace the human mind, but it can help expand it. It is duty of the teachers that use audio-visual aids relevant to the lesson and students; wrong use and selection of the teaching aids will be the wastage of time and energy for nothing. Mathew (2013) stated that it is the responsibility of the teacher to use audio-visual aids to make the teaching-learning process effective. 
Shamsideen (2016) teaching and learning activities are interesting when audio-visual materials are used effectively and efficiently in a classroom-teaching situation. It is universal fact that children learn best by observing and copying the behaviors of adults. Sunder (2010) stated that leaning is more effective when sensory experiences are stimulated. Teaching aids stimulate the behaviors of the students towards learning. The learning experience is made quite relevant, effective and meaningful by these aids as these motivate the child’s learning by arousing his interest in a number of ways. Dike (2012) found that audio-visual aids add clarity to the topic taught and make learning more interesting. 
According to Pandit (2009) audio-visual aids provide a rich variety of sensory experience to amplify and reinforce the concepts that have been presented in a textbook and develop teaching skills. Sunder (2010) stated that teaching aids strengthen teaching skill, attract and retained learner’s interest and attention and make teaching learning process more interactive and knowledge centered. So, keeping in the mind views of different scholars there is keen need and importance of teaching aids to make the teaching –learning process result-oriented, easy, effective and interesting for both teachers and students; the present investigation is an attempt to ascertain the effectiveness of audio-visual aids in teaching-learning process.
Audio-visual aids are the tools of teaching which make the teaching learning process easier and interesting. But the effectiveness of these aids depends on the availability, use and efficiency of applying. The uses of these aids enhance the teaching and learning outcomes. So, this study “The Effectiveness of Audio-Visual Aids in Teaching Learning Process” was taken to investigate the use, availability and effectiveness of audio-visual aids in this process so that in future all the hindrances in this way may be removed and develop these aids as powerful toll of teaching learning process. Yadav (2014)
2.5	Empirical Studies 
This there have been several studies on Audiovisual materials and academic performance, for example, Okoye (2014) investigated the effect of Audiovisual materials on academic retention of students in geography. The research was a quasi-experimental design that was adopted. The data were analyzed and collected using one way analysis of variance and two way of covariance (ANOVA and ANCOVA. The hypotheses were tested at 0.05 level to significant difference in the achievement of students’ academic performance taught using Audiovisual materials. The result show that the students taught using Audiovisual materials has significantly higher retention ability than those taught reading comprehension without Audiovisual materials. 
In the Ilorin local government area of Kwara state, Effiong, Oji, and Igiri (2020) assess the effect of audiovisual in the teaching and learning of English by SS II teaches. Four research questions were developed to direct the investigation in order to manage it successfully. The impact of the teacher’s efficacy was ascertained by the application of the descriptive statistical method. A sample of five (10) similar secondary schools was chosen to represent the study’s population. The research questions generated for this study were verified by the analysis of the acquired data utilizing the simple percentage approach. The results of the study showed that students who are taught biology by highly competent teachers and who are exposed to audiovisual tools in the classroom perform better. 
The population of the study will involved all English teachers in selected local government area, 50 English teachers were randomly selected in the Local Government through simple random technique structured. Questionnaire will be used to elicit data or information from the selected respondent, frequency count and percentage will be used to analyze the demographic data of the respondent and the research question raised for the study. While the chi-square method will be used to analyze the research hypothesis    
Adeogun (2021) found a significant favorable correlation between academic achievement and audiovisual resources in his study. Adeogun asserts that educational institutions with greater audiovisual resources outperformed those with fewer resources. This result validated Babayomi’s (2019) study, which found that the availability and sufficiency of teaching and learning resources helped private schools outperform public ones. Adeogun (2021) noted that there was a low level of Audiovisual resources available in public schools and hence commented that public schools had acute shortages of both teaching and learning resources. He further commented that effective teaching and learning cannot occur in the classroom environment if essential Audiovisual resources are not available.
2.6	Appraisal of the Related Literature 
Literature consistently shows that audio-visual aids significantly enhance students’ understanding and retention of English language concepts. By integrating visual imagery, animations, and audio content, students are able to associate words and expressions with meaning more easily. Olagunju (2020) emphasized that learners exposed to video-based instruction performed better in comprehension tasks compared to those taught through traditional lecture methods. The combination of audio and visuals helps to simplify complex concepts, making them more accessible to students across varying learning abilities.
Studies also reveal that the use of audio-visual materials increases student engagement and fosters a more enjoyable learning environment. When students are actively engaged, their motivation to learn and participate improves. Musa and Okeke (2019) reported that learners showed more enthusiasm and curiosity in English classes where instructional videos and digital stories were used. The interactive nature of audio-visual resources captures attention more effectively than passive teaching methods, thereby promoting deeper learning experiences.
Audio-visual aids address the diverse learning styles found in the classroom, especially benefiting visual and auditory learners. While some students grasp concepts better through spoken explanation, others rely on visual stimuli to process information effectively. Ede and Odigbo (2021) noted that the integration of multimedia resources helped bridge the performance gap among students by catering to these varied learning needs. This inclusive approach to teaching ensures that more students can access and comprehend English language content with ease.
The use of audio-visual materials has also been linked to the development of essential language skills, particularly listening and speaking. Audio recordings, movies, and interactive applications provide models of correct pronunciation, intonation, and real-life conversational patterns. Ahmed (2018) demonstrated that students who regularly engaged with English audio content exhibited noticeable improvement in their oral communication abilities. Additionally, the reduction in teacher-centered talk time, as highlighted by Chika and James (2022), allows for more student interaction and practice, further reinforcing language acquisition.  









CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODS
In this study, the researcher examined the effect of audio visual aids on the student academic performance in English in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State This chapter focuses on the methods used in the course of this study, using the following sub-headings:

Research Design
The research design employed for the study is the survey method. Survey method seems to have the advantage of being an effective way of collecting data from a large number of sources and in a short time. Therefore, survey method was adopted in order to acquire the opinion of the respondents on the subject matter because of its flexibility and effectiveness in information gathering.
Population of the Study 
The population of the study is made up of all Junior secondary school English teachers in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. It is from this population that a representative sample was drawn. 
Sample and Sampling Technique
The sample for this study was fifty junior secondary school English teachers. In view of the fact that the researcher could not cover all the junior secondary schools in the Local Government Area, fifty respondents were selected by using simple random sampling techniques from ten randomly selected junior secondary schools in the Local Government Area.. The selected junior secondary schools are the following:-
1. Government High school junior  Secondary School, Adeta, Ilorin.
2. Barakat Community junior Secondary school, Alfa Yahaya, Ilorin 
3. Government Day Junior  Secondary Schoo,l Adewole, Ilorin 
4. Government Girls Day Junior Secondary School, Pakata, Ilorin 
5. Abata Baba-Oyo Junior Secondary School, Anifowose, Ilorin.
6. Queen Elizabeth Junior Secondary School, Ilorin. 
7. Sheikh Abdulkadir Junior Secondary School, Ilorin 
8. College of Arabic and Islamic Studies Junior Secondary School, (CAIS), Ilorin.
9. Government Day Junior Secondary School, Airport, Ilorin. 
10. Ilorin Grammar Junior Secondary School, Ilorin.
Instrument of Data Collection 
Self – developed questionnaire was employed to collect relevant information from the respondents after due consultation with the project supervisor. The questionnaire tagged the Effect of audio visual aids on the student academic performance in English questionnaire (EAVISAPIE) was responded by the teachers in the ten sample schools. The questionnaire consists of two main section namely, A and B. Section A sought for the bio –data of the respondents while section B sought for information concerning audio visual aids on the student academic performance in English. There are four different alternative responses to each statement in the questionnaire (Strongly Agreed, Agreed and Strongly Disagreed, Disagreed)

The respondents were expected to tick the most appropriate response.
Validity of the Instrument
Content validity was carried out for the purpose of this study. The researcher wrote the items of the questionnaire and gave it to some course lecturers at the school campus for vetting. After vetting, a new one was developed and submitted to my project supervisor for correction.  Thus, the researcher came up with a modified and improved set of items which was approved as achieving its content validity.
Reliability of the Instrument
In determining the reliability of the instrument employed in this study, a test re-test techniques was used. The instrument was administered twice with an interval of four weeks. The two sets of score were correlated by using Pearson Product Moment Correlation Techniques. A correlation co-efficient of 0.76 obtained was considered high enough to make the questionnaire usable.
Administration of the Instrument 
The researcher visited the school sampled in order to explain the importance and the confidentiality if the instrument. The questionnaire forms were distributed to five teachers in each school. The respondents were junior secondary school teachers. 

Procedure for Data Collection
Information was collected through questionnaire: which were distributed to junior secondary school teacher in each sample school in order to enhance a good percentage of return of the questionnaire, distribution and collection were made by hand.  In all, fifty five questionnaire were distributed but a total of fifty questionnaire were retrieved and analysed   
Method of Data Analysis
Simple percentage method was used to analyze the data collected. It is used to justify the research question raised for the study.






























CHAPTER FOUR
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Result
Data gather in this study were teachers’ free response to the questionnaire. The teachers’ responses were subjected to statistical analysis using simple percentages. The results were carried out in line with the research questions and research hypotheses raised for the study.

Discussion of Result
Findings from the study showed that audio-visual materials were available for teaching and learning of English at the junior secondary schools in Ilorin West LGA, Kwara State. The result was in line with the submission of Sheahan (2018) that the availability of audio-visual aids encourages its application in classroom situations. The findings also agree with earlier findings of Orodho, Waweru, Ndichu, and Nthiguri (2013) who reiterated that availability of audio-visual materials is a necessity for teaching of school subjects and as learning aids for students in school English. This implies that for teaching and learning to be accompanied by the use of audio-visual aids, it must be readily available in the premises of the citadel of learning such that when it is needed, it will be within reach for the purpose of achieving learning.
The study also revealed that there were no adequate audio-visual materials for teaching and learning of English Languages at the Junior Secondary Schools in Local West Government Area, Kwara State. This result was in line with Rasul (2011) submission that adequacy of audio-visual aids assists learners to gain understanding in terms of having enough of the available audio-visual items for all classes especially when different classes are going on concurrently at the same time for English Languages teaching and learning. This finding also agrees with Heward (2009) who posited that availability and adequacy of audio-visual materials can stimulate learning of English Languages.
However, the result also indicated that audiovisual aids were not always utilized for teaching and learning of English at the Junior Secondary Schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area, Kwara State. This submission is in line with the report of Afolabi and Adeleke (2010) who identified non-availability, inadequacy and non-utilization of learning materials as a result of teacher’s poor knowledge as factors responsible for the use of lecture method. In line with this finding is Yusta (2016) who posited that using audio-visual aids in teaching facilitate learning faster due to the fact that both senses of hearing and seeing are involved in receiving information with clearer imaginative receptors. This could however be corrected with the cooperation of school heads and other school managers when such materials are adequately available and monitored for usage by teachers especially in English Language classes.
Findings in research question three on effect of audio-visual aids in teaching and learning of English revealed teachers’ willingness towards the use of audiovisual aids. These findings support Majumder (2019) submissions as well as that of Afolabi and Adeleke (2010). The findings also align with the findings of Odogwu and Mbah (2015) on teachers’ attitudes and competence on the use of ICT in teaching secondary schools’ students in Kwara State. This showed that, English Languages teachers exhibit deficiencies in the usage of audio-visual aids in teaching and learning of English at the Junior Secondary School level in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. It also implied that availability, adequacy and as well as the usage of audio-visual aids by teachers would be welcomed for improvement in teaching and learning of English Language in order to meet the need for both national and global development in science and technology.







































CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Summary 
This study was conducted to study on the effect of audio visual aids on the student academic performance in English in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The study employed a descriptive survey design to find out how the effect of audio visual aids on the student academic performance in English in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. fifty (50) respondents comprising teachers from ten (10)  junior secondary schools in the council were interviewed using a modified five-point Likert instrument (questionnaire). The data collected were collect from the respondents and analyzed. The results showed that the use of audio visual for teaching and learning influence the student seriousness. The study also revealed that there were no adequate audio-visual materials for teaching and learning of English Languages at the Junior Secondary Schools in Local West Government Area, Kwara State. This result was in line with Rasul (2011) submission that adequacy of audio-visual aids assists learners to gain understanding in terms of having enough of the available audio-visual items for all classes especially when different classes are going on concurrently at the same time for English Languages teaching and learning process. 
Conclusions
 From this research following conclusions have been drawn;
1. The research concluded that using Audio-visuals aids as a teaching method stimulates thinking and improves learning environment in a classroom. 
2. Effective use of visual aids substitutes monotonous learning environments. 
3. Students develop and increase personal understanding of the areas of learning when they experience a successful and pleasant learning in the classroom. 
4. Students find visual aids sessions useful and relevant when it has some direct relation to the course content. 
5.  The present research gave insights on students’ perception and opinions on the use of visual aids and resources. However, it is also imperative to redirect teachers opinions, perceptions, experiences, failures and success while using visual aids resources. 
Recommendations 
According to the findings following recommendations are made in this research: 
1. Teachers may be gave importance to the students opinion regarding the visual aids understanding. 
2. The school, college and university administration authority must share the opinions of the students regarding the usage of visual aids that will be helpful in enhancing the learning system. 
3.  Refresher courses, workshops and conferences may be arranged for the teachers for improving their skills of using visual aids to the needs of students. 
4.  There is need for the Ministry of Education to mount periodic training sessions for teachers who are already in the field to be retrained on recent discovery regarding the use of teaching/learning resources in teaching lessons in high schools of ilorin West Local Government Area
5. The Ministry of Education should appeal to non-governmental organizations, the private sectors, individuals and industries to assist in supplementing and substituting obsolete educational materials and teaching /learning aids like audio and visual materials and software packages. 
6. There is need for teachers in the field to have a forum for meeting periodically to assess the effectiveness of their teaching using the methods of instructional and educational technology as applicable to the organization of the content of the school syllabuses at high schools,
7.  The research has further shown that the type of teaching/learning resources mostly used by high school teachers were text books which they continued to rely heavily on for their teach. This research therefore, recommends that high school teachers should be exposed to modern use of other teaching resources such as audio and visual aids, computers, photographic materials such as film strips slides, photographs, flat pictures and internet. This should be facilitated by the government through the Districts offices. 
8. The personality of a teacher is a symbol for his students so the teachers may be tackled the students carefully and wisely. 
Suggestion for the further Study
	some suggestions for further studies related to the effect of audio-visual aids on student academic performance in English:
· Investigate the role of teacher training in optimizing the use of audio-visual aids in English classrooms. This could include assessing how teachers' pedagogical approaches and instructional strategies influence student engagement and performance.
· Conduct a longitudinal study to track the academic performance of students over an extended period while systematically varying the use of audio-visual aids. This would help to establish causal relationships and understand the long-term effects.
· It focus on specific language skills within English (e.g., speaking, listening, reading, writing) to determine which skills are most positively influenced by the use of audio-visual aids and under what conditions.
· Compare the effectiveness of different types of audio-visual aids (e.g., videos, interactive presentations, virtual reality) on student learning outcomes in English. This could provide insights into which types are most beneficial and in what contexts.
· Use a mixed-methods approach to gather both quantitative data (e.g., academic scores, standardized test results) and qualitative data (e.g., student and teacher interviews, observational data) to provide a comprehensive understanding of the impact of audio-visual aids.

Theoretical Frame Work
	Almost every educational reformer has expressed deep concern over the excessive use of words the shadow of meaning but not the substance. 
	Several educationists have have struggled to make education realistic. One of such exponent was Dale, (2016), who become the chief exponent of Audio-visual Aids in teaching. He was the originator of the “Cone of Experience” the dagram presented in the book “audiovisual method in teaching” All the learning experiences can be utilized for classroom teaching Edge Dale presented all the learning experiences in his pictorial device “pinnacle form” which he called the “cone of experience’’ if we group the pinnacle from its based we find that every aid has be arranged in the order of increasing abstractness or decreasing directness. It may be stated that the “cone” classifies the Audio-visual Aids according to their effectiveness in communication which means the aids at the base of the cone as “ most effective” and relative effect gradually decreases in the cone” All the pinnacle of the cone, the direct, purposeful and verbal experience are represented. The experiences include in the cone are as follow:-
i. Direct, purposeful experience that is seen, handled tasted, felt, touched and smelt, the experience  that is grained though the senses. These experiences are not only direct but are also purposeful. Purposeful means that the experiences are active with a purpose “An ounce of experience is better than a tone of the theory, simply because it is only an experience that any theory has vital and verifiable significance”
ii. Contrived experience is like a working model, which is an editing of reality differs from the original either in size or in complexity. The simple fiction of the  real object becomes necessary when the real thing cannot perceived directly. The real object may be tool or two minute, may be the imitation is preferred for better and easier understanding. The cone classifies sensory aids in terms of greater or less concreteness and abstractness as learning experiences, projected aids occupy a top position and are considered to be more effective in teaching than the non-projected aids.
iii. General instructional materials instructional materials are all the objects, things, people and places use to promote the teaching and learning process. Ema and Ajayi (2014) stated that instructional materials are all the tools which can be used by the teacher to provide help and encouragement to learners learning activities. Instructional materials are devices that facilitate the transmission understanding and appreciation of concepts, skill, values and attitudes. The reason is that, the uses of such materials task the various sense organs of the learners, encouraging their active participation in the instructional process through their various senses, understanding is promoted and the teacher is saved from making lengthy explanations that further confuse the learner s also the more of the senses contributed in a lesson by instructional materials the more reality is stimulated. 
Categories of instructional material and resources. Instructional materials are variedly categorized for instance, Dubey and Birth , (2018) grouped them into two, namely:-
i. Reading Materials
ii. Non-Reading Material 
Michealis (2018), classified them into:-
i. Reading Materials
ii. Audio-visual Material 
iii. Community Resources 
They made a distinction between the following
i. Materials which a offer content: for examples, charts, graphs, Audio-recordings, tools and implements, print material of all kind, globes, maps printing, resources in the community e.t.c
ii. Material for presenting content such as audio and video recorders, bulletin boards, chalkboard, planned board, slide projectors, computers television e.t.c e 
iii. Human resources: Which consist of individuals who provide various services in the teaching and learning process. They include ; professionals. 
iv. Non-human Resources: Which include physical facilities and instructional materials which serve as tools and devices through stimuli can be passed or obtained. They are all forms of information carriers. 
Concept of Audio-Visual Aids 
Many definitions of Audio-visual Aids have been made, most of such definition s in terms of equipment and materials and their use in the teaching and learning process. Ofoegbu (2019). In his illustrations defines audio-visual aids as teaching aids which are of two kinds material and verbal. They materials he called the hardware and software use on teaching and these includes objectives, models, photograph, printing, drawing, diagram, films among others .
Another definition was made by Talabi (2014), who sees Audio-visual material which as a combination of audio-visual material which are used in instructional or learning process to facilitate teaching and learning.   
Types of Audio-Visual Aids
Television: Experience has shown that television has the quality of bringing people into immediate contact with happenings anywhere. It has great positive possibilities. As an aid in the teaching of English. Heeks (2018) stresses that the use of television is systematic instruction has three major purposes:
iv. That it expands and amplifies limited instructional resources makes a few teachers do work of many and thereby equalizing learning opportunities among learners. 
v. That it makes education available in full measure to more people with no significant increase in cost.
vi. Educational television has solved the problem of overcrowded classroom offer a means whereby effectiveness of a competent teacher can be extended to reach an unlimited number of student 
How to teach with television
To teach most effectively with television the instruction must be accompanied with 
d. Pre-viewing activities 
e. Activities during the viewing 
f. Post viewing follow up activities 
Pre-viewing student’s preparation for viewing televised lesson is of primary importance. Before viewing the televised lesson Kinder (2019) expresses that there should be a series of questions related to each of the television lesson. The assignments on outline of each television lesson and a listing of sources material should be given to the students before the televised course. They may write a review or some many of the televised lesson.
Computer Image Projector 
	This is the most modern and advanced means of bringing learners in contact with knowledge. It is basically individualized instructional material and the most suitable and versatile medium for individualized learning because of the immense power in information processing. According t the committee on computer literacy, the following general policy objectives for the nation were outlined:
e. To bring about a computer literate society in  Nigeria by the middle 90s
f. To enable the present generation of school children at different level of education appreciate the potentials of the computer and be able t utilize the computer. In various aspects of life and later occupation. Indeed, there is currently and attempt to create a global classroom (campus 2020) which involves an electronic network services. The network seeks to cater for the information and communication needs at all levels of education through out the world. This is to be done through the provision of access to a wide variety of public information data base across the world. (Azi 2019).
Internet 
The break through in science and technology has expanded frontiers of scientific information and the process of sharing knowledge. Currently the digital data stared in computer becalmed through communication satellites, remote sensing, telecom referencing, video-conferencing, internet database and e-mails are database changing the trend in the use of analogue information. The world wide-web (www) has became a more interactive, faster and convenient mode of information sharing for both teachers and students.
Video-tape recorder 
This is a machine records and produces sound a teacher or class may be able to record themselves or any other suitable materials they need which can be used to improve and promote teaching and learning English activities in the Junior secondary school.
	Importance of Video-Tape Recorder in teaching and learning English in junior secondary school. The educational value of video-tape recorder in the teaching of English are as follow:-
	Video-tape recorder are used to bring situation near to students, thing or object that cannot be brought into the class for the purpose of teaching can be put in picture to show them.

DVD Tape Recorder

DVD tape recorder use flat instead of cassette and it is projected on television screen. DVD tape recorder can be used to teach English class as it makes learning to be more effective and meaningful. In using DVD tape recorder in teaching and learning English, the teacher should consider the following guidelines:-
iv. Suitability and appropriateness of the intended purpose 
v. Suitability for the learning environment 
vi. Age of the learners 
Film Projector 
	Azi (2019) states that a motion picture is a length of film which contains a series of still pictures which are designed to have the effect of picture in motion when projected with a motion picture projector. Abolade (2014) states that motion pictures come in colour or back and white most modern video tape camera are equipped with facilities for recording moving objects and other reed to reed tapes, video-tapes are now available in cassettes and can easily be recorded or replayed.
The Importance of Audio-Visual Aids in Teaching 
The use of audio-visual aids facilities and ease better understanding capture of more authentic instruction with better view of image and general sharpening of intelligence. This indicates that large classrooms are needed; there are problem of effective communication and the ability to cater for the individual differences in learners and their specific needs. Talabi (2014) summarizes some of the values of Audio-visual aids:
a. They illustrate and clarify non-verbal symbols and images, quantitative, relationship, abstract. and  concept and specific details 
b. They promote greater acquisition and longer relation of actual 
c. Knowledge:- they stimulate interest in learning which leads to plenty of activities 
d. They captivate and hold attention 
e. They reinforce verbal message 
Timothy and Abolade (2019) reported that the use of Audio-visual aids revealed that there is a Chinese adage say:-
a. I hear and I forget ‘
b. I see and remember 
Academic Performance 
	Academic performance could be termed as scholarly related progress of students which is the outcome of all learning experiences that students have in a programme of education whose purpose is to attain goals and related specific objectives. Academic performance is the amount of knowledge derived from learning in the school and it is the product and outcome of instruction in educational institution. 
	Academic performance has been defined as accomplishment of proficiency of performance in the school subjects.
	Academic performance is something you do or attain at school, college or university in classroom, laboratory, library of field of work. In this study one hundred and sixty-four (164) academic performance result was interpreted as accomplishment, proficiency and attainment in the school subject.


Concept of Comprehension 
	Comprehension is simply defined as the ability to grasp the meaning of learning experiences. It is the second level of cognitive learning involves understanding of the concept, principles or ideas. This could be by way of rephrasing, summarizing or interpreting. It also involves the ability to isolate, compare a number of events or idea. For example, after reading through a passage. It could be also be asked to report the message or ideas in the passages in his own words. He could also be asked to given the meaning of certain words in his own words as used in the passage (McLain 2021). Behavioural objectives at this level are stated with action verbs such as explain, classify, summarized, interpret and compare among others. These tend t focus on the students ability to understand what he has learnt. 
Concept of Demonstration 
	Demonstration is the ability to perform certain skills in carrying out a task. Correia & Alexandre, (2023) explained the demonstration as a technique which often used by the teacher, teaching various subjects which ideas, attitudes, and process can be demonstration. The spoken word is supplement with demonstration using varied aids resulting.  In auditory and visual learning, concrete demonstration through aids is reinforced instruction through two channels the eye and the ear. The emphasis here is on the ability to perform a task based on the skills already learnt. For example performing a dancing, a greeting a jumping among others. This requires situation a or on the spot adjustment by manipulating skills.
Concept of Cooperation 
	Cooperation is an act of working together towards a shared aim. In educational perspective, it is an approach which aims to organize classroom activities into academic and social learning experience. There is much more to cooperative learning than merely arranging students into groups. Students should work in group to complete task collectively to words academic goals. Unlike individual learning which can be competitive in nature, students learning cooperatively can capitalize on one another resources and skills. (Asking one another for information, evaluating one another’s ideas, monitoring one another work e.t.c) furthermore, the teachers role changes from giving information to facilitating students learning. Every one succeeds when the group succeeds. Ross and Smyth 2015) decibel successful cooperative learning tasks as intellectually demanding, creative open-end and involve higher order thinking    
Empirical Studies 
	This research work has reviewed some empirical related studies concluded by different researchers and at different time. One of such work was that of Chindo, Abdulrasq and Ayinla, (2020) who concluded a research on effect of audio-visual instructional materials on junior secondary schools students performance in Ilorin Kwara state. Chindo collected data through direct classroom teaching observed by various teachers employed by each student almost the same instrument for data collection. For statistical analysis, Chindo used inferential statistical tool of t-test for significance mean difference. This research work also used inferential statistical tools for statistical analysis.      
	This research topic focused on the effects of the audio-visual aids on students academic performance of students in English of Junior secondary school in Ilorin, Kwara State. The research design (simple percentage) while that of chindo has to do with pretest. The population of this study are four junior secondary school in Ilorin Kwara State. The example of this work was fifty students while chindos sample was only fifty students. The instrument used for this research were achievement tests, observation and questionnaire but chindos used only one instrument for this work. This research examined variable such as participation, interaction and cooperation which made the work to be special compare to chindos work.
	This another development Yusuf, (2020) carried out a research on impact of audio-visual aids in teaching of English in primary school in Ilorin West Local Government. The topic of Yusuf research tallied with that of this work as both of them focused on the impact of audio-visual aids on academic pursuit. Yusuf in his study used the questionnaire design which invaded one treatment group and one control group with standardized achievement test of students to determine the effect of audio-visual on students performance and the same design was used in this research to determine the effect of audio-visual aids on students academic performance. 
	Yusuf used all Junior secondary school students in the state as his research population while this research also used junior secondary school students as the population. Yusuf used stratified and simple random sampling and its is similar with that of this research. Yusuf research instrument for that data collection was standardized achievement test and it is similar instrument used for this research. Yusuf used t-test statistics to test the hypothesis at alpha level of 0.05. this was also to that of this research work. Yusuf formulated hypothesis for this research as there is no significant different in the mean of English score of students taught using the conventional method. 
	Yusuf research was titled as an impact of audio-visual aids in teaching primary schools in Dass Local Government Area of Bauchi State. But this study has its topic as effect of the audio-visual aids on students academic performance achievement in English of Junior secondary school students in Ilorin Kwara State. Yusuf used research design collect questionnaire. This research used simple percentage for data statistical analysis.





Appraisal of the Related Literature 
Literature consistently shows that audio-visual aids significantly enhance students’ understanding and retention of English language concepts. By integrating visual imagery, animations, and audio content, students are able to associate words and expressions with meaning more easily. Olagunju (2020) emphasized that learners exposed to video-based instruction performed better in comprehension tasks compared to those taught through traditional lecture methods. The combination of audio and visuals helps to simplify complex concepts, making them more accessible to students across varying learning abilities.
Studies also reveal that the use of audio-visual materials increases student engagement and fosters a more enjoyable learning environment. When students are actively engaged, their motivation to learn and participate improves. Musa and Okeke (2019) reported that learners showed more enthusiasm and curiosity in English classes where instructional videos and digital stories were used. The interactive nature of audio-visual resources captures attention more effectively than passive teaching methods, thereby promoting deeper learning experiences.
Audio-visual aids address the diverse learning styles found in the classroom, especially benefiting visual and auditory learners. While some students grasp concepts better through spoken explanation, others rely on visual stimuli to process information effectively. Ede and Odigbo (2021) noted that the integration of multimedia resources helped bridge the performance gap among students by catering to these varied learning needs. This inclusive approach to teaching ensures that more students can access and comprehend English language content with ease.
The use of audio-visual materials has also been linked to the development of essential language skills, particularly listening and speaking. Audio recordings, movies, and interactive applications provide models of correct pronunciation, intonation, and real-life conversational patterns. Ahmed (2018) demonstrated that students who regularly engaged with English audio content exhibited noticeable improvement in their oral communication abilities. Additionally, the reduction in teacher-centered talk time, as highlighted by Chika and James (2022), allows for more student interaction and practice, further reinforcing language acquisition.  






Types of Audio-Visual Aids 
In various categories, the audio-visual aids were divided; Fayemi (2011) as quoted in Igyuve and Ashaver (2013) into the equipment needed to put them into classrooms. In Fayemi's opinion, the following are audio-visual supports: 
1. if students should visit places, look, respond and work to a phenomenon in their physical surroundings, then a field trip, demonstration and experimentation may be required. Then students will come to the newsletter board session. 
2. dolls and puppets are used as dramatic models when it comes to dramatic performances (pictures of people, events and procedure).
3.  models, Globes Mock-ups, Relief Maps, etc. The teachers and students can jointly buy or produce them. Models may be borrowed, bought or produced for exhibits and dioramas.
4.  TV programmes: TV receivers and antenna systems are required for that reason. They can be made together as learning experiences by students and teachers.
5.  motion photos: Projection equipment is needed for adaptation of the optical and or magnetic sound paths or displays. Images still contain transparencies and components for micro-projectors (microscopic slides and microscopic objects). 
6. prints of the analysis and diagrams of images. 
7.  radio and audio, as found in tapes, discs and radio transmissions. Materials like maps, graphs, diagrams and charts (Fayemi, 2011 as cited in Igyuve & Ashaver, 2013).
The visual tools that the instructor may use can be categorised as: According to Aina and Olutade (2016): 
i. Graphic and pictorial support: 
ii. Halloon 
iii. Illustrations of textbooks 
iv. Tables iv. Photo: (a) Drawings (b) Photographic reproductions 
v. Different forms of maps 
vi. Charts, pictures and Language of image (Isotype, etc)
A. Optical support: 
i. Episcope  
ii. Diacopes, standard lantern, sub-standard slide projector, strip projector, and micro-slide projector. 
iii. 16mm Cinematograph silent sound. (a) Facsimiles or reproductions, (b) actual objects specimens. (c) Expanded (d) working Section (e) contained actual things e.g. visiting colleges, the direct experience and ultimately, the devised or "mock-up" experience. The audio-visual content also classified by Dike (2013): Tapes and cassettes as well as radio broadcasting and recording materials.
Models, visual materials, actual objects, displays in three dimensions, graphs, charts, maps and photos, and projected forms such as transparency, slides, video strips and videos. Combinations of audio-visual content, e.g. films and video strips, slideshows, TV programmes, film and theatre.
Other programs/games, instructions for programming, presentation and field trips. Audio-visual supports were also listed in three major categories by Aggarwal (2009). In other words: Projected aids Non projected aids Activity aids.
(a) Projected aids: These include movies, films, slides, projectors, opaque displays, overhead displays, movie pictures, and video. (Herzegovina, 2014) 
(b)  Non-Projected aids: The labels include Chalkboard, bulletin board, board, image, flannel boards, magnetic boards, magnetic pig boards, pig boards, marker boards, images, flannel graphs, flipchart, flashcards, flipchart and flashcard (Aggarwal, 2009)
Activity Aids: Experimentation, tour, excursion, presentation are activity aids. Science kits, Nature calends, Dramatic exhibits, Museums, Planetarium. PowerPoint slideshow, presentation, directions programmed, computer-assisted guidance. teaching devices, computer cd. (Edmonton, 2008).

Theoretical Framework
Dale’s Cone of experience is a model that was developed by Edgar Dale in the 1960s. His model combines several theories that has a significant link with instructional design and the learning process. Edgar Dale asserted that, students or learners are able to absorb more of what they do as compared to what they hear, read or observe. This was the basis for his development of the cone of experience. Figure 2 gives a pictorial view of Dale’s cone of Experience



                         	
According to the empirical research of Dale’s learning from words that are spoken to you is the least efficient method of learning. However, he theorized that in order for learning to become most effective one needs to do a real thing. In order words, effective learning occurs when one is actively involved in the learning process. For instance, being engaged on a field trip, role paly and dramatization, and many of such action learning. 
A cursory look at the cone reveals the rate of retention for the various teaching methods. The further an individual moves down the cone, the higher or greater the retention rate or learning is achieved. It can therefore be inferred that, when teachers are choosing their methods of teaching, they should keep it at the back of their minds to employ strategies that engages students in the learning process as that will strengthen the retention rate of students. According to Dale, teachers should develop learning experiences that draw on students' real lives.
This theory is significant for this study since it demonstrates that students must be completely engaged in the educational process to retain 90% of what they are taught. Now that audio-visual aids are being used in the learning and education process, they include most students' sensory organs and even realised students' learning. This philosophy therefore allows audio-visual aids to be used in the instructional process. It therefore enables the researcher or instructor to learn how audiovisuals affect the academic performance of students
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
