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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the study 
	The issue of the upsurge of academic failure among  the youths is a menace that has stared both the government and stakeholders in the face. There is a consensus of opinion about the fallen standard of education as a big problem that is hindering the posterity of the nation in terms of man power resources.
	Most students in secondary school experience academic problem that manifests itself in the from of poor academic performance. Many educational authorities have sought to find out the reasons for the downward trend in the academic achievement of secondary school students Fasanmi (2006), Akinboye (2000), Aremu (2000) posited that many factors have been attributed to theses poor academic performance, Emeka (2004) stressed that the environmental condition and the nature of social interaction that goes on in the family may have some positive or negative influence on the academic achievements of a child. Adesehinwa and Aremu (2010) a personal communication at the world conference for psychology  and counseling. Antaiya posits that factors residents in a child’s, family, society, government and the school may be composite causative effects for these downtrend. They however concluded  that there is a need for each of these variable to be considered extensively. Hence, the focus of this study is to critically consider family type and effects in academic achievements of secondary school students. 
	The family, being a powerful influence on the child and its importance as a primary agent of socialization could in no doubt enhance or hinder the academic achievements of the child depending on the social climate in the family, variance in psycho-social emotional fortification in the monogamy and polygamy family background could be an indicator to high or low academic performance of students. Research on this aspect has not been exhaustively looked into. In Nigeria, where the two types of family system is actively practiced bearing in mind the intervening effects of high and low socio-economic status and emotional stability of students which is a pre-requisite to academic achievements. (Adebule. 2004) Wilkins (2006) emphasized that in the monogamous family, favourable learning environment is created while Adika (2007) noted that conflicts are relatively easier to solve in the monogamous than in the polygamous families Moreover, less psychological disturbance is envisaged in the former than in the later students from polygamous families are therefore more likely to experience more problems than students from monogamous families. This will invariably affect their academic achievements and performance this is because psychological problems are potential sources of trouble with learning. It is therefore against these, that the study sought to determine the relationship between the academic achievements of students from monogamous homes and those from polygamous homes children of the union are socially and illegally recognized as legitimated social, political and moral question are the determine, and driving variables in all marriages and family system. It is therefore, a problem when a man resorts to many wives regardless of personal costs, the detrimental effects on the children involved and the benefited ranks and file cannot be over-emphasized 
	In view of the alarming rate of such in most part of the country, and considering the effects on innocent children, the need arises to research in to the causes and finding a long-lasting solution to the problem, in order to keep polygamous rate very low 
	The people of Ilorin metropolis are predominantly Muslims and, they follow the law of Islam to the core. As a result, of this majority of them engage in marrying more than one wife, the resultant effect of this, tells more on the children. The children who are the future leaders of this nations depend on the types of children being breeded. 
	Majority of men who could not take care of themselves, do engage in polygamy. Some look at their friends; while others, get married to many wives because of parental wish. This could be seen in the alarming, increase rate of touts and loafers and, pick-pockets in the market centres, motor parks and social gatherings. Dumping of innocent children at various locations had been recorded these devastating effects necessitates the due consideration of this project
	In addition, the rivalry and jealously involved in polygamous, families usually, have effects on the children involved, because some parents are unable to meet the demands of their children. As a result, innocent children are kept under the care of the mothers to be catered for. The mother in this environment are petty traders, and as such, they are unable to take adequate care of their children, resulting in child abuse. Thus, some children have been known not do compete their education because use there is nobody to assist them.
Statement of the Problems 
	From the background, it seems that happiness of the parents over their children is very vital for the proper socialization of the children. A deviant in the society therefore constitutes a social problems. Apart from focusing on the problems of polygamy in the society, this work will also focus on the effects of polygamy on children education some metropolis of kwara state capital, and people’s attitude to the polygamous system of marriage in the a fore mentioned area 
Purpose of the Study

Research hypothesis

Ho2: there is no significant difference in the academic achievement of students from monogamous families and those form polygamous families
How: there is no significant gender difference in the academic achivemnet of students from monogamous families and those from polygamous families
Significance of the Study 
The study is very important in the sense that it will enable the government, educationist and the larger society to know the problem associated with polygamous system of marriage and its effects on children education. It possible  particularly find the findings of this research useful.
A consideration of students family background is very important in teaching and learning this is because this styudy has shown that the nature of social interaction within the family can influence the child’s personalities. A negative influence on a child emotion and psychology will consequently affect his or her academic achievement. The school is the second home of the child, therefore, the social climate for learning in the school should be made conducive so, that the students can do better in their academics.
Parents neglects tends  to affect younger children more than the adolescents who  are the subject of this study. However, early childhood problem may have negative impats on later life development. It should also be mentioned here that the presence of other adults in a polygamous parents household may either bring some positive or genitive influence on the degree of tension that may be suffered by children from such background. 
Scope of the Study
This study brings out the problem associated withn polygamous system and how it affect children education. The research will make use of primary four to six pupils (4-6) randomly selected in Ilorin metropolis. Based on the questionnaire and interview, the researcher will write up findinsg and make suggestions where necessary 
Definition of variables and major terms 
Some of the terms used in this research would give immediate insight  in to  what the research discussed.
The terms used in the project defined thus
Marriage: this  is a socially acknowledge and approved union or joining of a man and woman as husband and wife 
Monogamy: A form or marriage consisting of the union of one man  with one wife
Polygamy:- a form of marriage consisting of the union of one man with two or more wives
Polyandry: a from of a marriage involving more than one husbands
Family: a blood (biologically) related group of people.
CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE 
Concept of Marriage 
This is one of the social institutions, which are concerned with an exclusive union between a man and a woman. In other words, marriage is the union of opposite sex. The social factors in this union is the consent of the whole hearted agreement under a bond of love for each other which involves sharing marital functions and responsibilities ranging from reproduction of offspring to caring for them. Husband and wives even if they have no children still contract a valid marriage. There are many reasons for marriage in the Nigerian society, but the main reasons is for procreation.
Types of Marriage 
In Nigeria today, two system of marriage are indeed accepted and they are polygamy and monogamy. Generally, mother and shall leave unto his wife and they shall be one flesh.
Chapter 2 described the relationship between a jealous God and his people interms of marriage covenant and Paul clearly taught monogamy in their teachings. Mark 10 verse 29. However, there is no scriptural support for outright condemnation of polygamy.  It was practice in Palestine society, the bible mention it is in encommitted way together with some of its inbuilt problems.


The Islamic stand on polygamy and Monogamy 
In Arabian countries before the advent of Islam, man engaged in marriage to as many wives as possible, this could be compared with the modern setting in Nigerian during this period majority of man setting in Nigeria during this period majority of man married up to fifteen wives. But with the introduction of Islam, the unlimited numbers of wives was restricted to four wives at a time. Under special circumstances and that too was a number of rules attached to it. Quran 4 vs 2 to says:
“If you feat that you shall not able to deal justly with them, then marry one”
The expect dearly shows that men in Islam are not allowed to behave unjustly with their wives, wife or hurt not allowed to behave unjustly with their wives/ wife or hurt them in any human way. Thus they are religiously commended one wife in fairness can not do quarranteed in the managing of two three four or more going by the Quran once again, it is obvious polygamy is predicted and monogamy is also supported/grounded. Therefore, the allowed and not outlines on the basis of some quranic orders 
The Traditional Stand on Polygamy and Monogamy 
Traditionally, woman as wives are understood by men as pride and even worthy properties as a result, the number of wives possessed by a man shows how prosperous he is in his clan.
As a matter of fact, he could even be honoured by the race for owing such a great number of wives. There in the tradition polygamy and not “monogamy” is put largely/dominantly in practice.
Problems of Polygamy 
Polygamy when examined has to do with numerous numbers of wives and children who are usually unfriendly, therefore many other evil effects are also attached.
The evil effect in this, are not that far fetched they are just originally sourced from lack of fairness in the even distribution of the fathers’ wealth who is the sole bread winner, with hundred of bread eaters i.e. the number of children and the numerous wives. Fairness and justice is just very important inevitable for the curbing of chaos or fighting in  a polygamous home. The husband of them all (in a home of many children and mother), owns the upkeep of the family to himself. Each child of each mother/wife of his, has him as their father they all except to take care of them all e.g. to cater and take over all other responsibility on them justly and else they will change the home to a devil’s palace.
Like any other man, the children and the wives admire nothing but fairness among all of them.


Position of Children in Marriage 
There are many reasons for embarking upon marriage but it is basically for procreation in Nigeria. It is even all over the world procreational child bearing is the reason why people get married. Africans themselves do not tolerate a fruitless childless marriage as both parties/couples seek solutions which do not exclude divorce and re-marrying little wonder, the saying children are the fruit of marriage being importantly held among Nigerians.
Going further, this people would go to a long way if asked about the reason for marrying, telling you their marriage is for the procreation of children who would credibly serve as an old age instances, property manager and ingeritor.
With these, some maintained they work but for their children’s welfare alone. In conclusion, children regarded as the fruit of marriage, because they are very important in it. The reason for this is that marriages are widely believed to be immaterialistic or fruitless without a child or children.
Education

Polygamy describes a type of family atmosphere of many wives and multiple children who are usually poorly fed, brought up/catered for, has historically been recognized to have many disadvantages factors which has seriously affected the progress of the children especially academically.
Instantaneously researchers are like Uka, Fagbamije Yoloye, Ogunlade Uke Durosaye all have rebuked polygamy’s negative effect on children academical background. Below is a special account of some ilorin metropolis influence of polygamous children academical standard research.
Uka (2006) arrived at several conclusion that monogamous is a social change brought about by the impact of western civilization i.e. the one man-one –wife system.
Fagbamiye (2007) used 1,344 pupils from five schools. One of the hypothesis tested was that a child performance in school is largely determined by monogamous/polygamous background of the students. Having buttressed these, those researcher would have been wrong to go these further polygamy is negatively bas so well that children could be worse with it.

The second deals with reocrs of scores of children in various  subject e.g  mathematics, English, General science and social studies, the third part ask questions from children generally about what  their experience are.
The interview involves two people in face to face oral discussion with the aim of eliciting information form one another. The informal interview was used since there were no set formats. The interview does not follow a laid  down  pattern.
Most of the questions asked  include the following:- sex, age, class, number of position of children and children experience generally in the home.
Population sample and Sampling Techniques 
The responses from these children, were all from Ilorin metropolis pupils of primary four five and size are the targeted population.
Then, two hundred and fifty subjects were selected, but  the sampling techniques used was a random one
Validity of Instrument

In social Studies, the performance of children from non-polygamous homes is equally fairer  than the performance of children polygamous homes with a total of 23 pupils representing 57.5% scoring A and B as against 13 pupils representing 32.5% who scored A and B  respective. 17 pupils representing 67.5% from polygamous home ans scoring C and D
In general science, children from monogamous homes scored distinction and very good representing 57.5%  as against 13 pupils  representing 32.5% scoring A and B from polygamous homes representing 17.5% and 2.5%. The performance of children from monogamous homes surpasses the children from the polygamous one. 
In primary5, going by the data, the researchable to include that pupils from monogamous homes perform better than children from polygamous homes. In mathematics for children from monogamous home 11 pupils has A. 15 had B, 6 had C and 8 had d representing 22.5%, 37.5%, 15% and 20% scores. While children from polygamous homes 3 pupils (7.5%) had A, 5 had B (12.5%), 16 had (40%) and 15 had D (40%) scores. Here children from monogamous homes performed better than children from polygamous
In English, children from polygamous had the following analysis: 7 score A (17.6%), 3 scored B (7.5%) 10 scored C (25%) and 20 scored D (50%) while children from non-polygamous home had the following scores 8 scored A )20%), 12 scored B (30%) 17 scored C (42.5%_ and D (7.5%)
The performance of children from monogamous home is much better than their counterpart from the polygamous 
The score for social studies goes from polygamous home had the following average scores from 2009 and 2010 examination. 8 score A, B ad C 20% each and 16 pupils scored D (40%) as against pupils from monogamous homes who had the following: 8 score A (20%). 13 score B (32.5%), 12 scored C (30%) and 7 scored D (17.5%_. The performance too is better than of the polygamous  last in primary 5.8 pupils 20% from polygamous homes scores A and C. 14 pupils (35%) scored B and A. 14 had 35% with B. 12 (30%). C and 4 (10%) with D grade from monogamous home.
In primary 6, 3 pupils had (75%) of a grade 4 pupils 37.5% scored D in mathematics for children from polygamous homes. On the other hands, children from non-polygamous homes recorded 14 pupils each representing  (15%_ who scored C and D respectively. In mathematics in English language  (27.5%) 11.16 (40%_ 7 (7.5%) and 6(15%) pupils from non polygamous homes scores A, B, C and D respectively. In social studies, pupils from polygamous home has a record scored of (1.5%), 3 pupils scoring A, 4 (10%) scoring C and 14 (35%) as scoring D. while children from non polygamous home recorded 12 pupils  (30%) as scoring A.15 (7.5%) scoring C and D respectively.
Lastly, general science: there are the scores of polygamous children in primary 6:3 pupils (7.5%) 13 (32.5). 15 (37.5%_ 6 (15) each as scoring A.B.C and D respectively
As for general science, 5 pupils each representing (12.5%) each record A and B and 15 pupils each representing (37.5). each scored C and D among children from polygamous homes. On the other hand. Children from non-polygamous homes. In recorded 5 (12.5%) scored A 14 (35%) scored B 40 (40%) scored C and 5 (12.5%) scored 8 in general science

In primary 5 while children from polygamous home corded 13(32.5%) 32.5% 4(10)% and 8 (20%) accorded in B.C and D respective in mathematics children from polygamous home had 3 pupils (7.5%) 5 (12.5%) 15) 5(37.5%) 17 (42.5%) as scoring A, B, C and D respectively.
In English language, children from polygamous home had 5 as having A; 40B, 5 C and D 20 as compared to children from non polygamous home who had 32.5% A  0% B (10%) and 17.5 D
In social studies to students from Polygamous homes scored the following percentage 75% A 5% B 12.5% C and 42.5% while pupils from monoiganous home had the following  percentage score 7.5% A, 5% B, 2.5% C, 42.5 B in Social studies 
Furthermore, in general science the percentage scores of pupils from polygamous homes are 7.5% A. 37.5% B 45% and 10% D while those of the monogamous homes are 32.5% A 37.5% 10% C and 20% D general, the existing gap between the polygamous and monogamous children from primary 5 is not the that wide.
Discussion of Findings 
A look at the results in table 1 revealed that a significant relationship exist between academic achievement and students motivation to achieve (r-0.26; P < 0.005). home background was also  found to be significantly related to academic achievement students motivational achievement and excellence was found to correlated with academic achievements.
The finding, implies that both home background and students motivation to excel is a catalyst to academic achievements. This buttresses the finding Ajiboye and Molade (2005) that home of the bedrock of learning the result of the second hypothesis goes further to reveal that there is a significant difference in the overall academic  achievement of students from monogamous families and tose from polygamous families 
However, the third hypothesis result revealed that sex, of the pupils does not significantly affect, the academic achievement  of students monogamy and polygamy background.

Summary
	This chapter deals with the discussion based on the findings of this research project as analyzed in chapter four of the project. it also contains the conclusion as well as the recommendation this researcher deemed it fit on the subject this write-up is not only in Ilorin metropolis but throughout kwara state and Nigeria as a whole.
Conclusion 
	From the analysis of 1994 and 1995 cumulative average scores of children from both polygamous and non-polygamous homes. The children  often perform better than children in polygamous homes. 
	In addition, based on the findings from the questionnaire. It is equally clear that children from polygamous homes are often deprive of the joy of life. For instance not having adequate food not having somebody to  buy any the textbook for them e.t.c
	Furthermore, children from polygamous homes seem that have been enjoying the fatherly love because most of the responsibilities in the homes are carried out by the mothers which invariably reduces the man to just an object in the home. 
	Also, from the finding, it is clear that children from polygamous homes seems not to know the value of education probably because of the attitude of their fathers. In addition, one can easily deduce the types of love that characterizes polygamous homes from the opinion of the children towards their step mothers, step bothers and step sisters. 
	In conclusion, researcher believes that children from monogamous homes are more free at home in interacting with their parents, than children of different mothers living under the same roof. 
	Also, fathers, in most cases do not often take adequate care of their wives and children in polygamous houses, in forms of their needs and requirement e.t.c on the other hand, fathers with more than one wife and many children will often neglect his responsibility. 
	Furthermore, there is a bonded love in a monogamous family than that of a polygamous family. Wives  in polygamous  homes tend to jealous one another  and even their  children, which in turn results in back biting, hatred and even quarrel. Also, due to the difference on how each of wives all behave to their husband, the husband tend to love one wife more than the others. This will naturally result to fighting, jealousy and hatred, which may even result into divorce. 


Recommendations
	Having discussed some of the problems of polygamous homes, as it affects the educational performance of children, researchers wish to make the following recommendations:-
i. That men should always try to restrict themselves to marrying  one wife, so as to have more time and even provided for the need of the family.
ii. The men should always marry one woman as it will foster good love among the children. Also he should separate the wives so that each of the wives and children will be free and that adequate provision of facilities for the care and training of the children will be made. 
iii. That a man with more than one wife should at all cost not discriminate in the treatment of the wives and children so as to avoid jealousy hatred and fighting. 
iv. That where a man housed all his wives in the same building, he should always have no room for fighting, hatred and this should be fighting not only among children but also among the wives. 
v. That before a man should marry more than one wife, he should have a reasonable job and means of sustaining family generally, so as not affect the education and care of such children. 
Suggestion for Further Studies 
	From the findings of this study, it will be suggested that research study be carried out on the effect of polygamy on personality of children this will be very useful for the proper planning and management of children in schools and juvenile homes. It is also suggested that a research should be carried on home attitude and perception of children towards their polygamous father.
