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Abstract
     This research examined the influence of social media on the academic performance of junior secondary school students in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. The study investigated the extent of social media usage among students, the type of platforms frequently accessed, and how such usage affects their academic achievement. A descriptive survey research design was adopted, and data were collected using a structured questionnaire administered to a representative sample of junior secondary school students. Findings revealed that a majority of students actively engage with social media platforms such as WhatsApp, Facebook, Instagram, and TikTok. While these platforms provide opportunities for academic learning, group discussions, and information sharing, the study observed that excessive use often leads to distraction, reduced study time, poor concentration, and a decline in academic performance. However, the research also noted that when social media is properly utilized for educational purposes, it positively enhances learning and broadens students’ knowledge. The study concludes that the influence of social media on students’ academic performance can be both positive and negative, depending on the level of control and purpose of usage. It is therefore recommended that teachers, parents, and school authorities provide guidance and sensitization to ensure that students use social media responsibly, striking a balance between academic work and online interactions.

Social media has transformed People and the way Individuals interact with Each other, access information and Engage In educational activities: Social media Platforms such as Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, Snapchat, Tiktok have gained widespread and Popularity among students.
      Modern technology in communication has no doubt helped to serve as a means of connecting People and as a medium of interaction in the social world and educational arena. Consequently, higher Education has been exploring the exciting opportunities that technologies have brought to Institutions educators and students. As a result, there has be rapid growth in the availability and uptake of online teaching and learning by many Colleges and universities. Technology has changed the way people Interact and has brought about the Emergence of an open social Platform in the form of Social media. This allows users to easily connect with each other, thereby making the world a global village. However, the use of social media among students has raised concern about its Potential Impact on academic Performance. This study aims to investigate the Effects of social media on academic Performance of students of Kwara State college of Education Ilorin.

Social media Platforms Provide users with a Variety of tools to Create, share and Consume Content with others, Including texts, Images, audios, and Videos. Social media Platforms are also known for it's ability to connect People from different part of the world, fostering, relationships and communities that would have been impossible without them.
    Davis et al. (2012) refers to Social media technology (SMTO) as a web-based and mobile application that allow Individual and organization to create, engage, and share new generated or existing Content, In digital Environment through multiway Communication
   Social networking is a web-based service that allows users build either Public or Semi - Public Profiles within a Controlled Environment. (Obi et al. 2012). The Smartphones Innovation has expanded social media use by allowing uses access various social media Platform with only a few clicks. (Kim & Khang, 2014). On the other hand, social media, has hurt student’s academic success. (Obi at al. 2012; Junco at al., 2019)
    However, while social media has many benefits, concern have been raised about its Impact on academic Performances Particularly among students. Social media usage has been linked to distraction, Procrastination and Poor time management, all which are negative effects on academic performance. Additionally, Social media use can lead to addiction, which Can further Exacerbates academic difficulties.
    According to Rabin et al. (2011), when a student becomes too Engrossed in the use of social media, it affects. The success, in the Class and overall academic Performance. Students attention, is drawn to social not working sites and is diverted to non-educational and inappropriate activities such as pointless chatting (Kuppuswamy & Shankar, 2010). Social media has turned into an essential element of individuals lives including students in today’s world of communication. Its use is growing significantly more than ever before, especially. In the Post-Pandemic-Era.  
   As such, it is Important to understand the Effects, Of Social media on academic Performance of Students in kwara state College of Education, Ilorin. By Identifying the factors that Mediate this relationship, the Study aims to provide Insights into how social media Use Can be Managed to Promote academic success among students. The findings of this study are useful for educators, students, policymakers as they seek to navigate the complex: landscape of Social media Use in academic Settings.
    Social media has become one of the most widely use forms of communication to people of all ages. Students, in Particular, have easy access to the Internet and engage in social networking activities. Since Its Inception, the number of users has steadily Increased, especially among Students, who are subjected to a great deal of neglect and challenges in their academic performance resulting in a rapid decline in educational quality. Students are fond to pay more attention to social media than to their studies. Instead of reading their books, students spend their time on Social media talking and Engaging in Pointless activities, which may affect academic Success as a result of this it is Important to look at some of the hot topics affecting students’ academic Success as a result of social media. 
Statement of the Problem
   Since the advent of social media sites in the 1990s it is assumed in some quarters that the' academic Performance Of students is facing a lot of neglect and challenges. There Is a deviation, distraction and divided attention between social networking activities and their academic work - His observed that student devote more attention do social media and mobile Phone than that of their Studies - The use of social made has also been ' linked to lower academic performance.
    Students in Kwara State Collage of Education, Ilorin are becoming very busy with their Phones and laptops. social media gives most students access to internet and this has resulted or affected the students academically. through the use of Facebook, chatting, Pinging, WhatsApp, snapchat, YouTube, Tweeting, TikToking, Netflix and many more, students tend to spends lots of time away from studying. The study will examine the extent to which Social media can affect Students academic performance and identify the factors that mediate this relationship. The findings of this study will hall to inform policies and interventions aimed at promoting responsible use of Social media among students. The usage of wrong grammar and spelling in social media as well as it is affecting the students vocabulary. Therefore, the research seeks to explore the Impact of Social media on students’ academic performance among undergraduate students in educational district of Kwara State College of Education, Ilorin.
Purpose of the Study 
  The purpose of this study is to examine the extent to which social media usage affects academic performance, identify the most commonly used social media platforms, and explore the potential benefits and drawbacks of social media usage. By understanding the influence of social media on academic performance, this study can provide valuable insights for improving student outcomes and promoting academic success.
   Social media can have both positive and negative impacts on academic performance. CHAPTER TWO
REVIEW OF RELATED LITERATURE
Introduction 
This chapter reviewed some of the numerous works done by scholars and researchers which are directly related to this research works. In doing so, this chapter examined and reviewed the following arears;

Concept of Social Media
Social media is a means that employs mobile and web-based technology to create highly interactive platforms which individual and community share, co-create, discuss and modify user-generated content. Social media is a phrase being tossed around a lot, it is easy to confuse social media with social news because we often refer to member of the news as the media, adding to it, that social news sites are also social media sites, some media websites include
· Social book marking: Interacting by tagging websites and searching through bookmarked by others (blink simple)
· Social networking: Interacts by adding friends, commenting on photos and profiles, sharing groups for discussions (Facebook, WhatsApp, Instagram)
· Social photo and video sharing: Interact by sharing videos and photos and commenting on the users’ submission (YouTube and Fliki)
·  Wikis: interact by adding articles and editing articles (Wikipedia, wiki)
Social media refers to the means of interaction among people in which they create account, Andreas and Micheal (2010) are of the opinion that social media is a group of internet-based application that builds on the ideological foundation and allows the creation and exchange of users generated content. Social media has become one of the major channels of chatting platforms such as Twitter, Instagram, Wiki and YouTube. There has been an increase in the mobile social media which has created new opportunity for browsing.
   The internet usage effect of social media, in view of Nielson (2012) Stated that students continue to spend more time on the social media than any site. The total time spent on social media across mobile devices increased to 37% i.e 121 billion minutes in July 2012 compared to 88 billion minutes in July 2011.
       Kaplan and Haenlein (2016) classified social media into six different classes as follow;
1. Collaborative project (Wikipedia)
2. Blogs and micro blogs (twitter)
3. Content communities (YouTube)
4. Social networking sites (Facebook, Instagram)
5. Virtual game world (world of war craft)
6. Virtual second world (second life) 
     Technology includes the blogs, picture sharing, music sharing, crowd sourcing, e-mail, instant messaging and voice over. These services could be integrated via social network in aggregation platforms.
   Mobile social media: When social media is used in combination with mobile devices, it is called mobile social media. Social media is a group of mobile marketing application that allows the creation and exchange of users generated content. Due to the fact that mobile social media runs on mobile devices, it differs from traditional social media as it incorporates new factors such as the current location of the users, time delay between the sending and receiving. According to Kaplan (2002), social media can be divided into four types
· Space timers (location and time sensitive): Exchange of message with relevance for specific location and time (Facebook, WhatsApp, Instagram)
· Quick time (time sensitive): Transfer of traditional social media application to mobile services to increase immediately; posting twitter messages, status update (WhatsApp) and updating display picture (DP)
· Space locators (location sensitive): Exchange message with relevance for one specific location which are tagged to certain place (Yelp, Skype).
· Slow timer (neither location nor time sensitive): Transfer traditional social media application on mobile devices (reading a Wikipedia entry). 
    Social networking sites: It is used to describe any website that enables users to create public profiles within that websites and form relationship with other users of the same websites who access their profile. It is used to describe community base website, online discussion forum, chat rooms and other social space online. Commonly, the phrase “Social networking sites” is used as an umbrella term for all social media and computer mediated communication, including but not limited to Facebook, twitter, LinkedIn, and my space as well as the inaugural social networking sites of Cyword, Bebo and Friendster.
    Ellison and Boyd (2007) define social network sites as web-based services that allows individuals to construct profiles display user connections and search and traverse within that list of connections. A social media, mobile phone is an online service or platforms that allow users to share information within a selected group. It is a great way to stay connected and a convenient way to share photos from trips (Awake 2012). It consists of representation of each user (profiles), social links and a variety of additional services.
  For detailed analysis of social networking the following terms would be discussed.
Impact of social networking sites are :
· Features
· Social networking and education.
Impact of social networking site
      Through e-mail and instant messaging, online communities are created where a gift economy and reciprocal altruism are encouraged through cooperation WhatsApp and other social networking tools are increasingly the objective of scholarly research. Scholars in many fields have begun on investigation of the impact of social, youth culture and education.
   Several website are beginning to tap into the power of social networking model for   philanthropy. In 2011, Itch technologies conducted research that showed that 50% of British workers are banned from the use of social media during office hours. In view of this when one is chitchatting, the content in chatting, comment, photos and status should speak less of an individual.
   Kim in summary says “if you are mindful of what you are doing, you can maintain a measure of this privacy on social network (Awake, 2012) and in reference to this proverb 10:19 states that “ in the abundance of words, there does not fail to be transgression but the one keeping in his check is acting discretely”
   This is a vortex that sucks one in and has no idea, you’ve been trapped. One of the ironies of the internet is that it keeps you apart from one of the most important things, it is a great way to stay connected with people that you just have to know when to shut it down. Raquel concluded that it seems that when people go on a social network, they love their mind (Awake, 2012).

Features of social networking sites
     According to the Boyd and Ellison (2011), articles entitles: why youth heart, social networking sites’ the role of network public in teenage life? It shares a variety of technical features that allows individual to connect a public or semi-public office, articulate lists of their users and they share connection with and view their list of connection within the system. In an article the “social networking site” definition and scholarship. Boyd and Ellison adapts students (2013) description of profiles as unique pages where one can type oneself into being a profile is generated from answer to question such as age, location and interest. Some sites allows users upload pictures, add multimedia content or modify the look of their profile pictures and BB chat that allows them change display picture, name and status.
   They allow them search for users and share a list of contact and there are sections dedicated to content and there are sections dedicated to comments from friends and other users. To protect their privacy, they have a control that allow users to choose who can view their profile, contacts and them to their list of contacts.


Social network and education
    The advent of social network platforms may also be impacting the way in which learners engage with technology. In general, for a number of years, precisely (2011) dichotomy between digital natives and digital immigrants has been considered a relatively accurate representative of the case with which the people of a certain age rate, in particular those born before and the ones born after use technology.
     Social networking and their educational uses are of interest to many researchers. Livingstone and Brake (2019) in their opinions said social networking site, like much else on the internet representing a moving target for researchers and policy makers. Recent trends indicate that 47% of American adults use social network. A national survey in 2009 found that 37% of online teenagers use social networking sites which increase to 55% three years later (LCN HART, PURCELL, SMITH and ZICKUR 2010). It has also shown that it provides opportunity within professional education but however, there are constraints in such areas.
Social networking in Nigeria  
    Social networks are increasingly gaining momentum in the world of information and communication, it has without doubt altered the conventional method of news gathering and dissemination, a confirmation of what seems to be paradigms shift print and broadcast media to the more effective and efficient rave of the moments. Social networking played a pivotal role in information and communication in Nigeria last year event that would forever be in our memories.
    It all started with the removing of fuel subsidy on new year in 2012. This event showed the overwhelming power of networking. Daily protests were organized and sustained for about a week in social networking. It was a powerful tool that it was rumored that the president considered suspending their operations. Another incident in the case of Cynthia Okojie who was murdered by Facebook friends. The role of social network is quite overwhelming in this scenario considering the very fact that this ordeal started and ended on Facebook, it wowed everyone. It proved that social networks are becoming tools in the hand of the government and weapons for criminals. One of the most shocking and angering thrillers ever was the video and pictures of the “ALUU 4”. It was a horrible sight to behold in humanity at its peak. It was evidently one of the biggest news that rocked 2012, it wasn’t the first, criminals were butchered and burnt alive by uncivilized barbaric mobs.
  The differences between “Aluu 4” and other similar occurrence was simply the presence of social networking which led to the empathy from the public and resultant involvement of the government.  
   The idea behind most of the phenomena with many websites is to help people feel socially connected and part of a community, even though they may be sitting home alone at their computer (Coyle & Vaughn, 2015). Participants may connect with other people they know through school, works or an organization or they may be sitting home alone at their complete stranger from all over the world (Coyle & Vaughn, 2015). They do this by searching for people and adding them as “friends” so that they may share information with them and other networking that those people may be a part of (Boyd & Ellison 2012). Being “friends” in the same social networking site world simply means that two profiles have been linked together (Tufekei, 2008), this in turn expands a person’s network greatly so that they may meet and share information with even more members (Coyle & Vaughn, 2008).
     In addition, being “friends” with someone on a SNS allows a person to communicate in a variety of ways as sending private and public messages, participating in an online game, commenting on photos that have been posted, sharing music or movie preferences, responding to journal entries and much more (Livingstone, 2014). In one author’s opinion, “creating and networking content is becoming an integral means of managing one’s identity, lifestyle and social relations (Livingstone, 2008). A click of a button may be with someone who is not a friend in “real life” (Livingstone, 2021).
     Though there are several options for “privacy” on those sites, many research has shown that the public aspect of sharing information is what draw many to join and participate (Duven & Timm, 2008). Privacy has a new definition when referring to social network sites, since just becoming a member requires a person to give certain personal information (Duven & Timm, 2008). Some sites like Facebook, started as a way for college students to connect and have an “edu” email address was required for signing up (Tufekei, 2014). Now, this site is open for all users, which also increase the amount of people who may have two accounts. One for private use and the other for business or school use (Tufekei, 2011).
Examples of social networking sites    
     There are varieties of special network like 2go, WhatsApp, messenger, Facebook and twitter for people to have access to.
· Facebook is a social network site, chat and instant messaging (IM) application. It enables the user to chat on their mobile phones free, one of the greatest points of Facebook chat is its simplicity and light weight, making it available to lots of low-end phones. Facebook runs on any java enabled phone; Nokia, Samsung, TECNO, and any Sony Ericson
· WhatsApp messenger is a proprietary cross-platform, instant messaging for subscription service for smart phones that uses the internet for communication. In addition to, next messaging users can send other image, videos and audio media messages as well as their location using integral mapping method.
   Twitter is an online social networking service that enables its users to send and read text-based posts of up to 140 characters known as “tweets”. Users can also follow the updates of friends they “follow”, send them direct messages, reply publicly to friends or just post questions or comment as their current status (Sorav, 2010). In many ways, this social network site (twitter) continually provides social network for people at all ages.

Benefits of social networking         
Though many arguments can be made about the possible risks of adolescent social networking, it is important to point out the benefits of these websites as well. Many schools have started to use these sites to promote education, keep students up to date with assignments and offer help to those in need (Boyd, 2012). In general, the internet and social networking sites can be a positive influence on adolescents. Social networking sites provide an outlet for teens to express themselves in their own unique ways (Boyd, 2012).
In addition, they serve both as a meeting way for teens to interact with other like-minded people and as show places for teen’s artistic and musical abilities (Boyd, 2007). Finally, high school students use this site as tool to obtain information and resources for graduation preparations and future planning. For example, students applying for college visit profiles of that college, students applying for college visit and read blogs  of past students to determine whether  the college would be a good fit ( Boyd & Ellison, 2014). 
Gender usage of social media
     When reviewing the literature related to gender and adolescent, results are mixed as to which group spend more time on the internet as well as social media network (Lin 2014). Studies have shown that boy have been more online than girls in the previous decades because of earlier form of technology such as video or computer games (Lin & Subrah Maryam, 2014). Girls have reported that they use social media for things like chatting and downloading music (girls & price 2008), because of this, one may hypothesize that girl will be more likely attracted to social media network and other online social group.
     For girls, social networking site are placed to reinforce pre-existing friendship for boys, the network also provides opportunity for flirting and making new friends (Rancke,2011). Girls are also more likely than boys to post sexually explicit pictures of themselves and to talk about activities on public forums (Rafferty,2003).
Usage of social media by age
     In the beginning years of personal computer and internet access, social media websites were used primarily for information gathering and research (Alexander & Salas, 2011). In the past several years, the internet has become the center of communication between people, as well as being the prime sources of entertainment (Alexander & Salas, 2011).
   Students have become accustomed to this lifestyle much more than older generation have. Approximately 90% of student in Kwara State College of Education, Ilorin have internet access and about 85% of this student uses media more than once per day.
Peer pressure
    According to recent research about social media network and internet usage, social networking sites like Facebook, twitter and Instagram have become so popular that many university students would get an account even if they do not want to (Peter, Schouten & Valkenburg, 2012).
         This shows that joining a SNS signifies more than just going on a website, it is a way of “fitting in” with peers, just like many other types of group in high school (Peter, Schouten & Valkenburg, 2012), Infact, SNS may be predictors of self- esteem and wellbeing in students and they have become a fundamental role in students’ life (Peter, Schouten & Valkenburg, 2012). A student stated in research study by Dr. Danah Boyd at Berkeley university; If you’re not on my side, you don’t exist (Boyd 2007).
Students’ addictiveness to social media and mobile phones
   On the internet, students engage in a variety of activities, some of which may be potentially addictive (Kuss & Griffiths, 2011). The mass appeal of the social media on the internet could be a cause of concern. Particularly when attending to the gradually increasing amount of time students spend online. Undergraduates spend more time on Facebook, twitter and other social media through smart phones that are now in abundance among these youths. Many students cannot go for two –three hours without checking and updating their profiles on these social networks, even detriment of other activities such as educational and career pursuit (Moraham-Martin and Schum Acher, 2010) explain social media addiction as the excessive use of internet and the failure to control this usage which can seriously harm a person’s life.
    On an article on the Daily Trust Newspaper Hodo (2011) posts that there seem to be an alarming rate of social networking obsession among students today, a trend that could affect their academic, social, and spiritual lives negatively if not properly controlled.
Students exposure to social media and mobile phones
   It has been observed in recent times that students have unlimited access to the internet as well as social media, mobile phone. Students connect with computer to send and receive information anywhere on the globe.  The manufacturing and distribution of equally sophisticated cellular phones has complicated the situation as students no longer need to cybercafé before they send and receive messages. Some schools are so equipped with that there is internet connection made available within the school premises as well as in the library. Online Wikipedia and blogs are main resources centers for students.

Similarly, Wang (2010), post that social media is negatively associated with academic performance of students and it is a lot more momentous than its advantages. Internet addiction consequently give rise in internet usage within the last couple of decades Nalwa & Anand (2013) recommended that addicted users prefer using internet setting back their personal and professional responsibilities which untimely leads to poor academic performance.

Social media in the classroom (lecture room)
    Having social media in the lecture room has been a controversial topic for the past years. In early 2013, Steve Joordens, a professor in the University of Toronto encouraged the 1,900 students enrolled in his introductory psychology course to add content to Wikipedia pages featuring contents related to the course. Like other educators, Joordens argued that the assignment will not only strengthen the site’s psychology content but also provide an opportunity for students to engage in critical reflection about the negotiations involved in collaborative production. However, Wikipedia’s all editorial staff complained that the students’ contribution were inaccurate.
     Facebook represents a potential useful tool in the educational contexts. It allows for both an asynchronous and synchronous open a dialogue via a familiar and regular accessed medium and supports the integration of multimedia content such as student created photographs and videos and URLS to other texts in a platform that many students are familiar with.
Appraisal literature review 
    The widespread adoption of social media has led to a significant body of research examining its impact on academic performance. This essay aims to appraise the existing literature on this topic, synthesizing the findings, identifying gaps, and determining the implications for practice and future research.
    Studies have reported mixed results regarding the influence of social media on academic performance. Some have found a negative association, suggesting that excessive social media use can distract students, reduce time spent on academic activities, and ultimately negatively impact academic performance. Conversely, other studies have reported positive associations, highlighting the potential benefits of social media use, such as providing social support, facilitating collaboration, and offering access to educational resources.
   Despite the growing body of research, there are several limitations and gaps in the existing literature. Many studies rely on self-reported data, which may be subject to bias, and few have examined the long-term effects of social media use on academic performance. Furthermore, studies often use different definitions of social media use and academic performance, making it challenging to compare findings across studies.
   The appraisal of the existing literature highlights the need for educators and parents to be aware of the potential benefits and drawbacks of social media use. Students should be encouraged to develop effective time management skills and use social media strategically to support academic goals. Moreover, future research should investigate the long-term effects of social media use on academic performance and explore strategies for maximizing benefits while minimizing drawbacks.

In other words, instead of manipulating variables or testing hypotheses, the main objective of descriptive design is to observe and document the key features and details of a specific subject or event. Researchers using descriptive design aim to provide an accurate and comprehensive account of the phenomenon under investigation, offering insights into its characteristics, patterns, and relationships. This design will be employed because this study centered on individuals and their opinion.
Population 
The target population involves the entire students in selected senior secondary schools in Ilorin West Local Government Area of Kwara State. This includes both male and female irrespective of age.
Sample and Sampling Techniques 
A simple random sampling procedure will be utilized, whereby five school will be selected to represent the total population Twenty (20) students will be sampled in each selected school, making the total sum of hundreds (100) respondent from the whole population.


Instrument for Data Collection 
The research instruments adopted in this work is questionnaire in drawing responses from the identified respondents. The questionnaire was drawn up in a way to explore various information that would reveal the influence of social media on academic performance of secondary school student. Validity of the Instrument

The self-constructed instrument for the study will be given to the researcher supervisor for contents validity. The comments received will be used in preparing the final draft of the Instrument to be used for the study.
Reliability of the Instrument 
Reliability in educational research refers to the consistency and stability of results obtained from measurements, assessments, or instruments. It indicates the extent to which a study or instrument produces dependable and consistent outcomes under similar conditions and with similar populations. A reliable study minimizes measurement errors and ensures consistency in the measurement process, leading to more accurate and trustworthy findings (Çelik, Aydin, & Aydin, 2018).

CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATION
Summary
​       The study was conducted to examine the influence of social media on the academic performance in English of senior school student in Ilorin South, Local Government Area, Ilorin Kwara State.   
​             Questionnaire was used to elite information from one hundred (100) respondents in selected schools in Ilorin South Local Government area, Ilorin Kwara State. The objective of the study were to examine the level of students addictiveness to social media and the effect on their performance to ascertain how the use of social media has affect their performance to ascertain the differences in students usage of social media network by gender in the school, and to ascertain how age has influence on students usage of social media network in the school.
           ​Literature reviewed highlighted the concept of social media, students addictiveness to social media, students exposure to social media, effect of social media on the academic performance, usage of social media by age.
            ​Descriptive survey design was used in carrying out the study. The sample size of 100 respondents are randomly selected, 25 from each school in selected school in Ilorin West Local Government Area .The data collected were analyzed using frequency and T-test.
Conclusion
The study on the influence of social media on the academic performance of junior secondary school students in Ilorin West Local Government has shown that while social media platforms provide opportunities for learning, communication, and information sharing, they also present significant challenges to academic achievement. Findings revealed that many students spend considerable time on platforms such as Facebook, WhatsApp, Instagram, and TikTok, often at the expense of their studies. This habit contributes to distractions, reduced concentration, and in some cases, declining academic performance. However, the study also established that when properly managed, social media can serve as a valuable tool for academic improvement. It can facilitate access to educational materials, online tutorials, peer-to-peer learning, and exposure to global knowledge. Thus, the effect of social media on students is not entirely negative; rather, it depends on how it is used and the level of guidance provided by teachers and parents.
Implications of the Study
         ​The findings of this study have several implications to the secondary school student in Ilorin South Local Government Area Ilorin, Kwara State. To begin with, the importance of schools to put in place restrictions and policies to minimize the negative effects of use social media and digital devices on academic performance. This study was one of the pieces of evidence that is possible. Another implication of this study most students spent on social media an average of 2-3 hours a day. The findings further show that most students do spend most of their time on social media and digital devices during their free time which is likely when they are at home or in the dorm. This means that schools can find ways to limit time students spend on social media and digital devices, that cannot affect their academic performance.
Recommendations
​       In the light of the findings of the study the following recommendation are made.
1. Students should create balance between chit-chatting and academic activities
2. More attention should be directed to academic performance
3. Students should better manage their study time and study habit and prevent distraction that can be provided by social media

Suggestions for Further Studies
1. Further studies can be carried out on the influence of social media on junior secondary school students in Ilorin West or other Local Government Areas, to compare results across different age groups.
2. Researchers may also extend the scope of the study to include tertiary institutions, to examine how social media affects the academic performance of university and college students.
3. This study focused on students’ perspectives; future studies can explore the views of teachers, parents, and school administrators on how social media usage affects learning outcomes.
4. A more detailed study could be conducted to investigate the psychological and behavioral effects of social media on students, in addition to its academic influence.
5. Since this study used a survey method, future research can employ experimental or longitudinal designs to establish a clearer cause-and-effect relationship between social media usage and academic performance.
