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ABSTRACT

This research work examines the virtuous and disobedient women in the Quran vis-à-vis Maryam (Prophet Isa’a mother), an obedient servant of Allah whose chastity fetch her the baby: Isa (the Prophet): also Asiya (Pharaoh’s wife) a devoted saint of Allah that protected the life of the Prophet of Allah; Musa during infancy and later believed in his Prophet-hood which finally led to her fructification on the cross. However, Prophet Nuh’s and Prophet Lut’s wives were among the outrageous and disobedient servants, though married to the Prophets of Allah, yet they were perished alongside with the unbelievers as a result of their transgression and disbelief. The scenarios of the two groups were cross-examined and correlated with the contemporary women of Ilorin metropolis. Discussion method is adopted in the work, and it is recommended that women ought to be virtuous and religious at all sphere of life.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
Background to the Study 


In the midst of the darkness that engulfed the world, the divine revelation echoed in the desert of Arabian with a fresh noble and universal message to humanity.

O mankind, keep your duty to your Lord who created you from a single soul and from it created its mate (of same kind) and from twain has spread a multiple of man and women (Q4:1).

The Qur’an provides 1:8 clear cut evidence that woman is completely equated with man in the sight of God in terms of her rights and responsibilities. The Qur’an states: How (will it be with them) when we have brought them all together to a day of which there is no doubt, when every soul will be paid in full what it has earned, and they will not wronged (Q3: 25) it also state:

So their Lord accepted their prayers, never will I allow to be lost the work of any of you be male or female, you proceed one from another (Q2:195). Whoever works righteous man or woman, and has faith, verily to him we will give a new life that is good and pure and we will reward according to their actions (Q16:97).


The Qur’an is addressing the believers often uses the expressing “believing men and women” to emphasize the quality of men and women in regard to the respective duties, right, virtues and merit it says:

For Muslim men and women for believing men and women, for devout men and women, for true men and women for men and women who are patient and constraint, for men and women who are humble themselves for men and women who give charity, for men and women who fast, for men and women who guard their chastity, and for men and women who engaged much in Allah’s praises for Allah has proponed forgiveness and great rewards (Q43:70). Enter int paradise, you and your wives with delight who so deos which is right and because whether male or female him or her will be quicker to happy life (Q16:97).

The Qur’an recommend, that wives should be obedient and adaptable to their husband: wives should also keep the secret of their husband and protect their honour and integrity.


Therefore the righteous women and devoutly obedient (to Allah and their husband) and guard in the husband absence what Allah orders them to guard (their chastity, their husband property). (Q4:34).


The women from whom you see  ill conduct with her husband, such as when she act as if she is above her husband, disobey, him, ignores him, dislike him and so forth when this sign appears in a women, her husband should advise her and remind her of Allah’s torment and she disobey him. Indeed Allah ordered the wife to obey her husband and prohibited her from disobeying him because of the enormity of his rights and all that he does for her indeed such doing to wonder blindly and effort will be profitless.

As its said:

Their likeness is as the likeness of one who kindled afore: then when it lighted all around him, Allah took away their light and left them in darkness, so they could not see they are deaf, dumb and blind, so they return not (to the right path). (Q2:17-18).

However, a pious women’s priority is to seek the pleasure of Allah, she tries in acquiring the qualities of a good wife by following the example of the (Prophet Muhammed) (SAW)  and obeying the what is commanded in book of Allah. Complete obedience and adherence to the sunnah of the Prophet (SAW) as their women in the Holy Qur’an that adhere strictly to the will of Allah and are righteous to their husbands like Asiyat the wife of Fir’an (Pharaoh), Maryam the mother of Issa (A.S.W) and we also have disobedience women such as Prophet Nuh’s wife and Prophet Lut’s wife, despite the fact that their husband is an Apostle of God they remained the coursed one.

Statement of the Problem


The main focus of this study is to investigate virtues and disobedient women in Ilorin Emirate. And there could be achieved through religious education and those factors that are hindering to its teaching which include cold attitude of the parents, by not giving adequate. Motivation for their children’s of  religious education and it should be encourage Islamic scholars through seminars, conferences and by providing enough qualities teachers of religious education for schools.

In adequate of teaching and learning of religious education in our communities, this therefore contributes to infectiveness of the parents and poor behaviours of our women in our society

Concept of Quranic Parables 


Qur’an is the word of Allah (kalamu Allah) as revealed to his Prophet Muhammad (PBUH), transferred to us through narration chains known as “Tawator” on seven ahruf, written between the covers of Holy Book, protected Allah between the lines, recited as a form of worship, miraculous in its words and meanings, and challenging with its shortest sura.

The entire Qur’an with it’s verses suras and words is the actual words of the Almighty Allah, and not the speech of any one of mankind, jinn or angels. The Angel of revelation Jibril or Gabriel (PBUH).


Allah the Almighty says: “Say the Holy spirit has brought the revelation from the Lord in truth, in order to strengthen those who believe and as a guide and glad tidings to Muslims (Suratu Hahl, verse 102).


According to Muhammad Alh Shimi (2006) parables means an allegorical story with moral lesson in the Holy Qur’an. It is teaches moral and lessons in nature. 
Parables in oxford English dictionary means a short story that teaches moral and spiritual lesson in Islam it consist of activities of every living being, the past the existing and the one that will exist in the later life (i.e future) are included in this book revealed to the Holy Prophet Muhammad (S.A.W) which is Al-Qur’an. 
In the Qur’an parables are used extensively, in a variety of forms and covering many themes.


According to Afnan Fatani (2008) says: The Quranic parables are meant to teach moral lessons, and usually the figures involved are of little importance as more is paid to the lesson than the figure. Below are some examples of parables in the Qur’an. In verse 45 Qur’an is for example worldly life is compared to the full of ran and the cycle of vegetation.

“And strike for them a parable of the worldly life: it is like the water which we send down from the sky and then the plant, of the earth mingle with it. But then they become dry and broken and are scattered by the winds. And God is capable of all things”. (Q2: 259).

Women in Islam 


Women in Islam are important characters and subject, of discussion in the stories and morals taught in Islam. Some of them are portrayed in a positive light, while others are condemned for their actions. Maryam – مريم is the only women mentioned in the Quran by name. the others names  came from different tradition. Most of the women in the Qur’an are represented as ether the mothers or wives of leader or Prophet. They retained a certain amount of autonomy from men in some respects, for example, the Qur’an described women who converted to Islam before their husbands or women who took an independent oath of allegiance to Muhammad. While the Qur’an does not name any women except for Maryam directly, women play a role in many of its stories. These stories have been subject to manipulation and rigid interpretation in both classical commentary and popular literature from patriarchal societies. Women are not seen as Prophet in Islam as all of the Prophet are men, therefore there are no female Prophets in Islam.

Despite misconceptions, the status of women in Islam is that of a beloved equal. In the midst of a deeply exist historical of women, celebrating their unique contributions to family and society, condemning the ill-treatment of women and campaigning to their rights.


Many of the negative stereotypes around women in Islam arise not from Islamic guidance but from cultural practices, which not only denigrate the right and experiences of women, but also, stand in direct opposition to the teachings of Allah (SWT) and His Prophet (SAW).

The theme of equality runs through other Islamic teachings, too. An important verse in the Qur’an reads,.

“The men believers and the women believers are responsible for each other. They enjoin the good and forbid the evil, they observe prayers and give charitable aims and obey God and his Prophet”. (Qur’an 9:71).

In the midst of the darkness that engulfed the world, the divine revelation echoed in the wide desert of Arabic with a fresh, noble and universal message of humanity:

“O mankind, keep your duty to your Lord who created you from a single soul and from it created its mate (of some kind) and from them twain has spread a multitude of men and women” (Qur’an 4:1).


A scholar who pondered about this verse states: “it is believed that there is no text, old or new, that deals with the humanity of the women from all aspects with such amazing brevity, eloquence, depth and originality as this divine decree”.

Stressing this noble and natural conception, the Qur’an states 

“He (God) it is who did create you from a single soul and there from did create his mate, that he might dwell with her (in love) (Qur’an 7:189).

“The creator of heavens and Earth: He has made for you pairs from among yourselves … (Qur’an 42:11)
A man came to Prophet Muhammad (SAW) asking:
“O messenger of God, who among the people is the most worthy of my good company? The Prophet said, your mother. The man said then who else: the Prophet said your mother. The man asked then who else? Only then did the Prophet (SAW) say you’re their (Al-Bukhari and Muslim)”.

“It is the generous (in character) who is good to women, and it is the wicked who insults them”.

Disobedient wives as Mentioned in the Qur’an and Hadith

Disobedience means to disobey order, non- observant of lawful commands from Islamic point of view. According to Malik Sirajuddinn and his son Kashmm (2010), disobedience means failure to obey orders of Almighty Allah (SWT) and non-observant of the Islamic lawful commands. A women described as a disobedient women is one who in the first place had disrespect the command of her husband and also fails to obey the law of Almighty Allah (SWT)


Wives in general have to understand that obedience to their husbands is an Islamic duty that is required of them. The husband should be a good job of being in charge of his wife and family by guiding them to that which is in their best interest and will bring them happiness.

“The righteous wife is the one who does not separate from her husband and is keen to serve him and take care of him and strives to make hi happy”.


It was narrated from Abd al-Rahim Ibn Awf that the Prophet Muhammad (salla Allah Alayhi Wasallam) said.

“If a  woman prays her five daily prayers, fast her month (of Ramadan), Guards her chastity and obey her husband, it will said to her: enter paradise through which ever of the gates of paradise you wish.”


The Prophet (SAW) also said “A woman talks harshly and her husband become sa because of her rudeness, beware such a woman is cursed and the wrath of Allah will be on her till the time she smiles on her husband and tries to please him”. This hadith of the Prophet was reported by Hadrat Talha bn Abdullah.


The Prophet compared a disobedient wife  and a run away slave in his sating. “The salat of two persons hardly rises beyond their heads in its flight to heaven. This is so because (Allah) himself will not be happy with a wife who is disobedient to her husband and if she did not ask forgiveness for her husband her prayers will not be accepted, because everybody will be rewarded according to their hand work, all actions will be judged according to their handwork, all actions will be judged according to their intention.”

However, if a woman is disobedient to her husband she will not enjoy her marital home, a disobedient wife always bead had children who will contribute to the problem of her later life, since she is the source of the destruction of their home, she will not correct them when they do anything wrong they would lack moral, self-discipline both in the home and in the society.


Abu Hurairat reported that the messenger of Allah said:



“The best among the woman is the one who pleases her husband when he look at her, carried out his orders and in his absence look after his properties and guards her chastity” (Ibn Majah).

Allah says in the Holy Qur’an:
“Allah presents an example of those who disbelieved: the wife of Noah and the wife of Lot, they were under two of our righteous servants but betrayed them, so those Prophet did not avail them from Allah at all, and it was said, enter the fire with those who enter” (Q66:10).
Obedient Wives as Mentioned in the Qur’an and Hadith 

The oxford English Dictionary defined obedience as a submission to authority and from the Islamic point of view, it means submission to the will and adherence to the principle of Allah.

The principles to be adhered to are those found in the Holy Qur’an and the Prophetic traditions. Being an obedient women, before a woman could be regarded as obedient woman she will first of all be a good Muslim and in devoted wife to her husband, this is evidence in one of the prophetic saying which says:. “A woman whose husband is pleased with her at the time of death goes straight in to paradise”.

An obedient woman who is always is favour of her husband and who have the fear of God (Allah) in mind, will request for nothing unanswered from Allah (SWT) that is, her prayer will be easily accepted because Allah is so good that even if one does not serve Him, He is in the service of that person, not talk of person who spend all the time of her life to serve and adhere to the principles of Allah.

Moreover, an obedient wife will not be met in an unholy situation, she will be well respected in one society. An obedient woman is always the favorite of her husband, he will always want to meet up her need he would never like anything to touch her mind and on the other hand great reward is being recorded for her by God (Allah) having followed the injuctions of the Glorious Qur’an.

Obedient woman always breed good children, children f devoted and virtuos wives are always ambitious, religion and important due to virtue of Islam, they are well brought up as result of being given birth by a good mother who really and have to care for them, and most importantly they are however product of holy and pious family.

Men and the protectors, and maintainers of women because Allah has made one to excel the other and because spend (to support them) from their means. Therefore the righteous women are devoutly obedient (to Allah and to their husband) and guard in the husband absence what Allah orders them to guard (e.g their chastity, their husband property) (Q4:34).

A virtuous women is always generous to people living in her environment or society in the sense that nobody will see her fault and she will not be after  the fault of anybody, she will have rest of mind and will believe nobody is disturbing her except what pleases Almighty Allah.

Allah says ‘in the Glorious Qur’an.
“And Allah presents an example of those who believed: the wife of Pharaoh, when she said, My Lord, build for me near you a house in paradise and save me from Pharaoh and his deeds, and save me from the wrong doing people”.
Analytical Discourse of Verses in Suratul Tahrim
Allah say’s in the holy Qur’an:
“O Prophet why do you prohibit (yourself from) what Allah has made lawful for you seeking the approval of your wives? And Allah is forgiving and merciful (Q66:1)
Allah say’s:
“If your two (wives) repent to Allah, (It is best) for your herts have deviated, but if your cooperate against him then indeed Allah in his protector, and Gabriel and the righteous of the believers and the angels, moreover, are (his) assistants”. (Q66:4).
Allah say’s:
“Allah presents an example of those who disbelieved the wife of Noah and the wife of Loot, they were under two of our righteous servants but betrayed them, so those Prophets did not avail them from Allah at all, and it was said, enter the fire with those who enter”. (Q66:10).
And Allah say’s again that:
“And Allah presents an example of those who believed: the wife of Pharaoh, when she said my Lord, build for me near you a house in paradise and save me from Pharaoh and his deeds and save me from the wrong doing people”. (Q66:11).
Allah (SWT) also said again in the Qur’an
And (the example of) Mariam the daughter of ‘Imran who guarded her chastity, so we blew into (her garment) through our angels and she believed in the words of her Lord and His scriptures and was of the devoutly obedient (Q66:12).

Purposive sampling techniques will be used in this study only people of Ilorin will be involve in the research (100) Hundred respondents will be use to necessitate the through investigation of the four (4) local Government areas will be purposively selected by the researchers.
Research Instrument 

The instrument for the collection of data for this study will be questionnaire, the questionnaire would allowed independent judgment and saves time.

The instrument will be designed by the researchers to collect data from the selected sampled local government areas on analytical study of Quranic parables of virtuos and disobedience women in Ilorin West Local Government. The questionnaire will be divided into two sections, namely section A and B.

Effect will be made by the researcher to make sure that questionnaire is as simple as possible to enable the respondents to understand the content thereby allowing them to be more objectives.

The sections (A) deals with personal data of the respondents such as the Name, Sex, Area, Local Government Area and status. Where as section (B) deals with some items used to elicit responses of the people. The researcher sought the opinon of the parents living in  Ilorin West Local Government, through the researcher gathered most of the needed information on the study which shows that the analytical study of Quranic parables of virtuos and disobedient women in Ilorin West Local Government, that the women contributed immensely impact to the teaching and moral development of their children in Ilorin and it’s environment because parents are accepted to lay good example for their children; parents are suppose to be a role model. Children learn unconsciously from their mother. It is an automatic dissemination of behaviuor. Some children misbehaviours are even to be hereditary based i.e inherited parent.


And it was been discovered that some parents are disobedient to their husband in which their children has automatically learn from there behaviours.


This is according to Ogunniyi P.O (2008), the issue of parental involvement in obedience matter to their society becomes very important it serves as discipline to their children 

Adigun E.I (2010), give further qualities of a good women and they summarized as follows.

Conclusion

Recommendations

However, Islam revived the right of women which is unparalled by any arrangements or religion, women are now seen as partners in progress with their men counterparts, they have equal right in almost all Affairs of life.

Beside, that the study of this project works has equally pointed out some of the virtuous women mentioned in the Holy Qur’an; those women were of strong personalities and of special endowment by Allah, no wonder they are out standing, and exemplary to other believing women.


Asiya and Maryam was described in the wordings of Al-Qur’ans and “who guarded her chastity”. Those women were among the other renowned women in the historical page of Islam for their selfless and dedicated commitment to the course of Islam.


Furthermore the study of this work reveled the role played by both of them to the progress of Islam, moreso, they were modeling foot steps to other believing women to emulate justification for carrying out research on them is realized.

Suggestion for Further Studies 


The research should be carried out using other local government of Kwars State or other state of country.


Research work should also be carried out on impact of women in the propagation of Islam in Ilorin, Kwara State of Nigeria narrated that Allah’s messenger (peace be upon him) said, “which ever women does while her husband is pleased with her, then she enter paradise”. (Tirmidhi).


May Allah subhanahu wata’ala make our hsuabnd’s pleased with us and allow us to fulfil and the obligatory rituals of our Deen, in order that they may lead us to Jannah.


On the other hand, the wife is the lovering of the man she is married to in the sense that she love him, cares for him, nurtures his children and take care of his home, she is also responsible for safeguarding her husband’s secrets and facilitating him to his work. Being Prophet the work of Prophet Nuh and Lut alayhimu salaam was to spread their message to people. However, we have discussed before one of the biggest, hurdles in obstructing their  husband’s religious missions. Allah subhanahu wataa’la punished them and showed us all that indeed there is no place for disbelievers in Islam, whoever thinks that the Prophet are able to intercede for their families must remember that there is no pardening for kufr or shirk with Allah likewise the disobedience to husband or Allah.
